Friedrichshafen, Germany, Aug.
14,—The “feminine  question”
caused a flurry today in the prepa-
rations for the departure of the
Graf Zeppelin on the continuation
of its globe girdling flight. and was
settled in & way that brought tears
to Misgs Keneko Kitamura, a tiny,
doll-like Japanese girl who wish-
ed to make the voyage &s a news-
paper reporter.

Miss Kitamura, who s under-
stood to have been backed by pow-
erful Japanese interests, booked
passage on the Graf to Tokio and

paid for her ticket. When the other|’

Japanese passengers — all men—
learned that Miss Kitamura was
to go they threatened to withdraw
on the ground that “a Japanese
woman's participation in the flight
would make a bad impression in
Japan."

Dr. Hugo Eckener, commander
of the Graf, was in a quandry.
Later he announced that, ag the
Japanese passengers’ protest had
been sustained by the Japanese
embassy in Berlin, Miss Kitamura's
passage was cancelled.

Miss Kitamura was found by the
correspondent weeping in a corner
of the lobby of the Kurgarten ho-
tel.

“Oh, it is dreadful,” she
claimed. Now I shall have to
turn by boat which will
month. I had my heart
_upon making the flight."

She was a sorrowful spectacle as
she dabbed at her eyes with a
handkerchief.

Dr. Eckener instructed the pas-
sengers to have their baggage ready
by 5 o'clock this afternocon. He said
he expects the Graf to leave be-
tween 4 and 5 o'clock tomorrow
morning. A bus will leave the
Kurgarten hotel with the passen-
gers at 3:30.

“Weather conditions now seem
excellent along the entire route and
it looks ag though we shall have a
fine trip,” Dr. Eckener said.

The passengers are promised a
view of the world's most rugged
scenery along the northern fringe
of Siberia within 900 miles of the
North Pole at some points.

It is understood that Dr, Ecken-
er will command the airship only
until it reaches Lakehurst, N. J.
When the Graf leaves to return to
Germany Dr. Eckener will remain

gtop to the rumors which had been
in circulation,

“I told him I thought he should
clear up the matter, and apparent-
ly he has done it,” the chief execu-
tive said,

In handing over his keys and
evidence, Garrett promised revela-
tions which “would raise the
roof.” .

“When I come back from my va-
sation I'll have a statement to
make. I'll tell some things about
the Boston police department,” the
femoted liquor “czar' declared.

Included in the transfer was
paptain Willlam W. Livingston,
* tormerly head of the “fiying squa-
iron” and superintendent of divi-
vions. Captain Livingston was giv-
'n charge of the station in Charles-
own.

Nation’s Prison Survey Gives
Reasons for the Present

Unrest Among Prisoners.

New York, Aug. 14—Continued
unrest in prisons with recurring
uprisings are foreseen. by the Na-
tional Society of Penal Information
which recently concluded a survey.

The report, of whijch advance
proofs were available today, will be
publiched shortly in a new hand-
book of American prisons.

“With' loss of time off for good

behavior, with upwise lengthening
of prison sentences and with the
ultra-conservative parole policy
now in forés in many of the lead-
ing prisons, a recurrence of the up-
risings recently reported may he
looked for at any time,” it states.

“Important as are the questions
of overcrowding and idleness, we
shall have to look for other rea-
sons for such uprisings as reported
at Leavenworth, Auburn and Dan-
nemora.

Reasons for Revolts

‘““Foremost among these causes is
the material lengthening of prison
sentences as a general poliey;
another cause is the change in law,
in New York state which takes
away the possibility of reducing
the sentence by earning “good
time’ for faithful work and good
econduct; a third cause is the de-
creased use of parole authority.

“All three of these fundamental
rauses are the result of a policy of
repression growing out of a mis-
guided public opinion concerning
the ““crime wave.” The overcrowd-
ing and idleness common in so
many institutions are only contri-
buting factors. Merely building
more prisons and employing addl-
tional guards cannot solve the pro-
blem. '

Some Figures

The handbook gives the follow-
ing figures as results of special in-

vestigations relative to over-crowd-

ing:

At Atlanta, the cell capacity was
for 1,648 when the population was
3,111. Leavenworth has a cell

capacity of 2,680 when its popula-

tion was 3,5768. Mansfield, Ohio,
had accommodations for 1,681
when the population was over 2.
900, 'At Jefferson City, Missouri,
with 1,500 cell capacity there were
3,785 prisoners. Jackson, Mich.;

Mcscow, Soviet Russia, Aug. 14.
—The first official reports of
actual fighting betwen Chinese and
Soviet troops on the Manchurian
frontier increased the tension over
the Russo-Chinese situation today.
The Red troeps sustained some
casualties.

