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Telephone Go. 
Wages Rise

Are Retroactive to Mar. 
11; Means an Increase 
Of $1,100,000
.Hartford, Nov. 9—AU non-man­

agement employees of 'The South­
ern New England Telephone Com­
pany are to receive wage increases 
of $3.80 to $1 weekly, cqmpany of­
ficials announced today. The In­
creases are retroactive to March 
11, 1945, the date i«reed upon tat 
wage negotiations conducted last 
spring and summer with The Ck>n- 
nectleut Union of Telephone Work­
ers, Inc. Nearly 6,000 employees 
will benefit from these and inci­
dental wage adjustments which 
company officials estimate will 
add about $1,100,000 to tbe payroll 
on an annual basis.

A Joint peUUon tor. approval of 
some of these wage adjustments 
has been pending before the War 
Labor Board tor several months. 
The telephone company is making 
tbe increases effective now imder 
the new government regulations 
given in Hlxecutlve Order 9651 
which was Issued by President 
Truman last week.

For operators and other central 
office traffic employees, the in- 
creases range from $3.80 weekly 
for those with three or more years’ 
service to $1 per week for new em- 
ployees. Girls In Connecticut’s 
largest exchanges, where 52 per 
cent of all operators are employed, 
will receive a starting rate of $23 
weekly and advance to a maximum 
rate ^  $36 tor a basic 40-bour 
week. The length of time required 
to reach the maximum has been 
shortened, and in no case ,. ia it 
more than seven and one-half yean 
for operaton. Extra pay for over­
time, evening, holiday and Sunday 
work, which is rotated among all 
operaton, increases actual wag^es 
paid by as much as one-third in 
many cases. .

Increases for all other non-man- 
Sgement women employees Includ­
ing clerks, typists and service rep­
resentatives, a n  $1A0 weekly for 
those with one year or more of 
service, and $1 for all with less 
than one year’s service. '

For men in the plant depart' 
ment, the weekly increases range 
from $3 for those with two or 
more yean' service to $1 for new 
employees. Other non-management 
telephone men will receive in- 
creascB of $2 weekly If they have 
been with the company one year 
or more and $1 if they have leas 
than one year of service.

Led by Representative Short 
(R., Mo,), committee membera op­
posed to legislation requiring every 
able-bodied youth to take a year 
of military, training at or near the 
age of 18 are seeking to have, fur­
ther consideration postponed until 
next year.

Technicality Blocks Vote
They made a move in that direc­

tion yesterday and would have put 
over Short’s motion - bad not a 
technicality blocked a vote. Only 
a few supporters of the legislation 
were on hand for the opening hear­
ing.

Fearful that Short would renew 
his motion today and that it might 
carry if put to a voto. Chairman 
May. (D„ Ky.) postponed further 
hearings until next Tuesday.

Short told reporters he would 
offer hl.s motion then and predict­
ed It would prevail.

Says Outcome In Doubt 
Mav himself said the outcome 

was in doubt but that he wanted 
the entire committee membership 
on hand for the showdown.

Museum Proposed at 
U. of Conn, to House 
Ancient Equipment
storm, Nov 9 — A , wooden 

mold-board plow w ith ' hand- 
wrought base made by a colonial 
blacksmith more than two hun­
dred yearn ago and a cradle for 
cutting' grain bought at the En­
field Shaker Colony in the middle 
of the Nineteenth Century are 
two recent acquisitions for a 
propoMd agricultural and house­
hold Implements museum a t the 
Univemity of Connecticut.

Collection* of farm and home 
equipment In early New England, 
assembled as 4 record for future 
generations, are temporarily 
housed in campus agricultural 
buildings but will eventually be on 
view td' the public.

The wooden mold-board plow 
waa given to the University by 
Leon Dickinson of Suffield. It was 
originally drawn by two yokes of 
oxen and could plow about an acre 
of land a day. A modem tractor, 
with a small one-bottom plow, 
can cover an acre an hour.

l/>uis Goudy of Someraville do­
nated the grain cradle, a duck- 
foot cultivator about one hundred 
years old, two sickles used by his 
grandfather from 125 to 140 yearn

ago, a two-horse wooden-beam 
plow with iron base and an early 
horserdrawn com planter.

