Early this week, the 
N avy announced that it  was ready 
to release some o f its oU to help 
tide New  Yoilc City over Its cur­
rent shortage. This praa fine newp 
for city and sU te authorities, who 
expected th a ^ lt  arould mpan an 
immediate easing o f  their problem. 
They thought, In fact, that their 
problem had been solved.

They reckoned without human 
nature, expreaaed this time not in 
official rivalries, as In Port Wash­
ington, but In buatneaa rivalry.

It  would be something o f a  po- 
litleal irony, i f  Mr. ‘Truman, In­
dulging in hts scheduled routine ut 
antl-lnflatlon oratory yestarday, 
should have contributed strength 
to the present downward move­
ment o f commodity prices, thus 
getting what be saya l̂ e wants, 
but what he really does not want 
Just at this time.

And 
what ia life expectancy on tho 
farm? Apparently not long 
enough to bother to tabulate.

Oh. weU, the city allckers may 
get peas earlier, but there ia such 
Uve longer, Just as they aoraetimea 
a thing as flavor, too.

In the first place, it  ia not _  

"unique”  function o f the Protestant 
Church to thwart at eccleataattcal 
priority in American life. I t  ta the 
function o f all o f us, Jews, Cath­
olics and Protntanta. Since be 
singles out Catholics, may I  point 
out that Cathouca participated in 
the drafting and signing o f the 
in s titu tion , and, without rancor 
but Just fo r emphasis. I  might 
mention that rellgloua tolerance 
was introduced into America 
Catholic. Maryland at a time when 
the other colonies, under Protes 
tant domination, were "hanging 
witches" to pi-Merve their own 
brand of ecclesiastical priority.

Let me make it clear that these 
remarks are not directed at the 
great body oi Proteatantiam, which 
Is as embarrassed at tlmea by Its 
fanatic fringe as Catholics are by 
toeira  ̂ 1 have a great many 
Protstant relstivea and friends, 
who.

WuhlnKton. Feb. 6.— Scc- 
reury of SUte Mar«h*U «  global 
atrategy for peace appears likely 
to meet a critical test In Congress 
over his aid for China program.

Officials have disclosed that this 
program calls for $510,000,000 of 
American assistance to the Chine.se 
government during the 15 months 
beginning April 1.

tVhile the sum Is considerably 
larger than the $300,000,000 Hai> 
shall p rev lo^y suggested infor­
mally, It la expected to encounter 
crltldam, both In and out of Con- 
greaa, from advocates of . much 
greater help.

No MUtary Aid Frovlalon 
Another aspect which may draw 

critical fire la the reported lack of 
any provision for military aaalst- 
anoe for the Chinese Nationalist 
forces battling Chinese Commu- 
niats over a large area.

Tha China program may go to 
Congress within a week or so, 
while the lawmakers still are 
studying details of the Marshall 
plan for European recovery.

However, the relationship be­
tween the size of the Chinese pro­
gram and the $6,800,000,000 Eu­
ropean program is described by 
authorities as reflecting the basic 
strategy which Marshall Is apply­
ing to the problem of world re- 
co\’ery.

The main assumption of this 
strategy la that the United States 
simply cannot help all countries 
to the full limit of their needs. The 
problem therefore. Is one of select­
ing the most critical areas and 
giving them the moat help.

Marshall’s strategy Is known to 
be baaed on the conviction that a 
high degree of recovery in Europe 
is essential to both recovery In 
other arsas of the world and stop­
ping the spread of Conununlsm 
and holding the line against So­
viet expansionist alms..

Find No Trace 
Of Fritz Kuhn

BaTariftn Minister o f 
Justice Bmshes O ff Es> 
cape as Inconsequential

Munich, Germany, Feb. 9— 
—Dr. Josef Mueller, Bavarian 
minister of Justice, brushed off 
the escape of Frits Kuhn as in­
consequential today. He said too 
many people were Imprisoned in 
Germany for "politics” only.

Imprisonment without trail, he 
said, is breeding “evcntnal erne- 
mies."

Kuhn, the deported leader of 
the German-American bund In 
the United States, strolled out of 
the prison at Dachau Tuesday and 
hasn’t been seen since. Investiga­
tors have been unable to turn up 
a trace of him.

Asked how it woe* possible for a 
man like Kuhn, who has been de­
prived of his American citizen­
ship, to be In prison awaiting 
denazification since July without 
a hearing, Mueller aaked the in­
quiring reporters:

"Who is Kuhn?"
Says Caoe MnltlpRed^

He appeared sincere in s* state­
ment that he had never heard of 
the man. But, Mueller added, the 
case of Kuhn Is multiplied in Ger­
many now.

He declined to estimate how 
many thousands are in Jail await­
ing trial as Nazis, but declared 
there are "too many.”  Such pqr 
sons, Mueller added, never would 
become good citizens under such 
conditions.

"Concentration camps don’t 
make believers of democracy nor 
good citizens," he declared.

