Town Counsel
Says Position
Full-Time Job

Atly. Phillip Bayer today lent
his support to the belief of many
town officials that the job of town
caunsel is too big for a part-time
man,

Bayer, appointed town counsel
Iast November. said it is “ridicul-
ous"” to expect a part-time man
to do all the legal work entailed in
the town's operation, and that a
change sghould be made.

Bayer, who was asked his opin-
fon of the town counsel Jjob in an
Interview, made It clear he was
not complaining or that the work-
load has taken him by surprise.

He said he knew “full well” the
dimensions of the job before ac-
cepting the appointment. That was
the reason, he sald, he accepted a
1-year term rather than the nor-
mal 2-year tenure, feeling that of-
ficials might reach a definite rec-
ommendation on gsolving the
counsel problem during his first
yenr in office.

The question will be studied by
a Charter Revision Commission ’p-
pointed last Tuesday. Discussion
by a former Comnilssion led to rec-
ommendations by Atty. Jay Rubi-
now that a full-lime town counsel
be hired at a salary of $15,000 a
year.

Sees Other Solution

Bayer today said thag might be
one alternative. Another, he said,
might be providing = $4.000-a-year
asalatant to the town counsel now
paid $5,000 a year,

Either recommendation appar-
ently would be permissible under
the town charter., The question to
be resolved, Bayer sald, s whether
a4 young career lawye? at $15,000-a-
year would do a better job than two
part-time men working for a total
of §§.000,

What legal recourses exist now
for townspeople who don't want
Manchester water fluoridated?

The Board of Directors Tues-
day authorized the town Water
Department to install and operate
fluoridation equipment In the
municipal water supply. General
Manager Richard Martin sald the
equipment can be installed and put
into operation in about six months.

The question came up as to how
anti-fluoridationists might reverse
the Board's decision, which was
made in the form of an admin-
istrative act rather than by ordi-
nance.

Opponents could have petitioned
to overrule an ordinance by sub-
mitting the names of not less than
five per cent of the town's voters
within 10 days after publication of
the ordinance as & legal advertise-
ment. Then a referendum would
have been called.

But to reverse the Board's ad-
ministrative act requires that op-
ponents draw up an ordinance of
their own, which would make
fluoridation illegal, according to
Mayor Eugene Kelly. A petition
signed by not less that five per
cent of the voters would have to
be submitted along with the ordi-
nance, requesting its passage.

Would Frame O

If the Board did not act on this
ordinance within 45 days, it would
be submitted to the town counsel,
who, according to the town char-
ter:

“may without materially chang-
ing its meaning and effect correct
the wording to avoid repetition, il-
legalities and unconstitutional pro-
visions and assure accuracy and
clarity."

Then a referendum would be
held.

Kelly sald opponents might also
ask for a court injunction on
grounds that the Board had no
right to pass fluoridation here or
on some other grounds. Or a sult
might be brought with the conten-
tion that fluoridation is unconstitu-
tional, according to Town Counsel
Phillip Bayer.

But according to General Mans-
ger Martin's fluoridation report re-
leased two weeka ago, “Several
state supreme courts have held
that fluoridation of public water
supplies is legal. The United States
Supreme Court on several occa-
sions has taken the position that
no federal constitutional question
is Involved."

Cites Legality

Kelly cited the legality of fluor-
Idation in asking Tuesday that the
subject be approved here by ad-
ministrative sct rather than by
ordinance. He said approval of
fluoridation, which 1= considerad
legal, would not be in the nature
of an ordinance.

Director Ronald Jacobs,
wanted approval by ordinance,
sald approval by administrative
act might expose the town to law-
suits, more so than would an ordin-
ance.

Hbwever, fluoridation was pass-
ed by a 6 Lo 1 vote, with Directorns
Theodore Powell and Francis Ma-
honey abstaining, and Robert Gor-
don opposed.

This pudding undoubtédly orig-
inated In some thrifty cook's
kitchen—some say it had a Yan-
kee beginning. Often called Mock
Plum Pudding, It may well have
-been a frugal substitute for the
richer deasert.

Like so many of our American
recipes, this sweet has some Eng-
lish antecedents. That 18th Cen-
tury Queen of Cocks, Mrs. Beeton,
gave two recipes for carrot pud-
ding. (Neither of them [necluded
potatoes.) Mrs, Beeton's way with
the pudding is close to American
recipes. Similar to an English plum
pudding, It includes bread crumbs,
suet, “stoned” raisins, currants,
sSugar, eggs and nutmeg; then
cooked mushed carrot and milk Is
added. She advised that this mix-
ture be either boiled or baked.

The American version of the
pudding has been brought up to
date. Here it is made from pack-
aged spice-cake mix plus the ad-
dition of carrot, raisins, walnuts
and molasses. You can put the
pudding In custard cups and im-
provise a steamer from a covered
kettle and a rack. This makes
enough pudding for a crowd; and
