Capehart offered his program
and invited changes—in the midst
of a stalemate between the Eisen-
hower administration and the
Democratic-controlied  Congress.
Each has called on the other to

While Democrats  hayve de-
manded higher price supporis, the
administration has contended low-
er commodity prices are necessary
to let farmers sell more of their
crops.
