Bishop Flanagan returns to the
scene of his early college days. He
was graduated from Holy
College, Worcester, in 1928,

Bishop Flanagan leayes
Norwich diocese after serving
there for nearly six years, He was
appointed the first bishop, of the
newly foFmed Dlocese of Norwich
Sept. 2, 1088. He was bofn In
Proctor, Vi, -March 31, 1908,
After graduation from Holy Cross,
he studied at the North American
College in Rome, where he was

threat of peace, and leave the econ-
omy of war and preparation for
war undisturhed in ita seamingly
perpetual and guaranteed proa-
perity.

And such judgment has hitherto
proved accurats. With the excep-
tion of & alight lull before the Ko-
Tean war, when we were, inciden-
tally, entering a recesaion, war and
preparation for war have success-
fully promoted the American econ.
omy for the past 20 years.

During that time we have not
really been called upon, nor have
we been “demonstrably able, to
solve the problem of how to have
prosperity in spite of peace.
