New London, July 28 {IP)—  
The State Health Dppt. is rec­
ommending as many as five 
polio shots in certain in­
stances as protection against 
the d^ease.

Dr. Franklin M. Foote. Connec­
ticut health commissioner, told a 
meeting o f physicians, local health 
directors and hospital staff mem­
bers here ‘ yesterday that  ̂a fifth 
shot is advisable when a person is 
traveling in an area where there 
has been an outbreak of polio, such 
as Rhode Island.

He said the fifth inoculation 
should be given at the advice of the 
family doctor.

Dr. Foote said after the normal 
series of four shots, average im­
munity ranges from 90 to 95 per 
cent. Another shot even improves 
on this, he said.

The meeting was held at Law­
rence Memorial Hospital, where all 
four of Connecticut's reported polio 
cases have been treated. Ail came 
from Groton, and one has died.

The State Health Dept, is hold­
ing a similar meeting at Backus 
Hospital in Norwich today. 

Another - speaker yesterday was 
Dr. Joseph Oren of the Communi­
cable Disease Center, Atlanta, Ga. 
He haa been studying the polio out­
break in Rhode Island and said 94 
per cent o f the paralytic cases in 
that state ^were children uqder 10 
years old.

<3iicago, July .28 (iP)—A brief 
helicopter- hop between airports 
ended abruptly in fiery death in a 
gloomy suburban cemetery last 
night for all 13 persons aboard.

The helicopter, carrying 11 pas­
sengers and two crewmen, ap­
peared to stop in air, witnesses re­
ported, then weaved a moment be­
fore plunging earthward.

"It was a big red flash,” said. Ed 
Gauger, who from his back pprch 
watched the helicopter sweep in 
close over the trees and crash four 
blocks away. State Trooper Henry 
Pilotto said the craft was afire 
before It crashed.

In 'Washington, officials of the 
Civil ..Aeronautics Board said it 
was the worst a ccid^ t in the his­
tory of helicopter use in the na­
tion. Representatives of the heli­
copter industry added it was the 
first fatal accident on a scheduled 
airline passenger service flight.

The fuselage containing at least 
five bodies ripped into a cluster 
of tombstones and erupted in 
white-hot fury.

Catholics Get Catechism 
On Racial Segregation

By GEORGE W. CORNELL 
(AP RoBglon Writer)

New York, July 28 m — Romim 
Catholics todsy have a new cate­
chism on racial segregation.

It Includes such points as this:
Question: Can a person inclined 

to racial prejudice completely 
overcome, by an act of his will, 
any rajfial feelings he may have?

Answer : He cannot destroy this 
feeling completely by a single act 
of his will. To root out this feelifig 
will require time and many re­
peated acts o f the 'wlU.

Using the customary church 
teaching form of questions and an­
swers, the catechism considers the 
subject in terms l)oth o f theory 
and deed. For instance:

Q. 'Why is segregation based on 
race alone Immoral?,

A. Because such iwgregation Is 
based on "racism”  which teaches 
that esrtain races snd nsUonalities 
srs inherently snd nsturslly supe­
rior to other races.

And:
Q. May 'CsthoUca be members 

o f organisations whose purpose la 
to continue segragsUon as we 
know it?  J

A, CatlioUcs may not be mem- 
batSAf amti org wilastloas baosuas 
. ato p tiiifm sg  a

4>aystem which is unjust and un- 
cnariltable.

The 17-page • "Elementary Cate- 
chlsm’i was written earlier this 
year by the Most Rev. Albert L. 
Fletcher, Bishop o f Little Rock,
Ark., for use in study groups.

It is designed to clarify "What 
the church teaches”  about segre­
gation snd discrimination.

It is being distributed generally 
this week by the National Catholic 
Welfare Conference in advance of 
the National Catholic Conference 
for Interracial Justice in S t  Louis 
Aug. 25 to 28.

Sukarno Losing 
Cha Cha Battle

Jiucarta, Indonesia. July 28 (PP) 

— President Sukarno is losing the 
battle of the Cha Cha. .

