Bobbing dishwasher told au­
thorities today that he killed 
the wivep of three Chicago 
business executive in a can­
yon at Starved Rock State 
Park March 14 af|»r a bun­
gled purse-snatching attempt.

Sheriff Ray Eutsey said the 
dramatic- parly morning a c c o s t  
was given by Chester Gtls Weger, 
21-year-old father of two ypimg- 
sters, who was employed in the 
park lodge kitchen.

The women, were brutally beat­
en to death. They were W « . Lll- 
Uan- Getting, 50: Mrs. MUdred 
Lindquist, 50. and Mrs. Frances 
Murphy, 47. ’Their bodies were dis­
covered March 16.

Eutsey said Weger confessed at 
1:45 sum. He had been picked up 
at 5 p.m. yesterday for question­
ing. The sheriff said he has been 
under 24-hour surveillance for a 
month.

Discrepancies in a second He de­
tector test led authorities to ques­
tion Weger, they said.

Tdday, handcuffed and held by 
a chain leash, the stocky Weger 
led authorities froin place to place 
in the canyon, re-en*acting the kill­
ings. He was dressed In faded blue 
dungarees, and wore scuffed brown 
shoes ^ d  a white Jacket.

The sheriff said Weger told his 
story between outbursts of sob­
bing and pieriods of sulky alienee.

Officials had thought that the 
Women were sexually molested, but 
W ^ e r  told the sheriff he did not 
rape them but disarranged their 
clothing after they were dead to 
maka It appear that they were 
raped.

Clark Gable, the king of Hol­
lywood, died last night from 

heart attack in Hollywood 
Preshyterian Hospital.'

He nad been in the hospital 
since Ndv>fi when a heart attack 
felled the huiky, 69-year-old’ actor 
at his suburm ^ Encino ranch. 
Death came at 11 p4n.. (PST).

Doctors said he oied peace­
fully —  with only a » w  sleepy 
gasps and no apparent paim

His wife, Kay, and physibian 
Dr. Fred V . Cerlnl, were with hi 
when he died.

Gable had no known history of 
heart trouble when a coronary 
thronibosia —  a blood clot In a 
heart artery —  seized him on a 
Sunday at his home on a 20-acre 
estate in Encino. He was, rushed 
in an ambulance to the hospital 
and placed under oxygen.

Only three days before he had 
done final scenes with Marilyn 
Monroe for "The Misfits.’ ’

Gable’s fifth wife, the former 
Kay Williams Spreckels, ex-wife 
o f sugar heir Adolph Spreckles. ex­
pects a child — the actor’s'first.

"This is a dividend that has 
come to me late in life,”  Gable re­
cently told a reporter. "When I 
wind up this picture I ’m taking off 
until after the baby is born In 
March. I want to be there and I 
want to be there a good many 
months aftenyord."

WaaUngUHi, Nov. 17 (JV-More 
tlum a  week after the. tieotion, 
ViQs President Richard M. Nixon 
has captured California's 82 elec­
toral votes. Absentee ballots did 
it, ahd helped to shave Preaident- 
elect John F. Kennodjr’s  nation­
wide popular v o te . lead to less 
than 208,000.

But even without Nixon’s home 
state, Kennedy still is assured tit 
300 electoral votes, 81 more then 
the minimum needed for election. 

The count o f aheenteo ballots— 
stlU 20,000 Short o f complete — 
threw California into Nixon’s col­
umn yasterday. In the regular 
vote oonnt, Kennedy hod led by 
84,888 in ' California. -But as the 
absentee votes mounted Nixon 
turned that deficit Into a lead of 
18,180 votes.

Ike Orders 
Dependents 
Back Home

Washington, Nov. 17 (/P)—  
Under orders from President 
Eisenhower, the Defense De­
partment will begin bringing 
home in January 284,000 
wives and (ihlldren of U.S. 
servicemen stationed abroad.

This return of dependents — 
more than half of all the armed, 
forces dependents overseas - — is 
part o f a seven-point program in­
stituted by the president to save 
an estimated |1 billion a year in 
American spending aboard.
-' The program will not cut total 
u ;s . spending — only that part 
spent overseas. Some costs ac­
tually 'Will go up as more expen­
sive U.S. goods are bought and 
shipp^ abroad to replace much 
now purchased there.

In effect, the program imposes 
a strict "Buy American” policy 
on the militao^M rvices and the 
International Corporation Admin' 
istratlbn, which handles foreign 
aid.
■ The gradual reduction tff^^over- 
seas dependents is to be atxthe 
rate o f 15,000 a month. A t 
part o f it will be accomplished by'ls' 
kee^ng wives imd children in this 
country as new men are sent over­
seas. 'There is no present plan to 
cut back the number o f service­
men abroad.

Each o f the services was in­
structed to draw up its own plan 
to carry out the reduction. None 
has done so yet. Pentagon officials 
estimated it would take a year or 
a year and a half to achieve the 

out. '  ”
The Pentagon Indicated few o f 

the dependents now overseas will 
be brought home« ahead of time. 
The primary reliance will be on 
simply sending a few new fam­
ilies abroad.

The cut. Is to be made at the 
rate o f 15,000 a month. That is 
about the average rate at which 
dependents now return.

The Pentagon said the plan is to 
bring most dependents home about 
the time the servicemen's tour of 
duty overseas expires. In most 
CEUMB the famiUes will accompany 
the serviceman back home in what 
the Pentagron calls the . ‘̂concur­
rent travel”  procedure.

Blach o f the services was in­
structed to draw up its own spe' 
cific pUms to carry out the re­
duction, expected to be accom- 
pUahad in about a year and a half.

