HARTFORcTYa P)-—Danid 

J. Leary, who served a seven- 
year prison term for conspir­
ing to defraud ■- the city of 
Waterbury, is protesting a 
summary judgment ordering 
him to pay the government 
nearly |1 million in income 
taxes and interest.

The former Waterbury comptrol­
ler, now president of the Diamond 
Ginger Ale Corp., filed papers In 
U.S. District Court yesterday 
claiming that ths court order was 
not Justified.

Leary was ordered by Federal 
Judge M. Joseph Blumenfeld May 
17 to pay the government 9996,278.- 
69. The judge said that during the 
33-year-hlstory of the Leary tax 
case, oldest active case pending in 
the court, “ the defendmts (L w y  
and his v^e Sadie) have been ac­
corded every opportunity. . . to 
assert and present any meritorious 
defenses to these actions they 
might have.”

Blumenfeld said “ There has been 
persisent and undevlating at­

tempt by Leary to prevent any 
direct determination of the merits 
(of the case) by the courts.”

Leary, now 71, was conricted in 
1939 with former Waterbury Mayor 
Frank Hayes and a dozen other of­
ficials of conspiring to defraud the 
city ri over 91 million. Leary was 
sentenced to 10 to 16 years.

When his appeal was turned 
down by the State Supreme Court 
in 1941, Leary fled. He was cap­
tured to Chicago in 1946 and 
brou^^ back to serve his sen­
tence. He was releaxMd ftom prison 
to 1963.

Atom-Free 
Africa Seen 
By Russian

MOSCOW (AP) —  After 
nearly a whole day of negoti­
ations, the nuclear test ban 
treaty was reported complet­
ed t^ a y  and probably will be 
initialed Thursday.

Efforts to get the agreement to­
day apparenUy were held up by 
prolonged discussions over the 
nonagressiOn pact wanted by 
the Soviet Union but which cannot 
be negotiated by the British and 
American delegations here.

Earlier, Premier Khrushchev 
said a "radical turn toward a bet­
ter international climate”  could 
result from signing the agree­
ment.

But Khrushchev, as quoted by 
the official Soviet news agency, 
Tass, again tied the test ban 
closely to a nonaggression pact 
between the North Atlantic Treaty 
Organization and the Communist 
Noe. He did not, however, spe­
cifically say the world could not 
have one without the ^^cr.

The premier's views ■‘were to a 
letter to the heads of state of the 
SO African countries which took 
part In the Addis Ababa confer­
ence In May.

Tass distributed it around the 
world just as American, British 
and Soviet delegates were holding 
a hard-working session at Spirid^ 
novka Palace.

Western representatives had an 
urgent telephone call from tiie 
Soviet Foreign Ministry just be­
fore they went to the session, but 
It could not be learned what last 
minute problem was raised.

Delegates were still hopeful to 
sign the pact banning nuclear 
tests In the air, outer space and 
under water today, hut warned of 
an eleventh hour hltcN ^

The Tass story of the meeting 
for the first time did not mention 
a test ban but merely reporied 
that the chief U.S. negotiator, W. 
Averell Harriman. Britain’s Lord 
Hailshxun and Soviet Foreign Min­
ister Andrei A. Gromyko had “ a 
further exchange of views.”

Shares on Sale 
For Restoration 

Of Pipe Organ
St. Peter’s parish In Hebron, 

organized in early colonial times, 
has a fascinating and well known 
history. TTie present buUddng, one
of the oldest Elpiscopal Churches 
in the state, was beautifully de­
signed and has a delightful coun­
try setting. The pride <j# genera- 
tioAs has kept this v e n e r a b l e  
atruoture an outstanding and his­
toric landmark for over 125 years.

Among one of the most note­
worthy furnishings of the church 
is the organ, built by the master 
craftsman William Alien Johnson 
in 1860.

Johnson was one of the fore­
most organ builders of the last 
century, and there are but a few 
of his Instriuntnts left In their 
original condition and location. 
For 103 years the Hebron church 
organ has led congregational sing­
ing, accompanied the special mu­
sic which is part of St. Peter's 
rich heritage, exalted the joyful 
and comforted the sorrowing. It 
has been sought out by many in­
terested persons who have heard 
of Its beauty.

Ih is  organ, constructed through­
out with mechanical action, has 
outlasted many other old organs. 
The life of a contemporary instru­
ment with its great number of 
leather pneumatics and complexity 
of electrical components, is estl- ] 
mated at 30 years without major 
(and expensive) reconstruction. 
Mechanical action organs liave 
very little perishable material, and 
can last indefinitely with proper 
care.

St. Peter's organ, however, has 
never had any sort of complete 
and thorough restoration, and time 
has taken its toll.

In order to keep it operating for 
another 100 years such a restora­
tion is now needed, officials re­
port. Tiiick accumulations of dirt 
must be removed from the pipes 
so that they can speak properly; 
the large wood proal pipes are 
starting to split; many metal 
pipes are bent and broken; the 
wind chests need complete renova­
tion to correct leakage resulting 
from warped and cracked wood. 
Finally, the organ has to be reg­
ulated and tuned throughout. 
Since the insti'ument is of basic­
ally sound construction, and has 
exceptionally fine tone, it is well 
worth restoring, it Is said.

John Wessel o f Brattleboro, Vt., 
has been contracted to do the 
work. \Vessel, a native of Holland.

is one of the few experts in the 
country qualified to undertake 
this restoration. He entered the I 
firm of G. VanLeeuwgn and Sons 
at the age of 14. This firm, like 
a great many in Europe, special­
izes In the restoration of old or­
gans.- In Europe these Instruments 
are not discarded In favor of new 
ones, as In this country, hut are 
carefully preserved.

Weasel has worked on some of 
Holland's most famous organs 
which have been In continuous use 
for 300 years. He now has been 
27 years In the organ business.

The cost of this job will be $1,- 
200. It  will be met through the 
sale of shares at $5 each, w'htch 
will represent not merely fund 
raising, but also personal partici­
pation in the preservation of the 
instrument.

Sale of the shares will be con­
ducted formally, with buyers re­
ceiving certificates. All members 
of St. Peter’s parl.sh will be per­
sonally contacted.

Anyone from outside the parish 
who is Interested may contact 
members of the organ restoration 
committee; the-,Rev. and Mrs. 
Gordon W. WeeiuOT, Mr. and Mrs. 
Henry G. Parkington and Horace 
W. Sellers. The dividends these 
shares will pay ai e the experiences 
of once again hearing the old 
organ shine forth in the glory 
which its builder intended.

A racial truce, worked out with 
the aid of the Justice Department, 
is in effect in Cambridge, Md., to­
day, but Negroes in Charleston, 
8.C., have rejected concessions 
white merchants offered In an ef­
fort to end demonstrations in that 
port city.

In Charleston, when more than 
TOO Negroes have been arrested in 
the past six weeks, 62 merchants 
agreed to desegregate their faciU- 
ties and give equal employment 
opportunities to Negroes.
