But today's ruling adds the

The Depot first opened in a vacant
store in the North End July 20, 1960,
The coffee house continues now in the
basement of St. Mary's Church on
Locust 8t. The folk singers and poets
stil attract a steady crowd winter and
summer of about 100 or more teenngers
and young adults every Friday night.

In 1966, the Rev, O. Ronald Wilson of
Second Congregational Church and the
church's Couples Club were among
prime movers In starting the Depot.
But by the time it's store was closed
by North End renewal last faM, {t's
support was townwide, The Rev, Stephen
Price of '8t. Mary's was ome of many
people eager to wee it continie when
his church offered space last February.

The Depot's leadership has bean loose
in order not to lose ity spirit of an open
place for ali. Thers are about 25 youths
who meet once a month acting as “‘staft"
members of the Depot. They have abouc
slx committees with chairmen in charge
of such areas as entertainment, food and
tickets.

Anyone interested and willing to serve
can join the stoff members at any time,
Despite  the loose structure, every job
gels done and the Depot is sometimes
able to give an evening’s profits to the
United Fund or the Revitalization Corps
in Hartford,

Beyond these surface aspects of the
Depot, there it much more that goes
into its success. In order to come clos-
er to a full understanding of it, The
Herald asked four “Depot people” (o
get together to talk about it

The four are: Janet Dishl, Ann Marie

McCartan, Kathy Martin and Dayson
Wrubel.

The Meeting-Conference

When they finaily met around that
round table which has as many sides
as any delegation chooses to believe, the
negotiators at Paris surprised all observ-
ers by the spead with which they talked
their way past some 156 or 20 other pro-
cedural questions which had to be resoly-
ed before actual negotiations could be-
gin.

Any one of these procedural matters—
who would speak first, what the con

. ference should be called, what language
the first trunslation should be into —
could have been dragged out, as was the
matber of the table, into prolonged dis-
agreement.

Instead, there was a speedy settiement
of most of such issues, and an agree-
ment to disagree in instances where
agreement itsel proved impossible.

We, for instance, will continue to call
what is going on & '"‘meeting’’ while the
North Viethamese will call it a “‘confer-
ence.”” The word ‘“meeting' conveys
nothing about the Mgald status of partici-
pants. The word '‘conference’’ implies a
meeting of formally constituted boddies.

The point is that we didn't want to be
recognizing, in our acceptance of o name
for what is going on at Paris, the claim
of the Vietcong to be a legal govern-
ment. The settiement s that each side
will call the confrontation what #
pleases, but that the mesting-confer-
ence, whichever {t is, shall nevertheless
proceed.

All this sudden good behavior at Paris
may have been of course, merely
Hanoi's parting present to the Joimson
administration's negotiators. The next
meeting or conference, may find some
petty point being haggled over agaln,
interminably.

One schools one's self, in such nego-
tiations, to expect the worst.

But sometimes it ia true that a long
deadlock ot one phase of such negotia-
tions or over ope point dissolves, when
it dissolves, like a logjam, cleaning the
way for a quick general progress.

The drdeal of a truce which is not a
truce, a negotiation which has not be-
gun to negotiate, has now been heavy
on both sides for nearly 10 months. The
mere passage of such time in such an
ordeal ought to constitute pressure im-
pelling both sides to reach for something
tangible. The first tangible out of Paris
ought to be the business of a cease-fire,
o stop the killing while the talks,
whether they are meeting or conference,
proceed,

The Filibuster Stays

The two most prominent arguments
mude in defense of the traditional Senate
rilbuster rule last Thursday were not
particularly impressive.

There was Everett McKinley Dirksen,
wirming his flalling arms and his tumbl-
ing language up for & new session with
n somewhat ridiculous plea that for the
Senate now to abandon the filibuster
would rob the Republican minority of a
tactic it might need to defend President
Richard Nixon agsainst the wicked Demo-
crats

And there was S8enator Richard Russell
of Georgia, wondering what would be-
come of the poor small states of the
union {f change in the filibuster rule re-
duced them to a status of '‘no voice"
In the Senate.

To our mind, it is not the fancied necd
of any particular minority which con
stitutes the best argument for retention
of the traditional Senate rule that debate
cun be halted only by e two-thirds vote.
The protection and the partial arming
of all minorities i{s indeed an intended
uid sacred part of the American demo-
uratic process, and thig is indeed a role
the Senate filibuster rule fills in its place.
But, despite such a sound objective, the
Benute filibuster rule would be intolarable
It It did turn all the way around, as
its critics contend it does, to make the
minority the absolute dictator to the
majority.

