NATO Draws

Up New‘Rul'es

For Use in Soviet Invasion

WASHINGTON (AP) — Brit-
ish sources say that if a Soviet
invasion, of Western Europe
forced NATO to use nuclear
weapons, the enemy probably
would get a quick waming and
then be hit by a limited number
of atomic blasts.

This limited battlefield salvo,
which .might be ‘ordered if the
allies were unable to hold front
lines, would be designed to ‘‘re-
store the credibility’ of the
North Atlantic Treaty Organiza-
tion deterrent power.

The warning—poasibly in the
form of a “hot line" telephone
call from the United States to
the Boviét Union—would make it
clear the allies were not launch-
ing all-out nuclear war.

These possibilities were dis-
cussed by British sources late
Thursday after NATO defense
ministers reported they have
worked out new “political guide-
lines” and consultation proce-
dures on the use of nuclear
weapons,

The development came in a
two-day nuclear planning meet-
ing attended by U.8. Sacretary
of Defense Melvin R. Laird,
Britain's Defense Minister Den-
is Healy, West Germany's De-
fense Minister Helmut Schmidt
and representatives of Italy,
Turkey, Belgium and Denmark.

The British sources said that

‘in the past NATO military plan-

ners assumed allied nuclear re-
taliation would involve the fir-
ing of hundreds of atomic weap-
ons,

NATO has about 7,200 U.S.-
provided tactical nuclear arms
ranging from atomic land mines
to battizfield rockets throughout-
Western Europe.

The new rules were portrayed
as providing increasgd flexibili-
Ly in the event of a Soviet move
agalnst, say, West Germany,

The British sotirces sald the
nuclear planners have long

sought a position where NATO
greater reliance on  nuclear
weapons without being drawn
into & full-scale strategic ex-
change, . :

“It would be imporfant to
communjcate your purposs so
“that they don't misunderstand,’
the British sources sald in ex-
plaining a low-level nuclear re-
taliation.

West Germany’'s Schmidt
firmly denled in a Thursday
news conference the guldelines
mean the alliance is placing
greater relianc on ' nuclear
WapONS. .

Britain's Healy, on the other
hand, has contended in the past
the _reduction of American
troops in Europe necessarily
lowers the “nuclear threshold’
In case of attack. f

Schmidt praised a second pa-
per developed by the defense
ministera as of ‘‘greater impor-
tance” because it laid out for
the first . time detalled proce-
dures before -actually launching
nuclear fire. 5 %

Both the guidelines’ and the
procedures will be put up for
full NATO approval mext De-
cember in Brussels, Belgium.

The sources szaid the NATO
planners examined the concept
of sciting off a so-called “‘dem-
onstration’ blast to warn Soviet
invaders—an explosion over the
ocean, for example—dut found

In the course of his successful cam-
puign for reclection, President Ferdin-
and Marcos of the Philippinea seemed
® take firmer controversial stands than
e exhibited In his actual conduct of his
office.

fhe 1,500 Philippine troops which have
®een serving In Vietnam, to demand a
tovision of the treatles by which the
United States retains military bases in
his country, and to establish diplomatic
felations with some of the Communist
@ations.

While President Marcos was making
mich promises part of his campalign, his
opponent was helping bulld a contrast
by making It clear that he tavored con-
tinuation of American privileges In the
Philippines without revision_or restric-
tion, that he opposed either diplomatic

‘gr trade relations with any Communist
®ountries, and that he opposed any legal-
ization of Communist activity domentl-
eally.

The actual outcome of the election may
not have been a referendum on such is-
sues. It may have been merely the re-
mult of the superior ‘resource In funds
@td corruption which waa at the dis-
posal of the administration which waa
In power.

But whatever brought out the vots,
ghe resuit is obviously going to be a
stronger demonstration of nationalistic
Instincts in the Phillippines.

The prospect,then, is that he is going
to end the war no matter on what termas,
for the simple reason that once begun
he cannot stop. If that prospect was ob-
scured In hins television speech, that was
no doubt by design. After all, he was
speaking not only to the American pub-
lic but also to Hanol, and he would pre-
for {0 end the war on better terms rather
than worse. He may have to settle for
the worse anyway, but to have made a
nurrender spesch— which la what the
antl-war défnonstrators wanted him to
do— would have made unything bettor
impoasible,

But even If this judgment is wrong,
even If the end s not coming as wwiftly
a8 the portents now suggent, neverthe-
loss there will be an end. And whether
it comes soon or late, It In going to be
A messy ending even at best.

