Although NegtxMB wUl not al­
ways win the political races 
they enter, Jordan said in a 1970 
address to Tuslngee Institute,

"b y  reason of their candidacy, 
politics w ill never be the sam e.’ ’ 

He often credited the candida­

friends as Saudi Arabia and 
Turkey, has been straining at 
the leari) to stop Israel’s con­
tinuing eiqianslon of its illegal 
hrid over tiie Hriy City, the de­
struction cf ancient Arab sec­
tions, and the deportation of 
some Jordanian citizens. All of 
these acts have been condemn­
ed before by the UN, 'wltiMUt 
the slightest effect on the poll-, 
cles of Israeli Prime Minister 
Golda iMelr.

What makes the newest effort 
noteworthy, however, is the 
posslbUlty that this time the m  
Security Council, where Jordan 
is now considering bringing its 
anti-Israeli action, might be in 
a mood to invoke sanctions 
against Israel for wbat it is dô  
lug In Jerusalem.

Although the U.S., as a per­
manent Security Council mem­
ber, can always employ Its veto 
against anti - Israel sanctions, 
the Nixon administration does 
not want to be placed iq tiie 
position of vetoing a iresolutian 
deslgned_to stop clearly Illegal 
Israeli actions, particularly in 
Jerusalem.

Thus, Preeldant Nixon’s Mid­
dle Eastern experts have been 
in secret negotiations with Jor­
dan for months trying to design 
a resolution that does not use 
sanctions but that does severely 
chastise Israel for continuing to 
expand Arab - occupied East 
Jerusalem (Illegally absorbed 
into Israel after the 19OT -war) 
deep into the Jordanian West 
Bank. By arbitrarily enlarging 
Jerusalem, Israel enlarges its 
West Bank holdings.

Thiese clandestine negotia­
tions between Jordan and the 
U.S. have been most Interest-, 
Ing. In the first place. Secre­
tary of State William P. Rogers 
has succeeded up to now in de­
laying the Jordcmlan UN move 
on grounds that any overture to 
the UN about Jerusalem would 
endanger the delicate negotia­

tions on the Israeli -Egyptian 
front, dealing 'with the Suez 
Canal and the Sinai Peninsula. 
Uring this argument, Rogers 
has succeeded in getting Jordan 
to agree to one postponement 
after another on the Jerusalem 
affair.

Now, however, the deadlock 
on the Egyptian front of the 
Arab-IsraeU struggle, resuUtng 
at least partially from Israel’s 
refusal to reply to Ambassador 
Jarring’s peace ]»xq)06al of 
more than four months ago, 
looks more or less permanent 
to Jordan and other Arab coun­
tries. Thus, the Issue of Jem- 
salem, which Is laced with the 
deeperi emotions in the Mos­
lem world—̂ far more so than 
the purely Egyptian Suez Canal 
can no longer be ignored.

’Ihat partially explains the 
strong public attack by the 
State Department last w e^  on 
Israeli construction ri large 
apartments In the formerly Jor­
danian part of East Jerusalem. 
The depcurtmerrt’B statement, 
putting the U.S. once again 
squarely on the side ot Jordan 
In the matter ol Jerusalem, was 
designed to buy still another

20, 1964, cable from President 
Johnson to Henry Cabot liodge 
in the Embesi^ in Saigon—one 
of the documents in the massive 
Pentigon histmy of American 
Policy In Indochina which the 
New York Times Is now pub­
lishing—we find Mr. Johnson 
declaring that "nothing Is more 
important than to stop neutral­
ist talk wherever we can by 
whatever means we can."

Admonishing his ambassador 
to knock it down "wherever It 
rears Its ugly head,'" the Presl- 
<tent said, "I have made this 
point mymlf to (Sen. kOke) 
Mansfield and (Walter) Upp- 
mann and I expect to use every 
'IHiUic opp(»tuiiity to restate our 
poeltim firmly."

Mr. Johnson had in hand a 
memorandum from his Secre­
tary of Defense, 'Robert S. Mc­
Namara, reporting that the lat­
est American-hacked govern­
ment, headed by the now-forgot­
ten Qen. Nguyen Khanh, bad so 
little political support that any 
"neutralist" sriution would In­
evitably turn over power to the 
Communists.

It showed Connecticut then 
had Invested 63.7 per cent of its 
trust and pension fund money 
In corporate bonds, 28.4 per cent 
in United States obligations, 6.5 
per cent In “ stock,”  1 per cent 
in mortgages and .3 per cent In 
cash and deposits. There was no 
investment In municipal bonds.

