Reaction Mixed | Reactions N()ted

WASHINGTON (AP) —
Roman Catholic church leaders
have deplored the Supreme
Court decision guaranteeing
American women the right to
have medical abortions during
the first six months of pregnan-
cy.
Otherwise, there was mixed

reaction to the court’s 7-2 ruling
Monday that the states may in-
terfere with this 'right of
privacy’ only in about the last
three months of pregnancy,
when the unborn child is
developed enough to live out-
side the mother.

John Cardinal Krol of
Philadelphia, the highest-
ranking Catholic prelate in the
United States, called the deci-
sion ‘‘an unspeakable tragedy"
and said "it is hard to think of
any decision in the 200 years of
our history which has had more
disastrous implications for our
stability as a civilized society.”

He added: ‘‘Abortion at any
stage of pregnancy is evil, This
is not a question of sectarian
morality, but instead concerns
the law of God and the basis of
civilized society.”

Terence Cardinal Cooke of
New York asked: “‘How many
millions of children prior o
their birth will never live Lo TEQ
the light of day because of the
shocking action of the majority
of the U.S. Supreme Court?"

Patrick Cardinal O’Boyle of
Washington, D.C., called the
decision a catastrophe for
America. "It is a shocking dis-
play of a few men arrogating to
themselves the judgment at
what stage the life of an unborn
child may be terminated,” he
said.

Gov. David Hall of Oklahoma
said the issue is one for state
legislatures, ‘I deeply regret

. this additional intrusion by the
federal government into
matters the state should
resolve,”" he said.

On the other hand, the leading
proponent of liberalized abor-
tions in the "California
legislature said the decision
makes "‘abortion on request’
available throughout the nation.

““The state has no overriding
interest which would permit it
to interfere in this very private
decision,”" said State Sen.
Anthony Beilenson, a Beverly
Hills Democrat who authored
the 1967 California Therapuetic
Abortion Act.

ruling, said in Austin she was
“very pleased because of the
impact this decision will have
on the lives of the many women
who in the past have suffered

In Alma, Mich., a doctor who
led an unsuccessful drive lo
liberalize Michigan’s abortion
law said he was elated, "My
impression is that the ruling
wipes out every law in Lhis
country that restricts a
woman’'s access and right to
medical care,"" said Jack Stack,
the physician.

In Florida, a spokesman for a
planned-parenthood group
called the decision ''a wise and
courageous stroke for the right
to privacy and for the protec-
tion of a woman's physical and
emotional health."”

The ruling struck down a
Texas law that had made il a
crime for doctors to lerminate

pregnancies except ‘“‘for the

purpose of saving the life of the
maother."”

The court also disapproved by
a 7-2 vote provisions of a
Georgia law. These required
advance approval of a hospital
committee and concurrence of
two additional physicians
before a woman could have an
abortion recommended by her
doctor.

Georgia and the other states
also were barred by the high
court from denying medical
facilities lo women from other
states seeking abortions.

Thirty other states have laws
similar to the Texas statute.
Thirteen additional states have
laws like Georgia's. Since the
handful of remaining states
already permitted medical
abortions virtually upon de-
mand, the ruling will have
nationwide impact,

The court’s majority opinion,
by Justice Harry A. Blackmun,
rested largely on the*'right of
privacy’ and the medical view
that in the early stages of
pregnancy an abortion is no
more of a risk than birth itself.

In the first three months, he
said, the decision as to whether
to end a pregnancy is one
between the woman and her
doctor. In the second three
maonths, he said, the state could
take such steps as making sure
a licensed physician performed
the abortion and that it was
done in a licensed hospital or
clinic.

Only in the last three months
— at a point when the unborn
childavas developed enough to
survive outside the mother —
can the state prohibit abortions,
according to the ruling.

Justices Byron R. White and
William H. Rehnquist dis-
sented. White said ‘‘the court
apparently values the con-
venience of the pregnant
mother more than the con-
tinued existence and develop-
ment of the potential life she
carries.”

Many Americans recalling
Lyndon B. Johnson's five years
in the White House have praised
him for achievements in eivil
rights and other social legisla-
tion but remained staunchly
divided on the policies he pur-
sued in Southeast Asia.

A number of persons inter-
viewed randomly by The
Associated Press after the
former president's death Mon-
day described a personal affec-
tion for Johnson and many said
they felt history would judge
him a great president.

Willis Edwards, 26, the stu-
dent body president at Cal State
University in Los Angeles, said
he was drafted and sent to Viet-
nam during the Johnson ad-
ministration. But, Edwards
said, “‘I don't blame Lyndon
Johnson for being sent to Viet-
nam. He came in at a trying
time. 1 blame Congress more
than anything for that. Really,
he was one man I respected and
had quite a bit of affection for,
He was one man I cared
about.”

Edwards, a black, added: I
think history will show him to
be one of the greatest
presidents ever in the field of
civil rights and social
legislation.™

Mr. and Mrs. Tom Fletcher
remembered the time in 1964
when Johnson spoke with them
on the front porch of their cabin
in Inez, Ky., and that night an-
nounced a plan to ask Congress
for $250 million to aid Ap-
palachia.

""He was sure an awful good
man. 1 got along awful good
when he was in there,"
Fletcher said. His wife added,
“A lot of people in these parts
appreciated him as president.
There just can't be a better
man. He was so nice."

John Eastwood, 40, of Clovis,
N.M., called Johnson’s death “‘a
tremendous loss” and Kenneth
R. Bradley, 18, of Longview,
Tex., said Johnson ‘‘changed
the atmosphere somewhat
regarding civil rights. He
helped people open their eyes
and showed that people must
live together.

Dr. Theodore Kurz of
Philadelphia, a retired os-
teopathic physician, said, "I
was shocked. He was such a
kind and compassionate man,"

Few remembered the presi-
dent from Texas without some
mention of Vietnam,

“1 think you have to have
greatness to make it to the
presidency and it's just so sad
when someone like that dies.
The last few times I saw him on
TV as president, there seemed
to be so much sadness on his
face, 1 guess it was Vietnam,"
said Claudia Vores, 28, of New
Orleans.

