Town Clerk Samuel J. Turking-
ton today applied to the office of
Secretary of State Francis Pallotti
“or 3.500 paper bhallots for the Pres-
iayntial election to take place on
. November 6. Town Clerk Turking-

ton asked for these ballots so that
the election officials here may be
well equipped for an emergency
should Manchester's eight voting
machines prove to be not adequate
to poll che total vote here.
9,200 Voters

A statute provision makes pos-
sible the use of beth voting ma-
chines and paper balluts in event of
an emergency. With 9,200 voters
on Manchester's lists it was believ-
ed by Mr. Turkington that there |
was a possibility that a rush of
voters during the last few hours
of the election would swamp the
polls. Consequently he took the
added protection of providing paper
Fallots. Booths will be erected so
that these can be used in case the
paper ballots are necessary.

Manchester First

Manchester was the first town to
ask for these emergency ballots.
New London quickly fcllowed Man-
chester’'s application and any other
town may secure paper ballots if
they are applied for by the Tuesday |
before election. This added pre-
caution assures that there will be |
no danger of a breakdown of the
clection machinery of the state,
according to the Secretary of State's
office.

LOANED MONEY WORRIES
WASHINGTON'S OFFICIALS

!Loans From New York'

Banks Alone Nearly Five!
Billions—Fear Too Much
Speculation.

Washington, D, C., Oect. 26.—
Congress will have plenty to worry
about over the brokers' loan situa-
tion when it goes into session in
December.

Speculative loans from the New
York Federal Reserve member
banks alone were nearly $5,000,-
000,000 today, while Stock Market
loans are considerably beyond that
figure.

For three successive weeks new
records have been established, the
last jump reported by the Federal
Reserve Board having been aboyt
$108,000,000,

This tremendous use of borrow-

ed money for speculative activities
has come in spite of action in the
eastern reserve banks in establish-
ing the highest rediscount rates
since 1921, and in the policy of the
board’ to avoid any open market
buying policies ‘in relation to

add cash to the credit market.

Probe Ordered

. At the last session of Congress
when the member bank brokers'
loans passed the $3,5600,000,000
mark the banking and currency
committees were materially dis-
turbed and ordered an investiga-
tion. A Senate sub-committee con-
ducted long hearings.

Many Senators and Congressmen
felt that the large volume of money
going into speculative loans was
depriving the agricultural regions
of necessary cash, although of-
ficials are now inclined to discournt
this glaim. They point out that 32 .-
000,000,000 of the brokers' loans
reported from member banks .are
from non-banking sources, such as
foreign capital, surplus money of
corporations and other organiza-
tions and individuals who desire to
take advantage of the high rates in
New York.

Draw Bank Money

There is no doubt, however, but
that the speculative loans draw a
vast amount of money from banks
other than those in New York.

It was indieated today that the
brokers' loan investigations in Con-
gress would be resumed in Decem-

er. . ’

The board was assailed at the
last session for its action in“the fall
of 1927 in creating  an aftificial
easy money situation which preced-
ed the rapid advance in speculative
loans. After the big increase in
these loans the board tighténed up
through its open market policy. and
rediscount rates, resulting -in new
attacks from

'HOOVER, IF HE’S ELECTED

NOT TO RECOGNIZE REDS

To Follow Coolidge Policy
Toward Russia—Soviets

Must First Pay What They

Owe the U. S.

Washington, Oct. 26—The ad-
minisiration of Herbert Hoover, il
he is elected president, will con-

tinue the Coolidge administration's

policy of refusing recognition to

the Soviet Republl: of Russia, until
it has acknowledged debts of the
old Zarist government, it was learn-
ed today. ;

The action of the General Elee-
tric.Company in negotiating. a $22,-

"000,000 contract with the Soviets

has led to reports that “big busi-
ness'” will seek the resumption of
diplomatic relations between the
United States and Russia in the
near future. Friends of the Repub-
lican nominee however, declared he
stood irrevocably opposed to recog-
pition until Russia established a
government, which would enable
her people to maintain commerce
with the rest of the world, and un-
til she has acknowledged &all out-
standing nation&l -ohligations.

“The Coolidge administration
has stood against recognition of
Russia until her people establish a
government guaranteeing safety of
life, the sanctity of private property
and private contracts and the rights
of the free labor,” said one of Hoo-
ver's advisers. ‘“Mr. Hoover will
continue that policy toward Russia,
if he is elected president.”

Some Rumors

There have been rumors in Wash-
ington, since Senator William E.
Borah, Republican of Idaho, took
the stump for Hoover, that the Pe-
publicdn nominee might favor
recognition of Russia, These rumors
sprang from the fact that Borah
has been the chief proponent of
Russian recognition and has been a
close adviser of Hoover in the
presidential campaign. The nom-
inee's friends however, declarsd
Hoover did not share Borah's views
toward ftussia. As early as 1922,
Hoover stated his views in no un-

certain terms and then he declared-

against recognition.

