Madrid, July 80.—(AP)—Loyalist 
Spain conflzeated iia merchant ma­
rine today to form an armada of de­
fense and launched a desperate 
ground and air battle for possession 
of the strategic d ty  of Zaragoza.

Leftist forces, the government an­
nounced, were driving Insurgent 
Fascists out of the Guadarrama 
mountains near Madrid and back to 
Avila and Segovia.

In addition to giving merchant 
ships an official naval status, au- 
tborlUes summoned d l  mtUtary and 
dvU fliers to the Cuatro Vlentos air­
drome for orders to join in antl- 
Fasdst flights.

The boom of rebel cannon in the 
Ouadarramas was believed by Loy- 
sUsta to be a covering tarrage for 
an insurgent retreat

Rebels Have 4 Cities 
Zaragoza, SevUIe, Cordoba and 

Granada still were in rebd hands, 
but the government claimed the In­
surgents were demoraliz(^ because 
of lack of dtizen support 

AU four dties were the targets, 
however, of powerful attacks by 
loyal planes, militiamen, troops and 
guarda ^

Authorities said Barcelona, Valen- 
d a  and Madrid were “completely 
normal.”

BREWERY HEAD 
CHARGED WITH 
S T A M ^ U D S

W arrant Issned for J o b  F. 
Hagearty; CaDed First 
Case of Its Kind in die 
Country.

New Haven, July 80.—(AP) — 
United States Marshal Bernard 
Fitch sold today he had a  warrant 
for the arrest of John F. Hagearty, 
president and treasurer of the Elm 
City Brewing company In connec­
tion with the seizure of Federal offi­
cers of a number of counterfeit In­
ternal revenue stamps.

Marshal Fitch said the warrant, 
sworn out by U. S. Commissioner 
Robert H. Alcorn, charged t|ie use 
of the bogus stamps In connection 
with the finding of spurious labels 
on 150 empty beer barrels origln- 
aUy consigned to taverns about the 
state by the brewery.

Pitch said Hagearty would be ar­
rested upon bis voluntary appear­
ance-at the marshal’s office In the 
Federal buUding, a procedure agreed 
to by (Commissioner Alcom, who is­
sued the warrant last night.

In Brother's Custody.
Judge William E. Hagearty, of 

New Britain, brother of the brew­
ery head, said tbe accused had been 
paroled in his custody and probably 
would be formally arrested Monday.

The brewery president said he 
was the victim of fraud, asserting 
that Insofar as he was ^roncemed, 
the firm always had usea the legal 
stamps as furnished by the Internal 
Revenue Department.

Fitch said tbe warrant calls for 
the arrest of Hagearty as head of 
the brewery and as an individual.

Hagearty eaid 'he would appear 
a t Fitch’s office for service of the 
warrant either today or tomorrow.

The seizure of counterfeit stamps 
was announced late yesterday in 
Boston by Robert C. Coyne, assist­
ant supervisor of tbe Federal alco­
holic t u  unit in New England, who 
said It was the first case of Its kind 
In the wuntry, and that arrests 
would fbUow “ within a fsw houra,”

Joseph C. O’Kane, head of the 
Federal tax unit for Connecticut, 
said use of tbe fake stamps consti­
tuted a  "gigantic fraud” on the gov­
ernment and the public as well as 
other brewers.

FAMILY WEAVERS JOIN 
PATERSON’S SILK STRIKE

Small Mill W orkers Expect 
to Have All Closed by 
Night; Large Plants Not 
Involved.

Paterson, N. J., July 30.—(AP)— 
"Flying squadrons” of "family mill” 
silk weavers patrolled the city today 
in an effort to moke the small man­
ufacturers’ strike for higher com 
mls.sion weaving prices 100 per cent 
effective by tonight.

The strike Is directed against the 
large brokers and converters who 
furnish the small weavers with or­
ders and raw silk.

The weavers seek an increase of 
approximately 25 per cent In the 
four cents a yard rate now paid, 
contending that under present prices 
many of the plants yield less than 
310 a week.

Abraham Brenman, counsel to 
the Silk Commission Manufactur­
ers’ Association, estimated the shops 
ot 22 of the members were closed 
last night and the remaining 100 
would be closed by tonight.

Estimates of the number of loops 
operated in the ‘‘family plante' 
ranged from 3,000 to 6,000. The 
larger plante were unaffected by the 
strike.

Landlords Bock It.
Landlords and machinery com­

panies to which the strikers are In­
debted were reported supporting 
the strike. The plan was to fore­
close on any mill remaining open.

Weaving on commission has 
grown up in Paterson in the post 
20 years, starting with operation of 
one or two looms in houses and 
sometimes in woodsheds.

Two of the brokers had offered to 
pay tbe proposed one-cent Increase

the price for weaving a yard of 
broadcloth, Brenman said. He said

A stage magician, Dunninger is 
custodian of a  510,000 fund payable 
to anyone who can produce a  real, 
honest-to-goodness ghost that he 
cannot expose as a fraud or dupU- 
cate through trickery.

