Under Sir John's plan, the board 
would have authority to buy farm 
products moving In International 
trade when surpluses accumulated 
and nrices declined.

Would Bo Held In Reserve 
These farm products would be 

stored and held U f^serve for pe­
riods of shortagee and emergencies 
arising from cron fnlluro.s In any 
part of the world.

Board buying would be under­
taken when prices dropped below 
a specified minimum. Board sell­
ing would be tmdertaken when 
prices reached a specified maxi­
mum. Thus, the plan Is designed 
to protect commercial farmers 
against unduly tow prices and 
consumers against unduly high 
prices.

The World Food board would 
have authority to aell surplus food 
and fkrro pr^urts to needy and 
Impoveriahed areas at apecial cut­

-rate prices. This part of his plan 
resembles the f o ^  stamp pro­
gram invented in this country be­
fore toe war to dispose of domes, 
tie surpluses to low-income coii- 
sumera at prices below those 
■which other consumers paid. 

Would Need Revolving Fund 
The board would need a revolv­

ing fund to finance its ever-nor­
mal granary price stabilizing op- 

 ̂ eratlons, and special grants from 
wealthier nations for financing 
disposal of surpluses to needy 
countries.

Sir John says no estimate of the 
amount of money needed can be 
made at present. He contends, 
however, that toe nations cannot 
afford to pass- up this opportunity 
to cooperate on a world food pro- 
gram. ^

The alternative, he declares, u 
a drift back to natlonalistlo poli- 
clea, a possible third World War 
togt n-euld end our civilisation.

The president engaged in some 

sparring yesterday with Rep. Clar­
ence Brown (Ghlo), who is direct­
ing toe OOP's congressional cam­
paign.

Chinese Ambush 
Coal Train -

Peiping, China, Aug. 10—(JP^ 
Four United States Marines iMt 
night held o ff aproximately 50 
Chinese who ambushed a coal tfain 
guarded by a Marine detachment, 
Marine headquarters announced to­
day. No Marines were injured, but 
two Chinese casualties were re­
ported.

The armed Chinese band detonat­
ed charges which derailed the en­
gine and eight cars of a 25-car 
coal train on the Pelplng-Mukden 
railroad about three miles north 
of Lutai, which Is some 60 miles 
northeast of Tientsin.

The incident was the first since 
the July 29 flght on the Pelplng- 
Tiehtsin railway in which four 
Marines were killed and 11 wound­
ed. Marine headquarters termed 
that fracas a Communist ambush, 
hut the Communists contended it 
was an attack by the Marines.
