"On September ”18 our entire

As 
Aha word of his death apraad rapid­
ly through our community, people 
In an sUtions of life came to the 
realisation that one of Manchaa- 
tor's outstanding citlMns would 
walk with us no more.

"Since 1929 John had bean a 
member of the Manchester Klsmnls 
Club. During the course of uiose 
years he served th# Club In many 
capacitias always with diligence 
and anthuslaam. In 1938 he waa 
chairman of th# Underprivileged 
Children's Committee, a type of 
work in which he took particular 
daUght. Ha served aa president In 
1841 whara hla good humor and 
aportsmanship added to the fellow- 
ship of every luncheon. In 1945 
Klwania Intornational presaed a 
program to toersaae Club member­
ship. John served as chairman of 
the mambarship committee and 
Manchester Klwania Chib exceed­
ed the requasted quota of new 
membra, 'fheae are only tha high­
lights of hla Klwania labors. He 
waa one of our most enthusiaatic 
members, a loyal supporter of 
every good causa, and hla presence 
at these Itmchaons waa always a 
delight

Isflaeaoa In Commanlty
"But the influence of John Ech 

mallan in our community can in 
nowise be limited to his relation 
ship here. He was widely known in 
Manchester and closely associated 
with many of the communities 
most worthy enterprises. Time 
does not permit me ito catalogue 
them one after the other and I  am 
hot aura It would be wise if 
Aould. It  may be better to think 
o f the man and what ha stood for 
■nd ballovcd In rather than of 
those apeclflc projects to which he 
devotedly gave himself.

"Whenever I  think of John Ech 
mallan I shall recall his firm be­
lief in three matters of profound 
Importance. He believed In eduea- 
tion. In boys, and in America. Hla 
conviction about theae three 
things was written In large letters 
across hla entire career.

’There is his belief in education 
He waa a pioneer to the Trade 
Bchool field to Connecticut. He 
knew the value of skilled training; 
the value to both the employer 
and the potential employee. He 
had a firm conviction about the 
need for all peraona to take care 
o f themselves and their families In 
our economy, but he knew that 
could be done only If persons had 
training, and training in those 
skills which would make them 
valuable to our society.

Edncational ConvIctloBB
"One wondera If It was the ex 

perlences of his boyhood and youth 
sitich gave him such a firm con- 

. victlon about education. Perhaps 
' as a youth he was Ilka MlchMl 

Pupln, the Serbian lad who hated 
school, but loved to talk with men 
about things on the outside world 
And perhaps like Bupin he had 
mother who said to him as Pupin’i 
mother aald to her eon who later 
became one of the great physicists 
o f modem times and Professor at 
Columbia University. "My boy, 
she said, "If you wish to go out 
Into the world about which you 
hear so much at the neighborhood 
meetings, you muat provide your­
self with another pair ot ayes, the 
ayea of reading and writing.
Knowledge la the golden ladder 
over which we climb to heaven 
knowledge is the light that Ilium 
Inates our path through this life 
and leads to a future life of ever­
lasting glory.” And with these 
words she told him the story of 
8t. Sava, the youngest aon of the 
Serb, Shupan Nemanya, who re­
nounced his royal title and retired 
to a monastery on Mount Athos, 
devoting hla life to study' and 
meditatilon. Later as the first 
Serbian Archbishop he organised 
public schools snd became known 
at St. Sava, the Educator. 'This 
aalnt became the patron of Pupln 
and Inspired him throughout his 
life. Someone like that lighted the 
fire of ddUcatlohal enthusiasm in

for tha equal rifihto ot man regard­
less of race, religion or claaa.

"The spirit of our country la 
symbolised by those totoorlal 
words upon ths Statue of Uberty 
which to mlUlons at Immigrants 
has loomed up to New ^ r k  har­
bor aa a light ot hope. These are 
the words written by a Jewish 
poetaaa. Emma Lasarus:

Give me your tired, your poor. _

Challenge to All 
"Does not the Ufe of this man. 

centered about these great bellefe, 
chi^enge ua to go on living for 
them ourselves? Is there any­
thing more Important today than 
to Uve with a belief in education, 
in youth, and in America ?

C^mslder this matter of educa­
tion. There is no shortcut to a 
world of peace and good wUl. Tba 
only way to get than la through 
the educational process. We be­
lieve In the United Natlone organ­
ization and Its legislative policies, 
but because our ttellef Is in a law 
on paper and not on a law writ­
ten In the understanding and con­
viction of people, we grow pessi­
mistic when the United Nations’ 
program bogs down and claroora 
to use guns and atom bombs to 
get the trouble over with in a hur­
ry so we can have our kind of a 
new world But there is no last­
ing peace In that! Peace wlU 
only come when people know the 
things which belong to pea<».

