Washington, Dec. # — M —
Prompt approval of the full Mar-
shall plan for European recovery
together with “economic measures
against Spain to hasten the over-
throw of the Franco government”
were called for today by Americans
for Democratic action.

The seclf-styled progressive po-

litical organization urged that the
United States, as part of a "liberal
foreign policy,” give unstinting

Union Orders French W
Strikers to Go Back

Communist - Dominated
General Corifederation |

Of Labor Meets Ulti-
matum of Government

Paris, Dec. 9.—P)—The
Communist-d ominated
French General Confedera-
tion of Labor ordered
France's 2,000,000 strikers
back to work tomorrow. The
order met a government ulti-
matum to the strikers to go

back to their jobs.

Defiance Indicated Previously

Communist leaders had indicat-
ed previoualy they would defy the
government, which had set tomor-
row as the doadline for the return
to work.

As the end of the prolonged,
Communiat fanned labor crisis ap-
peared near, the Soviet unlon an-
nounced cancellation of her trade
talks with shortage-ridden France,
accusing the French of acts hostile
to “the spirit of allinnce and mu-
tual sasistance.”

The Boviet action was the latest
in & recent series of Incidents —
dating back beyond the Nov, 26
oxpulsion of 18 Russiana from
France for interference In the la-
bor crisis—in  the deteriorating
French-Boviet relations,

France, which has sought Soviet
grain in exchange for machinery,
was charged in & Boviet note with
“unliaterally annulling” a two-
year-old repatriation agrecment

with Russia for exchange of na-
tionala. The wate, handed to the
Frencl “tharge ¢'affaives in Mos-
cow, recalled the Fronch decision
Lo take over the Soviet repatria-
tion center near Paris, Camp
Beauregard, Rumsala ordered her
repatriation mission home and an-
nounced the expulsion from Mos-
cow of the French iisaion.

Ready To Take Militant Steps

The French government indicat-
ed It would take militant steps
against strikers who defy its new
ordet.

Benoit Frachon, the Communist
secretary general of the General
Confederation of Labor (CGT), to
which the ultimatum was delive
ered last night, expressed extreme
disantisfaction with the terms of
the cabinet statement, offering
bonusea and promiscs to the atrik-
era.

20-inch break in the main line of
the People’s Natural Gas company
about 20 miles west of this steel-
making town today snuffed oul
supplies to industries in & popu-
lous . area and reduced domestic
supplies to & bare minimum
sub-freezing weather,

The break occurred at Donahoe, |
Pa., near Greensburg, in a 12-inch
line supplying large ons of
Westmoreland, Cam and Blar
counties, Johnstown, Altoona, Ty-
rone, KEdensburg, Ligonler, Por-
tage, Loretto, Cresson and Holll-
daysburg, were among the com-
munities affected.

Supplies were cut off to the
huge Pennsylvania rallroad shops
at Altoons and to Bethlehem Steel
Corp.'s bilg mills at Johnstown, aa
well as at some elght other indus-
tries, & gas company spokesman
said, At least 50,0000 homes found
supplics of natural gas “hardly
enough to take care of house-heat-
ing needs” in 25-degree  tempera-
ture, thin spekesman added.

The gas company reported the
break was discovered about b s.l
n., (est), after a sudden drop n
| pressure on the firm's main line
castward,

Repair crews were dispatched
hastily as soon as the break was|
located.

The gas company expected o
have repairs completed this after-
noon with normal service restored
by ® p. m,, tonight. Meanwhile, &
small flow of gas for domestic use
was provided by by-passing the
break near Apollo, Pa, and feed-
ing gas into the affocted area
from the company's main line
north,

Tax Favored

Fairfield County Legis-
lators Favor Substitu-
tion for Sales Levy

Bnd;eportrDoc. 9 —(¥F)—The ex-
istence of _‘“atrong sentiment'
among Fairfleld county Republl-
can-legislators for substitution of
& gross retail business tax for the
state sales and use tax was re-
ported yesterday by Lieut. Gov.
James C, Bhannon.

Shannon presided at a meeting|
of the legislatoras at which the
sales tax and plans for its revis.
fon at a special session of the Gen-
Assembly next February were dis-
cussed. - It was the third such
meeting held in a series of county
discussions called by Republican
leaders In advand of the special
seasion,

At the earlier meetings, in Hart-
ford and New Haven counties, X
was reported that a majority of
the Republican legialators favor-
ed retention of the sales tax, al-
though on a modified basis, to
finance added state services ap-
proved by the Legislature in its
last regular session. .

Shannon said that 29 of the
county's 42 Republican legisiatora
attended yesterday's meeting and
that there was considerable sup-
port for proposals to repeal the
three per cent sales and use tax
and adopt in ita place the gross
retall businesa tax at a rate high
enough to finance needed services.

No record vote was taken at the
meeting in the discussion of the
taxation program, bul SBhannon
sald the legislators were unani-
mous In fleeing that the special
session's agends ahould be limited
to tax matters.

If the sales tax were to be re-
tained, he sald, the Fairflield coun-
ty Republicans appeared to want
it reduced as much as possible,
wlt: the list of exemptions broad-
ened.
