If the 
character of aa air force tells any­
thing about n nation’s intentions. 
It la the Uhltod States wMeh Is the 
world’s leading m>edalist la great 
long range bombers, whldi are 
used only for the business of car­
rying war to aomabody dsa.

So far as there la aay atamp of 
character on the Russian and 
American nlr forces, the Ruaeian 
air force Is primarily designed for 
defense, the American air force 
inImarUy deslgaed for offense.

For a high Amaricmi oSIdal to 
Interpret such a attuatton as one 
In which .Ruada la *hceklnf 
showdown” with us in the aU* 

aothlng more or leas than wnr- 
mongtrlag, designed falsely to 
alarm the American publlo 
warm.Its blood for war. Wa” al- 
ready have too much of thia sort 
of thing, mudi of It dertvlag from 
thb fact that each branch of our 
oWa military strength seeks to 
gain favor for Its own advancer 
OMnt by dnlmlng that it to far be­
hind the Ruaalana. Actually, give 
Air Secretory Symlagton his 
dMiice, and he would choose the

day.

Conduct In the halls waa soundly 
reproved by pupils who would like 
to be able to walk down the hall 
unhindered by groups of cmiversa- 
tlonallsta 'vho have planted them 
selves In the middle of the psesage- 
way— Buraly a difficulty which 
could be easily overcome by lOO 
pel cent cooperation of the atu 
dents.
