The explosion of an atomic 
bomb takes matter, the solid stuff 
of which our universe consists, so 
far as our elemental senses are 
concerned, and converts it into 
energy, which ia without body aa 
such.

Now, in experiments at the;Uni­
versity of Chicago's Institute for 
Nuclear Studies, the process ha.s 
been reversed. Starting with pure 
energy, scientiata have succeeded 
in transforming that energy' into 
matter.

Whereas the exptosioh of an
« ie-\^hich-requtvi«-him-to be leas Is the zeliltlT oT

man's talent for destruction, for 
tearing down the world aa he 
finds i t , ' the transformation of 
energy into matter la symbellc of 
the process of creation. It la per­
haps parallel to the process by 
which the universe itself waa 
< re.-ilcil and to tlie process b.v 
which Ita constant burning up of 
niatter into energy Is being com- 
l>cnsated for through the creation 
of new matter out of energy.

We can conclude, therefore, that 
energy may have existed, alone, 
before matter.

When the survey ends, it 
will, therefore, have co v e r t only 
about one quai^r of the state pay­
roll. ^nce ita basic purpose is an 
Improvement of working condi­
tions, and since it is always bound 
-to result in some additions to the 
payroll, the survey has been cour­
teously received by the institu­
tions involved.

But- the results of the survey to 
date have led to speculation that, 
if it could be-extended to those 
portions of the state payroll 
where the 40 hour week la al­
ready Itt^effect, it.m ight verify In 
fi'll the guesswork claims of the 
1M7 committee. If the use of em­
ploye-hours Ik no more efficient in 
other state inatitutlona and de­
partments than it has proved In 
the management survey findings 
t>. date, a alzable reduction In the 
state payroll would be indicated.

And the Lodge administration 
may indeed deride.
