Tehran, Iran, July 31,—U—
Promisr Ahmed Qavam regigned |
rtou‘rz in Tehran and other cmu'
su He gave up, after two
day, his attempt to form a govern-
ment pledged to solving Iran's oil
deadlock.

Before Qavam gave up, near-
revolutionary violence flarved, with
Communists strengthening Na-
tionalist mobs. Government forces,
with gun shots, tear gas, and bay-
pnets fought to keep control,

Twenly persons were reported
killed in the bloody rioting. No of-
ficial remson was given for
Qavam's quitting but apparently
he acted to stop bioodshed.

As news of Qavam's resignation
spread crowds began marching to-
wards the residente of former
Premier Mohammed Mossadegh.

Today's fighting broke out when

Nationalist  leader Mohammed
