The rectuilment committes of*

the local ‘Red Cross reveals that
certain quedtions are repeatedly

asked the speakers who have been
addressing cluba and other Man-
chestet organizations in an at-
tempt to secure more blood donors |
for the monthly visits of the Blood- |
mobile, the next one of which will
be on Tuesday, from 2 to 6:30 pm. '
The committee has released the
following lst of ‘momt frequentiy!
asked questions with the answers
concerning the hlood program:

“Who can be a donar?” Anyons
between the ages of 18 to 59 who
is in good heaith and has not had
an operation within six months,
The nurses at the Bloodmobile con-
ter will give a physical theck-up
at the time fo the donor's appear-
ance and if, for any reason, It is
better for that person not to do-
nate blood at that time, he will be
rejocted.

"Will T haye any serious after
effects from donating blood "

The best answer to this question
s to look at the vast numbers of
“repeaters’ who make up the
donor list today. If they suffered
any after effects, these donors
would not volunteer a se¢ond time;
but most of the Manchester donors
are third-, fourth., fifth-, and up to
24th-time donors.

“How long will the need  for
blood donors continue?"

That is imposaible to say. The
nead is greater now than It hay
over been. The healing quality of
transfusions is demonstrated more
and rmore each day, not only on the
battle fronts, but particularly in
civilian ' hospitals where blood sup-
plied by the Red, Cross hus saved
thousands of lives. It would be
easier to answer “when will acei-
dents and serious operations be-
come unnecessary?” for it is the

victims of these circumstances that

the blood program serves, and
saves.

“Does anyone have to pay for
blood received through the Red
Cross 7"

No onp, at any Ume, pays one
cent for the blood which is sup-

‘plied to hospitals and the Defense

tment through the Red
Cross Blood program. Some cor-
tain sections of the United States
are not allied with the blood pro-
m, and any tranafusions at
those places are arranged through
regular commercial channels, Con.
necticut, which & whally covered
by the blood program, is assured
that anyone in any hospital in
Connécticut receives blodd from
the Red Cross without any charge
for the blood whatsoever. Each
hospital charges a certain labora-
tory fee (in Manchester, $3.50 per
pint) which i= ‘& hospital charge
to cover hospital laboratory and
nursing fee, and does nol accrue
ta the Red Cross.
