And this was
something of an historic occaslon,
It was the first time a rasponsible
spokesman for any major nation
has declered that his nation will
actually recommend the creation of
an international police force to
keep order after the abolition of
national armies,

This was the essential thing
Ehrushchev left out of his own pro-
posal before the United Nationa
Inst fall. This s the provision
without which disarmament itself
would be anarchy, It |s as neéces-
pary as disarmament; without It
there will never be disarmament.

“EFirst. to ereate cerfain univer-
sally ‘accepled rules of law which,
if followed, would prevent all na-
tions from attacking other nalions,
Buch rules of 1aw shotld be backed
hy a World, court and by effective
means of enforcement-that' is, by
international armed foroe.

“Second, to reduce national
armed farces, under safeguarded
