Al the same time, Kennedy
gave his blessing to the Investi-
gation by a specinl 8Senate sub-
commitiee Into the Pentagon's
policy of censorahip. “I'am sure it
will ba useful,” the Prealdent said.

Kennedy told newsmen he had
submitted to the State and De-
fense Departments for advance
checking portions of his own State
of the Union Message to Congreas
dealing with foreign policy and de-
fense.

He said this Is the way a gov-
ernment as large as this one, which
deala with complex, sensitive prob-
lems Involving relations with the
rest of the world, can make “ef-
fective expressions of our views."

Kennedy suggested that military
men “seem to me to appreciste the
probles better than some ofvillans.”

The President sald he didn't
think anyons could do better than
to read remarks on the subject by
Burke, White and Gen. Lyman L.
Lemnitzer, chalrman of the Joint
Chlefs of Staff. Kennedy sald all
three underatand the “proper re-
lationship betwen the military and
civilian.”

Later in the news conférence &
reporter drew atiention to the fact
that Kennedy had not mentioned
the comments of former President
Eisenhower, also a military man,
on the subject.

. Bisenhower, in whose own ad-

ministration officers’ public state-
ments were subject to advance re-
view, sent the Senate committes &
statement Tueiday saying he now
feels top officials should not have
to submit their utterances for
censorship for both security and
content.

The reporter wanted to know if
Keanedy would care to comment
on that.

“No,”" Kennedy replied, but went
on:

“"Bveryone is giving their views.
I have just given mine . . .
President Eisenhower is entitled to
hold his views and expreas them."”

In his testimony before the sub.
commiltee yesterday, Lemnitzer
vigorously defended the preésent
speech clearance procedure,

Lemnitzer, the nation's top rank-
ing military officer, tesatified that
he submits his own speeches for
advance checking and welcomes
the chance. Like Kennedy, he
viewed It as part of the tradition
that civillans rule the milltary.

' Lemnitzer's testimony followed
that of Army Lt Gen. Arthur G.

Fig-
ures from this same estimate show
that Hebron's elementary school
enrollment, 261 in 1056.57, is ex-
pectéd to be 420 in 1066-87.

the same period, both reflecting a
larger increase than Andover's.
At RHAM High School, where
the current enrcllment Is 648, a
near capacity enrollment is expect-
ed in the 1086-67 year with 709
atudents, Ten years from now, the
total predicted enroliment is 1,141,
According to Superintendent
Damarjian, the estimates are cal-
culated from data reported to the
State Department of Health, and
application of the formula adopted
by the State Board of Education.
Future enrollment figures must
also take Into account that chil-
dren of the post-war baby boom
will soon be maturing and having
bablea of their own.

Put It down In that notebook
you should be keeping for the truly
extraordinary events of our times
that It was on the 23rd of January,
1962, that an American diplomat
proclaimed out loud in & formal in-
ternational gathering that Com-
»« munist China, the villain, was try-
ing to provoke the United Stintes
and Russia, those peace loving
states, into fighting a war with
one another over the Aslan king-
dom of Laos.

This historic event took place at
Geneva, at the 14 nation confer-
ence on Laos, and the charge wans
made by- American Delegnte Wil-
llam H. Sulllvan, and he warned
the Chinese Communists of the fu-
tility of their vile plotting in the
following words:

“No amount of machination or
provocation can forte tha United
Btates into a war against its wish-
es.
“You can tell your government
that the United States and the So-
viet Unlon have no intentlon of
fighting a war to the advantage of
Communist China in Laox"

In order to be worthy of your
seraphbook an event should be
clearly a first, even, perhaps, just
a little bit ahead of everything else
in foreshadowing the future.

Well, what our delegate sald at
Geneva was a little bit ahead of
what formal diplomacy was pre-
pared to accept at the moment.

The ncxt thing that happened:
was that the Russian delegate, one
Georgl Pushkin, grabbed the mi-
crophone to wax indignant over
everything our delegate had sald.

“The Soviet and Chinese posi-
tions on Laos," he prociaimed, "are
absolutely {dentical.”

What was really going on, ac-
cording to the Russgian diplomat,
was that Mr. Sulllvan was making
an attempt “to put the Soviet
Union and the Chinese People's
Republic into opposition with each
other, an attempt which ls purely
speculative and destined to be dis-
proved."”

That
straight,

Afterwards, Delegates Sulllvan
and Pushkin explained to each
other, off the record, what they
really meant and thought, and

set the formal record

such gesturds, Moscow ia not after
an ear st all, not even a very spe-
clal'ear, but after an ego.

In the fuvitation to the Presi-
dent's brother Moscow Is tnux-u};-
ed, in our opinion, not. In getting
mny particular word or proposition
across to anybody, but in planting
ingide the President's brother the
idea that he might become the
architect of agreement and peace,
This passibility, presented with the
charm of which the Kremlin can be
capable, would have to have its ap-
peal for any energetic, ambitious
Individual not consplcuously lack-
Ing In ego, Then Moscow would
have gomebody carrying the ball
for it, not in & game played ac-
cording to rules, but in one of
those Informr! touch games in
which the players don't even wear
uniforms,

We hope there s never, on the
part of - any administration at
Washington, any unwillingness to
respond to any positive Moscow
gesture, any Indifference to any
situation in which moderates in-
side Communism might need help
from the outside world to main-
tain their own leadership, or even
any diacourtesy to an invitation
which might, after all, be some-
thing casual,

But, if there is business which
ought to be done belween us, it
will not, If it ia good business, and
good for both, need to be whisper-
ed into any particular ear. We
think Bobble's adherence to previ-
ous travel achedules s discreet and
wise.

The Press In The Limelight

It haa indeed proved true that
the telecasting of presldential
news conferences has offered the
members of the press (tself almost
as much Umelight as the Prealdent,
nnd each press conference seems
to produce some example of some
kind of reporter trying to take ad-
vantage of such opportfunity.
Yesterday, it was n case of a
practiced attention-getter deliber-
alely smearing the reputations of
two State Department employes in
her own effort to make the head-
lines, which she certainly did when
President Kennedy responded with
his particular brand of icy anger.
Last week, the most conaplcuous
use of the press conference by a
member of the preas came from
some unidentified character who
mnde a pretty Ilttle speech In
which, while pretending to ask a
ques=tion, he presented his own full

argument why President Kennedy
could obviously not walt a single
second longer before ordering a
resumption of American nuclear
tests In the atmosphere, The Presi-
dent somehow managed to escape
from that well conatructed pollcy
trap.

U.S. sources profess to see n
movement toward & common view-
point on the basic lines of an ap-
proach to Cuba such as condem-
nation of communism as incom-
patible with the Inter-American
system.

The Brazilian campaign indicat-
od there was little hope of unani-
mous deciaive action by the 20
American states sitting in judg-
ment on'the Havana government.
