Lobbyists Seen Essential
To Legislative Procedure

The lobbyist is a mnecessary
part of the legislative process,
according to Tolland State Rep,
Robert D. King of the 48th Dis-
trict.

AN lobhyists, whether they
represent one client or many,
attempt to sell the point of view
of their clients to members of
the Legislature, King noted, by
utilizing varied techniques.

‘“Lobbyist is perhaps am out-
of-fashion word,” he explained.
*It carries connotations of bri-
bery and high-pressure influ-
ence peddling, and conjurs up in
the mind caricatures out of a
Thomas ' Nast cartoon.

“Today’'s Jobbyist is a far
ery from the past'” however,
the legisiator pointed out. They
are the spokesmen for many of
the businesses, organizations,
associations and |ndividuals who
will be affected by pending leg-
{slation.” AR

It is the job of the lobbyist

By April 1, 280 lobbying reg-
fstrations had been recorded in
the secrebary of the state’s’ of-
fice, with more expected to reg-
fster as the session goes into its
final weeks, ;

Some lobbyists represent
more than one client, Accord-

briefs and memoranda, to pro-
motle or oppose passage of par-
ticular bills.

Several of the state's most
able counsel and trial lawyérs
are among those who appfar
regularly, often with opposing
views on the same legislation,
King said. When this happens,
the legislative hearing room is
reminiscent of a trial, with the
committee gitting as the jury.

Other lobbylsts are ex-legis-
lators and former state and
legislative  employes with
khowledge of the Capitol
“ropes” and many of the legis-
lators, Others are full-time
employes of the firms and or-
ganizations they represent.

“Their common objective is
selling their pointa of view to
the lawmakers"” according to
King. Their approach to the
task can range from hard-sell
persuaders to goodwill ambas-
sadors, and sometimes alter-
nates between both extremes.”

Last Jan, 27, on the launching pad at
Cape Kennedy, the United States lost
three astronauts to some imperfection
in @ new model space ship, designed to
be our ultimate vehicle to the moon.

Yesterday, 8 Russian space flight
which was also employing & new model
space vehigle ended in tragedy and the
death, by cresh hack into the earth, of
a feading Russian ocosmonaut.

Both nations have now experienced
the same kind of tragedy in connection
with their space efforts.

® was obvious, in the emotional re-
action both ways in both disasters, that
there are few national, recial, political
or | ldeological lines in the deaths of
brave men.

We could even forget the cold war
for a moment or two in the dramatic
fmpact of human sacrifices in tha war
to conguer space.

Inevitably, then, at such a moment,
the vision of a more sensible world rises
before us all, as it rose in the public
remarks yesterday of James E. Webb,
head of our National Aeronautics and
Space Administration.

“At this dewn of the space age,” said
Mr. Webb, “man has the duty to seek
cooperation between nations such as the
U.8.8.R. and the United States on =
realstic basls. . . . Could the lives al-
ready lost have been saved, if we had
known each other's hopes, aspirations
and plans? Or If full cooperation had
been the order of the day?"

There are several suggestions that
such full cooperation, had it been con-
sidered possible, might have made a
difference. As Walter Cronkite suggest-
ed In his comment, the Russians some
time ago discarded the oxygen system
which, given the Initial spark from
some flaw, turned the Apollo space eap-
sule into an instant furnace at Cape
Kennedy last January. As he also sug-
gested, the much more widely based
American system for monitoring and
communicating with space flight, as
sot up around the world, might have
been helpful to the Russians this week

if they were having any difficulty In -

communicating with Cosmonaut Ko-
marov or in giving him instructions,

Tt may also be remembered that one
of our own previous space missions en-
countered the problem of a space ship
which seemed to be tumbling out of
control, apparently because of the mal-
function of one of the stabilizing rock-
ets, What saved us that time was ap-
parently merely the final exhaustion of
the fuel which was available to Lthe
rocket that had gone berserk.

But the alarm we felt then, and the
fact that we conducted subsequent
space missions without encountering
that particular kind of control! trouble
again may mean that we made an in-
tensive study of the stability problem
which, had its concerns and findings
been shared with Russia, might have
eliminated the trouble Komarov was ap-
parently having with Ws flight, which
apparently dictated the interruption of
his mission, and which then also appar-
ently fouled his reentry and landing.

There is quite a case, then, for the
sort of cooperation Space Administrator
Webb was talking about yesterday.

