Vietnam, allded forces killed
more than 1,000 of the enamy to-
day and Sunday and raissd their
toll to more than 6,000 Viet Cong
and North Viettamese dead in
the past elght days, milltary
spokeamen reported today.

The intensified fighting went
into its ninth day today with one
battle still under way below the
demilitarized zone. Near Con
Thien, U.8. Marines cordoned
off more than 300 North Viet.
namese troops and were trying
to tighten the noose around
them. Fifty-two of the enemy
were reported killed.

The U.8, Command sald that
more than 5000 enemy troops
were roported: killed lpst week.

The count has not been so high
since the week ending May 18,
when 5,348 were reported killed
in the midst of the second major
enemy offenalve of the year,

The latest enemy thrusts
ahashed by allfed fordes were
across Vietnam's central high-
lands and farther north along
the coastal Jowlands where hun-
dreds of enemy troops were re-
ported slain by allled infantry-
men and & massive rain of U.B.

On the routs through southern
Bohemlia from West Germany to
Prague, other signs read, "Ivan
go home," In Russian, Czecho-
slovak and English,

Passing through the small vil
lages of Bohemia, one asces
walls and shopwindows covered
with anti-Soviet signs, many of
them In Russian,

“We don't want your help,”
said one, “This Is our country,"
sald another. There were end-
lese varintions on the main
theme ‘Moscow Is that way,
please get golng."

New signs also warn travelers
of Boviet checkpoints o road-
blocks.

Entering Prague on one road,
travelers  encountered@ such
signs an, “'Sovist roadblock, 1500
melers abhead' and, “‘Watch out
for Ivan, 8500 meters from
here,"

Another phase of the sign
campalgn aims at confusing the
ocouplers and hindering thelr
activities,

In many villages and In
Prague, street signe and house
numbers have been removed,
Signposts have been splashed
with buff paint. Others have
beant pointed In wrong direc.
tions,

As n result, the Soviels are
finding it hard to get around.
Russian  truckdrivers losing
their way In a town can never
get more than a shrug from
Czechoslovak pedestrians they
ask for directions,

“BEven our children have sud-
denly forgotten all the Russian
vocabulary they learned In
school," one native said,

In the firet two days of the oc-
cupation, Boviet tanks were sur-
rounded by youngsters trying to
convince the Russlans to leave.

This stopped after reports
spread of hidden cameras film-
Ing the youngsters for Soviet
propaganda newsreely showing
the *cordial welcome' by the
Prague population,

The rule is now to look the
other way as soon as a Russian
is apotted.

I caught a little sleep before
belng awakened by the an-
nouncement that the Russians
were allowing people to go off
the plane in groups of four to
use thelr sanitary facilities.

The day faded without news
of our release, One of the sallors
aboard took out his guiter and
started a sing-nlong:

When all were aboard again,
the captain started the engines,
and what had seemed as life-
less as an abandoned railroad
car, now resumed It proper
character, Several Russians
were now crowding the alrbase
to watch us take off as I took
o few more pletures of the sur-
rounding area.

Everyone seemed concerned
about the posaibility of crashing
while taking off from the crude
airstrip, however, given a
cholce between that and stay-
ing, I feel certain all aboard
would have preferred taking a
chance, The BSoviet hospltality
had worn thin.

The caplain held the plane
with the brakea while he applied
full power to build up maximum
take-off speed. He released the
brakes and we shot forward,
faster and faster.

Over 1,000 Enemy
Killed by Allies

Military spokesmen in Salgon
said two battalions of North
Vietnamesa had boen wiped out
In a weokend of savage fighting
at the Due Lap Special Forces
camp and a neardy district
headquarters compound,

The isolated camps; at the
southern tip of the central high-
lands on an Invasion route from
Cambodia, held out naguinst
8,000 enemy troopa for three
days until reinforcements
fought their way in Iante Bunday
and releved the 300 defenders,

Al last report, all was quiet
inside the camps, But lesa than
two miles away from the dis-
trict headquarters, a battalion
of South Vietnamese infantry-
men, sent into the area to bol-
ster allled defensen, clashed
with enemy units this afternoon
and reported killing 15.

were woiumded. Bix American
advisert were killed and 15
wounded. An F100 Supersabro
fighter-bombers and six helicop-
tera were shot down.

