It includes reconstruction of

In his statement of criticism,
Mahoney says:

"I personally want to  take
this opportunity to justly take
the Republican party leadera to
task for thelr laxity a few
short years ago when they
worked hard to defeat the bohd-
ing program proposed by the
Democrats for new roads and
repairs, They sald the pro-
gram was not needed. When the
referendum was defeated nnd
the results were announced,
they lnughed and jumped with
glee.

I don't really
have any hopes left."

McCarthy last April.

"It was the first real political
thing I'd ever done,’” ha sald.

sioged Conrad Hilton Hotel and
watohed the Democratic Nation-
al Convention nominate Vice
President Hubert H. Humphreoy
as its presidential candidate,

On Michigan Avenus, one
floor below, cordens of Chicago
pollce and Dlinols National
Guardsmen stood in a mist of
tear gas after a day of bloody
clashes with demonstrators
which put hundreds in hospitals,

When the Pennayivania dele-
gation cast the deolding noml-
nating vote, there was & sharp,
almost compulsive, cry to ‘‘take
to the streets, We can't do any
more good here."

It was more frustration than
serious threat, however, and

when it passed the MoCarthy
Kidsa wrapped themselves
around the meszzanine ralling
and shouted off thelr anger,
chanting, '‘We want you'
“Free Chicago,” and “We want
peace."

As MoCarthy held a news
conference nearby, his young
supporters sat on the floor amnd
sang, ‘We Shall Overcome."

For three hours, the Me.
Carthy Kids searched for some-
thing to do, somewhere to go,
something to say. Some talked
of a fourth party. Bome spoks of
trying to do on a local level
what they falled to do on a na-
tional level, Some simply went
home to bed.

Pacifists ' Won’t Testify |
State May Have Difficulty

Prosecuting Six Minutemen

VOLUNTOWN (AP) — The
stats may have a difficult time
trying to prosecute six raiders
sald to be Minutemen who at-

tacked a pacifist camp here Bat-
urday.

Pacifist residents of the New
England headquarters of the
Committes for Non Violent Ac.
tion object to gathering of evi
dence that would bring punish-
ment to the six who staged a
shoot-out with state police.

Wedneadsy, the vesidents re-
quosted that state troopers who
staked out to meet the early-
morning ralders be removed
from their watch posta. The
compound 1s being watched by
pacifists on two-hour shifts,

Some of the rosidents sald
they would not testify in court
against the ralders who caused
injury to six persons—including
a state trooper and a woman
— because it is against thelr
prineiples.

The six men involved in the
shootout were arrested by po-
lice and charged with conspiracy
to commit arson, and five were
charged with assault with intent
to kil

Police did not forewarn the
27 residents inslde the compound
of the coming attack beoause
they feared the pacifistsa might
try to “'reason with' thelr as
sallants, sald Erica Enzer, a

tist, sald he belleved only half
of the residents would testify
the six men in court.

The CNVA has decided to deny
the prosecutor assigned to the
case permission to enter the
farm and make a dlagram of
it

The reason, he sald, s be-
cause ‘It would certainly be
used in the prosecution.'”

Infured in the five-minute gun
battle, after police had been
tipped by the FBI of the rald,
were a state trooper, a woman
resident, and four of the attack-
ers,

The Minutemen, says the FBI,
is a ""socret, extremist, and anti-
communist organization."

Riblcoft wns not alone In de-
ploring the aitustion. Several

more speakers following him
demanded an Immediate hait
to the military tactics, citing
armed and helmeted troops,

Finally, just before the ballot-
ing, and In an unprecenderted
action, the chairman of the Wis-
consin delegation moved for a

Vice President Humphrey waa
nominated unanimously by a
majority volce vole.

The Conneotiout delegation
cast 38 votes for Vice President
Humphrey, 8 for Senator Eugene
McoCarthy, and one for the Rev,
Channing Phillips of Washing-
ton, D.C., the first Negro ever
placed In nomination for the
presidency by a major party.

: Voting for Phillips was Willlam

Jones of New Haven, previously
a8 McCarthy delegate,

Senator Riblcoff, when nom-
inating Ben. McGovern, sald,
“T come here for my own sake,
without the support of my own

+ state delegation.”

When Ribicoff was introduced,
only a handful of the Connecti-
cut delegation applauded.

The curly-haired boy was
wearing a blue and whits swim
suit, Mrs, Stalford freed hersol!
and telephoned her husband. He
sald she was so hysterical he
thought Stanley had fallen into
the swimming pool. When he
called the fire department for
help, n police car routinely went
to the house,

A painter working next door
told officera he heard screaming
behind the wall and heavy foli-
age around the Stalford home.

