For Bobby Seale;
Charges Dismissed

NEW HAVEN (AP)—Black Panther leader Ericka
Huggins is free today and the party’s chairman, Bob-
by G. Seale, is an the verge of freedom following a
judge's dismissal of all charges against the two in
the slaying of another Panther two years ago.

Judge Haroldd M. Mulvey of
Superfor Court had declared a
mistrial one day earller when
the jury that heard two months
of evidence in the case insised
that it could not agree on ver-
dicts on any of the nine charges
agalnst the two,

On Tuesday, Mulvey sald he
had concluded they could not
find & panel of unblased jurors
anywhere in Connecticut.

Beale, 34, and Mrs. Huggins,
28, each faced two capital
charges—kidnaping resulting in
death anfl alding and abetting
murder—plus conspiracy to kid-
nap and to murder. Mrs,
Huggins also was charged with
criminal intent.

““With the masaive publicity
attendant upon the trial just
completed,” the judge sald,
find it impossible to belleve that
an unbiased jury could be se-
lected without superhuman ef-
forts, efforts which this court,
the state and these defendants
should not be calied upon either
to make or to endure.”

The judge, who also presided
at the 11-week trial last sum-
mer of another Panther charged
in the case, then ordered Seale
and Mrs. Huggins ‘‘discharged
forthwith.*

Mrs. Huggins walked out of
the courtroom to the cries,
cheers and disbelief of support-
ers, many of whom attended
her trial with Seale each day
throughout the arduous four-
month  jury selection proceed-
ings and two months of testi-
mony.

But for Seale, the judge's rul-
ing only removed the most se-
rious impediment to ending two
years of imprisonment. Aithough
the prosecutor sald neither de-
fendant could be reindicted In
the case, a Chlcago judge still
must set bond on 8eale's four-
year contempt comnviction there
before the Panther leader |Is
free.

Vote Rejects
18-Month
Bid on Draft

WASHINGTON (AP)—
The Senate rejected to-
day a proposal to limit
extension of the draft to
18 months. This set the
stage for a showdown next
week on & move to extend
it for just one year.

The 18-month proposal by Sen.
Peter Dominick, R-Colo.,, was
opposed both by advocates of
the one-year extension and by
supporters of the two-year ex-
tension voted by the House and
the Benate Armed Services
Committee.

Dominick contended an 18-
month extension would give the
government enough time to
move to a volunteer armed
forces,

Sen. John C, Stennis, D-Miss,,
the Armed Services chalrman,
sald Dominick’s proposal would
make the draft “‘a red hot is-
sue' in the 1672 election cam-
paign. He said It probably would
force actlon in a lame-duck
congressional sesslon after the
balloting.

The one-year amendment was
expected by both sides to have
more support than the 18-month

proposal.

But Dominick sald & one-year
draft bill would ralse the ques-
tion of another extension on
June 30, 1972, and make of it “a
political football,”

Stennis said the 18-month plan
would do the same thing, mak-
ing the druft an issue in House,
Senate and presidential cam.
peigns, and probably forcing
Cingress to come back after the
elections to handle the matter,

time we could select .to have
this matter expire, from a prac-
tical political standpoint,’” Sten-
nis sald.

Cape Town

CAPE TOWN, South Africa
(AP) — Three South African air
force planes crashed Into a
mountain today, killing all the
crewmen and other officers on
board. The number of victims
was not immediately reported.

SAIGON (AP) — Gen. Crelgh-
ton W. Abrams sald today a
“herculean effort" s needed to
keep U.8. troops as alert as they
need to be during the American
disengagement from the Viet-
nam Wwar.

“An atmosphere and climate
begin to prevall and with It
comes a certaln amount of laxi-
ty,”" the commander of U.8.
forces In Vietnam told news-
men. “'It just requires a lot of
attention, a herculean effort to
keep alertness up.”

Abrams sald the same situa-
tion prevalled near the end of
World War II and the Korean
war.

He declined to discuss the
rockel attack last Friday that
killed or wounded about 60
American troops crowded into
one bunker, al Firebase Charlle
2 below the demillitarized zone.

“I wasn't there,”” sald the
general.

Vote in State House Rejects
Repeal of Capital Punishment

HARTFORD (AP)—A long and
lively debate in the House over
the merits of capital punishment
ended with a 81-77 roll call vole
Tuesday against repealing the
death penalty.

An attempt to make the bill
more acceptable to more mem-
bery falled when the House beat
down an amendment that would
have retained the deuth penalty
for murderers of policemen and
prison guards.

Backers of repeal wammed
that Gov. Thomas J. Meuskill
would veto any bill that did not
have such an exception, but the
emendment failed 88-79.

The debule featured sharp ex-
changes among legislators on
either side of the Issue, Includ-
ing leaders on the saume side of
the political alsle,

Assalstant  Majority Leader
George Hannon said the amend-
ment by Deputy Majority Leader
John Papandrea was ‘“laugh-
able' because it would punish
o convict who murdered a pris-
on guard more than a man who
kidnaped and murdered children.

Another Democral, Rep. John
Cassidento of New Haven, sald
the amendment was ‘‘nothing
more than a copout.”

“This Is not an lssue you
could compromise,” Cassldento
declared,

Just about all the major argu-
ments for and against capital
punishment were raised during
the more than two-hour debate.

U.S. Military Career Men

Encounter Trying Times

Editor's Note—For the men
who make the military their life
—the officers corps—these are
notably trying times, A drain of
public esteem and appreclation
s accompanied by unprecedent-
ed demands for resourceful
leadershlp, perhaps & whole
new outlook. This i{s the last ar-
ticle In a series on the changing
military.

‘““The fortunes of our fighting
forces," the general said, ‘‘are
directly related to the esteem
the public has for them."

