Contract Goes
To Arbitration

The Board of Education and
the Bolton Educational
Association have been
negotiating the teachers’
master agreement since
December. Negotiations
resulted in an impasse on
March 16 and were referred to
mediation on April 11.

and so on.

‘'At the end of six months we
should know where we've been,
where we are, and where we
are going,'’ Brown said. Noting
that the six-month course of ac-
tion would of course be very
flexible, Brown said, however,
that_ taking longer to ac-
complish the studies would
probably ‘‘bore. everyone to
death.”

Town Manager Robert Weiss
said that it will be important
for the consultant to work
closely with downtown in-
terests, and he suggested that
six months might be too short a
period of time.

Downtown committee
member Philip Bayer said the
“timing is just as essential as
being right." Showing results
quickly is important, he con-
tended, as otherwise people
might lose interest.

Herald publisher Burl Lyons,
also a committee member, said
the six-month timetable “gets
us moving."

Downtown committee
members seemed to react very
favorably with this morning's
meeting with Brown, the first
official meeting with the whole
committee.

Joseph Garman, a downtown
merchant who isn't a com-
mittee member, said that
Brown's presentation was the
most realistic and genuine ap-
proach he has seen in 18 years.
‘“This is the way it should haye
been approached a long time
ago,” Garman said.

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Economy Shows Strong Advance

res Dampened

By Soaring Of

Inflation

Rate

WASHINGTON (AP) — The government today reported
the economy advanced at a rapid rate of 14.3 per cent
during the first quarter of the year, with inflation soaring .

at a rate of 6 per cent.

The Commerce Department
said the country's gross
national product rose $40.6
billion from January through
March to reach a seasonally
adjusted annual rate of $1,235
trillion.

The increase compares with a
GNP advance in the fourth
quarter of last year of $30.9
billion or 11 per cent at an an-
nual rate.

The gross national product is
the value of the nation’s output
of goods and services and is the
broadest indication of the
economy's performance.

Without the rate of inflation
of 6 per cent, the real output
during the first quarter was 7.9
per cent, compared with real
growth of 8 per cent in the
fourth quarter of 1972

But the rate of inflation of 6
per cent during the period was
bad news for the economy. It
was the biggest quarterly jump
since the fourth quarter of 1870
when it was 6.3 per cent.

The 14.3 per cent increase in
the GNP equaled the increase
in the first quarter of 1971 when
the economy was recovering
from a General Motors strike
and from a recession.

The government economic
goals for 1973 are for an in-
crease of 10 per cent in the
GNP, including 2% per cent in-
flation, but the quarterly figure
showed the rate of inflation was
more than double the ad-
ministration's goal.

Consumer expenditures ac-
counted for a major portion of
the first-quarter increase, They
were up $28 billion in the first
quarter, compared with $17.1
billion in the fourth quarter last
year.

Purchases of durable goods
increased $9.3 billion compared
with the increase of $2.2 billion
in the previous quarter, and
purchases of autos and related
equipment were up $4.8 billion.

New car sales reached 12,5
million units at an annual rate.

Other increases in the con-
sumer category were non-
durable goods, up $12.5 billion,
compared with $8.4 billion in
the fourth quarter; spending on
food, up $6.2 billion; spending
on clothing, up $3.5 billion and
spending on. services, up $6.2
billion.

The GNP report noted that an
increase in after-tax personal
income of $22.7 billion was less

than the increase in consumer
spending during the period.

As a result, it said, personal
savings decreased from $62.8
billion in the fourth quarter to
$56.9 billion in the first quarter
and the savings rate fell from
7.6 per cent to 6.7 per cent, The
savings rate is the percentage
of disposable income put into
checking accounts.

Rev-Share
Program
Requested

WASHINGTON (AP) —
President Nixon today proposed
a $2.3-billion program of shared
revenues to help cities, urban
counties and the states finance
community-aid programs.

The proposal, if approved by
Congress, would abolish the
government's present system
of grants to assist community
development.

Under Nixon's proposal,

' funds would be allocated direct-

ly to local governments to per-
mit development in accordance
with local objectives and
priorities without first getting
approval from Washington,

By allocating funds according
to formula on the basis of need,
the administration said, many
communities not reached under
the present grant program
would receive funds.

Secretary James T. Lynn of
the Department of Housing and
Urban development, said in
sending the administration
proposal to Congress, "‘the time
has come to'reduce federal con-
trol, red tape and reviews'' of
community development
programs.”’

‘““This aid will have no strings
attached as long as it is used for
community development,"’
Nixon said last month in an-
nouncing his special revenue
sharing proposal.

““Your local leaders can goon
spending it the way Washington
was spending it if they like. But
they would also be free to work
out better plans without having
to get Washington's approval,”
he continued.

Nixon first proposed the com-
munity development legislation
in 1971 but failed to muster
enough support in either the
House or the Senate.

PUC Criticizes Use
Of ¢ Statistics’

HARTFORD (AP) — The
state Public Utilities Commis-
sion has criticized the Southern
New England Telephone Co.
and a Hartford city councilman
for supposedly extracting
‘‘selective statistics' from the
company’s financial reports in
separate efforts ‘‘to prove a
point."”

The commission, which nor-
mally limits its public
statements to the decisions it
releases on utility cases, issued
a speclal release to protest
SNET’s publication of certain
figures that it said *‘may make
management look good to
stockholders’” but do nothing
“‘to enlighten the public.’

The release, issued by Com-
missioners Howard E.
Hausman, Raymond 8.
Thatcher and William L.
Hadden Jr., also rapped Hart-
ford Councilman Nicholas Car-
bone for figures he used in
asking the PUC to consider a
roliback on SNET rates.

The PUC said that SNET in
its most recent quarterly finan-
cial report “‘selected for press
release emphasis a comparison
of first quarter 1973 profits with
those of first quarter 1972,
which was before a rate in-
crease went into effect.”

