CAPE KENNEDY, Fla. (AP)
— Safely docked with their or-
biting space station after a day
of high drama, Skylab 1's
astronauts today attempt what
could be another cliffhanger —
raising a sun curtain on their
cabin in the sky.

Bone-tired after a hectic first
day in orbit, Charles Conrad
Jr., Dr. Joseph P. Kerwin and
Paul J, Weitz face another busy
time today. They enter the sta-
tion for the first time to deter-

mine how well it has survived
the seffects of 12 days of
extreme heat.

Later today, they'll attempt
to erect an umbrella-like shade
designed to block the sun's rays
and cool the craft so they can

It was a day of
changing emotions that began
with a flawless liftoff into space
and ended with a successful
linkup with Skylab,

U.S. Envey Confers

Memorial Day Challenge

There is a special kind of quiet that
prevails in a cemetery. The pace is
slower, voices lower; and as you stroll
among the grave markers there is a
sobering reality of each man's mor-
Lality.

Memorial Day has added
significance since it adds another ele-
ment .of man’'s humaness, — his
weakness, and inability to rise above
war, It is Memorial Day that we
pause to pay particular tribute to
those who died in times of war and in
general all veterans who have died.

There are the speeches, parades,
and editorials such as this one; each
in its own way aimed at reminding us
of the price of freedom and its
seemingly thirst for the blood of our
nation's youngest and best.

But Memorial Day can and should
be more than reflection, parade
watching, and oratory. We think it
should be a reminder, not of wars past
and the .supreme sacrifices they
demanded, but the challenge that is
still ahead; a lasting and enduring
peace.

This begins as each of us learns to
become slower to anger and quicker
to forgive in our own homes, in our
neighborhoods, in our towns like
Manchester and in our beautiful State
of Connecticut, one of the original 13
that created this great nation.

When each of us can master
ourselves we can then say, as we
pause at the grave of a man who died
serving this nation:

“Yogr death, sir, was not in vain."

Space ' Remains Hostile

Space presents man with an en-
vironment so hostile that he must
carry all the essentials of life with
him and shield himself and his
satellite from the death-dealing rays
of the sun.

It is to man's great credit that he
was able to land on the moon and
return safely. All Americans are
proud that it was an American feat,
Now we face disappointment in the
malfunction of Skylab, the first or-
biting space laboratory. Soviet
Russia, which was first to put a man
into orbit above the earth, also has
experienced a failure.

Scheduled second and third mis-
sions, for tours up to 56 days, should
proceed as soon as there is some
assurance that the present misha
will not be repeated. ;

With cameras and other sensory
devices, these missions could be the
key to unlocking many of nature's
secrets on earth,

‘measurements’’ that satellites could

do far better and infinitely faster,
Thus, it would be false economy to cut
back on Skylab.

WASHINGTON — Herewith,

Af the court pleases, a little
background information on the
admission by Richard Helms,
former director of the Central
Intelligence Agency, that the
CIA engaged unlawfully in
domestic intelligence activities
with political overtones.
- Those activities included
providing a “‘profile’’ on the
Pentagon Papers' Daniel
Ellsberg, and supplying
Watergate conspirator Howard
Hunt with disguise kits and
other spying parapbernalia for
"‘an undisclosed purpose,” later
revealed as the burglary of the
office of Ellsberg’s psychiatrist
in Beverly Hills, Calif.

By law CIA operations may
be conducted only in foreign
countries. The feeble assump-
tion is that Congress, as keeper
of the public purse, would see
that the CIA obeyed the law. I
say feeble: it is laughable. Asa
waltchdog, Congress has lacked
bark as well as hite

Under what is little better
than a voluntary arrangement,
the CIA is charged with repor-
ting “‘on occasion'' to four sub-
committees of Congress, made
up of senior members of the
House and Senate Armed Ser-
vices and Appropriation’ Com-
mittees. But there is no way
these legislators can check on
the honesty of these reports; in
effect, the CIA director tells the
subcommittees what he ruddy
well pleases. Nor can Congress
scrutinize the CIA's budget for
clues because the money the
CIA spends is concealed in the
budgets of various other
government departments.

