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Standstill Truce 
Signed for Cyprus

The United Nations appealed today for 
immediate reinforcements to help police 
the new Cyprus peace agreement, which 
brought a standstill truce to the war-torn 
island but left months of hard bargaining 
ahead.

Both Greece and Turkey hailed the truce 
as a step toward peace on Cyprus and the

beginning of a new era of friendly 
relations for the two countries, America’s 
allies in the North Atlantic Treaty 
the start of talks next week on the future of 

The breakthrough agreement, signed 
Tuesday night in Geneva by foreign 
ministers of Britain, Greece and Turkey, 
ordered an immediate halt in fighting and 
the start of talks next week on the future of 
the former British colony.

Tentative Income Tax 
Cut Favored by Panel

WASHINGTON (UPI) -  Most middle 
and low income Americans would get an 
income tax cut next year under tentative 
decisions made Tuesday by the House 
Ways and Means Committee.

Tlie committee is nearly finished with, 
the first draft of a wide-ranging tax bill. 
All decisions so far are subject to change, 
but it seems likely now that the bill will 
lower the tax on individuals at least a 
small degree.

Despite the tax cut, the over-all bill so 
far would gain about $500 million for the 
lYeasury, largely because the committee 
decided to include in it a previously ap­
proved bill to increase oil company taxes.

C hange D ed u ction s
The $1.6 billion income tax cut is 

brought about by first abolishing or 
limiting several popular deductions, then 
more than making up this loss to the 
taxpayer by creating a new type of generaf 
deduction and increasing the standard 
deduction.

Some taxpayers actually will pay more 
tax under this formula, but most will pay 
less, especially at the lower income levels,

The committee staff estimated that the 
very lowest income wage earner, with less 
than $3,000 per year of adjusted gross in­
come, would get a 15.5 per cent cut. Those 
with ^,000 to $5,000 income would get an 
average 10.4 per cent cut.

S m a ller  S av in gs
For taxpayers in the vast middle ground 

of adjust^ gross income, from $5,000 to 
$20,000, the cut would range from 2.1 per 
cent to 6.3 per cent, with the greater cuts 
coming at the lower levels.

From $20,000 to $50,000, there would be 
almost no cut, and above $50,000, there ac­
tually would be a slight tax increase.

The tax cuts approved by the committee. 
Tuesday would:

• Create what the committee is calling 
a “simplification deduction” for all 
taxpayers of $350 plus 2 per cent of 
adjusted gross income up to a maximum 
of an additional $300.

• Increase the standard deduction from 
the present 15 per cent of income with a 
$2,000 maximum to 17 per cent with a $2,- 
500 maximum.

New Standards
• Increase the minimum standard 

deduction, of greatest benefit to the very 
poorest taxpayer, from the present $1,300 
to $1,400 for single taxpayers and $1,500 for 
married couples.

These cuts would offset a number of 
deductions that the committee has ten­
tatively decided to disallow or curtail, 
such as deductions for state gasoline 
ta x es , h a lf of m ed ica l insurance  
premiums, and the first $100 of dividends.

One of the most popular items to be cur­
tailed is medical d^uctions. Instead of 
present law’, which allows deductions of 
prescription drug expenses over 1 per cent 
of adjusted gross income and medical 
expenses over 3 per cent of such income, 
the bill would allow deductions for com­
bined medical and drug expenses over 5 
per cent of adjusted gross income.

The committee also agreed to cut out all 
sick pay exclusions except for totally dis­
abled persons, and made changes in 
casualty loss and child care deductions.

John Ehrlichman 
Sentenced to Jail

WASHINGTON (U PI) -  John D. 
Ehrlichman, President Nixon’s former 
top domestic affairs adviser, was given a. 
prison sentence of 20 months to five years 
in prison today for conspiracy in the 
Ellsberg break-in.

Ehrlichman continued to proclaim his 
innocence before sentence was imposed by 
U.S. District Judge Gerhard A. Gesell. 
Removing his glasses as he stood before 
the judge, Ehrlichman said, "I believe I 
am the only one who really knows whether 
I am guilty and, your honor, I am innocent 
of each and every charge;”

Gesell also sentenced G. Gordon Liddy 
to one to three years— to run concurrently 
with his sentence as a Watergate con­
spirator — but gave suspended sentences 
to to other Watergate participants, Ber­
nard R. Barker and Eugenio Martinez, 
saying they had been punished enough. 
’They were put on probation for three 
years each.

‘S h am efu l E p isod e’
Gesell told Ehrlichman, that “you are a 

lawyer, you held the position of highest 
public trust" apnong defendants in this 
“shameful episode” of American history.

“’The Constitituion was ignored, the 
rights of citizens Were abused and 
falsehoods and concealm ents were 
employed,” the judge told Ehrlichman 
just before passing sentence.

He could have given Ehrlichman up to 20 
years in prison and fined him $30,000.

Ehrlichman, Liddv, Barker and Mar­
tinez were all found guilty July 12 of con­
spiring to violate the rights of Dr. Lewis J, 
Fielding, Daniel Ellsbergs psychiatrist. 
Liddv. Barker and Martinez were among 
the participants in the break-in aimed at 
obtaining derogatory information abput 
Ellsberg, the Pentagon Papers defendant.

Ehrlichman, who already has appealed 
his conviction on grounds that Gesell’s 
gestures and facial expressions Influenced 
the trial jury, was released on personal 
bond pending outcome of that appeal.

Gesell said that he had put Watergate out 
of his mind and had given "heavy weight” 
to other aspects of Ehrlichman’s life, 
otherwise “the sentence would be far 
more severe.”

Gesell gave Ehrlichman identical 20- 
month to five-year sentences on each of 
three counts on which he had been found 
guilty, but said the sentences would run 
concurrently.

Gesell said Martinez and Barker had 
contributed “to illegal activity that was 
typical of the regime you so strenuously

opposed in Chiba.” He added that when 
“zealots take over” the result is that^'the 
rule of law is ignored.”

Fielding’s office in Beverly Hills, Calif., 
wa§ ransacked by the plumbers in 1971 in a 
search for damaging information about 
Ellsberg, who leaked the Pentagon Papers 
to the press.

S ix  C onvicted
Six persons associated with the former 

White House "plumbers” special in­
vestigative unit have been convicted of 
Watergate-related crimes.

Egil “Bud” Krough Jr., Ehrlichman’s 
deputy in the White House and co-director 
of the plumbers, pleaded guilty to an iden­
tical conspiracy count last November and 
has been released after serving four 
months in prison.

Former White House Special Counsel 
Charles W. Colson, who raised the money 
for the Fielding break-in, pleaded guilty in 
June to one count of obstruction of justice 
for seeking to disseminate damaging in­
formation about Ellsberg. He is serving a 
1-3 year prison term.

E. Howard Hunt Jr., a former CIA agent 
and the mastermind of the Fielding opera­
tion, got immunity from prosecution for 
his testimony. He, like Liddy, Barker and 
Martinez, was tound guilty in the 
Watergate break-in. David R. Young Jr., 
co-director of the plumbers and former 
deputy to Henry A. Kissinger, then 
Nixon’s national security affairs adviser, 
and Felipe De Diego, who participated in 
the Fielding break-in, got immunity from 
any prosecution.

But the pact left open the question of 
troop withdrawals, meaning the Turkish 
invasion force could remain on the 
troubled island for the time beig. It also 
made no mention of Archbishop Makarios, 
the deposed Cypriot president.

New Status
“This is the beginning of new status for 

Cj^rus,” Turkish Premier Bulent Ecevit 
said in Ankara Tuesday night, ‘"rurkey 
has confirmed at the conference what its 
forces gained in Cyprus.”

In Athens, Greek Premier Constantine 
Karamanlis said the pact was “the start­
ing  ̂ point for a just settlement of the 
Cyprus issue.”

He said the pact benefitted “the peace 
and prosperity of its people, the restora­
tion of good relations between the two 
neighboring countries and the safeguar­
ding of peace in this comer of the world.”

In Nicosia, a U.N. spokesman said the 
peace-keeping forces on the island would 
need immediate reinforcements to super­
vise the truce. “We now have 3,500 troops 
and we will need 5,000 to make the cease­
fire work,” he said.

S tarted  J u ly  15
The cease-fire agreement came two 

weeks after the Greek-led Cypriot national 
guard’s July 15 coup against Archbishop 
Makarios. 'Turkey invaded the island July 
20 to prevent union of Cyprus with Greece.

Both sides agreed to a U.N.-sponsored 
cease-fire on July 22, but Turkey con­
tinued to pour men and materiel onto the 
island. 'The last U .N. estim ate put 
Turkey’s strength on Cyprus at 30,000 
men.

The “Declaration of Geneva” signed 
Tuesday night came after six days of 
grueling talks, threatened continually by 
boycotts from Greece and Turkey.

Secretary of State Henry A. Kissinger 
helped win the final breakthrough in crisis 
phone calls to the Greek and Turkish 
governments.

Turkey W inner
Political analysts said Turkey appeared 

the real winner in the pact, gaining almost 
everything it had demanded while making 
few concessions in return.

The Geneva agreement called for a 10 
p.m. in-place cease-fire, creation of a 
security zone between Greek and Turkish 
forces to be manned by U.N. troops and 
the return of prisoners.

It also called for negotiations on the 
“timely and phased” reductions of foreign 
troops and war materiel on the island and 
for discussions next week on establishing 
permanent peace between Greek and 
Turkish communities.

Foreign Ministers George Mavros of 
Greece, Turan Gunes of Turkey and 
James Callaghan of Britain agreed to 
return to Geneva Aug. 8 to resume the 
talks.

Nixon May Seek 
Quick House Vote

WASHINGTON (UPI) -  With odds 
growing that the House will impeach him, 
President Nixon is considering asking for 
a vote without debate in order to get a 
prompt trial in the Senate, a White House 
official said today.

Patrick J. Buchanan, the President’s 
main speech writer, said’that such a move 
is “under active consideration” and has 
not been ruled out.

Buchanan said that the reasoning behind 
such a move would be to “get it over with 
quickly” in the House and, if impeached, 
to give him a chance to prove his in­
nocence in the Senate.

“None of us want to see the House 
Republicans put in a very difficult posi­
tion, especially if the likelihood is not 
great that we will prevail” in keeping the 
House from impeaching Nixon, he said.

Judiciary Committee Finds 
Three Impeachment Counts

WASHINGTON (UPI) -  The House 
Judiciary Committee has finished judging 
Richard Nixon and has called for his im­
peachment, trial and removal from office 
for three alleged high crimes against the 
government he heads.

Almost glad at the end to find something 
to exonerate Nixon about, the committee 
decided by majority vote at its closing ses­
sion Tuesday night against recommending 
impeachment on two other proposed 
grounds — secretly bombing. Cambodia, 
and underpaying his taxes by $432,787.

Last week, lilting prayerful songs from 
f l a e - c a r r v in e  s u o n o r te r s  o f the  
President greeted the congressmen on the 
Rayburn building lawn when they finished 
their first night’s work.

.Applauded
But Tuesday night, they were replaced 

by about 100 men, women and children 
who stood in a cluster and applauded the 
congressmen who voted (to recommend) 
impeachment. They hissed Rep. Charles 
W. Sandma Jr., R-N.J., Nixon’s vocal 
defender.

Next — in about two weeks — comes the 
House impeachment debate and, if a 
majority votes to impeach, the President 
goes on trial in the Senate late this 
summer.

The Judiciary Committee, led by Peter 
W. Rodino Jr., who came to Congress with 
Nixon in 1949, held more than 35 hours of 
debate in six sessions and recommended 
impeachment on these grounds:

T h e  A rticles
—By a v o te  of 27-11, w ith  six  

Republicans in support, for obstruction of 
justice in the Watergate cover-up.

—By 28-10, with seven Republicans 
joining, for abusing power and violating 
the rights of citizens through break-ins, 
wiretaps and tax harassment.

—By 21-17, with two Democrats dissent­
ing and only two Republicans joining the 
majority, for defying the committee’s sub­
poenas for 147 tapes.

A White House official, declining to be 
quoted by name, condemned as “ a 
dangerous precedent” the committee’s 
decision to recommend Nixon’s impeach­
ment for refusing to furnish tapes 
demanded by the committee.

Future presidents could be removed for 
refusing to comply with inappropriate sub­
poenas, he argued.

•Articles R ejected
A majority of 26 to 12 committee 

members turned down a proposed im­
peachment article charging Nixon with 
misleading the nation and usurping

Congress’ power to declare war through a 
systematic 14-month secret campaign of 
bombing Cambodia, a staging and supply 
area for North Vietnamese troops.

By another 26-12 margin, again with un­
ited Republican opposition, the committee 
rejected a proposed article on Nixon’s 
taxes and the government expenditure to 
improve his coastal homes.

It charged Nixon collected greater 
emoluments of office than the Constitution 
permits and tried “to evade the payment 
of a portion of federal income taxes due 
and owning by him for the years 1969,1970, 
1971 and 1972.”

Reps. Edward Mezvinsky, D-Iowa, and 
Jack Brooks, D-Tex., were its sponsors.

That debate was the most partisan and 
acidic of the inquiry.

“When Nixon signed his tax returns, he 
attested to false information with the pur­
pose of defrauding the American people of 
half a million dollars,” Brooks said.

Rep. Thomas Railsback; R-Ill., who sup­
ported the first two articles of impeach­
ment, said the committee did not know 
when to stop.

“This is another case where we have im- 
peachmentitis,” he said of the article on 
taxes. “Let him have a little relief.”

Traffic Safety Grant 
Given Town Police

The Manchester Police Department has 
been awarded $36,000 in federal highway 
safety funds to implement a two-man 
“traffic services bureau,” Police Chief 
James Reardon has announced.

The grant is one of five given Connec­
ticut towns for such a program, Reardon 
said, and Manchester’s $36,000 award is 
the la rg est share of m oney given  
any municipality.

The grant, wnich com es from the 
Federal Highway Safety Program through 
the state transportation department, will 
finance a two-man, two-vehicle traffic 
division, Reardon said.

Reardon said the function of the new 
traffic division will be accident investiga­
tion and selective enforcement, with 
special emphasis on behavior such as 
drunken driving.

Implementation of a traffic division is 
one of the last steps in an overall traffic 
safety program which has been paid for by

federal funds, the chief said. The latest 
money award, as well as previous grants 
to local police, all aim to reduce accjjients 
and injuries in Manchester, Reardon said.

“ We're quite honored to get this 
money,” Reardon said, adding, “We’ve 
been working on it for a long time.”

Other Connecticut towns receiving 
similar grants are Cheshire, $17,400; East 
Windsor, $16,700; Suffield, $9,000; and 
Wallingford, $30,400.

