Sunflowers are a specialty 
crop for Jimmy Moreau, but he 
does not raise sunflowers for 
the bluejays. He grows them 
for himself, his three brothers 
and his parents, all of whom 
enjoy the nutty-flavored seeds 
after Mrs. Moreau has roasted 
them lightly in the oven.

The seeds, when ripe and dry, 
can be easiiy opened with the 
fingers and the Moreaus nibble 
them like so many peanuts.

"Oh, we leave a few for the 
birds,” Mrs. Moreau said, but 
they  w atch the ripen ing  
sunflowers and try to get a 
generous share ahead of the 
never-satisfied bluejays.

Jimmy started planting seeds 
when he was four and a Cub 
Scout. Mrs. Moreau was the den 
mother and she asked each of 
the cubs to plant something.

Sunflowers are a good choice 
for a beginner. The seeds sprout 
quickly and the plants grow to 
gratifying size. If you like to eat 
seeds, that has to be counted as 
a bonus.

The seed packet called these 
sunflowers “Mammoth,” which 
is probably a trade name for the 
Helianthus giganteus, which 
grows over the northeastern 
half of the United States and 
into Canada. It is known for its 
tall, strong stalks, yellow 
flower petals and large heads of 
seed.

It does have an enemy in the 
wind and rain of a hard shower 
which can break the stalks.

J im m y ’s b ro th e r s  had 
different choices for their gar­
dening projects. Michael, 10, 
with Jim ’s help, grew com and 
squash. The older boys* Billy, 
13, and Bobby, 15, helped their 
father with tomatoes, lettuce, 
beans and pumpkins.

Jim grew marigolds this year 
from seed he saved from his 
own flowers grown last year.

The championship of the 

flower show at the Hartford 
County 4-H Club F air last 
weekend was a Manchester 
boy, Billy Merritt, 11, whose 
father, Edward H. Merritt, is 
country 4-H Qub agent. Billy

had prizes for several annual 
flowers, including marigolds 
and zinnias, and awards on four 
flower arrangements.

His father said the increased 
n u m b e r  *of f lo w e r  
arrangements in tbe 4-H Club 
f a i r  w a s , he th o u g h t ,  
remarkable. It takes more time 
and thought to put flowers 
together, with an eye for color 
c o m b in a t io n s ,  h a rm o n y  
between the flowers and their 
container and achievement of a 
result that can be called “ar­
tistic” than it does to exhibit 
your choicest blooms, each kind 
by itse lf , in h o rticu ltu re  
classes. The judges give higher 
scores for arrangement classes 
and it was these ratings that 
made Bitty the champion.

His brother, Keith, away at 
Boy Scout camp when he might 
have been working with his 
flowers, finished somewhere 
below the top, but his mother 
went to the camp to bring him 
home so he could participate.

HARTFORD — Fifty-eight city ; 

policemen but only one firemen par­
ticipated today in a threatened one- 
day “sickout” to protest slow con­
tract negotiations with the city, of­
ficials said. The job action, in which 
the policemen phoned in "sick” 
began this morning at about 8 a.m. 
It was not known whether the single 
fireman who plioned in sick was par­
ticipating in the organized action.

LOUISVILLE, KY. (UPI) -  Kentucky 
Gov. Julian M. Carroll today called in 
some 800 National Guard troops to help 
restore order to riot-torn sections 
Louisville and Jefferson County after 
violent anti-busing demonstrations.

In his announcement at 6:30 a.m. EDT, 
the governor said the mobilization of the 
guardsmen would make a total of 1,200 
state troopers and Kentucky guardsmen 
assigned to the area.

He said he made the decision to call up 
the guard at the request of Louisville 
Mayor Harvey Sloane and Jefferson Coun­

ty Judge Todd Hollenbach, the chief 
executive officer of the county.

Violence reached its peak shortly before 
midnight when more toan 10,000 persons 
at three suburban high schools threw 
rocks and bottles at police, set fire to two 
school buses at Southern High School and 
had to be dispersed with tear gas.

’The mayor shortly before Carroll’s an­
nouncement d ec la r^  that the city would 
permit no demonstrations or parades until 
further notice.

“This is absolute and final,” Sloane 
said. “I want to be completely assured of

the tranq^Uty of this community.”
Jefferson County police estimated that 

more than 190 persons were arrested in 
disorders Friday night and early today as 
emotions escalated in protest over the 
court ordered busing of 22,600 students in a 
newly merged Jefferson County-Louisville 
school system.

Official spokesmen said the injury toll 
climbed to more than 50 persons, including 
50 policemen. One of the injury victims 
was a three-year-old girl, struck by a brick 
and another was a county patrolman, 
whose eye was severely damaged by a 
lead fishing sinker fired from a slirigshot.

New England political figures are 
thankful the assasination attempt against 
President Gerald Ford was unsuccessful, 
but said they are resigned to the in­
evitability of similar incidents in the 
future.

Sen. Edward M. Kennedy, D-Mass., 
whose two brothers were assassinated, 
said he was “enormously relieved” the at­
tack on Ford failed. “In any community 
there is a capability of the isolated act of 
violence,’’ he added.

Kennedy, participating in a cancer 
research dedication in Seattle, Wash., also 
said, “The President or other public of­
ficials should not become possessed by 
that threat or we can’t do anything.” He 
said a possible assassination attempt is 
“in the back of your mind all the time.”

The senator also said the nation should

recognize the American people “are kind 
and welcoming.”

