TEHRAN, Iran (UPIL — Leftist
ﬁ:uerrillas captured the American

mbassy today in a two-hour gunbat-
tle with 19 U.S. Marines and held
Ambassador William Sullivan, 70
Americans and 70 Iranian employes
hostage until they were freed by
Ayatollah Ruhollah Khomeini's
Moslem marshals.

“It's been an interesting Valen-
tine’s Day," Sullivan said after his
release. ““You win a few, you lose a
few."

Two Marines were slightly
wounded in the battle and an Iranian
employee of the embassy was xilled.
Two of the attackers were shot to
death as they poured into the em-
bassy grounds over the walls by the
hundreds, tore down the U.S. flag and
wrecked the embassy.

The marauders, described by the
Khomeini forces as “Communists,”
arrived with Molotov cocktails in
what witnesses said was an effort to
burn down the embassy in a move to
“purge” Iran of all American in-
fluence.

American officials said all of the
attackers were captured or evicted
by Khomeini forces and that the
Americans were leaving the embassy
for their homes. But as dusk fell hun-
dreds of persons still were crouching
on nearby rooftops and government
marshals sald they feared a night-
time attack on the embassy.

“Who knows what's going to
happen from here," political officer
Miles Green, the first American
released from the compound said.
"They've wrecked everything."

“An Iranian mess walter was
killed," Green said. He apparently
was the only death un the American
side.

“We. lost communication with
Washington about 11 am.,” Green

said. “We've been linking with
Washington since through the
British."

The pro-Khomeini forces im-
mediately threw an armed cordon
around the British embassy nearby
to stop any repeal attack on that
compound.

Asked if the Americans had
destroyed all sensitive documents
before the guerrillas seized control,
Green said, “We've been burning a
lol of stuff lately."

UPI photographer Tom Karges,
who entered the compound with the
guerrillas, said Sullivan and several
other hostages were struck by their
captors, who ransacked the embassy
before they withdrew under urging of
Khomeini's forces, who rushed to the
scene in Jeeps.

Thousands of hostile Iranians
walched as the guerrillas advanced
despite a barrage of teargas and rifle
fire laid down by the U.S. Marine
guards. They said the guerrillas were
seeking members of the shah's now
disbanded secret police, SAVAK,
thought to be have taken refuge in the
embassy.

UPI reporter Arthur Higbee, in the
crowd of onlookers, said the mob
yelled “down with the CIA!" and
"down with America!" He said the
crowd was 5o hostile “at one point 1
thought I was going to be lynched."

Khomeini was unable to prevent
the overrunning of the embassy, but
once the Americans were released,
the building and adjoining compound
were put under the guard of
Khomeini loyalists. The Americans
and 70 Iranian employees remained
Inside.

U.S, Embassy officials in the com-
pound said “all of the left-wing at-
tackers have now left or been cap-
tured" by the Khomeini forces.

Afghanistan

20 million people slightly smaller
than Texas but bordering on Iran,
Pakistan and the Soviet Union, once
formed part of the U.S defensive ring
south of Russia,

Of Wars

If you're over 40, the answers are
no problem. But a young California
education consultant said Tuesday a
majority of his remedial reading
high school students could not
answer the first question, a majority
of his college students could not
answer the second and fewer than 10
percent of his undergraduates could
answer the third.

At a Senate education subcom-
mittee hearing on why the basic
skills of American students are so
embarrassingly low, the consultant,
Paul Copperman. put the onu$
squarely on liberals

He blamed busing and affirmative
action plans that retain unqualified
teachers, and a “‘permissive
educational ideoclogy’ that allows
ethnic studies, sociology and current
events to be taught instead of world
history

Rudolf Flesch, author of the 1935
best-seller 'Why Johnny Can't
Read,” disagreed with Copperman
on almost everything except the fact
that standards are declining.

Copperman said basic skills im-
proved each generation in Amercan
history, bul are now starting to fall.

Flesch said it started 50 years ago
when schools began to teach children
to read by the “'look-say” method, in
which children are taught to
recognize the form of words
alongside of pictures of what they
represent

Flesch is an advocate of the
“phonics™ system in which children
are taught the basic sounds of the
alphabet and then apply them to
words whose meanings they don't
necessarily know.

The "'look-say" method is in use in
90 to %5 percent of schools because,
he said, there is a conspiracy
between the education establishment
and the big textbook publishers
whose profit is derived from selling a
series of primers from grades one
through eight.

Improper teaching is the “‘chiel
source of education deterioration,”
Flesch said.

Instead of spending eight years
trying to recognize words, children
could be taught to read by “an in-
expensive little book in first grade or
kindergarten and then go right on to
Mark Twain or Emily Dickinson and
all the beauties of our literature."

Flesch forecast that “a growing
part of our population is lapsing back
into illiteracy,” because of bad
teaching.

Referring to Copperman’s despair
about the educational level of today's
undergraduates, Flesch warned: “In
the 1990s, this deterioration of basic
skills will have reached the college
graduate level and we will be in the
situation of some Third World coun-
tries and have to import personnel to
run the machinery (of society).

** ... T honestly feel that if there is
no change in the method of teaching
reading, we will have to import doc-
lors, engineers and scientists from
France, Germany and Japan because
we won't have enough,' he said.

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Northwest Deaths

Winds gusting to 100 mph dealt
death and devastation to the Pacific
Northwest, heavy snows spilled from
the Rocky Mountains onto the Plains
and Arctic cold enveloped the
Northeast for the fifth straight day

A fierce winter storm swepl in
from the Pacific Tuesday, lashing
the coasts of Washington, Oregon and
northern California with high winds
and tides, killing at least seven peo-
ple.

Wind-and waves ripped loose part
of the nation's longest floating bridge
on Washington's Hood Canal. About
half of the 7,131-fool structure in
Puget Sound was ripped from its
moorings and sank. There were no
reports of casuallies

“It was moving pretty fast — it was
kind of eerie— and then it went down
like a battleship," said Stan Oltman,
who lives near the span-and was
watching through binoculars

Huge waves washed four seamen
off the 470-foot freighter Wistaria
Coral to their apparent deaths off the
coast of Oregon and smashed another
sailor against a bulkhead, killing
him,

Widespread power outages were
reported as the wind hammered
away until shortly after midday
Seven small aircraft were flipped
onto their backs at Paine Field in
Everett, Wash. Numerous schools
were forced to close for the day in
the greater Seattle area and there
were reports of small boats snatched
from their moorings and sunk by the
raging storm.

As the storm moved into the
Cascades and high Sierras, it turned

into a blizzard, hampering searchers
on skis and snowmobiles who were
looking for nine Boy Scouts and four
troop leaders overdue on a showshoe
hike near Squaw Valley. Calif. Boys
in the troop sighted the searchers

first, however, and were led to safety.

“They seemed to be in good
shape.” said Gregory Merwin, father
of one of the Scouts. “It’s hard for
me lo imagine what they ran into."

Frigid temperatures clung to the
Northeast and New England. Ver-
mont Social Welfare Commissioner
David Wilson warned many low-
income residents could soon face an
“emergency situalion.”

Temperatures Tuesday rose to a
comparatively moderate minus 5 to
minus 20, and schools closed by Mon-
day's cold were able to reopen.

A University of Vermont extension
service agent saw some bl ssing in
the cold spell, though. He said the
state may save some money this
summer in trying to eradicate tree-
eating gvpsy moths.

Directors Set April 17
For Water Plan Voting

MANCHESTER — The Town
Board of Directors made it official
Tuesday night — April 17 will be the
date for a townwide referendum ona
$20 million bond issue for water im-
provements,

The board, as expected, un-
animously approved the April date
for the town vole to borraw the
money needed for the improvements,
which will include a new water treat-
ment plant and improvements to the
piping distribution system for water.

The board members and town of-
ficials all agree that the im-
provements are a necessily, and this
was one reason for selecting the
April 17 date.