While the Soviet government Is
doing everything possible to avert
a conflict, many persons express
the belief that was is unavoidable.

A communique, couched in
guarded language, states that the
Red army ‘repulsed invasions by
White Guards (anti-Communist
Russians) and Chinese troops af
Blagoveschensk and three other
points."”

The Statement.,

The official statement concluded:

“Several Red (Soviet) frontier
guards were killed and wounded.”

This communique reporting arm-
ed clashes on the Manchurian-
Siberian frontier follows a decision
taken by the Soviet Revolutionary
Military Council 24 hours ago to
strengthen the mililary position In
Siberia and espeecially in the reglon
of the Manchurian border.

All armed Red forces are being
unified in that zone under the com-
mand of Gen. Blucher, an experi-
enced army officer who command-
ed the Reds in the Far East during
the long period of civil warfare.

It is understood that he was at
one time mihtary adviser to the
Chinege Nationalists with whom
the Soviets are now at Logger-
heads. '

The Chinese military authorities
in Manchuria are reported to be
establishing fortifications on the
frontier where the Chinese Eastern
Railway crosses into Siberia; re-
inforcing their frontier guards and
increasing the number of military
planes all along the border line.

This would take the place of Gar-
man coal which might be delivered
as a part of Germany’'s- payments
in kind.

Both the British and the dele-
gates from the other allied powers
are making concessions on various
points. A notable example was.con-
ciliatory attitude taken by Premier
Briand, of France, toward the Ger-
man and British demand for speedy
evacuation of the Rhimeland.

When the Dawes plan terminates
the allled countries will have .to
stand the expense of their armies
of occupation upon German soll and
the British are anxious to save this
outlay.

Washington, Aug., 14—The world
movement for calendar simplifica-
tlon was given impetus today with
the presentation to Secretary of
State Stimson of a report from the
national committee headed by
George Eastman. of Rochester, N.

Y., urging participation of the
United States at a conference un-
der the auspices of the League of
Nations.

“Although our committee finds
that opinion in this country rela-
tive to the best plan for calendar
change to adopt preponderantly
favors the 13 months fixed calen- |
dar, it does not recommend that
representatives of the U. S, govern-
ment should enter an international
conference commlitted to this plan
or any other,” the report said.

The committee gave more than a
vear's study to the subject, the re-
port said, and found that three
conditions exist to justify partici-
pation by the TUnited States in a
world conference.

The Conditions

These conditions were laid down:

“The prevalence of a demand
for calendar improvement on the
part of a large and representative
body of American opinion.

*“A growing recognition by the
general public of the grave defects
of the present calendar, a lively in-
terest in the methods by which
these can be overcome, and an in-
telligent wunderstanding of the

man who was led on by a woman,
much younger than himself, who
finally “dominated” him.

Snook “had to kill” Miss Hix,
Seyfert told the jury. He related
the events that transpired at the

rifle range the night of the crime
and of her “attack” upon Snook
in the parked car.

Afraid of Womar:,

“He was really afraid of her —
afraid she'd kill him,” said Sey-
fert. “‘She was a strong, athletie
girl, weighing 145 pounds. She
was a good shot, too. She could
shoot 25 bulls eyes out of 50 at a
distance of 60 feet. And when she
reached for her hand-bag during
their quarrel he thought she was
after the pistol to kill him as she
threatened to do.

“Something must have snapped
yin Snook’s brain after he hit her
the first time. The next thing he
knew he was sitting on the run-
ning board, his head in his hands."

Selfert concluded by telling the
jury he feit sure they “would give
this defendant a fair and square
deal.”

MOTIVE FOR CRIME

Court Room, Columbus, 0., Aug.
14.—*You, Dr. Snook, are the only
one who knows.the motive for the
killing of Theora Hix, and you
haren't told it. And you wiil never
tell it.”