"The com planter was out-of- 
date when I bought my fami In 
1899 and probably long before 
that," says Mr. Goudy. “It wa* 
dravm by one horse and could 
plant about four acres in a day. 
I accompUah four times os much 
with my modem equipment.” '

Graves of Slain
rs Discovered

Tokyo, Nov. 9—(/PJ—The crudely 
marked graves ot 14 exmuted B-29 
fliers, hidden in undergrowth, have 
been discovered in Osaka, the U. S. 
Sixth Army disclosed today.

Nine of the 14 have been iden- 
tifled tentatively by means of 
names cut on pieces of plank stuck 
mto the graves but they are being 
srithheld until next of kin have 
been notified.

The grim discovery resulted 
from a letter sent General MaC; 
Arthur’s headquarters by a Ko­
rean who told of 18 fliers being 
mot down June 5-6 during a raid 
OB Osaka.

The 18 were brought in as pris­
oners and. held in the basement of 
the prefecture building where two 
died a few days later from, wounds.

Other Koreans held in the same 
prison told Army investigators 
that the remaining 16 were march­
ed daily from prison 'cell* to be 
questioned by the brutal "thought 
.police.” On returning to the .cell*, 
the fliers showed sign* of beat­
ings.

Churchill And Bcvin
Former Prime Minister Church­

ill and Foreign Serretary tievin 
have now contributed to the main 
laaues of present inteniational de­
bate—the atomic bomb and rela­
tions with Russia.

Mr. Churchiirs argument on 
the atomic bomb was very simple 
and direct. I t  was the complete­
ly normal brand of argument, 
which may be its weakness sj adt 
vice in a situation which seems to 
demand that the world progress 
beyond merely normal standards 
o f thought ânU action. Mr. 
^ u rc h ill  stated that if Russia 
bad the atomic bomb, she would 
certainly not share it with Britain 
and America. That we may cer- 

^’tainly accept as the truth. And Mr. 
rOiurcbin aees in it full and valid 
 ̂rsasan for the United.States to dp 
as Russia would have done, had 
Russia developed the bomb first.

Churchlll'a version o f the 
.^Iden rule ie to do unto others 
aa they' have already done to you.

It  ie tragic fact, however, that 
the world’e standards of conduct 

i, have never improved on the basis 
o f such a negation of the golden 
rule.

i  The world’s standards of con­
duct must Improve If the world is 
to survive In the atomic age. It 
is, therefore, elmoet e necessity 

1 that somebody venture to blaze a 
new trail of conduct, that. some 
one make a real effort to raise the 
standard of the world's behavior. 
Our possesslort' of the atomic 
bomb has e le «ed  us to that re­
sponsibility, /it is perfectly true 
that there n  no guarantee that 
success w ^ d  greet our gamble 
on the actual practice of the gold­
en rule on the matter of the 
atomic bomb.

But, since other nations are cer 
tain to be able to develop their 
own atomic bpmba eventually, we 
actually have little to lose. And, 
on the positive side, such a gam­
ble does have Its chance at win­
ning the all-important’ thing—a 
world In . which we can survive 
even though we have mastered 
the atom.'^ The fact that Russia 
would not share the atomic bomb 
with us is actually an argument 
which increases the necessity'for 
our taking the big view and the 
big gamble I f  it is a big gamble 
to hope that Russia would answer 
our gesture with a willingness to 
open her own laboratories and her 
own, secrets to the world’s scienl 
tists, it i.s a gamble we should 
take. We have everything to gain, 
and nothing to lose.

Foreign Secretary Bevin skiit-

If, however, the implication, was. 
other nations planned to honor the 
principle of Intematlonal trustee­
ship only in certain areas, and to 
claim for themselves individual 
trusteeships where it pleased 
them, as the United States is 
planning to do with its proposed 
Pacific bases so close to the Rus­
sian Asiatic mainland, then Rus­
sia too would claim Individual 
trusteeshipa. To illustrate the 
■principle Involved. Russia did 'ac­
tually claim such a' trusteeship in 
Tripolitania.

We do not thbik that Russia ac­
tually wanted or wants an indi­
vidual Russian trusteeship over 
Tripolitania. We believe Rii.ssia 
wants all trusteeships to be truly 
internationalized. But, if othar 
powers arc not willing to play 
that game, Russia, with her de­
mand for Tripolitania, served de­
mand that she be cut in on the 
old-style game of colonial domi­
nation, if that is to continue the 
game for the future.