Ha said he believed Germans 
should face trial/only In what he 
called the normal courts. I f  they 
are accused of crimes, he contin­
ued, they should be Jailed. If 
political questions are involved, 
they should be made to pay more 
taxes.

Other German authoritlea speC' 
ulated today that Kuhn might 
have fled to the Soviet occupation 
zone.

They said Kuhn, whose escape 
from Dachau internment camp 
was announced Wednesday, might 
have reasoned it would be harder 
to extradite him from the Russian 
sector than the BrlUah or French 
zones.

Widen Search far Kuhn
U. S. Constabulary units and 

German police widened their 
search over western Germany for 
the man who before the war led the 
pro-Nazi bund which flourished in 
the United States. He waa — 
ported in 1945.

The search was centered on the 
homes of fonper residents of the 
U. 8. whd were deported after the 
Bund was dissolved.

How Kuhn escaped ' from the 
camp, s’here he waa being held 
for trial by a German denaziflea- 
tlon court, remained a myatery. 
The exact time of hia escape has 
not been established, but apparent­
ly it was on Tuesday.

American authoritlea say they 
want Kuhn as a pooslbla witness 
in war crimes tiials at Nuem- 
berg.

The former Bursdiat a confine* 
ment orders carried a warning that 
there was danger of hia trying to 
escape and that he might destroy 
pertinent evidence if successful.

The Bavarian Ministry of Spe­
cial Affairs has begun an investi­
gation‘ to determine if Camp Di­
rector Anton Zlmgibl hod been 
negligent in guarding the prison­
er.

Markets 
which have a Arm basis don’t 
break wide open after a two week 
slump. Such slumps are regarded 

good buying opportunities In 
markets with a fundamental up­
ward trend.

A  limit break after markets 
have advanced is a natural devel­
opment. It represent* profit-tak­
ing. A limit break after a steady 
decline i* something else. It  means 
people just want to get out, pro- 
flts or no profits.

The market, never repoyerqfl 
from that early moriilng' p: ' 
break Wednesday. A ll contracts 
ended at the bottom. Suddenly, 
no one wanted grain.

Open* W ith Wide Lossev 
Yesterday, the market opened 

with wl<le losses. There were few 
buying orders In the pits. But 
then bargain hunters appeared. A 
minor rally developed. It didn’t 
last long. Once again, prices slip­
ped and clooed with declines as 
great as permitted in one session.

Losses from the highs made only 
two-and-one-half weeks ago are 
huge. They amount to as much as 
40*A cents In wheat. 39H cents In 
com  and 23 cents In oats. Right 
now, the price break is easily the 
most severe since before the war.

Aside from the development of 
hedge selling in com. there are 
numerous reasons offered for the 
break. Chiefly, they boil down to 
this: People who have held futures

More people have, or think they 
hava, chronic conatlpatlon than 
almoat any other ailment. True 
constipation, ho vever, la not ai 
oonunon as it  la believed to be. 
In true oonatlpation, fbcal matter 
is kept in the Intestinal tract 
longer than It should be, and there 
Is delay In emptying o f the bowel. 
In such cases the bowel movement 
la hard and dry.

The begin.Lngs o f conatlpatlon 
ca . uauaUy be traced to neglect 
and improper training during 
childhood. Much o f the difficulty 
comes from 'allurt. to set aslJe s 
regular time o f day for the bowel 
movement.

Poor dleL course, can and 
often does ca'ase conatlpatlon. Too 
many people gulp their food down 
without aUowlng enough time for 
their meals. Just as If they were 
refueling a car at a filling station.

Fresh fru lU  and vegeUblea 
make up an Insufficient part of 
many persons* dleL These foods 
not only supply a large part of 
Lie bulk In the dleL but also aid In 
peristalsis, the wave-Ilke move­
ments o f the Intestine which car­
ry the contents down throi.gh the 
intestinal tract.

Another great cauae of conatl­
patlon Is the abuse o f laxatives or 
cathartics. A  great many people 
have the mtataken idea that clean­
ing themselvCk out once a week 
with a good trang purge will be 
good for them.

More people have, or think they 
have, chronic constipation then 
almost any other ailmenL True 
conatlpatlon, ho vever. Is not as 
oenunon as It ia believed to be. 
In true oonatlpstlon, fkcal matter 
la kapt in the inteatlnal tract 
longer than it ohould be, and there 
is delay in emptying of the bowel. 
In such cases the bowel movement 
Is hard and dry.

Tha bsgln.ij(iga ot constipation 
cs- usually bo tracod to negloct 
and Improper training during 
childhood. Much of tho difficulty 
comes from 'allurt to set aslJe a 
regular time of day for the bowel 
movemenL

Poor diet, >•’ course, can and 
often does ca-ose constipation. Too 
many people gulp their food down 
without allowing enough time for 
their meals juat as U they were 
refueling s car at e filling station.