The evidence is as plain as young 
Indonesian couples dance to thC 
bongo beat at a government-run 
night spot Just half a block from 
the president's downtown palace.

S i n c e  traditional Indonesian 
dances are slow, some socjploglsts 
feel the Cha Cha provides ‘ afi‘ ele­
ment of hip-swinging abandon foi 
a youth faced with mounting fru.s- 
tratlons and limited opportunities.

A  young' Indonesian puts it a 
simpler way— "W e like i t—i ts 
fun.”

Sukarno, a staunch nationalist, 
went on the attack a >ear ago.

In a series of speeches and atate- 
ments., the president labeled Cha 
CTa and Rock 'n' Roil "mixed up 
noises called music." He called the 
new dances the first steps in a for­
eign cultural imperialism that 

.could destroy Indonesia's natioiial 
identity.

The Jakarta army garrison out­
lawed Cha Cha, even in private 
hhmea. Records in stores were de­
stroyed. and a fine wna ordered for 
an.vone teaching the banned stepa:

Sugarno stressed even more that 
Indonesian' folk dances were the 
patriotic thing to do. He. often 
keeps Jakarta's diplomatic corps 
going for two hours or more—el­
derly envoys and their wives from 
both sides of the Iron an^ Bamboo

(Turtains weaving hand in hanil 
aboiit In an endless chain to the 
beat of tom toms and chants'from 
tbs spice islands. Sukarno leads the 
wa>’.

But.few of Jakarta’s cit.V-bred 
youth followed Jhe presidential 
lead.

A t first they went underground. 
Teenagers and college students 
had Cha Cha parties in private 
home.s. behind drawn curtajns. 
Foreigners with Cha Cha records 
became popular hosts.

Then came a bolder move. En­
terprising band loaders took some 
of the Indonesian songs Sukarno 
likes so much and gave them a 
1-atln beat.

"Ciook, Fm folk dancing,” ‘said 
one Iriddhesian recently as he 
and his partner Cha Chasct> their 
way across the floor of a popular 
club to the refrain of an old In- 
done.sian tune.

Now blaring Jazr. and L.atln 
music is far out into the open. 
Crooner B lng^lam et in the. rage. 
"The ' .Stan Kenton of Indonesia" 
and "Jakarta's Louis Armstrong" 
draw big crowds.

One can find government of­
ficials and army officers dancing 
to the forbidden tunes. Foreign 
Minister Siibandrio has been de­
scribed as a Cha Cha devotee.

Women leaders point out that 
the ,Cha Cha should be less objec­
tionable than the fox trot or waltz 
because "The dancers don't touch 
hands and the dynamic rhythm

iMivM no room for i m p r o p • r 
thoughts."

Sukarno, wl»o  ̂ ss slwAys Has 
plenty of other problems, hadn’t 
expressed himself much. on the 
subject lately.

There are also those who point 
out the youthful minded, 59-year- 
old president spent considerable 
time in the Caribbean and Mexico 
during his last trip abroad.

Neither the town nor Eighth 
district are In'vblved in the pro­
posal. The hearing will be run by 
the petitioners themselves, who 
will elect directors and officers if  
they approve the piroposal.

Karp pointed out that, to be 
able to vote, persons need only

own property there. In fact, per­
sons who do own property In the 
tract, but who reside elsewhere, 
will not be able to vote, he said.

The' area is largely undeveloped 
now. Obtaining sewer, service 
would presumably smooth the way 
toward getting It all rezoned for 
residential pbrposes. A  recent 
Town Planning Commission de­
cision against rezonlng some of It 
from rural and industrial has been 
appealed to the Court of Common 
Fleas by Green Manor.

Ws hava. ao far in our assimila­
tion of the experience of attending 

national political convention, been 
noticing-cbrtaln differences in size, 
along with some similarities of 
chacarter and content.

But the I960 Democratic national 
convention at Los Angeles had one 
subsidiary theme which dlstln- 
gulshed it  from any other conven­
tion of ahy size or location.

It was a theme of supposedly 
major national figures growing 
desperate and little.