Yankee, Don’t Go Home, 
New Overseas 'Lament

American troops and wives— 

and the local ahopkeepera—in 
Britain, Germany and elsewhere 
moaned today over the news that 
Yankee dependents may soon be 
going home.

The peace o f mind of *brvice 
famlUes waa disturbed by Presi­
dent Eisenhower’s order for a 
gradual reduction o f the .484,000 
dependents oircrseas by 284,000. 
The order is part o f hla plan to 
save 81 billion a year in U.B. over­
seas spending.

A t lo u t  part o f the reduction 
will be obtained by 'cutting down 
on the nymber o f dependents sent 
with new men replacing those ro­
tated home. .

But it WAS aaaumed many o f the 
196,000 dependents in Germany, 
the 41,000 In France and. the 38,- 
000 in Britain will soon be going 
home. ■

In South Korea, the sale of 
Korea-made items in U.S. post 
exchanges last year amounted to 
only 1500,000 dollars, mainly hand­
craft items and souvepln.

Clark Gable Dies;

Cable."

’That waa 19S1, and Oable was s 
big star from then on. But for 
three years, until “ It Happsned 
Ons Night,”  he waa ty i^ a s t  as a 
treat-’em*rough romantic hsavy.

'iWhen X played my first love 
scene,’ ’ he once confessed, "1 wss 
scared to dMth. ’The director said 
’use a longing expression,’ so I 
triad to think o f a big, tanderi 
rare stssk. It worked so well Tve 
been using it ever since."

Despite his success, including 
earnings o f more than $800,000 a 
year before taxes, the big man 
with ths easy grin scoffed at his 
undisputed title o f "king."

"Tm not rich by any means, but 
I ’m comfortable," he once sald> 
"That’s all I ask in Ufe — to be 
warm, well-fed and comfortable."

Bom  Feb. 1, 1901, in Cadiz, 
Ohio, the son o f a farmer-oil field 
woricer. Gable worked as a t4en- 
ager in an Akron rubber factory.

A t 10 he Joined a .touring 
theatrical troupe at $10 a week 
and later, in the Northwest, lum- 
berjscked and sold neckties in a 
department store. Stage roles and 
movie bit parts cams next — 
though the usual reaction to hU 
frequent screen testa was “your 
ears are too big."

Early in World War H Oable, 
then 41, enlisted In the suwiy and 
became a $66-a-m6nth corporal in 
the Army Air Forces Officer’s 
Candidate School at Miami Beach.

The first o f Osble’s five wives 
wss Josephine Dillon, a dramaUc 
coach 17 years his senior, ’^ e  sec­
ond was Mrs. Maria Langham, a 
Houston aocisllte alilo older than 
he; the third, Carole Lombard, the 
madcap Hollywood star' who lost 
her life in a World War H air crash 
while returning from a bond tour;

“Conunand Decision,” "Saratoga," 
"To Hot to Handle," "Idiot’s De­
light," “ Never Let Me Go," "Mo- 
gambo," "Betrayed," "Soldier of 
Fortune," “The King and Pour 
Queens" and ’Teacher's P et"

A  few years ago a reporter asked 
Oable if he planned to direct as 
some of his fellow atars had done.

’ ’Direct? Hell! I haven’t even 
learned how to act yet,”  he replied.

For 10 years after the war, he 
had an imprecedented run of poor 
pictures, yet not one ever grossed 
under $4 million. One MGM ex­
ecutive commented;

“ If It had been any other star but 
Gable, those pictures would have 
meant the poorhouse.”

Gable ended his association 
with MGM in 1954 to freelance.

At birth the actor-to-be .was 
named William Clark Gable by his 
parents, who were of Pennsyl­
vania Dutch stock. Known as a 
boy as Billy, he changed to his 
middle name to avoid confusion 
with his father, WiUlam H. Oable.

When Clark was 4 his mother, 
the former Adeline Hershelman, 
died. Later his father married 
Jennie Dunlap, who died 12 years 
after the marriage.

During hia Akron days Gable 
taw hia first play, “The Bird of 
Paradise." Fsuclnated by the the­
atrical life, he pestered the the­
ater manager until he got a  Job 
as call boy—at no pay.

Some years later he had had 
some fair parts on Broadway when 
he got the role of Killer M ean in 
a Loa Angeles production of ' ’The 
Last Mile.”

Pathe Studio cast him in "The 
Painted Desert," which brought 
him his chance with MQM.

agencies for supplies and services, 
including construction, communi­
cation facilltlea, transportation 
and tha like.

Last month a $2 million high 
aehool was completed for 568 pu­
pils sit Lakenheath U.S. Air Force 
Base.

’Ther# aro 9,855 students in 25 
American schools in Britain. The 
kids themselves are a good eco­
nomic crutch for nearby store' 
keepers with their expenditures 
for candy, records, books, bicycles 
and other items.

As excitement over the Eisen­
hower order spread through U.S. 
military bases the first questions 
asked were “How are they going 
to do It?" and “will It affect me ? ”

Most of those who commented 
asked that their names not be 
used, presumably because public 
Criticism o f military orders might 
hurt their promotion chances.

“ You can be quite sure there 
will be a pretty loud reaction from 
servicemen already abroad,”  said 
a Navy chief petty officer at the 
U.S; embassy In Rome. “Most of 
them went overseas with the un­
derstanding their families would 
go with them. I wdhldn’t expect 
many people to be happy If this 
promise Is broken.”

A  nMmber' o f ’The Hague em­
bassy military staff said ” It 
would be interesting to know 
whom It will affect. I f it were to 
affect etillsted people only It would 
be veryrbad for morale.”

One reaction In Germany, some­
what different, came from Mrs. 
Margaret Knotts, 11 Chestnut St., 
Caldwell, N.-J.