What really defends the flibuster rule
s the fact thet national experience
shows, and that everybody really knows,

that the worst filbuster can be broken— —

with a two-thirds vots — uny time the
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to make a few sublle distinctions,

Wilidns called such demands ‘‘andther
version of segregation and Jim Crow."
And as far as this argument goes, he is
correct. The 67-yearold director of
NAACP also threatened court tests when
he said: "If some white Americans, torn
and confused by today’s clamor of some
black students, should accede officially
to the call for separate dormitories and
autonomous racial schools within col-
Tegen and undversities, there will be court
action to determine anyone's right to use
public tax funds to set up, what are,
patently, Jim Crow Schools.”

In opposing the creation of separate,
autonomous ethnic studies departments,
Wilkins made clear that he favored the
establishment of courses in black studies,
and here he made the kind of qualifica-
tion that is neceasaty. There are rather
grave risks that undversities, out of a
sense of atomement, will subvert their
processes of education. But it should also
be kept in mind that there are differences
between a change in living accomoda-
tions and a possible alteration of the
various intellectual dizciplinea, In one
case we are talking about housing, in
enother case we are talking about aca-
dem'c purposes.

For that reason, the demands for Afro-
Asian houses, which are segregated liv-
ing accommodations generally Hmited
wholly to blacks, are wrong., But that is
not the same thing as saying that col.
leges should not provide such houses
where it s legally posaible. Colleges and
universities are still places where stu-
dents should leam by experience, pre-
ferably their own. It is far better for
black students to learn themselves that
they can cut themselves off from the
white world, but that the whole notion i3
unproductive. It would seem wisest to
view this a learning experience, a proce-
dure permitted, but not encouruged. Wil-
kins has chosen ‘to flatly oppose such
accommodations. He has aiso been quite
blunt about reminding students that they
will be living inv a white world. He put
it this way: “If they are going to llve
in & white world, 'they had befter learn
what the white boys are learning.’ .

If the Bupreme Court was right In de-
claring that there is no such thing as
“separate, but equal,’ educational
facilities, it would seem wise for whites
and blacks alike to adhere to a single
netional standard. This is clearly the case
when It comes to colieges within cal-

Gaud,
President Johnson's Adminis-
trator, tumed down an urgent
request to stay on; nol one new
man has yet been named to
agency.

The Peaoce Corps is still be-
ing run by Jack Vaughn, who
may remain Indefinitely. Sol
Linowits, Ambassador to the
Organization of American
Btates, may also stay on at the
request of the new Administra-
tion. The Space Agency is in the
hands of Johnson administra-
tion men, with no new top men
in sight to replace the resigned
James E. Webb,

But these top-level ‘obs are no
more problem to Mr. Nixon
than hundreds of desser jobs in
policy-making positions. One
Republican  Senator submitted
20 names for sensitive second-
level jobs. Typifylng the con-
fusion in matching jobs to men,
several of these 20 recelved
Nixon job epplication forms not
once but several tmes.

These recrulting problems
won't last forever, of course.
But they now force Cabinet
members to devote too much
time to job-hunting, with a po-
tentinlly high cost in  pollcy-
making.

NEW YORK (AP) —For a
price in excess of $300 million
the First National City Corp. is
presently in the process of ac-
quiring one of the nation’s ma-
Jor insurance concerns, the
Chubdb Corp.

But {sn't First City a bank,
you say? And what s a bank
doing with an insurance compa-
ny?

In answer to the first ques-
ton, yes, the First City is a
bank, but a holding company
has now been superimposed
atop it, Secorxdly, the bank éan’t
to be the owner of the insurer;
the holding company is.

First Qity Bank, still the third
largest in the nation, now ls just
one subsidiary of the holding
company, Chubb will be anoth.
ar,

And excluding the informed
opinion of company executives,
it's anyone's guess as to what
acquisition is next.

One respected ammlyst asks in
print: “What s to prevent a
large financial congeneric from
acquiring a large steel, elec-
tronic or automoblle compa-
ny?"' And & answers: ‘‘Abso-
lutely nothing."

First City's purchase points
up the enormous power of this
mow rampant strain of corpo-
rate lfe, the so-called one-bank

1966 Rep. Wright Patman, D-
Tex., counted 425 of them. But
in the past year it appears there
have been at least 50 new ones,
some of them quite large.