It Is foollah, for example, to protend
that thowe forelgn policy problems which
have haunted two Presidents are fig-
ments of Imagination. It we Just quit,
there will be no getting around the fact
—because It will be plain for the world
to mee—that we committed ourselves to
Vietnam and falled in the endeavor, The
other pountries of Asin will draw the
Justified conclusion; they will put less
trust in both our intent and our abllity
to shleld them from aggressive neigh-
bors.

There I8 no use protending, either, that
then our country will stand as tall In
Europe or the Middle Hast, If you were
sitting In Moscow or Cairo, watching
the U.B. agonies over Vietnam, would
you any longer think that we would draft
our sons, grid our loina, to fight a messy
distant war over Beriin' or lsrael? A
fallure in Vietnam will do more than cost
us “face;" It will make friend and foe
roassess the power balance of the world,
with consequences unknown.

But most of all we must not ignore
what Vietnam and its outcome may do
within ourselves. The war Itself has been
A trauma; witneas the mounting and
somotimes violent protests, The wounds
wfterwards will reach no less deop. It It
proves In the end that .a soldier there
died for naught, how do you tell hia
mother she was not betrayed? And what
happens, as it Inevitably will, when those
who have put all their hopes on peace
discover that peace too has (ts shatter
ed lllusiona? :

chaos,

That might not be "victory,” since It
would still leave much In the balance.

Remember-
fng Rlchard M. Nixon's cam-
paign pledges to support the full
nllowance, oll men feel the
Nixon Treasury's endorsement
of a reduced allowance conusti-
tutes a betrayal.

present 21 to 19%, the enroll-
ment decreasing from the “pres-
ent 569 to a projected figure
betwaen 524 and 544,

The reduction would come in
a returmm to three sections of
kindergarten (there are four
half-days now) and the fact that
there would be one less teachoer
in Grade 6, where there are now
four, There Is the poasibility of
a need for a teacher's alde In
next year's Grade 5, however, if
classes exceed 30 students, Pat-
ros sald.

No additional main subject
teachers are needed in the de-
partmentalized seventh and
elghth grades, but Patros rec-
ommended that one member of
the math department be as-
signed only two sections of
math “thus freeing him for
more extensive bullding duties
and responsiblifties which are
urgently needed in both
schools. This person would be
employed as a teaching princi-

Patros said that the present
physical education Instructor {a
handling 33 classes a week,
from Grade 1 through Grade B8,
and that this 1s too much. He
recommended part-time help,

The Inndscaping included publie
stocks and a whipping post. One
Superior Court session and two
county court sessions were held
here annually.

This bullding was replaced by
another In 1822° which now
serves as the town lbrary for
Tolland. Court moved to the Me-
morial Bullding In Vernon when
It was bullt In 1889 and was
located In that Victorian struc-
ture untll last month.

In his apeech Agnew msald,

dent's words and thoughts char-
acterized through the projudices
of hostile critics before they can
even be digested.”

After stating he was not sug-
gesting government censorship
of TV news, Agnew sald, ‘T am
askin whether a form of can-
sorshi palready exists.'

Ho d, "“The news that 40
million ericans recelve each
night {s determined by a hand-
ful of men responsible only to
their corporate employers and
filtered through a. handful of
men who admit to their own set
of blases,'

Agnew sald NBC commenta-
tor David Brinkley “states that
objectivity is Impossible to nor-
mal human behavior. Rather,
he says, we should atrive for
fairness.”

“A raised eyebrow, an Inflec-
tion of volce, a caustic remark
dropped In the middle of a
broadcast can ralse doubts in a
million minds about the vermci-
ty of a public official or the wis-
dom of a government polloy"
Agnew sald.,

Agnew suggested that tele-
viewers ‘‘register thelr com-
pinints on bias through mall to
the networks and phone calls to
local stations,'

“This Is one case,'” he eald,

“where the people inust defend
themselves ... where the cit.
zen, not the government,, must
be the reformer ... where the

consumer can be the moat effec-

tive erusader.”

Thomas Powell of WDAU-TV
in Beranton, Pa.; president of
The Assoclated Press Radio
Television Association had this
to say: ‘"Mr Agnew seems pre-
pared to discard America's rev-
ered tradition of presa freedom
for  a television system that
would serve merely as a trans-
mission belt for government
statements and as o cheerleader
for government officlals.'

James Day, presldent of Na-
tional Educational Television,
commented: ‘““The sweeping re-
marks of the vice president both
misrepresent and misinterpret
the news function of television
network broadcdsting.'

Thomas P. F. Hoving, chair-
man of the Natlonal Citizena
Committee for Broadcasting
said: “Agnew's disgraceful at-
tack tonight against network
television news officlally leads
uUs ai A nation Into an ugly era
of the most fearsome suUppres-
slon and intimidation."