According to the analysis, the 
national average w as: 59.4 per 
cent In corporate bonds, 14 per 
cent In mortgages, 13 per cent 
In United States obligations, 11.4 
per cent in “ stock,”  1.3 per cent 
in municipal bonds and .8 per 
cent in cash and deposits 

Berdon said that in his memo 
to the Ceneral Assembly he out­
lined the budget for a proposed 
new Trust Investment Depart­
ment in the treasurers’ office.

He maintained that the 
$237,610 needed to pay for the 
new department would com e 
from  income of the six m ajor 
trust funds and several sm aller 
funds.

German Navy Develops 
New Smedl Submarine

By HDBEBT J. EBB 
Asaoelated Press Writer

KllfiL, Germany (AP)
Building up a new U-boat fleet, 
the German navy has developed 
a sm all submarine the sailors 
are proud of. Considering Its 
size and sm all crew  of 22, they 
say. It has more punch than any 
other underseas craft anywhere.

U-boats, from  the German 
name unterseeboot, were noto­
rious In two wortd w an.

Now the Gennans sisy modem 
equivalents are an Important 
factor in the defenses of the 
North Atlantic Treaty Organiza­
tion. .

The new U2, named after a 
W orld War H craft loet at sea.
Is 140 feet Icxig and weighs 
about 400 tons. It can go 17 
knots;' the chilsing range and 
diving depth are secret.

Lt. Omdr. Horst Bwald told a 
visitor to his “ pocket" U-boat:

"WUh eight tmpedo tubes 
forward, and eacdi cf them 
double loaded, we have U  
torpedoes ready to go at any 
ttene. Tliis Is enormous weapon­
ry for Uiis size submarine.”

B y comparison, the skipper 
says, the British atom ic sub­
marine Churchill has only six 
tom edo tubes end although It 
carries 40 torpedoes must take 
time to. reload to fire again.

“B y that tim e," he said, "w e 
would be long gone.”

German submariners Inter­
viewed at the K iel naval base 
express belief tiiat the day of 
the submarine has dawned 
again; particularly for small, 
hard to find craft lying silently 
in wait for long periods uitder 
water. With an apparent stand­
off in luictear weepicnry, they 
see their conventionally armed 
fleet gaining in Importance.

We 
also have a safety escape sys­
tem ."

A naval academy in Gluecks- 
burg- has hopes o f , becoming a 
regular four-year institution 
Such as Annapolis. Its historical 
collection features the role of 
U-boats In the 1914-18 war and 
again In 1939-46. Germany’s 
sinking of the liner Lusitania 
was instrumental In bringing 
the United States Into World 
War I. In the later war German 
underwater “ wolf packs”  took a 
heavy toU of Allied shipping un­
til the sea war’s tide turned 
against them In 1948. U-boat 
losses after that made the sub­
marine the hardest hit in per­
centage losses of any other arm 
o f the German forces.

The 
chances for survival in the last 
stages of World War H ran 
about 1 in 100 for a U-))oat 
ting to sea.

“The amazing thing," says 
Cmdr. Gerard BTannery, Bronx- 
vlUe, N-Y., part of U.8. Navy 
assUtance group working In 
Kiel, “ was that the average age 
of the wartime U-boat com­
manders was 28 years old.”

Kiel has a submarine memo­
rial with plaques listing the con­
ning tower numbers of lost U- 
boats and the names of their 
crews.

In 1969, President Nixon 
signed legislation authorising 
$1.1 bUHon over 10 years as the 
federal government’s share of 
Metro.

The balance, about $860 mflUon, 
was to be financed by bonds 
payable from  M etro revenues.

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Many Register Monthly 
For New Health Care Plan

BOSTON (AP) — About 1.B00 
pereons a  month are signing up 
for an insurance plan that costs 
less than regular hospital Insur­
ance yet delivers con^dete |Hn> 
tecUon against hospital hills and 
offers preventive care lor  $1 a 
visit.

‘ 'Members do not have to be 
sick to benefit from  their health 
care plan,”  the Harvard Com­
munity Health Plan—HCHP— 
promises.

The HOHP provides individu­
als and fam ilies with all the 
out-of- hospital medical atten­
tion they need—physical check­
ups, X-rays, laboratory tests, 
minor surgical procedures, full 
maternity care, eye examina­
tions, physical therapy, and 24- 
hour emergency jmcteotlan.