Cynthia Dee Samson, a 21-
year-old Fort Worth Tex.,
graduate student, praised John-
son's efforts to help minority
groups but said “‘the escalation
of the war raised doubts in the
minds of my generation, It
brought about a loss of in-
nocence in my generation and
for the whole country."”

Mike Fallon, 23, a student at
the University of Maryland,
said, ‘'l worked very adamatly
against Johnson in 1968, but 1
don't think he's as bad a presi-
dent as people who are against
the war think."

Timothy Lange, 26, a
graduate student at the Univer-
sity of Colorado Boulder cam-
pus, said ‘‘it was because of
Johnson's Vietnam bombing
policy in 1985 that I first
became aware of the war and
came out against it. Throughout
his term of office, his policies
made me more and more into a
political radical.”

To Joel Klein, a New York
businessman, Johnson ‘‘seemed
like a guy who could get things
done,’" while Don Foy of Cincin-
nati said "he didn't have the
strength to carry out the things
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loves you”!

WASHINGTON (AP) —
Presidential adviser Henry
Kissinger said today U.S.
prisoners of war will be turned
over to American medical
personnel in Hanoi at intervals
of two weeks or 15 days after
signing of a Vietnam peace
agreement Saturday.

Speaking at a White House
news conference, Kissinger

remain open.

Manchester Postmaster
Edward Sauter said that,
except for special-delivery mail
and collection of box mail, all
services will be suspended.
Collection of box mail and its
dispatch will be on a holiday
and Sunday schedule. The lobby
of the main post office will be

released at intervals of two
weeks or 15 days in roughly
equal installments,” Kissinger
said, with total time frame
coinciding with the 60-day
withdrawal of all U.S. forces
from South Vietnam.

Prisoners held in North
Vietnam and Laos, he said, will
be received by U.S. medical
teams in Hanoi and will be
flown in American planes to
locations to be selected by U.S.
officials.

Kissinger did not say when
the first American POWs would
be released.

It was announced before
Kissinger's news conference
that the United States and
North Vietnam have agreed to
return all prisoners “‘without
delay."”

A document spelling out the
agreement on handling POWs
also says that the return “‘shall
be carried out at places
convenient to the concerned
parties.”

Again, the document released
by the White House does not say
what those places will be.

The places of return, the
document said will be agreed
upon by a new temporary joint
military commission made up
of representatives of the United
States, North Vietnam, South
Vietnam and the Viet Cong.

The only specific time
mentioned in the protocol
stipulates that ‘'the return of all
captured persons ... shall be
completed within 60 days of the
signing of th& agreement at a
rate no slower than the rate of
withdrawal from South
Vietnam of United States forces
and those of other countries."

The document covering
civilian as well as military
prisoners on both sides provides
that the seriously ill, wounded
or maimed, and old persons and
women shall be returned first.

“The remainder shall be
returned either by returning all
from one detention place after
another or in order of their
dates of capture, beginning
with those who have been held
the longest,” ‘the document
said.

Nation Paying Kinal
Tribute To Johnson

WASHINGTON (AP) — Just
100 hours after ushering the
37th Presideént into a new term,
the nation's capital offered a
mournful and majestic farewell
today to the 36th.

The body of Lyndon Baines
Johnson was flown from the
LBJ Library in Austin, Tex., for
a full-honors procession up
Constitution Avenue and one
last turn through the doors of
Congress.

The ceremonial march, to the
muffled cadence of drums
draped in black and the clatter
of the traditional, horse-drawn
artillery caisson, began at 1:30

p.m.

President Nixon and a long
list of other dignitaries
followed the limousine 'of the
Johnson -family in the slow-
moving cortege.

At the Capitol, Johnson's
flag-draped coffin was borne
through the Senate hallway to
the Rotunda, then placed upon
the Lincoln catafalque — just as
eight presidents before him —

. to receive public mourners

throughout the chill winter
night.

The body will be moved to the
National Christian City Church,
aboul two miles away, at about
8:30 a.m. Thursday for a
midmorning service at which
Johnson will be eulogized by his
friend and former assistant,
Marvin Watson,

Then the Johnsons, will be
returned to Texas via presiden-
tial aircraft for the afternoon
burial-near the LBJ Ranch.

With the last creak of leather
and final clop of Horses on the
journey to the Capitol, Johnson
received a 21-gun salute — a
thunder heard only four days
ago, at the same ,spot, for
Nixon’s inauguration,

A brief memorial service,
begun by the U.S. Army Band
playing four “Ruffles and
Flodrishes' and “Hail to the
Chief,"” followed. Nixon laid a
presidential wreath; Dean
Rusk, Johnson's secretary of
state; and Rep.

President Nixon, claiming all
conditions for ‘‘peace with
honor” have been met, an-
nounced Tuesday night agree-
ment on a Vietnam accord to
end America's longest war,

In a television-radio address,
Nixon told the nation that the
peace pact calls for an
interpationally supervised
cease-fire, releasé of all
American war prisoners within
60 days after the cease-fire, an
accounting for all missing in
action, and — within the same
60-day period, withdrawal of all
American forces from South
Vietnam.

The pact was hailed by South
Vietnamese President Nguyen
Van Thieu and announced in
bald terms by Hanoi radio.

In essence, the agreement
and four accompanying
diplomatic documents, called
protocols,. drew .close to a
Washington-Hanoi draft agree-
ment made known last Oct. 26
— the day when Henry A.
Kissinger, President Nixon's
chief negotiator, proclaimed
that ‘‘peace is at hand."”

The settlement package calls
for a four-power international
control commission force of

1,160 persons to go to South
Vietnam as a peace-keeping
unit. The number contrasted
with the original Hanoi demand
for a ceiling of 250 personnel
and an American suggestion of
5,000.

Despite the imminence of the
cease-fire, Communist attacks
in South Vietnam doubled
overnight. South Vietnamese
claimed the Communists were
trying for last-minute gains
before the truce takes effect.