. ‘It seems to be believed by some
people that if we would go one step
further in relatfons and establish
in Washington the purely political
relationship by a Soviet ambarra-
dor," Hoover said, *“then goods
would begin to flow—but goods do
not move in an economic vacuum,
More political officials will not solve

{ this issue; it requires economic re-

lationships and this requires the
restoration of the dynamic forces
of productivity and the establish-
ment of security for investment.
The foundation of these things
must be laid in Russia; it.cannot
arise In the United Slates.”
Another Speech

On another occasion,  speaking
against recognition, Hoover declar-
ed: “Our citizens naturally raise
the question of the treatment of
our fellow countrymen who have al-
ready invested thejr'savings in Rus-
sia, not alone because of any soli-
citude for the comparatively small
amount of such investment but he-
cause their treatment will be the in-
dex of confidence to others, and far
beyond this, because their lies here
a principle to which the American
people must need take heed.

““This principle is that unless for-
eign merchants and investors may
enjoy property and security of con-
tract under the terms of ‘the in-
stitution by which they acguired
them, or alternatively, receive com-
pensation for the loss of them, then
the whole fabric of international
trade and commerce will‘disappear
and the world will go up in chaos.
It is impossible to concelve .com-
merce between nations that is not
founded upon the right of property
and upon the sanctity of contract—
our only course ‘is to decline poli-
tical relationships - until " these

RINGWORM

It has been estimated that prac-
ticzlly one half of the adule popula-
tion of the United States has had
ringworm sometime during life.
This is a popular name for several
diseases of the skin caused by
small vegetable fungi Oor molds,

All forms of ringworm are very
contagious and ars easily trans-
mitted from one person to another.
These diseases are frequently
found on cats, dogs, cattle, and
birds, and are sometimes conveyed,
by handling, to humans. .

The ringworm of the foot is a
frequent pccurrence wherever peo-
ple use common dressing and bath-
ing rooms, Infected premises shonld
be thoroughly scrubbed with some
powerful disinfecting agent. Ring-
worm of the body is easily cured
by the use of a cleansing diet to
elear up the condition of acidosis
which is always present and paint-
ing the infected area night and
morning with a solution of silver
nitrate, fodine or mercurochrome.

Ringworm of the body usually
begins with a small pateh which
spreads out In a“circle, with a red,
scaly margin. The skin toward the
center of the patch may have part-
ly recovered and - appear normal
This gives the disease its charac-
teristic ring-like form.

Persons’ with thin, light hair are
much more susceptible to ringworm
of the scalp than are brunettes.
This form of the disease usually
only oceurs to child*en under the
age of fourteen, and is frequently
carried ‘frgm one child to another
by combs, brushes, and hats.

Ringworm of the beard, or bar-
ber's {tch, is frequently conveyed
by means of the .common lather
brush used in Barber shovs. Many
bourds of health now insist on a
thorough sterl!:zation of all brush-
es and utensils used in barber
shops, This ringworm of the beard
rroduces great srritation, and each
Laic is surrounded by 2 small cap-
sule of pus.

The fiingernails - are sometimes
atltacked by ringworm parasites and
become discolored, tnin and brittle.
"When this parasits attacks ecalp,
Leard and nalls, it is much Larder
tn eradicate than when the body is
altacked. and 2 coivee of many
months or years of ircatment may
be necessary. The hair should be
cut short and the affected area
Lreated carefully,

Only those children who have
been fed on improper combinations
develop ringworm, In the rare cases
where close physical contact with
another child suffering from ring-
worm produces the disease, the
ringworm on the child with healthy
blood usually quickly disappeafs,

Unlegs the systemic condition is
removed by diet, the disease al-
though cured in one place, will
usually reappear in another

Washingtor, Oct. 26.—Maine has
6 electoral votes, New Hampshire 4,
Vermont 4, Massachusetts 18,
Rhode 5 and Connecticut 7.

Herbert Honver will carry Maine,
New Hampshire and Vermont. But
Alfred ¥. Smith 18 giving him a
bard a kard fight for New Eng-
land’s remaining 30 votes, hoping
to beat dewn Hoover's victorics in
the townships with heavy city ma-
jorities. Op the eve of Smith's per-
sonal visit' to this battleground i«
appeared that the Demoecratic candi-
date had a slight edge In Rhode
Island, that Hoover had the better
ehance in Conneeticut and that
Massachusetts was a horse race.

If Smith has any chance at all
in the first three, states mentioned
it lies in New Hampshire. But g
is not a bright chance and the
Democrats will be surprised if they

win the state of Senator George
Moses.