Police and p io fi^onal ghost- 
hunters gathered with Dunninger 
last night inside a  musty, four-story 
tenement building on East 86 th 
street for the phiintom watch. Hun­
dreds of curious stood silently out­
ride.

They waited for tbe supposed 
ghost of an aged woman, kUM by 
her drunken husband. Some say she 
stalks tbe halls nightly.

Only Everett Davidson, a 24-year 
old salesman who walked Into the 
buqdlng uaObaerved, claimed to have 
seen an apparition.

FARNSWORTH DENIES 
SELLING WAR SECRETS

Former Naval Officer Pleads 
Innocent and Is Then Pat 
Back in Jail to Await ’TriaL
Washington, July 80.— (AP) — 

John S. Farnsworth, whose career 
in the American Navy ended dis­
mally in court martial a number of 
years ago. angrily denied In the 
District of Columbia Federal Court 
today that he bad betrayed hla 
country's defense secrets to a for­
eign power.

Strengthened and steadied by a 
two weeks "rest”  In the District of 
Columbia Jail, the former lieutenant 
commander appeared before Justice 
Oscar Luhring to plead Innocence to 
two offenses changed by a Federal 
Grand Jury.

The Indictment returned by the 
Jury last week said Farnsworth had 
delivered a confidential naval pub­
lication, "The Service of Informa­
tion and Security,” to a Japanese 
agent in August, 1934. It also 
charged he had attempted to make 
such a delivery.

Farnsworth, seemingly cheery 
and confident, was returned to the 
district Jail after today's arraign­
ment to await trial before a Fed­
eral Court Jury early In October. 
William E. Leahy, his attorney, said 
he "probably” would not be able to 
post $10,000 bond.

The accused former officer Is a 
one-time resident of Cincinnati, 
Ohio, q graduate of the Naval 
Academy at Annapolis and well 
known In the national capital, 
where he waa taken Into custody re­
cently by Naval Intelligence and 
Justice Department officers.

Beauty, Historic Interest 
Y In Tour Through Quebec

I t s  MART TATL6R
' Not In many yearn has the writer 
had a vacation trip worth talking 
edxnit, and while wo looked lon$(ing- 
ly>—on the map—at Nova Scotia and 
Oaspe, time and funds did not per­
mit a trip of that length. We bad 
to content ourselves with a tour of 
many places visited previously, but 
it only served to deepen our appre­
ciation of their beauty or historic 
Interest

Motoring toward tbe northern 
New England shore we passed 
through Concord and Sudbury, 
tfosS., the Readings, Newburyport, 
Portsmouth, N. H„ and the Maine 
towns on Route 1, spending the first 
night at Old Orchard beach, where 
so many of our townspeople pass 
their vacation In August

Maine Desert
The following morning we drove 

northward to Portland and Free­
port, and our curiosity about the 
-much-advertised “Desert of Maine,” 

to be satisfied. Inasmuch as It 
—  only "5 minutes from Route 1.” 

It might bo by air but not by that 
rough roadw^. Thia natural phe­
nomenon has developed within the 
confines of the town of Freeport on 
Casco bay. The desert covers 300 
acres, including a farm on land 
cleared 200 years ago and cultlvat 
ed for over 150 years by the de 
scendants of the original Tuttle 
family. Only the ancient bam fs 
standing, and what was once farm­
land and orchard became on ever- 
broadening stretch of sand dunes 
burying tall trees, and those of a 
lower growth.

It was a strange sight to see the 
tops of apple and cherry trees with 
tbe appearance of mere bushes. 
Tbe {^ d e  assured us that the ap­
ple trees bad blossomed this spring 
and the cherry twigs had borne 
fruit which was carried away as 
souvenirs by the tourists. The sand 
Is exceedingly fine and varied In 
color and le bottled for sale to sight­
seers. One shudders to think how 
many Sabaras may develop through 
the Middle West If there is to be a 
yearly recurrence of the drought of 
the last few years.

At Brunswick we left the shore 
route, passed through the capital 
city, Augusta, WatervUle, Skowhe- 
gan, Solon and Bingham where we 
motored through the private roads 
of the Great Northern Paper com­
pany to Greenville at the lower Up 
of Moosehead Lake. That little 
town 1s Just now celebrating Its cen­
tennial. We continued to parallel 
the west shore of the lake, the larg­
est In Maine, unUl we came to 
Rockwood near Mount Kineo, where 
we spent the night at the Inn. The 
proprietors spoke of their pleasant 
aasodaUons with our former Gov­
ernor John H. Trumbull and hla 
family, and the John Coolidges. The 
Trumbull summer home Is at Spen­
cer Island on the l&ke. Moosehead 
Lake .particularly interested the 
writer.