"This la an educational proceea 
—a process which must touch the 
chUdren of the world, the youth 
of the world, but more than that 
the adults of the world. The edu­
cational approach is the slower 
approach but It is the one that 
will matter. It  Is the approach 
which we muit more and more 
rely upon If we are to make good 
the eaenneea which have been 
made to our behalf In the days of 
the recent war.

"And we muZt believe In boya, 
or youth If you will. It was not a 
minister but a county sheriff who 
said at this very luncheon table 
several years ago: "Boys are not 
born bad, though some are born 
weak." Those words have ever 
eince guided my thinking about 
youth. There Is potential good In 
all of our youth thouili Uiere la 
weakness in some of them. It  ta 
thla potential good we ipust be­
lieve in. We must discover IL rely 
upon It, and depend upon it in our 
association with them. Young peo­
ple resnona to thoae who believe 
in them, have confidence In thetr 
ability, and some appreciation for 
those things of which they a n  
capable. Many of our community 
problemr Involving youth delin­
quency could be solved If Instead 
of always criticizing an^ ouUandlah 
things some youth commlL wa 
were complimentary about the 
outstanding things youth do. Some­
one haa aald that the person who 
1a really valuable to a church la 
the person who knows all about 
the church, and yat believes In I t  
Just so, It la people who know all 
about youth: youth’s Instability 
and impulsivenesa, youth's daring 
and devotion, youth’a cowardice 
and courage, who are the leaders 
of youth. It la peiuona, parents, 
sdiool auperlntandenta, taachera 
and bualna*a men who know all 
about youth and yet will serve 
them who vylU.Iead ua Into a bet­
ter tomorrow.

< Believe In Ideals 
"Then, too, we muat go on ba- 

lievlng to America. Ifot as narrow 
nationaliata, not by making our 
natlonaUam another raUgton, but 
by believing In America In tarma 
of her noblest tradlUona and hl(|b' 
eat ideals.

"W e must go on believing In 
America aa a land of opportunity 
for the people of Europe and Asia. 
What America has stood for la 
seen In the Ufe of John Echmalian, 
an Immigrant from Armenia, com­
ing to thla country out o f the 
cauldron ot reUgious warfare and 
racial strife, coming here to be 
treated not aa a member of an 
alien race but as a perron with 
riihts and prlvllages equal to 
thoae about him. We would not 
paint an ideal picture of the life 
of the InunlgranL Many stortca 
can be told at the dUfieultiea aome 
have had In hla land ot their adop­
tion juat because of their foreign 
accent or the color of their skin.

We must not let Jew 
become separate from Gentile,
Protestant from Catholic, black 
from white, rich from poor, until 
aome fascist leader playing upon 
our dlvldednesa reaps In our midst 
a whirlwind of death and destruc­
tion leading the whole world to 
disaster. We muat go forward to 
the future as we have In the past 
aa one people.

"And furthermore we muat In. 
this Immediate time rethink our 
whole policy of immigration. We 
have not givren that careful study 
for more than 20 yean. America 
needs the goodwill of the world to­
day. Wc could gather that good 
will In no better way than by 
opening anew the doors of our 
country to some of the dispos- 
sesaed of the world. We must 
stand for the right of the people 
of Israel to a homeland to Pales­
tine, but we muat be ready to 
open our doors to some o f these 
homeless and wandering Jaws, 
who have suffered more than any 
others through the tragic circum- 
Btances of the war. America la 
still a land of opportunity with 
vast wealth and open epaees and 
the invitation upon the Statue of 
Liberty must be now as never be­
fore be the herald of hone for peo­
ples of both Europe and Asia.

Veterans of World War I and II; 
In order that the Assessors can 

apply the aUtutory exemption al­
lowed under Sections 1168 and 159f 
of the ConnecUcut law on the pro­
perty tax of ex-service men and 
women ownership ss of October 1, 
1946, tha following procedure must 
be complied with by them; to wit—

1. Must file for record an hon­
orable discharge (or In the case of 
officers, a certificate of service) 
or other adequate proof with the 
Town Clerk, If the discharge or 
certificate U lost—not later than 
October 31, 1946.

2. Those veterans having a 
service disability rating must file 
with the Assessors a form letter 
from the proper authority (The 
Veterans' Administration) stating 
their percentage of disability—not 
later than October 31, 1946.

Note; Paragraph 2 above must 
be complied with each year In or­
der that you may be allowed more 
than the usual 81000.00 exemption 
which U for all honorably discharg­
ed service rhen and women.

This year, we are enclosing a 
form letter for your use to save 
you a trip to the Veterans’ Serv­
ice Center here In town to obtain 
same. In the future, you will have 
to carry through this yearly pro­
cedure yourselves.