We are forced, however, to remain
eynical — cynical over the' possibility
that those who really hold power of de-
eision either in Russia or in this. coun-
try’ will ever, until they have experi-
ene_ed much more communal tragedy
than this, be able to elevate themselves
out of their mutual suspicion and rival-
ry, and beyond the veto influence of
m respective bellevers in the neces-
sity of the death of one side of the world
at the hands of the other.

A Parade LBJ Did Not Like

Lyndon Johnson, in one of those mis-
takes all men invariably make when
things aren't going well, let it be known
on Saturday that the FBI is keeping
watch on peace demonstrations. John-
son's press secretary, George Christian,
actually said the FBI was keeping an
eye on ‘“anti-war activity." Christian
wouldn't say “anti-war activity" meant
peace demonstrations. Apparently, the
business of the government expressing
itself |s 8 word game out of the Read-
er's Digest, So the statement not only
was disturbing, but the way in which it
was released was an insulting ploy.

The peace demonstration in New York
on Saturday was immense, The police,
who said the crowd was 125,000, under-
estimate crowds for peace demonstra-
tions and oversstimate them for the
Pope. Martin Luther King, who insisted
there wers something like 400,000, for-
gets he's a minister every now and then

- when he counts. Nobody really knows

how many were in the parade. Crowd
ectimating procedures are so ridiculous
that all figures issued are worthless.
But we d now that the word immense
can be used for Saturday's parade. And
that the size of the parade and the peo-
ple in it represenfed sometiing.

Now you might be able to show that
the organizers of the parade included
quite & few people with shaky allegi-
ances. The government also seems to
feel Martin Luther King ls linked to
Communists. But to pin Saturday's
crowd on the Communists is sense-
less. . . . 2

The Communists and pill-swalloWers
and lunatic organizations present
couldn't have kept the march going for
a half hour. The parade lasted for
hours and it was comprised of young,
orderly people. They mostly were repre-
sentatives of an organization which has
not appeared on the subversive list thus
far. The organization is known to politi-
cal writers and pollsters as Liberal
Democrats, These were not Communists
marching on Saturday, Mr. President,
these wera voters. . . .

So the most charitable thing which
cdn be said about Johnson's statement
on Saturday is that the statement was
a mistake and it was indicative of the
terrible frustrations a President must
have running & war. Now use of the
word “charitable” in the same sentence
with the name Lyndon Johnson is not
good newspaper form. The complaint
against him here comes 2as a result of
having looked at the parade closely for
hours.

On the television yesterday afternoon,
here was Dean Rusk, who probably
wouldn't say hello unless Johnson told
him to. And Rusk was saying, “. ...
the Communist apparatus s very busy
at this (anti-war activity) all over the
world and in our own country. But I do
not mean to say that all of those who
have objections to the war in Viet Nam
are Communists. But the world-wide
Communist movement is working very
hard at this."

This was diplomatic McCarthy. Me-
Carthy could have saved his whaole ca-
reer with the softy delivery and "I do
not mean to saay" sentence structure
that Rusk slipped us yesterday.

The other polnt Rusk made is that he
feels the net effect of peace demonstra-
tions such as Saturday's is to prolong
not shorten the war. He explained that
he feels Hanoi is not sophisticated
enough to understand that the demon-
strations are not a sign that we are
ready to quit.

Here he took you into the subtleties
and cloudiness of the war. The thought
that he's right, and that a parade such
as Satirday's could cost the lives of
some of our kids someday, causes you
to throw up. But at the same time,
Viet Nam has had continual fighting
since 1941, And our own fighting in
there was well underway two years ago
and Defense Secretary McNamara was
finally admitting it was going to he a
long war, a long time before peace dem-
onstrations in any numbers got into the
sireels.

1t is all very nice of Rusk to lay all
the trouble onto the people legitimately
disagreeing_with the government,

All of this goes into the general, end-
less argument which never seems to
provide an alternative or a workable
answer to Viet Nam. The specific point
about Saturday's demonstration was
that it was immense and that it was
comprised of the type of people who

Bus Issue

Again Before Court

WASHINGTON (AFP) — The
Bupreme Court is being asked to
examine once again the touchy
question of whether use of pub-
lic funds to transport parochial
school children violates the con-
stitution.

It #t chooses to review a re-
cent ruling of the Pennsylvania
Supreme Court upholding a
school bus law, the nation’s
highest court could ultimately
have to take a look at one of its
own rulings handed down In
1947,

The court is expected to an-
nounce before adjoumning in
June whether #® will hear the
case. A hearing, if there is to be
one, would be in the session
starting in October.