American survivors of the
giege sald the enemy mutilnted
the body of one American who
killed five enemy soldiers in a
trench before he himself was
alain,

Two more American planes,
an Alr Force F¥ Phantom and a
Navy A8 Corsair, were reported
lost In ottacks on North Viet-
nam’s gouthern panhandle and
the two crewmen of the Phan-
tom are missing. The pilot of
the Corsalr was pulled from the
South China Sea by a hellcopter

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The Chicago Ordeal

The Democratic National Convention
opening In Chicago today s a Conwven-
tion which has not yet agreed on ita
own membership. It faces a divisive
fight on its own platform. And even ¥
the statistics which indicate that there
is a camxdidate who haa the required
number of delegates in his comer do
prove accurate, there is nothing very
happy and exuberant about the cholce
they will be making.

Rather Hke the Republicans before
them, the Democrats are walting for
the impossible to happen, And fust as
no new shining knight in unsullied ar-
mor arrived to rescue the Republicans
from their routine, so the odds are that
the Democrats will niso find themselves
bound to their fate as it has been evolv-
ing stage by stage through the events
of the past few months until it has be-
come almost inescapable.

It may be, too, that just ns the Re-
publicans came out of thelr convention
ordeal feeling better than they had ex-
pected to, the Demoorats may find that
they also have no place to go but up,
paychologicnlly speaking.

And it may be that the two conven-
tions, winding up with thelr expected
choloes, may actually be recognizing
the two most legitimate elaimants to
the country's highest office and the
two candidates most worthy of Ils re.
sponsibilities.

Before we get to any such stage of
philosophy, however, there ls the or-
deal of this week in Chicago.

The setting Hself seems almost worse
than any of the political problema the
convention faces. This s an American
political convention which s meeting be-
hind barbed wire, imside a wall of po-
lice, backed by a small army of Nation-
al Guardamen and regular troops in re-
serve, besieged by marching symbols of
a nation's unrest.

No ane could even begin to blame the
Democratic party, in particular, for the
fact that it is this kind of America and
in need of this kind of security. Yet the
delegutes who meet in the cause of
continuing the national stewardship of
thelr own party must feel depressed and
oppressed by the atmosphere surround-
ing them and pressing in on them, for
it is inescapably some reproach to the
whole American political system, that
it has not, by this time, helped build a
better, muner country. The would-be
rulers of a country have never seemed
more helpless, more prisoners of fates
they have not known how to shape or
alter, than in this convention summer
of 1968,

No Reliability In Mutual Enmities

The state of the world is now 80 con-
fusingly mixed that one of the oldest
and most reliable positionfinderw, that
of the mutual enemy, is no Jonger usable.

Most Americans will agree whole-
heartedly, for imstance, with an attack
on the Russien rape of Czechoslovakia
whicli says it was a ‘‘shameless anct.'
which says It was “'shameless in the
extreme' for Russin to pretend it was
nocessary in order o safeguard the fruits
of Bocialism, and which adds that “'if
the Boviet revislonists wish to hoodwink
the Csech people, the Soviet people and
people the world over with this pretext,
it will be abmolutely futlle.' We will aull
agree, o, with the opinion that the
Rumsian claim that Ruseia’s actlon wil
strengthen peace in Europe s out of
the “logic of imperiallam' and that it
reminds one of the occupation of Budeten-
land in Csechoslovalda by Hitler.'

We will all agree with such criliciam
of the Russian action

But we cannot, of course, agree with
the one who says it

For this is the comment of the offi-
olal Chinese Comununist press in Peking
king.

And Communist Ching, to us, {s elther

the same thing as Communist Russla, or
something a Hitle worwe,

When Romunlan and Yugosiavian
Communists, on the other hand, attack
the Russian action in Csechoslovakia,
we go back, perhaps, to some momen-
tary feeling of comfort of association,
becaume we approve the particular brand
of independence of Moscow developed
by thess two countries

But then our attention shifts fo a re-
port from Cuba, of the Cechoslovak co-
lony thore being permitted to demon-
strate In Havana and unfurl banners
reading "Russians Go Home From
Ceechoslovakia,” and we are uncomfort-
able again ot the possibility that Castro
and we may be on the same side of
something, and we reject the assoclation
because we don't trust Castro’'s brand
of independence of Moscow, suspecting
him of leaving Moscow only to associate
with Peking.

A world in which we thus have to
realize that mutual enmities can't be
relied upon any more is obviously a more
difficult world in which to orient our
selves. But it could also be the prelude
to a better kind of world life. The
formula of operating on a basls of mu-
tual enmities has never served for much
more than the breeding station for new
sets of ernmities.