“I thought it probably was
some family problem-—nothing I
should step next door for,"" he
sald,

Stalford's first wife was Lor
raine Allen, an actresa once
married to bandleader Xavier
Cugat. She won a $500,000 settle-
memt when she divorced Stal-
ford in 1960.

The bombing of North Vietnam should
aever have begun, President Joluson
was right, last March, in euspending

When, {n response to thia contribution,
Hanol finally decided It had to come to
peace negotintiona at Paris, the Prewl.
dent should, in our opinion, have re.
wponded to that with the full cessation
of hombing he himeslf hinted could be
forthooming 1f North Vietnam showed
resporme to his new policy.

The President’s fallure to do this has,
in our opinion, come closs to constituting
his own refusal to play, In good faith,
the new game he himself announced he
was inaugurating,

And # may be, therefore, thal cesm-
tion of all American bombing of the
North may be the decision which Ia go-
ing o be necossary If wo are going to
restore falth in our own sincerity for
‘poace, and get negotintions actually
moving st Paris.

To belleve this, however, & not to
bolleve that such an American decision
shotld be put into the wpecific pledge
and the particular timetable of a politi-
cal platform, so that the bombing halt
would be something the enemy ocould
calculate would come on a certain date
as the result of a viotory at the polls of
a certain politionl party.

The Republioan platform, precisely be-
cause it was Intentionally nnd strategl-
onlly vague, leaying almost all options
open, would seem much sounder In its
handiing of the Vietnam lssue , even
though lesn saliafying, perhaps, to efth-
er hawk or dove emotions, than either
the defeated or the suocesaful Vietnam
plank of the Democratic document,

And, in our opinion, President John-
ponn should welcome the adoption of
the particular version which leavea our
options open not so much as any en-
dorsement of what he had done or has
not done in the past, but as an oppor-
umity to make any constructive, posi-
tive move which might have a chance
of promoting more poeace before any
candidats or platform is even voted on
in November.

If you be-
come a violiniat, you'll play in
an orchestra as one of the mem-
bers.

“Audlences have dwindled.
There are other entertalnments,
And for youngsaters there are
other fields to go Into, which of-
fer groater opportunities, espe-
clally sclence."

Krasner, who has played as
sololst with the world’'s major
orchestras and was concert
master of the Minneapolls Sym-
phony Orchestra: under Dmitri
Mitropoulos, says new reser
voiras should be tapped for a fu-
ture crop of string players.

“We don't need pgenluses,
We'd like to get those who
would otherwise become clerks
or gusoline station attendants,
We'd like to tap underprivileged
kids.

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Signs Reveal
No Cooling of
U.S. Economy

NEW YORK (AP) — Signs of
an economic downturn that

wers supposed to be flashing
like traffic lights by now still
haven't been seen oven by econ-
omists who claim 20.20 vision,

All the Indicators remain
high. Spending, income, employ-
ment and so on continue at high
levels. The Gross National
Product is somewhere around
$860 Dbillion and growing, and
mortgage rates haven't come
down

Though it ia still too early to
wWorry, some economists are a
bit edgy. The Inck of clear evi-
dence of effects from the tax in.
crease in beginning to cause a
re-examination of data by econ-
omists of almost every persua-
sion. Some are tending to shift
their views a Bit.

As & result, there is a growing
feeling that although an inevita.
ble slowdown is coming, the
time and size might be different
from what was expected.

The most curious aspect of
this no-signalthat the economy
i now (raveling is consumer
spending. Although higher taxes
have cut into take home pay,
people have continued to spend
freely. Retall sales in July were
very strong.

There are several explana-
tions for this: a desire to buy
automobiles before prices rise,
a tendency to spend with aban-
don in thisx wvacallon atmos-
phere, and simply the inability
to suddenly change old spending
habits,

If consumer spending contin-
ues to ignore the tax increase,
however, a few estimales are
going to look very, very bad.
And the present trend indicates
consumers will continue to
spend heavily for many more
weeks,

The explanation of this is
found In the very high rates of
personal savings in the second
quarter of the year, some 7.7
per cent of take home pay. For
& man with after-tax pay of §100
that means §7.70 a week or $400
a year i{n the bank.

With this bundle of buying
power already stashed away,
consumers presumably feel se-
cure enough to continue buying.
They can cut into the high rate
of savings even by 1 or 2 per
cent and still do as well as in
some recent years.