Maj, Gen. Harrison Hollls,
personnel chief for the U.S,
Army In Europe, stood at the
window of his Heidelberg office
watching a winter day die on
the parade grounds. ‘‘Lord
knows, we've had our scandals
and our mediocrities, but we've
had our heroes, too. Thousands
of them. Dedicated men. Not
that the public gives a damn
any more."”

The mayor of New York
saying the real heroes may be
the ones shouting, ''Hell no, we
won't go."

As military men are fond of
doing these days, with everyone
trying to tell them their busi.
ness, Hollls quoted Gen. George
Catlett Marghall's famous warn-
ing to Congress when the for-
tunes of the forces began to fall
after World War I1:

“You cannot have a political
club and call it an Army. Leave
training and discipline to us. An
undisciplined Army Is not only
impotent; it is & menace to the
state."

He spends a lot of time
seeing to it that the acid freaks
and the militants don't hurt
themselves or someone else or
maybe blow the base apart.

After hours, the officer of the
day used to nap on a cot in the
orderly room, Now, in many
military Installations around the
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globe, he's out looking for trou-
ble, listening for the hand gre-
nades that go bang in the night.
At Fulda, Germany, the 0.D.
has to climb into every Jeep,
truck and tank of the big ar-
mored cavalry unit stationed
near the Bast German border
making sure the vehicles are
locked, In a Kafkaesque scene,
a guard walks the perimeter
fence of the ammunition dump
whose gates are locked against
him,

Stranger things have hap-

The drug culture calls for a
new kind of awareness that only
now the officer candldate
schools are getting around to
recognizing, The junior of-
ficer Interested in the wel-
fare of his men has to be
alert for the tell-tale signs of
drug use: the hacking cough of
the oplum smoker, the glassy
stare and giddy giggle of the kid
stoned on pot, the drowning sen-
satton of the acld freak, the par-
anold whine of the heroin main-
liner,

Officers almost everywhere
eagree that a major drawback to
solving the race problem is the
shortage of black officers. The
Army, which has been a leader
in integrating the services since
1048, finds ({tself today with
more black colonels (755) than
black second lleutenants (332);
more black majors (1,183) and
captains (1,828) than black first
lleutenants (734). Though ROTC
programs have been insugurat-
ed at a number of Negro col-
leges, the situntion will not im-
prove anytime soon. Last year
West Point graduated only 30
black cadets.

Black officers, o a leaser ex-
tent than black NCOs, have
their problems with militants
demanding special treatment
and rebuking them as Uncle
Toms,

“Back in my artillery battery,
there were always blacks who
would say: ‘'you're my brother,
and I know you're gonna square
me away',' sald Capt. Joseph

black vietnam veteran who spe-
cializes In handling racial prob-
lems for the Berlin Command.

Despite the pervasiveness of
racial incidents and deaths from
drug abuse, many officers think

He's got so
many psychological hangups as
a result of the conditions he
finds himself In today, in order
to make him feel like he's being
tremted fairly, you just have to
overcompensate.'

Many officers blame the de-
cline in discipline on the short
tour and quick promolions in
Vietnam, coupled with the con-
stantly changing high level
strategy on how best to win the
war and placate the criticis
back home.

“Vietnam drained us,' sald
Maj. Hardy Griffin, a Vietnam
veteran with the 4th Armored
Division in Germany. '‘The fast
bulldup meant qulck promo-
tions, but as it turned oul, just
because & man could shoot
straight didn't mean he was any
kind of a leader."

In a moving speech to West
Point alumni, old soldier Mat-
thew Ridgway blamed the body
count method o fasgessing victo-
ry for subveriing the integrity
of the officer corps: “To
achieve results, the unit com-
mander could not tell the truth
the whole truth and nothing but
the truth. He had to repudiate
the code of Sylvanus Thayer in-
delibly engraved in the hills of
West Point — the code on which
the corps of cadels was nur-
tured — don't le, cheat or
steal.'’

In discussing the future of
thelr profession and why they
stick with it, most career offi-
cers talk little about Vietnam or
tend to look beyond it.

Navy men see thelr service as
rapidly becoming the most im-
portant, with the United States
moving more and more toward
nuclear missile launching ships
and submarines as it loses its
bases around the world. Alr
Force men, carefully noting the
vulnerablility of the helicopter in
Laos, see themselves taking
over the lion’s share of the de-
fense budgel from the Army
again. The Marines, who aren’t
buying the new fangled discl-
pline, seem to be convinced that
kids who réally want a military
career will choose a tough, de-
manding service that puts the
emphasis on physical (fitness
and obedlence,

The Army, which traditionally
bears the brunt of the fighting
in war and the burden of the so-
cial problems in peacetime,
sees the end of the draft as the
end of the line, finally of the
problem kids, leaving the ranks
hopefully open for those who
want in rather than out.

Concluding for the Army, still
the major service and the only
one now dependent on the draft,
Chief of Staff Westmoreland
sald the tirst immediate goal
was to ‘‘improve professional-
lsm—all skills and all leader-
ship levels,

“The second objective Is to
improve service attractiveness
and job satisfaction,'' he sald,
“*And the third is to incur great-
er public support, An all volun-
tary military force Is inconceiv-
able without the public encour-
aging young men to go into uni-
form, and to speak well of the
military service and the men in
uniform.

“The American public cannot
have it both ways. It can't get
rid of the draft and continue to
degrade military service."

Accumulate in Paris Cellar

PARIB, (API — A week be-
fore Christmas, Merle E. Betl-
tarton of Knaxville, Towa, sent &

$15 check lo an organization
seeking better treatment for
American prisoners in North
Vietnam,

“I have a son In the Ailr
Force,” Betterton wrote, ‘‘and
he suggestad for this Christmas
that all of our family donale to
your organizhtion instead of
spending so much on our
selves.”