A better comparison, the -

PUC said, would be between

after the increase took
effect last April. The PUC
provided the following possible

wording for a profit statement
based on such a comparison;
“SNET earnings in the first
quarter of 1973 continued the
downward trend which started
in the fourth quarter of 1972.
Fourth quarter 1972 earnings of
$1.08. per share dipped 3.6 per
cent from third quarter 1972
results of $1.12 per share and
first quarter 1973 earnings of
$1.08 per share declined another
1.9 per cent from fourth quarter
earnings of $1.08 per share.”

The PUC said SNET’s com-
parison made ‘“earnings look
very much improved' but
thwarted the public's
‘“‘legitimate Interest in finan-
cial results of regulated
utilities." :

The PUC also had criticism
for Nicholas R. Carbone,
majority leader of the Hartford
City Council, who has asked the
PUC to review the SNET rate
increase with a view toward
possibly ordering a price
rollback. Carbone said the in-
crease had resulted in revenues
in excess of the $36 million
figure anticipated by the PUC
at the time the increase was
awarded,

‘‘He did not bother to mention
that SNET operating expenses
also went up by $7.6 million
above PUC estimates and in-
terest expense by $4.5 million
above PUC estimates,"” the
PUC said of Carbope's com-
ments. :

Radio Nostalgia

By JAY SHARBUTT

NEW YORK (AP) — If you
hear ‘“The Lone Ranger” on
radio these days, don’t be
alarmed. It's still 1973. '

What is happening is an aural
time warp caused by Charles
Michelson, a New York broad-
casting veteran who for eight
years has been promoting a
gradual mini-boom in radio
nostalgia.

He owns the rights to
rebroadeast a dozen half-hour
radio series that were the real
biggies of the 1940s, series like
““The Green Hornet,”” *“‘The
Shadow,” ‘‘Gangbusters’ and
“Sherlock Holmes."

He began leasing them to
stations in 1965 and says the
shows now can be heard on
more than 400 stations in
major, medium and minor
markets across the U.S,

Michelson got in the broad-
casting business in 1938 as a dis-
tributor of the shows that now
are his golden oldies. His
market went flat in the 1950s
with the arrival of television.

He went into television as a
buyer of U.S. programs for
overseas TV stations. But he
kept the 16-inch shellac records
on which the words and deeds of
Lamont Cranston, Kato and
others were preserved.

“‘We decided around Christ-
mastime in 1964 to throw out
these old records,’” said

, Michelson, 63. ‘‘But just before

we did it, I got a little sentimen-
tal — it must have been the
holiday season — and I said,
‘let’s see if maybe we can do
something with them'."

Whereupon -he wrote to
friends he'd known for years at
25 key radio stations in the U.S.
He proposed a revival of radio’s
golden days. Twelve said they
were interested and he was in
business.

But first there was a period of
negotiations with the American
Federation of Television and
Radio Artists. The talks in-
volved fees that would have to
be paid the artists on the
original radio shows.

“We didn't even have a list of
the original actors, anymore,’
he laughed. “We finally had a

ALBANY, N.Y. (AP) — The
state collected about $1 million
a week in revenue from the sale
of lottery tickets during the last
fiscal year, reports the State
Tax Department.

$57.7 million from gross sales of
$128.1 million. Another $50.1
million svent for cash prizes to
247,366 winners, $7.5 million for
commissions to 8,500 licensed
vendors and $12.8 million for
administration, including
advertising.

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Conduct Predicts
Drug ‘Weakness’

Is there any way teachers or
parents can predict with any degree of
reliability whether a youngster will
fool around with drugs? At least one
study indicates that there is.

Junior high school students who get
poor grades and flout school rules are
significantly more likely to use drugs
during their high school years than
more studious and orderly
classmates.

This is one of the findings of a con-
tinuing five-year study of Boston
elementary, junior and high school
students being conducted by Dr. Gene
M. Smith of Massachusetts General
Hospltal‘ under a grant from the
Nationdl \Institute of Mental Health.

The study is{looking for answers in
three are \

(1) Why some students become
regular drpg users while others mere-
ly experiment with drugs briefly or ig-
nore them; (2) how personality traits
and academic performance serve as
predictgrs of involvement with or dis-
interest/ in drugs; (3) what changes
occur attitudes, personality and
behavior after the initiation of sub-
sequent use,

In findings to date, the best indicator
of subsequent use of illegal drugs is
rebelliousness toward authorities and
rules. Obedient children are the least
likely to become drug users.

The more rebellious a child, the
greater his subsequent use of drugs is
apt to be, ranging from infrequent
marijuana smoking through frequent
marijuana use to multiple experimen-
tation with and use of depressants,
stimulants, LSD and other
hallucinogens, and heroin.

Other reliable predictors of future
drug use are classroom apathy and

Congress now must face squarely up

to the question of what to do about the

~ controversial Office of Economic Op-

Personality traits on which drug
users score low are: Conscien-
tiousness, dependability, strix';ing for
recognition, setting high goals, per-
sistency, planfulness, thoroughness,
efficiency, mannerliness and
agreeableness.

Two traits which do not predict
future drug use or non-use are vigor
and self-confidence.

There are marked personality
differences between those students
who have never used drugs and those
who have, while infrequent and
frequent drug users tend to have
similar personalities.

The students are self-rated. They
ranged from fourth-graders to high
school seniors and represent a sample
of a predominatly white, middle-class
high school population of 15,000 in 33 _
public schools in the Greater Boston
area.

They fill out questionnaires each
year in which they rate themselves on
traits of personality and behaviorgnd
identify their attitudes toward drugs
and their use of drugs. School records
furnish histories of academic perfor-
mance, while a goding system
guarantees confidentiality.