Yel, every attempt o create
a special Congressional
watchdog over the CIA has been
thwarted on Capitol Hill, The
argument has always been that
Congress has no right to- pry
into secret activities which
affect the national security.

Critics of this lunatic
arrangemen! had always con-
tended that inevitably the White
House would seek to use the
CIA for its own purposes. That
now has happened, with the FBI
as well as the CIA cast as pat-
sies.

To wit: A memo written by
Gen. Vernon Walters, CIA’s
deputy director, on June 23,
1972, asserted Walters was told
by White House chief of staff
H.R. Haldeman that “it is the
President’s wish'' that the CIA
block an FBI investigation of
the “‘laundering of Watergate
funds through a Mexican bank

account. Subsequently, Walters
relayed to acting FBI chief L.
Patrick Gray thé concern of
“'senior White House officials"
that the Mexican investigation
would jeopardize CIA activities
in Mexico.

Here, Helms got into the act
and, after a CIA conference, the
agency turned down the White
House request on the grounds
the FBI inquiry would in no way
jeopardize CIA activities in
Mexico.

But the harm has been done,
and Helm's own testimony is
not much help in clearing the
CIA’s good name. First Helms
— 4 trained career intelligence
officer — said he had no
recollection of the Haldeman
remark, although he was in the
room at the time. He added,
however, that he did not take
issue with the Walters memo,

As the hearing got curiouser
and curiouser, Helms said he
agreed “'reluctantly” to provide
the Ellsberg profile after David
Young, a National Security
Council staffer, told him the
request was backed by Henry
Kissinger. “'Reluctantly? It
was Helms' duty to utter an un-
reluctant and final *‘No!" And
there, later, was Helms admit-
ting that he approved giving
Hunt espionage equipment
without knowing what the
equipment would be used for.
Yet the director of the CIA is
No. 2 on the list — after the
President — of those privileged
few with “‘the right to know''
everything.

Just as curious, if not
frightening, Helms refrained
from " going directly to Presi-
dent Nixon. He explained that
he was preoccupied with
“keeping CIA uninvolved in the
matter."” But CIA was involved,
with Helms' tacit if not explicit
approval.

Helms perhaps can be
forgiven on the grounds human
beings usually succumb to
human nature. He was a
professional and highly compe-
tent spy master, and he wanted
to stay on as chief of CIA, His
testimony suggests that he
didn’t want to rock a boat
launched by his boss.

But the buck stops at the door
of Congress. Ever since the CIA
was established after “World
War II, its members have
determinedly avoided knowing
too much about CIA operations
lest, by knowing, their morality
would be offended. Unfor-
tunately, their dereliction of
duty nullified the people’s
“right to know."

Nixon,_ Agnew and Breszhnev
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NEW YORK, N. Y. —
Watergale will continue to be
good political theater for weeks
and months to come. But the
danger it runs — as any good
theater buff will. confirm — is
that of overkill: first, in tiring,
then dividing the audience.

With the special Senate com-
mittee seltling down for a long
nonstop siege, and with
Archibald Cox ready to push in-
dictments and trails as special
prosecutor, the story is bound
to unfold. Some of the people in-
volved will get retribution,
others — like-James McCord
and John Dean — will seek
redemption, Whether the
American people will condemn
President Nixon to some circle
of political hell for whatever
role he played is still far from
clear.

The greater likelihood is that
they will consign him to some
limbo between impeachment
and forgiveness. But since a
President’s fate in this case is
certain to carry with it much of
the nation's fate as well, we
need to be clear about where
Watergate is leading.

Given the kind of person he is,
President Nixon is very unlike-
ly to resign. He worked too hard
for his second term, took too
many risks for it, staked too
much on it to give it up now, My
0Wn guess is that things will get
worse for him before they start
to get better and that he will
have to make another major TV
appeal 1o the people.