The traffic bureau funds are part of a 
total $650,000 in highway safety money 
awards made this year to state agencies 
and local police departments.

Acceptance of the $36,000 grant and im- 
plemention of the new police traffic divi­
sion will be' considered by town directors 
Aug. 13.

The $36,000 grant will pay for the 
program for one year, and although the 
grant is continuing, the percentage of 
federal financing is expected to diminish 
after the first year.

HARTFORD (UPI) — An enraged man 
with a club attacked a Hartford patrolman 
Tuesday afternoon, took his gun and shot 
the stunned officer as he lay on the 
sidewalk.

Police said the man then shook off 
witnesses who tried to restrain him and 
stalked off down the street, still carrying 
the club and gun. A police cruiser camp ' 
the scene and the man fired into the car, 
wounding another officer. A third officer 
and an off-duty security guard finally 
stopped him by wrestling him to the 
ground.

A man on leave from the Norwich state 
hospital was charged with attempted 
murder in the apparently unprovoked 
shooting, which took place about 3:30 p.m. 
Bertrum Duncan, 23, of Deerfield Ave., 
Hartford, was held under $200,000 bond.

C on d ition s R eported
M otorcycle patrolm an Frederick  

Morhardt, 25, was reported in fair condi­
tion at Hartford Hospital suffering from a 
head wound. Officer William Hippe, 24, 
was in guarded condition suffering from 
bullet wounds in the face and stomach.

An acquaintance of the suspect told 
police thht he saw Duncan on the street 
before the shooting.

“He had a big stick and he was walking 
around mad as hell,” said Vincent Smith 
of Hartford, “It was like he was looking 
for somebody.”

Police said Morhardt was writing a traf­
fic summons on Pratt St. when Duncan 
came up behind him and hit him with a 
club, shattering his safety helmet and 
knocking him to the ground.

S h oots O fficer
Duncan then brushed off a person who 

tried to grapple with him, hit Morhardt 
again with the club and then took the 
policeman’s service revolver and shot him

in the face as he lay on the ground, police 
said.

Duncan, according to police, then ran a 
short distance through the crowded down­
town streets, fighting off at least four per­
sons who tried to apprehend him.

Authorities said a patrol car driven by 
Hippe finally caught up to Duncan about 
two blocks away, but Duncan turned 
around and shot Hippe in the face and 
stomach.

Hippe’s partner, officer Ronald Smith, 
rushed Duncan and tackled him, knocking 
him to the ground, where he handcuffed 
Duncan with the help of Jefferson Davis, 
20, an employe of International Security 
Services, police said.

R ushes to Help
Davis, who wants to be a police officer 

himself, had watched part of the incident 
from a bus on his way to go shopping, and 
warned the other passengers to stay calm 
and out of danger as he rushed out to help 
Smith, police said.

Authorities said more than 30 persons 
who witnessed the incident voluntarily 
showed up at police headquarters to give 
testimony and identify the suspect.

Winter Kills, By Richard 
Condon.

(Dial, $7.95)
Condon, a w rite r with 

verve and wit who is capable 
of extraordinary flights of

mothy Kegan, the charming 
e ld e r  son of a ru th lesss 
billionaire who spent lavishly 
to win the national election.

We follow the dead presi­
dent’s brother, Nick, in pur­
suit of clues to the “second ri­
fle” used in the assassination. 
Who paid for the presidential 
m urder?  S ixteen persons 
known to have information 
a b o u t  the  a ss a s s i n a t i o n  
already have been killed. As 
Nick peels away at the layers 
of deceit, more corpses pile 
up.

The bizarre developments 
send Nick scurrying around 
the country. Everything he 
uncovers proves contradicto­
ry. Reality dissolves into an 
insane world where nothing 
is what it seems, where 
everyone seems to be playing 
a role. In the background, 
Nick’s father, one of the na­
tion’s most powerful men, 
looks like a mad but wily 
satyr.

Yet Condon, twisting like a 
backfield runner, turns non­
sense into reality and, at the 
sam e time,  makes it all 
wildly funny. The shattering 
clim ax resolves the con­
tradictions in a single, swift 
stroke. This is marvelous 
reading, bursting with humor 
and, occasionally, wisdom.

Joan Hanauer (UPI)
The Rosemary Touch, by 

Lois Wyse. (Doubleday, $6.95) 
A crisp, well paced novel 
about a woman’s spectacular 
rise in the advertising game. 
The bits about the techniques 
and special terrors of this 
business seem authentic and 
add to the texture of the sto­
ry, which is somewhat pre-, 
dictable and banal. But the 
plot machinations are well 
handled for a business novel 
and, if the losing and winning 
of ad accounts holds drama 
for you, this is a highly reada­
ble book.

The Dragon Has Come, by 
Gregory Armstrong.

(Harper & Row, $8.95)
Gregory Armstrong was 

a u t h o r - c o n v i c t  G e o r g e  
Jackson’s editor, the man 
who helped Jackson with his 
best -selling Soledad Brother, 
and it is Armstrong’s conten­
tion that the Symbionese 
Liberation Army, or what is 
left of it, is a legacy from 
Jackson.

The reason is that both the 
SLA and Jackson are pro­
ducts of the American prison 
system and, as Armstrong 
said in a recent interview, 
"George was driven to the 
point that he had no sense of 
reality -and the same is true 
of the SLA.”

A rm strong’s book deals 
with the last months before 
Jackson was killed Aug. 21, 
1971, in an alleged escape a t­
tempt at San Quentin.

“Jackson had a desperate 
sense of doom,” Armstrong

said, “and had no more illu­
sions. But his knowledge of 
the world was based on news­
papers and television and 
contained an unreality that 
duplicates that of the SLA’s 
expectations.

“The kind of unreality that 
typifies George’s thinking 
also typifies the thinking of 
the SLA and in both cases this 
grows directly out of their 
lives.”

The title of Armstrong’s 
book comes from Jackson’s 
final words, which in turn 
refer to a poem by Ho Chi 
Minh: “When the prison gates 
are opened, the real dragons 
will fly out.

The Fifth Year of the Nlx-
oa Watch, by John Osborne.

(Liveright, $7.95)
In his commentaries for 

1972, Osborne, the astute ob­
server of White House flaps 
and foibles, skipped over the 
break-in of the Watergate 
Democratic headquarters as 
if it were .another in the 
parade of minor vices associ­
ated with the administration.

In 1973, the spreading stain 
of Watergate almost engulfed 
him. This is not to criticize 
him. The event  and its 
ramifications took on such 
dimensions that it must domi­
nate any account of the 1973 
Presidency.

Osborne’s strength is his

ability to probe, analyze and 
lay open the complexities as 
they develop, a thinking man 
reacting to the inexplicable.

He can deal with small, 
telling details —such as how 
Richard Nixon looked when 
attention was directed else­
where at a public ceremony 
— and at the same time give 
an overview of the political 
maneuvering.

Hence, he manages to give 
a perspective to some of the 
m y s te r io u s  goings-on in 
Washington that have kept 
headline writers busy for the 
past year.

Of particular interest are 
his comments,  from the 
bullpen of the White House

press room, on the byplay 
between the press and the ad­
ministration, two forces that 
increasingly became advers­
aries during the year.

Certainly, his is one of the

most digestable of recent 
analyses of the curious life in 
Washington these  days.  
David Levine’s cartoons are 
shattering.

Opportunism
Political ambition is almost without 

limits in the steps which it will take to 
stay in office or acheive even higher 
position. We are seldom amazed or 
unduly shocked at anything politicians 
do to survive.

But one of the most self-ser\'ing 
acts of political opportunism which 
has occurred in a long time has to be 
the recent action of Rep. Lawrence P. 
Hogan of .Maryland, a member of the 
House Judiciary Committee.

Hogan had been considered one of 
th e  d o u b tf u ls  am o n g  th e  18 
Republican members of the Judiciary- 
Committee, That is. it had been un­
known as to w hether he would 
probably vote with the majority of the 
Republicans on the committee against 
impeachment of the President or 
would vote for it.

However, he settled that m atter by- 
calling a press conference to an­
nounce that he was going to vote for 
im peachm ent before  the public 
sessions had begun, and before the 
statements of the other members of 
the committee, both Democrats and 
Republicans, had an opportunity to be 
heard.

It is as if a member of a jury had 
publicly announced how he was going 
to vote before the jury had taken its 
vote and before the foreman had an­
nounced its verdict.

It is. of course, no coincidence that 
Hogan is also a candidate for the 
Republican gubernatorial nomination 
in Maryland.

He purchased 15 minutes of televi­
sion time in his home state to explain 
his reasons to the voters.

Of course what he did was to bypass 
the whole Judiciary Committee and

for a day or two steal the limelight 
from the rest of the members.

Was .Mr Hogan solely possessed by 
righteous indignation at the evidence 
in the possession of the committee? 
We think not. He was possessed by an 
alm ighty ambition to be elected 
governor of Maryland by any means 
at his command even if it meant 
bypassing his fellow com m ittee  
members, both Republicans as well as 
Democrats.
/  He is undoubtedly well aware that 
in-fiv©- primary elections held this 
year four of them have been won by 
Democrats apparently because of 
Watergate influence. He knows that 
th is  h a s  h a p p en ed  in  fo rm e r  
Republican strongholds.

This was then an opportunity for 
him to ally himself with the anti- 
Nixon forces no m atter what effect it 
would have on the further actions of 
the House Judiciary Committee.

We would hope that Mr. Hogan is 
a w a r e  of w h a t h a p p e n e d  to  
C ongressm an Je ro m e  W aldie of 
.Northern California who ran for the 
Democratic nomination for governor 
and was one of the most vociferous 
proponents of impeachment on the 
House Committee.

.Mr. Waldie ran a very poor fourth in 
his attempt to gain the nomination of 
governor of California, This, of 
course, cannot be attributed solely to 
his anti-Nixon stance.

But the point is that it did not help 
him at all.

In our opinion there is a positive 
political force in W atergate but also a 
backlash effect. Mr. Hogan will be 
very fortunate if he does not become a 
backlash victim because of his action.

Younger Than Their Years
If you have been inclined to take a 

mild, tolerant view of those fellows 
and girls that you meet in the early 
morning hours out for their days 
jogging, perhaps it may be wise to 
revise your views. They may very- 
well attend your funeral.

A ten-year study of middle-aged- 
joggers and swimmers has shown that 
while they naturally were ten years 
older chronologically, their c a r­
diovascular and respiratory systems 
did not age at all. It was probably the 
most comprehensive long term  study 
of the effect of exercise ever under­
taken.

The study made at San Diego State 
I  niversity comes to the conclusions 
that exercise, done regularly, can 
forestall aging decreases in the heart 
and circulatory function and help to 
m a in ta in  a good level of c a r ­
diovascular health.

The 15 men checked in the studv

either ran or swam three days a week 
for ten years. They now range in age 
from 46 to 66.

Some of the partic ipan ts were 
teachers at the university, others 
w ere draw n form  d iffe ren t oc­
cupations.

Asked for an option on w-hich was 
the better form of exercise, swim­
ming or running, the survey head said 
that they were alm ost equal in 
beneficial results, but running might 
have a slight edge since the runner 
was also fighting the effect of gravity.

Most of the men run or swim 45 to 60 
minutes daily, at least three days per 
week. Lung function was reported to 
have improved by about 15 per cent; 
that is their air intake capacity was 
increased by that amount.

It all seems to indicate that if you 
exercise regularly you have a much 
better chance of living longer.

Presidency Will Never 
Be The Same

WASHINGTON -  Richard 
.Nixon was right on the tfutton 
when he said the presidency 
would never be the same if the 
Supreme Court diminished the 
principle of executive privilege.

.Now that the court has done 
so — by unanimous 8-0 ruling of 
historic significance — no 
future President may run his 
office as an institution safe 
from prying of the public. Chief 
Justice Warren Burger made 
this c lear in the opinion 
ordering Nixon to produce those 
tapes when he declared that the 
case at issue was clearly “the 
kind of controversy courts 
traditionally resolve."

Burger noted that this was es­
pecially true because the issue 
came up in the court of a 
criminal trial in federal court. 
But his language left no doubt 
that the Supreme Court would 
be supreme in any case in-

United States .Mint, the first 
building of the federal govern­
ment.

volving interpreUtion of the 
Constituion.

That is to say. Burger made a 
point of quoting a phrase from 
the 1803 opinion of Chief Justice 
John Marshall in Marbury vs. 
Madison: “It is emphatically 
the province and duty of the 
judicial department to say what 
the law is.”

That settles that. Indeed, the 
cou rt’s opinon went even 
further. While recognizing 
executive privilege for matters 
dealing with diplomatic or 
national security secrets, it 
nevertheless made plain that 
federal judges may inspect 
such material in chambers in 
order to select evidence a 
prosecutor should have.

From here in, federal judges 
figuratively will be privy to 
state secrets if portions of those 
secrets figure in a criminal 
trial. Score another point for 
Judge John Sirica, who insisted 
upon his authority to do just 
that.

The court even refused to act 
on the argument of Nixon’s 
lawyer, James D. St. CTair, that 
a federa l grand ju ry  in 
W ashington bad no con­
stitutional right to name the 
President on unindicted con­
spirator in the Watergate 
cover-up case. It dismissed “as 
improvidently granted” the 
writ of review it had issued on 
that point.

Then the court went on to rule 
that Judge Sirica did not err in 
his preliminary pre-trial es­

timate that the evidence of the 
tapes was admissible and 
therefore should be produced, 
n ie  implication is fair that the 
court was indicating that the 
evidence at the trial of former 
White House aides John 
E b r lic b m a n  and H R . 
Haldeman and others may link 
Nixon to the alleged con­
spiracy.

Specifically , the court 
appeared to hold that Nixon 
could be treated as a co­
conspirator for purposes of ad­
mitting his statements in 
evidence, even if the grand juiy 
didn’t have the power to name 
him. Wrote Burger:

“Declarations by one defen­
dant may also be admissible 
against other defendants upon a 
sufficient showing, by indepen­
dent evidence, of a conspiracy 
among one or more other defen­
dants and the declarant, and if 
the declarations at issue were 
in furtherrance of that con­
s p i r a c y .”  Thus C hief 
rt-osecutor Leon Jaworski has 
been given his chance to direct­
ly connect the President with 
the cover-up conspiracy.

In sum, Richard Nixon and 
future Presidents must go on 
from there — the presidency’s 
executive privilege breached. 
Without a supportable plea to 
protect military, diplomatic or 
national security secrets, the 
White House henceforth must 
tell all or be held in contempt 
for violation of the laws of the 
land. ^

Now isn’t a bad time to buy because interest rates 
are still expected to climb.