He said such threats do not deter him 
from carrying out his objectives, but 
“anyone who is not conscious or aware of 
it just isn’t being realistic..But to be con­
trolled by it makes you inefficient.”

Vermont Gov. ’Thomas Salmon said 
tough new security measures — includmg 
g rea te r restric tion  of  ̂p residential 
freedom of movement — will probably be 
one result of the attempt.

“This is probably absolutely necessary, 
but regretable, in a society which would 
like to think that it has relatively free and 
open access to its elected officials,” he 
said.

Salmon said he and most Americans 
“breathed a sigh of relief that this psy­
chotic element of American society has 
hot been successful in its apparent inten­
tions.

Oil price control vote 
expected next week

WASHINGTON (U P I) -  S enate  
Republicans are drying to head off a new 
veto fight between President Ford and 
congrassional Democrats who — they say 
— have rejected a chance to compromise 
on energy and turned to confrontation.

Ford’s veto of a bill extending aoil 
allocation and price controls for six more 
months could come this weekend. The 
Democrats, predicting they have the 
strength to overturn that veto, tentatively 
have scheduled an override vote for next 
week.

Republicans appear less confident of 
their chances to sustain a veto. A 
spokesman for Senate GOP Leader Hugh 
Scott said Friday, “We are close to the 
numbers we need, but there are still some 
question marks.”

E lim ination  of p rice contro ls is 
expected to let gasoline prices rise at least 
3 cents a gallon. It also would eliiqinate 
federal allocation rules that have helped 
independent oilmen compete against 
major oil companies.

The possibility of a veto battle was set 
up earlier this week when Democrats,

charging decontrol would wreck the 
economy, chose to fight Ford rather than 
compromise on extending controls briefly 
and then removing them slowly.

Several Republican senators tried to 
revive that compromise Friday through 
legislative action, introducing a bill exten­
ding the controls 45 days to give Congress 
and Ford time to work out some kind of 
agreement.

They said a 45-day extension “will allow 
time to work out a reasonable plan for 
gradual decontrol in Congress and avoid 
an unnecessary unproductive confronta­
tion oVer the President’s veto of a six- 
month extension of controls.”

’The legislation was introduced by Sens. 
Robert Dole, R-Kan.; Pete Domenici, R- 
N.M.; and Paul Fannin, R-Ariz.

Domenici and Fannin said Democratic 
leaders had appeared close to reaching a 
compromise with Ford on the length of 
extended controls. But, they said, the 
Senate Democratic Conference turned 
that down in favor of trying to override 
Ford’s expected veto.

“If there is a lesson to be learned,” 
Salmon said, “it is that no public official is 
truly safe in a society that has a minimal 
percentage of people who do not conform 
to any basic ethic.”

Connecticut Gov. Ella Grasso said, “1 
am taankful that he has been spared.” 

V incent A. Cianci J r . ,  the f irs t  
Republican elected mayor of Providence, 
R.I. in three decades, echoed the voices of 
many New Englanders when he said, “I’m 
shocked, but in view in the history of 
assassinations and attempts in this coun­
try during the past several years, I would 
have to say I’m not very surprised.” 

Cianci talked with Ford during a 
presidential v isit to the sta te  last 
weekend. “1 know that a lot of people com­
plained about how the Secret Service 
stayed so close to Mr. Ford. But this 
attempt just shows once again that these 
men deserve every bit of credit for protec­
ting the life of our presidents.”

Maine Gov. James B. Longley also 
talked security with the President last 
week when Ford yisiW  Maine. They dis­
cussed it during a ride from Brunswick to 
Augusta on a presidential campaign 
swing. According to Longley, “My first 
thought was the same thing could have 
happened here last week.”

He added, “I guess anyone now in public 
life has to live with the problem of securi­
ty. I can recall when John Kennedy and 
Robert Kennedy and Martin Luther King 
were killed and how sick I felt then. 

“Now that I’m in public life, it hits even 
closer to home. In addition to thejact that 
people take shots at you in comments or 
remarks or the written word, this kind of 
thing can happen,” the governor said.

Longley, the nation’s only Independent 
governor, said he felt an attack like the 
assassination attempt against Ford was 
“not so much an attack against the Presi­
dent as it is a reaction against com­
plicated modem life.”

Massachusetts Gov. Michael S. Dukakis' 
called the attem pt “ repulsive and 
horrifying.”

fie added, “This country has already 
suffered too many senseless, brutal and 
trag ic political assassinations. The 
thought of still another is repulsive and 
horrifying to all decent, law-abiding 
Americans,”

“We had a fine summer,” said Susan 
Fleischmann. a co-director of the Subur­
ban Youth Work Experience Program in 
Manchester.

“I’m amazed. Just about all the 100 kids 
came to work and worked well. Few mis­
sed more than a couple days. ’There were 
no serious problems.

“If the kids are working, they’ve got 
money in their pockets and respect.”

Miss F leischm ann and M ichaela 
Robison ran the youth work program 
together in Manchester. It began with lOO 
workers between the ages of 14 and 22 and 
ended last week with 95 still working. This 
is a high percentage for this type of 
program, they said.

’The kids worked in crews of about 10. 
Each had d crew leader.

’The sites included schools, the East 
Cemetery, churches, the Crossroads of­
fice, town offices, the highway depart­
ment, the Lutz Junior Museum, and the 
police station. ^

Each worker put in 25 hours a week at 
$2.11 per hour for a total of $52.75. They 
paid no tax but did pay Into Social Securi­
ty.

Signs of the program’s success shows In 
several ways.

The Board of Education has asked for 
several of the youths to continue working 
into the fall.