Originally, Town Manager Robert
Weiss had proposed a March 20 date
for the water question. He sel the
dale at that time because he os-
timated each day of delay in the
project will cost the town $2,500 in in-
flation,

Stephen Penny, chairman of the
board, said the April date was
proposed so town officials would
have enough time to make sure the
public understands the issue, He
feared that the March date would not
permil enough time to educate
residents about the proposed im-
provements.

He also said the April 17 date will
permil the water question and
another expected townwide vole—on
the proposed two-year ban on town
participation in the Communily
Development program — fo be in-
cluded in one vote. .

Mid-April is the earliest the Com-
munity Development question can be
voted on by town residents, so the
proposed March date for the water
question would have required two
separale townwide voles.

Director Carl Zinssér also
emphasized the need to make sure
the public underatands the waler
issue,

He wanls to make sure all
questions the public might have are

answered before the townwide vote,

Zinsser said it is important tha( ap-
proval be granted for borrowing the
$20 million for the improvements.

"As 1 tell people, il you don’t vote
for this, what's the allernative?"
Zinsser said.

The town' must meet federal
drinking water standards, and the
improvements are seen as necessary
to meet these regulations and possi-
ble future stiffer ones.

The improvements, however, could
mean as much as a tripling in the
rates charged town water customers.
Thus, at least some resistance to the
improvements is exgected,

The town's elected and ad-
ministrative officials are unanimous
in their supporl of the need for the
improvements, though

In fact, the only real debate on the
matler Tuesday night was how long
to keep the polls open,

The board agreed to have all
polling places open April 17 from
noon lo 8 p.m., the minimum amount
of time permitted by state statutes

Neighborhood Watch

By United Press International

The concept is older than
Christianity: If you are your
brother’s keeper, then it follows that
you are your neighbor's, too. Its
practical application today is cutting
crime in the suburbs,

It Is also reshaping the traditiona
law enforcement approach to crime
by placing more emphasis on preven-
tion rather than deteclive work and
arrest after a crime has been com-
mitted.

The nelghbor's keeper philosopy
has been successfully packaged in
the National Neighborhood Watch
Program sponsored by the National
Sheriff’s Associatlon. 1t has been in
operation five years, but only in re-
cent months has the balance begun to
tip.

The program has two simple aims:
make your home more secure
against burglary and vandalism, and

“The main thing is to try and get
everybody to watch out for their
neighbors,” says Gene Stewart,
public Information officer for the
Pulaski 77 County (Arkansas)

day and & man in a pickup drove up
and hitched up his neighbor's boat o
it and drove off,"" Stewart sald.
"Hmmmm? thought the man, I
wonder who that was? Well, they
haven't seen that boatl since.

“If we'd had that program in effect
then, I bet you he'd have called {is
after seeing that strange truck drive
up, It's bad to be suspicious of your
fellow man, but yeu've got to be.

""We also had a lot of vandalism out
there, kids running around with
spray paint, and since we've started
this program, we haven't had any of
that.”
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Beginning with a basic kit which is
provided, each approach may differ
to fit the problems of a specific
neighborhood or community with the
help of the local sheriff's office or
police department.

It might consist of citizen patrols
of neighborhoods, *'house sitting" for
neighbors who are out of town,
arrangements for picking up
newspapers or other deliveries for
temporarily vacant homes, and
calling police with any suspicious ac-
tivity around a neighbor's house.

Also, depending on the crime
problem in the particular
neighborhood, plans might include a
Youth escort service for the elderly,
or “Helping Hand" aids for gram-
mar schoolers to insure safe conduct
to and from classes.

So far, 2,300 programs have been
instituted with at least one in every
slate in the union.

“Wherever they've implemented
Neighborhood Watch Programs
they've cut housebreaking and that
type thing tremendously.

An independent evalpalion of the
operation by the Midwest Research
Institute of Kansas City, Mo, reached
the same conclusions.

"“The National Neighborhood
Watch Program isa highly effective,
nationally based effort reaching
millions of citizens,” MRI wrote in
its final report. “‘Where exposure Is
based upon an aggressive local
program, citizen participants can be
expected to take positive actions and
lo change their perceptions regar-
ding residential burglary protection
in ways sought by the program.”’

The 3 percent property crime
decline for the first six months of
1978 follows a 4 percent decline in
1977 from 1976.

Post Office Fights
Private Competition

WASHINGTON (UPH) — The Postal Service is strip-
ping away 75 ol its regulations in an effort to fend off
sometimes cheaper, private competition for the 21 billion
Magazines, books and records sent through the U.S.
mails each year.

Postmaster General William Bolger warns that losing

£ large amounts ol the bulk third-class business *could

seriously impair our ability to economically serve every
American family."

The Postal Service revised some of its regulations as 4
“first step"* toward trying to satisfy publishers and other
shippers who are being wooed by its private competitors,
Bolger said

Bolger is particularly worried about the problem
because the Postal Service was stung by the loss of about
90 preent of its parcel post volume to the privately run
United Parcel Service.

“Anything we do ta lower the cost of the Postal Service
by keeping our volume high is going Lo come down to the
benefit of the individual citizen,” Bolger told a news con-
ference.

Mail from individual citizens comprises only about 20
percent of the Postal Service's total annual volume of 97
billion pieces of mail. Commercial mailings provide the
main financial support for the vast network of post of-
fices and route delivery personnel

If alternative delivery services take over third-class
mailings, Bolger said, “what's left is ROIng to be a very
small part and & very. very expensive part, The in-
dividual citizen is going to have o pay for it with rates, or
tax-wise."”’

He said industry officialé, a hall dozen of whom
attended the ,news conference, have “expressed their
desire to stay with the Postal Service." but price is the
ultimate determining factor.

Postal Service officials say third-class customers are
charged an average of about 8.4 cents for each piece.
compared with as low as a nickel or less by some private
services

That disparity should be narrowed by thanges in the
regulations. which are based on more than 300
recommendations from a joint industry-Postal Service
task force. Hundreds ol other regulations are under
study. Bolger said

MANCHESTER — Interest, excitemenl and
enthusiasm were most apparent among three legislative
interns from Manchester Community College as they
lalked about their “classwork' at the state Capitol.

The three interns, Theresa Zielinski and Clare Frier,
botli'of Ellington, and Cindy Levitt of Vernon, indicated
they had already learned a lot about how the legistalure
works just onie month into the program. They began their
internships with (he three state legislators Jan. 3 and will
continue until June & when the legislature ends. ;

Despite the parttime status of the work, the special
program involves a rather rigorous schedule. The three
women travel to the Capitol on Tuesdays and Thursdays,
working full days at whatever (asks they are assigned by
their representatives. They also meel with their faculty
advisor, Eleanor Coltman, every week o submit logs of
their work within the legislature. At the end of the course
the interns must write a term paper and evaluation of
what the experience meant to them in educational and
personal development. .

The internship program, which has.been in operation al
MCC since 1974, carries six credits, or the value of two
courses.

In addition to the internships, the three interns are
carrying full course loads. Mrs. Zielinski is married snd
the mother of five children, two of whom are still at
home. She began her college career in the MCC Weekend
College program for three semesters. She just enrolled
full-time for a degree program in public administration
last fall. She hopes to go on to a four-year college when
she graduates from MCC,

Mrs. Zielinski is an intern for Rep. John J. Morrison
(D-G8th District) of Enfield.

Mrs. Frier started back to college for the first time last
fall, after raising a daughter and working with her hus-
band in the Sport Mart, their business which they sold a
year ago. She said she wanted to do something else after
being out in the business world and active in community
service for several years.

Mrs. Frier is the former chairwoman and member of
the Ellington Board of Education. Her assignment to
Rep. Teresalee Bertinuson (D-57th District). who
represents Ellington, East Windsor and part of Vernon,
was appropriate because Rep. Bertinuson is on the
Education Commiltee of legislature.