Pointing dramatically at Dr.
James H. Snook, the college pro-
fessor on trial for the slaying of the
campus beauty, Myron B. Gessa-
man, assistant prosecutor. made
this statement today as he was mak-
ing one of the state’s closing argu-
ments to the jury,

Snook winced and hung his head.
He shifted uneasily in his chair.

Turning back to the jury, Gessa-
man told them the killing of Miss
Hix was the most brutal murder in
the history of Ohio. He said the
state did not have to prove a mo-
tive. He scoffed at the idea Snook
killed in self-defense, and then,
picking up a photograph of the
slain co-ed, he took it over in front
of the jury and said:

Shows Photograph

“I.ook at the face of this beauti-
ful girl. Does she look like a drug
addict? Or like the girl he (Snook)
sald she was?"

Pointing again at Snook, he
shouted: “You made her what she
was! And no matter what she was,
she had the right to live.,”

Gessaman began his address at
10:50 a. m., after Attorney Max C.
Seyfert had made one of the de-
fense arguments to the jury. The
‘thirteenth juror had been substitut-
ed for Juror Number Eight who
had reported ill at the opening of
court. In his talk, Seyfert claimed
Snook killed in self-defense,

in a calm, self-contained manner,
Attorney Gessaman declared, with
quiet emphasis, that “Snook lied to
the prosecutor, to the police and to
his own lawyers.’

Declaring that Snook's wife and
mother had been ‘'paraded’ in the
courtroom to arouse sympathy of
the jury, he asked how much
“mercy” Snook had shown Thegra
Hix.

“You never showed any mercy
to her mother and father."”

Gessaman ridiculed the plea that
“something snapped’” in Snook's
brain after he hit the girl, and said
the defense had ‘“‘dropped the con-
tention that Snook was insane like
a hot potato."”

During the investigation of the
crime, Gessaman sald, Snook was
“cool &as a cucumber.” The Thurs-
day morning when he finally con-
fessed, he sald, Snook was permit-
ted to sleep, and talk to his lawyer
before he signed the statement ad-
mitting the killing, He pointed out,
also, that before Snook confessed,
“hig cunning mind'" started to
work, and he asked an explanation
of the different degreegs of homi-
cide, Then, said Gessamah, Snook
decided upon self-defense to
“‘make it just as easy for himself
az he could.”

Cause of Death

Touching upon the cause of
death, Gessaman poinied out that
the most any witness said was that
the hammer blows “might” have
killed the girl, He quoted ‘Snook’s
confession, that before he sévered
Miss Hix's jugular vein, the girl
was moaning and moaning, and
tkat when he left, she was “still.”

He argued that {he absence of
blood clots in the brain showed her
throat had been cut while she was
alive; and that after Snook severed
the vein, he turned the body over
and smashed the back of her head.

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ANNUAL WAR GAME
STARTS ON SEPT. 1

4000 Officers and Men to
Camp i Vermont and
New Hampshire.

Boston, Aug 14—The start of
the annual war game maneuvres
on August 20 will find 4,000 of-
ficers and men, practically the en-
tire force of regular soldiers sta-
tioned in ‘New England, living un-
der canvas in Vermont and New
Hampshire.

Although the actual maneuvres
will not begin till Sept. 1, the per-
iod between August 20 and the
first of September will be required
fcr the concentration o. troops.
The period between September 17-
25 will be devoted to deconcentra-
tion. The various New England
contingents will be stationed in the
vicinity of Brattleboro and Beliows
Falls, Vt.

To Divide Forces

ganized into a provisional Army
corps, to be known as the first
corps. The second phase of the
operations will be devoted to the
manoeuvres based upon  tactical
gituations developed by Major Gen-
eral Preston Brown, commander of
the corps, from current military
problems.

Approximately 90 officers of the
reserve corps have been summoned
to take part in the military display
and troop movements. 0Of this
number 15 have been assigned to
the third division headquarters
and the remainder to various units
guartered at the camp.

Quimby is the “big shot' promo-
tor who signed a note for $500,000
for the Clarke Brothers the day
before the private bank collapsed.
Cutler, former secretary of the
Private Bankers Association, drew
$100 a week from the bank as a
“retainer.”