Po long as western statesmen 
continue to lift Individual items 
of Russian policy out of their true 
xontext, as Bevin hn.s dond* with 
Tripolitania. aad aa .Secretary of 
State Byrnes has consistently 
done with h ii blaiid pretense that 
there has been no relationship be­
tween Russia's conduct at Lon­
don and our own refusal to grant 
Russia s proper share in the su­
pervision o f Japan, so long will 
the internsUonaJ situation grow 
worse instead of better. When 
Mr. Bevin called on all the great 
powers to lay all A e lr  cards on 
the table face up, he ignored the 
fact that Ruasiar has come much 
closer to doing that than either 
the United States or Britain. And 
both he and Mr. B3rmes have been 
reaching these Russian cards one 
by one, noticing some and ignn- 
ing others, instead of admitting 
that toget|ier all the cards form 
a hand by which Rtiaaia Is insist­
ing the similar principles be 
adopted In similar situations 
everywhere. There la no valid 
reason' why, i f  we demand a hand 
in Rumania, Russia should not 
have a hand in Japan. There la 
no valid reason why, i f  we are'to 
have a base like Okinawa, Rua- 
aia should not have a base like 
Tripolitania.

Even though a drinker may uoe 
alcoholic beverages Co exclNNi, he 
la not an alcoholic i f  he can stop 
drinking at will.

Alcoholics An6nymous Is sn or- 
gsnicstion o f slcohoUca who found 
it impossible to stop drinking 
without the assistance o f others. 
This movement, now a little over 
10 years old. has chapters in most 
major American cities.

Men and women alcoholics are 
eligible to Join Alcoholics Anony­
mous i f  they voluntarily saek ad­
mission and promise to accept and 
practice its teachinga The most 
successful chapter are led by al­
coholics who know that total ab- 
sUhenca la tha only answer to 
their problem. Contrary to pop­
ular misconcepUqns, true Alco­
holics Anonymous^ memitera are 
not occasional Or moderata drink­
ers. but total abatainera.

Medical Ireatment First
When an alcoholic seeks admis­

sion to Alcoholics Anonymous 
he must obtain medical and hoa- 
pital. care until he recovers from 
the effects o f drinking. When 
alcoholics go on sprees, they do 
not stop until they run out of 
liquor or become ill or get into 
trouble.

New members are instructed in 
the practices dnd beliefs o f the or­

ganisation, including regular at­
tendance at meetings. They find 
it new and strange to be sur­
rounded by men and women who 
understand their problems better 
than any one else they have ever 
known. They are helped by teach­
ing and example to stay dry and 
to And themoelvss tn helping 
other alcoholics stay dry.

Day-by-Day Reaolva
Alcoholles remain dry only by 

the practice o f a resolution to 
avoid drinking today, as yeatbr- 
day belongs to the past and to­
morrow is not yat .here. Alco­
holics Anonymous tells us that i f  
they made a  resolution to stay dry 
tha rest qt their Uvea It would be 
too difficult to keep.

The Alcoholics Anonymous 
movement has made s splendid 
record throughout the country and 
is rapidly winning tha respect of 
Informed men and women. Indl- 
dividual failures result when a 
member does not accept AloohoUca 
Anonymous teaching. Members 
srs urged to ask a higher power 
for assistance every morning and 
during the day whan tamptatlon 
arises, and when they retire It Is 
suggested that they thank Qlm for 
assistance during the day. The 
movement la .’non-denominatlonal 
ahd open to all alcoholics who sin­
cerely desire to stop drinking.

Nation Independent 
On Rat Poisons Now

Three Most Important 
Rat Killers U s ^  Be­
fore W ar Imported; 
Lack Forced Search

Washington, Nov, 9.— {IP}—With 

the development of 1080 and 
ANTU, the United States for the 
first time is 'independent o f the 
rest of the world for a powerful 
rat poison.

The three most important rat 
killers used before the war were 
red squill, a big hyacinth-like bulb 
imported fnom the Mediterranean 
area; thallium, a metallic sub­
stance which came from 
many, Belg,ium and France, 
strychnine, extracted from 
Indies placate. ,̂

None Perfect Rodenticlde 
Althoiegh none o f the three Is 

a perfect rodenticlde, the United 
States wpas forced to rely on them. 
Lack o f them during the war 
forced the U. S. Fish and Wild­
life s e i^ ce  and the Office of Sci­
entific IResearch and Development 
to undiertake a search for a sub­
stitute, which finally resulted in 
1080.