Perhaps it was not surprising 
that the petulant gentleman from 
Missouri, former President Tru­
man should set the pace, With his 
small boy decisions and undecisiohs 
about whether or not he would at­
tend the convention. But Truman’s 
unique niche in the American 
-political scene was already estab­
lished. He did not even achieve 
much surprise, which may have 
been hla prized objective.

The two other national figures 
who ended up Indulging in a race 
for diminished stature for them­
selves did, however, create some­
thing of a crescendo of surprise and 
shock.

Both were Individuals who had 
natural claim upon the affection 

and respect of their party and the 
convention. Both ended by by mak­
ing presumptuous and unprecedent­
ed efforts to cash in this affection 
and respect for a specific political 
objective.

They succeeded in cashing in a 
great portion of the affection and 
resi>ect to which they had title. But 
the manner in which they cashed 
it in brought them nothing of what 
they sought, and left them in 
diminished stature themselves.

Eleanor Roosevelt deliberately play­
ing spotlight with the convention, 
interrupting its procedures in order 
to call attention to herself, pretend­

due slipped farther and farther 
from him.

H « w u  not directly responsible, 
perhaps, for the frenzied conduct 
of the people In the convention gal­
leries, and outside, which operated', 
most of the tlmq, at a  level which 
seemed sub-human. But he w u  at 
leu t the unofficial king of the 
hoodlums asumhled Inside 6nd 
outside the eonvention hall, and he 
never rejected the crown they of­
fered him. This pitiable, demoral­
ized collapse of an Intellectual waa 
contained within tha same physical 
presence which once housed the in­
spiring author of one of the great 
clauics in American political his­
tory.

fS  the Editor,
. When I  saw Mr. Maetoeo's let­
ter in The ••Herald” I  was ashamed 
of myeelf and o f the many people 
who I know share my View*, that 
we (out o f laziness or fear of pub­
lic opinion If we retorted to crlt- 
Iciiers) have not presented the 
other side of the picture.

I believe that if the problem is 
approached Wgically and w itt a# 
much emotional detaAment 
possible a definition o f terms and 
conclusions of validity can be 
made. The question that confronU 
the citizens o f Manchester Is 
whether it is wise to count physi­
cal education gndes In determln' 
Ing the honor role. I  believe that 
there are three poasiMe objections 
which. If valid, would make It un­
wise to count physical educidion 
grades for honors: 1. phjrsloal edu­
cation Is not graded in an aca­
demic manner. J. physical educa­
tion la not Important 8. physical 
education is not part o f an ac­
ademic education.

I think Mr. Maetoko has already 
answered the first objection with 
his sUtement of the grading sys 
tern employed In physical educa­
tion In the high school.

Ibe second objection la based 
upon the idea that for some rea­
son physical education is no long 
er a necessity . . . This is an 
swered by the deep and grave 
concern evidenced by the Presi­
dent when he established a  na­
tional council on idiysical educa­
tion. We face a future world 

-twhoset-Juxuries and rapidly in 
creasing leisure hours' ^11 con­
tain an Immense opportunity for 
boredom and sloth. Many o f the 
skills (such as badminton, danc­
ing, golf, tennis, and archery) 
learned in physical education 
clasM  can provide a healthful and 
enjoyable use for the abundant 
leisure time o f  the present imd 
the future. How well will this 

. country meet the challenges of 
tomorrow — the Ideological battle 
for the minds o f men, the chal­
lenge of space —  If we are phj^' 
cally Inept, soft, with the Idea 
that only the mental aspect o f hu­
manity is imjportant. However, 
poor physical oondltion can and 
does reduce mental effectiveness.

Physical education Is important 
to every child and it should be part 
o f his education. Then U should be 
Important to every parent to see 
that his child gets the best phys­
ical education possible. A  grade In 
physical education Is necessary to 
an attitude receptive to teaching. 
Since, our whole society functions 
on an incentive system, it is not 
surprising that our schools rsfelct 
this with the grading system. 
Where grades have not been given 
In physical education programs 
the caliber of the program and the 
student Interest fall to such 
level that the physical education 
prOg '̂am is the victim of the sneers 
of the pseudo-intellectuals who 
feel that they are above such con̂  
slderatlqns as taking physical edu­
cation with the rest of the educa-^ 
tional community. This statement 
la borne out by my own college ex­
perience and that of many of my 
acquaintances. Only the maximum 
Incentive will produce the maxi­
mum return from physical educa­
tion classes.