“ I would not mind at all going 
back to the United States,” she- 
said. “ I come from Austria orlgl' 
nally and I like shopping In Amer  ̂
lea.”

An Army civilian employe at a 
French base, whose personnel have 
about 10,000 dependents, said: 
’ ’Nobody's rioting In the streets 
here. IVe aren’t going to get ex­
c i t e  until we know what the 
An^y is going to do. We’ve all 
seep Army orders come and' go.”

In Holland, Capt. William 
Spears, naval and air attache, said 
“I  am sure they won’t  like it.”

IVhen/rou speak of a “stroke," 

the listener Is apt to see, in his 
mind's eye, the picture of a per­
son who’s suffered a paralysis of 
one hide of the b ^ y  (Hemi­
plegia). And he’s, apt to assume 
that the cause for the hemiplegia 
waa a brain hemorrhage that re­
sulted from a break in a brittle 
artery (cerebral arteriosclerosis).

Yet the vast majority of 
’'strokes” do not result In hemi­
plegia. And most of them, by 
far, are due to a clot within the 
arteriosclerotic artery (cerebral 
thrombosis) that shuts o ff the 
blood supply to an ares of brain 
tissue Of variable size.

’Thanks to Dr. Walter AlvareS, 
my good friend and fellow col­
umnist, the medical profession has 
bfeen alerted to the great fre­
quency and importance of "small 
strokes.” "

Since early recognition o f the 
’ ’small stroke”  may "delay and 
even prevent the occurrence of 
the "big stroke,”  and since mem­
bers of the family may be in a 
mpre. favorable position to make 
this recognition than a physician, 
rd  like to describe for you what 
happens when a person suffers 
oiw of these minor cerebral ac- 
cideiits.

Here are Just a few of the hap­
penings that may arouse your 
suspicions:

’The complaints of a "queer 
feeling”  in the head that lasts 
only a short time. Or that seems 
to come and go.

A change In the person’s char­
acter, capabilities. Judgment or 
conduct. For example, the vqry 
proper peraon who suddenly be-  ̂
comes coarse or noisy. ’The com­
petent person who begins to make 
all sorts of mistakes (can’t bal- 
a,nce checkbooks, forgets'birthdays 
and anniversaries; misplaces per­
sonal articles, like eyeglasses). Or 
the wise member of the family 
who no longer seems able to make 
up his mind. Or who gives ob­
viously foolish advice. Or the neat 
person who becomes careless In 
dress or table manners.

A marked change In the per­
son’s emotional behavior. Like Im­
patience or sudden fits o f rage. 
Or loss of. Interest and a lack of 
reaction to pleasures or misfor­
tunes.

A  deterioration in capacities, 
like slowing and halting of speech. 
Difficulty getting out of a chair. 
Unsteadiness on feet. Stumbling 
gait. Frequent slips or tumbles. 
Changed handwriting and mis­
spellings.

Changes in habits and appear­
ance. Lessening of appetite with 
weight loss. Greater difficulty 
getting up In the morning. Fre­
quent periods of snoozing during 
conversation, in front of TV or 
when left alone for a few mo­
ments. L oss 'of alertness In ex­
pression ("Just doesn’t look 
right” ; has suddenly begtn to 
look old” ).

Perhaps. now you understand 
what I meant, when I suggested 
that these signs would be more 
readily recognizable by members 
of the family than a physician. 
Especially a specialist who might 
be seeing the patient for the first 
time.

And if they’re recognized In 
good time, there are many things 

- your doctor can do to delay the 
“ big stroke.” And maybe prevent 
Ht entirely.

We Win, For A Change
When an election goes against 

ns, in one of our overseas depend­
encies, everybody assumes that we 
Americans must have been blun­
dering again, fhat we have been 
deficient in imderstandlng the peo­
ple whose territory 'we are using, 
and that <|ur own dependable tal­
ent Is one for wearing out what­
ever amount o f dubious welcome 
can be calculated for any power 
which maintains its military pres­
ence on the soil o f another coim- 
try.

When we happen to win an 
election, therefore, something of 
an opposite kind of interpretation 
should seem equally permissible 
aBd valid. ,

We have Just clearly won an 
election, for a change, in Okinawa, 
tiiat Japanese territory we took for 
ourselves after World War n , and 
which we Intend to keep, despite 
the aglUtion of the Okinawans 
themselves and political factions 
back in Japan itself, as long as we 
consider our bases there to be mili­
tary necessities for us.

Most of the elections held in 
Okinawa during ouri presence there 
have had embarrassing spots of 
trhunpih for left wing elements 
aampalgning on the proposition 
that we should be driven out im­
mediately.

Not even our best friends- on the 
Island dare ikdvocate that we be 
privileged to stay there forever. 
But they do concede that our even­
tual departure can be a gradual 
process, and that it does not have 
to begin right now. And it waa 
those friends of ours who scored 
clear victory and clear gains in 
Sunday's election to  the island 
legislature. The left wing extrem 
Ists against us had their wings 
aUpped, for the first-time.

So the analysis can be, and 
Should be, that we Americans have, 
la the meantime, developed some­
thing o f a talent for getting along 
vrlth our imwilling hosts in place 
o f a talent for offending them. We 
apparently have been proving that 
we can be friends as well as occu 
piers.

American personnel on Okinawa 
Is wearing a shy, pleased grin over 
Its unexpected new popularity. We 
have a chance o f achieving what 
miould b e . the end goal of every 
such occupatlon—a final depar­
ture, when It comes, aa friends, 
leaving voluntarily, without being 
pushed.