The one-bank holding compa-
ny is simply a concern orgun-
ized as @ general business cor-
poration. It is unlike the regis-
tered bank holding company,
which 15 o banking concern with
holdings of at least 25 per cent
in two banks,

Because it is registered as a

banking concern, the registered
bank holding company is pro-
hibited from activities unrelated
to banking, It must register
with the Federal Reserve and
needs approval of the Federal
Reserve Board for expansion,
" The one-bank concept avoids
this. In fact, no specific federal
agency controls all its activities,
It can acquire, diversify, merge
with other companies with little
at all to do with the Reserve
Board.

First City, which even as a
bank was straining to diversity,
declded last year to take on the

new form. It's first major move
was into insurance, but peem.
ingly it is free now to scquire a
mutual fund, expand és travel

Made possible by changes in
technology and prodded by the
concern that the savings-stock-
insurance market really &8 one

Manhattan Fund.

Despite the freedom that the
holding company concept af-
fords, some of the problems
ahead may be legal. Insurance
agents have sued a bank holding
company to prevent it from
writing broad  lMfe insureance
coverage. And a group of travel
agerds 8 Uying to prevent
banks fram entering the travel
service business,

And then there ls the Justioce
Department Antitrust Division
checlking to see if holding com-
panies represent an excessive
concentration of economic pow-
er.
There could be plenty of so-
tion in this area for the next fow
years,

Bill Would Cut to Three

The State’s Probate Courts

HARTFORD, Conn., (AP) —
The 125 Probate Court judge-
ships In Comnecticut would be

cut to only three under a Gen-
‘eral Assembly bill being draft-
ed for the current session.

Rep. James T. Healey, D-
Wakerbury, satd Thursday his
bill would create three districts.
The three judges would be
elected and would handie all
contested probate cases in their
districts,

The 8State Supreme Court
paved the way for sweeping re-
orgunization of the Probate
Court system last fall when #
upheld key features of n 1067
General Amsembly meamire, The
1907 changes were the first ma-
Jor revisions of the Probate ays-
tem since the 17th century,

Healey was one of the major
proponents of the 1967 bill that
placed the judges under a state
administrator and made other
revistons dealing with fees and
rules, The State Supreme
Court's ruling pointed out that
the Probate Court wystem has
no conatitutionad baxis, and the
courts can be reorganized by
the legislature, .

There ‘'a great number of
occtmcientions probate judges,'
Hoaley suid, but he added that
4 Preorganisation would produge
speodier settiement of cases and
improved record keeping

A uniform fee schedule and
provislons dor fjury trial én
0ome probeite cases are expect-

ed W be in the final draft of
the bill, Healey Indicnted,

The proposed reforms in the
Probate Count system have
drawn opposition from Manches-
ter's Judge of Probate, John J.
Wallett.

Wallett, who presides over
Manchester, a probate district
In itself, sald today, that he was
not In favor of the proposed
bill,

"I am opposed to anything
which takes away the informall-
ty and fleclbility of our probate
gystem. The amaller estates In
particular, would be affected.
Many times the probate judge
helps the people in preparation
of a state filing and they can do
withowt attorneys, thuy saving
that expense, Local courts are
close to the people and In many
Instances know their personal
problems, Consolidating  dis-
tricta wil do away with local
courts and would . require
traveling to other lowns."

The bill would set up three
elected probate judges who
would handle all contested pro-
bate court cases within their dis.
tricts. Other probate business
would be handied by 36 sur-
rogutes, one from each sena-
torial district. These surrogute
Judges would be olrcult judges,
traveling from’ place o place
within the state.

The new bill would require
that each surrogate be an at-
torney.

Virtually no Information has
been made publie concerning
unlon or town demands during
the talks, although st one point
Rappe sald if all conditions of
the union demands were met, it
would mean an increase of two
or three mills in the town tax

- levy,

Rappe described fact finding
as “just what the mame Im-
plics.” Both sides sit down and
present their cases to the fact
finder, who' then gives mecom-
mendations for settlement,

Davis thought that a good item
to Include in the CIPAC report
would be the proposed town ga.
rage-fire house, which selectmen
have recently brought up for dis-
cussion. According to this pro.
posal, the town would put up e
buliding to more adeguately
house town trucks and other
heavy eguipment, which s now
stored In an anclent and poorly
heated bullding in South Coven
try village.

Then, the South Coventry
Fire Department would also be
moved, since in Its present lo-
cation, next to the town ga-
rage, firemen face a steep ndll
and sharp curves to get to most
fires, Often, the North Coven.
try Department gets to firey in
the South End more quickly,
beoause of the poor locallon
of the South Coventry Depart-
ment;