Thousands of persons tele-
phoned television stations in re-
sponse to Vice President Spiro
T. Agnew’s challenge to "let the
networks know that they want
their news straight ‘and objec-
tve.” Not all agreed with hia
criticlsm of broadcast news.

A rundom survey of 21 radio
and television stations across
the country that tabulated the
calls they recelved Thursday
night showed Agnew was
backed by nearly 8 to 1. Calls
supporting his criticlsm totaled
8,206 Lo 1,380 calls opposed.

Calls favoring the vice presi-
dent were reported by the sta-
tons Lo include such commenta
as, "“Amen, It's about time,"”
‘“We're behind him,"” and, “His
speech was Lthe best I've heard
In fivé yoara."”

Opposing views were reported

to include such comments as,
“Who's paying for his alr
time?" and, I don't lke to
hear a grown man cry."
" A number of the calls oppos-
Ing the speech criticized the
three national networks for car-
rying ‘the entire speech live In-
stead of the regularly acheduled
programs. Likewise, some of
the calls favoring the criticlam
attacked their local stations for
falling to present the npeech
live.

Many stations reported a
heavy telephone response from
the viewers, beginning before
Agnew finished his speech.

In Miami, Fla,, WTVJ report-
ed thnt o security guard was
pressed Into service on the tele-
phone switchboard to help over
londed operators,

In Oklahomn City, o switch-

ported, ‘“We got 350 calls, all
pralsing Agnew to the sky. One
said, 'Oh, Lord, you are wonder-
ful. He sald just what I've been
thinking for years.” There were
two against him."”’

KOVRIV, the American
Broadceasting Co. affiliate in 8a-
cramento, Calif,, reported sub-
stantial numbers ‘of phone calls
favoring Agnew's speach, They
gald many callers complained
about the national programming
as opposed to local program-
ming. ’

WFAA-TV, the ABC affiliate
in Dallas, Tex., reported 231
calls approving the speech and
'two against it. “I'm 100 per cent
behind the vice president and I
think the news media I8 respon-
sible for all. our Lroubles,” one
caller sald.

WEBAP-TV, the Natlonal
Broudeasting Co, affiliate In
Fort- Worth, Tex., which also
serves Dallas, sald there were
125 calls for Agnew's speech
and 10 against,

In Dallay, KRLD.TV, the Co-
lumbia Broadcasting System af-
filinte, reported almost 300 calls
-—all supporting "Agnew—-in the
first two hours after the speech.

KYW-TV, the NBC affiliate in
Phlladelphia, said the phones
started ringing In the middle of
Agnew's speech and the ringing
was continuous for hours, The
station gald it recelved 500 calls,
nbout evenly divided.

In Indlanapolis, WISH-TV re-
ported aboug 330 cally at 10 p.m.
EST, about 2 to 1 In favor of Ag-
newy, and WLWI-TV said it had
recelved 180 cally, about 60 per
cent supporting the speech.

WFIE-TV In Evansville, Ind,,
reported about 300 calls, evenly
divided, and WANE-TV In Fort
Wayne, Ind., which did not car-
ry the speech, got about 20 calls
charging the station with cen-
sorship.

British Prince Comes-of Age:
He Gets Raise, But No Vote

LONDON (AP) — Prince

Charles, the oldest of Queen
Elizabeth II's four children,
came of age at 21 today. Among
the things he didn't get were the
right to vote and the right to
marry without his mother’s con-
sent.
The heir to the British throne
did get a hi-fi set from the 300
or-so royal employes, an unan-
nounced present from his fami-
ly, 80,000 pounds—§142,000—a
year more income and a party
tonight at Buckingham Palace.
The 400 invited guests included
Prime Minister Harold Wilson
and Dr. Michae] Ramsey, arch-
bishop of Canterbury,

In some ways, the day meant
less to Charies than the 2ist
birthday. does to other young
men who celebrate itsas the end
of childhood.

Charles has besn eligible to
become king since he was 18,
when he also gained the right an
& councillor of state to sign royal
documents in his mother's ab-
sence;

But under the Royal Mar-
riages’ Act of 1772, he still can-
not marry without the gqueen's
permisaion. And because he in-
herited the Duchy of Cornwall
today, he can't vote. No royal
duke is entitled to vote.

On the plus side, Charles can
now take a seat in the House of
Lords, the upper chamber of
Britain’s' Parllament, “whenever
he wishes. There has been no
sign that he plans to do so.

He may legally buy on the in-

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Manufacturers Must Realize
They Are Consumers Too

NEW YORK (AP) — That an-
gry stirring in the market place
called consumerism has been
recognized and analyzed in a
Chamber of Commerce study as
not only understandable and le-
gitimate but as likely to Intehal-
fy in years to come.