The monthly premium for 
■ fam ily coverage la $66.86, or 

$6.19 less than the $68.06 month­
ly  premium tor community-rat­
ed group mastermedlcal cover­
age in the area. Em ergency 
care Is $3 a visit outslde o f of­
fice hours. Visits to a  physician 
during office hours are $1, and 
there Is no charge tor any 
procedures he may think neces­
sary.

About the only additional 
money a member has to pay is 
for drugs taken at home, eye- 
glaasea, and dental care. A drug­
store near the HCHP office of­
fers a discount on prescriptions, 
and the HCHP will soon have a 
pharmacy offering drugs at a 
saving.

The plan had some problems 
after it began in October 1968, 
but Robert L>. Biblo, the execu­
tive director, said in an inter­
view that for about the past 
year “we’ve been right on tar­
get with 1,600 subscribers a 
month toward a  goal of 80,000 
by March 1972.”

The plan was begun with 
loans from Harvard Medical 
School but operates as a sep­
arate corporation that calcu­
lates its costs and charges on 
the basis of bdng able to oper­
ate in the Mack and start repay­
ing its loans when it has 80,000 
subscribers.

Altogether the HCHP has re­
ceived $1.1 million In loans trmn 
Harvard, a $600,000 loan from  
the Ford Foundation, and 
grants o f $800,000 from  the Oom- 
monwealth Fund and $200,000 
from  the RockefeHer Founda­
tion.

BiMo la an ardent advocate of 
the HCHP approach. "The na­
tion’s health bUl Is $70 UlUon a 
year, most of it for hospital 
care,”  he said. "Im agine how 
much more efficiently we could 
use that money if we reocgan- 
ised the health care system to 
stress health maintenance in­
stead of pouring money into an

antiquated system that isn’t 
solving the problem .”
’ He cited statistics showing 
that out of every 1,000 subscri­
bers to the average hospital In­
surance plan enough c i  them 
get sick every year to require 
the plan to pay tor 1,000 days of 
hospital care. He said the HCHP 
set a goal o f 600 days of hosi^tal 
care per year per 1,000 subscri­
bers and currently Is bettering 
that goal.

Members meet the doctors on 
the HCHP staff at Indoctrination 
sessions and may choose any one 
of them as their primary physi­
cian. ’They contact him first, 
and he refers them to other 
HCHP specialists as necessary.

Membership Is lim ited to resi­
dents of Boston and 39 surroimd- 
Ing communities. ’The HCHP 
plans to take individual subscri­
bers before the year Is out, but 
at present subscribers come 
from  the ranks o f employes at 
companies that offer their woiic- 
ers the option of joining the 
HCHP or continuing their regu­
lar group health insurance.

Actual enrollment is done 
through Massachusetts Blue 
Cross and 10 private Insurance 
companies offering group plans.

Ou^ratlent care Is centered at 
the HCHP headquarters on the 
lower floors of a recently built 
apartment complex In Keiunore 
Square, about two miles frean 
downtown and two blocks from 
the Red Sox’ Fenway Park.

HCHP members go to one of 
four Boston hospitals that have 
contracted with the HCHP to ac­
cept Its patients and Its physi­
cians. ’Iliey are Peter ^ n t  
Brigham, Beth Israel, Boston 
Hoepltal for Women, and CSill- 
dren’s Hoepltal M edical Center. 
Labocatocy work done at the 
HCHP office does not need to be 
repeated, eliminating h o^ ta il- 
xation for preliminary tests.

Mental health care Is avail­
able for "acute psychiatric con­
ditions”  Judged "subject to sig- 
wHipjuit improvement through 
relatively short-term therapy.”  
Up to 17 visits are $1 each, more 
in a  year are $10 each, and up to 
46 days of inpatient care are 
free if advised by a plan doctor.

A member can caH the HCJHP 
at any time In an emergency 
and receive a return call from  a 
doctor who will make arrange­
ments to see the patient If nec­
essary. TTie doctm* can check 
the patient’s  m edical history 
with the records offiqSf which is 
staffed 24 hours a day.

Dr. Joseph Dorsey, the medi­
cal director, said plan doctors 
rotate em ergency duty and like 
knowing that although they 
won’t be disturbed In emergen­
cies their patients w ill be.treat­
ed by a  colleague with access to 
all the information he needs.