The agreement disclosed for
the first time that both the
People's Republic of China and
the Soviet Union are proposed
as parlicipants in an
international conference to be
held within 30 days to try to
guarantee that the peace plan
works.

Other conference
participants being proposed by
the United States and North
Vietnam are France, the
United Kingdom, the four coun-
tries of the international
control commission —
Hungary, Canada, Indonesia
and Poland — and the
Secretary-General of the
United Nations.

Hanoi and Washington also
would participate.

The formal agreement
declares that the South Viet-
namese paople have an
inalienable right to self-
determination and ‘‘shall
decide themselves the political
future of South Vietnam
through genuinely free and
democratic general elections
under international super-
vigion.”

The South Vietnamese
government and the Viet Cong
are barred by the agreement
from ‘‘all hostile acts,
terrorism and reprisals'’ once
the cease-fire begins. Another
section bars ‘‘discrimination
against individuals or
organizations that have
collaborated with one side or
the other.”

To help shape South Viet-
nam's political future a
National Council of National
Reconciliation and Concord will
be set up with equal
representation given to the
Saigon regime, the Viet Cong
and neutral parties.

‘*“The council shall operate on
the principle of unanimity,"" the
the document said.

The agreement envisions
signing by the Saigon govern-
ment and Viel Cong of their
own accord on internal
matters, hopefully within 90
days following the cease-fire.

“...We today have concluded
an agreement to end the war
and bring peace with honor in
Vietnam and Southeast Asia,’
saild the voice from the
television set. K

And so the long-awaited news
arrived, news that years of
hated fighting would end, news
that peace was, finally, at hand.

For many, the word arrived
by television, the same
television that had shocked and
sickened and angered with its
scenes of violent war and
sometimes violent protest
against it.

But now it was the President
of the United States, seated ata
desk in the White House he had
won again, carrying the news of
peace into millions of rooms, to
soldiers gathered in a bar, to
college students in a dorm, toa
‘family concerned for the future
‘of its sons and to a family
scarred by the loss of one.

“It’s really true then,"
Gebdrgia MacLean said as she
heard President Nixon's first
words. She looked at her
husband;, Donald, seated with
her in their paneled family
room in Arlington, Fla. Then
she looked at her eldest son.
““How about that, Mac. You
won't have to go after all."”

. In the Chicago suburb of

' '‘Roselle, IIl., Jack Daugherly

clasped his thick bands and
gtared at the set moments
before the President was to
“spedk. *‘He would have been 24
years old six days from now,"
hetsaid softly, lapsing into
gilerice as the broadcast began.

In the Daugherty's living
room, framing a doorway, is a
cdllection of medals —
including a pair of Purple
Hearts and two Bronze stars —

.“-they were won by Dennis

Daugherty, U.S. Army, Spec. 1,

killed in Vietnam March 3, 1970.
In Pittsburgh, at Camegie-

that Nixon “did a lot better
than T thought he would.”

“For all that we criticized
him, Nixon accomplished
peace, maybe not as fast
as McGovern would have,"
added Stewart Rabinowitz, one
of about 50 students gathered in
the television room of a coed
dorm,

In the enlisted men's club at
Miramar Naval Air Station in
San Diego, Calif., Aviation
Ordnanceman Robert West sat
at the bar and listened to the
President's voice against a
background of clacking pool
balls, tinkling glasses and rock
music.

“1 wish President Johnson
would have lived to have seen
this announcement,’’ said West,
of Miami, Fla., who said he was
17, then glanced at his cocktail
and amended it to 18.

In the course of the 11-minute
speech, about 30 Navy men
wandered  into the narrow
barroom. Most glanced at the
television at the end of the bar
and continued on to a larger
lounge beyond.

Thieu Foresees Hard

Political Struggle

SAIGON JAP) — President
Nguyen Van Thieu told the 17%
million South Vietnamese today
that “‘there is no guarantee that
the forthcoming peace will be
an ideal and lasting peace.” He
forecast a political struggle as

«'difficult- and dangerous as the

past<8 years of war.

Thicu made a 45-minute radio
address at the same time
President Nixon was telling the
American public of the
agreement initialed in Paris
Tuesday.

The''Viet Cong broadcast a
pledge that it would “‘seriously
carry out the peace treaty,”
and North Vietnam said in a
communique that it hopes the
agreement will ensure stable
peace in Vietnam and will
contribute to the preservation
of lasting peace in Indochina

" and Southeast Asia. But Thieu
- accused the Communists of not

having ‘‘good will for peace"
and warned his people:
“As 1 have frequently told

you, no agreement will provide
“a 100 per cent guarantee for
', peace, and no international
- body may be considered to be
" able to give us a 100 per cent

guarantee for peace.
“In order to have a genuine
peace and a lasting cease-fire,”

“he.continued, ‘‘only we, and we

only, will be able to give
ourselves the solid and effec-
tive guarantee more than
anyone else. Only our military
force, only our people's real
political \strength, only our
economic power, and only our
determination of militant
solidarity among the 17%
million nationalist people in the
South will be the most effective
and solid guarantee.”

Thieu characterized the
agreement as '‘so far only a
cease-fire treaty, no more and
no less, ... to see if any
fayorable conditions may be
‘yeached with the Communists

‘in order to proceed to a genuine

and lasting peace."
He outlined four post-cease-

fire stages:
1. “First we will have to wait
and see if the Communists will

an ‘invasion of North
Vietnamese Communist troops.

4. “Fourth, suppose an
election were held based on a
political solution reached by us
and the National' Liberation
Front. And suppose the
National ‘Liberdtion Front did
ot ‘win ‘over the South
Vietnamese nitionalists as they
desire. Would they accept the
results pleasantly or would they
reject their own defeat, make
an about face and create
another war against us?”’

Thieu told 'the nation that
though he could not assure it
peace will be lasting, ‘at least
there is now an opportunity for
war, bombs, mourning and
suffering to come to an end.

The president asserted that
the Communists had been
defeated militarily and
“‘compelled to end their war of
aggression against' the South.
But from now on, a new phase
is opened in the war resistance
of the South Vietnamese people.
The new phase is the phase of
palitical’ struggle in order to
prevent the Communists from
defeating us by atheism and
political craftiness.

namese people, awaiting the
day of reunification, ot by
force, but by peaceful means,
by freedom and democracy.”