Massachusetts is one of thoso
states which Smith is almost com-
pelled to win if he is to be elected.
It 18 much easier to imagine Hoo-
ver winning it, although his mana-
gers have done plenty of worrying
there,

The Republicans count on the
villages and small towns to vote
more heavily than ever for their
candidate, spurred by the Issues
of religion and prohibition. The
imposibility of determining the
sirength of the wet vote and the
dry vote and ecounting in the effect
o! religion is the prinecipal reason
why political experts are all
puzzled szsbout Massachusetts,

The Bay State in 1924 gzave
Coolidge a majority of 28,000
over the combined Davis and La-
Follette vote, Since that time
conditions affecting a presidential
election Lave changed, so that no
majority of anywhere near such
sproportions is {n sight this vear.
Among the factors encouraging
Democrats are the continued de-
pression in the textile industry;
the strength of Senator David 1.
Walsh, whois up again for re-
election—after licking President
Coolidge's friend, William M.
Butler, in 1926; the fact that
many voters are Iimmigrents or
children of Immigrants, and some
Republican factlonal strife.

The Qemocrats were careful to
nominate a Protestant for
governor, ingssmuch a8 Smith and
Walsh are both Catholiecs. The
population of the state 1s more’
than a third Catholic and the
Demoerats claim that they will
have this year the normally Re-
publican vote of the Italian,
French and Portuguese elements,
because the religous issue was
promoted against Smith,

Forty Harvard professors, In-
cluding Felix Frankfurther and F.
W. Tausslg, have declared , for
Smith, It.does not appear that
President Coolidge’s influence in
his own state will have any great
effect on the resuit.

Such. factors as these, favoring

Smith, must be cited In order tn
show how he can hope to overturn
normally large Republican majori-
ties, 'The Republicans reply that
many wets will vote for Hoover,
that the G. O. P. is experlenced in
holding the foreign vote' in line
and that the women and the
churches c¢an be depended upon
fo get out an enormous vote
against Smith.

Basic conditions in  Rhode
Island and Connecticut are
rot dissiimilar from those in Mas
sachusetts, Over a third of Con-
necticut's population is Catholic
and nearly half of Rhode Island's
The tarriff is an important issue in
these states as well as in Massa-
chusetts.

Rhode Island is wet, No state
has a larger proportion of immi-
grant stock., Congressman Monast
is quoted as telling a Republican
group that - “the Democrats can't
give us better beer than we are
getting today.” The Democratic
answer seems to be that the price
is too high,

The Democrats have nominated
o candidate of French descent for
governor and the Republicans an-
other to ‘oppose Senator Peter
Gerry. Senator Metcalf and Fred
Peck are fighting each otber for
control of the G, 0. P, organiza-
tion, The French vote probably
will decide the Tight between
Smith and Hoover. Rhode Islanli
is normally Republican in presi-
dential elections by about 85,000:
Meanwhile, Democrats expect
Smith’s New England trip to cinch
the state for him.

Republicans are counting on
the small town vote to hold
Connecticut, which voted Repub-
lican by 186,000 -in 1824, The
state is regarded as leaning to
Hoover. 3

Hoover before the Kansas City
convention, appears gtill In full
control of the state machine and
apxious to carry it for the national
ticket. c o .
* Democratic Committeeman
Thomas J. Spellacy -and  Augustine
Lonergan, nominated to run
against Senator McLean this year,
are not exactly political buddles,
but both are strong admirers of
Smith and are working hard for
him.

Hints On How To¢ Keep Well |
I by World Famed Authority |
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PUNCHES IN PRIZE RING
OFTEN INJURE BRAIN

By DR. MORRIS FISHBEIN
Editor Journal of the American
Medical Association and of Hygeia,

Pugilists know the condition that
results from a terrific pounding in
the prize ring in which the reci-
pient of the mauling suddenly finds
himself unable to move his legs,
dizzy, or as it is commonly express-
ed, “out on his feet.”

Dr. Harrison S. Martland re-
cently read before the Pathologic
Society of New York a discussion
of the condition called “punch
drunk,” which the fighters them-
selves all characterize by the
terms ‘‘cuckoo,” *‘goofy,” *‘cutting
paper dolls,” or “slug nutty.”

-He points out that the condition
usually affects fighters of the slug-
ging type who are usually poor
boxers and who take considerable
head punishment, seeking only to
returnp a knockout blow.

‘  Mental Confusion

It usually takes the fighter one
or two hours to recover from a
severe blow on the head or jaw.
If he has been “punch drunk,” he
may notice later a flopping of one
foot or leg in walking, and some-
times mental confusion lasting
several days.

Dr. Martland is convinced that
the condition called “punch
drunk’” results from a definile
brain injury due to a single or
repeated blows on the head or jaw
which cause muiltiple small hemor-
rhages in the deeper parts of the
brain. i

Resembles Palsy

In the late stages, therefore,
the disease resembles the condi-
tion known as shaking palsy or
Parkington's 'disease.

He has presented microscopic