Into Quebec.
A guide advised continuing on 

through the! private roads of the G. 
N. P. company to St. 2tocharie, Que- 
bto, and this we did. It was an ex- 
ceUent dirt road and almost no cars 
were encoimtered on the trip. This 
brought us southeast of the city of 
Quebec, through quaint French vil­
lages and more or less prosperous 
farmlands. They were haying all 
through Quebec last week, women 
as well as men, but for that matter 
they were doing so In porUons of 
Maine and an interesting sight not 
far from Portland, where road con 
strucUon was under way, was i 
gray-halred woman, driving a pair 
of horses, drawing a load of hay, 
and behind her a string of automo­
biles. 'Along a Canadian highway 
we were somewhat Indignant to see 
a pair of dogs harnessed to a 
wagon, drawing a full grown man 
up a hill. One thing that Im­
pressed the men of our party was 
to note so many of their sex smok­
ing and taking it easy on the nar­
row, sbelf-llke verandas that adorn 
their humble homes.

‘The eagerness of the French peo­
ple, both old and young for ready 
money goes to extreme sometimes. 
Attracted by the alg , "Chicken 
Dinner," at a small-town hotel, we 
slowed up and out rushed the pro­
prietor, exclaiming "Eat! Eat!" He 
directed us where to park and led 
the-way to the dining room and by 
that time hla knowledge of English 
waa exhausted. We had a fair meal 
but chicken wasn’t on the day's 
pienu- .Again while enjoying a meal 
at another Inn, we came out to find 
Mveral boys busll, engaged In 
waahlng our car. They were taking 
b chance on getting paid for It, and 
no doubt in every case they are re­
warded for their enterprises by the

Nowhere In Quebec, at least where 
I have traveled In the province, are 
there more houses of tbe quaint old 
French type than on this road to 
S t Anne's which .follows the St. 
Lawrence up be}rond Quebec. They 
are of stone and of stucco or plaster 
finish, steep-roofed and the flat- 
roofed style with dormer windows. 
The barns are moat artistic, usually 
white with arched red doors and 
small windows, very many of them 
with driveways leading to the sec­
ond story for convenience to storing 
the hay.

The hew church at S t Aime's has 
been completed since we were there, 
in 1927 I believe, and It certainly 
la a magnificent edifice, plain com­
pared with the cathedrals of earlier 
years but beautiful beyond descrip­
tion. The original sanctuary built 
in tbe year 16^ is still preserved but 
reinforced, and the second place of 
worship the "Basilica" close by on 
the steep hillside across from the 
new church and monastery. The 
finger bone of St. Anne, mother of 
the blessed Virgin, the gift of 
French priests. Is still preserved and 
believed to have effected countless 
cures. At any rate there are any 
number of canes and crutches with 
a history of the faith cures attach­
ed. in tbe new church. The moun­
tain spring near the Basilica Is also 
believed to have great efficacy for 
various ailments, and one of our 
party Interestedly watched the tour­
ists lave different parts of their 
bodies with the water, drink It or 
carry It away In bottles, while the 
rest of us viewed the world-famous 
panoramic oil painting of Jerusalem 
and the day of the crucifixion and 
other points of Interest in the vicin­
ity.

“We Are English"
Returning from St. Anne’s we saw 

a sign at a large French-style house 
or Inn, "We Are English.”  Wo 
stopped for supper and on the table 
the writer noticed white emd gold 
china of a pattern used by her 
grandmother.

On the wall waa a large picture 
of Queen Victoria and many other 
evidences that the family was of 
British descent. The “nosy" re­
porter waa soon quizzing the pro­
prietor who proved to be English 
all.right and born In Quebec, or 
"Kebec" as the French term IL He 
said It was his second summer and 
he was doing so well that he had 
Just added a large glassed-in dining 
porch to the rear of the house which 
was more than 150 years old, and 
that the upper floor which was only 
a loft he had coni^rted Into com­
fortable sleeping rooms. We liked 
It so well we spent the night there. 
The wife of the proprietor waa 
French and her English and nis 
French were, matched and a good 
combination. •

There is so much of Interest In the 
cities of Quebec and Montreal we 
will not attempt a description. They 
are both situated on the St. Law- 
rench river, Canada's crowning 
glory, through the deep channel of 
which ocean liners steam down------ — -----— uown to
the docks to Montreal. The latter 
has far-outdistanced Quebec In 
growth and population. We spent 
one sultry night In Montreal and 
took a tour out to SL Joseph's cathe­
dral and a number of other Interest­
ing places on one of the sight-seeing 
trolleys which reminded us of our 
open troUeys with their cross seats 
so popular on hot summer nights 
before autos came Into general use. 
At Maisonneuve, near Montreal we 
sasaed the Canadian branch of our 
local Bon Ami factory.

Custoiiw Entry
At Rouse's Point where we de­

clared our purchases and exhibited 
proofs of U. S. citizenship, we found 
the place greatly changed. New 
brick buildings were completed h 
1934 and a number of customs offi­
cers are required for the growing 
traffic.