The appeal that could bring
on & new assessment of the
principle of separation between
church and state was filed Mon-
day by the American Civil Lib-
erties Unton and the American
Jewish Comgress on behalf of
several Pemnsylvania taxpay-
ers,
They are challenging the le-
gality of a 1065 Pennsylvania
Jaw requiring the use of public
school buses to carry pupils to
gectarian schools so long as the
schools are nonprofit,

The State Supreme Court
upheld the law, 5 to 2, in Janu-
ary. Justice Michael A Mus-
manno, writing for the ma jori-
ty, said:

“If the health of all children
in the commonwealth is a mat-
ter of legitimate concern of the
General Assembly, why would
not their safety also be a matier
of legitimate concermn of the
General Assembly?"

The two dissenting Justices
said the law was unconstitution-
al because it nided religion.

In the brief addressed to the
Supreme Court, the appeliants
said, “Many Americans are
alarmed at wha* seems (0 be an
ever widening breach in the
wall of separation between
church and state, Political ex-
pediency has clouded primciple,
and only this court can ciarily
the law on this vital issue."

They argue that ‘‘no one
should be compelled to help sup-
port institutions that teach reli-
gious tenents with which he dis-
agrees."

The Pemsylvania Supreme
Court based its ruling largely on
one handed down by the U.S.
Supreme Court in 1947 in a New
Jersey case.

This ruling sanotioned use of
public funds to repay to parents
of pupild in Roman Catholic
schools what they were spend-
'yg for bus fares,

The reasoning of the court,
now known as the ‘‘child bene-
fit'" theory, was that since the
payment was going to the child
rather than the school there was
no violation of theprinciple of
peparation of church and state.

But In view of
the secrecy thal hasa lways sur-
rounded the Russian program,
it was considered unlikely that
the commission's report would
ever be made public.

The disasler revived U.S. pro-
posals for cooperaiion belween
the two chief space powers In
space exploration, But Western
experls privately doubted the
Russians would be willing to
share their knowledge or admit
their shortcomings,

James E, Webb, adminis-
trator of the National Aeronaut-
ics and Space Adminlsiration,
said in  Washington Monday
President Johnson is ready o
act on a cooperative basis wilh
the Soviet Union.

Webb said space cooperation
“on a realistic basis” might
have averted the aceident that
killed Komarov or the launch
pad fire that caused the deaths
of U.8, astronauts Virgi] I. Gris-
som, Edward H. White II and
Roger B, Chalfce at Cape Ken-
nedy Jan. 27.

But Webb told n news confer-
ence he fell it would be practl-
c¢al to cooperate with the Rus.
sians only if they are prepared
to talk frankly about their plana
and their problems,

The Russians released only
skelchy detalls of events leading
to the point where the parachule
straps of Soyuz 1 fouled in land-
ing preparations more than four
miles up and plunged to earth
with Komarov.

There had been’ unconfirmed
reports that Komarov would
stay up for a week and that he
would rendezvous with anolher
spacecraft to a step toward
building a space platform to
rocket a manned capsule to the
moon,

Western experts believe
that the tangled chute was an
aftereffect of a more serlous
problem Lhat began before the
fatal landing, possibly failure in
the guidance and control sys-
tem, Informed sources in Wash-
ington sald Soviet scientists
made several attempts to bring
Soyuz 1 Lo earth before |t
crashed.

The official Tass news agency
sald, however, that Komarov
had completed his assigned
flight as he prepared to land. It
spid  the spaceship ''safely
passed the most difficult and
responsible braking stretch in
the dense layers of the almaos-
phere."

“However, when {he main
cupola of the parachute opened
al_gn altitude of seven kilomet.
ers (4.3¢ miles), the siraps of
the parachute, according to pre-
liminary reports, got twisted
and the spaceship descended at
greater speed, which resulted in
Komarov's death," Tass said.

Soviel space expert Sergel
Borzenko wrote in the Commu-
nist party newspaper Pravda
that Komarov's “last reports to
earth are a model of sensible
and crisp information, self-poss-
ession and calmness.”

“The difficulties that devel-
oped during landing had only
multiplied his slrength,"" Bor-
zenko sald. "'But even Komarov
with all his experience, ingenui-
ty and fast reactions could not
overcome what had happened.”

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Budget

Centers on School Costs

By CLEMEWELL YOUKRG

Loss than 50 taxpayers at-
tended the hearing last night
on the budget requests for the
next fiscal year totaling some
$000,687. And of these, many
were officials of the boards of
finance and education and the
town who would normally at-
tend a hearing anyway.