Varieties Of Intervention

The reaction of & good many Ameri-
eans, including s couple of Presidential
hopefuls, to the Soviet invasion of Csech-
oglovakin seemn to be: It's terrible —
but then, look what we are doing In
Vietnam. The sentiment Is understand.
able, but the analogy is, to say the
least, imperfect; the U8, and Soviet
purposes are exactly the opposite,

America’s Vietnam policy is justly
criticized on a number of points. It ap-
pears evident that the Kennedy and
Johnson Administration blundered into
a constantly expanding war, without
quite realizing what they were doing or
how they were golng to get out of it or
how vital it was to essential U.S, Inter-
esls,

Perhaps Senator Edward Kennedy ex-
pressed the heart of the matter as well
as anyone this week. He sald the orig-
inal hopes that a limited American con-
tribution could secure South Vietnam
from the Communists have been buried
above all by the incompetence and cor-
ruption of our South Vietnamese allles.

“A (South letnamese) government
that has co ntly proved incapable
or unwilling to meet the needs of {ta
own people, n government that has de-
manded ever more money, ever more
American lives to be poured Into the
swamp of thelr failure. We, to our sor-
row, have met almost every demand.”

This has always struck us a cardinal
aspect of any American military In-
volvement; if the people the U.S. Ia try-
ing to help lack the real determination
to be free of their would-be oppressors,
then the outlook for the offort is bleak.
Imagine what World War II would have
been like had the European peoples been
amenable to Hitler's tyranny.

But let us not, please, confuse Ameri-
ca's mixed-up Vietnam venture with the
Kremlin's brutal assault on Czechoslo-
vakia

It may not be much comfort but it is
nonetheleas true that all the way our
Vietnam path has been paved with good
intentions, The U.8, did in fact, and
does in fact, wunt to save the BSouth
Vietnamese from Communist totall-
tarianism, In doing so, it also wanted
to abort the territorial ambitions of Red
Chins —equally a good intention, since
communism s demonstrably inimical to
just sbout everything of spiritual and
material value In human existence.

That {s the fundamental distinction
The U8, got stuck in Vietnam, mis-
guidedly as It may have been, to keep
men free, The Soviels went into Czech-
oslovakia, specifically and in the most
savage fashion, to destroy men’s free-
dom.

The Soviets did not invade in pursuit
of any big-power political play against
the U.8., or because of zny threat In
the area from the U.8. No, the threat
waus internal: The burgeoning individual
liberties in Czechoslovakis under the
Dubcek regime directly menaced not
only the Soviet gway in Eastern Europe
but also, by contagion, the Communinta
system in Russia itself.

Bome experts reckon that if the Czech
experiment in freedom had been per-
mitted to endure, there simply wouldn't
have been any satellites In a very few
years and that the consequences within
the Soviet Union would have been in-
calculable. From a dictator’s point of
view, the prospect justifies the Invasion,
but it is not a justitication free and hon-
est men can accept.

Such ls the whole meaning and his.
tory of the cold war. The U.S. helped
liberate Europe from Nazism, but then
it guaranteed the freedom of those na-
tions It could save from communism
and lavished financial assistance on
them. The Boviels, by force and trick.
ery, selzed an ‘much of Europe as they
could, subjugated the nations and
milked them, The U.B, made West Ber
lin a =hining bastion of freedom; the
SBoviets put a wall around Esst Berlin
o pen the people in.

All this should be obvious, and yet
there Is o growing tendency, in the U8,
and elsewhere, o view the two super.
powers as equally cynical and callous,
ruthlessly doing what they choose in
thelr own backyards and getling away
with what they can in other parts of
the world. Well, it just lsn't so,

The U.B. does have n legitimate na-
tionul Interest in trying to keep the Bo-
viets at bay, precisely for the reason —
how many times does ft have 10 be re-
peated —that the Boviets are by doc-
trine and instinet aggressors, But a large
part of UB, forelgn policy, however In-
eptly cwrried out, has also been anl-
mated by genulne humanitarianism.

Unquestionably that humanitarian lm-
pulse accounts for n lot of our trouble
in Vietnam, No sane person can say the
sume for the Soviels In Crechoslovakiy.

For ‘Drags’ at West Point,
It’s a Time to Remember

HACKENBACE, NJ. (AP) —
Bast Coast girls between 17 and
21 don't have to travel far or
spend a lot of money to enjoy
one of the most glamorous un-

forgettable weekends of thelr
lives,

For generations the smart
ones have been going to West
Point, which is about 80 miles
up the Hudson River from New
York City. They have stayed at
the famous Thayer Hotel and
enjoyed all that 1s avallable to

people at the United
States Mllitary Academy com-
plex.