A survey by Sindlinger & Co.
tends to confirm this view that
the consumer is well prepared
for a reduction in his buying
power,

This month Sindlinger found
that more than 48 per cent of all
consumers felt that thelr sav-
ings-dett ratio had improved In
the past six months They were
paying bills and banking at the
same time. Now they are finan-
clally secure enough to continue
spending.

Sometime before winter, how-
ever, the consequences of the
$16 billion double dose of a cut
in government spending and an
increase In taxes will begin to
slow the boom, and maybe even
end it. But when, and with what
impact?

This is where the argument
now lies. No longer to econo-
mists disagres much on whether
the double dose was needed,
The cleavageof opinion is over
the result: Will it be a slowdown
or will there be s receasion?

Even at this early date some
men in government and in pei-
vate endeavors have suggested
that the 10 per cent surcharge
on corporate and personal in-
come taxes should be extended
beyond its June 30, 1980 cutoff
date,

Just as many, it seems, fear
thut the double dose, plus a so-
called cyclical! downtumn in the
economy, might take the nolse
out of the boom so effectively
that a recession will occur.

One of these cyclical factors
is the automobile industry. Al-
though sales are now very high,
at an annual rate for a while of
nearly 10 million cars, some an-
alysts belleve that as buying
power diminighes so will auto
aales.

Complicating the patiern of
the future are factors that can-
not be measured! the outcome
of (pence talks and the election
of n new president.

The downturn is coming, for
sure, but the consumer, the
war, the politiclans and that
mysterious ingredient called the
mood of the nation are making
it very difficult to say where the
economy will be next month or
next year.

Study Reveals

Poor Housing

In Sao Paulo

By ISAAC FLORES

SAO PAULO, Brazll (AP) —
A recent study reveals that S8ao
Paulo, Brazil's largest city with
0% million people, has at least
25,000 inhabitants of ‘‘favelas’
the shun areas made up of tar
paper, tn and board shacks,

About half of these are chil
dren under 14,

Although the number is small
compared to Rio de Janelro's
infamous favelados, various Sao
Paulo organizations are con-
cerned and making plans to
help the residents acquire de-
cent housing.

The study, a census-survey,
waa the first step.

Conducted by n group which
Includes representatives from
the Roman Catholic church,
city, ptate and federal govern-
ments, the survey found that
one of the principal causes of
the favelas was the movement
of some 100,000 peopie Into Sno
Paulo each year — all seeking
a betler life than that avallable
in the interior.

It found there were more than
30 different favelas and that in
many of them explolters of the
poor were responsible for much
of the bullding.

One favela, near the city air-
port, belonged almost exclusive-
ly to one man, who built the
shacks and rented them out for
as much as 50 new cruzeiros
($15.63) per month. He also con-
trolled the sale of bottled gas
and electricity In his domain,
the study discovered.

The shacks are sometimes
sold for more than 1,000 new
cruzeiros ($32) and rentals and
sales payments are often col-
lected by burly bodyguards for
the favela boss.

The newspaper O Estado la-
mented the fact that nothing
had been done for these people
and expressed hope that the lat-
est effort would be successful in
providing betler housing.

“Incredibly, there has been
politicking and exploitation on
this problem, all in the name of
truth and justice,'’ the newspa-
per sald,

“A number of organizations
have been created and dis-
solved. Even the government
has formed and forgotten var.
lous groups charged with study-
ing the problem. The theme has
béen passionately debnted and
successive governmemnts have
promised reforms. Out of all
this, only one thing has re.
mained-—the favelas them-
selves.”’

Bradlaus Tent-Tour Europe

A tent tour of Europe is a far
cry from the U.B, camping trips
taken by the George Bradlau
family.

Before the August onslaught
of school preparation as assist-
ant superintendent In charge of
personnel, Bradiasu began with
his wife, Eleanor, to plan their
annual camping trip. They us-
uvally take their son and two
daughters to a campsite all of
them can enjoy together.

But the younger Bradlaus
were getting older and their in-
teresta far harder to satisfy all
together,

This summer the older Brad-
lnus were deserted,

Thedr son wanted to work all
summer for college money and
the girls also had plans,

Mra, Bradlau then revealed a
long felt desire to see Europe,
8he had held back talking about
it while ralsing her children and
teaching at Buckley School and
now in South Windsor.