The organization, the National
League of Families of American
Prisoners of War and Missing in
Action, never opened Belter-
ton's letter. It apparently was
among thousands addressed to
the league and brought to Paris
by one of its delegates. Today
the uncashed check Hes in a cel
lar in a8 Paris suburb, among
more than 20 ns of dust-cov-
ered letters and petitions from
milions of Americans con-
cerned about the prisoners held
by Hanol,

Emile Jean Coustie, director
of the moving company which
owns the cellar, was astonished
to find the check in a letler
opened at random. He estimat-
ed that more than three million
lotters and petitions were (n his
cellar, most of them in un-
opened envelopes.

*I couldn't possibly afford to
have agyone search through all
these letters.” he sald.

Coustie's warehouse in Pan-
tin, a crumbling working-class
district north of Paris, has be-
come the main collecting point
for the appeals brought or sent
to Paris, usually addressed to
the North Vietnamese delegation
at the peace talks. The delega-
tion systematically refuses to
accept the appeals, and they us-
ually end up in the Pantin cel-
lar

“It's becoming n bigger thing
than I bargained for," Coustle
sald.

He first got involved with the

last year, when a group
of Americans tried to dump sev-
eral crates filled with petitions
at the North Viethamese delega-
tion.

The French police guarding
the building threatened to arrest
the Americans for littering the
stdewalk. They had no alterna-
tive but to load the crates back
on their truck.

An organization named Con-
cern for Prisoners of War, Inc.,
in 8an Diego, Calif,, rented the
cellar to store the petitions tem-
porarily while deciding what to
do with them.

As other groups arrived with
tons of letters and petitions, the
pile in Coustie’s cellar grew and
grew. It now fills five rooms,
stacked up to the ceiling In
places, packed In official U.B.
mail bags, cardboard boxes,
leather suitcases, airline bags,
steel-bound crates—or simply
lying about the floor in crum-
pled heaps.

“AL first, It was just bage and
crates brought in by some group
or other,” Coustie sald. '‘But
now I am getting hundreds of
letters from individual Ameri-
cans, simply addressed to me as
though I were an Intermediary
for dealing with the North Viet-

Connie Smades, Duncanville,
Tex., wrote to chief Hanol dele-
gate Xuan Thuy to demand bet-
ter treatment for the prisoners.
The Hanol delegation returned
her letter unopened. 8he then
put it in a new envelope and for-

warded it to Coustie. It now les
on the cellar floor.

“It's got so that I simply
dump all the letters that come
to me from the United States
down here’® Coustie said. “1
just don't have the time to open
them. ™~

The bulk of the petitions ap-
pear to be the result of organ-
ized campaigns. Hundreds of
thousands of signatures appear
on printed forms, cards or
newspaper clipplngs.

Some of the letters are abu-
sive, Some express religious
feelings that might sound
strange to Thuy—if he ever saw
them. Klamyse McKee, Belton,
Tex.. wrote: “May the Lord
bless you and every other cruel
and inhumane person like your-
self, Take-your frustrations ocut
on something else, not a llve
person.”’

Many of the organized pefli-
tions were channeled through
Dallas milllonaire H. Ross Per-
o, who has led several unsuc-
cessful attempls to conlact
North Vietnamese officials here
and elsewhere

The mo#t touching appeals
are from children, usually in
letters written on pages of exer-
cise beoks under their teachers’
guidance .

A boy in the third grade of
Meadows School at Plano, Tex.,
wrote to North Vietnam's presi-
dent Ton Duc Thang: ‘‘Dear
Mr. President. POWs are so
lonesome. They want lo go
home just like you would if you
were in a cell with blg mouses,
cockroaches and scorplons.”

The letter was signed simply
“Dusty.”’

Ethel, visiting al a friend's
house, was positive she had left
her car locked. Yet, when she re-
tumed to the car, she found a
front door ajar. Sure enough, a
gold bracelet placed in the glove
compartment had vanished.

The next day she put in a
claim under her homeowner’s in-
surante policy. But the company
refused to pay off, on the ground
that the car showed no “visible
muarks” of burglary, as required
by her policy,

Undeterred, Ethel filed suit.

"It is true there were no marks
on the car door,” she said in
court. "Probably the thief got in
with a mastéer key or a coat
hanger. But the fact remains that
my bracelet was stolen, The com-
pany is trying to hide behind a
technicality.”

Nevertheless, the court turned
down her claim. The judge said
an insurance company has the
right to put reasonable limita-
tions into its policy, adding:

“A person gets whal he pays
for, whether it be insurance pro-
tection or anything else,”

The requirement of “visible
marks” is common in burglary in-
surance. One purpose is o lessen
the chance of an “inside job,” in
which a policyholder reports a
theft that never really happened.

On the other hand, a policy
may provide coverage even for
an unlocked car, provided it is
not left “unattended.” In one
case, a TV set was stolen from an
unlocked car, which the owner
had left at the curb for only
about five minutes.

Trying later to collect insur-
ance, he argued that this was too
brief a time to make the car
“unattended.” But again, a court
denied the claim, The court said
even five minutes of opportunity
is enough to tempt a thief.

Similar problems of interpreta-
tion may arise in the burglary of
a building. One case involved the
picking of a lock on a grocery
store. To meet the requirement
of “visible marks," the grocer
pointed out that scratches on the

lock, made by burglar's tools,
could be seen microscopically.

Were such marks “visible"? A
court decided they were indeed,
and made the insurance company
pay for the loss, The judge said
“visible"” meant able to be seen
rather than actually seen. The
microscope, he said, merely made
clearer what was already there.

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An Untenable Policy Line

It seems to be the remorseless beat of
logic itwelf which is pressuring aguinst
President Nixon on the prisoner of war
phase of his Vietnam policy, and pres-
suring to such an extent that it seems
almost obligatory that the President's
next public utterances on the subject
shall have to show that he is attempting

to move out of his own self-created dead-
lock.