Participation is voluntary, but ap--
proximately 95 per cent of the
students present on testing days have
taken part in the study.

Incidentally, the study knocks a hole
in the belief that “‘the parents drink
the kids smoke."”

Heavy marijuana users are also
heavy drinkers and the study finds no
evidence that marijuna is supplanting
alcohol among the younger genera-
tion.

brought out in the audit report
of Jerome J. Baskin and Co.,
together with other data per-
taining to Federal Sharing
Funds, available cash surplus
from 1971-72, ete., reported in
recent Manchester Herald
editions, should serve to open
the eyes of the townspeople. It
is regrettable that this informa-
tion was not available prior to
the April 2nd public budget
hearing.

Following is a list of amounts
showing the huge total
available to the directors for
granting the taxpayers a sub-
stantial tax rate reduction
while still retaining a sizeable

Favorite People

WASHINGTON — Ranking
second on my list of favorite
people are those who write
letters to the editor denouncing
my opinions. (Because colum-
nists are, too, human, first
place goes to those who agree
with me.)

Which is by way of noticing
that some folks who read my
column in the Casper:Star-
Tribune — Wyoming's largest
newspaper — have dispatched
to that august journal scornful
communications suggesting
that I be tarred and feathered
and, if possible, ridden out of
their state on a rail,

Well, good. Like so many of
my breed, I frequently deplore
in print the apathy of the
general public toward public
problems and perhaps even
suggest that only newspaper
columnists care about what is
going on. Writing a column,
after all, is a kind of ego trip. At
the same time, however, one
realizes one cannot flee the
kitchen when it gets hot.

There is, first Mrs. Jack
Turner, who takes me to task
for expressing alarm over the
high price of food. She notes
that *‘cattlemen have never
accepted one-cent of subsidy —
in fact, they waged a battle
against it some years ago.” I
never wrote that cattlemen
were subsidized. On the other
hand, I never wrote that they
weren’t, 50 perhaps I owe Mrs.
Turner an apology.

However, I am somewhat
confused by Mrs. Turner's posi-
tion on President Nixon's
proposal to abolish agricultural

subsidies and price supports.
She seems to agree that Nixon
should shift the cost of protec-
ting the farmer [rom the
Federal budget to the family
budget. “In heaven’'s name,"
she writes, '‘who should pay for
the food other than those who
are eating it!"” ‘

But I took no stand on farm
subsidies, I merely pointed out
that although ending them
would save tax money, it would
make food shoppers — who vote
— extremely unhappy.

I also pointed out that sub-
sidies protect farmers against
low prices, and thus abolishing
them would affect the farmer's
income, In past decades, the
free enterprise system has not
worked well for the average
farmer.

Comes now Lorri Laudon,
who charges 1 ‘‘reached the
limit of Imbecility'’ in a'column
commenting on a Presidential
commission’s recommendation
that marijuana be legalized.
Lorri (the writer's sex is not gi-
ven), suggests that there are
too many pot smokers today to
make anything but legalization
practical,

I had written.that we didn't
need another legal abuse,
remarking that “'Generations of
use have made conventional
smoking and boozing a part of
our culture...” Asks Lorri:
“What makes him think pot
hasn't been smoked for
generations?”’

Statistics, Lorri. Every
available figure reveals that
marijuana use became exten-
sive only during the past

decade. Even so, marijuana
users are still a miniscule
minority compared to tobacco
smokers and drinkers. Thus, it
is not too late to solve the
marijjuana problem rather than
embrace it.

Lorri goes on to say that if pot
were legalized “'you can be sure
the same age and drinking-
locations restrictions now in
effect regarding alcohol would
be imposed on it.”" Perhaps. Bul
that ‘is mot thie point. The point
is that since experts donot
agree on pot’s relative harm-
fulness, it is too early to
legalize its use. Indeed, all
experts agree pot is at least as
harmful as alcohol and tobacco,
s0 needs it?

Finally, there is Clovis
Rodelander, who belabors me
for urging in past years that the
mineral depletion allowances —

'a tax loophole — be reduced.

Partially as a result of that
reduction, says Rodelander, the
country is not in an energy
squeeze. ,

I can’t buy that argument.
The industry in particular still
enjoys enough other loopholes
to make the business of finding
and selling oil more attractive
than, say, producing
Chevrolets. I know a couple of

But bless you, Clovis

EPA Says

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
Environmental Protection
says the antipollution
method chosen by U.S.
automakers could cost the
public up to $147 billion more in
the next decade than available
foreign engine designs.

“It's a pretty expensive op-
tion that the American auto in-
dustry has chosen,”” com-
mented Sen. Edmund S.
Muskie, D-Maine, when EPA
officials disclosed their es-
timates in hearings before his
Air and Water Pollution sub-
committee.

Muskie wondered why U.S,
automakers” had not, over the
past 20 years, developed new
engines instead of hanging on to
their old designs and adding
pollution clean-up devices after
adoption of the 1970 Clean Air
Amendments.

EPA and the National
Academy of Sciences have
found that three foreign engines
can meet the U.S. law’s original
1975 requirement for a 90 per
cent reduction of carbon
monoxide and hydrocarbon

EPA Administrator William
D. Rnctelstmusmednesda‘ y
¢ that or one
mm U.S. automakers
could not meet it,

One of the possible foreign
engines is Germany's
Mercedes-Benz automobile
diesel, which Ruckelshaus says
needs additipnal study concer-
ning noise and fumes.

The other two are Japanese:
the Mazda rotary engine, which
meets the 1975 standards but
achieves relatively low gas
mileage, and the Honda
“stratified charge'’ engine.