A part of his interior debate
now must revelve around what
Kind of appeal it will be. It is
bound to be — at least in part—
a fighting speech. But will it be
the broad counterattack that
some Nixon defenders hint at,
stressing the needs of national

security, with an emotional
appeal to the silent majority
which may be getting ready to
speak out for him? It seems un-
likely, but in this topsy-turvy
situation it is the unlikely that
is most likely to happen. .

Much will depend on the
Agnew sentiment in the nation.
My few soundings, made at ran-
dom in recent days, suggest
something of paradox. A
number of former McGovern
supporters seem willing to
accept Spiro Agnew as Nixon's
successor, either after a
resignation or impeachment.
They feel strongly that it is
crucial to set limits, for the
future, on what a President can
get away with. The Republican
conservatives on the other
hand, who have in the past been
fervent Agnew supporters,
don't want him now in the
White House. They feel it is
crucial to support Nixon and
see him through his supreme
crisis, which is also a crisis for
the nation.

Between the former
McGovern partisans and the
former Agnew partisans, both
of whom may take surprising
new stance, there is the large
majority of the people who are
waiting to make up their minds.
I doubt that they will embrace
the idea of Agnew in the White
House. Whatever mandate the
elections may have carried in
1972, they carried no mandate
for Agnew.

If foreign governments tould
vote on the issue, their
would almost universally be to
keep Nixon in power until the
end of his term. This is partly
because the Watergate syn-
drome of secret surveillance by
the Administration in power is
more familiar in foreign

capitals than in the American,
and in many it is taken almost
as a matter of course.

Even the news about Henry
Kissinger putting wiretaps
his close co-workers, which has
shaken his credibility for
American liberals, doesn't
shake it for the governments he
negotiates with. They were
never interested in the beauty
of his character and are
therefore: little disillusioned
when they find it less beautiful
than imagined. They always
thought he was a pretty tough
customer, and they find it con-
firmed.

Most foreign governments
would prefer to continue
dealing with President Nixon
rather than Agnew — with the
possible exception of the Greek
colonels. But the Chinese.
Russians and have an
especially big investment in the
Nixon policies as detente
policy. Henece Leonid
Brezhney's persistence about
making his summit visit in
June, regardless of Watergate.

It isn't only that Mr. Nixon's
weakness will give Brezhnev a
better bargaining position.

This menace is posed by a
former FBI official ; would not
a hostile foreign power greatly
expand esplonage here when
both the FBI and CIA are
wracked by demoralization and
paralyzed leadership?

The problem any FBI direc-
tor will face as long as the
bureau's headquarters are in-
fested by Hoover proteges was
brought home a month ago
shortly after Willilam D.

4_3]owed to Presi-
dent Nixon's yirtual command
to become interim director. To
show he Is more than a
caretaker, Ruckelshaus called
special agents-in.charge from
the FBI's 50 field offices to
Washington.

Ruskelshaus spoke for about
20 minutes, then left the room.
The floor was next held for two
hours by the FBI's No. 2 man,
acting Associate Director W.
Mark Felt, who made no secret
of his contempt for his new
boss. Fell noted that
Ruckelshaus complained about
paper work passing over his
desk — yet Mr. Hoover, he went
on, could do three times that
much work any old day. That
sel the tone for the meeting.

An agency once famed for
lovalty and secrecy has become
a center of insubordination and
disclosure. Ruskelshaus found
that out in attempting to stop
news leaks from the FBI, or-
dinarily intolerable in law en-
forcement. Although it is com-
mon knowledge that the leaks
have flowed from the 13 assis-
tant directors, they have non-
chalantly informed their new
chief that the information
leaked from elsewhere in
government,

Both the self-assured
Ruckelshaus and the unfor-
tunate, inept L. Patrick Gray
before him inherited a staff
purged in Hoover's last days of
all his critics. The survivors
were sycophantic Hooverites,
predictably hostile-to any non-
Hoover successor, Fell's
reputation at FBI headquarters
was that of a hatchetman

carrying out Hoover's purges.

Consequently, the quiet
resignation of the 60-year-old
Felt and two assistant directors
also closely aligned with
Hoover, while stripping the FBI
of experienced leadership at a
critical period, permits a new
high' command loyal 'to a new
director. But Felt's successor
as associate dire¢tor can
scarcely be appointed until a
permanent director is named,
and that day is far off.