Another point, also shared by economists, is that real es­
tate is one of the best long-range investments you can

So if you’re contemplating purchasing a home, you 
might as well go ahead and make the plunge like many of 
us have done before you. Just like the slogan, “A home of 
your own, the happiest thought you ever have known.”

The U.S. Bureau of Labor Statistics reveal that nearly 7 
per cent of all employed men in America now hold two or 
more jobs to combat mounting inflation.

That doesn’t include a countless number who are 
engaged in self-employment in second jobs right out of 
their home such as appliance repair, income tax service, 
saw sharpening and the like. They are taking advantage of 
their evening and weekend hours pulling in a few more 
bucks toward the family budget.

We are also experiencing a summer where employment 
for teen-agers is mighty slow. The cost of living has been 
rising for everyone, including teen-agers, which makes it 
tough to be without a job. Since businessmen are extrem e­
ly cost-conscious these days, expenditures for extra 
summer-time help are being c ro ss^  out.

Praise is certainly due our police department for its 
quick efforts in solving a case of wanton vandalism. With 
vandalism supposedly on the rise, it is also a time for both 
parents and the public to be much more observant.

We find it most amusing that employes of Amtrak, the 
federally-subsidized national passenger railroad system, 
spent more than $600,000 on airplane tickets last year 
despite the fact they could have traveled free on Amtrak.

While it is company policy that employes are to take 
trains on business trips, sometimes other methods of 
travel are preferable. For instance, Amtrak says it makes 
little sense for an executive to spend three nights and two 
days taking a trdin to the West Coast for a one-day 
meeting.

However, by the same token, if management officials of 
Amtrak rode the trains more often, the public m i^ t  even­
tually get better service. It appears management is really 
unaware of the situation on the trains they are responsible 
for running.

Gasoline has become so plentiful in the West that some 
auto dealers are using it to bring people into their 
showrooms. With the purchase of a new or used car, your 
name goes into a hat, and the winner gets 1,000 miles of 
free gas for a vacation trip.

Out of Los Angeles comes a shocking report that tests 
conducted in four high schools show that only 21 per cent of 
the graduating seniors had acceptable reading levels and 
56 per cent were categorized as "practically non-readers.”

The revelation was the result of a grand jury study made 
by a retired educator. The study was made at four inner- 
city high schools with large minority group enrollment.

.Actually, the report shouldn’t come as a real shocker. 
Over the past few years, too many educational systems 
have neglected some of the basic fundamental subjects 
such as reading.

One California utility is seeking its third rate increase in 
less than a month.

"Lending” Your Home
Members of your church, club, 

lodge, or politick party may want 
to hold a meeting in your home. 
If you say yes, what kind of legal 
responsibility are you taking on 
in case somebody gets hurt?

The answer usually depends on 
whether those who come are clas­
sified as social visitors or business 
visitors. Most courts say you owe 
only a moderate degree of care 
toward social visitors, but a high 
degree of care toward business 
visitors.

Which classification is the cor­
rect one for people who gather in 
a private home? They are not or­
dinary social guests, yet they have 
not come for business reasons 
either.

As a rule courts have decided 
that the social category, even if 
not exactly right, at least fits bet­
ter than the business category. 
The practical effect is to reduce 
the home owner's responsibility 
for accidents.

Consider a typical case;
A woman opened her home for 

a meeting of college alumnae. 
During the evening, one of the 
visitors skidded on a loose throw 
rug and injured her shoulder. As 
a result, the hostess soon found 
herself facing a suit for damages.

But the court held her not 
liable. The court said the victim, 
just like an ordinary social visitor, 
had to take the premises as she 
found them.

On the other hand, the home 
owner’s risk goes up when there 
is a business element in the day’s 
arrangements. In another case, a 
woman allowed the local garden 
club to send sightseers to her home 
as part of a tour. But each person 
who signed up had to pay the club 
a fee.

This fact made all the difference 
later on, when an injured sight­
seer sought damages from the 
hostess. The court said payment 
of the fee gave the visitor the same 
special rights as a cash customer 
in a place of business.

not want Medicare insurance 
coverage.

Q. My wife and I get monthly 
Social Security retirem ent 
payments, and have Medicare 
coverage. We are planning a 20- 
day trip to Europe later this 
year. If either of us needs 
medical treatment while we 
are on our trip will Medicare 
cover it?

A. No. Medicare cannot pay

for any health services you 
need while, you are in Europe.

Q. I'll be 65 later this year, 
and I’ve never worked under 
Social Security. I want to apply 
for M edicare hospital in­
surance. Will I have to pay the 
premium of $33 a month? My 
husband, who is not 63, is still 
working and doesn’t plan to 
retire for several years.

Q. No. You won’t have to buy 
hospital insurance. When a per­
son reaches 65 and is eligible 
for Medicare on his own record 
or on someone else’s wage 
record, he can get Medicare 
even if he continues to work. 
Your husband can apply for
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Social Security benefits and 
both of you can establish your 
eligibility for hospital in­
surance at 65, even if he con­
tinues to work.

Q. I will be 65 in October, and 
I plan to sign up for Medicare. 
Since over half the year will 
have passed when I reach 65, 
must I still meet the $60 
medical insurance deductable 
for this year before Medicare ■ 
will help pay my bill?

A. Yes. Even tho your 
medical insurance coverage 
starts late in the year, the $60 
annual deductable will have to 
be met before and reimburse­
ment can be made on your

medical expense this year, and 
only medical bills after the 
effective date of your medical 
insurance coverage can be 
counted toward the deductable. 
However, if you have covered 
expenses in the last three 
months of the year, they can 
count toward your $60 annual 
deductable for the year. These 
expenses can be used again to 
help you meet the deductable 
for the next year.

Q. I am enrolled in both parts 
of Medicare, but 1 haven’t 
needed to use it yet. If I forget 
my Medicare card, can I give a 
doctor or my hospital my 
regular Social Security number

when I need medical services?
A. No. Your Medicare card 

shows your complete claim 
number and. this number is 
needed to process your claim 
for payment of medical or 
hospital services. But this 
shouldn’t delay your treatment. 
Just bring your card in later or 
phone the number in.

Q. Is there a booklet that 
explains what is covered by 
Medicare?

A. Yes. We have a Medicare 
handbook which gives most of 
the information about Medicare 
coverage. You may get a copy 
by phoning or vising any Social 
Security office.

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Vernon Again Viewing 
Water Firm Purchase

The Town of Vernon is again 

considering purchase of the 
Vernon Water Co. 'fhe owner of 
the company, Barney Moses, 
died a few months ago and the 
estate is interested in selling it 
as soon as possible.

Robert Pue, a Certified public 
accountant, speaking for Mrs. 
Moses who now runs the com­
pany, said the sale price is 
1175,000. The assets of the com­
pany, as of December 31,1973, 
were $602,655. Moses was the 
sole stockholder, Pue said.

If the town purchases the 
firm  it  would becom e an 
operating business within the 
town. Pue said it would not be a 
burden to the taxpayers nor a 
liability to the town.

The Rockville W ater & 
Aqueduct Co. had petitioned to 
purchase the Vernon Company 
but b ecau se  it  w as also  
petitioning the Public Utilities 
Commission (PUC) for a rate 
increase, it had to drop the peti­
tion to purchase for the time 
being.

T he V ern o n  c o m p a n y  
presently  serves some 900 
c u s to m e rs . Pue sa id  the 
number will probably increase 
to 1,000 in the near future.

Pue said if the town indicates 
it is Interested in the purchase 
then the company will cease 
negotiations with other in­
terested buyers as Mrs. Moses 
would prefer giving the town 
first opportunity.

If Rockville Water purchases 
the company any rate increases 
granted for that company would 
also apply to Vernon Company 
customers. This would include 
a rate increase to the town for 
fire hydrant service.

The town has 68 public fire 
hydrants. The Vernon company 
is charging $42 a year per 
hydrant. Under the proposed 
rate  increases of Rockville 
Water, the charge for hydrants 
would go to $100 a year.

Mayor Frank McD)y asked if 
the town should purchase the 
company who would run it. 
Town Attorney Abbot Schwebel 
said it would be run as a town 
department and probably would 
be called the Water Depart­
ment. He saia the salary of 
employes would be paid by 
revenues received.

Mayor McCoy asked Pue 
what the potential of the com­
pany is as far as additional use 
is concerned. Pue said it would 
be limited with the ultimate 
potentiai being another 500 or 
600 customers.

The company owns five wells, 
four of them being gravel pack 
shallow wells and one being an 
artesian well.

Councilman Thomas Wolff 
suggested that the mayor ap­
point a committee to study the 
possibility of purchase and to 
report back to the council.

The mayor then named Coun­
cilman Morgan Campbell to 
chair the committee and Coun- 
cilmen Richard Owen and 
Thomas Benoit to work with 
him.

Pue said the estate would like 
the matter resolved within the 
next monh with probably six 
month’s closing time.

Stein Lists
Anti’Ihflation
Weapons

WASHINGTON (UPI)  -  
Herbert Stein, outgoing chair­
man of the President’s Council 
of Economic Advisers, said 
Tuesday the main weapons in 
the fight against rising inflation 
must continue to be limiting 
both the money supply and 
government spending.

In t e s t i m o n y  b e f o r e  
Congress’ Joint Economic 
Committee, Stein said the infla­
tion battle may be longer and 
harder than expected, partly 
because of what he said was 
failure of everyone to ap­
preciate the intensity that tends 
to feed on itself.

He said the rates of increase 
in food and oil prices were 
abating, and that this would 
lead to a lower rate of inflation 
later in the year.

’’But it must be admitted that 
prices outside the food and fuel 
areas spurted more than many, 
including us, expected and our 
estimate of the inflation rate at 
the end of 1974 is higher than it 
once was, although we continue 
to believe it will be significant­
ly lower than in the first half of 
the year,” Stein said.

He contended the administra­
tion was now on the right 
course and should stick with it.

’ ’The i n s t r u m e n t s  for 
restraining demand are well 
known — chiefly limiting the in­
crease of the money supply and 
the increase of government 
spending. They must be out in 
reliance.”

Heart valves 
can leak

By Lawrence E. Lamb, M.D.
DEAR DR. LAMB -  What 

causes a “leaky" valve of the 
heart? Just what is this and 
how does it affect an in­
d iv id u a l?  A re th e  lungs 
affected? Is it a serious condi­
tion? How should it be trea t­
ed?

DEAR READER -  There 
are four main valves inside 
the heart that regulate the 
flow of blood. All of these are 
made up of two or three 
flaplike structures. You can 
think of them as curtains. 
When the flaps close no blood 
can normally pass between 
them. When t h ^  open they 
let the blood flow through 
that part of the heart.

Sometimes the valve flaps 
are dam aged or don’t close 
completely. In this case blood 
will leak through the valve 
when the flaps are supposed 
to be closed. This is called a 
“leaky valve.”

Damaged valves can be 
caused  oy many d ifferen t 
things. In young people the 
m o st com m on  c a u s e  is 
rh e u m a tic  h e a r t  d isease . 
When a person has a heart a t­
tack, the control of the valve 
flaps can be affected so they 
don’t fit together property 
and cause a leaky valve even 
after the heart attack is over. 
If the heart enlarges as in 
heart failure, the valve flaps 
may not meet properly and 
cause a leak.

What to do about the prob­
lem? It really depends a lot 
on how bad the leak is. If it is 
a small one it won’t affect the 
function of the h ea rt too 
much and may be left alone. 
If it is a large one, depending 
on which valve is involved 
and the patient’s condition, it 
may have to be replaced by 
heart surgery.

If the heart is not pumping 
effectively  because of the 
leaky valve it can result in 
accum ulating  fluid in the 
lungs. This is one of the things 
that can happen with heart

failure. This doesn’t mean the 
heart stops but that the heart 
muscle is not strong enough 
to pump as much blood as it 
needs. Medicine often helps 
this problem. By strengthen­
ing the heart the fluid is 
pumped out of the lungs and 
conditions return to near nor­
mal.

DEAR DR. L A M B -I  think 
1 might have cancer of the 
rectum. When I move my 
bowels there is usually blood,. 
This only happens once in a 
while. I am 15 and no one in 
my fam ily has ever had 
cancer. Is there any other 
way I can tell if I have it 
before going for a checkup? 
Could this be something other 
th a n  c a n c e r?  W ould you 
p le a s e  h u r ry  w ith  th is  
answer, it’s very important to 
me.

DEAR READER -  There 
is only one thing to do about 
bleeding from the rectum, 
get an examination. That is 
true for all ages. It is less 
likely that you have cancer of 
the rectum, but it can and 
does occur in young adults.

Even if you don’t have 
cancer, it is still im portant to 
find out what is causing the 
bleeding. The most common 
cause is hemorrhoids. You 
can  have those in te rnally  
where you can’t see them. 
However, cancer of the rec­
tum can cause pressure on 
the veins in the rectum  and 
cause hemorrhoids. So you 
shouldn’t neglect having an 
examination just because you 
think it’s hemorrhoids. Early 
diagnosis of cancer of the 
rectum often means it can be 
cured. Letting it go can be a 
disaster.

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Mlanta^s Fox Theater Fans Trying to Save Landmark
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m m ^ m
By THOMAS G# BELDEN
ATLANTA (UPI) -  The Fox 

Theater, a once-glittering 
monstrosity that is one of 
A m erica’s last palace-like 
movie houses, is scheduled to 
be demolished and the people of 
Atlanta don’t like it one bit.

The Fox’s marble water foun­
tains, masonry latticework, 
carved chair legs and low 
archways are all from an era 
that seems destined for obli­
vion.

“The Fox is a showplace in 
the ‘Roxy’ style, theaters which 
were built in the twenties and 
were a phenomenon,” says 
theater manager Mike Spirtos. 
“The other ones have all been 
tom down and there just won’t 
be any left.”

The owners of the theater an­
nounced a month ago that it was 
no lo n g e r, ‘‘econom ica lly  
feasible” to operate the Fox 
and said they planned to sell the 
building to Southern Bell 
Telephone Co. as the site for a 
new high-rise headquarters.

Almost immediately, a “Save

the Fox”  m ovem ent was 
launched to find an alternative 
to the destruction of the huge, 
ornate theater that is supposed­
ly a replica of the A1 Hambra in 
Granada, Spain.

Organizers of the movement 
have collected the signatures of 
11,000 persons who say the 45- 
year-old palace should not be 
torn down, and all manner of 
public officials plus actress 
Helen Hayes have added their 
support.

Zeal for the movement is run­
ning high enough now that 
almost 2,000 persons turned out 
Monday for a “Save the Fox” 
rally at the theater, and let out 
a hearty cheer for an Atlanta 
real estate man who said he 
would make an effort to buy the 
building and turn it into a music 
hall.