Jay  Giles, public works d irector, 
thanked the program for an extra job. A 
crew went up to the Oak Grove Nature

center to dig a ditch. It was a job beyond 
the crew’s regular assignment and it was 
hard.

A crew of workers set up a recreation 
program at the Beechwood Apartments on 
Rachel Rd. It is similar to the one run by 
Manchester Community College and 
manned by the program’s/ workers at 
Squire Village apartments off Spencer St.

MISAC, the board of directors represen­
ting the eight churches which own 
Beechwood, provided the fuiids for the 
program. ’

Manchester’s program is one of 28 run 
out of a central office at the East Hartford 
Youth Services Center. Manchester and 
E ast H artford received the largest 
number of jobs in the federally funded 
program -100.

Other area towns and their job spots in­
cluded: Vernon, 55;'Bolton, 6; South Wind­
sor, 10; Glastonbury, 28; Tolland, 10; 
Ellington, 10; and Andover, 6.

A spokesman in the central office said 
results this summer were “extremely 
good.”

’There were hardly any workers fired 
despite 700 being hired at the start of the 
program July 7. About 9 per cent left the 
program, usually for their own reasons.

Manchester and area towns took part in 
a similar, federally funded program in the 
summer of 1974. There were about 80 
workers here then and many observers in­
cluding town officials in charge of the job 
sites called it a success.

“ I wish it could continue into the fall, 
said Miss Fleischmann.

WASHINGTON (UPI) -  Gerald Ford, 
who stared up the muzzle of a loaded .45 
for one horrifying moment Friday, says 
he’ll go right on campaigning among the 
people despite that brush with death.

’The President flew back to Washington 
Friday evening from Sacramento, Calif., 
where his accused attacker — Lynette 
Alice “Squeaky” Fromme, a follower of 
convicted mass-murderer Charles Manson 
— was jailed on charges of attempted 
murder with ball set at $1 million.

Ford was so relaxed after the incident 
that he napped on the flight. Puffing his 
pipe and wearing a white sport shirt open 
at the neck, he chatted and laughed with 
Secret Service agents on Air Force One.

The President told his wife Betty and 
son Jack that his two-day trip to Seattle, 
Portland and Sacramento had been 
“great” except for the pistol incident, 
which he said should be regarded as “one 
individual’s efforts to undercut the 
warmth we felt in California.”

Ford made it clear he will not knuckle 
under to fear.

“In no way will (this) prevent me or 
p reclude me from  contacting  the 
American people as I travel from one 
state to another,” he told reporters three 
hours after the incident in Sacramento.

’There, as the President shook hands 
with a crowd near the state capital 
building Friday morning. Miss Fromme 
raised a heavy Colt .45 automatic pistol at 
two-fOot range.

Witnesses saw Ford pale and recoil, 
ducking down as Secret Service agent 
Larry Buendorf lunged at the five-foot 
redhead, seized her gun and spun her_to 
the ground.

The weapon never fired — and police say 
there were at least two reasons for that.

One was the speed and agility of Buen­
dorf, who may have jammed his hand 
between the hammer and the firing pin.

The other was that Miss Fromme -  
perhaps from carelessness, perhaps from 
ignorance — had failed to cock the gun 
properly. Policie found four bullets in the 
magazine, but none in the firing chamber.

Ford recalled later:
"I saw a hand coming up from behind 

several others in the front row, and ob­
viously there was a gun in that hand.

"I was very thankful to the Secret Ser­
vice for doing a superb job.”

Ford delivered his speech — prepared in 
advance — to the California legislature on 
the menace of crime in the streets.

Back in Washington, Betty Ford said 
assassination attempts are “something 
you just have to live with.”

Ford is one of the least security­
conscious presidents in recent times. He 
seldom passes a crowd without plunging in 
for handshakes, and he is likely to do the 
same Friday and Saturday when he is 
scheduled to appear in the St. Louis, Mo., 
and Dallas, Tex., areas.

The following week he has another 
California visit scheduled.

State mental hospitals 
may halt admissions

HARTFORD (UPI) — All admissions to 
state mental hospitals may be cut off next 
week as a result of the salary battle 
between doctors and state officials.

F orty  p sy c h ia tris ts  in residency 
programs at the four state hospitals say 
they’ll stop processing new patients begin­
ning ’Tuesday morning, if tae Grasso ad­
ministration fails to resolve the dispute.

’The residents also want improved state 
benefits.
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The major dispute is with 73 senior doc­
tors who are presently refusing to work 
unpaid overtime beyond the scheduled 35 
hours a week.

Meanwhile, five doctors have resigned 
from the Fairfield Hills State Hospital m 
protest of a wage increase offered by the 
state which they considered too meager.

A spokesman at the hospital, Dr. Eric J. 
Scales, said the five physicians handed in 
their resignations after state Finance 
Commissioner Jay 0. Tapper announced 
the offer of $4,600 a year in guaranteed 
overtime.

Dr. Scales, who ’Thursday declined to 
identify the five, said the dispute between 
the doctors at state hospitals and the state 
“is driving physicians out of state ser­
vices.” , . J .u

He said the doctors complained the 
wage offer “amounted to paying the 
physicians $5.25 an hour' for overtime 
work.

The Boston Tea Party
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Capt. Francis itotch, hurrying back 
from Gov. Thomas Hutchinson’s country 
home in Milton, Mass., made his way in 
the darkness through the huge throng into 
the old South Meeting House in Boston. 
There in the candlelight he told the Patriot 
leaders that the governor had refused to 
grant clearance for the Dartmouth with 
its cargo of E ast India tea.