Mrs. Frier said she has found the meetings of the
Education Committee and the Environmental Com-
mittee, for which Rep. Bertinuson is assistant
chalrwoman, “extremely interesting," ,

‘Ms. Levitt is a sophomore transfer studenl fro
George Washinglon University who was surprised and
pleaged to find the quality of education she has found at
MCC. “For the price, it's great," she said

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Weiss Denies
Morale Loss

MANCHESTER — Town Manager Roberl Weiss
Tuesday night denied a charge by a resident that there
are serious morale problems among fown employees.

“The morale and the atmosphere is in desperate
shape.” Belly Sadloski, a Hollister Street resident and
president of the Manchester Property Owners Assocla-
tion, said

Weiss, however, responded, “I've never seen the
morale of the town employees b(-uvr than it has been in
recent months,”’

Mrs. Sadloski, a frequent critic of Weiss and local
government. made her comments in reference to a
review of the manager’s performance being done by the
Town Board of Direclors. The board is required to review
that performance every (wo years.

She referred specifically to the tax assessr's office,
which has an increased work load because of revaluation
and the phase-in bill and also has had a couple of recent
resignations

“We're really in rough shape.” she said

She also said that residents have developed a lack of
trust in local government

“The town manager has proved to be a detriment to the
town, You'd belter review what's best for the town."’ she
told the board. The MPOA previously has asked that
Weiss resign

Another resident. Robert Faucher of Laurel Street. dis-
puted that there is a lack of {rust among residents He
said many in town trust Weiss and the town administra-
tion

Weiss and members of the Town Board of Directors
also defended the manager’s performance and the pre-
sent status of town emplovees

Weiss said he tries to manage the town by involving
many others in the decision-making process

“There are a lot of peaple who work hard for the town
It starts with this Board of Directors,” he said

He said with 500 town employees there are baund to be
problems. The assessor’s office not only has revaluation
and phase-in lo deal with. but it also must cope with a
cramped office and frequently changing state laws.

Overall. he said, morale is as good as he has seen it
among the town workers

Stephen Penny. chairman of the board, said the board
has taken steps to assist the level of morale

““I think this board has made tremendous progress in
the area of employee morale,”” he said. Penny mentioned
the board’s approval of a mid-management pay raise
schedule and the creation of a personnel supervisor posi-
tion filled by Steven Werbner. who has been praised by
many

He also pointed oul that the board Tuesday night ap-
proved a Comprehensive E mplm ment Training Act
(CETA) position for the assessor's office

Directar Thomas Connors mentioned a bus trip for
town employees to an ice show in New Haven. The trip,
which was organized by town employees, last Friday al-
tracted about 150 persons and is a positive sign about the
morale of town employees, he said.

Connors and Penny both also praised local town govern-
ment.

"“The services rendered in Manchester are among nu-
maost outstanding of any town I've lived in in the U.S.,
Connors said.

Penny said that Manchester rates well among area
towns in the categories of government costs per capita
and tax rates for its residents.

Part of this is due lo the amount of industry that has
located in town, he said

“That is where Mr. Weiss' particular forte is
revealed,” Penny said of the town’s level of industry and
tax reveneucs that are generaled.

In another personnel matter, P enny and Direclor
Stephen Cassano spoke insupport of the CETA program
when responding to Frank Lupien of 21 Sunset St.. who
asked several questions about the federal employment
program,

Penny said CETA funds are one example where the
town has used federa funds to help defray loca costs.

“Where departments have been understaffed. we've

used CETA to fill those positions.” he said

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Debate Heard
On Blue Law

HARTFORD (UPD) — The State Supreme Court
Tuesday listened for three hours as a cadre of attorneys
debated the constitutiona! ramifications of Connectivut's
new “hlue™ law

In about six weeks. the high court is expected to decide
whether the Sunday closing statute should stand or fall.

Tuesday's session represented the first time in modern
history the Supreme Court had been asked to listen to
arguments concerning the constitutionality of a Connec-
ticut blue law

There have been three Sunday closing laws in Connec-
Heut's history, and each has been declared un-
constitutional within the past three yvears by lower court
judges

In the past. storeowners who honored blue laws had no
legal revourse to appeal the lower court decisions to the
Supreme Court. Under the new law, they could appeal —
and they did

Four justices and a Superior Court judge Tuesday
heard final oral arguments from lawyers for storeowners
who support the law and from attorneys representing in-
trepreneurs who oppase the stalute.

Chiel Justice John Cotter excused himself from the
hearing. because his son-in-law, Hartlord attorney
Bourke Spellacy, was participating in the case Cotter
was replaced by Superior Court Judge Jay Rubinow

Attorney Maurice Fitzmaurice, who achieved notoriety
for his handling of the Horton vs. Meskill school finance
case. urged the high court to uphold the lower court deci-
sion and strike down the new blue law

Fitzmaurive said trving to figure out who's covered by
the law is “pure guesswork "

“The statute 1s so vague the ordinary businessman can-
not understand it. cannot deal with it,” said Fitzmauvrice,
who is representing two stores that opened in violation of
the law shen it first took effect last October

Fitzmaurive added he hoped he could explain how the
law worked to gel his point across

“That’s a pretty tough job, " Justice Alva Loiselle said
with a laugh

But, attorney William Murphy said. “This statute {s not
nearly as complex as other economic regulation
statutes,”

Murphy. who is representing four stores who filed the
appeal. said Fitzmaurice was taking '‘certain sections
out of context™ and that the law's overall intent was
vlear

He also argued the Legislature, not the judiciary,
represented the “policy-making body™ closest to the
Connecticut electorate,

“It is the clear duty of this court, if it can, to uphold
that legislative action (the blue law),"” Murphy said
“The record clearly submits the reasonableness of the
legislative action.”

Attorney Bernard Green told the high court the blue
law 1s Ioaded with Catch 22's™ that say a certain product
can be sold, but the type of business that sells that
product can’t stay open Sundays.

“*Although antiques may be sold with impunity by auto
dealers.” he said. ““antique dealers can’t sell antiques.”

During his presentation, Fitzmaurice argued there
already was a law preventing an employer from making
his or her employees work more than six days per week.
The law, he said. also allows employvees to choose which
day he wants off .

Fitzmaurice suggested the reason the law was passed
was to protect some firms from competition,

But, a pair of assistant attorney generals, Robert
Langer and Arnold Feigen, defended the statute, saying
the Legislature had the right to pass whatever kind of

" laws it wanted

Several times during the hearing. Rubinow interrupted
Murphy to ask him about exemptions in the law. and how
they would apply lo the average citizens,

“What if I wanted to hire a babysitter on Sunday”" the
Judge asked the lawyer. “What if I want to consult you
Sunday on a case you want to argue the next day?"”

Murphy said he did not think those were legitimate
questions within the scope of the appeal.

GOP Directors Back

Officer’s Appointment

MANCHESTER — Republican
members of the Tow n Board of Directors
said Tuesday night they will stand behind
their appointment of a town palive officer
to the Youth Commission.

Members of the commission object to
the appointment of Patrolman Alan
Anderson. They feel it might discolor the
image of the commission among the
town's youths and might be the first of
such appointments that would eliminate
the intent of the commission.

Republican Directors Carl Zinsser,
William Diana and Peter DiRosa,
however, were vocal in their support of
Anderson

“As [ar as we're concerned, we're not
going to withdraw the appointment. We're
going to stand behind the appointment,”
Zinsser said.

Some members of the Youth Commis-
sion attended Tuesday night's Board of
Directors meeting to explain their posi-
tion. Members previously had sent a letter
to the board asking that the appointment
of Anderson be reconsidered.

Their concern is not one of a personal
nature against Anderson. They are op-
posed lo a person in such a position ser-
ving on the commission.