The indictment charges that the

6,000 MILE FLIGHT

Freidrichshafen, Germany, Aug.
14.—WIith the most dangerous
portion of her round-the-world
fiight ahead of her, the Graf Zep-
pelin {s expected to take to the air
and head for Toklo between mid-
night tonight (7 p. vr., E. D. T.)
and 5 a. m., tomorrow (midnight
tonight E. D. T.)

The second leg of the Graf's
Journey around the world will take
her over a vast expanse of more
than 6,000 miles; much of the
journey will be over wide areas of
the uninhabited forest lards of
Siberia.

For two days it is expected the
20 passengers and 40 members of
the crew of the huge craft will be
entirely ont of communication with
civilization.

During that time everything will
depend upon the skill of Dr. Hugo
Hokener, commander of the air-
ghip, and his aides. The Zeppelin
will be out of range of radlo sta-
tions capable of giving weather re-
ports.

Inadequate Maps

. Dr. Eckener will have to depend
upon the few existing air naviga-
tion charts of the region to be
traversed and his own keen sense
of direction and weather. The air
charts. available are regarded as
waoefully inadequte.

The Zeppelin will follow =a
northern course over Siberla which
will bring her within the Arctic
elrcle and less than 900 miles from
the North Pole.

A tentative decision to take this
rouyte was made following a con-
ference attended by Dr. Eckener
and ‘2 member of meteorological
experts.

To Avoid Storms

By going far to the north, the
Zeppelin will avoid the dangers of
inland storms and typhoons which
are numerous in Central and
Southern Asia at this time of the
year.

- The first part of the journey
from Friedrichshafen will be cover-
ed "entirely by European weather
conditions. If the latter are favor-
able, the Graf may head directly
for Berlin, thence northeast to
come out over the Baltic sea near
Stettin, Germany.

It conditions allow, Dr. Eckener

may then head directly north so as

to pass over southern Sweden. Yes-
terday, King Gustave of Sweden
lunched with the famous dirigible
commander after visiting the han-
gar and admiring the Zeppelin. and
expressed a desire to have the air
liner fly over his country if possi-
ble.

"From the Baltic sea, the Zeppe-
lin probably will head directly
eastward, pasing over Leningard it
conditions permit and then heading
for the seventieth paralled of north
latitude which is just within the
Arctic circle,

She will then continue eastward
over northern Siberia until Sakha-
lein Island, Jjointly occupied by
Russia and Japan, is reached. At
this -point she probably will veer to
& sontheasterly course and head
for Toklo,

Everything {s in readiness for
the start of the flight. The airship
hgs been refueled and completely
Inspected.

A maximum of fuel which will
permit the Graf to remain =aloft
180 hours has been stored aboard
although the flight is not expected
to take more than 120 hours.

No freight is being taken be-
cguse of the heavy fuel load. There
will be & consignment of mail
aboard, however, and 2 bust of the
late Baron Von Huenefeld, a gift
to the Japanese royal family.

All possible precautions have
been taken to provide for the pas-
sengers safety and comfort in case
of a forced landing,

SPEECH DISORDERS
COMMON IN NATION

At Least a Million Persons’
Afflicted, Says U. S. Pub-
lic Health Service.

Washington, Aug, 14.—Pointing
out that speech is the most valuable
of all human accomplishments, the
United States Public Health Ser-
vice today declared that speech dis-
orders in children have until re-
cently been the most neglected of
all hampering defects observed
among them.

It is estimated that in the United
States at least 1,000,000 persons
have some form of speech disorder
and of these approximately 500,000
are school children who stammer or
stutter. Uncorrected speech de-
fects observed in childhood become
a serious economic and social
handiecap in later life, because of
their hearing in educational
achievement and the ability to
secure preferential and gainful em-
ployment, it was stated.

“Fortunately, the majority of
speech defects are functional in
character; not dependent on defl-
nite organic lesions and, can there-
fore, be corrected,” the Publie
Health Service said. “Most speech
defects develop between the third
and eighth year of life.”

“The more common forms of
speech defect observed in children
are retarded speech: imperfect
speech associated with partial deaf-
ness: imperfect speech caused by
certain malformations of the organs
of speech; and, the nervous speech
disorders, much as stammering,
stuttering and nervous hesitation."”

BRITAIN SEEKS RECORD

The jitney drivers, who are fur-
nishing transportation in the pro-
longed street car strike, have been
given until tomorrow to comply
with the city ordinance requiring
each driver to furnish a $5,000
indemnity bond.