A  disadvantage o f red squill is 
that its taxicity varies. Thallium 
is highly dangerous. So is strych­
nine. In addition, it is difficult to 
get rata to accept strj’Chnine-pol- 

' soned baits due to its extreme blt- 
terciess. ' >■

Remain Stable In Toxicity 
7,en-elghty and ANTU  remain 

Bteible in toxicity despite age. 
Aj.'TrU declines in strength with 
high temperatures, but not to an 
important extent in U. S. temper­
atures. Rata prefer 1080 to non- 
jMison baits. They accept ANTU  
Jreadily but do not seem to prefer 
'it.

One o f the chief advantages ot 
1080 and A N T U ‘ is that they can 
be manufactured entirely of do­
mestic chemlc^s.

The cost ot 1080 is relatively 
low, about 88 a pound. Thallium, 
on the other band, costa 815 a 
pound and is far less potent. 
O PA  has not yet > established a 
price for ANTU.

One pound of 1080 makes an 
adequate bait for field rodents 
v^hen mixed with 1,600 pounds of 
grain. I t  takes a pound and a half 
o f thallium to poison 100 poimds 
o f grain.

Could Be Made By Ton ' 
Dr. Ira N. Gabriclaon, director of 

the Fish and Wildlife service, says 
1080' could be made by the ton if 
required to stamp out any future 
outbreak o f butionic plague of ty­
phus, which are spread by ra 

Only one company now n ^ e s  
the poison and none of it ha^been 
placed on the market. Its .use so 
fa r has been strictly contri^ned by 
government agencies. j

One reason is that it is/poison- 
ous to many animals besides ra te^  
dogs and cate paraicularly. A  40- 
pound dog will be killed if its eats 
a rat which has consumed just 
enough poison to kill it. This fact

has given promise o f another ef­
fective use for 1080— as a killer of 
predatory coyotes which every 
year cause hundreds o f thousands 
of dollars o f damage In tha west.

Fatal To Other Animals
Poison 1080 also has been found 

fatal to ground squirrels, mice, 
gophers, prairie dogs, rabbits and 
chickens.

N o experiments have been made 
aa to the effect o f 1080 on man, 
but such experiments have been 
made with laboratory monkeys. 
The tests Indicate that it is prob­
ably not so poisonous to man as to 
other animals. Neither is it so pois­
onous as some other rat poisons, 
such as Btriychnine or arsenic.

I t  has been estimated that a 
140-pound man would have to eat 
30.6 ounces o f the usual 1080 bait 
, to get the lethal dose. Eight-tenths 
o f an ounce o f the usual strychnine 
bait would kill him.

So far the Office o f Scientific 
Research and Development haa 
granted 846,009 to the Fish and 
Wildlife service for the studies 
which produced 1080. The service, 
however, has spent several times 
that amount out o f ite own funds 
on the work.

In terma o f future benefit to the 
nation, experts say the cost of de­
veloping 1080 may turn out to be 
one of the best investments the 
government, ever made.

Washington, Nov. 9—i/P)- - Sci­
entists who worked on the atomic 
bomb have given Congte.ss some­
thing new to think about: How 
to handle a scientist in peacetime.

Congress has before it now a 
blM.,̂ (̂the May-Johnson hill) which 
would set up a commission, ap- 
polntc^.by the president, to con­
trol theXjlevelopment of atomic 
energy in fhi* country.

Some of t^iguage . Vague
It's a sweeping bill. Some of 

the language is v^ue. It gives 
the commission enorhwus author­
ity to lay down rules And regula­
tions goveriilng atomic'Sicscarch 
and development,

It gives the commission so ^ c h  
authority it seems to say thatN( 
scientist could shffer terrific pen-' 
alties for giving out information 
the commission thinks should not 
be given out.

The 'scientific group went up to 
the Capitol yesterday to talk to 
congressmen a)>out the bill and 
the future of atomic energy. They 
admitted the future is cloudy to 
them.

Long, Tough Road
Digging out and using knowl­

edge on atomic energy for peace­
time uses is a long, tough road, 
they aaid.