The final objection la perhaps 
the strongest: That only ‘ 'aca­
demic”  subjects should count 
toward the honor role. By aca­
demic subjects It is a s s u m e d  
that the reference la to those sub­
jects which have formed the core 
of the so-called "claaslcar' educa­
tion; in other words subjects found 
in the curriculum B.D. (Before 
Dewey). The critics o f  the present 
method o f determining h o n o r  
standing maintain that this of a 
necessity deletes physical educa­
tion.

Physical education has always 
been a part of the Western classi­
cal education. Indroduced by the 
Greeks, it has remained a basic 
educational concept ever s i n c e .  
The Greek (Athenian Greek) ideal 
o f a "sound mind in a sound body” 
could Only be achieved by the in­
clusion ' of physical education in 
both the prtmary and secondary 
schoollhg. P l a t  o and -  Aristotle 
commended It as a necessity, and 
perhaps very strangely, according 
to the views of nupy this stress 
on physical education did not seem 
to adversely affect the Athenian 
Intellect John Milton, in his essay 
"on Education,”  placed physical 
education in tbs curriculum of his 
ideal schooL These might seem to 

‘ be merely scattered instances in 
Western educational history but 
investigation will p r o v e  that 
physical education of some ‘sort 
was part of every "claaslcar'. sys 
tern in Western education.
... Conclusion: J, Physical eduea-

f  Uon is graded fairty. 2, It is im­
portant 8. It is academic.

Therefore, it should be used to 
determine the honor role as should 
any other subject that can fulfill 
these criteria.

I hope those people who have 
found physical education with 
teachers, such as Mr. Maetozo a 
stimulating expeiHcnce will help 
me present the other side of, .this 
question by writing to this paper 
their feelings on this question.

T h e  U. S. Air Force has awarded 
a contract to Hamilton Standard, 1 
a division of United Aircraft Corp., 
to study welding of molybdenum 
aud tungsten by electron beams.

Unless heat 
Is confined to the Imedmiate weld 
area, a near-impossibllty with con­
ventional techniques, there is seri­
ous loss of the metals' strength.

should open an inquiry.

It would be up to the instructing 
judge to decide whel^jer formal 
charges of bigaihy should be 
lodged against Ponti and Miss 
Loren, who were united by a Mexi­
can proxy marriage in 1957 after 
Ponti got a Mexican divorce.

Guasco's decision was some 
thing of .a setback for Ponti and 
Mias Lioren. Ths prosecutor had 
the power to order the whole mat­
ter dropped.

Ponti married his first wife In a 
Roman Catholic Church wedding 
in 1949. Ponti got a Mexican di­
vorce in August 1957 and married 
Miss Loren a month later. Be­

cause CstkbUc, Italy doss not 
recognise divorce, the marriage to 
MUs Loren also is not recognized 
as legal in Italy.

When Misa Loren and Ponti 
returned to Italy a year ago, a 
deputy prosecutor said no bigamy 
action oould be taken unless 
charges were filed, by Ponti’s first

A few state banners moved 
haltingly down the aisles while 
a band and organ kept the noise 
at a high pitch.

For "there was no other than 
Nixon.

Gov. Nelson A. Rockefeller of 
New York, who once was a can­
didate but withdrew, sat with a 
Nixon hat-perched, jauntily on his 
head and clapped in time with the 
band.

When the noise died away, Gov. 
Paul Fannin of Arizona placed in 
nomination Sen. Barry Goldwater 
of his state as "The voice of con­
science speaking for the Conserva­
tives of this nation.”

There was an ^-minute demon­
stration «^lle delegates earrying 
the state iigns of Arkansas. Lou­
isiana, North Carolina, ,  Texas, 
Mississippi, Georgia. Washington. 
Arizona, Nevada, Wyoming, South 
Carolina, Idaho, Utah and Puerto 
Rico snaked'about the hall.