The Unreoented Image
piark Gable accomplished the 

unusual feat of being one male 
movie star who U-aa not resented 
by the men of America.

We could go to our mirrors, and 
practice that devastating. Ironic, 
yet always reachable smile, and 
turn away defeated without envy. 
Ypu never really envy the unat­
tainable, only that which might, 
with some luck and some effort, be 
within your own capacity.

We could see this figure go 
through the decadea seemingly 
changeless, unless it was. Indeed, 
that he seemed to build up that 
masculine charge of his in the 
years when it might have been fad­
ing.

We could watch his mastery of 
the romantic situation . without 
quarrel or resentment; he waa one 
figure for whom it seemed inevit­
able and fitting.

We could see him in the eye of 
a woi;nan without Jealousy; no one 
would want any woman to be un­
responsive to auch an appeal; one 
who could resist the image of Ga­
ble would not be likely to respond
to ordinary mortals in any degree. %

We are sure he waa a . more 
clever actor than he seemed, that 
he really played more roles than 
the one role, that o f Clark Gable, 
in which he was eventually typed.

But in the end, of course, even 
he betrayed the unjealous trust 
and confidence the would-be male 
component of American life re­
posed in him. He proved mortal; 
he did not go on forever; the mo­
ment he entered a serious illness 
the first disillusionment revealed 
that he had an actual age, and 
that It was 59; the Illness refused 
to relax Its hold, and now he Is, at 
last, among the mortals. And sud­
denly there is such a thing aa a 
specific age, and mortality, for all 
those whose wistful illusions he 
would revive, in one performance 
after another. No one has ever 
played that Illusionary role more 
perfectly.

While we were InvesUgAting the 
voting habits of Connecticut wiih 
regArd to the office of Congress 
man-at-Ijarge, all in the hope of 
evading the creation of a new po­
litical supermini in the person of 
Congressman Frank Kowalski, 
who led his ticket the way Toni 
Sadlak used to lead Republican 
tickets, we stumbled into a side­
light curiosity worthy of notice.

While we were ascertaining, to 
our chagp-in, that not even the 
composite made up of the Dem­
ocratic district candidates for 
Congress ran better, than KowAl- 
ski did, a strange difference be­
tween the total number of votes 
cast for Congressman-at-large and 
the number cast for all tho dis­
trict Congressmen. Appeared.

The total vote for Congressman- 
at-large in the state was more 
than 15,000 votes higher than the 
total vote cast in the five con­
gressional district races.

For one reason or another, more 
than 15,000 Connecticut voters did 
not register a vote for either one 
of their district candidates for 
Congress, even though they did 
vote for one of the two candidates 
for Congressman-at-large.

It happens to be true that pres­
idential elections always bring out 
a certain extra percentage of the 
electorate which is interested only 
In the office o f President, and 
which, therefore, 'might have some 
natural tendency to neglect offices 
farther down the voting machine 
lever.

We have been writing of the 
failure of some 15,000 Connecticut 
voters to register any choice at 
all for their local candidate for 
Congress as if it were simply an 
omission on their part.* The con 
Btruction of the Connecticut vot­
ing machine, however, says that 
it can't be quite that casual. In

other states, wbero the voting la 
by iadividual levara fbr each can­
didate, iuch an omission could be 
.entirely casual. But in Connecticut 
evenlwdy who enters a voting 
machine sad votes for anybody 
also votes for a candidate for 
congress in Ms first pull o f the 
master party lever. |f ho wants to 
walk out of the machine leaving 
no'vote for a district congressional, 
candidate behind him, he has to* 
take the deliberate pains to Un­
vote. ■

So we are forced to the con­
clusion that apparen^^ some 15,- 
000 Connecticut voters found their 
district candidates for Congress so 
unattractive they took special 
pains not to vote for either one 
of them.' There is only one alter­
native Conclusion to be considered. 
That is that these 15,000 Connec­
ticut voters tried to vote for a 
district candidate for Congress but 
somehow got confused in the pro­
cess of splitting their tickets. Once 
again Connecticut, which now 
boats of being the first all vot­
ing machine state, remained the 
last state to cling to the form of 
voting machine which is most dif­
ficult and confusing to the voter.

Interfaith Dating 
Dissatisfies Many

New York — Forty-six per cent 
of 300 teenagers questioned in a 
magazine survey said they had 
dated people of differing religion, 
but more than half found the ex­
perience “ unsatisfying or a cause 
for unhappiness.” More than half 
of tho 58 per cent who said they 
didn’t disapprove had never dated 
anyone of another faith. Three per 
cent mistakenly believed their reli­
gion forbids dating outside their 
own faith.

Artist’s Collection of Sku,
Fun and Profit

Artist Gordon MacDonald has n 

*11ttle black book,”  but instead of 
telephone numbers, his book lists 
48 skulls which comprise one of 
the most unusual hobby collections 
In Andover. These represent 38 
types of animals and are used pri­
marily for still-life studies.

Gordon and his wife, Betty drew 
upon his collection to create cave­
men costumes with which they 
won first prize at the Hast Hart­
ford Art League bail recently. For 
hlB headgear Gordon wore the 
nelvlc bones o f a workhorse. 
Prince, while his wife, Betty, car­
ried oiie o f Prince’s thighbones as 
a club. Furs from Gordon’s collec­
tion completed their outfits.

Prince was an early addition to 
tho artist’s collection. Gordon was 
strolling through a field *on the 
former Maxwell farm, nouf owned 
by the Eadles on Bunker'HiU Rd„ 
when he saw the ' sun-bleached 
thighbone projecting from a bank. 
The late Winfield White, who had 
worked for the Maxwells,'told Gor­
don the horse had been one of a 
team drawing a wagon. The horse 
died of a stroke and was buried 
Jn the bank.