The recognition comes In an
acutely perceptive study of
‘‘Business and the Consumer—A
Program for the Seyenties'
which s probably the mosg suc-
cinet summary of the move-
ment ever compiled.

That the chamber should re-
cognize consumer complaints as
something business must re-
spond to is nothing new. For
several years it has put consu-
merism at the top of Ita list of
concerns, Perhaps its attitude
showed through; consumerism
scemed to be “this problem we
have to contend with,"

However, in the present anal-
ysis, prepared by the chamber's
Councll on Trends and Perspec-
tive, the consumer's fight for
safeguards in the market place
iz viewed from the second para-
graph on as ‘'everyman's
cause.”

The distinction ia Important.
Ever since the early 19808, when
consumer grumblings grew per-
ceptibly louder than at any time
in at Jeast three decades, many
businessmen felt the movement
was antiblisiness, They reacted
angrily.

This was dn understandable
but . tll curious responss, for
the very manufacturer who de-
nounced those who complained
about his product could, almost
in the same breath, rall against
the manufacturer who sold him
an inferior good.

Many Americans, that s,
reacted nolely us producers and
forgot that they were consumers
also, The response was almost
habitual, for this Is a nation that
emphasizes production and

which knows that its material
wealth resuits from pouring out
a great volume of goods.

Americans couldn't gorget for
long that they were cﬁuumeu
also. Two-thirds of the spending
in this nation {s by consumers.
Every man, woman and child is
& consumer of goods and serv-
Ices—and Is consuming more
each passing year.

As consumers, these Ameri-
cans asked: Does - really im-
prove life that much to flood the
country with pgoods {f these
goods are poorly made and dan-
gerous and unserviceable?

It became obvious to Ameri-
cans in the 1060s'that someth.ng
more could be sald for quality.
Americans had proved their
abllity to produce and own great
quantities of goods, Having sat-
isfled the appetite, he looked for
Improvements and refinements,
Often he did not find them.

The chamber report indicates
that busineas fully understands
now thaqg the fight Isn't so0 much
consumer versus producer as ft
Is a joint effort to achieve a sub-
stantial upgrading of the na-
tion’s performance.

Some observers feel the situn-
tion s analagous to busineas-la-
bor relations, noting that while
the appearance s one of a bat-
tle to death, the death of one
would be a calamity to the oth-
er,

port states, ls everyone's battle,
and 5o It recommends:

Egypt Rejects US. 'Proppsal !
That Israel Retreat to 48 Lines

The latest U.8. proposal for
peace in the Middle East calls
for Tdraelf withdrawal from
Egyptian territory to the bound-
aries at the start of the Pales-
tine war in 1948, the semiofficial
Calro newspaper Al Ahram re-
ported today.

U.8. .Afua Secretary of Btate
Joseph J. Bisco proposed a for-
mula to Boviet Ambassador
Anatoly F. Dobrynin on Oct. 30,
but the United States has not
yet made it public. Al Ahram,
which usually speaks for Presi-
dent Gamal Abdel Nasser, re-
ported earlier this -week that
Egypt had rejected the propos-
al

Mohammed Hassanein Hel-
kal, the editor of Al Ahram and
a close confldant of Nasser, sald
in his weekly editorial today
that the proposal was a 10-paint
plan calling for a settlement be-
tween Israel and Egypt followed
by negotiationa between Israel
and the other Arab states,

Under the plan, Helkal sald,
Egypt and Israel would first ne-
gotiate the return of Egyptian
territory occupled In the 1967
war as well as minor areas un-
der Egyptian rile before 'the
1848 war, Later Israel would ne-
gotinte the future status of the

Old City of Jerusmlem, the Byri-
an Golan Helghts and the Gaza
Strip with 8yria and Jordan.

The negotiations would be in-
direct, like those U.N. mediator
Ralph Bunche held on the island
of Rhodes in 1049. They pro-
duced the Palestine armistice.

Helkal charged that the Unit-
ed States formulated the propos-
al in an attempt to prevent Arab
agreement to hold a summit
conference, but the joint Arab
Defense Council decided last
week to hold such a meeting
next month in Morocco, ~

Al Ahram also claimed today
that the United Btates and Brit-
ain held joint sea and alr ma-
neuvers with Israeli units in the
eastern. Mediterranean on Oct,
10-24. The British Defense Min-
istry sald that British forces
took part in North Atlantic
Treaty Organization maneuvers
in the Mediterranean two weeka
ago, but it said no Israell units
were involved.

Another British esman (n
London said Britain s prepared
to pull its troops out of Libya
and, if necessary, to negotiate a
new agreement replacing the
1053 treaty of friendship and
cooperation between the two
countries,