He said this feature, plus edu­
cational opportunities and

fringe benefits unavailable in 
private practice, has' helped the 
HCHP recruit excellent physi­
cians and accumulate appli­
cants for new positions. Ho de­
clined to discuss income In de­
tail, but said that, when fringe 
benefits are Included, a plan 
doctor should do about as well 
financially hi his lifetime as a 
doctor with the average private 
practice.

Missing Letter
There is something reassuring 

about,the click of the mailbox 
latch, as your- important letter 
slides down and out of sight 
Whether you are making an in­
surance payment or meeting a 
tax deadline or confpleting a bus­
iness deal, you feel>relief: "Well, 
that’s taken care of.”

But what if the other party, 
perhaps weeks or months after­
ward, insists that your letter 
never arrived? If it came to  a  
showdown in court, how would 
you stand?

Fortunately, the law offers you 
a helping hand in the form ^  a  
“presumption.” That is, the law 
wilt presume that the.|letter did 
arrive, provided you had the cor­
rect amount of postage and the 
correct address. As one court 
explained:

“It is a  presumption founded 
on the> probability that (poWal 
employees) will do thpir duty.” 

Furthermore, you mky get the 
benefit o f; the presumption even 
if the lefier was n o t i c e d  di­
rectly into a mailbox. One court 
applied the presumption to  a  let­
ter handed to a mailmaqi (while 
on duty). Another court .applied 
it to a letter dropped iRto the 
mail chute at an (rffice building.

However, there are limlis. T to  
presumption was deniedi when a 
man simply left some maiLin an 
open lobby, in the ex p e^ tio n  
that the mailman would ev^tual- 
ly pick it up. )

Furthermore, like most pre­
sumptions, this one is subject to 
being defeated if there ii  E ff i­
cient evidence against i t ,

In one case, an e^bitftled 
debtor claimed to have mailed an 
important legal notice to\tbe of­
fice of bis creditors. Biit in a 
court hearing, both partners in 
the firm took the witness stand 
and solemnly swore that (he no­
tice had never been received.

Then their bookkeeper took 
the stand and ^wore the same 
thing. i

This testimony was enough to 
convince the coun that thd' letter 
had indeed failed to reaieh its 
destination. It was more likely, 
said the court, either thgt the 
debtor had neglected to put it in 
the mail or that the post [office 
bad—for once—neglected to  do 
its duty. ^

Today, OA has more than 
5,000 members to 180 chapters 
here and abroad. They meet 
regularly to discuss their mu­
tual problems.

The only requirement for 
m em bersh^ “ is an honest de­
sire to stop gam bltog,”  says 
their charter.

OA’a program for gamfaleri, 
organised aZong the lines of Al­
coholics Anonymous, is based 
on self-help and group therapy.
The GA program stresses over 
and over timt “ gambltog is a 
rickness that can never be 
cured, only arrested.”

The compulsive gambler is 
expected to follow  OA rules and 
attend meetings regularly for 
the treat of Ms life.

“ When a  membMr ottm ds his 
flrst meeting, be is usually 
dcepUcal about OA,”  said Ber- 
nie P. “ OamUers see them­
selves as big riwts and don’t 
want- to be associated with los­
ers.”

Once admitted to the group, 
the new membM' la urged never 
to make another 'bet. No friend­
ly card games. Not even a raffle 
ticket or  Ungo.

At the meetings, new and old 
members stand up and give 
“ ccnfessiianals”  about their 
gamMtog exploits. In OA termi­
nology this Is called "glvtog 
therapy.”

AU must start 'by admitting to 
themselves and the group that 
they are powerless concerning 
gambling.

" I  am  a com pulsive gam­
bler,”  each member states as 
he begins ills therapy.

The stories are m ostly ctil the 
same. Y ean  of lying, cheating 
Euid stealing to supixst their 
habits. The SLs of gomUtog, 
“ Lies, Loons and Larceny,”  are 
heard again and again.

What cauaes a  man to gamble 
oompulrively?

The late Dr. Ektmund Beigler 
called it “ psychic masochism.”  

Dr. Bergleir, author of the 
“ Psyebriogy of Gambltog,”  
w rote;

“ O o m p u l s l v e  gambletB. 
th rou ^  being denied something 
essential to their chUdbood, 
com e to find perverse pleasure 
to srif-punlrim iM it”

“ Almost without exception, 
the oompulslve gam bler wants 
to lose—to  fact needs to lose,”  
added Dr. Cham flbatan, an 
NYU psychiatrist. “ A  palfariogl- 
cal gam bler can’t quit anything 
a winner.”