He said the Communists also
had failed to attain in the
agreement a coalition govern-
ment for.South Vietnam, “and
they have also been compelled
to accept that in the South there
is only one legal and
constitutional government —
that is our existing government
of the Republic of Vietnam.

‘““There is not now, nor will
there ever be, any kind of two-
sided government or three-
segment super government to
be prefabricated or
dictatorially imposed on South
Vietnam' a8 the Communists
had instransigently demanded
only three; months ago,”” he
declared.

Thieu said the Communists
had also failed to force the
South Vietnamese people to
accept the Viet Cong’s
Provisional Revolutionary
Government as a legal regime
parallel with his own
government.

“They- can call themselves
whatever they please,” Thieu

The President's inaugural address
brought expected reaction along party
lines. The Republicans generally
praised it and Democrats took,
generally, a wait and see attitude.
Both seem to be waiting for the Presi-

dent to spell out in detail what he )

painted with a broad brush.

So conditioned has the Congress
become to direction from the White
House, leaders in both parties ap-
parently missed the salient thrust of
the message, which we feel was that
now is the time for individual in-
itiative and action in meeting the
challenges ahead.

“Your national government has a
great and vital role to play. I pledge to
you that where this government
ghould act, we will act boldly and lead
boldly. But just as important is the
role that each and every one of us
must play, as an individual and as a
member of his own community,’’ the
President said.

Thus the door has been opened for
ideas, concepts and approaches to
problems from the grass roots and
from the Congress. Granted, the
President will be spelling out in
detail, certain programs for certain
areas of national concern. But, if we
interpret his intent correctly, he has
tossed the ball to us as individual
citizens, members of this community
and this state, to come up with some
creative ideas of our own rather than
wait or rely on the federal govern-
ment for the answers. ;

There is nothing startling or new in
this concept of people doing what they
can for themselves and leaving only to
government those things the people
cannot do for themselves. Abraham

Lincoln, more than 100 years ago,
voiced the same philosophy.

What is different is that all signs
point toward an administration ac-
tually committed to trying to turn
back to the local government and the
people responsibility long assumed by
the federal government.

How broad and deep this reversal
will be may appear when the Presi-
dent submits his budget message. It
would appear now that many
programs for the states and cities in
such areas as subsidized housing,
education, welfare, etc., will be cut
back in federal funding. Already cries
of anguish are being heard in Connec-
ticut and throughout the land. And
these are mainly based on “‘impoun-
ding” of already appropriated funds.

The challenge is double-edged for
the Congress. It is caught in the mid-
dle. One edge is that the administra-
tion recently restructured for a
thorough revamping of the executive
branch. now is geared to make some
hard-nosed economic judgments
ahout federal programs with only
passing consideration for politics. The
other edge is the pressure on the
Congress from the states, cities and
people, who have become ‘‘hooked"
on many federal programs to the ex-

tent that they all but panic if they are
told the well is dry.

The President prides himself in his
ability to gauge public opinion. His ad-
dress will put this to test.

His message was loud and perfectly
clear.

Will “Each of us (on our own and
through our elected local, state and
national representatives) ask not just
what will government do for me, but
what can I do for myself?"

But the inauguration got us to recalling the addresses of
the respective presidents and the scriptures they chose to
symbolize their terms of office which are often more
revealing than the inaugural address.

Abraham Lincoln’s famous second inaugural add'ress, in
which he pledged ‘‘Malice toward none, charity for all,
firmness in the right,”’ is a masterpiece of eloquence. Ag
he spoke of the need *‘to bind up the nation's wyunds
caused by the Civil War, he received the oath with his han'd
resting on Matthew 7:1: *‘Judge not that ye be not judged.

In 1933, Franklin D. Roosevelt addressed a nation deep
in a depression and promised & “New Deal” for
Americans. He took the oath with his hand resting on the
13th Chapter of 1st Corinthians which begins: ‘“Though I
speak with the tongues of men and of angels, and have not
charity, I am become a sounding brass or a tinkling sym-
bol.”

Warren G. Harding took the oath using Micah, Chapter 6,
Verse 8, which asks in part: **‘What doth the Lord require
of thee, but to do justly.” It is generally agreed that the
Harding administration subsequently was one of the most
unjust and corrupt on record. 7

And after a brilliant career in which he had risen from
being at orphan at 10 to President of the United States at
54, Herbert Hoover confidently took the oath of March 4,
1929, with his hand on Proverbs 29:18: ““Where there is no
vision, the people perish."” Seven months later the bottom
dropped out of the Stock Market and by the end of Hoover's
administration, nearly 16 million men and women were un-
employed.

Currently before the House of Representatives is a joint
resolution which provides for a single six-year term for a
President.. *

There are arguments, for and against, of course but it
does seem the resolution has some merit. A single term
would probably force criticism from political and personal
attacks back to policies. Nearly every President is
believed to be acting from political motives as he looks
forward to re-election.

If a President served just one, six-year term, he would
also be free from worrying about re-election and could
devote his complete concentration to running the country.

At any rate, President Woodrow Wilson once said that
four years is too long for a bad President and not long
enough for a good one. He was probably right.

Our congratulations to those responsible for the creation
of the Manchester Area Conference of Churches. It can’t
help but lead to better understanding and good-will and
God speed ahead.

Cafeteria Program,
Curriculum Studied

Two major items on
night’s Board of Education
agenda were a discussion of the
cafeteria program's financial
status, with a request by Dr,
James P. Kennedy,
superintendent of schools, that
the personnel and finance
commiltee make an intensive
study; and a curriculum
progress report by Dr. Alfred
B. Tychsen, who assumed the
position of assistant
superintendent of schools for in-
:tmcuon and curriculum Jan.