A short run brought us to Chozy, 
New York, where we ferried to Isle 
La Motte In Lake Champlain. We 
had taken the Island route before 
through this great 116-mlIe lake and 
wanted to repeat the experience. II 
la named for Samuel de Champlain, 
Intrepid French explorer who came 
up the lake In 1809. There are 
many who think Quebec should have 
been named Champlain for Its found­
er instead of only a street in the an­
cient .city and a monument How­
ever the lake and the new C3iamplain 
bridge from Port Henry to Chimney 
Point, New York, are eternal memo­
rials to him.

remedy.

OsoUdge B trth p la oe
From Montpelier we proceeded to 

Northfleld, Randolph, Bethel and 
Woodstock. Near the latter place 
we visited one of the most Interest­
ing old bouses filled with antiques, 
a ooUectfon unrivalled In New Eng­
land. and on to Plymouth. Mrtbplaoe 
of the late President OooUdge, our 
first visit to this UtUe place in tbe 
bins of Vermont where tbe 80th 
President was born and spent his 
boyhood.

It is estimated that fully 300 ears 
a day from all over the United 
States, and more oa Sundayz, pause

at Plymouth. We talked with one 
of OooUdge’s boyhood friends, 
“Herb" Moore, often called tbe Will 
Rogers of Vermont, who pointed out 
the room in Colonel John OooUdge's 
bqme, where he, os a Justice of the 
peaoe, administered tha oath of 
oftics to his son In the early hours 
of August 8, 1923, Warren Harding 
having died on August 2. Mr. Moore 
said Calvin put bis beloved atate 
on the map by so doing. Hla seri­
ous vein over, be began to tell tu 
anecdotes of the time when they 
were boys together, and of the taci- 
tumlty of the president even tn the 
presence of crowned beads of Eu 
rope.

As we entered the room above 
mentioned. Mlsa Pierce, the aged 
housekeeper of the Coolidges, called 
attention to the table at which the 
president waa sworn in by the light 
of an oU lamp, and various other 
objects about the room. Numerous 
photographs of prominent person­
ages in the country’s history. In­
cluding Ex-President Hoover were 
for sale, one of them we noticed 
was of tbe late beloved comediem. 
Will Rogers, at tbe side of Mlsa 
Pierce.

Pew In Church
Mr. Moore called our attention to 

the Coolldge pew marked by a 
small national flag. In tbe village 
church. We noticed the celebrated 
cheese factory down the street but 
did not go to the cemetery where 
the president is buried, hla son Cal­
vin and 20 other Coolidges. We did 
however, before leaving the hamlet 
step into the room In which he was 
born. My attention was called to a 
motto on the wall, and 1 thought it 
so appropriate for the man who 
was ^ven to using so few words, I 
Jotted It down In shorthand In my 
notebook. It waa Illustrated, but 
the verse ran

"A wise old owl lived In an oak;
The more be saw, the leas he 

spoke.
The less he spoke, the more he 

heard.
Why can’t we be like that old 

bird ?”

Proceeding along the Coolldge 
highway. Route 100, and the scenic 
chain of small lakes. Lake Rescue 
the last of 4, we recalled that Mr. 
and Mra. Henry W. Lowd, former 
well known residents of Manchester 
had a place on that route. Soon wo 
came to the house and Mrs. Lowd 
was on the front porch. We stopped 
to visit and liked the surroundings 
and the view of the lake so well 
that we spent the night at Lake 
Rescue House. After supper we 
went rowing on the beautiful lake, 
visited with our hospitable host and 
hostess, perused the latest edition of 
The Herald which they take, then 
went down to Ludlow for a motion 
picture show.

Pownal to Wllllams- 
town, Mass., thence over the famous 
Mohawk trail from North Adams to 
Green^eld and home, in all 1600 
miles. ^

REBELS ORGANIZE 
DEAIUBAHAUDN

Fliers Ready to Drop and Die 
With Planes FOIed With 
Explosives.

Paris, July 30.— (AP)—Rebel 
fliers, undaunted by explosion and 
destruction, were reported organ­
ized today Into a "Battalion of 
D.eath.”

Gen. Quiepo de Llano, Fascist 
commander at Seville, announced 
formation of the "volunteers of 
death" tn a broadcast receiveL here.

The pilots are ready to take alMt 
planes full of explosives, he said, 
and hurtle the ahlps Into liberal 
encampments and strongholds.

General de Llano declared bis col­
umns had achieved new successes on 
all fronts In Huelva province In the 
southwest. The territory Is com­
pletely subjugated, he assefted.

(The fall Into rebel hands oi tbi 
important cltier of Huelva and Aya- 
mnnte waa reported In a broadcast 
received-In Lisbon, Portugal.

(Government troops of Gslicla 
have been defeated, the broadcast 
declared, wresting Corunna, Lugo, 
Orense and Pontevedra provinces 
from the tberals.