The hearing was held in the
Community Hall and lasted a
vood three hours. The largest
budget request 1s from the board
of education, and, as usual, the
largest amount of discussion
centered on these requests.

Requests from the town prop-
er came under some scrutiny,
however.

Domenic Ponticelli asked for
a breakdown of the planning
sommission request for $2.305,
up from this year's $2,185. He
was told that $100 of the In-
grease is due to increased fees
to the Capitol Region Planning
Association,

Ponticelli asked what CRPA
has done for the town. First
Selectman Richard Morra re-
plied that the CRPA works
toward the growth of the area,
not just the town, and that the
results won't be seen “‘over-
night.” He admited that Bol-
ton's representatives to the
CRPA have not been attending
the meetings and said he would
see that they do.

Morra explained thal a $6,-
000 item for Community Hall
Improvements, to be taken out
of Capital and Non-recurring
Expenses, is for centralizing
the heating system in the hall
imto one unil. There ars now
three furnaces.

Legal Fees Oost

John Morianos questioned the
$150 for legal fees listed in re-
quesis by the zoning commis-
sion. Marianos, who is chair-
man of the »oning board of
appeals, said that that amount
“won't begin to cover” the le-
gal costs of a suit he said the
soning commission is preparing
against the ZBA. He said that
he understood the lawyer re-
tained by the zoning commis-
sion got $50 for a recent eve-
ning meeting with the commis-

lectmien's clerk, the requests
for the town proper for 1867-88
worked out to about $234,575,
without the removal of ahl -
brary grani.

Superintendent's Salary

A perusal of board of educa-
tion budget requests for $6635,-
238 began with a question on the
figure $14,800 for the salary
of a superintendent,

Asked if this were not a bit
high, school board chairman
Walter Waddell replied that this
is not even the median salary
for superintendents in the state,
and that about two-thirds of
new superintendents are being
hired above the salaries of their
predecessors.

Whaddell was asked if there is
any possibility that Ralph Con-
lon, now acting superintendent
as well as principal, could carry
both jobs.

Waddell said that the board
had not discussed this, but “the
chances are good that the posi-
tion would not be combined"”
He outlined some of the duties
of a superintendent. Porcheron
also said he couldn't envision
such & combination, that it
would be a step backwards.

Mrs. Albert Hopper noted that
an item for. “superintendent’s
travel, conferemces, meetings,
professional orgeaniza-
tions, teacher recruiting, ete.”
had increased over the list
amount of $700 in last year's
budget to §$1,050. Waddell ex-
plained tha. the board of educa-
tion has power to transfer
money from one budget account
to another, and that this had
been done in this Instance.

He went on to describe $3.-
000 worth of unforseen circum-
stances that caused budget
transferring toward the end of
this fiscal year.

Among these were A teacher
retiring early for medical rea-
sons, with the consequent cost
of hiring a long-term substitute
because the teacher had 75
days of sick’ leave.

Albert Hopper asked why the
superintendent’s expenses in-
oreased.. Waddell said that
some-of the inerease could be
due to getting seniors Into col-
leges and to out-of-state re~
cruiting of teachers,

Guldance Costs Hit

The discussion moved on to
the guidance department. The
guidance director has received
an increase salary from $§9,-
700 to $10,500 and a counselor
will be hired at $6,700.

Robert Thornton =said he
thought both the raise and the
coungelor unnNecessary.

Porcheron read a prepared
statement on the careful work
of the board In preparing the
budget for what is deemed nec-
espary for the education of the
children and sald that any cur-
tailment would be detrimental.

Mrs. Robert Peterson, learn-
ing that high school enrollment
s 450, said that there had been
one guldance person in her high
schoo] of 1,000 anda she didn't
think anyone suffered. Mrs. Os-
car Kreysig agreed that one
man for 450 is enough.

Dead were Margarita Otero
Batista, 12, and her brother
Jose, 9, Their sister, Ana, 14)
was in oritical condition. Police
gaid they had been stabbed in
the shoulder, chest, neck and
stomach.

Mrs. Batista,
in bed but awake, confronted
him and he grabbed her. She
broke free and fled to & neigh-
bor's apartment on the same
floor.

Gordon Cooper and Frank Bor-
man to the funeral were aban-
doned because of Soviet cool-
ness to the idea. He said NASA
was told the funeral was an in-
ternal Soviet affair,

Moscow's newspapers pub-
lished messages of condolence
from leaders in the Soviet Union
and other countries as reports
circulated that Soyuz 1, the new
spaceship in which Komarov,
40, crashed Monday, had given
him trouble almost from the
time it was launched Sunday.