During the winter, weekend
activities take place at West
Point {tself, In the summer, the
yearlings (third class cadets)
entertain their dates at Camp
Buckner, 10 miles away from
the Academy.

There are regularly schoduled
buses to West Point from the
Port Authority Terminal in New
York. Glirls from as far away as
South Curolina and Michigan
make the weekly trip to visit
their young soldiers.

Camp Buckner, located
around Lake near
Bear Mountaln, was once a
summer resort., It ds now a
training comp with a simulated
battleground where cadets learn
the tactics of modern warfare
during their summer tralning
period. On weekends, however,
it once again becomes a luah re-
gort for cadeta and thelir dates.

The girls' sleeping and dresa-
ing quarters at the Thayer are
crowded and cramped on big
weekends, and the lighting is
sallow, but the charge is only §2
with five girls to a double room,
and 10 girls to one bath,

This ia a bit tight when pre.

for bed or when rushing
to 8:30 a.m, chapel services on
Sunday, but a summer weekend
at Buckner, or a weokend at
West Point, is more than worth
these minor Inconvenlences.
Any girl wanting & bit more lux-
ury, for a bit more money of
course, cun reserve in advance
a regular single or double room
ut the Thayer,

At West Point, you are not a
date. You are a drag.

Drags use the Harriet Rogers
House at Camp Buckner to
change into shorts for a plenic
or into semiformals for a dance.
For five girls there are approxi-
mately three 10-by 12-inch mir-
rors lighted by one low-watlage
bulb, dangling from the celling.
The talk goes, “'I hope it'n dark
at the dance so he won't notice
this messy makeup job."!

The activities during the day
range from salling, canoeing,
swimming, plenles, and first.
run movies, to dancing on the

beach where music is supplied
by one of the bands on post.

Each Saturday night there s
a dance in Doris Barth Hall at
Camp Buckner. The atmonsphere
is as formal here as it la infor-
mal on the beach. Cadets escort
their drags through a white-
gloved receiving lne to meet
the camp commandant, his
wife, other officers, and the ca-
det hostess,

‘It jooks llke a convention of
ships' stewards,’’ sald one girl
as she looked out over a sea of
cadets in dress white,

Curfews for the men are el-
ther 12:80 or 1:00 a.m. at which
time the girls must return alone
to their hotel rooms at the Thay-
er,
Although no “P.D.A." “‘public
displays of affection' are pere
mitted, Yearling Walk at Camp
Buckner serves the same time-
honored function as the famed
Flirtation Walk at the Academy
proper.

Beyond an certain point, the
cadet and his drag are permit-
ted to hold hands, stroll along
the path around the lake forget-
ting some protocol, a few re-
sponsibilities, and for a little
while, the Army.

Camp IHlumination Weekend,
a three-day affair, is the last
weekend at Buckner late In Au-
gust for the yearlings and thelr
drags. ‘‘Recondo’’—Ranger-type
tralning—is over, the dusty
pack and combat boots have
been cloaned, put away, and a
Mardi Graa atmosphere takes
over,

Few know, however, that
Camp Nummation Weekend has
a longer tradition than the
Academy itself,

Gen George Washington gave
the first officlal order for it
from his headquarters in New-
purgh on May 28, 1782, The cele-
bration was for the express pur-
pose of honoring the birth of the
Dauphin of France. Ladies were
invited to dine and dance at
West Point,

In one form or another the
celebration became an annul
affalr at the West Point garri-
pon and Inter with the Corps of
Cadeots, |

Today it combines the two
functions of oulminating sum-
mer training for the cadets at
Camp Buckner with an oppor-
tunity to display to their drags
pome of the skills learned dur-
ing those eight weeks.

For Space Mishaps

KENNEDY, Fla, (AP)

~To save astronauts from a
disabled spaceship, the United
States has decided that for the
foreseeabls future a ground-
based reacue rocket Is too slow
and too costly, Instead, It is
studying bailout escape devices
which spacemen can ride to
earth.

Also under consideration are
severnl suggestions for retriev.
ing sprcemen stranded on the
moon, including a small flying
machine that they ocould lsunch
to a rendexvous with a space-
ship in lunar orbit.

No matter what approaches
are taken, an operational sys-
tem won't be avallable for sev.
eral years, Dr. George E.
Mueller, associate administra-
tor for marmmed space flight,
said the National Aeronautics
and Space Administration will
not be ready to recommend fl-
nal design of n réescue or escape
systemn until mid-1960.