Crowding was also nmong the
chlef assets to the ‘trip as no
one could help running Into any-
one and that anyone could be
from anywhere, The Bradlaus
mel many people from India,
more than from any other coun-
try, and England.

Other countries well repre-
sented were Africa, Indonesla,
and Ireland. Their party had
enough people speaking a varie-
ty of languages that they could
talk a Uttle with everyone,

American campers were
BCANCe,

Thelr camping discomforts
did not slow down their sight-
seeing.

In Holland, they saw villagers
with wooden shoes, rich farm
land below sea level and be-
hind dikes, and homes so clean
and tasteful that the housewives
were flattered by the tourlsts
ataring through their crystal
clear windows,

They next camped near Hel-
delberg and Germany's Black
Forest, Due to care, the trees

together

They next camped on the
shors of Lake Lucerne in Swit-
zerland and made forays Into
tho Alps, Bradiau noted the
blrds in the Alps floated in the
up drafts alongside the cliffs
where thelr party had lunch.

When his father was elected
to the state legislature, Hubert
took n speeded-up pharmacy
course ot the University of Den-
ver so he could run the drug-
slore.

In 1938 he muarried Muriel and
returned to the University of
Minnesota, In two years he was
gracduated megna cum laude.
Just bafore graduation, the first
Humphrey child, Nancy, was
born. But achool atill wasn't fin-
ished. He got & master of ants in
political sclence on a teaching
fellowship at Loulsiana State
University.

There were some tight days
during that period at college:
*“Muriel made sandwiches and I
sold them for 10 cents aplece. I
got & WPA job In charge of
adult education, Later I got a
job teaching political sclence at
Macaleater College in St. Paul
and worked as a radlo news-
caster at night.”

Then the first step to being
“‘somebody’’ in the world. Two
labor lesders asked Humphrey
to run for mayor of Minneapo-
Hs; He lost the first time, ran
again two years later and won.
At 34, he was the youngest may-
or of any major American city.
Bat it was a city, as Humphrey
recalls It, beset with problems
of crime and bigotry.

“The first thing I did was hire
n new and tough police chief, In.

And 1060 found Humphrey, un-
dermanned and underfinanced,
taking on John F. Kennedy in
the Presidential primaries,

He rode to defeat in a bat.
tered bus. Eight years later,
Humphrey rides in a sleek jot.

In 1060, says Humphrey, "I
knew the odds were stacked
agalnst me . . . I remember that
o few of my so-called friends
suddenly disappeared. You
could beoome cynical and angry
but it lan't worth it. . . . But I
learned you can’'t win without
money.""

In 1964, Johnson picked Hum-
phrey as his rumming mate, It
hadn't been an easy job playing
second fiddle to a demanding,
sensitive conductor such as Lyn-
don B, Johnson:

“When I first became vice
president, T was warned my re-
lationship with the president
would deterforate within six
months to a yeuar, according to
the standard pattern of history.
Well, we fooled them.,

““The fact {8 that most preai-
dents and vice presidents hardly
even know each other before the
national convention. But Presi-

dent Johnson and I have been
friends for 20 years, He knows
me weil enough to expeot loyal-
ty, but not mimiery."”

To ocomplaints that he has
been the administration cheer-
leader on Vietnam, Humphrey
ropliea: '"There is no such thing
as & vice president belng too
loyal . . ., I didn't become vice
president to doublecross the
president.”

But Humphrey acknowledges
he's not the same Humphrey of
20 years ago.

“T have changed,"” Humphrey
tells audiences of businessmen
who may still think of him as a
bomb thrower and burning Ub-
eral,

""When people come 10 me and
ask me whataver happened to
that liberal program you used to
talk s0 much about. I look them
otralght in the eye and tell
them, it's passed. That is what
happened to . It's the law of
the land."”

Humphrey likes to say he
came up “the poor route.” He
lives in relative luxury now, His
Minnesota restdence is a five-
bedroom home on the shores of
Lake Waverly, about an hour's
drive from Minneapolis, that in-
cludes swimming pool, sauna,
guest house, boat house, and, of
course, boats,

In Washington he lives in a
luxury co-op apartment with a
beautiful view of the Potomac,

phrey, “everything is upside
down. You should have the best
things in iife when you're real
young, when you need them
most, when you enjoy them
maost, The time for me to have
the best house In my lfe was
when my children were small,

"“Look at me: I have two
houses now, but I don't have
any kids home and I can't
find much time to be In either
house.”

But Humphrey, a man of am-
bitlon, Is still looking toward
another house, the White House
on Pennsylvania Ave.