He has now repeated several times,
with each repetition less convincing, that
the way we must handle the issue of got-
ting 2 release for our prisoners held by
North Vietnam is to keep some af our
troopa in Vietnam until Hanol does re-
lease our men.

Several things demolish this stand.
First, the normal time and procedure for
getting prisoners back ls at the end of,
not during, a war. Second, since Mr.
Nixon, fontunately, is keeping on with
his scheduled troop withdrawals, he him-
gelf is speeding the day when the num-
ber of troops we will have in Vietnam
will be s0 small i will be incapable of
enforcing anything on anybody.

In such a situation, the actual propa-
ganda dividends from a strategy In
which the President and many coopera-
tive elements In hiz administration and
in American public life, as at sports
events, are attempting to convict the
North Vietnamese of brutality tuqx out
.0 be dividends against ourseclves.

The Hanol charge that the President
is, in effect, himsel? the one who is ex-
ploiting the American prisoners, by
using them as the vell for his own inten-
tions of never quite ending the war, ob-
tains more life than we think it deserves.
It is almost as if It were he, apd not
Hanof, who is insistent that Hanol should
keep our prisoners.

The President can only rescue himself
from this dead end position by reversing
himself and treating our priconers as If
thelr freedom were to be a resuld of an
end of the war rather than the prere-
quisite to it,

Hanol, by offering to talk about pris-
oners if he will talk about a date for
American withdrawal, has ai least given
him some kind of opportunity to revise
his approach to the issue, and prove that
he is really thinking of the prisoners for
themselves first, and nol merely as an
incidental tool for American policy '
use,

If he cannot bring himself to reverse
the line he has taken on the prisoner is-
sue, the President must at least, It
seems to us, do himself and the nation
the favor of letting it fade awny.

That would force an increase in the
price of Japanecee automobiles sold In
this country, and make it easier for De-
troit to compete in its own market.

This is & traditional lUne for Ameri-
can comment on forelgn competition to
take, and there is almost always some
truth in it, even when the measurement
is fair and concerns itself directly with
living standards rather than with the
number of monetary units in the pay
envelope.

But there has been, in recent years,
some grudging, but healthy admission
that some of our foreign competition’
has more than low wage scales help-
ing it out. One can find an occasional
admission that styling and quality of
product have been achleved, along with
price. There Is professional analysis of
the Japsnese industrial operation which
praises it highly for is capacity to do
long range planning which promotes ef-
ficiency and cost controls which are per-
baps even more important than the level
of wages in declding how Japan can
compete in the world's markets,

There may be something better we
can do about some of our forelgn com-
petition than try to throttle ® by ex-
porting to it same of our own system
for making production more expensive.
We would have to begin by conceding
that, in addition to cheaper labor, some
cf that competition has highly skilled
and imaginative management.

The fisher-
man with the knack of casting a metal
dart across the current and letting it arc
downstream at the right speed and depth
will atill feel that exciting tug of weight
that means a feeding shad has mistaken
the lure for & morsel of drifting food.
Then comes that minute of thrill when
o fish — four, five or six pounds in heft —
shows that it can really wiggle and
cruige. Many a shad (s lost between riv-
erside and baking oven, but a lot are
caught, too,

Why not salmon? If New England's
pollution fight is pushed as i{ can and
should be, one of these days the lovely
salmon will be back in the Connecticut
and Housatonic Rivers. And the sports-
men will come from all over to try to
creel them, This will mean tourist busi-
ness, sales at bait and tackle shops —
good business for the state as well as
good sport for the outdoorsman. That's
just one more reason to get on with this
water clean-up job, — STAMFORD AD-

Political Parade

AUSTIN, Tex.—Among the
several thousand stories they
were telling at the parties fol-
lowing the dedication of the Lyn-
don Baines Johnson Library
here last weekend was that
wonderful old one about LBJ's
campaign stop in Culpeper, Va.

Culpeper was sbout the first
town Mr. Johnson hit on his
1830 whistlestop train tour that
was almed at dellvering Dixie
to his liberal Roman Catholic
running-mate, John Kennedy.

It was early in the day. Mr.
Johnson was not yet in high
gear, and the Virginians were
not responding to his shouted
pleas to vote for the party of
their fathers. The train was al-
most ready to move out, the
stop a bust, when a sudden in-
spiration struck LBJ.

‘“They tell me we can't carry
Virginia,” he bellowed. “‘But I
don't belleve it . . . when they
tell you that, you just ask em,
‘what did Richard Nixon. ever
do for Culpeper?' *

Laughing again over the won-
derfully absurd bit of 10860
rhetoric, Mr. Johnson's guests
had reason to ponder the
strange turnings of history that
had brought President Nixon to
Austin to share what might well
be the last major ceremonial
of Lyndon B. Johnson's political
era,

They'd come o long way to-
gether, those old rivals, and
now, for Important reasons
neither of them probably ever
anticipated or desired, they
have come to depend on each
other.

Mr. Nixon needs his pedeces-
por's help In protecting the
presidential powers they have
both exercized against the in-
creasingly asserted clalms for
congressional influence in for-
elgn policy-making, As one who
defended presidential primary
in the International security
field both as a senate leader

and as a President, Mr. John-
son has freely given that sup-
port to Mr, Nixon, most recent-
ly helping him turn back the
Mansfield proposal for troop re-
duction in Europe.

Mr. Nixon also craves Mr.
Johnson's benign neutrality—if
not his support—in the 1872 re-
election campaign. Texas' 28
electoral votes are just about
vital to a Republican victory
next year. Mr. Nixon has never
won the state, largely because
LBJ and his alies have al-
ways opposed him.

Wooing Mr. Johnson—by good-
will gestures such as the Ll
brary dedication visit and by
more substantial steps such as
bringing John Connally into the
administration — ls survival po-
Htics for Mr. Nixon.