The Honda engine meets not

only the 1975 standard, but also
a 1976 standard for a 80 per cent
reduction of nitrogen oxides as
well,

The bill specifies that the
probate judge named as
probate court administrator
would ‘continue to serve as
probate judge in his district. In
the event he loses his probate
judgeship in an election, he’
would lose his post as ad-
ministrator,

Under the present system,
the probate court administrator
is a Superior Court judge ap-
pointed by Associate Supreme
Court Justice John P. Cotter,
who is chief administrator for
the state's courts.

Goes To Governor

HARTFORD (AP) — The
Connecticut House passed and
sent to the governor Wednesday
a plan that may eventually lead
to a state super agency on
human services.

The super department
proposal was shelved for two
years of study. Many thought
that without proper safeguards,
the combining of nine
stateagencies under one chief
would lead to worse
bureaucracy. -

The act creates a Council on
Human Services, including the
commissioners of welfare,
health, mental health, mental
retardation, correction, aging,
children and youth, community
affairs and education, and six
legislators.

It is charged with reporting
back in 1975 with a plan to im-
plement a new integrated state
department,

Democrats opposed one sec-
tion of the bill to give the coun-
cil power to make certain
changes within each of the
agencies it represents. They
argued that it started the con-
struction of the new depart-
ment before the council
reported to the legislature,

In other action Wednesday, the
House passed a major revision
in 'the state adoption laws,
designed to strengthen the
rights of the adopting parents.

It would have been a final
action, but the lower house
added an amendment
forbidding authorities to
use advancing age as the sole

reason for disapproving an
adoption. The Senate will now
reconsider the measure. Gov.
Thomas J. Meskill is opposed to
the aging amendment.

The House also passed and
sent to the Senate a bill to
strengthen the laws on child
abuse. Rep. Roland Bard, R-
Norwalk, said there had been
846 cases of child abuse, 10 of
them deaths, in connecticut
since October 1971 — more
deaths from child abuse than
from all childhood diseases
combined, he said.

The bill would require a
wider range of persons' to
report known child abuse cases
to authorities:

In other legislative action,
the Senate gave final approval
to a bill denying unemployment
compensation to students who
work for the college they at-
tend.

The Education Committee
approved a bill requiring school
superintendents to evaluate
each teacheér annually and
report to the school board. The
committee also voted out a bill
requiring bilingual classes in
public schools where there are
heavy concentrations of
Spanish-Americans.

Sen. Nicholas Lenge, R-West
Hartford, announced that
enough senators had signed a
petition to bring a pension
repeal bill onto the floor, He

predicted that the bill — killed ’

in committee — would pass,
cutting off legislative pensions
that were voted last year.

Newman and T. Emmet Clarie.

Lumbard and Newman out-
voted Clarie when the panel
declared the Connecticut law
unconstitutional last April 18.

ERA Loses
VYote In
Two States

By The Associated Press

Two more states — Florida
and Ohio — this week rejected
the proposed Equal Rights
Amendment to the U.S.
Constitution.

A committee of the Ohio
Senate on Wednesday turned
down the proposed amendmient
by a 63 vote. The vote came
three weeks after the Ohio
House approved it by a 56-40
vote.

The proposed amendment
could be brought back before
the Ohio Senate's Financial
Institutions, Insurance and
Elections Committee during
the current legislative session
on a motion to reconsider by a
committee member who voted
against the ERA. But Chairman
Stanley J. Aronoff said this was
unlikely.

The Florida House of
Representatives killed the
amendment on a 64-54 vote on
Tuesday.

The Ohio action brought to 16
the number of states in which
the amendment has been either
rejected or legislative action
has been taken which would
normally preclude further con-
sideration this year.

Thirty states have approved
the amendment since Congress
passed it on March 22, 1972, but
one of them, Nebraska, has
attempted to rescind its ap-
proval, a move which is doubt-
ful legally. The amendment
needs ratification by a total of
38 states to take effect.’

All in the Family -
Cymbal Making

By RODNEY PRIDER

. ISTANBUL (AP) —
What do the Grenadier
Guards, Armenian church-
es, jazz bands and Carnegie
Hall'have in common? They all
ugse cymbals — tinkling thin
ones, clashing big oneés — and
they “all'use cymbals made in
Istanbul by a family which has
been making them since the
early 17th century. ;

The Zilcan family has been at
work- since 1623, producing

nothing but the finest cymbals,

from a formula handed down
from father to son and still kept
a solemn secret. They make
their own alloy, cast their own
molds, and hammer, batter
scrape and polish them into the
final product, which they treat
as tenderly as hi-fi fans treat
their most cherished records.

The end product, they say, is
the best in the world, and the
list of customers is impressive.
Some 2,000 to 3,000 pairs are
exported each year, most of
them to America, at prices
ranging from $20 to $100.

The Zilcans, an Armenian
family, have only a small share
of the world cymbal market,
and the American branch of the
family, established at Wey-
mouth, Mass., for the past 50
years produces many more

“than are made here.

The Zilcans attribute the
quality of their instruments to
their secret formula, and the
fact that all the stages, in-
cluding mixing the alloy of cop-
per and tin, are done in the
same workshop, :

The workshop is a one-room,

high-roofed shed in the slums
outside the 4th century city
walls of Istanbul, where it
stands cheek by jowl with live
animal traders, auto repair
shops and fitters and turners.
_ Ingide nine workmen, some
Turks and some Armenians.
hammer and hone and burnish
and polish. The noise they
create makes conversation be-
low a bellow impossible.

and in any number of diameters
from 10 inches to 24 inches,
depending on the specification
of the buyer. The paper-thin and
thin cymbals are used by dance-
bands, the medium by sym-
phony orchestras, and the thick
by military bands such as that
of the Grenadier Guards.

The firm of Toledo Brothers
handles the orders and the ex-
porting, and their representa-
tive calls each night at the
workshop to collect the 20 or so
cymbals produced during the
day.

These have to be picked up
gingerly by the edges — touch
one and the perspiration has to
be immediately rubbed off with
a rag or the tone will be spoiled,
Keroke Zilcan said. .