. Ruckelshaus, who may have

blighted his bright. political
future in Indiana by accepting
Mr. Nixon's command appoint-
ment, definitely does not want
the job permanently. But
chances now are that he will not
be replaced until the distant end
of Watergate investigation.

The selection may well in-
volve a long process conducted
by a presidential panel headed
by a judge. Although mute
publicly, Ruskeishaus is known
to believe Hoover's successor
cannot be a partisan politician
— neither blindly loyal Nixon
operative such as Pat Gray, an
independent political figure
such as Bill Ruskelshaus, nor
even a Democratic politician.
He does not rule out an FBI
agent, but no senior agent
seems sufficlently removed
from the bureau's recent seamy
history to win Senate confirma-
tion.

The malaise of the FBI was
revealed recently when
Ruskelshaus ordered the FBI to
locate the now famous 1969-70
wire taps, then believed
destroyed. His subordinates,
confused by the politicization'of
the bureau under Gray, asked
whether he really wanted to
find out where they were (in
other words, was he asking
merely lo have the records
show he had asked?). His
answer; find the files.

When the files were dis-
covered in the White House (as
FBI officials probably

nounced that fact without first
contacting the president’s of-
fice. Although the White House
said nothing, presidential aldes
were miffed that he had added
to Mr, Nixon's problems.

Merchandise of all kinds,
from' toys and typewriters to
cars and clothing is for sale at
various prices: and by
comparison and careful shop-
ping it is usvally not difficult
for the average buyer to detect
a difference in quality and to
welgh value against cost. With
reproductions of works of aft it
i an altogether different
matter!

‘Hadigian

Objects

To Bate’s Views

Albert Hadigian of Hennequin
Rd. one of three circulators of a
petition to call for a special
town meeting on the landfill
site on Rt. 6, has issued a state-
ment regarding recent remarks
made by the selectmen about
the site.

Hadigian said, “It seems
clear from comments reported-
ly made at the last Board of
Selectmen’s meeting in
reference to the town's
proposed disposal area that no
meaningful research will be
done by the selectmen on alter-
native plans for waste disposal
before the forthcoming town
meeting. (May 29).

“This is extremely unfor-
tunate in light of the almost un-
aimous passage by the General
Assembly of the state's solid
waste disposal plan which
carries with it $250 million bon-
ding and goes into effect im-
mediately."

Hadigian continued, “Equally
distressing is First Selectman
Howard Bates' lamenting of the
need to take immediate action
on a new waste disposal area
when for over a year and a half
no cost estimates or studies
were made on the complete
financial cost of such a landfill
operation,”’

Bates had said at the May 15
selectmen's meeting, “If the
town does not proceed with th
Rt. 6 site, we're in deez
trouble." '

Bates added that the
Doubleday Rd site is “'full and
running over," He claimed no
time can be lost in finding
another site, just as no time can
be lost in developing the Rt. 6
site,

In May 1872 voters agreed to
buy the 20.4 acres on Rt, 6 from
the state for $37,100. Bates
argued the price with state of-
ficials and it was finally
lowered to $26,000. Another
meeting was called in April and
voters rescinded the old action
and agreed to the new price.

Hadigian contends "It is Mr,
Bate's shortsightedness that
should be lamented for placing
his town in a position of possible
financial hardship by failing to

adequately consider a complete
financial plan for waste dis-
posal at the lowest obtainable
mt.‘.

The petitioners say they are
not opposed to the site itself,
but rather that the total cost of

the development has not been

presented or any studies made
on the total project.

Hadigian continued, “No
longer can any town afford to
undertake a large capital im-
provement program without
first undertaking a complete
cost estimate before con-
templating action,"

At the recent selectmen's
meeting selectman Robert Tut-
tle said; in regard to the peti-
tion, signed by 150 people,
"‘This is the dumbest thing ever
pulled off in this town."