“ We’re not Santa Claus, 
we’re businessmen,” developer 
Harry Aviron said. “ We’re 
p repared  to buy the Fox 
Theater and we’re going to pay 
what it takes.”

Reportedly, Southern Bell is

willing to pay ^ .5  millioii for 
the choice piece of property 
just north of downtown Atlanta.

Before Aviron, sounding like 
an e v a n g e l is t ,  to o k  th e  
microphone, dozens of officials 
and citizens told the boisterous 
crowd about efforts to save the 
building.

“The Fox is an endangered 
specis,” said Georgia Tech 
architecture professor Frank 
Beckum. “I think we all agree 
that they don’t build them like 
this anym ore. The Fox is 
extremely significant as an 
architectural masterpiece as 
w ell as a so c io -c u ltu ra l 
document.”

The theater, built between 
1926 and 1929, has a seating 
capacity of 4,(K)0 and beneath its

In the 5-4 vote Tuesday night 
the board, following more than 
three hours of debate, reversed 
a 4-3 decision made two weeks 
ago when the board voted not to 
renew the Project Concern con­
tract with the Hartford Board 
of Education.

P ro je c t Concern is the 
program in which Hartford’s 
inner-city children are bused 
and educated in the suburbs.

There are no surprises in last 
night’s meeting, except for the 
small attendance the special 
board session drew following 
heavy controversy over the 
program’s defeat July 16.

A full attendance of board 
members debated the merits of 
Projw t Concern last night and 
at tim es tense discussions 
between board members en­
sued.

After a defeated motion to 
move the question without 
further debate, and after a brief 
recess in which board members 
grouped and attempted to give 
one another their personal 
positions on the matter, the mo­
tion passed along party lines 
with four Republicans again 
voting to defeat the program 
and five Democrats passing it.

Two weeks ago the board had 
only eight m em bers when 
chairman d ie  Decker was 
vacationing. At that time the 
board v o t^  4-3 against Supt. 
Robert Goldman’s recommen­
dation to renew the contract. 
Acting Chairman David Cohan, 
a Democrat, did not vote at that 
time.

Last night’s 5-4 vote had been 
predicted as early as the night 
Project Concern was defeated, 
when Democrats said they 
would wait for Mrs. Decker to

re tu rn  and ca ll a specia l 
meeting.

As soon as the meeting began 
last night it became apparent 
which way the board would 
vote. However, almost every 
board member took the floor 
during the lengthy debate in 
order to justify his position.

William Paradis, director of 
Project Concern, spoke with 
the board about the program 
and i ts  m e r i ts .  P a r a d is ’ 
answers did not sway the GOP, 
which contended th a t the 
merits of the program were not 
made clear and that possibly 
Hartford could do just as good a 
job of educating its children as 
could suburban schools.

At present, 29 students from 
the inner city are enrolled here, 
but the board’s previous con­
tract with Hartford called for 
thirty-seven. Through attirion, 
the 37 have dwindled to 29. With 
a new contract eight new 
students will be added, and 
after many of the 29 currently 
enrolled have graduated, the 
younger students will carry on 
Project Concern here.

Pitkat Expresses Concern 
Over Sewage Treatment

Foreseeing problems with the 

town’s existing waste treat­
m ent plant  and with the 
proposed new treatment plant, 
Charles Pitkat, superintendent, 
has asked the Town Council, act­
ing as the Sewer Authority, to 
review several items with him 
at the next meeting of the coun­
cil.

The proposed new plant is 
still in the beginning planning 
stages and although the state 
ordered the new facility it still 
will be sometime before con­
struction starts.

Pitkat said in a memo to 
Mayor Frank McCoy that it now 
appears that the existing plant 
will have to operate for another 
three years, and that continued 
operation will become expen­
sive as far as repairs are con­
cerned.

He also advised the mayor, 
"We have no place to dispose 
the filtered sludge; we should 
be doing something about sewer 
infiltration; and we should have 
another professional study of 
our industrial waste."

Many of the problems with 
the operation of the plant were 
attributed to the types of in­
dustrial wastes going into the 
system and several of the in­
dustries have attempted to cor­
rect this.

Concerning the proposed new 
plant, Pitkat told the mayor 
that there should be an attempt 
to try to clarify operational

costs, especially for electricity.
He said, "With the continued 

implementation of state and 
federal regulations, some sort 
of a contingency fund should be 
included so that as the plant is 
b e i n g  b u i l t ,  a nd  new 
requirements come into being, 
the town could purchase the 
items required with federal 
funds or 90 per cent aid.

Pitkat also advised that some 
consideration should be given 
the problem of fuel shortage 
and suggested that perhaps 
some provision should be made 
for the use of coal as a fuel.

He also expressed concern I 
that new equipment purchased I 
will lay idle and the guarantee I 
run out before the new plant is | 
built.

He a l so ca u t i one d  t h a t l  
federal and state approval of a I 
new facility does not guarantee!

Howard Hughes Indicted 
For Stock Manipulation
LAS VEGAS, Nev. (U P I)-A  

U.S. attorney and federal grand 
jury brought stock manipula­
tion charges against Howard 
Hughes just seven hours before 
the statute of limitations ran 
out Tuesday, despite orders 
from Washington to leave the 
billionaire recluse out of it.

It was a clear victory for 
Devoe Heaton, U.S. attorney 
for Nevada, who only the day 
before was removed from the 
case by his superiors in the 
Justice Department.

The grand jurors, in a rare 
move, stood with- Heaton 
against the instructions, and 
refused — as Heaton had done— 
to indict anyone unless they 
could indict Hughes too.

It was not known whether 
Hughes, who has not been seen 
in public in decades, could be 
forced to emerge from his 
c u r re n t h ideaw ay  in the 
Bahamas to respond personally 
to the charges.

Hughes and three others were 
indicted on charges of stock 
manipulation, conspiracy, wire 
fraud and aiding and abetting 
the fraud in Hughes’ purchase

in 1969 of what is now Hughes 
Airwest airline.

They were accused of form­
ing a conspiracy that 
pressured the airline’s board of 
directors into selling out to 
Hughes by dumping large 
blocks of stock, forcing down its 
value.

They were first indicted for 
the same alleged conspiracy 
last year, but the charges were 
dismissed Jan. 30 by a federal 
judge who called the indictment 
“ the worst criminal pleading I 
have ever encounter^.’’

Under the law, the Justice 
Department had six months to 
get another indictment or drop 
the matter. The deadline was 
midnight Tuesday.

On Monday, Heaton told 
reporters he had been taken off 
the case by Assistant U.S. At­
to rney G eneral L aw rence 
Silberman, and it had been 
turned over to his deputy. Dean 
Vernon.

Federal sources said high 
Justice Department officials in 
Washington had ordered Heaton 
to seek indictments of the three 
others in the case, but not

Mansfield Proposes Rule 
Change On Impeachment

WASHINGTON (U PI) -  
D em ocratic L eader Mike 
Mansfield recommended today 
that the Senate use a standard 
of proof less stringent than 
required in criminal cases to 
judge President Nixon if he is 
impeached and must stand 
trial.

Mansfield proposed that the 
burden of proof to find Nixon 
guilty of impeachable offenses 
should be “clear and convincing 
evidence.”

This falls between the stan­
dard for criminal cases, which 
is “ beyond a reasonab le  
doubt,” and civil proceedings, 
which is “by a preponderance 
of the evidence.”

Mansfield’s proposal was in­
cluded in a series of suggestions 
to change and modernize the 
Senate’s rules on impeachment 
trials, almost all of which go 
back more than a century.

M ansfield subm itted  his 
recom m endations to each 
member of the Senate Rules 
C om m ittee, which begins 
closed-door hearings today on 
proposed changes, with instruc­
tions to report back to the 
Senate no later than Sept. 1.

Some of Mansfield’s proposed 
changes are technical. Some 
a re  tough on p resid en tia l 
privilege. Among his recomen- 
dations:

• That in the impeachment 
tr ia l  no evidence can be 
withheld on grounds that the 
ev id en ce  could en d an g er 
national security or national 
defense. The Senate, however.

could close its doors to hear the 
evidence.

• That the Senate is em­
powered to declare and set 
sanctions for civil contempt.

• That the Senate would 
decide if there is a privilege to 
decline to testify or produce 
evidence in any situation.

• That the Senate can, on its 
own, call witnesses and invite 
outside attorneys to file briefs

and make oral arguments.
• ’That the President would 

have to reply to the articles of 
impeachment within 10 days 
after he is served, although this 
does not mean the trial has to 
start a t that time.

• That the Senate not vote 
“guilty” o r j ’not guilty” but 
rather to “sustain” or “ reject” 
the impeachment articles.

Nader Predicts End 
Of Atomic Plants

PROVIDENCE, R.I. (UPI)-  
The nuclear power industry will 
be out of business within four 
years despite industry^sredic- 
tions that the U n it^  Tstates 
needs 1,000 atom ic energy 
plants by the year 2000, con­
sumer crusader Ralph Nader 
predicted Tuesday.

He said it will be snuffed out 
by a combination of citizen ac­
tion “greater than any in the 
history of the country” and by 
economic failure of the plants 
or by a nuclear catastrophe.

“ Even people most heavily 
involved in nuclear power 
acknow ledge th a t it is a 
t^hnology that has only one 
bite of the apple,” Nader told a 
luncheon audience of business, 
environmental and government 
leaders.

“ If one plant goes (in a 
nuclear accident) it is all over 
for nuclear fission,” he said.

“Now, do we want to put our 
energy resources in that kind of 
fragile basket?”

Nader reportedly came 
Providence on his own in­
itia tiv e  to give em erg ing  
citizens groups a shot in the 
arm in their battle against two 
atomic power plants proposed 
in  C h a r le s to w n  by th e  
Narragansett Electric Co.

He s a id  he d o u b te d  
Narragansett would ever put 
those plants into operation.

Indicating the seriousness of 
his views on nuclear power 
plant dangers, Nader said, 
“John 0. Pastore’s forefathers 
may have discovered Amerca, 
but one fact is clear, John 
Pastore has the power to save 
America.”

Rhode Island's senior senator 
will become chairman of the 
Joint Congressional Committee 
on Atomic Energy next year.

Advertisements of this type, 
often  ap p earin g  in “ Help 
Wanted” columns, appear to 
offer a job through which an in­
dividual can earn at home sole­
ly by addressing and stuffing 
envelopes.

When some interested per­
sons respond to the ad they are 
often told that they must pay a 
nominal sum in order to obtain 
fu rthe r inform ation. Then, 
after their money has been 
collected, they are sent a kit in­
structing them to place the 
identical ad to which they 
responded, or one similar, in 
o th e r  m a g a z in e s  an d  
publications and await the 
results.

In short, what the individual 
has obtained for his money is a 
set of complete instructions on 
how to run the same deceptive 
scheme on others.

Aside from being an unlawful 
and deceptive trade practice.

the scheme operates much fixe 
an illegal chain letter, in­
variably leaving the persons 
down the chain “holding the 
bag” without much chance of 
being able to recoup their in­
vestment.

The scheme is also clearly 
deceptive in that the ads, often 
seen under “Help Wanted,” are 
not bona-fide job offers but 
simply an inducement to get in­
div iduals to w rite  to the 
operator of the scheme. Par­
ticipants should be aware that 
such activity may involve a 
violation of United States postal 
fraud regulations and readers 
are cautioned about responding 
to such advertisements and 
allowing themselves to become 
participants in such activity.

In addition to possible Post 
Office D epartm ent action, 
recipients of such offers from 
out-of-state may mail the com­
munication to the Attorney 
General of the state where the 
offerer is located. If the offerer 
is a Connecticut individual or 
company, write to the Depart­
ment of Consumer Protection.

Woodbridge St. Bridge Bids Sought
The Town of Manchester is 

seeking bids for a new bridge on 
Woodbridge St., over Bigelow 
Brook — between Jensen and 
Jo rd t Sts. The bridge and 
culvert were washed out com­
pletely July 5, during a torren­
tial rainfall.

It is the second new bridge to 
be constructed in Manchester in 
less than a year. The Olcott St. 
bridge was completed Dec. 14 
at a cost of about $100,000. It 
replaced the structure washed 
out June 30, 1973, also during a 
torrential rainfall.

Even as bids are being sought 
for a new Woodbridge St. 
bridge, residents of Parker St.,

in the vicinity of the bridge 
there over Bigelow Brook, are 
concerned that structure may 
not survive the strain of the 
doubled traffic passing over it 
daily. Parker St., from Middle 
Tpke. to Green Rd., is carrying 
its normal traffic plus all the 
traffic previously using Wood- 
bridge St. Several Parker S t.. 
residents say that 500 to 700 
(depending on the time of day 
or night) passenger cars, 
motorcycles, buses and trucks 
pass hourly over the bridge 
there over Bigelow Brook.

Bids fo*" the new Woodbridge 
St. bridge will be opened Aug. 
21 in the Municipal Building.

Separate bids are being sought 
for the material needed and for 
the labor. Each bid must name 
prices for three alternates:

• A 16 X 5-foot pre-cast con­
crete bridge culvert, requiring 
about 80 linear feet.

• A 53 X 83-inch reinforced 
concrete horizontal elliptical 
pipe, requiring about 270 linear 
feet.

• An 87 X 63-inch asphalt cor­
rugated steel pipe arch, with 
paved invert, requiring about 
270 linear feet.

The l a bor  wil l  involve 
clearing and excavating the 
existing site, excavating a

channel, pouring footings, and 
i n s t a l l i n g  the  b r id g e  — 
whichever of the three alter­
nates is purchased. Curbing and 
a bituminous concrete surface 
will be layed.

The bid specs require bidders 
to specify how soon after a con­
tract award they can begin con­
struction and how long it would 
take them to complete the job.

Town Manager Robert Weiss 
has estimated the new bridge 
could be completed sometime 
in October — about 3V4 months 
after the old one was washed 
out. The new Olcott St. bridge 
took 5V2 months.

HARTFORD (UPI) -  State 
politicians concerned that 
financial wellsprings might go 
dry in the heat of Watergate 
m a t t e r s  a p p a r en t ly  have 
nothing to worry about.

Connecticut’s four incumbent 
congressmen are doing far 
better financially than they did 
two years ago, the Connecticut 
New s  S e r v i c e  r e p o r t e d  
Tuesday.

So far,  the four — two 
R e p u b l i c a n s  and  two  
Democrats — have raised $160,- 
000, compared to only ^,000 
two years ago.