Amidst great excitem en t, Samuel 
Adams shouted, “This meeting can do no 
m ore to save the c o u n try !”  With 
warwhoops and such cries as “Boston har­
bor a teapot tonight!” and "Hurrah for 
Griffin’s Wharf!” the crowd dispersed.

Hundreds of the milling mob headed 
down Milk St. toward the waterfront. At 
Griffin’s Wharf, where three tea chips 
were moored, they watched as 100 or more 
men. rouHhlv disguised as Indians, 
b o ^ e d  the vessels. ’Their faces daubed 
with lampblack and red ochre, Sam 
Adam’s "Motowks” broke open 340 chests 
o A e a 'w o rth  about 10,000 pounds and 
dumped the tea overboard.

The Boston Tea Party of Dec. 16,1773 — 
as well known as any incident in American 
history — was to trigger events that led 
directly to open Revolution.

S u rp lu s  tea
It had all begun when Parliament passed 

the Tea Act (May 10,1773) to help the dis­
tressed East India Co. dispose of its huge 
surplus of tea on hand in England. The 
company, which had powerful influence in 
government, was to get a full rebate on tea 
shipped to the American Colonics. It also 
got the right for the first time to sell tea 
directly to the colonies through its own 
consignees. With such advantages, even 
though a three pence per pound duty 
remained from Townshend Act days, the 
company Would be able to undersell all 
competitors — even those who smuggled 
Dutch tea into the cblonies.

The prospect of cheap tea might at first 
glance seem harmless, but for two reasons 
the Tea Act aroused a storm of protest in 
America.

For one thing, if Parliament could grant 
a virtual monopoly to the E ast India Co., 
why not also to any company it might 
favor? Another factor was the tea tax. 
Wasn’t this new act a sly scheme to get the 
colonists to pay a tax imposed by s 
Parliament?

R o a re d  in  a n g e r
As soon as Patriots saw the full im­

plications of the Tea Act they roared in 
anger.. New Y ork and Philadelphia 
newspapers were the first to carry the 
co lo n ia l p ro te s ts . Speaking of the 
economic dangers, “A Mechanic” in the 
Pennsylvania P acket (Oct. 28, 1773)

predicted that the Tea Act would not ruin 
merchants, but also "Our Artificers will 
be unemployed, and every Tradesman wUl 
groan undef dire Oppression.” One Rhode 
Islander In the Newport Gazette called on 
Patriots to send “to GA SPEE” any tea 
shipments that might reach Narraganseti 
— an allusion to the British vessel sunk by 
Patriots in June 1772.

A writer in the Massachusetts Spy (Nov. 
4,1773) suinmed up American objections 
to the new act as “Taxation without con­
sent and monopoly of trade-establishing 
itself together.”

Sons of Liberty everywhere made plans 
to prevent the landing of any duties tea 
and to force E ast Indian (Company con- 
s ip e e s  to r e s ip  their commissions.

R e s ig n  c o m m iss io n s
In early October 1773, American learned 

that four shipments of tea were headed for 
Boston, New York, Philadelphia, and 
Charleston. Before the tea arrived, con- 
s ip e e s  in all but Boston had resip ed  
their conunissions. By the time that the 
tea  sh ip s rea ch ed  New Y o rk  and 
Philafieli^a, news of the Boston Tea Par­
ty had spread, and Patriots persuaded the 
captains to turn back without entering 
custom houses. Only at Charleston, S.C., 
was the tea landed, and there it remained 
in storage for three years before being 
sold for the benefit of the state.

’Things were different at Boston. F irst of 
all, the tea co n sip e e s  were closely 
related to Gov. Hutchinson; in fact, two of 
them were his sons. Rather than yield to 
popular pressure and r e s ip  their com­
missions, the con sip ees took refuge in 
Castle William in Boston harbor. ’They 
might be safe from the Boston mob there, 
but they could hardly carry on much 
business.

Secondly, Gov. Hutchinson — detested 
by the Patriots — was determined to up­
hold royal authority. When three tea ships 
came into Boston harbor and their cargoes 
were entered at the customhouse, they 
could not leave without the governor’s per­
mission. By the terms of the law, duty on 
the tea had to be paid within twenty days, 
or it would be landed and confiscated by 
customs officials.

Impasse
Hutchinson would not give in and 

repeatedly refused to allow the ships to 
put to sea without landing the tea. An im­
passe resulted as the Patriots were equal­
ly determined that the tea would not be 
brought ashore and the duty paid.

OaDec; 16,1773, the day before the cargo 
of the Dairtinouth was to be seized by 
customs authorities, the “ Mohawks” 
staged the Boston Tea Party.

Sober minds (Patriot and Loyalist) 
realized that this was the most daring 
challenge as yet to British  law and 
authority in America. It was only a step or 
two away from revolt and revolution.

’This old drawing of the Boston Tea Party, printed in a number of nineteenth-century 
books, was done by some unknown artist. There are. no contemporary pictures of the 
event, but this later sketch seems to capture, the essence of it.

Postal rate hike delayed
WASHINGTON (UPI) -  The 

Postal Service has announced 
it will postpone controversial 
new postage rate increases un­
til after Christmas. The new 
rate will boost the cost of a first 
class stamp from 10 cents to 13.

’The announcement was made 
by P o s t m a s t e r  G e n e r a l  
Benjamin F . Bailar following 
sharp protests from the public 
and the greeting card industry. 
He said the increases would

likely take affect the week after 
Christmas.