Toni Frese, chairwoman of the commis-
sion, said of a police officer in general,
“His Tirst encounter with youth is not a
positive note.” She and others feared the
appointment of a police employee to the
commission might lead to youths in town
questioning the direction of the commis-
sion,

Another member, Odis Coleman, said,
“I see the Youth Commission represen-
ling the young people of town, If that is the
vase. 1 think some young people would
have a problem with that (the ap-

pointment), right or wrong.”

Another factor mentioned was thal a
person who would work with youths daily
was not being sought as a voting member
of the commission

Director Stephen Cassano, who original-
ly proposed the commission, said advisory
members lo the commission include a
Police Department representative.

The voting members should be residents
not involved in jobs that include day-to-
day contact with town youths, he said.

Mrs. Frese expressed fear that appoint-
menl of persons with youth-related jobs
could wipe out the original proposed
makeup of the commission.

Diana pointed out that another commis-
sion member, Robert Von Deck, is a
teacher, and Mrs. Frese said that appoint-
ment also might have been an inap-
propriate one.

Other speakers, however, sald Anderson
should be permitted to stay on the com-
mission. Michael Pohl, a commission
member. said keeping Anderson off
because he is a policeman is dis-
criminalory.

Two representatives of the local police
union — Russell Holyfield and Gary Wood
— also spoke.

Holyfield said he thinks the police im-
age with youth generally is good. *'I think
you people should give him a chance," he
said

Director Betty Intagliata mentioned a
letter from Robert Digan, director of the
town’s Youth Services Department

Director Joseph Sweeney questioned
whether the board can rescind an appoint-
ment after it is made. That question ap-
parently will be answered by the town at-
torney's office,

Diana moved that the matter be acted
on Tuesday night, but that motion was
deleated and the malter was tabled

“counterculture” of the 1960s but by

WASHINGTON — Big John Connal-
ly, his Stetson dominating the other
hats in the presidential ring, has
sought to turn his bribery trial into a
political assel.

He had every
reason lo belive
the jurors would
not be availalbe to
dispute his con-
tention.

vears ago. He has no intention of
changing his ruling, he told us, to per-
mit them to be cross-examined about
their opinions of Candidate Connally

The judge defied all precedents to
protect the jurors from being
"bothered and heckled by the new
media.” he said. But some court
sources suspect it was Connally
whom the judge really wanted to
protect

Despite the secrecy, our associate
Gary Cohn obtained the sealed jury
list long ago. The 12 jurors

themselves made a pacl never lo dis-
vuss their deliberalions.
Nevertheless. we located most of
them and persuaded several of them
to discuss the historie trial.

It would bhe safe to say that most of
the jurors, who voted to acquit con-
nally, would not vote to put him in the
White House. *Our verdict meant not
that we had found necessarily that
John Connally was innocent bul,
rather, not guilty based on the case
presented to us,” explained foreman
Dennis 0'Toole.

Big John i a vain and vibrant man,
with a booming voice, a take-charge
manner and a presidential aura.

nally and the milk producers who
allegedly put up the bribe money. A
couple of jurors feared this might
hamper Connally if he should ever
become president.

A lawyer-lobbyist for the milk
producers, Jake Jacobsen, lestified
that he deliverd $10,000 in cash to
Connally al the Treasury Depart-
ment. Big John was then serving as
Richard Nixon's Treasury secretary

The FBI established that Jacobsen
had visited his safe deposit box in a
Washington bank just before his ap-
pointment with Connally. The
prosecution also produced 35
witnesses who corroborated
Jacobsen's story of travels to meet
Connally, of visits to safe deposit
boxes, of dealings at various banks

But no witness ever saw Jacobsen
pass any money to Connally. And Big
John, his voice never wavering,
denied that he had taken the money.
His able atlorney, Edward Bennett
Williams, charged that Jacobsen was
a liar and an embezzler, Willlams
triecd to persuade the jury that
Jacobsen had framed an unsuspec-
ting Connally to save himself,

One juror was influenced by the
contrast between Connally and his
accuser. She said that Connally

always Iooked Jacobsen in the eye
but that Jacobsen looked away. She
was impressed favorably by Con-
nally’s straightforward manner, un-
favorably by Jacobsen's ‘“‘shady"
appearance,

But it was probably evangelist Bil-
ly Graham, according to jury
sources, who helped Connally the
most. The evangelist's testimony as
a characler witness for Connally im-
pressed some of the jurors deeply,

It took the jurors more than five
hours to agree upon Connally's in-
nocence. They sat around a rec-
tangular table in a bare, windowless
room. One by one, they expressed
their views. Then they took the first
vole.

A slight majority voted for acquit-
tal. A few had doubts and remained
undecided. Only one juror felt Con-
nally was guilty.

In the discussions that followed,
several jurors wanted to review the
financial testimony. They found it
confusing. They also had trouble un-
derstanding the White House tapes,
which contained a damning conver-
sation between Connally and Nixon
and milk prices, Connally urged the
president to help the dairymen,
emphasizing that they were
“amssing an enormous amount of
money that they're going to put into
political activity, very frankly."

But not all the jurors got the con-
versation straight. As one recalled:
“We could just hear these things like
‘ves. Joh ... What's that ... Okay ...
Blah. Blah, Blah.""*

Other ballots were taken until all
the undecided jurors voted for
acquittal. But the lone holdout
refused to change his vote. The other
jurors became annoyed with him and
pressed him to explain his reser-
vations. Defensively, he would ask to
see the evidence, Al one point, he had
a stack of testimony a foot high in
front of him.

The holdout was shunted to a chair
next to the foreman so they could go
over the testimony together, page by
page. Then the judge sent in word
that it was dinner time. The jurors
asked for 20 minutes lo make a last
try before dinner. The holdout leafed
through a few pages of testimony,
shrugged submissively and said he
would agree to the acquittal

WASHINGTON (UPI) — Mr. Keen

Well. it's much the same when
a crisis disappears. Ordinarily, you
have a lot of people claiming credit
for doing it in. Bul nobody was
talking about what happened to the
energy Crisis.

“1 traced it to the time last fall
when Congress passed the bill
deregulating nasural gas prices. Bul
after that the trail got cold.”

I said. “How did you go about
tracking it to Iran?"

"Sometimes, when you are really
haffled. vou look for something were
nobody else would think of looking,”

Mr. Keen explained. "'In this case, |
started lurking around the Senate
Energy Committee.

“I hardly need point out that nor-
mally Congress is one of the last
places you would look for informa-
tion aboul the energy crisis.

"If members of Congress knew
anything about it, it would not have
taken them almost two years to pass
an energy bill, And certainly the
legislation they did pass would not
have laken the form it did.

"“Nine times out of 10, the Senate
Energy Committee would have been
just another dead end. But this time |
gol lucky. I chanced to overhear

Energy Secretary James Schiesinger
telling the senators of plans for man-
datory vonservation measures, such
as a ban on Sunday gasoline sales.

“Tora veleran investigator skilled
in crisis identification, that could
mean one thing — the energy crisis
was still with us.

“After that, mostly through good,
old-fashioned deduction, I was able to
link the energy trisis with the oil
production shutdown in Iran.”

I vongratulated Mr. Keen on his
perception .

“Thanks," he said. *'In a few more
months. vou'll be able to see il again
for voursell.”

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)Health' Panel Criticized

For Inspection Policy

MANCHESTER — The Greater
Manchester Charmber of Commerce
has criticized the town Health Depar-
ment for the publicity surrounding
restaurant inspections and the
department, in response , has enun-
ciated its policy.

Under the policy the department
will not make public information
aboul restaurant inspections during
the two-week period given the
restaurant to make corrections,

The Chamber's chief eriticism
centered on a case in which a
restaurant failed an inspection by a
slight margin and made corrections
within three days.

Al the end of the period all Infor-
mation will be open to the public. Old
inspection records are public infor-
mation under the Freedom of Infor-
mation Act.