The city commission took its first
gtep in thwarting the new outbreak
of violence by ordering Theodore
Ray, superintendent of police, ‘o
augment his foree with any num-
ber of men he may need.

Yesterday's flare of mob actiom
was Lhe biggest here since two pre-
sons were killed In riots early In
the strike when the Public Serv-
fce, Ine., attempted to resume street
car serviee with Iimported strike-
breakers.

NAVAL CONFERENCE

Washington, Aug. 14—A naval
conference of considerable signific-
ance was held at the White House
this morning.

President Hoover summoned to
the mansion Secretary of State
Stimson, Secretary of the Navy
Adams, Admiral Hughes, chief of
naval operations, and the principal
members of the Navy general
board.

Around the breakfast table and
for two hours thereafter, the gen-
eral Navy sltuation—particularly
with regard to the current negotia-
tions for an Anglo-American agree-
ment—was canvassed {n discussica.
Neither the Cabinet officers nor the
admirals would divulge the result
of the talk upon leaving the White
House,

Disputes Galore in Senate, '

Over Tariff Schedules;
Agreed to Leather Rates.

Washington, A;‘xig. 14—The high-
ly controversial sfigar sthedule ap-
peared as a mirage on the tariff
horizon of the Senate finance com-
mittee today as its Republican
membership struggled vainly to
complete the multl-itemed list of
“sundries’ duties.

Containing a thousand and one
items, the ““sundries’ schedule pre-
sented far more complicated a task
for the tariff-makers than any
other in the netw bill. Where other
schedules have been disposed of’
after a half dozen economic bat-
tles, the sundries schedule provok-
ed a thousand and one rate dis-
putes.

Decision on Hides

The most important accomplish-
ments of the Republican tariff
czars in the past 24 hours included
a final decision on all hides, leath-
er and shoe rates, the placing of
uncut diamonds on the free list, a
general reduction of House rates
on men's gloves, pearls, cut dia-
monds, ladies fans and dolls, and
approval off House Increases on
matches and cork.

The last minute increases of
House rates were made to give the
tanning {ndustry the greatest pro-
tection in its history. The tanners
had complained that existing law
was forcing them into bankruptey
and that the House rates would not
zive pufiicient relief. The Republi-
can leaders said the changes would
not result in any increase in the
price of shoes as the shoe rate had
been reduced, even though Thides
were taxed for the first time and
leather duties Increased.

To Wipe OQut Smuggling

The Senate Republicans mean-
while moved to wipe out diamond
smuggling. The long standing 10
per cent ad volorem rate on unc
diamonds was eliminated. It was
sald this duty brought little
revenue and caused heavy govern-
mental expenditures In efforts to
grevent smuggling into this coun-
ry.

The much discussed battle over
the tariff on matches ended with
the Republicans endorsing - the
House increase from 8 to 20 cents
per gross of boxes, on loose
matches, the rate was increased
from. 3; ths of one cent to two cents
per thousand. It was said that §,-
000,000 gross of matches were im-
ported last year, chiefly from Rus-
sia, Japan and Sweden, the lumber,
paper box and match industry of
this country successfully contended
that all this business could go to
American concerns without any in-
crease in the selling price of
matches If the tariff were increas-
ed.

raise in the price of milk in
itate—which has since been
nounced—the Bristol Press seens

to have been the only Connecticut

newspaper to actually formulate a
query which has probably been
vaguely haunting the minds
most of us; we confess that (it
has been fluttering about in our
cwn for & number of days,
Press says: “What we want
information about mostly is

the dairymen's associations
miik producers?"

There is something quite pertl-

nent to this guestion, in view of

the fact that there wasn't a breath
heard about the need of
the price of milk until there came
& shriek from the office of the
dairy commissioner., The shriek
was about the dire straits into

which the dairymen had talle.n—
how they were selling their cows

to the kosher butchers, going
straight down the road to bank-
ruptey and all the rest of it, The
outburst gave the impression that
*the drought was solely responsible

. for these unwelcome and very spe-

elal conditions.