And it waa plain from the ques­
tions the congressmen asked—
about 50 showed up—that many 
know as little about the subject 
as the average man in the street.

Yet upon the decisions made i'n 
Congress may depend the future 
welfare and safety of this coun­
try, the whole course of our for­
eign relations, and the history of 
the world.

So any'' decisions on atomic en­
ergy and its tises probably will 
come only after months and 
months of study and debate.

Thing* Told Oongre*«men
These were' things the scien­

tists told the congressmen:
Scientists should not be ham­

pered in the exchange of ideas and 
information unless it directly in­
volves the safety of this country.

Scientists will not want to work 
on development of atomic energy 
if. through an innocent slip of the 
tongue, they might find themselves 
disgraced by the commission. 
They’d take other jobs in private 
industry.

If there is an armaments race 
to develop destructive atomic 
weapons, thia country has a big 
advantage now because it has the 
bomb and the means to make it.

But it only takes a certain num­
ber of bombs to destroy a given 
number of cities., Since we have 
more cities than,' any other coun­
try, we are at a disadvantage as 
soon as another country has 
enough bomba to destroy our cities.
Should Be tfo C!urli On Researrh

The government should not try 
to control priilate research in 
atomic energy any more than it 
should try to control literature or 
any other intellectiiai activity.

Therefore, the government 
shouldn’ t try to control private In­
dustry'in any-pure scientific re­
search it undertakes. (The scien­
tists fear the bill would do thisJ.

check any other way. either, for it 
woXild mean checking on mines, 
railroads, buildings, and the where­
abouts and activitie.* of scientists 
in various countries.

One possible check would be: an 
International agreement and' then 
a promise by scientists to ex­
change information on atomic en­
ergy and research.

I  have found Tokyo's chief 
Shinto shrinea almost deserted, 
on  a bright, sparkling Sunday 
afternoon, auch as, pre-war, would 
have brought thousands to Meiji 
shrine on Tokyo's outskirts to 
worship the spirit of Hirohlto’.s 
grandfather, founder of the mod­
ern Japanese empire, mid to - en­
joy its gardens and famous pine 
groves, only four Japanese were 
seen In the shrine's broad ap­
proaches, two obviously demobi­
lized Army officers and two gig­
gling school girls. The main 
shrink, hitherto one of the main 
focal points of national religlo- 
patriotlsm, was burned in a fire 
raid lost April, but enough sub­
sidiary buildings remain to give 
the devout a place to worship if 
they wanted to worship.

Attendance at Yasukiml shrine, 
where are enshrined the souls of 
all o f Japan’s fallen warriors, was 
not much greater. Before and dur­
ing the war this chief temple of 
the militarist cult drew huge 
crowds daily. Similar neglect 
was found at the shrine o f Gener­
al Nogl, hero of Port Arthur, and 
other Shinto ■ temples.
Thousands at RMreatinn Areas 
On the same day, Asakusa park 

and playground at the other end 
o f Tokyo drew scores of thou­
sands. Long queues waited for 
admittance to theaters and movie 
bouses, most of which escaped the 
fires which razed surrounding 
blocks. Throngs pushed through 
the streets w nd  chattered with 
hundreds of curbstone merchants 
whose small stocks replaced ‘ de-. 
stroyed shops. It  was obviotis that 
Tokyo wanted to forget the war 
and all that bretl it.

Shinto's manifest decline may 
have far-reaching developmenta in̂  
Japan's political wi well aa re­
ligious life. An^American State 
department spokesman recently 
annourced that American policy is 
to make it impossible for Shinto to 
dontinue its pre-war role in the 
national scheme. To this end the 
Japanese government will be re­
quired to cease all financial sup­
port. But Shinto’s eclipse may be 
achiered without any Allied ac­
tio#. Shinto and its great shrines 
always have ix-en supported by the 
state, not the people. Shinto ns 
the state cult was a comparatively 
i-ecent synthesis of primitive nature, 
worship and modern militarism, 
imposed,from .above and used to 
regiment fhe people for the pur­
pose o f the imperialists apd mili­
tarists. Qb.servance '̂ifff.r  ̂Its rites 
was a duty from which release will 
be welcomed by many Japanese. 
What will rush Into the vacuum 
left by Shinto's decline remains to 
be seen. It  could be Christianity 
or It could be Communism.