Waiting in the wings for the 
seconding speeches to be cleared 
away, Goldwster marched firmly 
to the rostrum to decline the 
honor.

There were shouts of "No, no, 
no" when he asked for withdrawal 
of his name. But Goldwster told 
the delegates that despite previous 
criticisms he now felt the platJ 
form which the convention Just 
had adopted "deserves the support 
of every American—̂ ver the hlue- 
prlnf for socialism presented by 
the Democrats.

'T am a Conservative.” he said. 
"T am going to devote all of my 
time from now until November to 
electing Republicans -from the 
top of the ticket to the bottom of 

. the ticket."
Goldwater got his name In the 

record bonks, however. Ten Louah 
ana delegates cast their ballotx tor 
hinj on a roll call In which Ne­
vada's votes put Nixori ove’r the 
6M needed for nomination. The 
final tally was Nixon 1.321. Gold- 
■wster .10: Then the convention 
made It unanimous.

Nixon and his wife, Pat. saw

Afterwards, with his mother 
smd his family aboui him. the 
nominee praised the “splendid rec­
ord" of President BIsenhower. He 
said he hoped he could follow In 
RIsenhower's footsteps.

He read, a telegram from the 
President, who expresaed mock as­
tonishment at Nixon's nomination 
on the first ballot and added In a 
more serious vein:

'T o your hands i pray I shall 
pass the responslbllltieia of the of­

fice of the presidency iuid 1 will 
be glad to do so."

Nixon, speaking in an emotion­
ally lowered voice, said he hopes 
that 1n the coming campaign Ke 
will do and say the things that 
will show him worthy of the high 
office for which his--party nom­
inated him.

The Vice President said many 
great world events may lie ahead 
in the months before the campaign 
ends on election day. He said he 
,believes the winner of' the presi­
dency will be the man the people 
decide can best deal with those 
events.

Nixon himself made the an­
nouncement that Lodge' had been 
chosen a fle j his meeting with 34 
party leaders.

Previously he had named Lodge 
■and three others as under serious 
consideration for second place.

One of these, Sen. Thruston B. 
•Morton -of Kentucky, -seems, likely 
to remain as chairman of the GOP 
National -Committee.

The other two, .Secretary of the 
Treasury Robert B. Anderson and 
Rep. Waller H. .Judd of Minnesota, 
the convention keynoter, are ex­
pected to be drawn Into the cam­
paign as advisers.

Nixon released the full text of 
the telegram which Eisenhower 
sent hinvfrom Denver. Significant­
ly, Eisenhower told Nixon he la 
"delighted that you are at laat free 
to speak freely and frankly In exr 
pressing your views on the present 
and future of. our great country."

But when 
asked at a news conference if he 
would accept the presidency If , 
elected, he aaid the new assembly 
would have the last word on that 
subject.

Hub’s forceful personality could 
help bring atability to the new 
Republic if factional fighting with­
in the Democratic ranks weakens 
the new prinie minister’s support.

Huh, a friend of Rhee, has Im­
pressed the nation by his flrnmess, 
tolerimce and willingness to riweep 
the state clean of abuses perpe­
trated by Rhee’s long powerful 
Liberal party. There has also bejsn 
some criticism that Huh has been 
too lenient toward leaders of the 
old regime,. particularly in letting 
Rhee go to Hawaii.

" i  laid the President ehOhld 
have expresaed regret over the 
crash of the U2 in Soviet terri­
tory ” Kennedy said,'“rather than 
issue a aUitement that turned out 
to be a lie.”

The Democratic presidential 
nominee eaid he didn’t  mind what 
Dewey, a'2-time GOP preeidential 
standard bearer, said about him. 
He added: t

" I ’ve had worse things said 
about me in my own party. And 
Oov. Dewey, as a political prophet. 
It not’ without blemieh.”

Asked If he felt President Eisen­
hower’s support would be of value 
to Nixon, Kennedy said he will be 
“ very helpful,” then added;

" I ’d be glad to have his co­
operation, but I believe he Is com­
mitted elsewhere.”