An avid collector by this time, 
Gordon burrowed into the bank to 
reach the real trophy, the skull.

He began his collection when he 
was about 12 years old, after find­
ing the skeleton of a skunk that 
had crawled o ff near a pond to die. 
He began to keep' his eyes open 
for additional trophies, without 
any idea originally of how help­
ful it would be in many ways. In 
art school In later years, Gordon 
was able to sell skulls and bones 
for anatomy -classes to earn a few 
dollars for materials and other ex- 

^ penses.
One of his prize speclmeiui Is the 

skull of -.a marauding bear that 
waa finally trapped by a farmer 
In Stanstead In the province of 
Quebec.

The bear had traveled about 
three miles into the woods, drag­
ging the trap and a 200-pound’ log 
attached to it into a cedar swamp. 
Gordon was vacationing in the 
area at that time when he heard 
the story and went after the skull, 
one o f the .*flercest displayed in a 
glass cabinet tn his studio.

He is still seeking an opossum’s 
skull to complete his group of 
small woods animals.

He uses the skulls In art classes 
at his home, showing the’ difTerence 
In structure between a porcupine 
with a comparatively low cheek­
bone and eye socket, and a beaver, 
which has its eyes close to the top 
o f his skull so he can see over the 
surface of the water. Hia students 
are also shown the difference be­
tween the gnawing teeth-, of a 
rodent and the flesh-eating teeth of 
a bear or dog. Few ’ people can 
Identify the animal from the skull, 
Gordon says, because the head 
seems so much larger in life cov­
ered by fur and flesh.

The skulls are only part of a 
huge store of reference materiel 
which Gordon draws upon to do 
murals for banks, large insurance 
companies and restaurants. Built 
into the wall of a studio qn the 
second floor of his Andover Lake 
home is a set of four file drawers 
containing clippings under head­
ings such aa antiques, architecture, 
patios, people, transportation, his­
toric, transportation, animals, do- 

/  mesUc and wild, and many other 
s u b j e c t s .  Sometimes even thia 
store of material is not enough for 
the commlsalone he receives such 
as a recent mural for the shopping 
center In Coventry. In order to de­
pict Coventry as it was many years 
ago, Gordon interviewed many 
people to get description’s of land­
marks which have been razed.

Gordon used a light, airy tech­
nique intnurals o f historic Enfield 
landmarks painted for the Society 
for Savings In toat town. An­
other set of three historical scenes

ing there In commercial trade. But 
this balance Is more than offw t 
by heavy military and foreign aid 
expenditures ii) other countries 
and by private U.S. Incestments 
there. All these affect the bal­
ance of payments.

One purpose of the sweeping 
Ctirbs is to maintain world con­
fidence in the dollar, the pre.sldent 
made clear.' Another is to protect 
this country's $18 billion gold 
reserve again.st further shrinkage.

All agencies and departmeitts of 
the federal government with for­
eign operations, including the 
State Department, were told by ; 
the President to determine what 
they could do toward economizing 
on foreign costs by returning de- j 
pendents and where possible reduc- ' 
Ing per.«onnel. Their action plans 
together with those of the military , 
services are to be Elsenhower's 
hands by Dec. l.*i.

New pres.sui'e was ordered to 
break down remaining barriers of I 
foreign countries against imports 
of U.S. gods. "The object of this Is ; 
to increase income from trade as 
well as to curtail expenditures 
abroad.

The decision to bring home the 
thousands of dependents was the 
most dramatic of the president's 
orders. The Defen.se Department 
said that the largest number of de­
pendents are In four countries: 
Germany 195,218. Japan .56,589, 
rrance 41,952, Britain 38,147.

The rest of the 484,063 depend­
ants now overseas are scattered In 
smaller groups in other countries. 
By services they Include In total: 
Army 248,788, Air Force 197,438, 
and Navy and Marines 37,837.

Secretary of Defense Thomas 
g. Gates Jr. told reporters he sup­
ported the move to bring home 
dependents and he did not think 
it would hurt morale or decrease 
the combat effectlvenees of the 
forces.

“Our people realira we are at 
war. a new kind of war,” Gates 
said. "Our career people are dedi­
cated to the service of their coun­
try and will understand the need 
of this action.”

The Defense Department esti­
mated that overseas dependents 
spend an average of $1,000 each 
per year. Bringing home 284,000 
of them thus would eventually 
cut $284 million a year from 
spending of U.S. dollars abroad.

Treasury and State Department 
officials said the total saving of 
the program once it Is made ef- 

 ̂ fecUvs should amount to a billion 
dollars or more In one to two 
years from now. They figured a 
ffiOO miUloB saving In foreign ex- 
pstissf  of the Defense Department 
and a $330 million saving through 
foreign aid procurment of goods 
in the United States Instead of 
abroad. The remaining $170 mil­
lion would be saved by various 
other provilsons of Elsenhower's 
order.

The Rev. Robert Keating, chap­

lain of the Meriden School for 
Boys and CheeMre Reformatory, 
disepssed “ Youth Problems of a 
Changing World” at men's' night 
of the Junior Century Chib last 
night at the K of C Home.

The guest speaker, who was 
introduced by Mrs. I’ rancis Shan­
ahan, said that the moat Impor­
tant cause of delinquency among 
boys Is the broken, or " b e n t  
home."

He said that boyy with low in­
telligence quotients are easily led 
to follow the crowd and get. Into 
trouble. Other causes of delinquen­
cy, he said, are overprotective 
mothers, lurid television programs, 
movies, and reading m a t e r i a l ,  
brother and sister rivalry, lack of 
education, spiritual guidance or 
wholesome recreation, and the 
mother who works outside of the 
home unnecessarily.