OA claim s to hrip at least 25- 
30 per cent o f those who join. 
"W e have the most success with 
married men,”  sold one mem- 
bM< of a New Yortc chapter. 
“ It’s  much harder for stogie 
men to stop gamUtog because 
they have no one to relate to at 
home.”

AU the work of OA, Including 
x^rattog  a  94-hour apeciol tele- 
phene number for  gam blers to 
trouble. Is done by  GA mem bers 
themselves. QA has no national 
officers and each chapter Is au­
tonomous. The national head- 
quartens, which serves as a  cen­
ter for toform ation end assist­
ance to the chapters. Is to Los 
Angeles.

GA eiao has a  groiq> for wives 
and girt friends e f addicted 
gam blers, called (Samanon. The 
purpose of the ladles auxiliary 
is to teach the women how to 
better imderatand and assist 
their husbands to overcom tog 
gambltog.

“ I learned that the w ont 
thing 1 could do for m y husband 
was to give him  money for gam­
bling,”  said Ruth N., whose hus­
band had been gambltog for 28 
years.

H ie bylaws of H ie Eighth Utilities D istrict are hereby re­
pealed and the foUowIng are substituted in Ueu thereof:

Section 1. MEETINGS. H ie annual meeting of H ie Eighth 
UtUiUes District shaU be held on the fourth Wednesday of 
June of each year at a time and place within the D istrict to be 
designated by the president and directors of the District. The 
warning and the n ^ c e  o f the meeting diaU be signed by the 
president or Uie clerk or, in their Eibsence or inability, by a  . 
m ajority of the directors. The warning and notice of the 
meeting shaU be given by pubUcatlon in a  newspaper having 
a  circulation within the D istrict at least five (6) days previous 
to the meeting (but not including the day ot the meeting) and 
by posting a n (^ce ot said meeting upon the exterior of the 
office ot the clerk of the D istrict. ^>ecial meetings of the 
District may be called by the president and directora at any 
time by a  vote of the m ajority of them. A special meeting (d 
the District may be caUed by a petition to the president and 
directors signed by at least ten (10) voters of the District. 
Notices of special meetings shall be given in the same manner 
as notices of the annual meeting.

Section 2. QUORUM. At any meeting of the District a 
quorum shaU consist of fifteen (16) voters.

SectUm 3. OFFICERB AND TERM OF OFE'ICE. The offi­
cers of the District shall be a president, six (6) directors, a 
clerk, a treasurer, and a  tax coUector. The p ru d en t, clerk, 
treasurer, and tax cOUector shaU each hold office for a  term of 
one (1) year from  the 16th day of July foUowing their election 
and until their successors are elected and qualified. The direc­
tors ShaU be elected as provided in the Charter of the District 
for terms of three (3) years from  the 16th day of July following 
their election.

Section 4. VOTTNG. At aU meetings o f the D istrict voting 
for officers and directors shaU be by bcdlot and the m ajority 
of the legal voters present and voting shaU elect. AU other 
questions at any meeting shaU be determined by a  m ajority 
vote of the legal voters present and voting.

Section 6. ANNUAL MEIETING OF OFFICERS. The of­
ficers of the District shaU hold an annual meeting within one 
(1) week after the 15th day of July next succeeding their elec- 
U<Hi. Other meetings ot the officers or of the president and 
directors shaU be held on a  regular basis at sudi tim e as the 
president and directors shaU determine. Special meetings of 
the officers or of the president and directors may be caUed 
at any time by the president, or by any two (2) directors. 
Meetings of the officers or of the president and d irectors' 
ShaU be held at a time and place determined by them within 
the District.