Dr. Kennedy reported that
the current cafeteria program
is more successful fiscally than
in the last few years. Daily
lunch sales are up 400-450, he
sald, and the federal
government has increased its
per meal subsidy from six to
eight cents, However, he added,
no government surplus ground
meat has been recéived, and
turkey and chicken shipments
have been cut sharply,

In a report submitted to
board members, Dr. Kennedy
said, '‘Current sales for the
year to date are $190,000 and
our expenditures to date are
$196,000, showing a deficit of
$6,000. This, however, does not
take into account inventory of
June 1 for $9,000 and an
estimated inventory at this
time of approximately $14,000,
which in effect would reduce
the deficit -at this time to
approximately $1,000 for this
year. Combined with the
carryover deficit ($17,263.48
paid in September and October
on 1971-72 expenses), the
cafeteria operation is ap-
proximately $18,000 in the red.”

Ray Demers, business

manager, said that the state
reimbursement check for the
October cafeteria program was
received Jan. 19, a slower
repayment than usual.
_ Commenting on Demers’
report and the superintendent's
observation that hourly
cafeteria workers have not
received an increase since the
last minimum wage increase,
Beldon Schaffer said that
cafeteria personnel are ‘‘un-
sung heroes,” adding that the
board should *‘face up to the
problems, make the cafeteria
program a 1973 priority, and get
it back on the road.”

The board then passed his
motion to express concern to
the proper state agency about
the undue delay in school lunch
reimbursements, with copies of
the letter to be sent to town
representatives in the General
Assembly.

Curriculum Report

Dr. Tychsen said that during
his first few weeks in
Manchester, he has consulted
with several personnel to see
what is going on in curriculums
and to suggest what he would
like to see done within the
guidelines given him,

With long-range goals of
more individualization,
humanization, and career
education, he added, the staff
must come up with 1) goal
statements in each program; 2)
measurable objectives within
those goals; and 3) perfor-
mance objectives (what a child

should know at the end of a year
in a certain subject), with
provision to be made for levels
of ability.

To that end, he continued,
committees are being named at
the elementary school level in
soclal studies, science,
mathematics, and language
arts, each composed of ome
principal and a representative
from each school; secondary
school levels in the same areas;
and kindergarten through
Grade 12 in special areas.

*'I hope that by next fall,” Dr.
Tychsen concluded, ‘‘the
elementary mathematics per-
formance objectives and those
in language arts at the
secondary level will be
developed.”

Dr. Kennedy added that
released time in-service
training is one way to imple-
ment Dr. Tychsen's aims. He
briefly outlined plans for a first
day of released time, drawn up
by Bennet and Illing Junior
High School teachers. He said
that he would bring two or three
more plans to the board soon
and hopes to have a coordinated
released time program
formulated by the end of the
year.

HARTFORD (AP }—The state
Senate has nol just one, but two
female chaplains this year—an
official one, the Rev. Ella-Jean
Streeter of Simsbury, and an
unofficial one, Grace Nome of
Bloomfield.

During the last legislative
session, the Rev. Patrick J.
Speer of Hartford was the of-
ficial chaplain, and Sen. Harry
Burke, D-East Hartford, used
to do the praying in Father
Speer's absence.

The general rule has been
that official chaplains, who are
ordained clergy, tend to pray
longer than the unofficial ones,
who are laymen.

Mrs. Nome, who is executive

Industrial Arts Program Success

Almost 100 youngsters, both
boys and girls, are
participating this year in a un-
ique industrial arts program for
5th and 6th graders at the
Gilead Hill School in Hebron.

This program, which is now a
regular part of the school's
curriculum, is a result of a pilot
program started last January
through the cooperation of the
Regional District 8 Board of
Education and the Industrial
Arts Department at Rham High
School.

A little over a year ago,
Gilead Hill School principal,
Ralph Saccuzzo, explored the
possibility of the pilot program
with J. Colin Pushee, principal
at Rham, and David
Mordavsky, Industrial Arts
Department co-ordinator at the
school, both of whom endorsed
it.

The facilities at Rham were
used three days a week, one
hour a day, for 18 weeks with
the only cost to the Hebron
Board of Education being for
transportation of the students
from Gilead Hill to Rham.

In most cases, material was
supplied by Rham from scrap
materials and Mordavsky
volunteered his time to teach
the course.

Evaluation of this pilot
program showed il to be enor-
mously successful, according to
Saccuzzo, particularly for those
students who had been so-called
“problem" children.

“These children,” Saccuzzo

atated, '‘had been unco-
operative, lacking in self-
discipline and unwilling to app-
ly themselves to their studies.
However, in the shop program
that requires physical mobility
and manipulative type
aclivities with tangible results,
these students were able to
contain themselves and learn.”

Funds for the implementation
of the program in the
curriculum were voted in last
year's budget and the program
was underway.

Equipment

With the $1,600 allocated for
equipment, the administration
purchased a variable speed
geroll saw that can be geared
down to run as slowly as
possible, a drill press, a miter
box and all the necessary hand
tools.

Belween $350 and $400 was
spent to purchase materials and
in the future only additional
materials will have to be
purchased.

Safety

Safety is the big factor
stressed throughout the entire
program which teaches not only
woodworking but also copper
tooling and plastics.

The four elementary teachers
who teach the industrial arts
course, Mrs, Cynthia Strouse,
Robert Merrifield, Mrs, Olivia
Patch and Mrs, Donna Draxler, ;
were involved in in-service
workshops conducted by Mor-
daysky before the start of the
program,

The purpose of these
workshops was to give the

teachers the basic knowledge
and techniques necessary to
adequately prepare them to im-
plement the program as well as
teaching the students the
importance of safety practices.

No visitor, not even the
principal, is permitted to visit
the workshop without first
putting on safely glasses.
Children are required to roll up
their sleeves when using the
equipment.

In addition, yellow lines mark
the floor around the saw and
drill press and each child knows
these must not be crossed when
the machine is in operation by
another student. And, on the
saw, a piece of metal makes it
impossible for a child’s hand to
come close to the blade.

Periodically, Mordavsky
visits the shop to continue
training, to answer any
questions the teachers may
have, to observe the program in
operation and to see if anything
else can be improved.

Workshop

The workshop at the school
consists of two large, bright
classrooms, one of which is
used for woodworking and the
other for plastics and copper
Ltooling.