(Residents of Anamonte, In the 
extreme southwestern corner of 
Spain, welcomed the Fascist sol­
diers with tolling church bells, re­
ports to the Portuguese frontier as­
serted).

The Insurgent march on Madrid 
from the south is progressing satis­
factorily, General Llano added.

He denied the rebel forces "wish­
ed to break off relations with 
France."

"That Is up to the government

which will be constituted/' be d^ 
dared.

Seizure of 16,000,000 pesetaa (ap­
proximately $2,080,000) waa report­
ed at Vlch near Barcelona In tha 
Eplacopal Palace adjoining the his­
toric lltb  century cathedral.

The government militia turned the 
money over to workers' organisa­
tions, it was reported.

An indication of Fascist military 
strategy was given In other reports 
reaching France from Northern 
Spain.

Rebel armies In the revolt-torn re­
gion have temporarily suspended 
war movements, apparently content 
to maintain their ^sitlons and pre­
vent Leftist columns along the 
northern coast from .contacting tha 
Liberal militia in Catalonia, the ad­
vices declared.

Refugees Crossing the border said 
ammunition supplies were being 
taken to Loyalists at Renteria by 
trains running from Bilbao and San 
Sebastian.

Gen, Emilio Mola, northern rebel 
commander at Burgos conferred by 
telephone with Gen. Francisco Fran­
co at Muelva, said a dispatch to the 
newspaper Le Jour from Hen^ye.

General Franco was reported to 
have said his army would reach Ma­
drid August 15. About half of the 
Moroccan troops have been transfer­
red to Spain by airplanes, , General 
Franco was declared to have told 
General Mola.

AMERICANS START 
FOR SPAIN’S COAST

Nine Begin Trip from  Madrid 
to Valencia; Others to 
FoDow Tonig)it

Madrid, July 30—(AP) —A gen­
eral exodus of beleaguered Ameri­
cana from the capital to Valencia 
got under way today amid conflict­
ing reports of who waa holding the 
town.

The government claimed "com­
plete normalcy" and Loyalist con­
trol o f the city, and an estimated 
30 Americans were reported to have 
arrived there In safety.

Today’s rebel broadcast from the 
radio station in Seville announced 
the Valencia garrison had revolted 
and gone over to tbe rebels.

Nine United States citizens de-
farted for Valencia on the morning 

rain, and at least 75 others, shel­
tered in the embassy here, were 
busily packing to depart tonight 

Steaming toward Valencia, said 
diplomatic reports here, was the 
great United States Crulspr Quincy, 
prepared to take the Americana on 
board.

(Merle Cochran, fli-st secretary ot 
the United States Embassy In Parle, 
arrived at Casablanca, Morocco, 
with bis wife and nine other Amer­
icans from Seville.)

What kind of an ending of that 
depression is it that leaves one- 
fourth at all the people in the coun­
try practically pauperized? Or 
that leaves at leaat half at the re­
mainder with their standard of liv­
ing acutely reduced? Or that haa 
failed to materially improve the 
status of hundred;  ̂ of thousands or 
actual, millions of sdolesoent boys 
and girls for whom the future bolds 
the meagerest o f prospects at best

To our way of thinking the flg 
tires o f tha United States Chamber 
Of Commeroe, while they may be of 
value in some ways, are of no use 
whatever In Indicating the extent 
of any real recovery—and neither 
would any other set of figures that 
wero not based on the human val' 
ues o f employment and unemploy 
meat

This country can be said to have 
recovered from the depression when 
there la a job for every one willing 
and able to work. While there are 
still nine or ten or a dozen mtUlona 
out of work who want to work we 
are neither out of the woods nor 
surely on our way out.

By that teat and not by the teat 
of a fake "prosperity" should the 
doings of the Roosevelt administra­
tion be Judged. And by that test 
It haa gotten exactly nowhere.

NATHAN HALE’S GRAVE
There are probably a good many 

Americans, out of the millions 
familiar with the tragic story of 
Nathan Hale, who know why it Is 
that no wreath Is placed on his 
grave on Memorial day, why no pa- 
trioUe societies promote pilgrimages 
to his resting place.

couldn’t tell him. Nor could ths 
Information be found In any refer­
ence liook at our command nor yet 
In any one of eevoral booke dealing 
with the srouthtul patrlot'e life.

So our Inquirer, who IS s  perelet- 
ent Boul, wrote to the State Library 
at Hartford. That always accom­
modating institution has' replied, 
stating that the Library's specialist 
on cemeteries and soldiers’ graves, 
C?barles R. Hale, was responsible 
for the Information that Nathan 
Hate, after his execution by the 
British as a spy In 177S, was bur­
led In an unmarked grave at what 
is now 47th street and 10th aVenun. 
In New York Olty; the spot being 
now on the site of a large building 
whtcii hears no markci Indicating 
the historic circumstances

Yet It you ask a dozen Manchester 
people the whereabouts of Nathan 
Hale’s burial place the chances are 
that eight or nine or them will 
promptly reply, '’Coventry.’’