Until something is perfected,
the space agency will concen-
trate on making spaceships as
safe as possible, including con-
siderable duplication of critical
systems,

Phil H. Bolger, deputy safety
director in NASA's Office of
Manned Space Flight, said “we
define the most likely emergen-
cles and effects and then design
around and against them."

Protestors Snarl
Chicago’s Streets

House. They were visited by the
three major presidential con.
tenders during the day and re-
turned to Lincoln Park, a sort of
Informal gathering place about
three miles north of thoe ' Loop,
Chicago’s downtown heart.

There were a couple of minor
clashes with police as several
poersons were arrested for in-
terfering with police, and as
dark fell the question on nearly
everybody’s mind was whether
to obey the park's posted 11
p.m. closing time.

Many of the demonstration
marshals who kept picket lines
under tight and orderly control
earlier in the day decided there
was no point in confronting the
police Sunday night, and started
walking among the couples and
groups huddled In blankets on
the grass or warming them-
selves over trash baskel fires,
urging everyone to leave,

Most of the overwhelmingly
white crowd started to comply,
but ran into a half-dozon Negm
militants near the park en-
trance who mounted each others
ahoulders to shout, “The park is
free! The park is ours!"”

Dozens of demonstrators took
up the chant, and surged back
into the middle of the park’s
narrow southern end, where
marshaly shouting louder than
the Negroes managed to change
the chant to, “The wsireets are
free! The streets are ours!”

“Into the streels,’”” became
the rallying cry, and people who
minutes before had been talking
about wanting to go home and
sleep joined the human wave
that flowed Into the four broad
lanes of Clark Street, promptly
stopping all traffic,

ed loudest was the leader for
the moment. Hundreds of young
men and women, Bsome in

“Professor Sandor Rado, Di-
rector of the Department of Car-
tography in the Hungerian Na-
tional Office of Lands and Map-
ping, has served the inlerosts
of Soviet Intelligence for many
years," nocording to Arthur L.
Burt, co-ordinator for Maps and
Publications of the U.8. Depart-
ment' of State.

Irv u letter to the U.B. Secre-
tary of Transportation Burt cit-
ed the government's willingness
to participate In exchanges of
informatiot In  the cultural,
technical and sclentific flelds
with Hungary and other Bast
Buropean countries ‘‘where
such exchanges can be
eutablished and conducted in an
orderly and equitable manner.'

Burt drew attention to the fact
that the exchange of mapa
would ''not be reciprocal'' and
that they would become the
property of the Hungarian gov-
ernment.

“It must be assumed that such
materials could be reproduced

by the Hungarian authorities for
whatever purposes they might
wish to use them,'" the Btate
Department officlals noted.

Although the maps are un.
classified in technical security
terms, the Department recom-
mends they be withheld because
of thelr deplction of Industrial
and manufacturing districts,
communication facllities, city
and rural plaming projects as
woll as harbors, airfields and
military establishments,

In ita lotter to CRPA, the Stats
Highway Department sought the
agency's assistance in “‘restrict-
ing distribution of material of
this type.”

“We belleve that you should
also consider following this
same policy should you receive
requests from similar agencles
of other foreign countries, which
in your opinion, might be using
them for questionable pur-

Communism and Capitalism

Are Systems

Converging?

The Invasion Says No

NEW YORK (AP) — One of

vakia Is that the convargence of
capitaism and communism is o
long way off.

In recent years it has become
a popular contention In some
businesa circles that as more

It has become popular, in
fact, to believe that capitalism

ap-

employing more central plan-
ning and the Communists more
free enterprise,

This convergence was fore-
cast o ocour by the end of the
century In an article written
this year by a Soviet physicist,
Prof. Andrei D, Sakharov, His
views were shared by many In
the Western world.

A month an article that conte
month an article that contesta
Sakharov's view and predicted
a continuation of capitaist-Com-
munist struggles,

It is easy to see now, in light
of the events of recent daym,
just how distant is that conver-
gence. Although the systoms
may have bofrowed from each
other, they have done no for
convenience only.

The introduction by the Rus-
slans of Western-style competi-
tion in the production of goods
came early in the 1080s after it
became obvious that central
planning was stagnating the
economy.