What had not been obvious
before Saturday’s ceremony
was the extent to which Mr.
Johnson needs his successor’s
help in securing & favorable
judgment from history.

Big as the Johnson Library
is, it ia not as large a mon-
ument to his presidency as the
Vietnam war.

Today's prevailing opinion
.condemnsa that war as unwise,
immoral and perhaps even
criminal, The President whose
decisions sent most of the
American forces into Vietnam
cannot hope for & favorable
veprdict from history, so long as
the war is thought of in those
terms,

Perhaps that {8 Mr, Johnson's
fate, But he must cling to the
hope that somehow Vietnam
will come to be seen as one
part, perhaps even 4 necessary
part, of the post-world War II
American generation's effort to
muster “the moral stamina
and the courage to meet the
challenge of free world' leader-
m!p-ll

Mr. Nixon used in his first
presidential address on Viet-
nam. It is now largely In Mr.
Nixon’s hands to vindicate Mr.
Johnson's judgment by comclud-
ing the exercise with a disen-
gagement that leaves, not a
devastated, demoralized Indo-
china, ready for Communist
takeover, but an independent,
viable nation and a strengthen-
ed, nonCommunist Southwest
Asia. :

That is a very large order,
but Mr, Johnson must be root-
ing for Mr, Nixon's success.
Neither of these men may have
dene much for Culpeper, but his-
tory has put them in a position
where they can do a great deal
for each other, Indeed.

Burger’s “Civility”

What Chief Justice Warren
Burger did not say last week
to the American Law Institute
lsa.spen\nemuwhalhedld
say. You will recall his cry
for more civility among lawyers
and fudges in courtrooms, his
comparison of the rough Eng-
lish courts a century ago with
the stald ones now, his clalm
that “‘only a tiny fragment of
reckless. irresponsible lawyers
are guilty.”” His position, pos-
sibly discretion too, stopped his
mouth there. Perhaps, since he
addressed lawyers, he thought
any fool could see the hidden
message, But, just in case, and
whether Burger intended it or
not, nere is the unspoken mes-
sage which, T think, follows nat-
urally from his speech:

English courts in the 10th cen-
tury grew riotous because many
lawyers and judges held the law
in contempt. Cases went un-
heard for years and people lay
in jails for years awaiting trial,
some without even being prop-
erly charged; suits outlived
their litigants, lawyers became
rich and judges arbitrary. The
quiet volce of an obeident citi-
zenry could not be heard, so
there was tumult. I do nol say
this could ever happen in Amer-
ica, but it certainly did happen
in England. Civilty returned to
the English courts on the heels
of a new respect for law Ii-
self, respect pald it by lawyers,
judges and lawmakers.

A tiny fragment of lawyers
misbehaves. Some In court,
some outside, some defenders,
some prosecutors, When [act
contradicts law, your common
man stubbornly goes with the
facts, you know, and a juror
is & common man usually. So,
prosecutors must take care,
They may spend milllons and
use years on a case only to
see defendants set free, such as
those 13 black panthers in New
York this year. Now, suppose

The President added: “He will
be deeply missed and warmly
remembered by all who cherish
our national heritage of freedom
end for whom his life's achleve-
ment will be a source of

Former President Lyndon B.
Johnson, who in 1984 had con-
gidered Dodd as a poasible
running mate on the Democratic
ticket, sent a private letter to
the widow.

Dodd, who served two terms
in the House of Representativea
before entering the Benate In
1968, left his imprint on import-
ant legislation dealing with such
problems as gun control, drug
abuse and juvenile dellnquency.

And his career prior to poli-
tics included years as an FBI
agent, a civil rights lawyer for
the Justice Department and aa
executive trial counsel at the
Nuernberg war crimes tribunais
following World War II. .

But perhaps hiz longest
stretch in the national limelight
came in 1867 when he was for-
mally censured by his Senate
colleagues for alleged misuse of
campaign contributions,

Dodd insisted he had done
nothing wrong, but the censure
led to his political downfall. He
bolted his perty in 1870 when it
appeared he would not win the
Democratic nomination for re-
election.

He entered the general elec-
tion race as an independent, say-
ing he looked to the people to
vindicate him at the polls. Dodd
ran last in a three-wny race won
by Republican Lowell P. Weick-
er Jr.

under the direct or indirect
brute force of the U.S, ruling
circle .. ."

Such thoughts appeared to be
far from Mrs. Huggins' mind
when she stepped out of the
court buflding into a warm, sun-
ny day.

“Oh, look at that beautiful
sky," she sald softly as she
walked onto the town Green
across from the marble court-
house where she has been ar-
riving — handcuffed and in
state police cars — for the last
slx months,

A bystander asked Mra. Hug-
gins how it feit to be free. “It
teels good,'” she replied. *T feel
s0 weird."

Catherine Roraback, Mrs.
Huggins' attorney, sald the
judge's dismissal of charges was
g moment I will always cher-
ish.” But, she eald, “the people
are the winners because they
have Ericka Huggins back with
them."

Mulvey made hia ruling short-
ly after defense attomeys ar-
gued that the Seale-Huggins case
presented & situation *‘unigue’
to the American legal system-—
a situation that required dis-
missal of the charges.

Seald did not take the stand at
the trial, but defense witnesses
described the state's chief wit-
ness sgainst Seale, George
Sams Jr., as a chronic liar who
hated Sea’e because of an In-
cident for which the Panther
leader expelled Sams from the
party.

Sams admitted giving orders
for Rackley's death at the scene
of the killing, and another pro-
secution witness, Warren Kim-
bro, admitted firing the first
shot into Rackley, The second
ghot was fired by Lonnle Mc-
Lucas, who was convicted last
summer of conspiring to mur-
der Rackley. McLucas testified
at his trial that he thought
Rackley was already dead.