Cymbals have been in use as
musieéal instruments since the
Bronze Age, and are probably
the oldest musical instruments
man' has. Primitive tribes in
‘New Guinea and Australia use a
wide -variety of objects —

stones, shells and sticks to
clash together to maintain the
rhythm for their songs, and
these certainly pre-date primi-
tive wind instruments made
from hollow branches and the
much later stringed instru-
ments made from animal sin-
ews. .

The Zilcan family cannot
trace their origins back to pre-
history, but they still have
records to show they were pro-
ducing cymbals for the “‘Meh-
tar” bands of the Ottoman
army’s Jannissary corps, which
terrified the armies of Europe
with their shrill pipes and
clashing cymbals. More peace-

fully, they still provide the Ar-
menian Patriarchal church
here with the cymbals used to
accompany the choir at the Lit-
urgy. N

Cymbals, it seems, wear out
in time, and there is a con-

stantly growing demand from

newly-formed orchestras, espe-
cially school orchestras, which
keeps the trade going.

The tradition of the Seder
offers hospitality to any
stranger and also to make it
possible for the poor to be able
to obsérve this special ritual,

Passover, or Pesach, began
Monday at sundown. It is also
called Hag Zamatzot, Feast of
Unleavened Bread, and Zeman
Herutenu, Season of our
Freedom. The word. Passover
comes from the story of the
final plague. The Angel of
Death ‘‘passed over'' the
houges of the Israelites when he
smote the first-born of the
Egyptians. In other words, he
by-passed the homes of the
Jews.

The head of the household

legds in the Seder Titual’ “He "

reclines on pillows place on his
chair. As a sign of freedom, he
leans to the left when he par-
takes of wine and symbolic
food. In olden times, only the
nobility ate while reclining on
couches. The slaves stood or
squatted on the ground, eating
hurriedly.

Upon a ceremonial plate at
the head of the table are placed
tangible symbols of the release
from slavery:

(1) A roasted bone in remem-

brance of the sacrificial lamb
eaten on the eve'of the depar-
ture from Egypt; (2) a roasted
egg to recall the individual
festival offering of Temple
days; (3) bitter herbs, usually
horseradish root, as a reminder
of the bitterness of bondage in
Egypt. (4) a green vegetable,
such as parsley or lettuce,
suggesting the first green of
spring. It also signifies a first
course in the meal, which only
free men enjoyed in ancient
times. (5) salt water, in which
the gréens are dipped, as a
symbol of tears shed for
persecution and suffering. (6) A
mixture of grated nuts, grated
apples, sinnamon and wine
called haroset. This is reminis-
cent of the mortor used in
bricks which the Israelites
made for the Pharoah of Egypt.

Each participant has a wine
cup from which he sips during
the Seder. There is always one
additional cup that is filled with
wine. It is the Cup of Elijah.
Legend states that the prophet
may unexpectedly arrive to
drink from the cup. Jewish faith
proclaims him the messenger
of the Messiah who one day will
bring peace and freedom to the
world.

Mrs. Kravitz Prepares Seder Table

Of special importance in this
holiday is’ the matzoh or un-

‘1édvened” bread. A three-

sectioned matzoh . holder is
placed in front of the leader.
This is a reminder of the bread
made in haste by the women on
their hurried departure from
Egypt. The three matzoh repre-
sent the three traditional
groups of Jews — Kohen or
Cohen the priestly group or
teachers; Levites, the

prestidigous citizens who' .

assisted the priests and Yisrael
who were the ordinary people.

Margie Kravitz, like all other
Jewish homemakers, follows a
prescribed list of permitted and
prohibited foods for Passover.
One major prohibition is ap-
parent. All leavening agents'
must be removed from the
home. This includes baking
powder, baking soda and cream
of tartar.

Her dinner began with hard-
boiled eggs dipped in salt
water. There are three
explanations for this custom.
First, the egg, unlike most
foods, becomes harder when
cooked. This is a comparison
with the stubborn resistance of
the Jews to those who sought to
crush them. Secondly, the egg
is a symbol of new life. Thirdly,
the egg is a reminder of the
sacrifice of the temple of old,
The eating of the egg recalls the
destruction of the temple and
the obligation of rebuilding.

Next, homemade chicken
broth with matzoh balls, made
of the ground matzoh, known as
matzoh meal was served, Then,
light and delicate gefillete fish,
the best I've ever tasted made
by the Kravitz' son, Peter, a
student at Boston (Mass)
University Law School.

His freshly made horseradish,
marvelously hot, is the

traditional accompaniment.
Gefillte fish is made of ground
whitefish and pike plus eggs,
onion, matzoh meal and
seasonings. The mixture 'is
made into balls, then gently
cooked in fish or chicken stock.
It is served cold.

The main course consisted of
chicken, brisket, a spinach
casserole and tzimmes.

Tzimmes, which is pronounced
gomething like zimmuss is a
combination of fruits and
vegetables which is served with
the meat. It is a sweet dish and
is also often served on Rosh
Hashanah which is the Jewish
New Year. 1t is delicious and
good enough for desgert.

Nutritious—And Free

STORRS—Dandelion greens
are free for the picking, so they
ought to taste great during
these days of high food prices.
They can be delicious when
picked at the right moment and

and calcium, according to
Janina Crzajkowski, 'Extension
nutritionist at The University of
Connecticut.

Go '‘a-greening' on'a sunny
spring day. Be sure to pick only
the young, tender plants
because the mature plants tend
to be tough and bitter,

You may wish to take the
children along. They might bé
more interested in eating
greens they have helped pigk.

If you prefer, you can buy the
cultivated varieties in your
local market. But whether from
yard or store, insure accep-
tance of dandelion greens by
using special care in their
preparation. Your family may
be more impressed by tasty,
delicious greens than by those
that are nutritious.