Replying to this, Hadigian
sald, "‘Mr. Tuttle's remark
reflects on the sincerety of 150
townspeople who share one es-
sential thought, and that is to
enter into a future disposal
system at the least cost to the
taxpayers. For this careless
remark, a retraction should be
made."

Avco Workers
Accept New
Wage Contract

BRIDGEPORT (AP)—Strik-
ing members of the United
Auto Workers union voted
overwhelming Friday to accept
a new three-year contract with
Avco-Lycoming in neighboring
Stratford, a union official said.

The new contract calls for a
five per cent salary hike in each
year of the accord, plus an eight
cents per hour cost-of-living in-
crement in each of the con-
tract's two final years, accor-
ding to Local 1010 President
Russell Booth.

The pact also provides for in-
creased pension and medical
benefits, especially dental care
benefits, he said. ;

School Board Makes Budget Cuts

The Board of Education ap-
proved reductions in it's budget
which bring. the total to below
the $2,615,451 figure approved
at the May 1 town meeting.

Dr. Kenneth MacKenzie,
school superintendent, said that
while looking for places to cut,
he retained iInstruction ac-
counts which have suffered in
the past, such as textbooks and
teaching supplies.

Large reductions included
elimination of salaries of 3%
new teachers, an assistant high
school principal, a part-time
social worker, and an assistant
maintenance supervisor,
totaling approximately $66,000.

The board elected to retain
the galary for a full-time psy-
chologist, In eliminating the
assistant maintenance super-
visor, a new position last year,
it was felt that the duties could
be carried out by the business

/[~ anager.

Cuts In the Instruction Ac-
count total over $80,000 and in-
clude salaries of principals,
teachers, aides and other
expenses. Original amounts
budgeted for clerks, textbooks,

and teaching supplies were in-
creased by $3,990.

' Health services were reduced
$3,000 by elimination of the
part-time social worker. The
transportation account was
adjusted upward by $1,750 to
total $181,050, due to an ad-
ditional mini biis added to the
contracted services item.

Operation of plant was
reduced $3,360 by cutting $2,000
from heat and $2,360 fro
supplies. ;

Fixed charges were reduced
by $5,000 from insurance and
$2,000 from unemployement
compensation. Capital outlay
was reduced $38,000, and the
adult education program was
cut by $8,000.

Dr. MacKenzie stated that
this budget meets his satisfac-
tion more completely than any
other since coming to Tolland.

Crawford
Too Much
With Mets

LOS ANGELES (AP) — A
standing story each spring for
the last several baseball
seasons has been, '‘Is thiy the
year for Willie Crawford?"

Sports writers may have to
come up with something new,
however. At the moment, Willie
Crawford is playing like this,
finally, is the year.

It's the 10th season with the
Los Angeles Dodgers for Craw-
ford, a $100,000 bonus choice in
1963 after a brilliant prep
career it Los Angeles' Fremont
High School.

His best season was (wo
years ago, when he batted .281.
But in 1072 he slipped to .251
and, like always, had to win
back a starting outfield job this
spring in Vero Beach, N

He started slowly, batting
200 in early May. But today
he's jolted his average to .313
and for the month of May is hit-
ting a sizzling .435.

More than that, he's starting
to hit home runs. Friday night,
before a turn-away throng of
53,624 at Dodger Stadium, he
smashed a grand slam homer to
lead the Dodgers to a 6-4
triumph over the New York
Mets.

It was his fourth home run of
the season, all of them coming
this month, and his third in four
games.

Further, he walloped his big
blow off of a left-hander, the
Mets' Jon Matlack. Last year
he went to bat only 20 times
against left-handers.

“The big thing I'm doing now
is hitting the ball where It is
pitched,” Crawford explained.
I get into trouble when I try to
pull the ball for & home run."

Manager Walter Alston said
of Crawford, “He's swinging
the bat right now as good as
I've ever seen him."

Crawford's blow came In the
fifth inning, after the Mets had
forged a 3-0 lead against Claude
Osteen and Matlack had not
allowed the Dodgers a base hit.