The four, according to the 
news agency survey, apparent­
ly concluded they would have to 
work far harder this year for 
funds and began seeking sup­
port earlier than they did in 
1972.

Rep. Ronald A. Sarasin, R- 
Conn., has raised the most 
money so far, $67,122. The 
runnerup was Rep. Stewart B. 
McKinney, R-Conn., who has 
collected $49,922.

Rep. William R. Cotter, D- 
Conn., has collected $34,135, 
and Rep. Robert N. Giaimo, D- 
Conn., a veteran of eight terms, 
has received $8,000.

CHICAGO ( U P I )  -  A 
medical biochemist has called 
on the government to lift its ban 
on the insecticide DDT, saying 
the 1972 order was “political 
rather than scientific.”

Writing in the Journal of the 
American Medical Association, 
Dr. Thomas H. Jukes called for 
reintroduction of the pesticide 
in the war against disease and 
noxious insects.

“Let us hope that DDT will 
find its place again as a public 
health measure for uses that 
are essential in the control of 
noxious insects,” the Universi­
ty of California biochemist 
wrote in the July 29th issue of 
the AMA Journal.

He said a nine-month hearing 
on DDT conducted in 1971 and 
1972 produced a recommenda­
tion the pesticide be continued 
for essential purposes, but 
William Ruckelshaus, then 
director of the Environmental 
Protection Agency, ignored the 
recommendations and banned 
DDT.

Jukes said DDT does not ac­
cumulate in oceans or air, and 
there is no real evidence it 
causes cancer or is harmful 
when stored in body fat or is 
present in small quantities in 
breast milk.

He said that DDT presents 
virtually no health hazard in 
foods for human consumption, 
though it does present some 
danger to wildlife, particularly 
fish and birds.

“Except for antibiotics, it is 
doubtful that any material has 
been found which protects more 
people against more diseases 
over a large area than does 
DDT,” Jukes said.

He said the World Health 
Organization has reported that 
DDT has spared some 960 
million persons from endemic 
malaria, and that the pesticide 
has had no detectable ill effects 
on sprayers who have worked

for years in malaria eradica­
tion.

He said insects such as the 
gypsy moth have “ ruined many 
square miles of woodland in the 
eastern United States” since 
DDT was outlawed. He noted 
tnat in the Pacific Northwest 
the tussock moth has destroyed 
thousands of square miles of 
the Douglas fir forests.

All substitute measures have 
been ineffective, he said.

DDT also has been of great 
use in the cul t ivat ion of 
potatoes, cotton, rice and oil 
seed crops, he said.

DETROIT (UPI) -  Henry 
Ford II, chairman of the Ford 
M o t o r  Co. ,  b l a m e d  th e  
g o v e r n m e n t ’s ec o n o m ic  
policies Tuesday for the auto in­
dustry’s failure to recover from 
a sales slump triggered by the 
energy crisis last fall.

Speaking to newsmen at the 
preview of the rfirm’s 1975 
models. Ford said government 
price controls were responsible 
for the big jump in new car 
prices this spring. ^

He said prices should level off 
after another substantial boost 
when the 1975s are introduced 
in late September.

Ford predicted new car sales 
during the 1975 model year 
would reach 10 million during 
the 1975 model year, if there are 
no c h a n g e s  in n a t i o n a l  
economic policy.

’That would be an improve­
ment over the 9.3 million cars 
sold this year, but substantially 
below the record 11.4 million 
sold in 1973.

“The sudden drop in car 
sales, and especially in big car 
sales, beginning last October 
was, of course, precipitated by 
the Arab oil embargo,” Ford 
said.

“But we are convinced that 
the economic control program 
contributed to both the size of 
the decline and the failure of 
car sales to recover in response 
to imprved gasoline supplies.”

Ford said the terrific surge in 
prices precipitated by the lif­
t ing controls  has slowed 
recovery of consumer con­
fidence and discouraged car 
sales.

The Ford chief executive ad­
mitted he didn’t know how high 
car prices would go and at what 
point prospective customers 
might be frightened off by the 
price stickers.

Leaks was injured during spring drills and required knee 
surgery. Royal originally planned to redshirt his star 
fullback this season but Leaks now says he can play in at 
least nine games this year.

“As far as I’m concerned he can play 11,” Royal said. 
“He’s always enthusiastic. I’ve never met an athlete who 
wasn’t.”

But Royal did not appear optimistic over Leaks’ chances 
of seeing action this year.

“If and when they turn him out of the chute and he runs 
on that knee, it’ll puff up. And then his face is gonna turn 
longer than a churn and his morale is gonna dip. That’s 
just the way it happens. It can be predicted.”

Why 
jeopardize 10 years for two weeks.”

Fisk was leading all catchers in the American League in

hitting with .299 when the lights went out on him. He had 11 
homers and 26 rbi’s, and his handling of Boston’s pitchers 
was such that when it was determined he was pretty well 
finished for the season, most people immediately felt so 
were the Red Sox’ chances.

The fans voted Fisk the starting catcher for the 
American League All-Star team and even though he 
couldn’t play, he showed up at Pittsburgh for the contest. 
He made his way around the best he could on his crutches, 
the thick cast on his left leg plainly visible through a long 
slit in his navy blue trousers.

Brooks Robinson looked at Fisk in Pittsburgh and shook 
his head.

Ed Kranepool in Twilight 
Of Long Baseball Career
NEW YORK (UPI) -  Ed Kranepool 

was different from the very first day 
he reported to the New York Mets. 
It’s 12 years later now and a lot of 
things have changed. Not him, though. 
He’s still different.

Most ballplayers, for example, 
don’t like you telling them they’re in 
the twilight of their careers, especial­
ly when they’re not even 30 yet.

With Ed Kranepool, it’s completely 
the other way around. You don’t have 
to tell him; he tells you. What makes 
the whole thing odder yet is that he’s 
only 29.

“The reason I say I’m in my 
‘twilight’ is because I’ve played up 
here 12 years already,” says the Mets’ 
left-handed hitting first baseman- 
outfielder-pinch swinger. “I know 
guys who don’t ever get five years in 
up here. When you say ‘twilight’ in 
baseball, you’re talking about the last 
years of anyone’s career. Well, that’s 
me, isn’t it?”

Yes, and then again, no.
Yes, because the Mets have put 

Kranepool up on the block several 
times the past few years and never 
were stam peded by takers. No, 
because Kranepool, a .251 lifetime 
hitter, is playing left field for the Mets 
and ripping the ball at a dizzy .402 clip 
now. He contributed a key single in 
Sunday’s 4-1 win over Montreal. As a 
pinch hitter, he’s 12-for-24 and hitting 
.500 this season.

“If I hit .400 this year,” he laughs, 
“I’m gonna retire at my peak and put 
in an application for Bob Scheffing’s 
job as general manager with this club 
next year. Why not? He’s retiring 
a f t e r  th i s  y e a r .  If  (D a v e )  
DeBusschere did it with the Nets, why 
can’t I do it with the Mets?”

Ed Kranepool has about as much 
chance of becoming the next general 
m anager of the Mets as Marv 
Throneberry or Elio Chacon has, and 
he realizes that. He also realizes he’s 
a far better hitter now than he ever 
has been in all the years he has been 
with the club.

Kranepool was 17 when he first 
joined the Mets out of James Monroe 
High School in the Bronx.

“At that age you’re not able to cope 
with big league pitching either 
physically or mentally,” he says. 
“That’s why that 14-year-old boy the 
Phillies signed (Jorge Lebron) will 
have a lotta trouble if he’s not handled 
properly.

“This kid the Phillies signed is 
going to learn in the minors. I didn’t 
do that. I was in the minors only six 
weeks, so I hadda learn everything in 
the majors. If I could’ve known then 
what I know now, I would’ve insisted 
on being sent down to the minors. But 
you don’t know that then.”

Ed Kranepool is the dean of the 
Mets. He is the only player to have 
participated in every season of the 
club’s history and played for all four 
of its managers beginning with Casey 
Stengel.

When he first came up, he got the 
reputation of being a wise guy kid 
over an episode which really wasn’t 
his fault.

While taking batting practice one 
day a t the old Polo Grounds, 
Kranepool, who had been having trou­
ble with inside pitches, instructed the 
pitcher to keep throwing him on the 
outside. Duke Snider, one of the Mets’ 
outfielders, noticed it.

“ It m ight be a good id e a ,’’ 
suggested Snider, “ to have him pitch 
you on the inside and you learn to pull 
the ball instead of swinging at all 
these outside pitches.”

“ Y ou’re  not doing so good 
yourself,” Kranepool came back curt­
ly-

Today Kranepool realizes Snider 
was only trying to be helpful, and that 
he shouldn’t have answered him in the 
manner he did.

“What Duke didn’t know at the 
time, though, was that Casey had 
given me specific instructions to go 
out and practice hitting every ball to 
the opposite field. He said he was 
going to be watching me from the 
centerfield clubhouse, and he did.

“Duke didn’t know that. Here was 
Casey telling me to hit to the opposite 
field and Duke telling me to pull. 
What was I to do? Remember I was 
only a 17-year-old kid.”

Football Strike Talks 
Reach Critical Stage

WASHINGTON (UPl) — The renewed round of pro foot­
ball strike talks headed into the ‘‘critical stage” t^ a y ,  ac­
cording to the government’s chief labor mediator in his 
intensified efforts for a settlement.

After a day-long Tuesday session of almost seven hours 
with both sides. W. J. Usery Jr., head of the Federal Media­
tion Service, called both sides back to a 10 a.m. EOT ses­
sion in a stepped-up campaign to end the 31-day-old strike. 
Usery was pressing the owners and the players union to 
settle the dispute, possibly by Thursday before the first 
weekend of National Foootball League exhibition games 
begins but there was no assurance he would succeed in 
meeting that immediate deadline.

He said today's session at the Labor Department would 
be ‘‘very, very critical.

‘‘We spent all day Tuesday getting to the point where 
substantive issues can be discussed tomorrow,” Usery 
observed.

He said that economic issues were the main topic of dis­
cussion at the Tuesday talks, although the two parties 
explored the player freedom demands on a separate basis.

It was learned from other sources that the Tuesday 
bargaining focused on player proposals involving pensions 
and minimum pay. Evidently there was some give and 
take on minimum pay which currently sets a floor of $12,- 
000 for rookies and $13,000 for veterans. The players 
originally asked that the minimum be boosted to $20,000 
for rookies and $25,000 for veterans. The owners last week 
counter-offered $14,000 and $16,000.

The Players Association is believed to have cut their in­
itial figure back to $18,000 and $20,000.

Usery said that the long day of bargaining was “ typical”

of what he expected at this point in the strike but there 
were reports the players indicated they would be back 
Wednesday with further suggestions and ideas.

Usery said he was “hopeful” that progress could be 
made in ending the dispute, but cautioned there were “a 

' lot of issues to be negotiated” before a settlem ent could be 
reached.

After a one-hour and 45-minute morning meeting with 
the bargaining team for the owners, the head of the 
Federal Mediation and Conciliation Service told newsmen:

“ I think their attitude was good just as the attitude of the 
players yesterday at our meeting was good. I ’m hopeful, 
but it’s a little too early to say. We’ll know better later 
today.”

Only two owners, Wellington Mara of the New York 
Giants and Art Modell of the Cleveland Browns, were pre­
sent for the morning session. But John Thompson, 
executive director of the owners’ Management Council, 
said others on the owners’ bargaining unit were on a stand­
by call basis.

Thompson declined to express any optimism a t the out­
set of the renewed talks, commenting; “ We have no, 
reason to feel either way. We don’t know what’s in store. 
We’d like to feel optimistic, but we just don’t know.”

The NFL Players Association spelled out a t a Monday 
meeting with Usery a number of revised contract demands 
which included modification of some of the controversial 
“ freedom issues” but not their total abandonment.

Before breaking off talks 10 days ago, the owners offered 
a four-year money package which they estim ated would 
cost more than $4 million in the first year but totally 
rejected the players’ freedom demands.

NAIROBI — An inspired 

young E a s t  Afr ican  
an t hropo log is t ,  Richard 
Leakey, is building a monument 
in Nairobi to prehistoric man.

It is also a memorial to the 
young man’s fanious father, the 
late Dr. Louis Leakey, whose 
discoveries suggest East Africa 
was the cradle of humanity.

Richard Leakey, 30, is direc­
tor of the National Museums of 
Kenya. He is enshrining the 
name and work of his father in 
the $720,000 Louis Leakey 
Memorial Institute for African 
Prehistory, soon to take shape 
in Nairobi as an international 
center for anthropological 
study and research.

The institute will be a final 
graveyard of prehistoric man. 
It is to be the repository of a 
huge, unique and ever-growing 
collection of fossils and ar­
t i f a c t s  i l lu s t r a t i n g  the 
emergence of man millions of 
years ago from his ancestors, 
the southern apes, up the long 
and still not properly un­
derstood ladder of evolution.

Dr. Louis Leakey died in Lon­
don in 1972, his work on East 
African prehistory unfinished. 
His discoveries, with his wife. 
Dr. Mary Leakey, at Olduvai 
Gorge, Tanzania, shook the 
scientific world in the 1950s and 
1960s. Among them was the 
find of the earthly remains of 
the first maker of stone tools.

Olduvai Gorge is a 25-mile- 
long canyon, where the Leakeys

discovered layer upon layer of 
ancient lake shores containing 
evidence of human occupation, 
including the continuous evolu­
tion of stone tools, from crude 
pebble tools to the m ore 
sophisticated implements of 
final stone-age man.

Scientists poured into East 
Africa, new sites were opened 
up and fascinating new dis­
coveries were made. Louis 
Leakey's big nucleus collection 
of priceless fossils and artifacts

was housed in the Kenya 
National Museum. The collec­
tion grew rapidly as new 
specimens came in.

Louis Leakey set up a Center 
for Prehistory and Palaeon­
tology in in 1962 at the museum 
to meet the fossil crisis. As 
more scientists came to Kenya 
to examine material, as new 
expeditions were organized, the 
modest facilities of the center 
were extended and the crisis of 
palaeontological plenty hit the 
museum.

Americans might be able to 
save some energy a new study 
suggests, if they ate less meat.

Almost half the energy 
poured into the na t ion’s 
agricultural production every 
year goes toward turning out 
steaks, roasts and other cuts for 
the dinner table.  At the 
processing end, meat again is 
the top energy user.

The study by the Center for 
Science in the Public Interest 
concludes that, increased 
technology and mechanization 
are to blame. Cattle finished in 
feed lots, for instance, use up a 
lot of energy in everything from 
chemical fertilizers to feeding 
machinery before they reach 
the tender state favored by 
American eaters.