Tbe Postal Service Board of 
Governors ’Thursday took of­
ficial action to set the stage for 
another round of postage rate 
in crea ses  for virtually  all 
classes of mail. Technically, 
they could have gone into effect 
in mid-December.

Bailor’s statement gave no 
explanation of the delay, but a

spokesman said his purpose ob­
viously was to spare postal 
users the extra cost during the 
Christmas season.

Bailar said in his announce­
ment that new rates “most 
likely” wHl take effect during 
the week following Christmas. 
But he said the date cannot be 
set precisely at this time.

The high cost of leisure
F or  m ost o f  us, the tim e  fo r  

vacations is past and with the possible 
exception o f a long weekend we must 
settle down to a five-day week and an 
eight-hour day to pay for the vacation 
past and optimistically perhaps save a 
little up for the one next year.

A com m on complaint of course is 
that vacations are too short and 
alm ost inevitably underfinanced.

As a matter of fact m ost of us really 
can ’t afford all the leisure time we 

have.
But this is not true of congressmen. 

They have recently concluded a late 
summ er sojourn that lasted the whole 
month o f August. That they too 
recognize the high cost o f lolling about 
is evidenced by the rapid and 
re la t iv e ly  qu iet w ay they gave  
themselves a pay raise before fleeing 
the nation’s capital city.

They said they need a cost of living 
increase and at first blush it would 
appear that there is som e logic in the 
fact that congressmen probably are 
just as subject to rising prices as the 
rest of us.

But we have com e to an awful con­
clusion. Maybe the reason it is costing 
congressm en m ore to live is that they 
aren ’t staying home and on the job  
enough.

We won’t mention the amount of 
tim e they have been away from  the 
job  before the August recess. ’This 
would be too embarrassing. But after 
a month off it seems that they would 
plan on sticking to the grindstone for a 
while.

The facts seem to be otherwise. It is 
reported that m ost congressm en  
generally  work Tuesday through 
Thursday in order to have long 
.weekends for  m eeting with con ­
stituents, homework; and in an in­
creasing number o f ' cases, seeking

their party’s presidential nomination.
So next week, with the dust hardly 

stirred in the halls of Congress, the 
lawmakers will be taking o ff  again. 
The m em bers of the House are taking 
Sept.42 to 17 off for Y om  Kippur and 
the Senate officially will be in session 
but chances are there won’t be much 
work to do until the House returns 

Sept. 17.
For the next couple weeks from  , 

Tuesdays through Thursdays, the odds 
will favor your finding your duly 
elected representatives and senators 
som ewhere in the Capitol; but Oc­
tober will bring a two-week Columbus 
Day recess roughly Oct. 9 through 20.
A three-day stint and they’re o ff again 
Oct. 23-28 for Veterans Day and then 
in November there will the be the 
Thanksiving day recess from  Nov. 20 
to D ec. 1.

For solons like those from  Connec­
ticut where Veterans Day has been 
restored to its traditional Nov. 11, 
there probably will be som e quick 
trips home to pacify veteran groups 
p la n n in g  tr a d it io n a l r it e s  th at 
politicians traditionally cannot -ig­
nore.

W e w o n ’ t m e n tio n  C h r is tm a s  
because it is obvious that this will call 
for a recess to counterbalance Yom  
Kippur.

It appears it wasn’t the high cost of 
living that prompted the Congress to 
generously raise its pay but the high 
cost of leisure.

Perhaps unless there is a belated 
burst of meaningful productivity, the 
voter w ill elim iriate the need to 
answ er th ose a lrea dy  dw indling 
number of roll calls on those rare 

. th ree-day  w ork  w eek s betw een  
recesses. After all if they can ’t get the 
nation’s pulse with all the time off 

• they now have; som e new pulsetakers 
ought to be given the chance.

Freedom to make 
no future choice?

Too many American children are vic­
tims of “ occupational foreclosure.’ ’

So say two researchers with Penn­
sylvania State University’s Institute for 
the Study of Human Development. As 
reported in Human Behavior magazine, 
Sarah I. Vondarcek and Elizabeth P. 
Kirchner polled 282 black and white 
children in urban day-care centers. The 
kids, whose ages ranged from three to six, 
were asked what they wanted to be when 
they grew up.

Almost 70 per cent projected themselves 
into adult roles, including specific oc­
cupations. But the little girls put 
themselves into a parental role much 
more often than the boys did. And when 
naming specific occupations, the girls 
viewed themselves in such traditional 
female fields as nursing and teaching, 
while the boys chose to be doctors, 
professional athletes, race car drivers, 
airplane pilots, policemen and firemen.

like the females, black children also 
had more limited vocational aspirations, a 
finding, say the investigators, that is con­
sistent with previous observations that 
lower-class black youths don’t think they 
have a lot to say about their vocational 
futures. Blacks and women share a doubt 
in the “ ability to shape one’s future and 
exert influence over one’s own life 
situation.’ ’

Equality of opportunity is not enough, 
conclude Vondracek and Kirchner. 
Children also need to be taught “ equality 
of aspirations,’ ’ and educators need to at­
tack the “ for^losure”  phenomenon at its 
roots in the preschool years.

One hesitates to issue a caution against 
such a proposition. From time im­
memorial the racist has claimed that 
blacks would be “ happier”  if they were 
not! encouraged to strive beyond their 
allegedly inferior abilities. ’The same 
argument was used to oppose the abolition 
of idavery and the granting of suffrage to 
women.