Ronald Kraatz, assistant director
of health, said the Freedom of Infor-
mation Commission has upheld the
right to withhold information from
the public during the two-week
period

The protest by the Chamber was
voted unanimously by its board of
directors al a meeting Tuesday

In a statement released today the
Chamber said:

"It is our understanding that there
is a two week period following an in-
spection during which a restaurant
operator is given the opportunity to
make the necessary adjustments
suggested by the health inspector
Since restaurant inspections are at
best arbitrary, and since the visible

L«
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condition of any restaurant changes
dramatically depending on the time
of day of the inspection, this two-
week period is considered a
necessary part of the inspection
process. This is further enforced
when [actors that may be bevond the
control of the restaurant can serve as
the basis for violation.”

"The Greater Manchester
Chamber of Commerce is vitally in-
terested in the health and safety of
local residents and consumers, and
has a long history of working with
complainants to remedy
business/customer problems,
However, by its actions, the Town
Health Department has displayed an
apparent disregard for the many
restaurants in Manchester who work
continually to ensure the highest
standards of quality for their
customers., The restaurant cast in
the media as a health code violator is
the victim of an arbitrary judgment.
Remedial action or involvement in
an appeal process can only come
alter greal damage has been in-
flicted upon a hard-earned, well-
deserved reputation,”

“All of us are aware of the fact
that vielators make the front page of
the news while compliance may, at
besl, get buried in less visible sec-
lions. The financial and personal
damage that can be inflicted by the
premature release of information is
unnecessary and can be avolded by
the proper use of the two-week
adjustment period. It does no good to
offer this necessary time in the in-

spection process if irreparable harm
has already been done,"

The Greater Manchester Chamber
of Commerce is firmly in support of
the need to have restaurants operate
in clean, healthy settings. Since this
should also be the goal of the Town
Health Department, the Chamber
Board of Directors urges the agency
to make better use of ils policies and
develop procedures for handling dis-
crepancies in a more positive,
professional manner.

As a final example of the need for
changes by the Health Department,
the Chamber cited the example of a
restaurant which scored just below
the passing grade on an inspection
but then scored above 95% on its
follow-up. This high score on follow-
up demonstrates the restaurant's
desire to comply with regulations
and serve its customers well. Unfor-
tunately, the premature release of in-
formation can only clowd the fulure
for this well respected operation

In a letter to James Breitenfeld,
executive director of the Chamber,
Kraatz described the policy. He also
said that the infermation about the
recent reslaurant violation became
public because a reporter looking at
old inspection records of the
restaurant also was given informa-
tion about the latest inspections

In his letter Kraatz also sald "It
should be remembered that the
restaurant operalor is responsible
for meeting the Public Health Code
at all times, not just after inspection.

Prestige of the National Hockey
League took a sharp drop last
weekend when the Soviets, after
dropping the first game In their
three-game set at Madison Square
Garden in New York against the
NHL All-Stars, roared back to win
the next two games, .

The manner in which the Soviels
manhandled the NHLers in the third
aud deciding game was most convin-
ving, a 6-0 decision.

This is the same Soviet team that
lost to the New England Whalers
three years ago in an exhibition game
at the Hartford Civic Center. Two
vears ago the Soviets came back and
went home a winner against the
Whalers.

That Whaler win over the red-
shirted Russians was one of the most
memorable sporting events
witnessed in 50 years.

True, the Soviets had assembled
for several weeks prior to coming lo
New York while the NHL squad had
just three practive sessions before
the series.

Frankly, I figured the NHL would
win at least two of the games. As it
turned out, the NHL was lucky to
vome away with the opener, 4-2, and
the Russians squared matters in a
come-from-behind effort, 54, and
then won the finale in grand style.

The three-game set grossed over §1
million with the Soviets getling a flat
$200,000 guarantee.

‘Public TV Broadcasts
Works of Shakespeare

NEW YORK (UPl) — PBS will
celebrate Valentine's day with a
classical answer to the $t. Valen-
tine's Day massacre —
Shakespeare's ““Julius Caesar”’ — to
begin the American broadcast of
what could be the world’s longest
miniseries,

IU's the complete works of William
Shakespeare, being produced by the
BBC and Time-Life, with all 37 of the
p_lays being produced over the next
Six years. This vear's group, aslde
from *'Julius Caesar' on Feb. 14, in-
cludes “As You Like 1t on Feb. 28,
“Romeo and Juliet" on March 14,
"“Richard 11" on March 28, *' Measure
for Measure” on April 11, and
“Henry VIII" on April 25.

“Julius Caesar” is splendid,
forceful, beautifully acted, with
Richard Pasco as a mostly noble hut
also vain Brulus, Keith Michell as
Mark Antony (he played Henary VIII
in “The Wives of Henry VIII" on
F"BSI. Charles Gray as a regal
Caesar and David Collings as foxy
Casslus whose “'lean and hungry
look™ is overlaid with sleek per-
suasiveness

“People believe Shakespeare,”'

satd Sir Cedric Messina, executive
producer of the Shakespeare series
“Generations of school boys and girls
think of Julius Caesar the way
Shakespeare wrote of him They
think the Romans spoke in jambic
pentameter.

“Et tu, Brute." They think those
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were Caesar's last words, ‘but he
never said it as far as anyone
knows '

Millions more will believe it ziter
they see Messina's stunningly con-
vincing production. There bas been
vontroversy aboul American public
television devoting so much time and
American underwriters so much
money to a British production.
Messina's says If Americans want to
do Shakespeare, nobody's stopping
them.

“‘Shakespeare was an English
playwright and England's greatst
contribution to world culture,"”
Messina said. "Il 1 were German, I
suppose I'd want to do the Ring cy-
cle. If I were Austrian, it would be
the nine symphonies of Beethoven: If
I were American, I'd say the com-
plete works of Eugene O'Neill, Like
Shakespeare, some of the plays are
better than others, but even inferior
O'Neill is infinitely preferable to
superior rubbish.”

The complete Shakespeare will be
done in traditional, conventional
style as befits Messina's desire to
make the plays available — as
drama. not literature.

"“The plays are being done primari-
ly as enterlainment. They aren't
heing made just for London or New
York audiences — also for Japanese
and Turks and Russians. I don't think
we ever would have sold them if we'd
done them in an outre slylg —
Shakespeare on ice or in boxes.”

Trick No Treat
In This Farce

.

NEW YORK — If anyone ever comes up with a good
farce thriller, there’ll be cheering in the streets.

Larry Cohen’s “Trick,” which opened on Broadway
Feh. 4 at the Playhouse Theater, tries to make ithut fails.

What “Trick" does huve is Tammy Grimes, with whom
any evening'is a treat. Just to see and hear her ig fun, and
Yyou can ignore what she is saying— of course, sometimes
You can’t even understand what she's saying, but that's
part of the fun,

Although Cohen is an American, ““Trick"* is set in Lon-
don, presumably because a possibly homosexual London
policeman is more acceptable than a possibly
homosexual Kojak.

Miss Grimes plays Paula Cramer, a one-time call girl
who has turned to a more lucrative (and even more il-
legal) profession. She is found strangling and beating a
woman to death as the curtain rises.

The other characters are Wallace Barrows, a BBC TV
news announcer whose wife was the murder victim, and
Inspector Andrew Creed of the London Metropolitan
Police. who suspects Barrows killed his wile and tries to
winkle out the truth by making homosexual advances to
him. They are played — prelly desperately, under
Cohen'’s direction — by Donald Madden and Lee Richard-
son respectively

The plat is properly gircuitous, and there are some
comic scenes along the way — especially when Miss
Grimes tries to blackmail and seduce Barrows
simultaneously,

But 1t's not logical enough for farce, all three
characters being too far divorced from reality, and the
thriller aspects — including the chestnut about a sup-
posedly dead character returning to life and killing his at-
tacker — too routine.