“  After this preparatory barrage
the milk dealers, as was to have
been anticipated, come across with
notice that after September 1 they
will pay the farmers
ters of a cent more for milk—and
charge the consumer a cent more.
When you consider that thera will
not be a nickel of increase in over-
head or in the cost of handling at
the advanced rate, the profit of 33
1-3 per cent on the increase, to
which the dealers will help them-
selves, will be about as neat a lit-
tle bueiness plum as was ever
dropped into anybody's mouth.
The dairy commissioner surely
gave the plum tree a fine brisk
shake,

This milk price boost is inter-
esting. We all recognize that It
vosts a great deal more to produce
milk than it did years ago when
grain was much cheaper, taxes
much lower and labor a great deal

The
manufacture of ‘wort’ itself, in
view of the fact that it has no al-
coholic content, is not illegal, but
there are scores of ‘wildeat' or
‘alley’ breweries which, supplied
with *‘wort’ by larger and old-es-
tablished brewerles operating le-
gally themselves, quickly turn out
real beer without fear of detection
by prohibition agents.”

It will be interesting to note the
outcome of the case against Mr.

tions brought against them are
true this pair constitute about as
good an example of the blithesome,
joyous juggernaut as you would be
likely to find.

ST. VITUS DANCE,

The medical word for this dis-
order is ‘““Chorea,” which comes
from the Greek and means danc-
ing, It is the name. given to dis-
ordered, inco-ordinated, spasmodic

and involuntary movements. *Cho-"
rea Sancti Viti” was the name given
in the middle ages to an epidemic of
dancing mania which attacked peo-
ple under the influence of great re-
legious excitement, and le! to pil-
gramages to the chapel of St. Vitus
in tne hope of being cured.

This disorder occurs most often
in early childhood and adolescense,
more than three-fourths of the
cases developing between the [fiflh
and fifteenth years. It is singular
in that it occurs more often among
girls, and among the oifspring of
the poorer classes. The peak of the
cases during the year occurs in
January. This undoubtedly due to
the fact that many cases are pre-
cipitated into a crises through the
toxemiz generated from holiday
feasting.

The schoolchild who has been
made nervouss by overwork at
schoul is a fit subject for chorea
and, in fact, for many other dis-
orders when the toxins from inju-
dicious holiday stuffing add their

Washington, Aug. 14, — The
member of Congress who gets more
abuse this year than all the other
members together is the Hon. Reed
Smoot, senator from Utah.*

And yet Smoot i{s the one mem-
ber who has worked most earnest-
ly and @es perspired most freely
during the long hot summer. He
probably is also the man who will
be most satisfled with the results
of his labors, That's always the
way with Smoot.

One hears that his name is being
used to frighten babies in some of
the score or more nations which
have protested our tariff plans. A
Havana newspaper the other day,
frothing at the mouth over Smoot's
insistence on higher sugar duties,
told its readers that because he
had been deprived of 20 of his
wives the Utah statesman had be-
coma go sour that all the sugar in
the world could not sweeten him,
This entirely false assertion,
based on the faet that Smoot is a
high ecclesiastic in the Mormon
church, demonstrates the extent of
his popularity in some quarters
abroad, There are some quarters
at home where Smoot is liked just
about as well.

He has been bearing the brunt
of the attack on the tariff bill, but
he is used to that. This is his
great hour. As chairman of the
Senate Finance Committee, he is
one of the most important men in
Washington and whenever it's a
case of tariff or tax reduction Mr.
Smoot is the most important of all.
Take a look at him.

He is 67 years old now. He s
tall and lanky,' almost always
sober of countenance and Invaria-
bly conservative in dress, His de-
meanor might be that of a vener-
able prineipal in a country school-
house, He Isn't pompous, but he is
always pontifical., It isn't true that
he never smiles. They say he be-
comes positively beatific as he goes
out in his yard of a morning to
feed the birds. But ordinarlly the
rare Smoot smile is a half-smile.
He smiles a little, but always as if
he were fully aware that the next
moment may provide something to
frown ahout.

THE BOXER UPRISING.

Under shot and shell from Chi-
nese troops for eight weeks, 500
foreigners who had sought relief in
the British compound in Peking
were saved by an American rellef
expedition on Aug. 14, 1900,

The legationers were victims of
the Boxers, who had started a
campaign of extermination to rid
China of foreigners, On June 14,
the DBoxers assailed the foreign
legations in Peking &nd during
the next two months they blocked
the relief of the beleaguered Occi-
dentals, who gathered in the Brit-
ish compound to defend them-
selves.