Sentries A t Main Shrines
Thus far MacArthur’s headquar­

ters has taken no action to imple­
ment.policy to end Shinto’s role in 
government, although In order to 
prevent any incidents It posted 
sentries at main shrines to Mclude 
Allied military personnel. TJther- 
wise it was likely these national 
temples would /attract more curious 
G I’s than native worshippers.

Tokyo, Nov. 9— (SO— T̂he Japa­
nese cuztom ot -giving expensive 
gifts to American occupation 
troops Is causing considerable con­
cern in some Arm y quarters.

Wealthy Japanese have been 
dishing out yens by handfuls In 
entertaining American officers, 
and there Is more than 'Suspicion 
that much of this "hospitality”  is 
only, a prelude to the asking of 
special favors.

In other cases it is perhaps only 
the desire of Nipponese bigshots of 
doubtful status to bolster their po­
sition by being seen often in the 
company o f Influential - American 
officers. This same situation de­
veloped in France and Belgium fol­
lowing the liberation of those 
countries. Well-to-do borderline 
collaborators bent their pocket- 
books double trying to convince 
the Yanks they were great guys. 
Sincere French and Belgian pa­
triots, who didn’t .have so many 
Nazi printing press francs to 
•plash around, had a hard time 
getting their own atofy over.

So far as I  know, no Japanese 
war profiteers have tried to buy 
special advantages or personal 
Immunity from past misdeeds by 
out-and-out financial bribery.

Working A t Old Sales Game
But they are certainly working 

bard at the old sales game o f 
.landing a big order by giving the 
^customer a-great time.

Most of this entertaining Is done 
ih geisha houses. The Japanese 
host rents the house for the eve­
ning and hires a flock o f  good- 
looking girls to sing and serve 
and pour. In a couple hours hia 
army guests are up to their ears 
in warm saki wine and sukiyakl, 
wriggling their stocking feet and 
toasting their blank buck-toothed 
host:

"Heps’*  to Old Joe Slanteyea. 
You’re awrtght, mister. What’s 

.your name? Walky-Ulky? Any- 
' way. it ’s something like that. 

You’re awrlght You’re awright.”
, He may or may not be all right. 

Usually he sends his mellow guests 
home with a rare piece of lequer- 
ware, a*f(ne quality kimona or 
some other souvenir well worth 
sending home to impress the w ife’s 
neighbors.

Gives Expeneive Annor
<5ne officer was given an expen- 

jrtve old suit o f Japanese armor. 
Another received an ancient sword 
that was a museum piece.

'Approaching a two-day weekend 
party, one rich Japanese musician 
hired three pars and took a num­
ber o f American gruests on' tour 
with six geisha girls. He hired 
more girls at each hotel they vis­
ited, and one guest recalls dimly 
taking a bath with six brown- 
limbed beauties to scrub him down.

'.‘It  certainly converted me to 
the Japanese idea of community 
bathing,”  he said.

The Japanese tycoon supplied 
native “ Scotch”  liquor on the 
bucket basis and paid o ff the gei­
sha girls with liberality. Altogether 
he spent more than 30,000 yen 
($3,000) and supplied each guest 
with a Costly souvenir to remind 
him o f the extravaganza.

Highly Flattering Letter
Several days later one guest te- 

cetved a highly flattering letter 
from his host indicating that the 
tycoon regarded him person^ly as 
the sun, moon and center of his en 
tire universe as -well as a nfia'h of 
great charcter, perspicacity and

The elements ^  two Chinese Na­
tionalist Anh ln , the Thirteenth 
and the 52nd;—were put ashore by 
United States amphibious forces 
under Vice A d m ii^  Daniel Bar- 
bey.

Spread Toward Great Wall
.At first, the Chinese, troops 

crowded into this relatively small 
harbor city and milled about doing 
nothin'g before they spread out to­
ward the great wall o f China— and 
the Btrong forces o f the Commu­
nist Eighth Route Arm y along it.

The ultimatum from Christi-
ann’m headqiiartera declSl 
all Indonesians who failed to coqi- 
ply with his orders to lay down 
their arms "w ill be responsible for 
the bloodshed that will definitely 
result.”