Answering questions about na­
tional defense, th e . Democratic 
candidate said " i  don’t think there 
is any doubt about the present 
strength of the United States be­
ing equal” ô Russia's, then added: 

"The question is the relative 
rate of growth. By 4961 to 1968, 
unless we. take immediate action, 
we will slip into a secondary posi­
tion.”

The recent "belllcrise actions" 
of Soviet leaders, Kennedy said, 
were based on- their apparent be­
lief that the balance of power la 
shifting in Russia’s favor.
. The nominee said there is "sub­
stantial differ«tce” between the 
administration and New York Gov. 
Nelson A. Rockefeller on the ef- 
fectlvenees of the present defense 
xetup.

In response to several questions, 
Kennedy repeated: "The main 
question la — which party is real­
ly committed to these goals” — a 
reference to platform pledges.

The Republican platform, he 
■ said, had been "improved because 
of the Democratic ^atform.” 

Referring again to Rockefeller, 
Kennedy said: " I  don’t doubt he 
is. committed to these goals — but 
I  doubt hia party la.”
, Kennedy aaid he hopiiss Congress, 

when It reconvenes Aug. 8, will 
vote more money for defense. He 
said he doesn't know whether It 
wrlll' be possible to get a supple- 
mentiti appropriation through in 
the probably 3-week session, but 
"we should do It.”

Kennedy said he did riot believe 
there was any doubt that the

UnitM States la u  strong now as
"our adversary.”

But he iaid the Communist bloc 
'is building strength faster and he 
is worried whether, in the next 
three years, this country would 
"slip into a position whore we 
coi^dn’t carry out 'a second etrike” 
against an attacker.

Kennedy Wras asked whether hq 
•aw aqy prospect-for the enact­
ment of civil rights legislation in 
the brief aeselon of Congress. He 
said be didn't want to mislead any­
one by raising false hopes, because 
It is a controversial issud. But he 
said that if the Republicans are de­
termined to support such legisla­
tion, it might be possible.

Kennedy oflg;inalIy had planned 
to answer newsmen’s queries last 
night. He gave up when the GOP 
convention dragged past midnight.

More than 30 newsmen, photog­
raphers and radio-television staff 
met], had waited for hours for Ken- 
riedy to spedk but he sent word to 
them he would wait until morning, 
then Joined them briefly and ex­
plained he thought it was getting 
pretty late for new* conferencing.

The Senator’s sister, Mra Sar­
gent Shrlver, had httvlted the 
whole news group into the father’s 
home, which she and some other 
members of the family have been 
occupying temporarily.

Gape Canaversa, Fla., July 29 
Vn— T̂Tie United States launched 
an unmanned Project Mercury 
capsule for a severe test' today, 
but lost radio contact with the 
Atlas booster 96 seconds after 
»ft-off.

’Hie Atlas was to rocket the one- 
ton capsule 110 miles into Space 
and 1,500 miles dovrarange to check 
On its ability io w lthuand'a Jhr- 
ring super-hot p l u n g e  hack 
through the Earth’s atmosphere.

The big mhlBile with thamMier- 
cury capsule . on its hose was 
launtoed In a driving wind and 
rainstorm a t 9:13 a.m. EDT and 
was. Immediately swallowed in 
low-haiiglng clouds.

’Twenty minutes later the Na­
tional Aeronautics and Space Ad­
ministration announced:

"Preliminary data indicates all 
radio contact with Mercury Atlaa-1 
was lost approximately 66 seconds 
after launch. Further data analy­
sis Is required before more positive 
test results information'can be de­
termined.”

.An official said that even if the 
Atlas failed during powered flight, 
there is a chance the capsule may 
have fallen somewhere in the 
ocean between the Cape and the 
Intended area 300 miles northwest 
of the West Indies island of An­
tigua.

The flight was to subject the 
one-ton capsule' to the worst re­
entry conditions an Astronaut 
mightvencounter if hla space cabin 
is suddenly Jettisoned because of 
failure of the booster rocket short-, 
ly after launching.