Father Keating said that 9 out 
of 10 boys in the reformatories he 
serves can be rehabilitated.

Is to win 
over the boys, 'get their faith and 
trust and belief In some one.

Father Keating concluded hla 
talk by making an appeal for old 
table model radios for the boys at 
the reformatories, because, he ssid.

Develop Sense of Voliiee,
Save Money at Auctions

Ever buy at auction?
Some of the favorite items In 

my home come from auctions. And 
across the land is the season for 
the country auction.

Should you patronize this old 
American InsUtutlon?

If you play your cards right, I 
think you've much to gain. One 
person's eyesore may be another's 
treasure, but nothing Is a bargain 
unless you have use for it or enjoy 
its appearance.

What's the best way to buy at 
auction 7 '

Begin by haunting antique shops 
second - hand furniture outlets 
thrift shops, bargain barns. Cer­
tain Items - presumably those 
which you could use — will attract 
you.' Get to know how they are 
priced relative to age and condi­
tion. Talk to as many dealers as 
you can about these Items. See if 
what they > tell you pretty much 
agrees. This way you'll gradually 
become expert in Hitchcock chairs, 
pressed gln,sa, what-not.

Get to the auction early so you'll 
have .plenty of time to look over 
the merchandise for sale. Based 
on what you know of prices, you 
now have an idea of what the item 
thaUInteresIs you la worth. Unless 
the auction is populated with deal­
ers and this is often the way they 
get their merchaqdlse or the ob­
ject you've picked Is rare, or your 
competition stiff, yo should he 
able to acquire it at a price under 
that of a store.

Never get carried away and out­
bid everyone. Do this and you ran 
be sure you're overpaying.

There are scarcely any items 
from autoniohlies to zithers that 
don't find their way into the auc­
tion mart and this hold.s true be­
yond household Items. Often you 
can use this route to acquire office 
equipment or industrial' machinery. 
Yet no one, it appears, ran even 
estimate the annual dollArs-and- 
cents volume of this huge, sprawl­
ing market.

Registry Plan 
To Ease Car 
Tax Collecting

The (Collection of delinquent mo­
tor vehicle taxes will be made more 
foolproof n  part of the state's new 
alphabetical registration system. 
Collector of Revenue Paul Cervlnl 
said today.

The 2,122 Manchester residents 
who owe delinquent motor vehicle 
taxes now will need certification 
from Cervlni's office in order to 
renew their registrations, he said.

Cervlnl described two steps out­
lined last night at a meeting of the 
Tax Collectors Assn, in Thompson- 
vllle, which he.attended along with 
Arthur 'Warrington, El ghth Dis­
trict tax collector,.The steps:

1. Every dellnqueht Who pays up 
from now to registration time must 
receive a proof of tax payment 
form from Cervlni's office. The 
forms are on order now, he said.

2. Those who don't pay by regis­
tration time must hava the backs 
of their registration renewal slips 
stamped by Cervlni’s office, once 
they do pay. A  registration cannot 
be renewed if delinquent taxes are

Cervlnl said the state-will start 
sending .out renewal applications 
after Jan. 1, following the alphii>- 
bet. The new system, expected to 
be fully In effect by 1962, .will 
spread renewals through the year 
and avol4 the rush that occurs 
every March under the present 
system, he said.

Under the present system, new 
car inserts must all be in place on 
the same date—April 1. Under the 
new system, Cervlnl said, the 
state will notify the-motorist to 
renew when his name cornea up on 
the alphabet during the year.

REVOLT LINKED TO CASTRO 
San Jose, Costa Rica, Nov. 17 

(yP)— The government of President 
Mario Echandl said today has 
found d o c u m e n t s  linking this 
week's Nicaraguan revolution with 
international communism and Fi-' 
d ,p  Castro’s (Juba.

’ The announfeement was made in 
connection with an order expelling 
Carlos Urcuyo Barrios, a Nicara­
guan, from Costa Rica to Mexico. 
The documents were found In 
Urcuyo's possession, the statement 
said:

The government also ordered the 
expulsion of Virgllio Vega, another 
Nicaraguan, and Orlando Garcia, a 
Cuban.

Other Nicaraguan opponents of 
President Luis Somoza were ex­
pelled from Costa Rica Wednes­
day.

About 61 Nicaraguan foes of 
President Luis Somoza's govern­
ment were arrested after a Nica­
raguan rebel band formed in Costa 
Rica to try to invade Nicaragua 
last weekend.

Assistant Fire Chiefs Clyde 
Cordtsen and' Walter Gessay of El­
lington said an investigation into 
the cause of the fire will be 
launched.

A passerby, one of the first to

^arrive, said a quantity of tar com- 
pooition drainage pipe outside the 
cellar hatchway contained the only 
fire when he arrived.

He said there was no fire in evi­
dence in the wing. Residents in 
nearby honses said the outsfde fire 
was the first that they saw.

Suddenly however, the wing was 
enveloped in flames apparently be­
ginning at the end farther from 
the hatchway. The fire, fanned by 
a strong wind, was stopped before 
it swept the main house, although 
the main roof was scorched.

Workmen have used the house 
daily while working in the area, 
neighbors said. There was no one 
at the house when the fire broke 
out.

Quotes Keimedy
To the Editor,

Recently you were'good enough 
to publish my letter deploring the 
failure of the Presidential candi­
dates to mention support of the 
United NaUons In their foreign 
policy statements.

2. Do you support the provision 
in the Statute of the Internation­
al Court of Justice which states: 
"In the event of a dispute as to 
whether the Court has jurisdiction, 
the matter shall be settled by the 
decision of the Court” ?