Section 6. VOTTNG BY PRESIDENT AND DIRECTORS. 
The President and the Board of D irectors ehaU have the con­
trol and goiera l management of the affairs of the District 
and in aU cases shaU act as a board regularly convened by a 
m ajority vote of those present and voting. Elach direchn: shaU 
have one (1) vote and toe president shaU have one (1) vote. A 
m ajority of toe president and the directors shaU constitute a 
quorum for toe transcaUon of business. I f a  quorum Is not 
present, those p re se t m ay qdjoum  toe meeting to some future 
time not more than one (1) week later. If a  quorum of toe 
president and directors Is presoit at a  m eetoig, whatever 
action taken by toe quorum present shaU be the act of toe 
president and directors. ‘

Section 7. DUTIES OF OETTICERS.
P resldoit The president shaU preside at aU meetings 

of toe board of directors and at toe annual meeting of toe 
D istrict and at any n ^ la l meeting of toe D istrict. He shaU 
prepare and present to toe annual meeting of toe District a 
report of toe cm dltion ahd business of toe District. He may 
call at. any time meetings ot toe officers of toe D istrict. Hd 
shaU prepare and submit to toe bocurd of directors for its ap­
proval an annual budget for toe District which shaU be voted 
upon by toe voters of toe D istrict at toe annual meeting. He 
shaU appoint, remove, employ and discharge, fix  toe compen­
sation of aU servants, agents, and employees o f toe District, 
subject to toe tqpproval of toe board of directors. He riiaU see 
that toe books, reports, statements and certificates required 
by the statutes are properly kept, made and filed according 
to law. He shaU enforce these bylaws and perform  aU toe 
duties incident to toe office as may be required by law.

Clerk. The clerk shaU keep toe minutes ot aU meet­
ings ot toe District and the minutes of toe meetings of toe 
president and directors of toe D istrict The clerk shaU keep 
appropriate books as to toe affairs of toe D istrict He shaU 
be toe custodian of toe records and of toe seal o f toe Dis­
trict and may affix toe latter when authorized and required. 
He shall be toe agent of toe District to receive service of 
process. He shall perform  aU duties of clerk of toe District as 
required by law and by toe general statutes.

Treasurer. The treasurer shaU receive aU moneys be­
longing to toe District, and pay it ou t on toe order of toe 
president and directors of toe District, on proper orders or 
vouchers. He shaU keep a  record of aU moneys received and  ̂
when received and of sil moneys paid out, iriien, for what and 
upon whose authority. The treasurer shaU make a report to 
toe annual meeting and his books shaU be open to in fection  
at any reasonable time. He shaU deposit aU District funds in 
toe name of toe D istrict In such bank or banks, trust com ­
pany or trust companies or safe deposit box as toe president 
and directors shall designate. He shaU make, sign and endorse

aU checks, drafts, warranto and orders for too raym ent of 
money, aU piusuant to proper vouchers and authorwy. Ho shaU 
do and perform  aU duties appertaining to toe office of treas­
urer as required by toe griieral statutes and by law. He shaU 
give bond for toe period of his term of office for toe faithful 
perform ance o f his duties in such form  and in such amount as 
shaU be required by toe general statutes and by law.

Thx CoUector. The tax coUector shaU cause to  be 
maUed or hand tax bills to each Individual from  whom taxes 
are duo and shaU coUect aU taxes levied by toe D istrict. The 
coUector shaU account for aU taxes coUected and turn toe 
same over to  toe treasurer. The tax coUector shaU give a. bond 
to toe District for toe faithful perform ance of his duties in 
such form  and in su(^ amount as shaU be required by toe 
general statutes and otoer requirements ot law. The tax col­
lector shall perform  aU of toe duties required of tax coUectors 
by toe gen ei^  statutes and by law. He shaU keep p r c^ r  books, 
which books shaU be open to toe Inspection of any taxpayer or 
any order of toe D istrict at aU reasonable times. The tax 
coUector may issue tax warrants pursuant to the pravialons of 
toe general statutes. The tax coUector, with toe approval of 
toe president and directors, and in accordance wdth the require­

Secticn 8. APPOINTMENT OF EIRE MARSHAL. The pres­
ident and directors at the annual meeting of toe officers next 
succeeding their election shall appoint a  fire marshal for toe 
D istrict who shall hold office for <me (1) year from  July 16 next 
succeeding his appointment. The president and toe directors 
shaU set toe salary for the fire marshal.

Section 9. COMPETTHCVE BIDDINO. Before any officers 
of toeuDlstrlct or any employees Ot toe D istrict shaU make any 
purchase of or contract for any construction, supplies, mate­
rials, equipment or service, involving an expendltiare o f more 
than ONE THOUSAND DOLLARS ($1,000.00), opportunity shaU 
be given for competitive bidding imder such terms and under 
such rules and r^fulations as toe president and directors may 
establish. The D istrict shaU not seU any real or personal prop­
erty until opportunity shaU be given for com petitive bidding 
under such rules and regulations as toe president and directors 
may establish.