Two big workbenches with
vises on each corner are in use
constantly during the classes as
the children put finishing
touches on their pieces of work.

At the same time other
children are taking turns san-
ding their pieces on the drill
press while still others work
with the scroll saw, cutting out
their projects.

The program has been in
operation for a little less than
two months and already many
parents have been the
recipients of gifts of pig and
fish shaped cutting boards,
plaques, mitten holders, whales
and mice.

Tooling

While all this action is taking
place in woodworking, children
in the next room are busy
taping down copper on plastic
molds and using dowel rods to
produce elephants, sailboats,
dogs, cars and ballerinas.

Their projects are finished
off with a coating of liver of sul-
phur and a fine sanding with
steel wool.

Plastics

On another day, plastics
might be the project producing
brightly colored turtle soap
holders, eagles, zodiac signs or
mushrooms.

In this class the children
learn first to clean their mold
with a plaster solvent prior to
spraying with mold release.

A clear cast, color, surfact
hardener, non-fracture liquid
and catalyst are then mixed,
poured into the mold and then
left to stand for 24 hours (o set
and dry.

Then, according to one
student, you “pop it out” and
that's all there is to it.

Reactions

Both the teachers and
students reactions, according to
Saccuzzo, are ''terrific.” There
are some students who used to
dread coming to school but now
look forward to school because
of the industrial arts program.

“These students,” Saccuzzo
stated, “are not only doing well
in industrial arts and
experiencing the sense of ac-
complishment and success they
were never able to in the
academic area but their at-
Litude toward school in general
is changing to a more positive
one. They are finding that
learning can be enjoyable."

Although the program is only
in operation at the Gilead Hill
School, Paul A. White, principal
at the Hebron Elementary
School, hopes that in the near
fulure it may also be
implemented at that school.

Rhea Talley Stewart has had
a love affair with Afghanistan.

It began in April 1968 when
Mrs. Stewart, a native
Virginian, visited Iran (she
says she still calls it Persia, she
likes it so much better), a place
she had always wanted to go.
While there, she went Into
Afghanistan and was so in-
trigued by the country she
began to read all about it. She
hit upon a period of the
country's history that so
fascinated her she felt she just
had to write about it, she says.

The period she chose, to hear
and see her deseribe it is, as
some might say, like
“'something out of a book."" But,
instead, she chose to putitina
book.

As she relates the events, the
political intrigue, and her own
involvement in developing her
story, one senses the pageantry
and magnitude of a Cecile B.
DeMille extravaganza. There is
even a central figure — a King
Amanullah (pronounced A-
man'-u-luh).

Mrs. Stewart exudes excite-
ment as she tells the story of
how King Amir Amanullah
wrested Afghanistan from the
British during a short border
war and succeeded in breaking
British control over Afghan
foreign affairs. He broke
traditions with the Afghan
society when he introduced
reforms in education and dress.
He built schools for boys. He
built schools for girls who were
customarily secluded according
to ancient Moslem tradition. He
encouraged women to remove
their veils and to adopt modern
dress,

Mrs. ‘Stewart goes on to
describe the villain of the story
who, as the son of a waler-
carrier, connived to have King
Amanullah overthrown. The
reviutionary then took over the
throne. King Amanullah went
into exile into Italy with only
the possessions he took with
him,

Since the overthrow of the
rightful monarchy, comments
Mrs. Stewart, Afghanistan has
made certain progress, but; at
the same time seems to have
suffered as a result. Increased
building construction has taken
away much of the grazing land
on which the animals depend
for their livelihood; the
Afghans depend upon the
animals for their food. It is a
vicious cycle, The country’s
population has increased
because it has learned how to
contend with and rid disease.
Afghanistan has reached a state
of depression and famine, Rhea

Stewart says, because of these
factors. Now, however, the
Afghans are beginning fo see
the merits of King Amanullah’s
ideas.

The people with whom Mrs.
Stewart has come in ¢ontact
during research on her book
read like Who's Who. Although
she never met King Amanullah,
she has met his family. She
attended the funeral of his wife,
Queen Souraya. Her body was
flown from Rome, where she
died, to Jalalabad and was
buried near the King,

Mrs. Stewart has made five
trips to Afghanistan. She has
dined with a Baluchi tribesman
in a hotel in Kabul. She has had
complete access to the Political
and Secret Papers for the
British Empire which were
made accessible to the public
after thirty years of secrecy,
she said. She has studied
newspapers home and abroad.
She has also seen something of
the recreational activity of
Afghanistan in the form of an
horrendous sporting game
called Buzkashi, a polo-like

game played with a beheaded
calf instead of a polo ball. The
event, which was held on the
King's birthday, was also
attended by Princess Alexan-
dria of England.

On more than one occasion,
she said she felt she was being
spied upon.

Mrs. Stewart feels that if her
book ever reaches Afghanistan
book stores without being
banned, it will create a sensa-
tion among the natives who
have been unaware of the many
truths which she says she has
exposed. According to Mrs.
Stewart, she suspects the first
book might be sold at a
smuggler's stand in the Khyber
Pass.

Mrs. Stewart, who says one
can fly round trip for $435 to
Kabul, hopes to visit
Afghanistan again sometime.

Originally an 1,100 page
manuscript, this 585 page book
is replete with intrigue and
history of a little known country
surrounded by Iran, Russia,
China and India.

This is the inside story of
what Dag Hammarskjold of
Sweden did as secretary-gener-
al of the United Nations from
1953 to 1961, written largely
from his private papers by an
English U.N. official who
worked closely with him and
Ralph J. Bunche,

Hammarskjold was a superb
improviser of peacémaking and
peacekeeping devices for inter-
national trouble spots.
Prompted by the General As-
sembly, the Security Council,
governments or his own sense
of duty, he put U.N, forces into
Egypt and the Congo and ob-
servers into Lebanon, sent spe-
cial representatives to Jordan,
Cambodia, Thailand, Laos, Tu-
nisia and the Bureimi Arabian
oasis, and lent his own good
offices to settle various dis-
putes,

In most cases, his sensitive
and ingenious diplomacy
worked. But, dreamer as well
as diplomat, he evolved the im-
practical theory that the secre-
tary-general, as long as he kept
to the spirit of the U.N. charter,
could act independently of as-
sembly or council. And he him-
self stage-managed the involve-
ment of the United Nations in
the chaos of the Congo, which
brought him into collision with
the Soviet Union and also led to
the plane crash in which he
died.