“DISAPPOINTING”
A number of governors have ex­

pressed disappointment over the 
Landon acceptance speech. One 
may wonder If any of the governors 
—who are all Denousts ■ are fa­
miliar enough with the definition of 
‘‘disappoint’’ to realize, even upon 
afterthought, the real significance 
of a genuine disappointment, to 
them. In the Topeka address ot the 
Republican Presidential candidate.

Disappoint—To defeat of ex­
pectation or hope; to hinder from 
the attainment of that which was 
expected, hoped, or desired; to 
balk.
That’s from Webster's Interna­

tional Dictionary.
Since all the gentlemen concerned 

are unquestionably anxious for the 
defeat of Governor Landon at the 
polls—and wore before he said one 
Topeka word—their natural expec­
tation and hope waa that the gov­
ernor, In the acceptance speech, 
would somehow put hla foot In It; 
eay something that would give the 
Democratic epellblndcrs something 
good to chew on. The proclama­
tion of their disappointment is a 
confession of frustration. They 
were balked. That wh’lch they had 
hoped for was denied them. They 
admit It, In admmltting their dla- 
appolntment

Perhaps Governor Landon didn’t 
play the game of politics fairly, 
from the other governors’ point of 
view. No doubt ho should have 
talked like an ass, for the purpose 
of giving them a chance to prove 
bis asinlnlty. No doubt he should 
have made s lot of lunatic promises, 
to provide them with the chance to 
prove his lunacy. No doubt ho 
should have employed abuse and 
name-calling so that they could 
abuse and (»U  names in reply.

But he didn’t. He didn't give 
them the handles or the openings 
they wanted. Bo they are disap­
pointed In him—deeply, grievously 
disappointed.

Well, who In their situation, 
wouldn’t be? Landon disappoints 
hla critics, not his followers.

CHEEKY
One of the most Interesting Intel­

lectual confilcts going on at present 
Is the exchange of views and feel- 
tnge under way between the New 
York Division of State Planning and 
the Maeeachusetta State Planning 
Board over a question of billboard 
advertising.

The Bay State not long ago adopt­
ed a law banishing billboards from 
■cenlo and historic locations. Ad­
miringly the New York Planning 
Division prepared to have its state 
follow the Massachusetts example. 
It sent out cameramen to shoot pic­
tures of obnoxious iilllboards, rack­
ety looking hot dog stands and the 
like, as material In a determined 
antl-blllboard campaign.

but the letter did bring a sassy let­
ter from the Boston planners.

I f  this business were left'out to 
a referoe we don't believe there Is 
a neutral person anywhere wbo 
wouldn't say that aa an exhibition 
of sublime gall the Massachusetts 
action baa no superior in the whole 
field of the cheekiest activity In the 
world—outdoor advertising.

Health and Diet 
Advice

SUNBURN

The summer sun la now flooding 
the earth with the full force of Its 
heating and healing rays. Sun­
light is essential to life, but too 
much at one time, when one Is not 
prepared for It. may be harmful.

The ultra violet rays aa absorbed 
by the skin are the ones responsible 
for sunburn and Inasmuch aa these 
are cold rays. It Is possible for them 
to reach the skin without your being 
aware of I t  For example, on a 
cloudy day, when the warmth of the 
sun Is entirely lacking, you can 
nevertheless be severely burned, In- 
as much as enough of the ultra 
violet rays will strike the akin to 
cause the charuclerlstlc burning. 
The heat rays of the sun do not' 
cause buming as the burning is 
produced by these cold rays. This 
explains why you could bo severely 
sunburned when you arc on top of 
a mountain in zero weather.

One of the characteristic features 
of this type of skin Injury is that 
the redness does not appear until 
several hours later; therefore, you 
can not hope to juclge whether you 
are eunburned or not during the 
early part of the exposure period.

It Is evident that people vary m 
their susceptibility to sunburn, and 
tha ease with which the skin la in­
jured depends upon Its thinness, del­
icacy and light coloring. The blond, 
having a delicate, fair' skin will burn 
fa f more readily than the brunette 
with a heavier and darker skin.

Most of the severe sunburns oc­
cur with those just going on vaca­
tion who are over-enthusiastic 
about staying in the sun the first 
day or two. The skin Is unaccus­
tomed to such exposure and b-is not 
yet had time to protect itself by 
tanning. Many vacationists make 
the mistake of trying to get a deep 
mahogany tan the first day and do 
not realize that sunlight, like other 
things, Is best taken in moderation 
at first

The average sunburn is a fire de­
gree burn, the skin showing a fiery 
red and appearing tenso and swol­
len. The extreme burning sensa- 
tii n which appears majf make the 
patient so uncomforUble that he Is 
unable to sleep at night. In severe 
coses, the affected area becomes 
edematous, that is, fluid collects as 
though the patient had dropsy. A 
little later, the skin itebea and then 
peels.