Prof. Yevsel Liberman seems
to have been the initiator of this
reform, He criticized the system
of central planning by which de-
tailed orders on wages, output,
prices and 50 on were dictated
to a plant by Moscow bureau-
crats,

This had resuited not just in
poor quality of goods but indi-
cated much trouble for the fu-
ture, for there was little incen-
tive to innovate, to produce new
products and to do so with the
greatest efficiency,

Liberman suggested that only
broad rather than specific goals
be given to factory managers.
Rather than being responsible
only for production, managers
would be permitted to judge the
gize and needs of the market—to
manufacture for the market in-
stead of the bureaucracy. And
profitabllity would be the crite-
rion of efficlency and success.

In fact, the factory managers
were permitted to offer incen-
tive bonuses, which is & capitai-
istic Idea purely, having little
foundation in the Communist be-
liet of sharing collectively In
ownership and benefits of prod-
uction,

These were enormous changes
in a rigid aystem of production
and they got the job done. More
and better consumer goods
reached the market and the
Russiun economy did begin to
move faster.

But in case anybody misun-
derstood, the Russiany would
quickly announce that it was
convanlence rather than any id.
eological change that dictated
the moves, This, however, was
often forgotten by those who be-
lisved In convergence.

Instead, they observed, that
at the same time the Commu-
nists were liberalizing, central
government planning and social
welfariam were gaining more
favor in the Waestern world.
Long-range economic plans,
enslly ldentified with those com-
mon In Russia, were Instituted
by several nations,

Even in the United Btates,
which prides itself as a fres en-
terprise bastion, the federal
government has taken on more
responsibility for controliing the
upe and downs of the economy,
of maintaining full employment,
of stabllizing wages and prices.

As vi by some students,
such attitudes and trends could
only mean more cooperation be-
tween Eant and West. And, In
fact, this was beginning to be
reflected In greater trade and in
the exchange of ideas,

However, It can somaotimes be
forgotten that communism calls
for dictatorial regulation of so-
cin), economic and cultural ac-
tivities. When economic Hberal.
fsm threatens this control the
experiment quickly ends.

The convergence, therefore,
ssoma far off. While the Com-
munists have assumed some
capitalistic methods they ha-
ven't foresaken thelr diotatorial
bent. In Crechosalovakia’s fate is
the perfect illustration.

CHICAGO (AP) —A brawling
floor battle over peace In Viet-

The committes recommended
Monday night that the party
pledge to ‘‘stop all bombing of
North Vietnam when this action
would not r the lves of
our troops in the field.”

It added, "This action should
take into aoccount the response
from Hanodl."

By a 82-10-85 vote the commit-
tee rojocted a farther-reaching
peace plank calling for an un-
conditional bombing halt, a cut-
back of 1.8, war efforts, and en-
courngement of negotiations to-
ward a coalition government in
Bouth Vietnam.

The 20,000-word proposed plat-
form, finally unveiled less than
24 hours before going to the
floor, also calls for a vigorous
campalgn against crime as well
as an attack on its causes.

"We must not and will not

tolerate violence,” the party
statoment asays,

Even before the platform was
made public early today, Me-
Carthy signaled o floor fight
over the party’s Vietnam policy.
He sald, "Now the Mnes are
clearly drawn between those
who want more of the same and
those who think it necessary to
change our course in Vietnam.

Reports, a volume of data Bup-
plied by law enforcement agen-
cies aross the nation,

It was released Monday with
4 message from FBI Director J.
Edgar Hoover calling for ‘“‘great
socinl action to prevent and
abort more careers in crime.'

The report contained for the
firat time a detalled compilation
of murders by firearms in all
states between 1062 and 1067,

The statistis show a signifi.
cantly higher Incidence of mur-
der by firearms In states wit-
out strict gun controls than in
those few that have such con-
trols—a showing In keeping with
Hoover's long-time campaign
for federal gun controls.

One of the most-startling sta-
tistics was the figure on crime
for the decade, ahowing an 80
per cenl inrease in senlous
orime in the nation since 1960,
with a rise In crimes of violence
of 78 per cent.

Berious crime—there were
more than 8.8 million gerious of-
fenwes committed—rose 16 per
cent in 1967 over 1966, the report
sadd. Nearly 500,000 of these ne-
rious crimes were classifled as
orimes of violence,

Firearms were used in 68 per
cent of all murders. In 1968, gun
murders amounted to less than
half—47 per cent—of all homi-
cides. There were also 11 per
cent more murders last year
than In the previous 12 months,
the report said. )

The police batting average in
solving crime fell by 8 per cent,
and Hoover eoxpressed some
concern over the reason the re.