Only the cases of two of the
14 original defendants in the
slaying remain to be disposed of
and Mulvey's ruling made it
unlikely that those defendants
would ever come to trial

Strange Mix of Economy

‘Brings Up Old Theories

‘By JOHN CUNNIFF
AP Business Analyst

NEW YORK (AP) — The cu-
rious mix of the present econo-
my—a booming Gross National
Product and high unemploy-
ment, for example—is bringing
a lot of old notion and favorite
theories to the surface.

The recession, some say, was
intensified by ccnsumers who
were reluctant to continue buy-
ing goods they felt weren't need-
ed. They were saturated with
possessions and simply couldn't
find use for any more.

Nonsense, says & man who
should know. Prof, George Ka-
tona of the Burvey Reeearch
Center at the University of
Michigan -claimsa that consumer
desires are seldom satisfied for
long. Aspirations always rise;
the demand for gocds is instal-
ble.

At a recent forum, Katona ex-
plained that short-term att.
tudes and expectations did In-
deed detericrate in 1960 and
1970, and that consumer buying
therefore was less than what
sellers had hoped for,

He| explained it this way: A
consumer buying to satisty
needs has little cholce; he must
buy. Consumers today hardly
buy merely to fill needs. In-
stead, they buy to satisly wants
and aspirations, These are post-
ponable, And that is just what
the consumer did when his view
of the economy deteriorated: he
postponied.

Over the lang term, however,
Katona has tew fears. '‘Dynam-
lc forms of adaptation continue
to prevall among American con-
sumers,"”’ he sald.

“‘Americans still feel that
what is good enough today is not

good enough tomorrow. They
accept change, strive for pro-
gress, and continually step up
their leveis of a on as
each higher goal is achieved."'

You might find people ‘‘buy-
ing down' to smaller, less ex-
pensive cars, for example. But
Katona asks that you not over-
leok the continuing trend toward
multiple-car ownership.

Another explanation for the
mixed up economy Is offered by
those who often fear that Ameri-
ca is sliding on a toboggan to
disaster. ‘‘American workers
aren't lUke they used to be,"”
they complain.

Maybe 80. Preceding the
recession, the productivity of
American industry did drop off,
but now it has regained a heal-
thy figure, A partial explanation
is that the least productive
workers have been layad off.

But that's only part of the sto-
ry, Those who remain at work
may be trying harder.

Faced with a financial crisis,
United Air Lines instituted what
it calls E.S8.P., or Employe
Sales Program. In order to help
make their company profitable,
workers are volunteering to do
more than their job calls for.

“During good times there of-
ten ls no real pressure on em-
ployes to extend themselves,"
sald Edward Carlson, president,
“But when a company is threat-
ened, it's iInteresting to see the
true fiber of employes asserted
itee ... "

An example: Workers in one
Eastern city bought raffle tick-
ets in order to raise money to
send underpriviledged children
to Disneyland aboard the ‘com-
pany's planes. ¥

Mrs, Dimock said she feels
there 18 a misunderstanding
among townspeople as to the
nature of the civil defense pre-
gram, and suggests {t might
better be named “‘clvilian safe-
ty."”

Ahearn, who studied the civil
defense facilities during recent
budget preparation, took ex-
ception to the lettor, reiterating
his stand that the town does
no have o civil defense plan and
has not had one since 1988, He
sald he has recently contacted
area CD, commander, Col.
Wiliam  Dickson who agreed
that there is no town plan for
Bolton,

Ahearn agreed with Mrs,
Dimock's statements attesting
to the value of the radlos in
handling but said that emer-
gencies, maintenance and repair
of these might be better handled
by the town highway depart-
ment budget.

Says Town Unprepared

Ahearn, who Is a major in
the Army reserve, said he ia
famillar with disaster prepared-
ness operatons, and feels that
Bolton iz not propared for a
civil disaster. He added that
the town could have a good pro-
gram as it did 15 years ago,
and implled that if the new di-
rectors can present a8 definite
plan for the town, additional
appropriations might be con-
sidered.

Ahearn also repeated his ear-
lier statement that Al Hoffman

perience.

8uch a program of physical
education and It may well be
the only one of its kind in the na-
tion, has been in force during
the present school year at the
Talcottville School. A demon-
stration of Il yesterday attract-
ed top educalors in special edu-
cation from all over the stale
as well as local officials and,
most concerned of all, the par-
ents,

What is a program, an experi-
ment or a theory to educators
concerna quality of Iife for
these familles and they were
smiling happily throughout the
program, almost as much as
the participants.

Airline Pays
Ransom In

Bomb Threat

(Continued from Page One)

in Anchorage, Alaska, Weatern
Alrlines pald $25,000 for infor-
mation about a pressure-sensl-
tive bomb which a caller said

was nboard one of ita jetliners
then between Anchorage and
Seattle, Wash, with 128 persons
aboard,

No bomb was aboard and a
man was later arrested and sen-
tenced to five years in prison
for extortion.

“Doomsdny Flight" also was
shewn on Anchorage television
shortly before the bomb threat
there.

The movie's plot involves &
bomb set to explode at 5,000 feet
which is slipped aboard a plane.
The plane lands at an airport at
5,200 feet elevation to avold des-
truction.

The Australian plane landed in
Sydney today after circling for
6% hours while all defense
forces and police personnel
went on a red alert to deal with
the emergency,

Eight ships of the Royal Aus-
tralian Navy, including two sub-
marines and three destroyers,
were rushed to the Botany Bay
area on the edge of the alrport.
When the plane landed it was
surrounded by ambulances and
fire brigade units, But the pas-
sengers disembarked uninjured
and airline officlals said there
had been no panic during the
emergency.