Wash greens thoroughly and
discard damaged leaves or
extra tough stems.

To prepare greens for salad,

- wash and drain greens and chill

them ahead of time. Cut the
leaves into bite-size pieces.
Just before serving, add chilled
French dressing and toss until
every leaf is coated. You may
wish to add tender, young
dandelion greens to other salad
greens such as lettuce, es-
carole, spinach or chicory. Gar-
nish salad with sliced radishes,
olives, pickled beets, hard-
cooked eggs, tomato sections or
onion rings.

STORRS (AP)—Proposed
federal spending cutbacks could
slice $1,690,000 off next year's
University of Connecticut
budget, according to UConn Ac-
ting President Edward V. Gant.

At best, there will be disrup-
tions" at the university as a
result of the cutbacks, Gant
told a trustees' meeting
Wednesday. He said it was ‘‘too
early” to know if the state will
subsidize programs that will
lose their federal support.

Gant listed these cutbacks:

—In the health field, $1
million in individual research
grants, $200,000 in pharmacy,
nursing, medical and dental
grants, $45,000 in health and
mental health teaching fields
and $26,000 in bio-medical
research money.

—$181,000 in land grant
college funds, $75,000
cooperative extension funds,
$90,000 in agricultural research
grants and $45,000 in library
funds.

—'‘Equal opportunity"’
scholarship grants and direct
student loan programs that
totalled $1.2 million this year.
But these programs would be
replaced by a “‘basic opportuni-
ty grant”’ program that would
funnel money directly from the
government to individual
students, Gant said.

Personal
Income
Increases

WASHINGTON (AP) — Per-
sonal income in the United
States rose $8.7 billion in March
and for the first time exceeded
$1 trillion at an adjusted annual
rate;  tiie Comimerce Depart-
ment reported Wednesday.

The March increase meant
Americans were receiving per-

‘omg at an annual rate -

of $1;001.2 billio, or slightly
more than $1 trillion, if income
recejpts stayed at the March
level throughout the remainder
of the year.

The annual personal income
rate in February was $894.5
billioh. .

The Commerce Department
said wage and salary dis-
bursements rose $5.7 blllion in
March, the same as in
February, with factory payrolls
up by $1.8 billion.

It said the March gains in
payrolls was due to higher
employment and higher
average hourly earnings, Most
industries showed amall to
moderate payroll gains, with
the biggest increases in
machinery, lumber, furniture,
apparel and chemicals.

The figures are seasonally
adjusted, which means that
normal seasonal variations
have-been taken into effect in
reporting the trends.

Another young ‘man, whose
cartoons decorate trash con-
tainers and bulletin boards
throughout the institution,

Serve

spends his spare timeé drawing
and trying to learn more about
art, but it is difficult to
progress without some
guidance.

At Christmas, the scouts gave
a party for the residents, com-
plete with gifts and entertain-
ment. During winter vacation,
a group of the girls went to
Mansfield's Communication
Center to learn how to com-
municate with the deaf
residents. They are now waiting
for a book on sign language so
that they may help the deaf
even more.

Recently the girls stuffed

about 50 toys for the children at

the training school.

Talking about their work at
Mansfield, Mary Ann Hardy
said ‘‘I like working at
Mansfield because I think
helping the kids is fun. They are
real happy making things and
really proud of what they do.”
Mary Bailey said that helping
somebody makes: you feel
warm inside, and "‘we really
feel respect for the retarded at
Mansfield.” Most of the girls
agree that they enjoy their
hours at Mansfield and feel the
need for more volunteers at the
training  school. They have
even offered to speak about
their experiences to any in-
terested group.

The ultimate goal of the
scouts is to provide a baby-
sitting service for the retarded
children in the community. -

No Promise Held For Improving
Training School At Mansfield

MANSFIELD (AP) — The
Mansfield Training School for
the mentally retarded violates
the state fire and health codes,
falls to qualify for federal funds
an can’t meet national ac-
creditation standards—and the
state has decided to keep it that
way for the next few years.

“We do not intend to rebuild
our large institutions,’”’ said

Gareth D. Thorne, deputy com- -

missioner on mental retarda-
tion. “We will not rebuild
Mansfield."" The Southbury
Training School is the other
large state institution, built in
1941 .

Thorne ks for the ad-
ministration of Gov. Thomas J.
Meskill, which has hinted of
this policy, but never has clear-
ly spelled it out.

money pinch, Unfortunately,
the pinch came just when the
whole concept of treatment for
the mentally retarded changed,
when  experts decided that
profoundly retarded people
could be and should be trained,
and when these decided
that institutions like Mansfield
no longer are helping, but really
are hindering the retarded.

The state, Thorne said, has
decided to put whatever money
it has into group, community
homes, to return the ‘‘put
away'' retarded to home-like
settings.

That policy, however, would
remove only 300 of the 1,400
residents at Mansfield in the
next -three years. And so far,

that policy has no money behind
it.

No budget request has been
filed with the legislature for the
estimated $3.5 million it would
take to build or lease the 25
group homes needed. Thorne
said the proposal probably will
have to wait another year.

Meanwhile, Mansfield
regidents live in what school
superintendent Francis Kelley
calls *dehumanizing' con-
ditions, where basic human
needs espécially privacy are
not being met.

In one section, a girl sits on a
seatless toilet, one of six open
toilets in full view of 37 other
girls and women. A flimsy cur-
tain between the toilet area and
the adjoining ward often is torn
down.

One or two aides watch over

the 38 women and' keep them’

dressed during the day. At
night, there.is only one atten-
dant. At times in some sections,
Kelley said, the staff-patient
ratio is 66-to-one.

The health and fire code
violations at Mansfield are
extensive, Almost every one of
the 22 dormitories and other
buildings at the 51-year-old in-
stitution violate some portion of
the codes, Kelley said.