Joe Ferguson reached first on
an error to start the fifth and
then Manny Mota, who was 0-
for-8 in Thursday's 19-lnning
marathon, got the first of his
three hits to break up Matlack’s
no-hit bid. Ron Cey followed
with another hit, loading ‘the
bases for Crawford,

Depends Upon

HARTFORD (AP) — It may

be several years before one can
evaluate adequately the effect
of major bills passed by the 1978
Connecticut General Assembly.

Many of the laws signed or
expected to be siqned by Gov.
Thomas J. Meskill have strong
provisions, but what impact
they have will depend largely
on the people who will imple-
ment them,

A good case in point i8 the
Hospital Cost Commission set
up to review and approve
private hospital and nursing
home budgets,

Hospital administrators and
trustees fought it. Meskill calls
it one of the most important
bills to emerge this session—a
strong tool for curbing rising
hospital cost.

Mass Transit Amendment
May Create Problems

HARTFORD (AP) —

Because the legislature voted to
commit a percentage of funds
for mass transportation, budget
makers might find themselves
in a tight spot when they make
out Connecticut's 1974-75
budget.

Gov. Thomas J. Meskill
already sees a possible problem
with an amendment to a bill es-
Lablishing a general transporta-
tlon fund next year from the
present state highway fund, a
portion of the public service tax
fund and appropriations for
aeronautics and waterways.

The amendment, passed this
week, would require a portion
of the fund to be spent for mass
transportation — starting with
10 per cent in 1974-75 and in-
creasing to 20 per cent by fiscal
year 1978-79.

Meskill said he wanted the
new fund because it would give
the state greater flexibility in

Man Beaten,

Baseball season is here. Many
children play just for fun on va-
cant lots or fields. Others play
for fun, but on organized teams.

Many cities have leagues or
groups of teams for three age
groups; 9 to 12, 138 to 15, and 15
to 17. Some towns have teams
for younger children.

Many of the teams forplayers
12and underaremembersofana-
tionwide organization called the
Little League. It was first or-
ganized in 1939 and has its head-
quarters in Williamsport, Penn-
sylvania. A Little League World
Series 18 held there every year.

Other teams are members of
local and state groups. Although
many people call them Little
League teams, they are not
members of the national Little
League organization.

The Defensive Players :
The pitcher tries to throw the
ball so the players will strike out.
He also helps back up second
and third base and home plate.
The catcher gives finger sig-

nals for the types of pitches he
would like the pitcher to throw.
He tries to keep the runners from

“stealing bases. He guards home
plate and helps the first base-
man.

The infielders are the first
baseman, second baseman, third
baseman and shortstop. These
players catch ground balls and
pop flies in the infield. They
catch the ball from the outfield-
ers and cover the bases.

The outfielders are the left
fielder, center fielder and right
fielder. They catch flies and also
field balls that have been hit
past or over infielders.

The Offensive Players

Batters bat in a special order
decided by the coaches before the
game. The batters try to hit the
ball and legally advance around
the bases so they can score.” A
player scores one run when he
crosses home plate.

There are base coaches at first
and third bases to give informa-
tion to runners by the use of sig-
nals.

Little League players bunt a lot more than pro players do,

How Is Little League Ball
Different from Pro Ball?

Little League baseball differs from professional ball
that you watch on television in several ways. The
Little League field is smaller. Where the pro bases are
90 feet apart, the Little League bases are 60 feet apart.
The pro game has nine innings, while the Little
League has only six. The Little League bat is smaller.

In professional ball, the base runner plays off base.
In Little League ball, base runners must keep a foot
on the base until the pitched ball reaches the batter.

In professional ball, the catcher is required to catch
the pitch on the third strike. This is not the case in
Little League ball.

The Little League players use the bunt play a lot,
while the pros use it only occasionally. In a bunt play,
the player does not take a full swing at the ball. He
just taps it into the infield.

Billy Williams is a quiet guy
who swings a loud bat for the
Chicago Cubs. The 13-year Big
League veteran is regarded as
one of the best hitters in base-
ball. Last year, at age 33, Billy
swatted 37 home runs and
drove in 137 runs.-He also won
the National League batting
crown with a .333 average.