“To cut down on meat con­
sumption is an energy conser­
vation measure,” the study 
says, “and it might be just what 
the (ioctor ordered.'j 

The cattle industry, for one, 
disagrees and has already told 
the center it did not give 
adequate consideration to 
range grazing when it compiled 
its figures.

Meat, however, is only a 
small part of the report. Called 
a “Lifestyle Index”, the report 
tries to ^ucate the reader on 
how many of his daily activities 
involve energy use — some of it 
unnecessary.

“All In all,” it says, "we use 
about eight calories of energy 
to obtain a single calorie of 
food. This is a poor track record 
for a ‘develop^’ people, and a 
more simple lif^tyle could cut 
some of the waste. We could 
grow more of our own food, 
mulch garbage and leaves, buy 
homegrown food at the source, 
and cut out excessive packaging 

/and container use.”

Kuwait shows up where it does 
because that olFcich nation, 
considering its small size, has 
enjoyed heavy advances in 
technology. Its citizens also 
have a penchant for Cadillac 
cars.

Relaxation 
May Succeed 
Coffee Break
B y  B E R N A R D  C A U G H E Y

BOSTON (UPI) -  Scrap that 
coffee break. Instead take a 
“relaxation response” break — 
and maybe you'll live longer 
and happier.

That's the advice of Dr. 
Herbert Benson, director of the 
hypertension section of Beth 
Israel Hospital, who has come 
up with a simple technique you 
can go through in your office or 
home to help prolong your life 
and reduce the risks of high 
blood pressure, heart disease 
and stroke.

Here's all you need;
• A quiet environment with 

as few distractions as possible. 
For example, an office desk in a 
quiet room.

• A mental device such as a 
single-syllable sound or word 
repeated in a low, gentle tone. 
He suggests the word “one.”

• A passive attitude to help 
yop rest and relax. If distract­
ing thoughts enter your mind, 
simply disregard them.

• A comfortable position, 
probably a chair where you can 
get in as restful a position as 
possible to reduce musclar ef­
fort. You can support your 
arms and head, remove your 
shoes and loosen all tight-fitting 
clothing.

Benson, in the current edition 
of Harvard Business Review, 
says you should then follow this 
procedure.

Close your eyes.
‘‘Deeply relax all your 

muscles, beginning at your feet 
and progressing up to your face 
— feet, calves, thighs, lower 
torso, chest, shoulders, neck, 
head. Allow them to remain 
deeply relaxed.

“Breathe through your nose. 
B ecom e a w a re  of your 
breathing. As you breathe out, 
say the word ‘one' silently to 
yourself. Thus: breathe in... 
breathe out, with ‘one.' In... 
out, with ‘one'...

“Continue this practice for 20 
minutes. You may open your 
eyes to check the time, but do 
not use an alarm. When you 
finish, sit quietly for several 
minutes, at first with your eyes 
closed and later with your eyes 
open.”

An associate professor of 
medicine at Harvard Medical 
School, Bensonon said the 
technique should be practiced 
twice daily, but not within two 
hours after a meal, since the 
digestive process seems to in­
terfere with the expected 
changes.

He noted that heart attacks 
and strokes have been in­
creasingly affecting young peo­
ple and many cardiologists feel 
we are in the midst of an 
epidemic of these diseases.

After using the “relaxation 
response,” Benson said, “The 
great majority of people report 
feelings of relaxation and 
freedom from anxiety...akin to 
those often noted after physical 
exercise, but without the atten­
dant physical fatigue.”

Though additional study is 
required, he said preliminary 
research shows regular use of 
the relaxation response may 
lower blood pressure, may lead 
to use of fewer drugs or 
decreased dosages and could 
decrease or eliminate heavy 
use of alcohol and cigarettes.

Benson warned no person 
should treat himself for high 
blood pressure and if suffering 
from the disease should use the 
technique only under doctor's 
supervision.

Benson called on the business 
sector to take the lead.

"F or example, programs 
could be established in which 
time is made available for 
employes to practice the 
relaxation response.... A quiet 
environment is desirable, but a 
person can elicit the response 
at his or her desk or at any com­
fortable seat.

"A ‘relaxation response 
break' might be substituted for 
the coffee break. They may im­
prove employes’ ability to deal 
with stress and increase their 
sense of well-being.

"Not only may such an 
application prove beneficial to 
the individual — it may have 
further, broader benefits and 
ramifications for industry as a 
whole,” he said.

Association had its innings in 
this column on the 17th and now 
it is time to take a look at 
another even larger group, the 
American Philatelic Society.

APS membership, throughout 
U.S. and 88 other countries, 
totals 31,000. Their interests are 
general, covering the whole 
field of philately, rather than 
just thematic and topical areas. 
They offer a sales division, 
expertising service, stamp in­
surance, and handbooks. 'Ilieir 
j o u r n a l ,  t he  Ame r i c a n  
Philatelist, appears monthly.

Our Manchester Society is a 
chapter club of the APS and has 
made substantial contributions 
to the building fund of their 
Research Library.

The July number of the 
“Philatelist” shows a cover pic 
of Norway’s 2-stamp set com­
memorating the 700th anniver­
sary of National Legislation. 
Then there is an eight-page dis­
sertation called “Multiples of 
th e  U.S.  P r i v a t e  Die 
Proprietary Stamps.”

These stamps are usually 
referred to as “back-of-the- 
book stuff,” since they are 
listed far far along in Scott’s 
Speciaiized Catalogue. Another 
term for them is “Match and 
Medicine” issues. The category 
also includes a canned fruit 
stamp, perfumery, and playing 
card stamps. The article would 
do pretty well as a master’s 
thesis, with ali the thorough 
s t udy  s u p p o r t e d  by 16 
references. Such pieces make 
the library, like Yogi Berra’s 
party, “necessary.”

Something else in the public 
prints last week is even further 
toward the back of the book 
than the Match and Medicines 
— Herman Herst has a story in 
Coin World about Encased 
Postage Stamps. He tells how 
the inventor, John Gault, came 
up with the idea during the Civil 
War when small coins were 
scarce.

Scovill of Waterbury made 
the things, which were com­
posed of a metal case with 
advertising on it, a stamp in­

side, and a transparent window 
of mica.

Scott’s Specialized has a full 
page of photos. They look like 
something you’d find in an oid 
tin box of buttons — so iook 
carefuily the next time you visit 
Aunt Hepzibah’s sewing room. 
Even the most common ones, if 
they are in fine shape with the 
window intact, are listed at 860.

Coming back to the July 
“Philatelist” : They go on with 
a report of doings at the Second 
National Philatelic Symposium 
at Chicago last May which con­
tains something to view with 
alarm.

It seems that the USPS is 
losing money on first day cover 
servicing and is considering 
various forms of retaliation. 
They have problems like coins 
that arrive wrapped up in tape 
thus getting too sticky to be 
rolled — some real messes, 
evidently.

They are thinking of a 5 cent 
per cover fee plus requiring the 
use of a special request 
envelope costing a quarter. So 
you could end up paying 40 
cents for a FDC.

Another suggestion was to 
process them all in one place 
like Washington and use the 
postmark of the real first-day 
city. To objections concerning 
this shenanigan, the answer 
was that few covers are actual- 
iy canceled on the first day 
anyhow. (Remember those 
Noah Webester “FDC’s” out of 
West Har t ford that  kept  
trickling into Manchester for 
weeks and weeks?)

Disiliusionment like this can 
be fatal to a collector’s zeal. I 
don’t save Iceland any more. 
Awhile back I was going for all 
of them. That little island na­
t ion away up t he r e . . . so  
glamorous...thinking of the 
woodsmen trudging out to cut 
pulp, and the fine paper milis, 
and the artists and engravers, 
and the beautifui color printing 
productions.

Then I discovered that they 
don’t have any trees to spare 
and their stamps are manufac­
tured in Switzerland.

Forget it.

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Around World With Mouth Organ
BIRMINGHAM, Mich. (UPI) 

— Howard Rice is setting oil on 
a lone sailing trip around the 
world, taking with him a har­
monica and a dream.

“This is ju.st something I've 
always wanted to do," he said, 
"Something to make me a little 
dilferent Irom everyone else."

He docs not plan to set any 
records even though the current 
fastest time for sailing along 
around the world in a small 
craft is almost four years.

In.stead, Rice, 20, plans to 
take it easy.

"I'll slop a lot along the 
way," he said, citing plans to 
visit relatives in Virginia, to 
surf in Florida and to scout for 
real estate he might find attrac­
tive elsewhere along the way.

The voyage, he reckons, will 
last 30 months.

That comes to 1,000 miles 
every month that Rice plans to 
m a n e u v e r  h is  la rg e ly  
homemade craft, Karsey Girl, 
through the waters of the Atlan­
tic, Pacific and Indian Oceans.

The voyage starts Sept. 1 in 
Marion, Mass.

In a way, the voyage began in 
West Bridgewater, Mass., 
where Rice obtained the bare 
hull of his craft.

With a little help from his 
friends and the spon.sor.ship of 
21 d if fe re n t f irm s, R ice 
gradually built and outfitted the 
blue and white Karsey Girl.

The sponsors range from food 
suppliers who gave him a 
special diet of food to a com­
pany manufacturing life rafts 
equipped with radar.

On board, in addition to the 
harmonica. Rice will carry only 
a r e c e iv e r  fo r w e a th e r  
forecasts and a homing device 
—for use if he runs into trouble. 
He bought the harmonica to 
keep himself coinpany.

The voyage is a first for Rice, 
who has never sailed long dis­
tances. "I'm definitely not an 
old hand at this," he said. "But 
if all my backers think I can do 
it. I’m sure I can."

Rice, a former University of 
Detroit business student, plans 
to travel down the east coast of 
the United States, throught the 
Panam a Canal, across the 
Equator to the Galapagos 
Islands, then to Tahiti, the Fiji 
Islands, along the top of 
Australia, across the Indian 
Ocean along the bottom of 
Africa, across the Atlantic to 
the E a s t  C oast of South 
America and north to Florida.

Father Coughlin 
*Doing Quite Well’

DETROIT (UPI) -  The Rev. 
Charles E. Coughlin, who rose 
to national prominence in the 
1930s with radio broadcasts in 
which he advocated social 
change, was removed from the 
Intensive care unit of a Detroit 
hospital and placed in a regular 
patient room Tuesday.

Ribicoff’s first attempt to do 
that fell short Tuesday by 10 
votes, and he did not predict 
how many tries it would take 
before supporters can get the 
measure voted on or have to 
give up trying.

But they said 
enough senators have promised 
to switch sides by the time a 
third debate-limiting vote rolls 
around, probably next week, to 
perhaps tip the balance.

The House-passed measure, a 
similar version of which died in 
a Senate filibuster two years 
ago, would establish a new 
agency to speak up for the con­
sum er when other federal 
agenicies or departments are 
making decisions that affect 
prices, health, safety and other 
vital consumer issues.

It would start with a budget 
of $15 million and a staff of 
about 250.

Confusion, Outside Interference 
Noted in Community College Report

HARTFORD (UPI) -  The 
Legislative Program Review 
Committee said today a study 
of the Connecticut community 
college system shows it has 
been subjected to confusion and 
outside interference.

Sen. David 0. Odegard of 
Manchester, cochairman of the 
committee, said part of the 
problem Is created by statutory 
mandates. In other cases, the 
way the community colleges 
spend money is being dictated by 
expenditure agencies.

There have been charges of 
poiitical interference in the 
operation of the community 
college system.

Another problem, Odegard 
said, is the lack of specific 
objectives for the community 
college system. The result, he 
said, has been an overemphasis 
on transfer and general educa­
tion programs.

Rep. John G. Groppo, R- 
Winsted, co-chairman of the 
committee, said the operation 
of th e  sy stem  should be 
clarified by statute.

The system would be helped 
if the various control agencies 
w ou ld  a d o p t s ta n d a r d  
procedures and work to im­

prove communication between 
themseives and line agencies 
such as the community college 
system, Groppo said.

"We also found that the three 
missions of community college 
— college transfer education, 
occupational training and com­
munity service — are not clear­
ly defined,” Groppo said. "We 
found that this distortion in the 
emphasis placed on the three 
separate missions is also par­
tially due to the current system 
of funding community colleges 
which is based on enroliment,” 
Groppo said.

Leonard Indicted on 24 Counts
WHITE PLAINS, N.Y. (UPI) 

— A Westchester County grand 
jury has indicted Peter Leonard 
on 24 counts of murder — one 
count for each person who died 
in the June 30 fire that swept 
through a Port Chester, N.Y., 
discotheque.

Leonard, 22, of Greenwich, 
Conn., was also charged with 
second degree arson, second 
degree burglary and petty  
larceny in the 2^count indict­
ment handed up Tuesday.

Leonard allegedly set the fire 
in a bowling alley adjacent to 
Gulliver’s discotheque, after 
breaking open a c igarette

machine and stealing $100 in 
cash and cigarettes.

The flames spread to the pop­
ular night spot, located on the 
New York-Connecticut border, 
w here hundreds of young 
patrons were dancing in the 
early hours of a Sunday morn­
ing.

The unemployed Leonard was 
originally held by Greenwich 
police on charges of arson and 
burglary, but the case was 
turned over to Westchester 
County District Attorney Carl 
Vergari after it was determined 
that the bowling alley and night

ciub were located over the New 
York State line.

Leonard agreed to waive 
extradition last Thursday and 
was brought to the Westchester 
County jail after a fugitive 
warrant was obtained charging 
him with the murder of one of 
the victims, Robin Seeley of 
Port Chester.

YAUPON BEACH, N.C. 
(UPI) — In this coastal resort 
area lives a man who lends 
money to friends, doesn’t 
worry, doesn’t get in a hurry 
and doesn’t work on Sunday.

He’s Buddy Brown, 66, and 
he’s satisfied with his life as a 
part-time handyman and fisher­
man.

Brown has not moved more 
than a mile in more than 35 
years. For a while he lived 
beneath the bridge crossing the 
in t r a c o a s ta l  w a te rw a y , 
warmed at night by a pet billy 
goat and dog sleeping at his 
sides.

Then he was “chief cook and 
bottle washer” on a fishing 
b arg e  th a t  tr a v e le d  the 
waterway from Carolina to 
Florida.

Now Brown iives in the first 
house on the right across the 
bridge with his wife, “Miss 
Emma.”

He repairs iawnmowers, out­
board motors and bicycles, 
mends fishing nets and does a 
iittle shrimping. To get around, 
he rides a bicycle or gets “rides 
from friends.”

The last car he owned he 
finally “parked it for two or 
three years and then sold the 
motor.”

“It was too much trouble to 
mess with and I didn’t need no 
car,” he said.

Brown’s monthly bill for elec­
tricity runs between $6 and $7.