Of course, no child’s future should be 
"foreclosed”  because of his race, sex or 
badcground, and certainly not in the 
preschool years. The danger would be if 
social reformers were to go beyond the

Postmarks’ partial return i
The U.S. Postal Service is going to give 

Americans back their geographical iden­
tities.

Postmaster General Benjamin Bailar 
has announced that as soon as the required 
cancelling equipment is available and in 
place, local postmarks will be applied on 
outgoing first-class maU at processing 
centers throughout the country.

It was thanks to the Postal Service, of 
course, and in the name of efficiency, that 
the local postmark was sent into oblivion 
in the first place. Except for a few large 
cities, the service dropped most post­
marks in 1970 and began canceling stamps 
in regional mail processing centers. 
Envelopes were printed simply with “ U.S. 
Postal Service,”  plus an abbreviation of 
the state and the first three digits of the 
zip code where the letter was processed.

Although the news release from  
Washington gives the impression that the . 
use of local postmarks is a bi)and-new idea 
that originated with the Postal Service, 
the credit goes to the efforts of stamp 
collectors and postmark afficlonados, 
notably a campaign launched last year by 
Ray Geiger, owner of the Farmers’ 
Almanac.

We won’t be going all the way back to 
the old system, however. There will only 
be about 350 mail processing centers with 
the equipment necessary for handling 
large quantities of mail. Residents of Pea 
Ridge, Ark., for example, will have their 
letters postmarked Fayetteville, AR 727.

But it has always been possible to have a 
letter postmark^ with the name of a 
small town by dropping it into a special 
box in that town’s post office, an<f this 
practice will continue.

The virtue of clarity 
desperately needed

WASfflNG’TON -  Your Honor, I direct 
your attention to a statement by H. 
Guyford Stever, director of the tax-funded 
National Science Foundation:

“ It is difficult for the average scientist 
— who has spent years trying to unders­
tand his discipline and who has devoted a 
great deal of study to his problem — to 
make the significance of research readily 
apparent to the layman who has not 
studied science.”

Stever was testifying at House hearings 
earlier this year on legislation requiring 
NSF to submit its research grant 
proposals to Congress for review and 
possible disapproval. ’The bill was dumped 
by a House-Senate conference in late July, 
but there is new agitation on the Hill for 
closer Congressional oversight of the 
Foundation’s science programs.

This is good. Among other things, the 
NSF has spent tax dollars on research 
projects into the social behavior of prairie 
dogs and the dependency between men and 
women in love. With prices of life’s 
necessities still rising, similar projects 
need closer scrutiny.

But what bugs me is Stever’s statement 
that, sorry, the average researcher has a 
tough time explaining what he’s doing and 
why.

How come? Presumably even scientific 
researchers have been exposed to courses 
in rudimentary English. Back home after 
a hard day’s study of tadpole’s emotional 
problems, they presumably are required 
by the exigencies of the married state to 
utter a few simple English words in the 
direction of wives and children. It 
therefore does not seem unreasonable to 
suggest that they find a way to explain 
their projects to Congress and to the 
taxpayers who support them.

Stever and other members of the scien­
tific community point , out that capsule 
descritions of research projects with 
perfectly valid objectives may sound 
ridiculous to the general public.

Weil, that’s the scientists’ problem. If 
those descriptions sound riduculous, it’s 
because they re ridiculous. And they’re 
ridiculous because scientists won’t take 
the trouble to translate their professional

language into the K ing's English,I 
American variety. They give the impres-' 
sion that any use of plain, unscientific 
language is beneath them.

What they don’t realize, to their peril, is 
that most American^ these days have no 
trou b le  com prehen din g  a sim ple 
declarative sentence, articulated clearly. | 
We are, in fact, a relatively well-educaM 
breed, thanks t6 compulsory education 
and despite the failures in recent years of 
our public schools. The dumbest man in 
the street usually knew what Harry 
Truman was talking about.

I refer Stever and his colleagues to E.B. 
White’s “ The Elements of Style,”  a 
priceless gem of a book which belongs on' 
the desk of everyone who deals in English 
words. White’s book deals with writing 
good and simple English, but It applies 
also to its speaking.

“ Clarity can only be a virtue,”  wrote 
White. “ Even to a writer who is being in­
tentionally obscure or wild of tongue we 
can say, ‘Be obscure clearly! Be wild of 
tongue in a way we can understand!’ Even 
to writers of market letters, telling us (but 
not telling us) which securities are 
promising, we can say, ‘Be cagey plainly! 
Be e llip tica l in a straightforw ard 
fashion!” ’

Chances now seem good that Congress 
will enact legislation providing for a more 
effective oversight of the Foundation’s 
research grants, while avoiding an 
attempt to carry on a day-to-day check.

These are parlous times financially, and 
we taxpayers need to be cdnvinced that 
costly research on the sex life of the 
female screwworm fly is vitally important 
to the livestock industry. As Winston 
Churchill put it: “ Short words are best 
and the old words when short are best of 
all.”

Recently I mentioned my leisurely 

browsing through poetry written in the 
Victorian era. Some of the most moving 
love poems ever written come from 
Elizabeth Barrett Browning. Published in 
1850, it is found in “ Sonnets from the Por­
tuguese”

“ If thou must love me, let it be for 
nought

Except for love’s sake only. Do not say 
“ I love her for her smile — her look — 

her way
Of speaking gently — for a trick of 

thought
’That falls in well with mine, and certes 

brought
A sense of pleasant ease on such a day”

For these things in themselves, Beloved, 
may

Be changed, or change for thee, — and 
love, so wrought,

May be unwrought so. Neither love me 
for

Thine own dear pity’s wiping my cheeks 
dry, -

A creature might forget to weep, who 
bore

Thy comfort long, and lose thy love 
thereby!