A Look at Howard Hughes

Sam Shepard'’s “'Seduced"” is a satiric look at the final
days of Howard Hughes, holed up in a Mexican hotel
suite, entertaining a couple of old callgirliriends and on-
ning his old flight helmet and silk scarf for a return to Las
Vegas — which he calls “'sacred ground."

The play opéned Feb. 1 at the American Place Theater.

Shepard's Hughes — called Henry Hackamore — is kept
alive with transfusions of “‘guaranteed genius blood,”
and has a fetish bout being infected from the outside
world. He lives on pills, never opens curtains or windows,
is constantly plucking paper tissues — he'll only walk
round the ropm with his feet in boxes of tissues— and the
only person he will allow (o touch him is raul, his
bodyguard-cum-nurse

Hackamore's body is so ravaged by time and misuse
that the only thing that concerns him now is his soul. His
resistance is only token when Raul, who has been direc-
ting the Hughes empire lor years, shoots him after for-
cing him to sign in blood a will leaving everything lo
Raul,

“‘Seduced” doesn’t have much to say, though anything
Shepard writes is liable to seduce the listener into
thinking it means more than it says. Director Jack
Gelber seems (o think it's an allegory,

Music

Synthetic Sound
Is Never Stale

Electronic music has been with us for decades and as
long as Jean-Miche! Jarre and other imaginative com-
posers are around it will never go stale.

At first the synthetic sound seemed to be the sole
property of mid-century composers in the modern
classical style, but as rock began to develop the new
generation moved in, )

Most rock composers and musicians in the electronic
field used the music for effect. Jarre must use it for
cause,

The young French composer-musician popped up more
than a year ago with an outstanding album, “"Oxygene."
Jarre's music won critical acclaim for its wide scope of
sound, and sales of the album passed the five million
mark,

Jarre's second album, “Equinoxe” (Polydor pd-1-
6175), should enjoy equal popularity because, in some
respects, il is an improvement on “'Oxygene.’ )

Recorded in France by Jarre, “Equinoxe” consists of
eight parls. Titles are meaningless because the music is
something like a stretched-out electronic tone poem.

Same composers of electronic music try to intimidate
the listener with explosive sounds in the base and on
drums, with cascading reverberations in the middle and
upper registers. Jarre does not use these crutches, so all
the persan who puts "'Equinoxe" on the turntable has to
do is sit back and enjoy the fine tonal harmonies and
sometimes-subtle expressions, )

Two albums which use electronic sounds judlgiously.
yel move in the opposite direction of Jarre's “Equlnoxe.’"
are Chic's “C'est Chic" (Atlantic SD19209) and *‘Exotic
Mysteries'" by Lonnie Liston Smith (Columbia JC 35§54).

Al present, Chic is the hottest band in the business,
with “'Le Freak™ riding at the top of billboard's chart of
leading hits. Naturally, Chic has included ''Le Freak" in
the album as an incentive to buyers, bul the other seven
tunes are satislying, too.

Bernard Edwards and Nile Rodgers on bass and guitar,
respectively, head up the Chic band and also compose and
arrange their music. Tony Thompson gets a full-time
workout on drums, the pulse of this recording.

In addition to "‘Le Freak," the album contains *‘Chic
Cheer,"” "Savoir Faire,” “Happy Man,” *“I Want Your
Love," Al Last 1 Am Free," "Sometimes You Win" and
“Funny Bone.” :

Although the session is slrongy masculine, three dis-
taffers — Marianne Carroll, Cheryl Hong and Karen
Milne — form the Chic Strings for smooth contrasts.

The drum is also the heart of Lonnie Liston Smith's fine
album. The opening “‘Space Princess'' sets a fast pace,

but the action slows on “'Quiet Moments,"” setting it up
for Smith's piano solo on “"Magical Journey." )

“Mystical Dreamer" is a musical bouquet for Miles
Davis, composed by Smith with heavy emphasis on
Donald Smith’s flute,

A highlight of this session is a duet between Smith on
acoustic piano and Steve Thornton on percussion.

Christmas Carol
Legal in School

SIOUX FALLS, S.D. (UPI) — “Silent Night," an old
Austrian carol praising the birth of Christ, may be sung
in public schools along with other religious music, a
federal judge has ruled.

U.S. District Judge Andrew Bogue, basing his 16-page
opinion on a Supreme Court case, Tuesday ruled in favor
of the city's school district, which was sued by the
American Civil Liberties Union because of Christmas
programs containing religious hymns.

Bogue said religious carols sung with traditional
holiday music have a primary purpose that is secular,
neither advances nor inhibits sacred beliefs and does not
entangle the government with excess religion, Bogue also
found the singing of carols at Christmas was not offensive
if done prudently.

“Naturally I feel overjoyed,” said Deming Smith, at-
torney for the school district. "The opinion is in favor of
the constitutionality of the schools’ policy and specificial-
ly of the use of Christmas.carols in school programs."

“I'm devastated,"” said Steve Pevar, lead counsel for
the ACLU. “Judge Bogue is allowing students to sing
what they can't recite. Someone should set the Bible to
music” to circumvent a 1963 U S. Sufareme Court decision
prohibiting prayers in public schools.

Pevar said he would review Bogue's decision and then
"“'most likely appeal. I can't think of anything that will
stop us."

The ACLU filed a lawsuit about three weeks before
Christmas against the school district, its board of educa-
tion and Superintendent J o h n Harris. i

Bogue later ruled against a lemporaz restraining
order that would have prevented 20 carols the ACLU con-
siders oo religious from being sung in 1978 public school
assemblies.

Lobbyist Labels
Proposal as Tax

HARTFORD (UPI) — A plan to require housing sub-
division developers to pay municipalities cash instead of
selling aside parks and recreational areas has drawn the
support of a Waterford legislator and a town planner.

But a construction lobbyist Tuesday told the
Legislature’s Planning and Development Committee
public hearing the proposed amendment is nothing more
than another tax in disguise,

Currently, builders of housing subdivisions generally
are required fo set aside a certain portion of the land
they're developing for recreational purposes.

Under a bill proposed by Sen. Sanford Cloud, D-
Hartford, munivipal planning commissions could require
monetary compensation from developers instead of
requiring them to set aside the open spaces. )

The payments would be used for the subdivision by im-
proving existing park land or by acquiring additional land
for recreational purposes.

The proposed amendment to a state statute was ane of
several bills discussed at the legislative panel's public
hearing

Robert Cohn, attorney for the Home Building Associa-
tion, said his group was against the bill to give planning
commissions greater flexibility

Cohin said it would be different if the proposal was
worded so a cash payment could be “’accepled” instead of
“required.”

Rep. Janet Polinsky, D-Waterford, also recommended
the committee consider changing the measure's wording

But Mrs. Polinsky said she thought the bill was “a
great concept,” adding many communities, including her F
own, “would rather have money to improve what already
exists than have more land."

Windsor Town Planner Mario Zavarella also supported
the bill, saying planning commissions now are restricted
in their attempts to provide the best recreational areas.

"It would give the commissions necessary (lexibility to
take dedication of land or take cash in lieu of the open
spaves,” Zavarella said

Cohn disageed and said when a community exacts a
sum of money from a developer to be used towards im-
proving or buying additional land “'that’s a tax."

“If it escalates, it's going to be a great big source of
taxation for the towns," said Cohn, who asked that

language in the bill be changed.

HARTFORD (UPI) — The
Legislature's tax-writing committee
has rejected two attempts to pump
money [rom legalized gambling into
municipalities and public education.

The bills were among several hun-
dred money-related measures acted
on by the Finance, Revenue and Bon-
ding Committee, which laced a 5
p.m. deadline Tuesday for drafting
bills for public hearings.

Many bills *submitted by law-
makers were killed to weed out
duplication. Many of those measures
were then combined with other bills
that have the same intent.