The foreigners’ ammunition was
scanty and their provisions insuffi-
clent, Sixty of them vere killed
and 120 wounded by the attack-
ers. -Many children became sick
add the beseiged men and women
were forced to live on half rations
of horse flesh.

For weeks, United “tates gov-
ernment officials were unable to
communpicate with their repre-
sentatives in the legation and the
world had begun to believe the
Boxers ‘rad captured the legatinn
and slaughtered all the foreign-
ers, before the rellef expedition
arrived in Peking.

Of all the nprincipals in this
$700,000 enterprises, only Heeney,
the chastened challenger, remains
active with the passing of twelve
months and, personasy, 1 wouldn't
give a nickel for his kind of ac-
tivity. He is going in there with
Vittorio Campolo, the Willard of
the Argentine, Iin a fight that
means little today and may mean
l¢ss tomorrow. He is supposed to
build up Vittorio, the man-bullock,
but whether he builds him up or
tears him down is highly unimport-
ant, The point {s that the man
who fought for a milllon dollar
title a year ago will take five or six
thousand for his end tonight and
be glad of it.

Yes, the world moves on, leaving
Lthe roadgide to its stragglers and a
tombstone to its dead. Mr. Tunney,
happily, is neither of these. And, by
the way, (it wili be a relief to an
anxious nation to know that Gene
is soon to resume being an Ameri-
can after having been abroad so
long that a lot of people were be-
ginning to worry because they were
afraid he mightn't stay much long-
er. He won't, Gene has forgiven
boxing for what it did for him and
late in September will return to
America with the Bernard Gimbels.
He will wish it to be known that
he no longer is interested in self-
defense except in the case of law
suits, So much for svhat a year will
do.

It has driven Gibson
out of a life he followed for 35
years and Mortimer brothers, also
associated in the management of
Heeney, are out of the business,
too.

STATE SECURED JOBS
FOR 3354 PERSONS

Hartford, Aug. 14—The state's
array of free employment bureau's
took care of two-thirds the people
who sought jobs during the month
of July as compared with seventy
per cent cared for in June, accord-
ing to the monthly report of the
State Department of labor issued
here today. July saw 3,354 people
getting jobs where 5,029 applied.

Statisties by offices follow:

Danbury—100 men and 87 wom-
en, a total of 187 sought jobs and
76 men and 70 women, a total of
148, received jobs.

Hartford—687 men and 364
women, a total of 1,041 sought
work and 449 men and 234 women,
a total of 683, found it.

Bridgeport—540 men and 532
women, a total of 1,072 asked for
work and 349 men and 389 women,
a total of 738, found emplovment.

New Haven—297 men and 322
women, a total of 619, applied for
employment, and 256 men and 279
women, a total of 535 found it.

Norwich—387 men and 289 wo-
men, a total of 676 asked employ-
ment, and 122 men and 87 women,
a total of 209. received jobs.

Stamford—283 men and 266
women, a total of 549, applied for
work, and 169 men and 157 wom-
en, received work.

Waterbury—438 men anfl 447
women, a total of 885, asked for
jobs, and 347 men and 370 women,
a total of 717, found them.

The report shows that 1,768 out
of 2,732 men found work, or 64.7
per cent, as compared with 69.2
per cent in June, while 1,586 wom-
en out of 2,297 found places, or
69 per cent as compared with 72.6
per cent in June.

CHIEF FACTORS IN
POOR VENTILATION.

The human being must have a

Even a century ago it was Dbe-
lieved that alr could ecarry some
mysterious agent of destruction

which was called miasm. It was
believed to be a poison gas that
arose from marshes.

As human beings in

a room

| breathe the air and exhale the ma-
| terials developed in the body

the
composition of the air in the room
gradually changes. Whereas the
normal air is almost wholly oxygen
and nitrogen the breathing of the
human being gradually adds to this
carbon dioxide and slightly In-
creases the amount of nitrogen,
while the oxygen is being conslder-
ably decreased.

At the same time the humidity
changes through the evaporation of
moisture from the body; the tem-
perature is brought nearer' to that
of the body, and occasional germs
the
body containing germs get into the
air.

In the past great Iimportance
attached to the chemiecal
changes that take place; to the in-

| crease in carbon dioxide and to the

lessening of oxygen. We now know
that the amount of carbon dioxide