Punlshmeat Promised 
The pamphlets ordered all lead­

ers of the Indonesians to come to 
Batairaweg (in Soerabaja) not 
later than 6 a.m. tomorrow, 
marching one by one and prepared 
to surrender all types, o f arms by 
placing them on the ground a cer­
tain distance from the scene where 
the Nationalists would be required 
to sign the surrender. Punishment 
was promised for any natives 
found thereafter In unauthorized 
posseasion 'of arms.

The British also told the Indo­
nesians they would “ tolerate no re­
sistance” in seeking out and pun­
ishing those' responsible for the 
kiUlng of British Brig. .A. W. F. 
Mallaby, who was slain last week 
while trying to effect a truce.

"American interests are now in­
volved in the struggle,”  the appeal 
said. " I  request that to preserve 
American good will, please use 
your good offices to disarm and 
eventually evacuate all male citi­
zens o f Holland o f military age.”

New York, Nov. 9— For $1.89 
you ride a train from Grand Cen­
tral Station to New Haven. It  la 
an Inviting trip, not only becaMse 
It carries you over the gold and 
jrellow foothills of (Connecticut, 
but because It takes you smack 
dab to Yale, which is practically 
the birthplace o f the Ivy  League.

Every football fan should see 
at least one Ivy  League game. Not 
because better (botbell Is played 
than In other leagues, for It 
Isn’t. There are smaller leagues 
throughout the land which prob­
ably could lambaat Ivy  teams over 
ths long run. But the Ivy League 
to rich ' In tradition and historic 
background.

Yale, Harvard and Princeton 
were the original Ivy  teems and 
years ago they were outstanding 
powers, a fact of which they were 
well aware. A'a the story goes, 
they withdrew Into an Ivory  
Tower, so to speak, and would 
have no truck with folks below 
their social standing.

Later on they opened the Tower 
a wee bit, permitted Dartmouth, 
Brown, (Cornell, Pennsylvania, 
(Columbia, Army and Navy to 
squeeze In. Now they are all con­
sidered Ivy members, but Yale, 
Harvard and Princeton atlll have 
more ivy than any of them.

Upon alighting at New Haven 
you expect to be greeted by an air 
of great dignity but, instead, yOO 
arc confronted by an open-air 
trolley with a dozen rows of 
wooden seats' and a narrow little 
aisle on the stafiboard side. The 

•conductor scrambles down this 
aisle and reaches in for fares. 
The trolley Winds unsteadily 
through the streets o f New Haven 
and you wonder what kind of a 
life this conductor lives In mid­
winter when cold winds roar down 
from the north.

The trolley halts at every 
corner to the shouts of dozens of 
youngsters who dance at the curb. 
A t first you reckon they must be 
youthful Yale enthusiasts but soon 
it occurs that they are shouting, 
"Scr-am-m-ble!”  and are implor­
ing you to toss out coins for 
which they will gladly scramble In 
the leaves. Some of them are 
maybe only three years old and a 
few parent* stand on the flde- 
wxlk, pointing the way to an oc­
casional elusive penny.'' .

Finally you reach the Bowl 
which holds 74,786 people and to 
situated In a pleasant New Eng­
land settihg. On your ticket It says 
the game starts at 2:30 but at the 
final moment they move it up to 
2 o’clock, leaving half the crowd 
outside while the first quarter to 
played. But the Ivy  League can 
do such things, u d  no one makes 
a beef. ■

No matter what you hear to the 
contrary, Yale team* and fans be­
have pretty much like ordinary 
teams and fans. Yale has adopted

the T  with fair succeas. Yale fans 
like to holler "huba, huba” as the 
squad lines up. One old grad, who 
probably, conducts himself with 
dignity for 10 months out of the 
jrear, suddenly cuts loose with an 
explosive ”Rol-I-II, Yaa-yul!”  Ev­
eryone applauds and, thus encour­
aged, he'keeps it up until it be­
comes wearisome.

Some colleges use shiny little 
water wagons to refresh their 
players but Yale clings to ths tra- 
ditional old bucket, which looks 
like It was swiped out o f some- 
body’s mop closet I t  apparently 
works all right for Yale wins thia 
game from Dartmouth, 8-0. The 
touchdown to scored by A rt Frltz- 
gerald, who has been released 
from the Navy only thfes days 
before.

But he 
contrives to do It, although some 
passengers leap off the rear end 
bf the trbiley, dash up to front