I t  was an opening shot in a 
U.S. bid to send a  man to the 
fringes of space by the end of this 
year and into orbit aometime. in 
1961. All seven American astro, 
nauts were present today for this 
key test---------------- — ----- --------^

There was no living thing aboard 
the capsule today although mon- 
keye have ridden In two earlier 
Mercury test u n its .-

.The giant Atlas thundered fropi 
Its pad at 9:13 a. m. EST. Its 
mission was to' push its capsule 
to an altitude of 110 miles and re­
lease it a t a speed of 13,000 miles 
an hour.

The space chamber was sched­
uled to streak back to earth, slam­
ming through the so - called 
"heat barrier” of the atmosphere 
with the force of 9 truck iTammlng 
a  brick wall.

A large fleet of ships, planes 
and helicopters was waiting to at­
tempt recovery of the Capsule.

The big Air B̂ orce rocket was 
launched in a driving wind and

a low overcast.
Press observers 2i/4 miles away 

could not see the missile until it 
ignited. A heavy fog had rolled 
over the Cape shortly before blast­
off. 'Weather conditions were re­
ported good in the Intended ta r­
get area.

NASA said the Atlaa was 
geared to shut off its engines and 
eject the capsule before the end 
of its normal burning time to 
simulate . an abort. during the 
powered phase of flight. A NASA 
official said this would, send the 
capsule crashing througjh the at­
mosphere at thb sharpest possible 
re-entry angflo and woiffd subject 
it to ’’extremely high tempera­
tures and air-load (gravity) con­
ditions—fa f tn p re . .  Aevore than, 
those a'capsule would encounter in 
re-entering after a normal orbital 
flight.”

The three pther children, Dpnna, 
22, Carrol, 20 and Donna Veronica 
12, all led normal lives with out­
side contacts but never disclosed 
the family secret.

Rolice said toe mother and her 
husband appeared relieved when 
the case was discovered. The moth­
er said she had been bothered about 
toe situation for soine time but did 
not know what to do about it,

It began when the mother moved 
with her second husband from De­
troit to neighboring Windsor, Ont., 
in, 1949. Because it was difficult to 
find housing for a Targe family she 
told a landlord she had only three 
children. ’The other three she kept' 
hidden.

A year later toe family moved 
to Tecumseh, about 25 miles from 
Windsor, and again claimed' to 
have only three children.

Then, in 1953, the family bought 
their own home. Although there 
now was no need to continue toe 
subterfuge. Police -quoted Mrs. 
L«ach, 38, as saying she was too 
embarrassed to tell her friends 
about toe other three children. She 
also felt other children might make 
fun.st them.

If .proven as the disease, this | 
would bring toe total of known polio i 
cases in toe state to seven so far 
this year.

’The possibility that toe three 
cases being investigated were polio 
was revealed ’Thursday in Norwich 
by Dr.* Franklin M. Foote, state 
health director, speaking at an 
anti-polio meeting at Backus Hos­
pital. j

Meantime, a record 12,000 per­
sons were inoculated against polio 
in a public clinic for Norwich resi­
dents.

Chicago, July 29 (A=)—yice 
President Richard M. Nixon 
said today he doesn’t  see any 
present need for raising taxes 
but National Security re­
quirements "must and $17111 
come first, above all other 
considerations.” :

Nixon, the newly chosen Re­
publican presidential nominee, 
told a nows conference tllat he woo- 
thinking of national security when 
he warned In his accepteaca 
speech last night that the people 
must be prepared for sacrifices.

"As we move into the 60s,” he 
said, “we must not be Inhibited by 
any consideration other than na­
tional security In determlnlnjg 
what the government must spend, 
not only in toe military field but 
In other activities as well.”

"The national security require­
ments must and ’ will come first 
above all other considerations in 
the next administration if I have 
anything to say about it.”

As to world repercussions from 
the U.S. political campaign, Nixon 
rejected toe idea advanced by a 
newsman that foreign leaders 
might feel they could not negotiate 
at this time with 'President Eisen­
hower and Secretary of State 
Christian A. Herter.