3. Do you favor channeling an 
increasing portion of United 
States aid to other countries 
through the United Nations’ fa ­
cilities, while maintaining bilat­
eral assistance where, needed 7

4. A fi, dealt with the question 
of disarmament and controls as 
well as research in the arms con­
trol area and whether our fed­
eral system of go-vemment might 
serve as a pattern for achieving 
a strengthened UN.
. With John Kennedy as our 
President-elect his answers are, 
of course,'the most pertinent His 
unequivocal answers to the que» 
tions may well raise hopr^ that the 
United States will now make the 
greatest contribution to peace it 
has ever made.

President-elect Kennedy’s .full 
reply was; “My answer to your 
first three questions is yes. The last 
two contain several terms which 
do not lend themselves to easy defi­
nition, and I prefer to answer as 
follows. "I firmly believe that the 
achievement o f effective disarma­
ment should be one of the primary 
ebJeeUves o f our polleias, both 
foreign and domestic. To be effec­
tive, disarmament must be ac­
complished on a world-wide basis, 
under a system of enforceablecon- 
trols. To this end wo must formu­
late careful plans for disarma­
ment, on the basis o f thorough re­
search.

"I have proposed the oroa- 
tlon o f an Arms Control Institute 
to begin at once the research and 
development of monitoring and In­
spection systems which.alone can 
control modern , arms. We must 
have the background information 
to propose an Inspection system as 
reliable and -comprehensive , as 
modern science and. technology 
can devise. The Institute will also 
plan ahead to facilitate conversloh 
from an economy which spends 
enormous sums for military pre­
paredness to a peacetime economy. 
It will engage In positive programs 
for peao-programs of Internation­
al cooperation In research and 
planning to eliminate the scourges 
of poverty, disease, hunger, and 
Illiteracy.

'The establishment of peace 
under a world-wide rule of law Is 
another goal which I support. The 
task of creating, the r e je c t  for 
law wnlch to necetoary for nations 
to live together in peace to one 
which we can aid by means o f our 
actions. Our own, history shows 
that It to possible for separate na­
tions, or areaw to coexist peace­
fully If there to respect for law, 
backed up by rem nslble force. 
There are grave difficulties In the 
path of anyone who seeks' to es- 
taollsh such a world order. The 
coimtries of the Soviet bloc have 
not Indicated a willingness to 
strengthen the United Nations. 
Any working peace system must 
take Into account. the Ideals and

'New Covenant Church to Get New Name
Revised plans for a new church on Hackmatack St., the first 

buUding In a proposed.reUgious center, have been approved, sub­
ject to cost esUmato, by members of Covenant Congregational 
Church'.

The Rsv. K. EJnar Rask, pastor and chairman o f the planning 
board o f 15 laymen, said that construction will begin next spring.

mitted, Dr. Jomph T. Nerden told 
75 parents at a meeting o f Wash­
ington School FTA Tueaday at the 
school.

Dr. Nerden, chief of the Bureau 
of Technical Institutes for the 
State Department of Educatioip 
pointed out how trade school! . 
have changed In the past SO years, 
from scho^s for "slow learnera”  
to those educating skilled crafts­
men today.,

When a student finishes the 
ninth grade, he explained,-be muat^ 
decide between a c o l l ie  educa-' 
tlon, business preparation, general 
work areas or a skilled trade. Ths 
objectives of a vocational tech­
nical ichdol are to teach skills, 
develop good citizens and en­
courage social competency. Dr. 
Nerden said.

Vocational schools offer a gen­
eral high school program plus a 
trade school, and they no longer 
offer a terminal program, but 
rather an "open end” where 28 
per cent of the students will go on 
to higher education in technical In­
stitutes, the speaker asserted.

Pointing to the high proportion 
of skilled craftsmen in C c^ ectl- 
cut industries, Dr. Nerden em­
phasized the need for reinforcing 
this work force.

Professor Sees Red China 

In U.N. Within Four Years
Profaaaor Joeef Sllverateln o ft 

■Wiedeyan Urlveraity Tueeday 
night told dinner gueata In Vernon 
that ConunUnlat China will be ad­
mitted to the United Nations 
within four yeara and will be rec- 

. ognhMd by the United Btatee 
wHhfat eight

Speaking to about 99 men and 
women from Vernon area towns, 
Prof. Bilverateln aald he aupporU 
Immediate admiaeion of Commu­
nist China to the UN. and indicat­
ed It la foolhardy of the United 
Statea to rafuae recognition to 
the nation wHh the largest popu­
lation on earth.

The professor, an expert on 
Asian aftalra who studied in Bur­
ma in 1056 and 196<t and haa co­
authored a book entitled "Govern­
ment and Politics in Southeast 
Asia," was the principal apeaker 
at the dinner meeting, which was 
arranged by the JServlce Bureau 
of women's Organiaatlona. The 
meeting was arranged locally aa 
an observance of United Nations 
Day.

Mrs. Chase Going Woodhouae, 
director of the service bureau, 
moderated the meeting and a 
question and answer period which 
followed the professor's speech. 
Nine special guests, from India, 
Pakistan and Formosa, who are 
studying or working in the area, 
were present.

Prof. Silverstein described the 
foreign policy of the United States 
as a "bankrupt" one and lauded 
former Congraasman Cheater 
Boarlaa of Connacticut for his pro­
posal, made recently in London, 
that both Chlnaa be seated in the 
U.N.

This country's foreign policy is 
bankrupt, the profesior said, be­
cause It has resulted In the loss of 
friends, particularly in the Far 
East. He foresaw beneficial 
changsa under the new adminis­
tration.