Urquhart writes of such
things with grace and clarity,
selecting his facts skillfully
from a mass of material, organ-
izing them logically, and draw-
ing apt conclusions. His rare
lapses are his inadequate para-
phrases of certain resolutions
used to justify U.N. actions that
follow.

Urquhart throws down the ru-
mor that Hammarskjold was
homosexual — put about, he
says, by the previous secretary-
generaf Trygve Lie of Norway,

Adopting a recommendation
made by BSuperintendent of
Schools - Dr. Raymond
Ramsdell, the Board of Educa-
tion, Monday night made Sykes
School an annex of the Vernon
Center Middle School and
agreed to have it under the
supervision of David Parker,
principal of the Middle School.

The Sykes school will be used
next school year to house
Grade 8 students in the school
system. It presently houses the
freshman class of the high
school.

college basketball the way he
lived it, placing the young men
he coached for 21 years above
the victories they earned.

Litwack announced Tuesday
he is retiring as head basketball
coach at Temple University
after this season. His 356 vic-
tories against 183" losses give
him a winning percentage of
660, one of the best among
active coaches.

Litwack's Temple teams
included a National Invitation
Tournament champion and a
pair of NCAA tourney third-
place finishers.

What does the “'Chief," as the
cigar-chomping coach is
familiarly known, cherish most
from his long coaching career?

“I'm not going to talk about
the victories,” ‘replied the 65-
year-0ld Litwack in his typical
low key style. "It was the
association with those nice
young athletes, the future
citizens who wer'e going to take
I wouldn't want to
mention names. Some were
more talented and went on to
become professionals. But
there were good ones too, who
became doctors, lawyers,
teachers, dentists. They all
made contributions,”

The graying Litwack, whose
reputation in college basketball
is that of & coach who has done
more with less playing talent
than most of his colleagues, is
retiring because of problems
with his health.

Litwack will be succeeded by
his assistant, 35-year-old Don
Casey, a former high school
coach who has been a Temple
assistant for seven years and
directed the team several times
this season when Litwack was
sick.

Final Homage Paid |
Lyndon B. Johnson

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
nation's capital said farewell
today to Lyndon B. Johnson in
the Congress he served for 23
years and the church he
attended ag the 36th President.

“The years will be lonely
without ,'" eulogized a close
friend, Marvin Watson, minutes
before the coffin was carried
off to burial in the Texas hill
country.

But first, in radiant sunshine,
it was borne from the halls of
his beloved Congress to four
bursts of ruffles and flourishes
and ‘‘Hail to the Chief" from a
Coast Guard band as some 2,000
people stood in total silence on
the Capitol grounds.

Then, at the National City

Bond Commission

Christian Church, came a final
tribute from Watson, the late
President's appointments
secretary, and the rector, Dr,
George Davis.

The bulky, black-suited
Watson spoke of Johnson's
“devotion to his country” and
his “‘restraint in the uses of
power,” while Davis said “‘for
him, religion was life.”

Lady Bird Johnson sat in a
front-row seat, touching her eye
once with a handkerchief.
Alongside were the Johnson
daughters, Luci and Lynda,
their husbands, Patrick Nugent
and Charles Robb, and
grandson Patrick Lyndon
Nugent. The 5-year-old boy

1963.

Johnson died Monday at his
Texas ranch at the age of 84.

Thousands of ordinary
Americans, many of them
dressed casually, drifted past
the coffin to say goodbye. When
it was carried off by eight
servicemen, two trampled car-
nations, one yellow and the
other white, remained. They
had fallen from one of the
wreaths and were crumpled in
the procession.

Mourners had lined the
march route five and ten deep
as Johnson was borne in stately
military splendor up
Constitution Avenue
Wednesday. . Even greater
numbers, perhaps an eventual
30,000 filed somberly past his
bier following a brief, solemn
ceremony marked by the
presence of his old colleagues in
the Senate and dozens of other
dignitaries.

Pregident Nixon, who only
hours before had proclaimed
the Vietnam peace which had
eluded Johnson so long, rode in
the state procession behind the
horse-drawn caisson. Inside the
Capitol, he took Mrs. Johnson's
arm as she heard her husband
eulogized as a man ‘‘whose
ambition for himself was
nothing’ compared to his ambi-
tion for America."

“He gave me one guiding
principle,” said J.J. Pickle,
Johnson's home congressman,
“‘He said, ‘When you vote, vote
for the people.'”’

Dean Rusk, Johnson's
secrelary of state, told the
assemblage beneath the Capitol
dome that while his former
boss was tough on his
colleagues and his staff “he
was most demanding on
himself."” -~ *

““There was 80 much to do
and there was so little time in
which to get it done."”

Nations Preparing

WASHINGTON (AP) — With
a Vietnam cease-fire fast
approaching, major par-
ticipants are hurrying to gird
for a complicated peace
settlement and the uncertain
days that lie ahead.

Spurred by a burgeoning
economy, the U.S. trade deficit
totaled $6.4 billion in 1972, three
times the 1971 figure and the
worst in history.

The Commerce Department
reported Wednesday that
imports last year totaled $55.5
billion, up from $45.5 billion in
1971, and exports amounted to
$49.1 billion, compared with
$43.5 billion a year earlier.

A trade deficit occurs when
the value of foreign imports
exceeds the value of exports.

Nixon's fiscal 1974 budget

Some of the targeted
programs, such as the Rural
Electrification Administration,
date back to Franklin
Roosevelt's New Deal, but
many of the housing and urban
programs are legacies of the
“Great Society” hopes of the
man who was being buried
today in his native Texas.