When you wish to tan the akin, 
expose the uncovered skin for only 
a short time and then gradually 
lengthen the time of exposure each 
day. In that way the skin will tan 
slowly, without any sensation ot 
burning. Do not make the mistake 
of lying In direct sunlight dressed 
In a bathing suit and then going to 
sleep. Before taking a nap, cover 
up with a robe or blanket

The ultra violet rays of the sun 
are beneflel^ In helping your body 
to make good use of caldiim. thus 
building strong bones and teeth 
However, neither the sun burn noi 
the tan are in themselves beneflclaL 
In fact the tanning of the »kin ui 
In itself a protective measure, de­
signed to keep the ultra violet rays 
from penetrating the skin. in 
other words, the one wbo Is darkly 
tanned and who stays in sun for 
ons hour will not reedve ths same 
amount of ultra viotst wa ths one 
wbo Is not tanned at all and stays 
out for the same length of time.

I f  you do become burned, apply 
carron oil whlcb Is a mixture ot 
lin e water and linseeft OIL Thla la;

obtainable at any drug store and 
will keep the air away from the 
skin. As soon aa the carron oil Is 
applied, considerable relief will bo 
felt. However, the wisest plan Is 
to avoid too strong a dose of sun­
light and thus prevent eunburn In 
any degree. Tlie one follownng 
that plan will be sure to avoid the 
painful discomfort experienced by 
the one who is careless enuugb to 
expose the skin for too long a time 
at first.

QUESTIONS AND ANSl\'ERS- 
(Is Pork Poisonous?)

Question; Mr. O. O. writes; “ I 
know a lot of people look on pork 
as poison, especially during the sum­
mertime. I  liked It very much 
and It has always agreed with me 
In your estimation. Is it a good 
meat?"

Answer: There Is nothing poison­
ous about pork, but some people 
have difficulty In digesting It be­
cause of the largo amount of fat 
which It contains. Be sure to (x>ok 
pork thoroughly by roasting snd it 
may then bs considered wholesome.

(Chronic Interstitial Nephritis.)
Question; Mr. George W writes: 

“Will you kindly tell me what ts 
chronic Interstitial nephritis? 
Should the patient diet? 1 have 
read your health column and It haa 
hclncd me."

Answer: Chronic interstitial ne­
phritis is a diseose of the kidneys. 
It may be .•onaldcred a dangerous 
disorder, altliough .rnuiy pstlents 
live for a long time before the dis­
ease reaches i fatal form. In Us 
early stages it Is curable through 
diet, exercise and the use ol other 
hygienic measures.

(Sweet Potatoes.)
Question: D. D; l . asks. "You 

selilom Include sweet potatoes In 
your menus, and I would like to 
know something about them."

Answer: When sweet potatoes are 
properly prepared by roasting or 
boiling they may be used aa the 
starch port of a meal in comoma- 
tlon wlUi the non-starchy vegetables 
such as spinach, string beans, 
asparagus, small carrots, etc.

OLD TIRE CHAINS 
W U I SAVE BIRDS. 

GAME BOARD SAYS
Hartford. July 80.—The annual 

summer toll of farm poultry and 
ground nesting wUdlife taken by ths 
broad knives Of mowing machines 
can bs gresUy reduced by use of a 
simple device uUUzing discarded 
auto Ure chains, a bulletin today of 
the State Board of Fisheries and 
Gama advises farmers.

The device, called a "flushing 
bar," consists of a pole attached to 
the front end of the mower tongue 
and extending out to tbe right sev­
eral feet in advance of the knife 
bar. Old Ure chains are suspended 
from the pole and drag along the 
ground when tbe mower is In use.

Tbe chalnF, brushing Over the toll 
grass, flush from thstr nests poul­
try which "steal’’ nosU and Ue con- 
csaiad in hay fields, as wsii as 
pheasants, qusu and other wiidiue, 
before the low-sweeping knives can 
reach them.

Tbe mower operator, wanted by 
a flushed bird, can quickly lift the 
knife bar and thus also avoid de­
stroying a brood Of nsaUings or a 
clutch of eggs.

“Game Management Clreular No. 
3", which describes tbe “flushing 
b<r’ ’ in detail, will be mailed free 
to any farmer upon request, the 
Board announces.

PROPER USE OF 
VEGETABLES iS 

AID TO HEALTH
Raw vegetables or cooked vege­

tables, provided they are properly 
cooked BO as to retain aU of their 
important quaUUes, and a aklad a 
day are health measures whlcb 
should be adopted in every horns, 
according to BUzabetb C. Nickerson, 
director of the Bureau of PubUo 
Health Instruction of the State De­
partment of Health, in the depart- 
me„t’a weekly broadcast todiw.