The plot went like this:

An anonymous caller had tele-
phoned the alrport and sald a
bomb had been put in an air-
port locker. Police raced to the
locker area and found the
bomb. ‘

With it were three notes. One
gald a similar bomb had been
put aboard Qantas flight T65,
which had left two and a half
hours earller for Hong Kong.

Examination of the bomb
showed it was fitted with an un-
connected barometric device. It
connected, it would explode be-
low 20,000 feet.

Also in the locker was a de-
mand for §500,000 ransom, or
$580,000 U.S,

The notes sald the location of
the bomb on the plane and in-
structions how to defuse It
would be given when the ran-
som was pald.

The alrcraft, then en route to
a stop at Darwin, on the north
coast, was ordered to returmn to
Sydney immediately, The pas-

.

sengers were not told of the
bomb threat, and the crew
searched the plane but found
nothing suspicious,

As the airliner approached
Sydney, the pilot advised pas-
sengers that a waming had
been received of & bomb aboard
the plane. The passengera’ lug-
ga-e was searched, but again
nothing susplcicus was found,

While a blackout was put on
news of the threat, Qaritas offi-
cluls: conferred feverishly with
military and police authorities.
They declded that the money
must be paid.

Instructions for the payoff
came in a telephone call to Qan-
tas from a “Mr. Brown."” He
sald Capt. Robert J, Ritchie,
general manager of Qantas,
should hand over the money in
front of the airline's office in the
center of the city,

Qantas officials raced around
the banks, collecting the money,

At 5:45 p.m. Ritchie walked
into the street.

A yellow hire van drew up be-
side him and a man {dentified
himself as ““Mr. Brown.” Ritch.
fe handed over the sultcases of
money, and the van sped away
into the rush-hour traffic,

“Brown"” was believed to
have worn a false beard,

‘Trinity Given

Two Million
By Alumnus

Trinity College has recelved
a bequest of over $2 milllon,
the largest single bequest In
the college's 148 years. .

The bequest was left by
Charles A, Lewis of the class of
1888, formerly of Ridgefield
who died in Atlantic City in 1867
at the age of B8.

In announcing the bequest,
Trinity President Theodore D.
Lockwood said: '‘By this mag-
nificent gift to his Alma Mater,
Mr., Lewis has made a lasting
contribution to assist us in
maintaining the high standards
of education which he so cher-
fshed as a student some 80
years ago.”

At the time of his death, Mr.
Lewin left the income from his
estate to his aister, Miss An-
nette Lewls of New York City,
with the stipulation that upon
her death the principal would
come .to Trinity. Miss Lewls
died in April,

The estate, valued In excess
of $2 million, will be establish-
ed as an endowment fund in
memory of the donor's par-
ents, James Ivers LeWis and
Susan Kidder Lewis, with the
principal used as general en-
dowment,

James Ivers Lewis was a
graduste of Trinity, class of
1862, and served the college as
a trustee from 1881 until his
death in 1800, He was president
of the Uncasville Cotton Manu-
facturing Plant in Montville,
Conn.

Still Oppose Merger

The directors of the Eighth Utilities District indicat-
ed to the Board of Directors last night that their posi-
tion on the consolidation of Eighth District sewer fa-
cilities with the town’s in conjunction with the proposed
town purchase of the Manchester Water Co. remains

unchanged.

Becausé there is no advan-
tage to the Eighth District and
because a sampling of opinion
in the district indlcates no sup-
port for the idea, the north end
board will not Initiate a refer-
endum on the proposed con-
solidation and they, ns individ-
unls, are against the ldea.

Both Town Manager Robert
Weiss and Willlam O'Nefll, di-
rector of public works, repeat-
ed thelr concern over the
chances of the proposed water
company purchase getting voter
approval in &
O'Nelll reiterated his claim that
simultaneous consolidation of
water and sewer utilities in
town would allow a reduction
in the net water and sewer
rates for most of the residents
in both the north and south
ends of town.

Welss said last night that con-
versations he has had with rep-
resentatives of the company in-
dicate that the firm will go to
the Public Utilities Commission
and ask for a ‘‘substantial’
rate increase after the option
with the town runs out. This
has not been done to date, he
sald, because the company was
anticipating action by the town
on the option.

Weiss told the town directors
present that he will recom-
mend & referendum on the mat-
ter to let the voters declde
whether the advantages of the
town owning the water com-
pany would be worth the cost
involved, The purchase price
would be $2.28 million less pos-
sible state and federal open
space grants toward the pur-
chase of water company land.
The grants would total over
$500,000.

‘The company facllities would
also require about $2 million
in Improvements over the next
20 years according to a report

binding referendum be held to
get the feeling of the voters,
particularly of the voters in the
north end, on consolidation of all
town utilities.

Eighth District directors said
that conducting such a poll
would have to be a decision of
the town directors, They ex-
pressed their confidence that
the idea of consolidation would
not be supported in the north
end.

Bighth District director Pat-
rick Donlon said, “I can't get
too exclted about it (consollda-
tion) from the Eighth District
paint of view. I'm not 80 sure
the water company is such a
good buy.” He claimed that the
town has not done enough look-
ing into alternative water sup-
plies. Donlon also charged that
the water company has been
poorly run and asked why the

board of directors of the com-
pany wants to sell the firm.

Welss suggested that the ma-
jority of the directors of the
company might not want to aell
now and speculated that this
might be why the option to the
town has not been extended.

Edward McKeever, Eighth
District director, disputed the
contention that the town's sew-
er rate would be lowered as
part of a leveling off of the net
water and sewer rate in town.
"“"I've never known the town to
back,”” he sald.

Willlam Hankinson, district
president, agreed with Donlon
that the price the town would
pay for the company is too high
and the company is probably
poorly run.

Donlon sald, “I 'am con-
vinced in my own mind that
the Eighth District volers
would not approve unification.
They'd be giving up control to
keep that tax rate as low as
possible."