As far back as his 1989 annual
report, Kelley noted that the
school failed to meet the
minimum standards of the
American Association on Men-
tal Deficiencies, which even-
tually will test Mansfield for
national accreditation.

—Fire violations: No
sprinkler systems, no emergen-
cy lighting, no smoke or heat

"“If we had a fire we would
have to carry them out,”’ two or
three aides to a patient, Kelley
said.

—Health violations: Open
toilets without privacy, not
enough toilets, Showers in base-
ment areas, and not enough
showers. Ventilation, heating,
humidity and lighting standards
far below existing codes. Over-
crowding of beds. Aides dispen-
sing medicine, a task legally
restricted to registered nurses.

—National accreditation
violations: Inadequate staff and
the physical problems listed un-
der fire and health codes.

The Governor's Commission
on Services and Expenditures
(Etherington Commission)
stated that the addition of 90
nurses at a cost of $360,000 and
$50,000 for repairs to the Knight
Hospital would qualify the
school for the $3.2 million. To
date, the commission’'s
recommendations have been ig-

Many of Mansfield’s
buildings are reminiscent of old
urban elementary schools—two
and three story brick buildings,
with a stable, "‘institutional”
look.

Inside, they are remarkably
clean.

Most of the dormitory
buildings have no dining
rooms—the designers un-
derestimated the potential of
retardates to feed themselves.
The rooms are large and open,
but dreary. One is packed with
beds. Another is lined with
chairs set in front of a droning
television set or radio.

There are a few bright spots,
but oddly enough the state isn’t
responsible for them.

The Lions Club paid for a
blind patient unit which turned
a long open dorm into a suite of
small rooms, a living room,
dining area ‘and low-ceiling
home-like atmosphere. On the
doors of each bedroom is a
swatch of fabric, each
d t, so the occupants can

= “feel"” when they are home.

Architecture students ' from
the University of Connecticut
turned an open floor into a
French cafe scene, with
benches, canoped tables and
corner nooks for privacy.

Makeshift petitions have been
erected around some bedrooms
by staff members in an effort to
give residents some privacy.

But even if the state decided
today to build new buildings at
Mansfield, it would be more
than three years before the
residents could occupy them,
Thorne said.

By removing 300 residents to
community homes, four of the
oldest buildings at the campus
could be closed and the
remaining 1,100 residents
relocated in the other buildings,
some of them also 50 years old.

The state would rather have
tme retarded in group homes
than in “large barracks full of
sprinklers ‘and smoke detec-
tors,’’ Thorne said.

The Meskill administration is

stuck with “trying to catch up
for 50 years of neglect,” as
Kelley put it, but the fire safety
problem is not-new. It just
hasn't been a public issue
before,

Thorne said the school
probably was less safe before it
reduced its population from 2 -
100 to 1,400. He said the
Democratic administration
prior to 1970 pumped $5 million
into Mansfield, but none of it
for fire safety. Of the total, $1.2
million was used to build a new
administration building.

The Meskill administration is
adding 70 new positions at
Mansfield, but the net gain is
only 35 because the school is
losing 35 [ederally funded
Emergency Employment Act
positions.

Kelley asked the administra-
tion for $9 million to begin
remodeling. But his request
was turned down in favor of an
alternative not yet approved.

A legislative committee has
approved a $500,000 bond issue
to fix Knight Hospital, a bill
contrary to the ad-
ministration’s policy.

However, Thorne said the
state might never spend the
money if it decides to abandon
the 40-year-old building.

The reduction of Mansfield's
population by 300 would not
mean the institution has out-
lived its usefullness, however.
Sixty-eight per cent of the
residents are severely retarded
and need almost constant care.

They still will be there in the
half-century-old structures, and
sooner or later, Kelley sald, the
state will have to do something
for them.

*We really can't afford to
wait much longer,"” he said.

PHOENIX, Ariz. (AP) —
Family voices with rssuring
hometown news or excited birth
announcements flowed to South

- Vietnam during the war
through an amateur radio sta-
tion operated by Sen. Barry
Goldwater. Now the station
links servicemen in Thafland
and the Philippines with their
homes.

The | station carried three-
minute broadcast-telephone

. calls from South Vietnam until

all stations there were closed as
troops were withdrawn.

More than 132,000 telephone
calls have passed through the
amateur radio transmitters
operated by the Arizona
Republican since the facility
became a Military Affiliate
Radio Station in August 1967.

Under the system, a ser-

* viceman places his call through
an overseas transmitter. It is
relayed through Goldwater's
station into the telephone
system.

Thirty-two amateur radio
operators work in shifts at the
station In the basement of
Goldwater's home in northeast
Phoenix. They are members of
a club called ''‘Bash Hal Ne
Ae,’”” Navajo for “‘metal that
talks." Goldwater is president.

“He runs it himself, when
he's available,”” said an
operator about Goldwater, the
unsuccessful Republican can-

Chamberlain said most peo-
ple are unaware that their
messages are being relayed
through Goldwater’s equip-
ment.

He said the senator has asked
the operators not to publicize it.
But he added that the word
leaks out and the senator has
received numerous letters of
appreciation.

Brisker Affair Settled

When the NBA draft is held,
Philadelphia, which had the
worst record in the league this
past season, will not only hae
the first pick of the first round
but also will have a bonus pick
which will be made after the 17
regular first-round selections.

The board also ruled that the
gigning of Brisker will cost
Seattle $10,000-and its second
round choices in the draft this
year and in the 1974 draft, which
will go to Philadelphia.

The special session of the 17-
member board took place after
a court had overturmed
Kennedy's original ruling in the
matter.

Brisker became the NBA
property of Philadelphi in 1969
in a supplemental draft but he

signed with Pittsburgh of the
ABA. When the Pittsburgh
franchise disbanded last year
Brisker signed with Seattle.