“I hardly ever burn a light 
over 30 minutes,” he said. “It 
keeps the bills small.”

His day begins as early as 3 
a.m. and ends before 8 p.m.

“Anyone come to See me 
after eight, there’s no one 
here,” he said, packing tobacco 
in his pipe. “ I just work ‘til I

Tay-Sachs
Screenings
Planned

HARTFORD (UPI) -  State 
health officials are planning a 
m ass screening program to 
detect a fatal genetic disease 
that strikes chiefly a t infants of 
Jewish descent.

The screening program is 
aimed at detecting what is 
known as Tay-Sachs disease, an 
inherited gene disorder for 
which there is no known cure.

The state Heaith Department 
says Tay-Sachs cause destruc­
tion of the central nervous 
system  with sym ptom s of 
physical and mental deteriora­
tion beginning from six to eight 
months of age. Death occurs by 
the fifth year.

In a report in the July issue of 
th e  C o n n e c tic u t H e a lth  
Bulletin, doctors say that one 
out of 30 persons in the United 
States of eastern European 
Jewish descent “ is a carrier of 
the Tay-Sachs gene.”

Louis J. Michini, chief of the 
chemistry and hematology divi­
sion of the department and 
Margaretta Seashore, of the 
Yale Medical School depart­
ment of human genetics, said 
there is no cure for the disease 
and treatment of the patient 
re q u ire s  ro u n d -th e -c lo ck  
custodial care estimated at 
$30,000 per year for each 
patient.

The doctors say the screening 
program is an accurate and 
relatively inexpensive way to 
identify carriers and also of 
detecting the disease in the 
fetus. They say if the disease is 
discovered in the fetus up to the 
18th week, “action can be taken 
to interrupt the pregnancy.” 

The T ay-S achs D isease  
Association of Connecticut Inc., 
started local screenings last 
spring and the state plans to 
support fu rther screenings 
across the state in cooperation 
with the associaation.

The d is e a s e  w as f i r s t  
observed in 1881 by Warren 
Tay, a British eye doctor who 
found a cherry red spot in the 
eye of an infant suffering from 
marked weakness of the limbs. 
Subsequently, Tay found the 
condition in two additional 
patients in the same family.

In 1887, Bernard Sachs, an 
American neurologist, reported 
s im i l a r  c l i n i c a l  and 
pathological findings in an in­
fant whose illness could not de 
diagnosed. Sachs later reported 
find ings in e ig h t Jew ish  
patients with a typical retinal 
change and he described the 
syndrome. By 1962, over 500 
cases had been reported.

can’t see and I quit. We don’t 
bum lights at night.”

Mending fishing nets and 
shrimping was once his sole 
business. But things have begun 
to change. Fishing nets are no 
longer made of cotton but of

nylon, which is harder to break 
and harder to fix. Brown said.

When shrimping season opens 
in late June, Brown once again 
will head into the waters he has 
shrimped and fished all his life, 
but his catch will be more

expensive this year.
“ I’ve been selling shrimp for 

50 cents a pound all these 
years,” he said. “But I just 
heard that they’re selling for $3 
a pound. I don’t believe I’ll 
selling any more for 50 cents.”

The Browns keep a goat, a 
dog and a duck, and tend a 
small vegetable garden behind 
th e ir  house. Miss Em m a 
freezes or cans the garden 
products for the winter.

Brown now deposits his

money in a nearby bank, but at 
one time he kept his money in 
tin cans buried around the 
house.

Beach residents said he 
alwdys had money to lend to his 
friends. One grocer said he

could identify the money by its 
rust marks.

“But, you know, only one per­
son ever paid me back,” Brown 
said.

“I get a whole lot out of life,” 
he said pausing from his work.

"I don’t have no problems. I 
don’t worry about money.

"It don’t pay to worry or 
work on Sunday. 1 feel better 
and get along better. I never get 
sick and I haven’i had a cold in 
God knows when,”

Shure said that the investiga­
tion has so far centered on In­
dividual lessors with multiple 
contracts with the state.

Shure also said th a t in 
general, political influence 
seems to be less important in 
getting a lease than in having 
personal influence with state 
civil service employes.

He also said that the agency 
requesting a leased facility 
sometim es in terferes with 
public works negotiations to get 
the best deal.

Man Faces Charges 
Of Murder, Arson

NEW YORK (UPI) -  A 
recen tly  re leased  m ental 
p a tien t was charged with 
murder, arson and burglary 
Tuesday in connection with 
three fires at churches in 
Manhattan.

Criminal Court Judge Bruce 
Wright ordered  a specia l 
suicide watch for the suspect, 
Gordon Earl Marais, 56, after 
learning he had been released 
from a federal mental hospital 
in Washington by court order 
last Friday. Maris, gaunt and 
gray-haired, was without bail.

Father Thomas Smith, 67, 
died of smoke inhalation during 
the first fire Monday night at 
the rectory  of St. Vincent 
F e r r e r  R om an C a th o lic  
Church.

Marais was arrested after 
'  United Press International and 
;the New York Daily News 
• received seven telephone calls 
' late Monday and early Tuesday 
; from a man who claimed to be 
jSan F rancisco’s notorious 
! “Zodiac,” believed responsible 
‘ for a series of West Coast 
slayings. The caller bragged 
that he had set the fires.

In following up information 
from one call, authorities found 
a sheet draped over a crucifix 
at St. Vincent Ferrer with an 
ink-scrawled message reading, 
“Take heed. I shall return to 
destroy this temple and all

therein.” The message was 
signed “R. God.”

Marais was arrested Tuesday 
morning while crouching by a 
fourth church minutes after the 
fire at the Roman Catholic 
Church of St. Mary the Virgin 
was discovered. The second fire 
occurred at Episcopal CJiurch 
of the Ascension.

On July 17, M arais was 
picked up by Secret Service 
agents at a White House securi­
ty post for a routine check.

He was turned over to local 
Washington police after it was 
le a rn e d  th a t  C a lifo rn ia  
authorities had an unspecified 
fugitive warrant out for him.

District of Columbia Superior 
Court Judge Alfred Burka 
ordered Marais committed to 
St. Elizabeth's Hospital, a men­
tal institution, but last Friday 
Marais was ordered released by 
Superior Court Judge Paul F. 
McArdel a f te r  C aliforn ia 
authorities said they would not 
prosecute.

The Washington arrest and 
release followed a bizarre 
series of contacts with a United 
Press International newsman in 
New York.

Marais told the reporter by 
telephone that he had stolen a 
Greyhound bus, was a “Secret 
Service agent on loan to the 
CIA” and planned to break into 
a foreign embassy.

Mrs. Robinson Criticizes 
Episcopal Ordination 
Of 11 Women Priests

HARTFORD (U P I) -  A 
leading Episcopal woman in 
Connecticut has spoken out 
against the ordination of 11 
women this week as Episcopal 
priests.

Mrs. Ann Robinson, president 
of Episcopal Churchwomen of 
Connecticut, said Tuesday the 
ordination may jeopardize the 
hopes of o ther women to 
become priests.

“They should have waited,” 
she said.

The Philadelphia bishops who 
ordained the women, one of 
whom was a former Hartford 
school teacher, opposed an 
order by church leaders that 
said the ordination would be a 
violation of canonical law, the

rules of the church.
Mrs. Robinson was a member 

of the Connecticut delegation to 
the national Episcopal conven­
tion last year that narrowly 
voted against ordination for 
women.

Mrs. Robinson said that none­
theless, the church is 
becoming more open-minded on 
the issue and that if the women 
had waited, a future convention 
might have changed church 
law.

Mrs. Robinson also said the 
women will pro|>ably fail in 
their efforts to serve as priests. 
“I don’t think it’s worth it. They 
probably aren’t going to get 
other jobs,” she said.

Alleged False Report 
Basis of Law Suit

HARTFORD (U PI) -  A 
w om an, m a in ta in in g  her 
fiancee cancelled their wedding 
because of a mistaken report 
that she had syphilis, has 
brought a $500,000 lawsuit 
against a doctor.

Patricia Jahn of Canton filed 
the suit Monday in Superior 
Court against Dr. Owen Murphy 
of Simsbury.

Murphy said the laboratory 
report he got from Hartford 
Hospital was smudged and 
there was “an optical error on 
my p art,” but he said the 
romance would have ended 
without his mistake.

’’E v id e n tly  th e y  w ere  
fighting between themselves,” 
Murphy said.

Miss Jahn’s suit said she was

given  the s ta n d a rd  p re ­
m arriage blood test a t the 
hospital and the result was 
returned to Murphy, who is 
Simsbury’s director of health. 
Murphy said he informed the 
fiancee, Peter Caruso, of the 
result because he did not know 
how to contact Miss Jahn. 
Murphy said he had thought 
then that the couple already had 
married.

The suit said that Murphy 
told Caruso in a note that his 
fiancee had syphilis. The suit 
also said Murphy later told 
Caruso that Miss Jahn had had 
the disease for five years. The 
suit also said Murphy filed 
reports with various officials, 
further damaging Miss Jahn’s 
reputation.

An index and analysis — 
which may contain fresh claims 
some of the taped conver­
sations should be kept secret on 
grounds of national security or 
executive privilege — was 
promised for today.

Presidential defense lawyer 
James D. St. Clair, who toted 
the 20 tapes to court in a shiny, 
big, a lum inum  su itc a s e , 
promised Sirica a “significant 
portion” of the rem aining 
recordings by Friday, along 
with documents pertaining to 
the conversations.

Sirica ordered a 24-hour 
guard placed on the ground 
floor room of the Executive Of­
fice Building, where the tapes 
are kept.

The judge now has the job of 
listening to all of the tapes and 
deciding which should be turned 
over to Jaworski.

Shortly after the Supreme 
Court ruled unanimously last 
Wednesday that Nixon must 
comply with Jaworski’s sub­
poenas, the P resident an­
nounced he would do so.

The first delivery of tapes 
was made 15 minutes before 4 
p.m. EDT deadline, after Nixon 
had spent hours reviewing them 
personally.

Asked by the prosecutors if 
any segments were missing, St. 
Clair replied; “ Not to my 
know ledge.... I ’ve had no 
reports of any abnormalities.” 

He did concede that one of 
them —of an April 14, 1973, 
meeting Nixon had with H.R. 
H a ld e m a n  an d  Jo h n  D. 
Ehrlichman —had broken while 
being copied. But he said none 
of the conversation was lost.

St. Clair also said he would 
“have to check” to find out why 
one of the tape boxes showed 
the tape ran out 15 minutes 
before the end of another 
Nixon-Haldeman-Ehrllchman 
session on April 17 last year.

He said  he d id n ’t think 
“anything is missing.”

In-State
Tourism
Increases

HARTFORD (UPI) -  State 
officials say that more Connec­
ticut residents and fewer out-of­
staters are using Connecticut 
campgrounds and recreation 
facilities this summer.

“We’ve had the out-of-staters 
drop off, but the Connecticut 
people pick up,” William F. 
Miller, state chief of parks and 
recreation, said Tuesday.

“I would say the number of 
Connecticut residents over last 
year is up 20 to 25 per cent,” he 
said.

Miller said the state’s fresh 
water and ocean beaches are 
also seeing increased use this 
year, with more people being 
turned away from f i l l^  parking 
lots at beach areas.

“With the high cost of living 
and the high cost of gasoline, I 
think a lot of them are staying 
close to home this summer,” 
Miller said.

Crime Squad 
Changes Not 
Imminent

HARTFORD (UPI) -  As of 
now, there are no plans for 
replacing local policemen in 
regional crim e squads with 
s ta te  troopers, says S tate 
Police Commissioner Cleveland 
B. Fuessenich.

A recent study of the squads 
conducted by the Connecticut 
P la n n in g  C o m m itte e  on 
C rim in a l A d m in is tra tio n  
showed the crime squads are 
losing local support and may 
soon have to be replaced with 
state policemen.

• The report said the squads 
have had little effect on large 
scale drug dealers in the time 
they have been operating.

Fuessenich said Tupsday the 
State Police Department is not 
in a position to assume the 
added responsibility because of 
a tight budget, limited man­
power and extensive com ­
mittments in other areas.

He said that if in the future a 
decision is made to modify the 
regional crime squad concept to 
include state police participa­
tion, he would recommend as a 
m odel th e  r e c e n t ly  im ­
plemented Statewide Organized 
C rim e In v es tig a tiv e  Task 
Force, SOCITF.

Under that agreement, he 
said, sta te  and local police 
departments work together un­
der strong supervision to attack 
criminality on a regional and 
state level.

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Need a Doctor?
llie Manchester Medical Association would like to offer the 

following suggestions as to how persons new to the community 
or without a physician can obtain the services of a physician.

A. Before an Acute Problem Arises:
1. Remember that only some of the physicians listed in the 
telephone directory are primary medical physicians (the first 
doctor to see a patient).

a. Many are surgeons, gynecologists, anesthetists, radiologists, 
etc., an^ thus usually only see new patients referred to them by 
primary medical physicians for special problems.

2. Speak to your friends and neighbors about their primary 
medical physicians or pediatricians-and obtain their names if 
they seem desirable.

3.1f you cannot make contact with a physician in this manner, 
call the Hartford County Medical Association at 236-5423. Ask 
them for the names of primary medical doctors or pediatricians 
in Manchester.

4. If you are still unable to contact a physician, call the 
Manchester Memorial Hospital emergency room (646-1222, Ext.
231) and they will provide you with the names of primary 
medical physicians who are able to accept new patients.

5. When you have obtained the name of a physician, call his 
office during office hours and explain that you would like to 
become his patient.

a. Many physicians will be happy to have you as a new patient, 
and may suggest a future office visit to become acquainted with 
your particular medical history. This allows much better care 
especially when an acute problem arises.

I) If the physician you call in this manner is unable to accept you 
as a patient, ask his secretary to suggest the names of doctors 
they believe could take you. If they cannot, remember that: (see 
b.) ,

b. All of the physicians whose names are provided by the 
Manchester Memorial Hospital emergency room will be happy 
to accept you and will usually suggest a future visit.

6. The Manchester Medical Association is quite confident that all 
persons in the community could have a primary medical doctor 
or pediatrician if the above protocol is used.

Kissinger Wiretap Role Probe Near End

B. In an Acute Situation When You Have No Physician
1. Call the Manchester Memorial Hospital emergency room and 
explain your problem to the clerk or nurse on duty.

" u n f o r t u n a t e  s e m a n t i c  
di fference” in K issinger’s 
testimony he never "initiated” 
w iretaps of repo rte rs and 
government officials while he 
headed the National Security 
Council.