But love me for love’s sake, that ever­
more
< Thou mayst love on, through love’s eter­

nity. '
This is particularly moving when one 

recalls that Robert Browning literally 
loved his frail, gifted wife back'tdllealQi.

The meaning of “ Love”  for the Chris­
tian includes the love of man and wife, but 
does not end there. In the past I have^p- 
casionally used the above poem in a- 
marriage ceremony. Many more times I 
have quoted the greatest of all poems on 
love which is in the 13th chapter of first

Corinthians. St. Paul there describes the 
attributes of Christian love, writing “ Love 
never disappears.”  It never disappears for 
it is based on the eternal love of God 
revealed in Christ. In His name, and for 
His sake we are to love, not only family 
and friends but also the unlovely. Love for 
LOVE’S SAKE.

“ Through weary wastes 
bewildering”

Many of you are familiar with the grand 
old hymn “ Ancient of Days.”  We sang it a 
few weeks ago when we attended church 
in a small Maine village. ’The accent in 
this hymn is triune God, the title 
taken from Daniel 7:9-10:

“ Thrones were placed, and one that was 
Ancient of Days did sit...thousands of 
thousands ministered unto Him, and ten 
thousand times'ten thousand stood before 
Him.”

This hymn was written for the Bicenten­
nial of Albany, N.Y. in 1888 by William 
Doane who later became bishop of that ci­
ty, the first chartered city in America. 
Stanzas two, three and four begin with the 
three Persons of the Trinity — “ 0  Holy 
Father...” , “ Oh Holy Jesus...” , "Oh Holy 
Ghost...” , climaxing in the last verse — 
“ 0  Triune God, with heart and voice 
adoring...”

As I sang this majestic hymn, one 
phrase stood out — “ Through weary 
wastes bewilderinig.”  I tbou{^t of the 
many people who wander in these ”  weary 
wastes”  not realizing that there is a 
Power to lead them through. I thought of 
those I had known .who had become so 
“ bewildered”  that suicide appeared the 
only way out. Every minister has had his 
quota of such who come seeking counsel. 
Sometimes they come with the vague hope 
that in some way the power of prayer will 
prevent'them from doing something that 
they really don’ t want to do.

I

I was startled to read a few years ago 
that after auto accidents, suicide is the 
greatest killer of college students. Oddly, 
Monday is the biggest suicide day and 
more kill themselves before Christmas 
than after it. Men usually achieve it by 
violence — shooting themselves—whereas 
women are inclined to use pills. The com­
mon causes are loneliness, failure, 
despondency, and pain.

These statistics appeared in an article 
by Harry Golden entitled “ Laws Can’t 
Prevent Suicides.”

I am not a specialist in this field nor did 
I keep any records of the few would-be 
suicides who came to me, occasionally 
late at night. I do remember that we 
talked of the “ love of God,”  the possibility 
of starting anew, the hope for change, and 
tte continuing power of prayer.

I recall a social worker’s statement that 
often the religious approach of a minister 
brought much surer and quicker results 
than purely secular‘counselling. The out­
come is by no means guaranteed in either 
approach but our Clwistian faith has 
trem endous pow er. This pow er is 
expressed in the hymn which countless 
numbers have sung with gratitude and 
conviction:

“ 0  Holy Father, who hast lead thy 
children

In all the ages, with the fire and cloud.
Through seas diy-shod, through weary 

wastes bewildering;
To thee, in reverent love, our hearts are 

bowed.”

I have oftev^  
wondered why this is so. Perhaps they feel 
that “ going to church”  is a kind of work,

the challenge and comfort which can be 
part of the worship experience are 
evidently'missing for them. Either they 
are not aware of “ the power,”  or 
deliberately turn it off until September.

Whether or not you worship)^ during 
tbe summer, September is here — Church- 
is in session. Don’t miss it.

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B uckland dispute comes to head
The explosive d ispute over 

Buckland-area fire prot^tion came 
to a head Tuesday when Assistant 
Town Counsel V ic to r M oses 
declared that an Eighth District ac­
tion July 31, extending district boun­
daries into the Buckland area, 
violated district, town, and state 
law.

He sa id  the  p e titio n  from  
Buckland area property owners 
which precipitated the July 31 action 
was invalid, thus invalidating also 
the vote for expansion.

He cited Section 7-9 of the Connec­
ticut General Statutes for his opi­
nion. The statute spells out the 
procedure for circulating and cer­
tifying petitions in a municipality. 
Moses said the procedure follow^ 
by the Buckland petitioners was in 
violation of the statute.

The town Board of Directors 
decided to take a wait-and-see posi­
tion, pending recommendations 
from the town counsel on a course of 
action. That recommendation may 
come at the board’s Sept. 9 meeting.

T he d i s t r i c t ’s o f f i c i a l s ,  
meanwhile, had no comment to 
make and couldn’t indicate when 
they Would have an official position 
to announce.

Title transferred
Papers were signed Tuesday in 

Hartford transferring ownership of 
the Manchester Water Co. to the 
Town of Manchester.

The answer to this question is 
that he should reply with two 
clubs.

M y Son the Jack, by Gerald 
Greene. (Praeger, $7.95) Novelist 
and TV  writer-producer Greene 
is a long way from his “Last An­
gry Man” in this book in which 
he writes with touching amaze­
ment at his son’s prowess during 
a long and lasing high school 
football season.