Directors Criticize Tact

Of District, City Official

MANCHESTER — It might seem
like an odd combination, but the
Eighth Utilities District, Hartford's
deputy mayor and Connecticul
Naturgl Gas all had something in
common Tuesday.

All three were criticized by
members of the Town Board of
Directors.

Directors criticized the Eighth
District for a letter sent last month
lo the federal government by al-
lorney John LaBelle Sr., who is
counsel for the district. The letter
questioned the town's use of $65,000
in federal Revenue Sharing money
for the Town Fire Department.

The Eighth District has its own
volunteer department and is not ser-
viced by the Town Fire Department

Town directars, however, felt the
matter should have been discussed
with them before the letter was sen(
to the federal government. A similar
complaint has been made in the past,
and town offivials have said the use
of the money for the town depart-
ment is justified because revenues
from that department are included in
the formula for calculating the
town's annual Revenue Sharing
grant. Eighth District revenues are
not

The complaint was voiced two
weeks ago by town directors who
serve on a liaison committee of town
and district directors. They said the
matter should have been discussed
with the liaison committee first
belore the letter was sent
Other town directors agreed
Tuesday night
"It was discourteous to have sent
the letter." Stephen Penny, chair-
man of the board, said, Director
Joseph Sweeney called the lotter
""very much oul of place.”

Hartford Deputy Mayor Nicholas
Carbone was criticized for a proposal
he has made that the city would help
lest its residents for municipal job
openings in Manchester.

Carbone had proposed such a step
because Manchester officials have
said the lack of adequate bus service
has hindered its recruitment of

minority-group applicants for job
openings. Testing for jobs often is
done at night and there is no bus ser-
vice then. Thus, Carbone has
proposed Hartford’s Personncl
Department handle testing for ¢ity
residents applying (or town jobs.

The idea was received coolly. by
lown directors.

Penny, with a bit of sarcasm, said
Carbone made the proposal “out of
the goodness of his heart.”

""Out of the goodness of our heart, |
#m prepared to tell Mr. Carbone we
don’t need any help,” Penny said

Director Carl Zinsser said, I
would ask him to kindly mind his own
business.”

Director Stephen Cassano asked
that the town take a step to oppuse
such rate hikes as the 11,6 percent in-
crease being requested by CNG

Such a proposal is out of line with
President Jimmy Carter's inflation
guidelines, Cassano said. Since the
lown direclors are seeking to impose
those guidelines an lacal budgeting.
such an increase would overburden
local residents and town employees.

Truck Failure Ruled Out
As Fatal Crash Cause

GLASTONBURY — Investigators
have ruled out the possibility of a
mechanical malfunction as the cause
of the Feb | crash which left one
man dead. a police spokesman said
Tuesday

Olficer Anthony Rugens. in charge
of the investigation. said the wrecked
fire. pumper and pickup truck in-
volved in the accidenl were
examined last Friday by Robert
Cromwell of Cromwell Engineering
of Bloomfield and an assistant.

Their day-long investigation,
Rugens said. revealed that no
mechanical malfunction of any

major significance was responsible
for the crash. In the Thursday
evening accident, 23-year-old Jefirey
Larsen of Manchester, a former
Glastonbury resident. was killed
Rugens said Tuesday death was the
result of impact, and not because of
burns

The victim's body was charred so
badly police could not make positive
identification until Larsen’s dental
records were examined

The exact cause of the crash has
still nol been determined. Rugens
said.
“We're trying to narrow it down,” he
said, ""and eliminate as many things
as can possibly happen

Library Board Stunned
By Possible Budget Hike

MANCHESTER — The library
buard was stunned Tuesday night to
hear head librarian John Jackson's
1980-81 budgel request for §519.746. a
15.4 percent increase over this year's
budget.

Quick o react was board member
Marge Flynn with "What! No way! It
would be damaging to the board,"

After considerable discussion, the
hoard moved to ask Jackson to resub-
mit his proposed budget to show a 6.5
percent increase plus the cost of two
additional positions needed. The two
positions call for a special clerical
full time person and a library
technical assistant (20 hours a
week ), both costing a total of $9,758,
Jackson said

At first, Flynn proposed cutting
back “right down the line™ in an ac-
count that includes books, records,
mierofilm, and maybe putling some
things on hold

Board member Mary LeDuc
reminded the bosrd that in most
nations. books are considered “a
frill, and that's what the Board of
Directors would think.” she said

The proposed budget does not in-
clude any personnel salary increase,
which prompted reaction from the
six stall members present

“We cannol unilaterally sel salary
scale until the library employees
form & union.” board chairman Leo
Diana said. explaining this was upon
advice from the Town Attorney. He
explained that if a salary scale were
set. the bargaining unit could use it
as a negoitaling tool. “Once a peti-
tion is filed, we cannot set a salary,”
he said

George Dean, a library staff
member who is one of the par-
ticipants in applying for a bargaining
unit. said, “If I was on the Board of

Change Future of Cable Television

There are those who say vou c¢an
wrap the future of cable television
around your finger,

And each of these willowy marvels
van theoretically carry 166 channels
of laser<light TV signals — more than
triple the capacity of the most ad-
vanved coaxial cable — and do it
more reliably and with less in-
terference.

“With fiber you are constructing a
10.000-lane highway whereas today
vou have a single-lane horse-and-
buggy path,” says Irving Kahn, the
gruffly informal chairman of
BroadBand Communications Inc.

New Methods Suggested For Microwave Cookery

By JEANNE LESEM
UPE Fumily Editor

Eula Boardman
arranges vegetables like a
still life before cooking
them in a microwave oven,

Mrs. Boardman, of
Wichita, Kan., and
Benicia, Calif., says her
method yields better
results than the conven-
tional method using a

* covered casserole, adding
a tablespoon of water and
stirring at least once.

She says placement is
particularly important
with such vegetables as
broceoli, cauliflower and
asparagus because thin
portions cook faster than
thick, dense ones. So she

places lender tlorets and
asparagus tips toward the
center of cooking utensils
and the thicker, denser
stems toward the outer
edge so they finish cooking
at the same time.

Mrs. Boardman became
an expert on microwave
cookery about four and a
hall years ago when her
brother, then an appliance
dealer, delivered an oven
to her home in a San Fran-
cisco soburh but foreot the
booklet that came with it.
She was looking for ways to
make cooking easier after
suffering permanent motor
disability in an accident,

The Rule of Six

NEW YORK (UPI) —
Eula Boardman developed
a basic rule of six to es-
limate cooking time in
microwave ovens.

She says one pound of
raw solid food one inch
thick and at room
temperature uill cook in
six minutes on high power
in a 650-to 675-watt
microwave oven— if a cup
of cool tap water will boil
in that oven in two
minutes.

Using her rule as a
benchmark, reduce
cooking time if the food is:
less than one inch thice:,
very porous, warm, in
small particles or has a
high water content or if
oven watlage is above 675.
Add time if the food is:
more leian one inch thick,
very dense, at refrigerator
temperature, bulky or has
low water content or if the
oven watlage is below 650,

Mrs. Boardman says
variable power ovens can
be used to achieve cooking
results more nearly like
teiose of conventional

ovens,

Her power percentage
food guide based on that
principle recommends:

— 90-100 percent power
for foods with high water
content such as cakes,
fruits, vegetables, poultry,
seafood.

— B0 percent, or medium
high, reheating cooked
foods and general cooking

— 60-70 percent, or
medium high, less tender
meats, casseroles, meat
with high fat content

— 50 percent, or medium
to low, defrosting foods
less than one inch thick,
less tender meat culs.

~— 30-40 percent, or
medium low-simmer,
defrosting foods more
teian one inch thick, eggs,
all dairy products, high
starch foods, very tough
meats,

— 20 percent, for
simmering slews and
soups and slow cooker
recipes.