'The Unitsd States must ieam 
and laam wall, he went on, that 
Aslan psoplea do not consider 
world situations In the same light 
as psoplea of the West. The Unit­
sd States policy says, in effect, 
"you’rs either ■with us or against 
us," the profeecor said, adding that 
Aslan nations do not take kindly 
to this analysis.

Citing the recent border dis­
pute b^ween India and Commu- 
hist China u  a case In point, the 
professor aald Asians feel strongly 
that world problems can best be 
soivsd by peaceful means. 'This 
oountry's poUolea of international 
defSBSa pacta and mlUUry aid do 
mors harm than good, he indi.cat- 
sd.

the Unitsd States could not give 

- aid to them In time if they are 
attacked from the north, for ex- 
am le.

Ilpaaklng of the future of India, 
tha profaasor predicted the Indian 
form of government would be a 
bUnd. of Western democracy and 
Asism political philosophies.

Today in some home*, in Morria, 
HI., Xlom can dial 1-3 on the tele­
phone, hanjr up, and ring every 
extension iimone' iri the house to 
call the family to dinner.

And tonight, if she and Dad are 
going visiting, they can dial a 
simple aeries of numbers, and from 
that moment on every call coming 
to their home phone will be routed 
to the hous^ they will visit.

These are. just two of the won- 
ers of a telephone system of the 
future, Installed today for trial In 
61) homes and offices in Morria by 
the Bell Telephone System. Other 
Innovations;

I f  Dad or Junior comes home 
early to find Mom gone, they can 
track her down by. dialing their 
own number' on their own phone 
i^nd thereby ring the telephone 
where Morh is visiting, and where 
she directed all home calls. ^

Or, Dad, leaving hla office, can 
dial a simple code and immediate­
ly transfer all of his office calls to 
hla home telephone.
■ In homes where there are ex­

tension phones, they can be used 
as an Intercom system dialing, 
for instance, 1-2 for daughter’s up­
stairs bedroom, or 1-3 for the den.

The new central office makes Its 
moves In a matter of microsec­
onds, $r millionths o f a second. 
There are-as many millionths of 
a second in one minute as there 
are minutes in about 107 years.'

Elveh, after performing all of'Ms- 
dutles, the new central office has 
time left over. So Bell designers 
at this laboratory in Whlppany, 
N.J., have set the system to con­
stantly rechecking Itself, testing 
Its thousands of switches, connec­
tions and wires. The central office, 
finding a. bad switch or connection, 
can often repair itself, removing 
the defective part from operation, 
and substituting a duplicate which 
is built in as a safegqard.

In .any case when a defective 
connection is found, the machine 
prints out on a teletypewriter the 
location, what the trouble is, and 
the month, day, hour and minute 
of the defect.

At the heart of the new system 
is the photographic memoiry. Its 
actions are to a large extent set 
up ahead of t-lme by the instruc­
tions In' this memory, or book of 
procedures.

An electronic eye scans the cod­
ed Instructions on glass photo­
graphic plates, learning from these 
clusters of photographic dota what 
actions to perform next to com­
plete the call.

Here, In the dota o f the code are 
the Instructions to pass Mr. Jones' 
office call to Mr. Jones’ home. 
Here too Is the Instruction that 
1-2 from Whitney 2-2908 is their 
gfrocer, Whitney 2-4911.

In addition, the system uses 
electronic tubes as a sort of 
scratch pad memory. When you 
pick up your phone, the tubes note 
this and send you a dial tone. Then 
they recheck your lines 100 times, 
a. second to pick up the numbers 
you dial.

If the numbers you dialed refer 
to some specific Instruction In .the 
photog^raph memory, the machine 
looks up the Instruction and han­
dles your call as It was Instructed 
to do.

Augusta, Ga., Nov. 18 </P)— The White House brushed 
aside today denunciations from Russia and Cuba against 
President Eisenhower’s action in ordering U.S. warships and 
planes to shield Guatemala and Nicaragua from any Commu­
nist-led attack.

Presidential press secretary James C. Hagerty labeled Mos­
cow’s protests the kind of "Communist-type reaction”  that 
could be expected.

“There’s a very similar reaction— the words are almost the 
same— from Cuba,”  he told a news conference.

Havana, Nov. 18 (/P)— The government-controlled press 
here and Soviet news outlets charged in rather similar terms 
today that U.S. Navy patrols in the Cai-ibbean are an inter­
vention in Latin American affairs, a threat to world peace 
and a smokescreen for attacking Cuba.

President Eisenhow’cr ordered U.S. warships and planes 
yesterday to be ready to seek out and prevent Communist-led 
attacks from abroad on Guatemala and Nicaragua.

Three Cuban newspapers carried a story by the Soviet 
news agency Tass warning of invasion plots against Cuba 
being prepared in Nicaragua and Guatemala.

A ' Moscow radio broadcast re-'t • 
corded in London asserted Uie U.S.
Navy alert is “ fraught with the 
danger of a military conflict.’ ’ The 
broadcast, noting the White House 
statement that the move was re­
quested by the Guatemalan and 
Nicaraguan . governments, said:

The court declared Nicaragua 
was under obligation to give ef­
fect to the 1906 arbitral award by 
the late king o f Spain, Alfonso 
x n i .  The award is binding and 
valid, the court held.

The area in dispute is called 
Mosquitia. It is a wedge-shaped,' 
sparsely populated region ex­
tending .150 miles along the Carib­
bean coast and 175 miles inland. 
Alfonso fixed the boundry chiefly 
along the Segovia River. But 
Nicaragua claimed valleys and 
flatlands well beyond. Many Nic­
araguans in the past half 
tury have* settled and worked 
there — i l l e g a l l y ,  Honduras 
claimed. "