An 18-month moratorium on
new approvals of subsidized
rental and for<sale housing for
low-income families was
announced Jan. 5 by the Depart-
ment of Housing and Urban
Development. The budget
reportedly will provide no funds
for new approvals in fiscal 1974,
starting July 1.

There is even doubt among
administration insiders
whether Nixon will give more
than token support to his own
plan for overhaul of the welfare
system. After failing to move
Congress for four years on this
issue, Nixon is belleved likely
to settle for less drastic, and
much less expensive, welfare
reforms.

Officials said the budget will
reflect a theme of the
President's inaugural address
last Saturday, that Americans
henceforth can expect less from
their government: ‘‘Let each of
us remember that America was
built not by government, but by
people—not by welfare, but by
work—not by shirking

responsibility, but by seeking
responsibility.”

Science, technology, space
and atomic-energy programs
also reportedly are due for
paring. The White House Office
of Science and Technology is
being abolished; its functions
will be moved to the National
Science Foundation.

The rise in federal financing
of civilian research and
development, which was a
priority item a year ago in
Nixon's campaign to rebuild
U.S. competitiveness in world
trade, is expected to level off or
decline,

But the economy blade will
fall most drastically on the
urban programs by which past
administrations have tried to
cope with poverty,
unemployment, overcrowding,
inferior schooling, disease and
other big-city ills,

From Hanoi came word that
Nguyen Duy Trinh, North
Vietnam's foreign minister, is
en route to Paris to join his
Washington, Saigon and Viet
Cong counterparts in Satur-
day’s formal conclusion of the
agreement.

Rogers plans to leave for the
French capital Friday.

The fast-moving diplomatic
and military moves fit into the
intricate scenario set forth
Wednesday in a 12-page peace
agreement, plus four side
accords, made public by
Washington and Hanoi.

Exhuberation over the
prospective windup of the long
war was mixed with caution
over whether the settlement
will stick in a land where the
fighting has been going on for a
generation,

President Nixon spoke to
congressional leaders of “‘a
peace, however fragile, which
we have hopes will endure."

Negotiator Henry A.
Kissinger pledged a major U.S,
effort for a permanently
peaceful Indochina but
cautioned that the success of
the agreement rests also '‘on
the spirit in which it is
implemented., "’

Joy soared among the
families of U.S. prisoners of
war. The first batch of
American prisoners is due to be
airlifted out of Hanol within 15

days of the peace signing.
Under the far-ranging peace

agreement:

—All Americans held
throughout Indochina—587 ser-
vicemen and 51 civilians by
UiS. ‘count—are to'be set free
within 80 days of the cease-fire
as the 23,000 G¥s in South
Vietnam are brought home,

—Infiltration of fresh troops
and military supplies into South
Vietnam is banned.

Bishops Criticize

Abortion

WASHINGTON (AP) — A
Catholic bishops group has
charged the Supreme Court
with ‘‘bad morality, bad
medicine and bad public
policy” in its decision barring
state officials from interfering
with medical abortions through
the first six months of
pregnancy.

““As religious leaders, we
cannot accept the Court’s judg-
ment and we urge people not to
follow its reasoning or
conclusions,” said the National
Conference of Catholic Bishops'
Committee for Pro-Life
Affairs.

The statement said '‘the
Court has written a charter for
abortion on request, and has

thereby deprived the 'unbom
child of his or her human
rights."

The committee urged state
legislatures to protect '‘unborn
children” to the fullest extent
possible and said Catholic
hospitals and health care
facilities should refuse to
provide "“abortion on request.”

“During the first six months
of the child’s life, the Court has
made the doctor the final judge
as to who will live and who will
die,’’ the statement said. “this
seems to reverse the history of
American jurisproduce that
prohibits the deprivation of the
right to life without due process
of law."

Volcanic Eruption In Iceland

Molten lava etches this pattern across the landscape of a
portion of Heymaey Island, Iceland, where an extinct
wolcano began erupting earlier this week. As the lava flow

—All foreign troops in Laos
and Cambodia, now heavily
infested with North Vietnamese
soldiers, are to be withdrawn.

—South Vietnam's political
future is to be determined by
the South Vietnamese, with
President Nguyen Van Thieu's
government remaining intact at
least until after an election.

—Any reunification of
Vietnam is to come about only
through peaceful means, not
the use of force.

—The United States will help
in postwar reconstruction
efforts throughout Indochina
and will enter into a new,
peaceful relationship with
North Vietnam.

—A four-nation International
Control Commission of 1,160
men will supervise the truce
deal. The countries are Canada,
Indonesia, Poland and
Hungary.

—An international conference
including the great powers will
be convened within 30 days to
guarantee the ending of the war
and the maintenance of peace
in Vietnam.

No withdrawal of North
Vietnamese forces from South
Vietnam is sgpecified in the
peace agreement. A pullout of
Hanol troops had been one of
Thieu's prime demands,

Instead, the cease-fire calls
for a staying-in-place of the
rival Vietnamese forces in the
South pending agreement on a
mutual reduction at some
unspecified time.

Kissinger told a natlonally
telecast news conference
Wednesday that the agreement
had to reflect battlefield
realities. And he predicted the
North Vietnamese forces in the
South, 145,000 by U.S. estimate,
should in time dwindle because
of the pact's ban against
reinforcement.

The agreement carries with it
no simultaneous cease-fire in
neighboring Laos and
Cambodia, a goal set forth last
May 8 by Nixon in his conditions
for a peace deal.

Kissinger forecast a formal
cease-fire in Laos “‘within a
short period of time'" and a
cease-fire in practice In
Cambodia “over a period of
time."

In Laos, high diplomatic
sources said a cease-fire will be
announced Feb. 11. Cambodian
Premier Hang Thun Hak said
Phnom Penh's forces will stop
all offensive actions against the
Communists following ‘the
South Vietnam truce.

Kissinger said there are no
side agreements which have not
been made public. ““There are
no secret understandings,” he
said,

Tho, in a Paris news
conference, likewise denied any
secret understandings or
protocols. And compared with
Kissinger's more cautious
mood, the Hanoi negotiator
exuded triumph.