Use of raw vegetables haa uready 
become widespreisd. Miss Nickerson 
said. Even among chUdren tn nurs­
ery schools. Blender otlcks o f raw 
carrots are served, or these are 
grated and used jllghtly seasoned os 
a salad or for sondwlcbes. For those 
wbo doubt that raw vegetables can 
be tasty, the director suggested for 
the next family picnic a sandwich 
filling of raw finely chopped qtlnach 
leaves, tender carrots, celery and 
onion, moistened with a Uttle mild 
salad dressing and spread between 
thin slices of buttered whole wheat 
bread.

Eating of all vegetables raw or 
of certain vegetables always raw is 
not to be recommended. Miss Nick­
erson stated. Cooking develops a 
flavor and texture that In most 
cases Is desirable, and older vege­
tables need cook l^  to soften tbelr 
fibers for digestion, but tbe trouble 
la that moat people overdo tbis mat­
ter of cooking or fall to do it prop­
erly. Not realizing that all vege­
tables contain large amounts of wa­
ter, many people make the mistake 
of covering them with water during 
the cooking and then o f throwing 
thla water away, thus losing valu­
able vitamins and minerals.

To avoid loss of these bealtb es­
sentials, Miss Nickerson recom­
mended that vegetables bs steamad 
or baked. If possible with their jack­
ets on. Every home, she said, should 
have some appliance for steaming, 
even If It is onl* s strainer set over 
boiling water. Cooked over, not in, 
boiling water, the fiber la softened 
by water in the plant tissues, and 
not only are tbe health elements-re­
tained but a superior flavor la ob­
tained. AU vegetables can be so 
cooked. Cabbage, for Instance can 
be shredded and softened to white 
crispness in ten minutes. (Jarrots 
cooked thus with tbelr skins on re­
quire very little longer than when 
boiled in water and there is prscU- 
caUy no loss In food value.

Both in summer and winter. Miss 
Nickerson continued, salads form an 
essential part of iJie dally menu — 
there should be a salad a day In 
every home. I t  may form a second 
green vegetable at dinner with a 
tasty salad dressing, or combined 
with other raw vegetables, or as a 
supper or luncheon dish combined 
with fish, eggs, cottage cheese, fruit 
or vegetables. No longer is the 
salad leaf left poUtely on the plate.

One might think that our unhap­
py experiment with prohibition 
might have revealed to us for all 
time Just how false this belief Is, 
yet In spite of this It continues to 
exist,”  the report reads In refer­
ence to mandatory obligations by 
law, as they relate to patriotism.

“ It la your committee's belief 
that If there are any teachers In 
Connecticut schools who hold sub­
versive views and who attempt to 
destroy the faith of children en. 
trusted to their care in our govern­
mental Institutions, these teachers. 
If there are such, will not be made 
to change their ways through an 
oath of allegiance.

“ I t  Is the hope of the committee 
that the Department of Ckmnccticut 
never will endorse this legislation.'

Says Heat Wave in U. S.
Is Shifting Northward

Cincinnati, July 26.— (A P )—An^suddenly subjected to beat to which
they are not accustomed. We are 
gradually becoming accustomed to 
more beat, with the temperature 
rising on a long time basis."

"Chily those people accustomed 
to low temperatures are sensitive 
to heat. We are definitely less sen­
sitive than a decade ago, and we 
will continue to be less sensitive."

Dr. Mills said he traced the 
period of rising temperatures back 
to 1850. Before thaC temperatures 
tended downward over a pisrlod of 
two or three centuries.

During the period of generally 
decreasing temperatures, be ob­
served, “ the Increase in world pop­
ulation was terrific but as we move 
Into a cycle of higher temperatures, 
we eoncelvsbly may record a grad­
ual decreaM in world population. 
Fertility of animals goes down as 
temperatures Increase."

authority on the relation of weather 
to human conduct came forward to­
day with a theory that the "heat 
belt" of the United States gradual­
ly is shifting northward.

Further, said Dr. Clarence A. 
Mills, the world generally la getting 
warmer, and this fact may become 
a definite factor in birth control.

Hla comment followed a report 
of the Federal Census bureau In 
Washington that heat deaths this 
year were concentrated In cities in 
the northern tier of mld-weatem 
states. In 1634— during the sum­
mer of which thousands of persons 
died—the beat mortality was cen­
tered more to the south.

Dr. Mills, professor of experi­
mental medicine at University of 
Cincinnati, observed that "heat 
deaths come because people are

Burning along a slx-mUe front 
late last night the fire advanced 
within a mUe and a half of St.

The firs also had spread to a 
point 100 yards from tbs Little Ben 
mine and within one and a b «if 
miles of the Ruby Oulch mine and 
miU.

I t  was from those camps that 
the miners and their families fled.

Hides, who discovered the people 
with Ivan Champion, another ex­
plorer who plans further studies this 
year in the far-away district.

Hides described the people as 
"typica) Papuans—dark, fine-looking 
fellows who cany excellent stone 
axes."