The tax rate for sewer serv-
lce and fire protection In the
Eighth District has been 2.5
mills for over 20 years.

Calling the proposed stabiliza.
tion of the net rate for water
and sewer service throughout
town a mere “swap,’' Donlon
said, ‘“Whea there are economic
advantages, consolidation will
be automatic." .

Fears Future Problem

Town director Willlam Fitz-
Gerald sald, ‘I consider the
prime lssue to be the welfare
of the town in the future.'” He
sald that two separate utility
systems would be impractical
to accommodate the projected
growth of the town in the next
20 or 30 years.

Here's a sparkling baker's
dozen both for the sclence-fic-
tion buff and, hopefully, for the
non fan.

Unlike most ghort story col-
lections, this one has a purpose:

NEW YORK (AP) — Commissioner Pete Rozelle of
the National Football League has his guard up against
any attempt to legalize betting on pro football—a de-

fensive stance he first took
belted him in the chops.

Provoked by the poasibllity of
an extension of New York's Off-
Track Betting venture to in.
clude professional team sports,
Rozelle sald Tuesday that such
attempts would create a
“‘chaotic situation'” by under
mining ‘‘the sport’s backbone—
ln ."

And he used the belt In the
chopa to illustrate the danger in
the situation.

Recalling a game early in his
commissionership that he at-
tended at New York's Yankee
Stadium, Roselle remembers
two teen-agers slipping in be-
hind him in the two empty
seats In his box during the first
quarter of a Glants' game,

“8ince the two seals weren't
being used I let the kids sit
there,” Rozelle explained. ‘It
was obvious they had $5 bets on
the game because by the sec-
ond quarter I kept hearing
things lke ‘the game’'s a fix’
and ‘Tittle’s going in the tank.'

“8o I turned around and told
them I didn't mind them sitting
in the seats, but to knock it off.
And they kept quiet during the
third and fourth quarters. But

when a teen-aged gambler

as soon as the gun sounded en-
ding the game, I felt a tap on
my shoulder.

“I turned around—and that's
when I got & belt in the chops.”

Roselle used that story to em-
phasize that permitting bets on
games ‘‘changes the character
of the fan—rather than an in-
terest In how his team does he
now has a financial interest in
the outcome. We could be badly
hurt, And so we're deeply con-
cerned.”

The subject became a con-
cern for Rozelle when Howard
Samuels, who runs New‘lYork'l
OTB operation—which permits
legalized betting on horse rac-
ing at betting pariors away
from the track—-publicly stated
a_npatural extension would be
betting on team sports,

The concern increased with
the knowledge that other
locals are considering legalizing
such betting, ralsing staggering
possibilities. The NFL draws an
average 700,000 people to its
stadiums-every weekend and as
many as 20 to 30 million watch

a Monday night game on tele-
vision.

Search for Bodies Continues

Labor Contractor Formally Charged
In Murder of 12 Men in California

YUBA CITY, Calif.
(AP)—A farm labor con-
tractor is charged formal-
ly in a mass murder case
that has yielded the hack-
ed bodies of 12 men found
buried in Northern Califor-
nia peach orchards.

A search cotninued today for
more poszible victims of the ns-
sallant who hacked each of the
12 in the back of the head with a
machete or a large, heavy
knife.

Juan V. Corena, 87, a migrant
labor recruiter for 15 years in
Yuba City's peach and prune
growing region, was held in iso-
lation in the three-cell women'a
section of the small Sutter Coun.

Corona was taken before Jus-
tice Court Judge J. J. Hankins
Wednesday for a brief, closed
hearing on 10 counts of murder
filed by Dist.

JUAN V. CORONA

Accused
Aloof To
Neighbors

YUBA CITY, Calif. (AP) —
Juan Vallejo Corona—accused
of killing transient frultpickers
and burying their bodies in shal-
low orchard graves—made his
living arranging the livelihoods
of such men.

As a farm labor contractor,
he is one of a vanishing band
that once dominated California
farm labor.

Sheriff's deputiee who arrest-
ed the 37-year-old Mexican-
American early Wednesday
found the trademark of his oc.
cupation parked by his modest
home: A onetime school bus
with the lettering, ‘Juan V.,
Corona, Farm Labor Contractor
License No, FL: 22,"" painted on
the side.

Corona used the bus to trans-
port the migrant workers to the
peach, plum and walnut or-
chards surrounding this flatland
community of 14,000 along the
Feather River, 186 miles north.
east of Ban Francisco.

Since 1968, he has given Yuba
City addresses while obtaining
licenses snd bonds from the
state to perform his work—act-
ing as a go-between for growers
and workers, Corona's abllity to
speak Spanish helped In his ccn-
tacts with the workers, many of
them Mexican-Americans,
About 3,000 Mexican-Americans
live in Yuba City.

Corona has been a relative
stranger in his neighborhood
where three years ago his fami-

PARIS (AP)—North Vietnam's chief delegate to the
Paris peace talks said today that unless the United
States sets a date for its total and unconditional with-
drawal from South Vietnam, the talks “can make no

further progress.”

Xuan Thuy made the state-
ment to newsmen at the start of
the 114th weekly session of the
long-deadiocked talks., However,
he did not threaten to break off
the talks,

With chief U.S. negotiator Da-
vid K.E, Bruce In Washington
for consultations, his place was
taken today by his deputy, Phil-
ip Habib. Thuy made no refer-
ence to Bruce's absence but
sald:

“If the American delegate to-

day does not announce a reason-
able date for the withdrawal of
all U.8. forces, then the confer-
ence can make no further pro-
gress.'
As he spoke, about 170 rela-
tives of Americans held prison-
er or misaing in Indochina stood
silently across the street. Each
had the date of capture or dis-
appearance of his or her serv-
lceman pinned on.