Kennedy then ruled that Seat-
tle could keep Brisker but must
pay a $10,000 fine and give its
first-round draft choice to
Philadelphia.

But Seattle owner Sam
Shulman went to court and U.S.
Judge John H. Tenney ruled
that Kennedy had usurped the
authority of the NBA's Board of
Governors_and was ‘‘guilty of
misconduct’ because he failed
to hold a hearing or consult the
board before making his deci-
sion.

Kennedy then called the
special meetng of the board and
got its backing basically. The
vote on the action was not
revealed but the action needed
to be favored by two-thirds, or
12, of the 17 members,

Fiscal Surgery
Performed On
State Budget

HARTFORD (AP)—The Connecticut législature's Ap-
propriations Committee has performed fiscal surgery on
Gov. Thomas J. Meskill's $1.24 billion proposed budget for

the coming fiscal year.

The committee eliminated
several programs, including
rent relief for the elderly and
state grants to municipalities,
at a special Thursday night ses-
sion. But it added for the com-
ing fiscal year new provisions
to give pay raises to some state
employes and improve the stan-

+ dards of state mental hospitals.

The cuts exceeded the ad-
ditions by $16.,6, million. Sen.
Nicholas Lenge, R-West Hart-
ford, a.co-chairman of the com-
mittee, said the body had to
make up for §18 million In state
revenues that Meskill had
expected to come from a boost
in the real estate conveyance
tax.

Meskill's proposal for that
tax increase died in the
legislature.

Highlights of the committee
action included:

—Elimination of $15 million
for rent relief for the elderly
and $10 million in grants to
cities and towns; The grants
were designed to make up for
the repeal of business taxes
now paid to municipalities, but
the repeal has been delayed for
a year.

—Addition of $4 million for
selective pay raises for state
employes who now make less
than $9,000 per year.

—Addition of $4.7 million to
make sure the state’s mental
hospitals and the Rocky Hill
Veterans Home and Hospital
can meet accrediation stan-
dards.

—Addition of $300,000 for the
state hospital cost commisgion
previously approved by the
legislature and $804,000 for nine
new Superior and Circuit Kourt
judges already approved.

The Appropriations Com-
mittee also announced that it
had killed a bill to raise the
state ADM grant to local school
systems by $10 to $225 and had
approved a bill to establish a

meals~oq-wheels program for
the elderly.

Elsewhere Thursday at the
state Capitol, the House voted
to remove from a current adop-
tion bill an amendment that
would have prevented denial of
an adoplion solely because of
the age of the prospective
parents.

The House had voted 74-40 on
Wednesday to adopt the amend-
ment. It was repealed; 79-59,
amid claims from several
legislators, including Rep.
Marilyn -Pearson, R-Stratford,
that the GOP leadership had
been told by Meskill to
eliminate the amendment
because he opposed it.

Consumer
Prices

Go Up

WASHINGTON (AP) — Food
prices climbed to record levels
for the third straight month in
March, propelling the cost of
living to its highest rate of in-
crease in 22 years, the govern-
ment said today.

The Labor Department'’s
Bureau of Labor Statistics said
the cost of living jumped
ninetenths of one per cent last
month, the sharpest increase
since Fébruary 1951 at the
height of the Korean War in-
flationary period.

Taking into account normal
seasonal fluctuations, the
March increase was eight-
tenths of one per cent,
matching last February's jump
which was the biggest increase
in 22 years.

Prices soared for meats and
poultry, and supermarket
prices jumped 3.2 per cent in
March. This is a rate unequaled
since the bureau began com-
puting grocery prices in-1952.

Watergate

Grand Jury
__ Hears Mitchell

WASHINGTON (AP) —
Former Atty. Gen. John N.
Mitchell was quoted today as
accusing other Nixon campaign
officials of planning the
Watergate bugging, and more
extensive intelligence
operations as well, over his per-
sonal veto.

Mitchell spoke to a reporter
in the offices of federal
prosecutors prior to an
appearance before a [federal
grand jury. He confirmed a
news account that he had told
friends he attended three
meetings at which plans to bug
the Democrats were proposed,
and had rejected the plans.

'] want to add the plans were
not just to bug somébody,”
Mitchell said. “They were for
more detailed intelligence. We
were not there just to discuss
bugging."

Mitchell’s conversation was
cut short as the reporter,
Lesley Stahl of CBS, was asked
to leave.

What Mitchell was quoted as
confirming was a report in The
New York Times saying
Mitchell told his friends that
Jeb Magruder and G. Gordon
Liddy proposed bugging plans
on three different occasions and
that he vetoed them.

Magruder was Mitchell's
second-in-command at the cam-
paign, and has reportedly told
prosecutors that the bugging

Then the chief U.S. delegate
to Paris talks on reconstruction
of the war-torn country was
called home for ‘‘con-
sultations."

Vernon Senator Under Gun
In Death Penalty Voting

HARTFORD (AP) — When
they announced the roll call on
the death penalty, Sen. Thomas
G. Carruthers [elt like taking a
long walk.

Carruthers, was considered
the “‘swing vote'' Thursday on
the emotional issue of returning
the death penalty to Connec-
ticut law. And the pressure was

on,

“It would have been easier to
take a walk," he said later, "I
thought of it.”’

All eyes were on him — he's
next to the last in the roll call —
when he spoke the word ‘'yes"’
and assured, by a 19-17 vote, the
return of capital punishment.

“My mind was not made up
until we actually voted,"’
Carruthers said. But he was
confident his vote was the right
one, and that the death penalty
is @ deterrent to murder.

Ziegler expressed surprise that
Dean had bypassed his office by
issuing the statement directly
to newsmen. Ziegler testily in-
gisted that the President seeks
no scapegoats.