White House chief of staff 
Alexander M. Haig was the last 
witness Tuesday and said he 
generally supported Kissinger’s 
account of the wiretapping. 
Haig was Kissinger’s deputy on 
the council.

Fulbright did not make clear 
whether he was backing away 
from previous support for 
Kissinger, saying, “ I am not 
prepared to make any conclu­
sion yet.”

Fulbright’s committee began 
the review of Kissinger’s role 
after the secretary threatened 
in June to resign unless cleared 
of allegations he did not tell the 
truth in sworn testimony that 
he did not order the taps.

Asked if he had reassessed 
h is  r e s i g n a t i o n  t h r e a t ,  
Kissinger said Tuesday night, 
“What I do all depends on the 
final verdict of the Foreign 
Relations Committee. But I do 
not think I will resign — as of 
now.”

FBI documents gathered in 
the course of the House im­
peachment inquiry showed the 
17 wiretaps on newsmen and 
certain present and former

government officials were in­
stituted upon requests from 
K issinger relayed through 
Haig.

President Nixon has accepted 
responsibility for authorizing 
the program, and Kissinger has 
testified he only supplied the 
names of some persons to be 
wiretapped.

“ I think a very unfortunate 
semantic difference has arisen 
which will be difficult to 
resolve,” said Fulbright. “I 
a sked him in Sep te m be r  
whether  he ini t ia t ed any 
wiretaps and his answer was 
‘no.’

“I think he was thinking of 
‘in itia ted ’ as meaning the 
program. But if you think of it 
from the point of view of the in­
dividuals (who were tapped) I 
don’t know how you can get 
away from saying he initiated 
them.”

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Cyprus Truce 
Under Threat

The Cyprus cease-fire threatened to 

crumble today, with reports of major 
Turkish truce violations and a Soviet 
veto blocking the United Nations from 
expanding peacekeeping efforts on the 
war-tom island.

Turkish warships anchored off the 
northern Cypriot port of Kyrenia shelled 
two Greek (^priot towns Wednesday, less 
than 24 hours after the signing of a three- 
nation cease-fire agreement in Geneva.

Greek Cypriot leaders denounced the at­
tacks as “gross violations” of the truce 
and accused Turkey of sending more rein­
forcements to occupied sections of the em­
battled island.

At the United Nations, Soviet Am­
bassador Yakov A. Malik rushed to the 
Security Council from vacation and vetoed 
a resolution calling for peace-keeping 
forces to expand their duties on Cyprus in 
accordance with the Geneva peace agree­
ment.

Immediately after the dramatic vote. 
Secretary General Kurt Waldheim said 
’Turkey’s military commander on Cyprus 
had demanded U.N. withdrawal from 
’Turkish enclaves. Waldheim said he had 
no choice but to comply.

In Moscow, the official Soviet news 
agency Tass said Malik “ foiled the 
attempts” by some NATO members to im­
pose a change in the U.N. role without 
“sufficient sounding out.”

In Athens, Greece’s new civilian govern­
ment began demobilizing its forces today, 
12 days after ’Turkey’s invasion of Cyprus 
brought the nation to the brink of war.

Britain, Greece and ’Turkey signed the 
Geneva agreement ’Tuesday, imposing a

standstill cease-fire and adopting a de fac­
to partition of the former British colony 
between the majority Greeks and minori­
ty ’Turks.

UPI Correspondent Richard C. Gross 
said Turkish forces shelled the Greek 
Cypriot villages of Karavas and Lapithos, 
10 miles west of Kyrenia on the northern 
coast.

A U.N. military source said the villages 
had been shelled by a ’Turkish w ar^lp  
anchored off Kyrenia in the Mediterra­
nean, forcing withdrawal of Greek-led 
Cypr^t National Guard troops in the area.

Gr4ek Cypriot P resident Glafkos 
Clerid^iKmotested to the United Nations 
that ’TurkiMi troops moved reinforcements 
into areas I east of Kyrenia and into 
Karavas, oiv the western side of the harbor 
town. '

Foreign Minister Dimmy Dimitriou ac­
cused ’Turkey of “gross violations” of the 
cease-fire but said Greek Clypriot troops 
were undef orders not to engage the ’Turks 
in battik

Rhodes Anguished 
Over Impeachment

Rep. Lawrence Hogan, Md., the first 
Republican on the House Judiciary 
Committee to publicly support im­
peachment, works in his office. He 
called on all his 186 GOP colleagues in 
the House to “welcome and demand” 
President Nixon’s impeachment. He 
said he issued that plea in response to 
those who had called him “Judas 
H ogan’’ and "B en ed ic t Arnold 
Hogan.” (UPI)

WASHINGTON (UPI) -  House 
Republican leader John J. Rhodes 
was portrayed today as anguished 
over whether to call for President 
Nixon’s impeachment.

Another influential conservative 
Republican, Rep. John M. Ashbrook 
of Ohio, predicted Nixon would be im­
peached by a 3-1 margin in the House.

Ashbrook, who endorsed impeach­
ment over the weekend, said the 
President would go into a Senate trial 
as an underdog and would be “hard 
pressed” to find the 34 Senate votes 
required to stay in office.

Rep. Charles E. Wiggins, R-Calif., 
who led Nixon’s defense during the 
House Judiciary Committee sessions 
which approved three articles of im­
peachment, said, “Everybody’s been 
telling me about Republican erosions 
but I don’t find any.”

But R epublicans who called 
themselves undecided on impeach­
ment said privately the vote by eight 
of the Judiciary Committee’s 17 
RepublicanB to recommend impeach­
ment made it “respectable” for a 
Republican to vote to impeach.

An aide described Rhodes, who 
succeeded Gerald R. Ford as House 
GOP leader, as “anguished” over 
what position to take. His office said 
Rhodes was drafting a statement, to 
be issued next week, on whether he 
would support impeachment.
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Democrats Name Cummings, Mahoney, FitzGerald

Manchester Democrats Wednesday 
night nominated William FitzGerald 
for re-election as Manchester judge of 
probate, Francis Mahoney for re- 
election as state representative from 
Assembly District 13, and Democratic 
Town Chairman Ted Cummings for 
state representative from Assembly 
District 12.

They nominated incum bents Fred 
Nassiff and Albert Vincek and new can­
didate Robert Blanchard for justices of 
peace.

Because the governor is a Republican, 
the Republicans a re  allocated four 
justices and the Democrats three. The 
Democrats have had a justice vacancy 
since January 1973, when William DeHan 
passed away. To have filled the vacancy in 
the in terim  would have required a 
townwide election, at an estimated cost of 
about $11,000.

Except  for  Cummings,  a ll w ere 
nominated by acclamation and without op­
position — by the m em bers of the 
Democratic Town Committee, meeting in 
the Municipal Building Hearing Room.

The entire town conunittee participated 
in the nominations for judge of probate 
and justices of peace. However, only those 
members residing in Voting Districts 2-5- 
7-10 chose the nominee in Assembly

District 12, and only those residing in 
Voting Districts 3-4-6-8 chose the nominee 
in Assembly District 13.

Those in Voting District 1 represent 
Assembly District 14 (all of South Windsor 
and a portion of Manchester), and those in 
Voting District 9 represent Assembly 
District 9 (part of East Hartford and part 
of Manchester). r

Cummings, who announced his can­
d ida cy  Monday,  de f ea te d  Rob er t  
Bletchman, who had been a candidate 
since June 12. The vote was 21 to 1. It had 
been 20 to 2 before one of Bletchman’s 
backers switched to Cummings. ’The latter 
abstained from voting.

Bletchman had the endorsement of the 
Democratic Qub of Manchester, but Cum­
mings had the votes of the Democratic 
Town Committee, which he has headed 
since 1961. ’The seat in Assembly District 
12 is held by Republican Donald Genovesi, 
who has announced he will not seek re- 
election — after almost eight years in the 
post.

Cummings was nominated by Joseph 
Czerwinski, who stressed “the dedication 
and enthusiasm the town chairman has 
brought to the committee and the town — 
proof of his sincerity to work for the good 
of the party, the tqwn and the state.”

Seconding speeches for Cummings came 
from Anthony Pietrantonio and James 
Tani.

(Cummings, in his acceptance speech, 
said, “ I have the highest respect for Mr. 
Bletchman and those who supported him 
and I ask for their support.”

Pledging a “clean fight and a hard 
fight,” he said, “In my 25 years in public 
life, there’s never been any shenanigans 
resembling Watergate and there never 
will be.”

He acknowledged, “I have no illusions 
about this district — it will be a hard one to 
win. I pledge to you I’ll work hard, with 
your help, to win i t .”

Bletchman was nominated by Robert 
Tardiff, who said of him, “He is the kind 
of candidate that attracts strong, grass 
roots following. He has the kind of openess 
and genuine concern for everyone’s 
problems that makes people trust him.

“And that trust cuts across party labels, 
age groups, economic groups, and ends up 
with only one group — the group that 
counts — the people.” .

Seconding speeches for Bletchman were 
by Richqrd LaPointe, and James Holmes.

Bletchman said he will confer Friday 
night with his campaign committee, 
before announcing future plans.

Because the nomination Wednesday 
night was by a town committee and not a 
convention, the 20 per cent delegate votes 
required for a primary is not in effect. To 
primary, Bletchman would need the 
signatures of five per cent of total

Democratic votes cast in the Assembly 
District election in November 1972 (about 
200), plus a $25 filing fee.

Judge FitzGerald was nominated by 
Rep. Mahoney, who pointed to “ the 
excellent job by Bill FitzGerald, in the 
tradition of former Judge John Wallett.” 
Mahoney noted “ the step forward” taken 
by FitzGerald in sch^uling Thuesday 
night probate court sessions.

Seconding speeches for FitzGerald were 
by Pietrantonio, Hugh Ward, Henry 
Becker and Matt Moriarty Jr. All stressed 
his “compassion and service beyond call 
of duty.”

Judge FitzGerald, after a standing ova­
tion for him, thanked the committee 
members. “ If not for the people in this 
room, I wouldn’t be holding the office now 
and seeking re-election.”

He introduced his wife, Jonice, and their 
daughters, Debra and Megan, and said the 
honor was the second for him in one day. 
Earlier, he had been elected vice presi­
dent of the Manchester Bar Association.

He said he will start campaigning im­
mediately, “because, that’s the only way 
to win an election — by not taking anything 
for granted,” and he pledged a campaign 
“which will preserve the dignity of the 
court and which will do nothing to demean

When N i x o n ’s W a t e r g a t e  
transcripts were published in April 
and led to calls by some Republicans 
for Nixon’s resignation, Rhodes said 
Nixon should consider resigning if the 
House voted to impeach him.

Ashbrook, who ran against Nixon in 
1972 on the grounds the President had 
betrayed his old conservative sup­
porters, said he struggled for a reason 
not to come out for impeachment.

“I truly wanted to find a reason I 
could live with to say, ‘Here’s why I 
oppose impeachment.’ But I couldn’t 
find any,” he said.

In other developments;
• At the White House, some of 

Nixon’s aides privately indicated they 
now think it likely the House would 
vote to impeach him and he would 
face a Senate trial.

• Two staunch conservatives. Sen. 
John G. Tower, R-Tex., and James B. 
Allen, D-Ala., agreed with the position 
taken by Senate Democratic leaders 
that a ^ n a te  trial need not stop and 
start over again if it lasts into the next 
Congress in January.

• White House lawyer James D. St. 
Clair disclosed there was a five- 
minute gap in one of the 20 presiden­
tial tapes given to U.S. District Court 
Judge John J. Sirica on Supreme 
Court orders. He said the tape ap­
parently ran out and had to be 
changed in mid-conversation. He also 
asked that 48 minutes of tape be kept 
from prosecutors on grounds oF 
executive privelege. ‘

A spot check of House members 
found scant support for a plan under 
which Nixon would call upon the 
House to impeach him so as to settle 
his fate speedily in the Senate. 
P atrick  Buchanan, White House 
speechwriter, said such a plan was 
“under active consideration.”

Jullien Martin bought a lO^speed 

bike for $160 as one of his few expen­
sive possessions. It was partly a 
necessity as he used it to get to the 
jobs he has held while saving for 
college.

On July 18 in the afternoon someone 
stole it.

The 18-year-old youth became one of 
244 people who have reported their 
bicycles stolen since Jan. 1 this year, 
since only a total of 103 bikes have 
been reported found, most of the vic­
tims have little hope of recovery, ac­
cording to police.

Martin, of 165 Henry St., stopped in 
the Corner Memorial Store on Main 
St. for a few hours’ work. All five 
employes there ride bikes, including 
the manager, Mrs. Carol Brown.

“We all bring the bikes in whenever 
we’re working,” Mrs. Brown said. 
“You can’t leave it out for a moment 
without someone taking it.”

Martin planned to go right back and 
get the bike but got busy with other 
things. An hour later, he went for it 
and it was gone.

It is a burgundy color Schwinn Con­
tinental with racing bars. Martin 
looked all over town for it, even going 
to the home of people he suspected 
may have taken it. But he had no 
success.

Off. Russell Holyfield, community 
relations officer at the police depart­
ment, said, “A bike is easy to steal. 
This year’s bike thefts are not un­
usually high.”

He noted that even chaining the bike 
to utility poles does not always work 
as bike thieves have been able to cut 
the chains, ^ n i  the more expensive 
the bike, the lighter it is to carry 
away.

Martin said he told police right

•N

away of the theft and gave them every 
description he could of the bike in­
cluding serial numbers. But the bike 
has not turned up in the police bike 
storage room nor have they had any 
clues to it.

Mrs. Brown said she has heard of 
groups of young people who load 
themselves in a car and drive around 
town. The car comes back to a home 
and only the driver is in it. A short 
while later, the rest pf the car’s oc­
cupants ride to the home on bikes the 
neighbors never saw before.

By the time someone thinks to 
notify the police, she said, the bikes 
have all been broken down, repainted 
and taken somewhere else.

Off. Holyfield said the police 
suspect most of the bike thieves are 
kids. They steal a bike largely for 
“joy riding” and may take parts off it, 
junk it, or repaint it and sell it to 
another kid.

Martin said about 75 per cent of his 
friends have bikes now. It is their 
main source of transportation.

He said he was planning a trip to 
Cape Cod the two weeks before 
college starts on their bikes. Now he 
cannot go.

Martin also said most kids he knows 
obey the laws about bike use and ap­
prove the new police crackdown on 
bike law traffic offenders.

Off. Holyfield said the department’s 
program on bike safety began July 8 
and is still too new to assess.

He said that 13 warnings have been 
issued to bike riders for violations. 
Nine of the warnings went to people 
under 16 years of age. These nine also 
had a letter from Police Chief James 
Reardon sent to their parents advising 
them of the warning and urging them