Author unmasks CBS-TV
CBS, by Robert Metz. 
(Playboy, $13.50)
CBS has been such a profound 

force in the United States since 
the 1930s that one wonders why 
no one thought to tell the story of 
the communications behemoth 
before  It’s a dandy tale.

For most adults, the network 
has been a formidaWe presence 
in the background o f their lives. 
It fed them the news and enter­
tained them for most of their 
leisure hours. Y et the men who 
ran the operation -  the men 
whose decisions and attitudes 
affected what the public would 
see -  remained unlmown, except 
for occasional references in the 
television pages o f newspapers.

Robert Metz, a financial writer 
for The New York  Times, has

unmasked them and trotted 
them out for public view  in this 
masterly corporate biography. 
His exceptional job of research 
has residted in an engrossing 
document on how one man, 
William Paley, built a small 
radio station into a $1 billion a 
year goliath.

(TBS always seemed the ulti­
mate in a radio-TV network, just 
as Metro-Goldwyn-Mayer once 
epitomized the powerful Holly­
wood studio. Its performers and 
programs always apprared to be 
the most popular and influential. 
No one has ever matched the 
power of Arthur Godfrey in his 
heyday.

Shows to sleep by

HOLLYWOOD -  (NEA) -  
In most arts, it is creativity 
th a t counts. Being new, 
different, original — those are 
the qualities that make for 
success.

But, judging by the '75-’76 TV 
schedule, television is the ex­
ception to the rule. If you want 
to call TV an art, then TV is the 
art where originality runs se­
cond to imitation.

There are 26 new programs 
on the ABC, CBS and NBC 
schedules for this fall. With a 
v e^  few exceptions, they are 
all imitations of previous 
successes.

Producer George Schlatter 
took one look at the new 
season’s entries and said, “It’s 
one giant sleeping pill.” '

There may be some hits 
among the '26, but you will be 
hard put to distinguish the new 
hits from the old hits. This is 
particularly true in the realm of 
the cop shows; there are six 
new ones, and they are strictly 
variations on an old theme.

How do you create a new cop 
show? It’s almost obvious 

Private eyes have worked in 
the past, right? OK, let’s get 
Tony Franciosa to play Matt 
Helm, because the Helm 
character has worked in the

movies (ABC). One private eye 
is good, maybe two will be 
b e tte r . L e t’s put R obert 
Wagner and Eddie Albert 
together and call it Switch! 
(CBS).

Plainsclothes cops have long 
been a standby, right? OK, how 
about a team of plainclothes 
cops? So Paul Michael Glaser 
and David Soul will be Starsky 
and Hutch (ABC). Or how about 
Jack Balance as Bronk, apolice 
lieutenant in plain clothes 
(CBS).

If it works in books, maybe it 
will work on TV. Ellery Queen 
has worked before, why not 
now? So Jim Hutton will be 
Ellery (jueen (NBC). Adam-12 
and others were successful 
showing uniformed cops, why 
not try Lloyd Bridges as a cop 
on the beat. We’ll call him Joe 
Forrester (NBC).

In the a rea  of non-cop 
dramas, we find 10 new entries. 
Most of these are blatant copies 
of previous hits. With what 
passes as a new twist.

NBC has The Family Holvak, 
about a small town minister 
and his family, set in the ’30s 
and ’40s. It has Glenn Ford and 
Julie Harris and lots of wairoth 
and human kindness. What it is, 
basically, is The Waltons with a 
new tw ist — pappa is a 
minister. '

NBC is running two medical

shows. One, Medical’ Story, is 
an anthology series about doc­
tors and o ther  m ed ica l  
creatures. It is Police Story, 
with a medical theme. The 
other is Doctors’ Hospital, 
about a large metropolitan 
hospital. George Peppard, last 
seen in Banacek, has given up 
his gun for a stethoscope to star 
in this.

ABC has Swiss Family Robin­
son, with Martin Milner as th ^  
head of the stranded Tamily. 
Every week they think maybe 
they’ll be rescued. I t ’s a 
straight-faced Gilligan’s Island.

Also new from ABC is Bar­
bary Coast, with William 
Shatner as a man who adopts 
many disguises as he battles 
evil in wide open old San Fran­
cisco. It is a semi-civilized 
Wild, Wild West.

CBS has Beacon Hill, and at 
least they admit this is an adap­
tation. It is taken from the big 
PBS hit. Upstairs, Downstairs, 
transferred to Boston in the 
1920s.

CBS also has Kate McShane, 
with Anne Meara in the title 
role of a lawyer. It is Owen 
Marshall with skirts.

Again, from CBS, is Three 
F o r th e  Road ,  ab o u t  a 
photographer (Alex Rocco) 
jaunting around the countiy 
with his two teen-age sons. It i ^  
Movin’ On, with a few changes?*

Comedy only new fare
HOLLYWOOD -  (NEA) -  

About the only dramatic series 
that is trying a new area in the 
upcoming television season is 
NBC’s Ulie Invisible Man. But 
this, of course, comes from an 
old movie hit.

Richard Castellano as an 
Italian-American father bring­
ing up two teen-age sons alone.

Among the other comedies 
copiing are Phyllis, which has 
Cloris Leachman playing the 
same character she has played 
on The Mary T^ler Moore Show 
(CBS); Doc, with Barnard 
Hughes as a veteran doctor 
practicing in a big city (CBS); 
and Big Eddie, with Sieldon 
Leonard and Shoree North as a

Lastly, there is ABC’s new