— 10 percent, to maintain
food temperature

and libraries couldn't
answer her questions, she
began experimenting.
Eventually she began con-
ducting seminars in
California for other oven
owners. She expanded her
work to other states
fallowing a revent move to
Wichita with her husband,
Wesley, a computer
analyst.

She is currently a consul-
tant to the California
Frozen Vegetable Council,
which processes 85 percent
of the frozen lima beans,
broceoli, Brussels sprouts,
cauliflower and spinach
sold in the United States.

Mrs. Boardman says
frozen vegetables cooked
her way retain better
texture and flavor than
those cooked conventional-
ly.

Before cooking she
defrosts the vegetables in
their boxes or poly bags on
& percent power until they
are crunchy and flexible

‘enough to allow ice

crystals and liquid to be
removed. She then cooks
the vegetables in a tightly
vovered container, using
the high power setting for
everything except lima
beans, for whicei she
prefers 30 percent power.

Mrs Boardman's
favorite microwave uten-
sils are oval, round or ring
shapes because they per-
mit even microwave
penetration. She uses tube
pans lo achieve the same
results with casseroles and
meatloaf. She converts 8-lo
1-inch rounds to rings by
either leaving the center
emply or placing a small
ramekin in the center 'and
arranging the food around
the outer edges. She says
this eliminates the need for
stirring and turning food
during cooking.

She compensates for the
absence of browning by
topping meat, fish or
poultry with such things as

prepared saucee or salad
dressings, fresh parsley,
sliced fresh fruit or
vegelables, bread crumbs
or . combinations : of
shredded or chopped
vegetables.

Since nature doesn't
provide many uniform
shapes in raw foods, Mrs,
Boardman pre-forms or
pre-cuts uneven foods
before cooking, For exam-
ple, she rolls fish fillets
and large pieces of meat
and slices carrots.

If food takes longer to
vook Lhan your recipe or
your oven's manufacturer
recommends, she says,
maybe the oven is not get-
ling enough power.

She recommends a
separate 110-voll line for
microwave ovens becguse
other heavy users of elec-
tricity on the same line —
refrigerators or freezers,
for instance — draw power
away

She also said the amount

of power coming into a
home varies slightly during
periods of he
The more people using
electricity at one time, the
less there is for each in-
dividual and the slower an
oven cooks,

Is a Problem

WASHINGTON (UPI) —
People who drive subcom-
pact cars are almost twice
as likely to hook up their
seat bells as are drivers of
full-sized cars, according
to a government survey.

The study also found
drivers and passengers of
both big and small cars
have trouble making the
belts work properly.

The basic conclusion of
the study by the National
Highway Traffic Safety
Administration: only 14
percent of all US. drivers
use their belts. In subcom-
pact, the figure jumps to
19.5 percent, compared
witei 9.6 percent for full-
sized cars,

The most common
problems reported with
belt usage involve comfort
of the upper body during
movement, pressure on the
user, poor fit and inability
to find the latch plate.

In 10 percent of the tests,
belts with tension-relieving
devices that allow slight
slackening for comfort
were founo to provide loo
much slack.

NHTSA said the Ford
Fairmont, Mazda and
Subaru got the best rating
in terms of belt usage trou-
ble, but even 35 to 40 per-
cent of the users of those
three makes reported
moderate or serious
problem

The worst ratings, in
descending order, went o
the AMC Pacer, the
Oldsmobile Cutlass and
teie Concord. In all three
cases moderate or serious
problems were reported by
more than 75 percent of the
users,

Glowing Watches

Those fancy new digital
wrist watches get their
glow from a radioactive
gas called tritium. An in-
itial investigation by the
eeuclear Regulatory Com-
mission says the watches
are safe for consumer use.

Increased exposure to
radiation occurs during
airline flights because
more radiation exists
higher up in the at-
masphere.

The gas in the watches is
sealed in glass tubes. The
report says the amount of
exposure is still likely to be
low il the tube is acciden-
tally broken. The report
adds the likelihood of that
kind of accident is remote

study of 3,662 alter-hours
patient calls found that
parents are more likely to
call a doctor after hours
when their sons are sick
than when their daughters
are. The study also in-
dicated women are twice
as likely as men to call a
doctor after hours,

Many after-hours calls
concern emotional dis.
orders or family quarrels,
the study indicated The

most common physical
complaints were acute in-
fections and minor
lacerations.

During regular hours,
the most common reasons
for a visit to the doctor
were a physical exam or a
hlood pressure check,

Q. I heard there was a re-
cent change in the law that
allows most workers to
work up until 70 il they
wish. Did that change the
age at which people can get
Social Security retirement
checks?

A. No. That law means
workers generally cannol
be forced to retire because
they reach 65, but it doesn't
change your Social Securi-
Ly rights. You can still app-
Iv for the full amount of
vour retirement al 65, or
for a permanently reduced
benelit as early as 62.

Q. By the time I retire at
65 in July, I'll have earned
$12.000. As this is over the
$4.500 annual limit for 1979,
does this mean | can't get
any Social Security checks
during the year?

A, There's a special rule
that applies in the first
vear of retirement, Under
this rule. we can pay you a
full benefit for each month
in 1979 that you don't work
lor your wages don’t
exceed $375), regardless of
what your local earnings
are for the year.

Q. I'm 60 and would like
to keep working as long as
my health holds out. How
will this affect the amount
of my Social Securily
check later on?

A. Since you will reach 65
aftér 1981, your monthly
benefit will be increased by
3 percent for each vear you
work past 65 and don’t
receive retirement checks,
(The increase is one per-
cenl per year for people
who reach 65 in 1981 or
before). Any wage in-
creases also can mean
bigger retirement checks
because benefit amounts
are based on average ear-
nings covered by Social
Security.

Q. I'll be eligible for
retirement benefits In a
couple of years and would
like to get a general idea of
how much I'll get. How can
I get an estimate?

A. Any Social Security
office can give you a post-
card you can mail in to get
a free statement of ear-
nings reparted for you: If
you are 57 or older, request
an estimate of what your

get SSI payments also gel
the cost-of-living in-
creases? And if so, what
about those who get both
Social Security and SSI?
A. Yes, Supplemental
Security Income payments
also increase with the cost
of living. For those who get

SAN ANTONIO, Texas
(UPI) — A biochemistry
professor says the dis-
covery of a unique mem-
brane which allows certain
bacteria to convert
sunlight into energy may
eventually lead lo the
development of a new type
of solar battery

Dr. Robert D. Renthal,
of the University of Texas-
San Antonio, sald it may be

possible to synthetically
duplicate the purple mem-
brane. It makes possible
the only known example of
photosynthesis which oc-
curs without chlorophyll,
the green plgment that
enables plants to use
sunshine.

“Scientists eventually
may be able to design a
plastic sheel, modeled on
the membrane, that can

store solar energy and
function as a solar
battery,” Renthal gaid.
The purple membrane,
which is similar to the pur-
ple pigmentation in the
retina of the human eye,
was discovered in red
bacteria found near the
Dead Sea and other salt
flats around the world
Cell biologist Walter
Stoeckenius; of the Univer-

sity of California-San Fran-
cisco, stumbled onto (he
purple membrane while at
Rockefeller University in
1965.

Renthal, operating with
$178,000 in grants from the
Public Health Serice and
Robert Welch Foundation,
wants to find oul how the
membrane, a specialized
patch formed in the red
bacteria, converts sunlight

inlo electrical energy.

He sald the purple mem-
brane may represent the
first hope of scientists to
overcome the highly un-
stable condition of
chlorophyll that has
prevented ils use lo
produce energy for man.

Renthal said sunlight ac-
tivates a pump-like
mechanism in the purple
membrane that carries

protons, the simplest form
of ion, across the cell
membrane In a process
similar to photosynthesis

“The ejected protons
produce an elec-
trochemical gradient {hat
the cell uses as a miniature
battery,” he said. “The
research also may con-
tribute to basic medical
knowledge,
