Cairo, Sept. 28 (JP)—In a 
dramatic radio broadcast to 
the nation, President Nasser 
today confirmed a military 
uprising in his Syrian region 
of the United Arab Republic. 
He called the crisis facing him 
the worst since the French- 
British invasion of Suez five 
years ago.

But he vowed to keep Syria in 
the UAR, declared he never will 
concede the dlscuselon o f the .Syr- 
ian-Egryptian union, and told hia 
Egyptian troopa in Syria to crUah 
the revolt even though it meana 
“Arab Wood will be ehed by 
Arabs.”

There are at leaet 16,000 Egyp­
tian troops in Syria, well armed 
and mechanized. It is not known 
how many Syrian troopa are in the 
region.

‘ ‘It is impossible that I  could 
join the enemiee o f nationaham 
and announce the dioeolutica of 
the United Arab Republic,”  he 
declared.

The former Vice Pivsident’s an­
nouncement in Los Angeles last 
night that he will seek the GOP 
nomination for governor does not 
neoesearily eUmlnate him as a 
contender for a second presidential 
try.

Nixon pledged to serve a fuU 
4-yesu: term if elected governor. 
But whUe declaring himeelf out of 
the 1964 .presidential race he de­
clined to say he would not respond 
to a draft. He waa asked ipecifie- 
ally about a draft and replied "I 
shall not seek the presidency in 
1964."

Nixon made it clear s e v e r a l  
weeks ago that if he ran for gov­
ernor and was elected, he would 
not expect to enter any state pres­
idential primaries in 1964.

His chances for the presidential 
nomination thus would be depend­
ent on the development of a nation­
wide draft movement In his behalf, 
with the hefty California conven­
tion vote serving as the base of his 
strength.

Rockefeller, who already has an­
nounced for re-election next year, 
might find himself in a position in 
a second term where he could enter 
such primaries. And Sen. John F. 
Kennedy proved in 1960 they fur­
nish valuable momentum toward a 
presidential nomination.

SerraJ was reported to have re- 
aented being “ kicked upstairs” to 
the vice presidency last month, be­
cause it involved a loaa of power 
m Syria and a corresponding in­
crease in authority for his rival, 
ICarahal Amer.

It was not yet clear what role. 
If any, SerraJ played in the revolt

In what was called a “United 
Arab Republic Broadcast,”  Da- 
BMscus Radio said the situation 
returned to normal “ because of the 
w M om ” of Amer and Gen. Gamal 
S êiaal, the Syrian army command-
•r.

At one‘ point Radio Damascus 
claimed that Marshal Amer, Nas­
ser’s chief reliance in crushing the 
revolt had been arrested in the 
predawn uprising.

It also declared all ports apd alr- 
Selds had been closed—to prevent 
reinforcement of the Egyptians— 
and that the rebels were “̂ l ly  in 
eontrol of the situation”^  in all 
parts o f S3rria.

The revolutionaries also claimed 
the support of the UAR Air Force 
KHumander in Syria and the army 
oomman^ers in western and sputh- 
sm  Syria.

But thejtreaty 
la Important for the West to the 
extent that It may limit the action 
they take.

T^ls in turn has a bearing on 
the prospective Blast-West nego­
tiations. Should Riuk and Gromy­
ko come to some informal under­
standing on the access Issue, gov­
ernments on both sides of the Ber­
lin dispute would have a much 
clearer Idea o f whether full-scale 
negotiations might be successful.

San Doha di Piave, Italy, Sept 
28 -Seven Italian nuna of the 
cloistered Order of St. Claire have 
been ousted from toe order as the 
result of a month-long dispute that 
finally erupted Into fighting within 
convent walla.

A Vatican decree ousting the 
nuns waa signed by Valerio Card­
inal Valeri, prefect o f the Vatican 
Congregation o f the Religious, 
which is charged with discipline of 
religious orders.

It was read by Msgr. Angelo 
Tommaslni, vicar general of the 
diocese of Treviso, which Includes 
this little town near Venice. Msgr. 
Tommaslni also announced t ^ t  
six men—a villager, two policemen 
and three monks from a neighbor­
ing monastery—were excommuni­
cated because they entered the 
cloistered convent The men had 
sought to stop the fighting. Roman 
Catholic Church law prolUbits men 
from entering cloistered convents 
without peiTnission.

Sources close to the vicar gen­
eral said the nuns would be rein- 
Btituted if they expressed regret 
for their action and submitted to 
discipline.

These sources also said that the 
men could win pardon by express­
ing penitence. One o f the men ex­
communicated is the local police of­
ficial who waa called to the scene 
when fighting among 15 nuns 
broke out two days opo in the Con­
vent o f the Holy Sacrament Dishes 
were hurled and several of the nuns 
were slightly injured.

- Early this morning Cairo Radio 
began broadcasting martial music 
and announced that Nasser would 
soon make an important speech.

At 9 a.m. Nasser 'went on the 
air with these words:

“I am speaking from the Cairo 
Radio station. This la the first 
time I have come personally to the 
station to address the people. 
Some troops of the First Army In 
Damascus this morning moved 
from Kacama Camp and occupied 
the radio station in Damascus and 
surrounded army headquarters.” 

Nasser termed any dislocation In 
the United Arab Republic more 
dangerous than outside aggres­
sion.

As Nasser left the radio sta­
tion and returned to his home 
after the broadcast he was cheer­
ed by small crowds which had 
quickly assembled near his home- 

“ Some people think that I will 
seize this opportunity to announce 
the dissolution of the United Arab 
Riepubllc,” Nasser said In the 
broadcast. "I am junable to do 
this. It Is not within my power.

.He said that he would ' never 
make such an announcement —: 
of his free will, or otherwise.

iVhat happened today la more 
serious than the 1956 evunt,” Nas­
ser said in reference to tha Sues 
invasion.

“That was foreign aggression 
but today’s action affects tha goals 
we have set In our long struggle 
for the Baku of our Arabism.’’

The mllitaiy mutiny was doubt­
less the more serious threat to 
Nasser since the United Arab Re­
public — Syria and Elgypt — ■was 
announced In 1958 following seri­
ous political upheaval in Syria. At 
that time the Communists ap­
peared to bu nearing a takeover in' 
the eastern Mediterranean eouH' 
try.

The streets of Cairo were csdm 
and there was no unusual militai^ 
acti-vity. Small groups of people 
gathered in cafes to listen to N u - 
ser'a speech which waa rebroeul- 
cast throughout tha morning, in­
terspersed by martial music.

During his speech Nasser refer­
red to Imperialism and Israel, 
which he claimed were watching 
and waiting to bring down toe 
United Arab Republic.

He said that the mutiny in 
Damascus would offer Israel an 
opportunity to achieve territorial 
■victories In Syria.

Nasser said despite the mutiny 
he intended to follow to the end 
his “political and social revolu­
tion.”

“ I am grieved by the knqwledge 
that unity has been affected by 
this movement anjl'''that Arab 
blood will be shed'^liy'’Arabs,”  he 
said. “But I pay this: The United 
.Arab Republic will remain in the 
vanguard of the Arab struggle 
thanks to the Arab people and 
army and their faith.”

'Let simmer until ten­
der, for Approximately torse 
hours.

Transfer the meat to a baking 
pan. Stick in 12 cloves and cover 
the meat with a mixture of one 
cup of honey and two teaspoons 
of commercial gravy coloring. Add 
a little water to the pan.

Boil potatoes in jackets, peel 
emd put them in the pan with 
meat. Bake in a moderate oven at 
3o0 degrees, basting the meat and 
potatoes frequently with syrup 
until glazed, for about 30 to 45 
minutes.

Wash and peel carrots,, cut In 
halves and then lengthwise. Boll 
c.-rrots in one cup of salted water 
imtil barely tender.

Place carrots in a buttered pan. 
Make a syrup by boiling one-half 
cup of remaining water ohd one- 
half cup of brown sugar. Add one 
tablespoon of butter. Brush car­
rots with the syrup. Bake until 
brown, basting twice with remain­
ing syrup.

He said hs was disturbed that 
California’s state government ex­
penditures are the, highest, in the 
nation, that law enforceihent is 
"below the national a'varage," 
that education has been "short- 
changed” because of "payofEa for 
.political boondogglhig,” that em­
ployment lagged behind popula­
tion spxYWth.

Nixon said he had reached this 
conclusion:

“ That the amiable but bungling 
man who presently is the governor 
of this state cannot clean up this 
mesa for -Which he is partially and 
in many instances substantially 
responsible.’’

Among those with whom ahe 
worked were composdr-director 
Victor Herbert and Joe Weber of 
the comedy team, Weber and 
Fields.

And she hasn’t  stopped singing.
Last faU, ahe entered Crestfleld 

to recuperate from a broken hip. 
During her stay there until Novem­
ber, ahe led many s  songfest 
around the dining room piano.

"They lasted aometimes for two 
and one-half hours," said Francis 
P. DellsFera, administrative direc­
tor at Crestfleld.

jerined in on It."

"In 1904, I  auditioned for Mme.

If you bor­
row gioo at 6 per cent, you pay 
bade 18.83 each month for a year, 
or a true intereat rate of over 10 
per cent 

Borrow by the diacount method 
and the lender aubtracta the finance 
charge. If you borrow $100 for a 
12-month period at 0 per cent you 
receive only $94 and repay $8J)S 
monthly. Thia ia fractionally cheap­
er than tha add-on method but atill 
not true 0 per cent rate aince you 
do not have the full uae of the $100 
for the full 12-month period.

Vinaily, you can be charged In­
tereat <m the unpaid baiance. Here 
the intereat charge ia caiculated 
each month on the amount you atili 
owe. Providing the rata of intaraat 
duuged ia the aame aa that of an 
add-on or diaoounted loan, the true 
cost ia lower becauae you pay in­
tereat on progreaaively amaller 
amounts.

How much intereat you wind up 
paying on any loan depends on sev­
eral factors; How good a credit 
risk you are, how .limg you choose 
to use tha money you borrow. It 
to leas expensive if you borrow for 
12 months than for 36. It also de­
pends on from whom you borrow.

"In the wonderland of credit, the 
eonsumer is almost never told the 
cost of debt in terms of true an­
nual intereat,”  writes m ilel Black 
in his recently published book "Buy 
Now, Pay Later.:’

Ihere is much that you can learn

pose of the world of lendera. 
Black’s big point is that stillng 
money has become an induatty in 
Itself. The aellera of credit are dis­
covering that more profit can be 
derived from debt itself and there­
fore the sale of the merehandiaa la 
beeotnlng secondary.

Doctor Says

From a number of e a a t t t r a d  > 
'Bourcea we have been informed 
of danger! to the well child that 
may surprise you as much Ai tosy 
surprised me.

The X-ray department of tha
Children’s Hospital in Southern 
California reports toe finding of 
serious bone damage in films tak­
en of toe extremitiea of, young­
sters who were not known to 
have been exposed to any injury. ^

In some of these instances, later 
investigation led to toe ausplcion 
that the injury had been inflicted 
by cruel or ignorant parents. /  

But in some it may have been 
that the damage .was caused by 
playfully tossing the child in tha 
air and catching it as it descend­
ed. Or by lifting the child by the 
arms. Or dragging it by the legs. 
Or yanking the youngster along 
while hurrying to cross toe street 
against traffic, for instance.

Since to'd child could give no 
account of these Incidents and 
might only react by crying or 
restlessness, the site and extent 
of the injury may not be detected. 
And, aince injury to growing bona 
may lead to later shortening and 
deformity, unleaa corrected im­
mediately, these seemingly trivial 
incidents may have far-reaching 
results labsr in life.

From the New York Up-atata 
Medical Center we learn that toera 
is more of the problem of poison­
ing in children than the mere fac­
tor of accld-ent.

The child who suffers a poiaon- 
Ing is apt to suffer a repetition of 
too experience. And toe "poison- 
prone" child is apt to be the par­
ticularly active and miaohievoua 
youngster of working parents. Tha 
boy is apt to be a dare-devil, high 
strung and impulsive. The girl, a 
"tomboy." And, in either instance,

10 "poison-prone” youngster ap- 
ikif to bo difficult to control and 

likely' to strike back when dis­
ciplined.

Ehren morS gurpriaing to ma is 
a atudy from Boston indicating 
that toe child who suffers a bum 
la one who may likely have had 
an emotional problem beforo toe 
accident took place.

Since bums are now toe sec­
ond most frequent cause ^for ac­
cidental death in children, exceed­
ing all toe cemtagious <Useasis>nt 
together, tola observation com­
mands toe attention of'conscienti­
ous parents.

To illustrate their point, toe 
B o s t o n  observers report that 
eight' of the 10 burned children 
whom they studied came from 
f a m i l y  backgrounds that w«re 
“ grossly distiurbed." This observa­
tion is of vast importance, not 
only in providing a clue to acci­
dent prevention, but also in caring 
for toe burned child.

For, imless toe emotional prob­
lem, is attacked at its roots, it 
may be impoaalble to get toechjld 
to co-operate in toe long drawn- 
out and often pal^ul program 
that is essential to recovery.

Dispatchers 
on duty at constable headquarters 
will handle all the calls and will 
activate the district’s fire sirens 
manually from switches'being In­
stalled today.

Also the alarm systems at the 
Lake St. and Vernon elementsuy 
schools will be included In the new 
hook-up. Tile school alarm sys- 
tema function automatically when 
the schools are empty, but may be 
activated manually at alarm boxes 
when the schools are staffed.

District commissioners In recent 
meetings decided on the changeov­
er of the alarm system for more 
efficiency and quicker response. 
Until now, fire alarms received at 
the county home were relayed to 
the fire departments and to the 
public safety building.

At one Ume the commissioners 
favored Installing a special cmifer- 
ence telephone system to notify 
key fire department personnel the 
minute a fire was reported. How­
ever the telephone company rec­
ommended holding off until extend­
ed local dialing service Is available 
in town. The fire district is pres­
ently served iby two telephone ex­
changes reqmrlng toll charges be­
tween them.

Six-Day Riders End Grind 
Tonight at New York Garden

New York (fP) 
race st Madison Square (Jarden 
ends at midnight tonight—Just 
where It started.

For a week, lees one day, two- 
man teams have rolled around the 
high-banked w o o d e n  oval like 
squirrels in a cage, sometimes at 
the pace of your Aunt Minnie out 
for a Sunday ride at Uie turn of 
the century, at other times pedal­
ing furiously at astonishing speed.

-The latter activity is when it is 
announced that Joe’s Diner or 
Pete's Bar and Grill has offered 
825 for a sprint.

There are designated times dur­
ing the day and evening when the 
riders are ordered to Sprint, and 
sometimes the sprints are pro­
longed as the competitive Instinct 
forces the riders to go at top speed 
longer than necessary.

The spectators never know who 
1s ahead, but the announcer seems 
to know. He speaks in such terms 
as "jams" and "stealing laps" with 
authority. It all has the peculiar 
fascination of a roller derby, with 
the fans not knowing just what is 
happening, but whatever it Is they 
SLre all for it.

How do these racers to nowhere 
make out financially ?

There was a time when they did

New Haven, Sept. 29 (JP)— tH w mpeoiiivtUe and WIndeor Locke
The Southern New England 
Telephone Co, (SNETCo) to­
day applied for a rate in­
crease it said would . .provide 
an additional $11.9 million in 
annual revenue.

The Inereaae would mean higher 
ehargeg for home and buaineaa 
telephone aervlce and extenalon 
telephonea. I t  alao would boost Ini­
tial-period and overtime rates for 
some toll calls within the state.

The company’s announcement 
here, made as Its application was 
being filed with the State Public 
Utilities COmtnUaion In Hartford, 
said the Increases we..> needed "to 
help offset continuing inflation 
and pay an increase in state taxes 
that will amount to almost $5 mil­
lion next year alone.”

The Announcement did not pre­
sent precise monthly figures but 
said the increases would amount to 
one to two cents daily for most 
home telephone eervlco and up to 
five cents a day for business tele­
phones. The Increase for extension 
telephones would be 2S cents a 
month.

Syria Cuts Links with U AR; 
Nasser Calls Off Invasion

Egyptian Paratroops 
Reported Wiped Out

Beirut, Lebanon, Sept. 29 (/P)— Syria reasserted its inde­

pendence today after less than four years as a region of the 
United Arab Republic and .set up a new civilian government 
supported by rebel army officers.

President Gamal Abdel Nasser of the UAR bowed to the 
revolutionary command which led the predawn uprising yes­
terday.

He announced that he had recalled troc^, planes and war­
ships sent to crush the revolt, and indicated he would leave 
to the Syrians the task of working out their future.

“The regime of tyranny has gone forever,” said Damascus 
broadcasts proclaiming independence from Cairo, accusing 
Nasser of turning Syria into a prison and disputing his claim 
to Arab leadership.

Speaking to tf. crowd of 100,OOQ. in Cairo, Nasser said the 
entire Egyptian Navy, Air Force and two Army regiments 
were sent to Syria yesterday, but were recalled to avoid blood­
shed when the rebels took over Latakia, Syria’s chief port.

FuReral Rites Held 
For HammHFskjold

Uppsala, Sweden, Sept. 29 UP) — 

The world community said fare­
well to Dag Hammarakjold at hia 
funeral today.

In the Gothic austerity of Upp­
sala’s 700-year-old Lutheran Ca­
thedral, Sweden’s archbishop-em­
eritus, the Moat Rev. Erltog Ei- 
dem, paid eloquent tribute to his 
countryman, sa3dng: ,

“ We are gather^  here to the 
house of Cod, around the bier 
where rest the remains of a faith­
ful son of his fatherland-—a de­
voted servant of all mankind.”

No less eloquent was an Amer­
ican, Vice President Lyndon B. 
Johnson, representing President 
Kennedy, who said upon arriving 
to Sweden a few hours before the 
funeral:

"Hia devotion was to prioplples 
that are universal—and to a mor­
al law  ̂which is undesttjictible.
"  “ His service to these causes 
through Che United Nations is 
proof that mortkl man can owe 
his ultimate loyalty to deathless 
Ideals.”

Pausing dramatically, the Vice 
President added;
, “The name of Dag Hammar­

akjold has entered history—and 
history confers its highest honors 
for heroes o f peace." , 

Hammarakjold, for eight years 
secretary-general of the United 
Nations, perished Sept. . 18 to a 
plane crash in Rhodesia while fly­
ing on a Congo peace mission. 
Fifteen oth<;r persons died with 
him.

Choking back his grief, Amer­
ica’s Ralph Bunche expressed the 
thoughts o f many who are per­
plexed about the future fate of 
the U.N.:

"W e are like a crew that has 
lost Its captain.”  j "

In the wan sunlight, thousands 
assembled to this old university- 
cathedral city, Hammarskjold’s 
home town. Only 2,000 of them— 
all invited guests—could be admit­
ted to the cathedral. Leading the 
mourners was King Gustaf 'VI and 
Queen Louise.
' The massed voices of the choir 

swelled the cathedral with the 
singing of a  hymn:

“ I f  on an e'ril day the darkness 
claims me . . . and I  have no 
strength to carry the burdens of 
life . . . then oh, Ixird, your love 
w ill carry me through.-, ;**

Marked by six tall candles, the 
'bier lay before the altar surround­
ed by wreaths—enough to fill a 
country graveyard.

I t  was''Archbishop Eidem who 
officiated a t the funeral o f Dag 
Hammarskjold’s faUier, Hjalmar^ 
to 19M, the year his son became, 
the U.N.'s secretary general.

As ha finished his funeral ad­
dress, the Archbishop sprinkled a 
few  ftogerfuls o f earth over the 
coffin and Intonedr 

"From  duet thou art mma 
unto duet thou ehalt return.. .Jesus 
Christ our aavlort shall rise thee 
up to (he last day

^longer than A football field, there 
were only two sounds — the arch­
bishop’s voice And soft sobbing.

When the archbishop emeritus 
finished, the primate of Sweden, 
Archbishop Gunnar Hultgren, took 
over. He and the congreg;ation 
joined to the burial antiphons.

This was followed by the s in ^ g  
of Handel's majestic Messiah by 
Swedish opera star Elisabeth S<v 
derstrom.

After a final chorus of the Pas­
sion of St. John, sung by the choir, 
eight students of Uppsala Univer­
sity moved slowly to the bier and 
gently lifted It.
. Wearing their white caps, they 

bore the coffin slowly up the long 
center aisle to the great door and 
behind the flags of Sweden and the 
United Nations moved Into proces­
sion.

NLRB Now Decides 
‘Agency Shop’ Legal

Ihroutfioat the vAAt eathednU, be/Ald.

•Woshtogittoi, Sept. 29 (ff)—T h e f 
National Labor Relations Board 
held today that the “agency ahop”
Is legal under the Taft-Hairtley 
Act, revaraing a derision made by 
the NLRB as It was constituted 
to. the administration o f former 
President Dwight' D. Shsenbower.

The board reconkidered and re­
versed by a 4-1 vote a 3-2 derision 
handed down last FVbrusry before 
appointees of President Kennedy 
took plaosB On the panel.

The case Involves a dispute be­
tween General Motors Corp. and 
the United Auto Workers to In­
diana.

The agency shop Is a de'vlce 
under wMrii workers need not join 
a unkm to hold their jobs, but 
must pay the union sums equiv­
alent to the fees and dues paid by 
union members.

The new ruling is that this is 
“a lawful form o f union security 
contract.”

NLRB accordingly, ordered GM 
to bargain on the agency shop for

Tha.dsctston to 
e s ^  case, however, 'would depend 
on the plurutog o f the state law 
and the rireumstanees o f each ease,

However, the decision positively 
reaffirms the legality of the agency 
shop to all 31 states which do not 
have right-to-work laws. I f  the 
employes o f any company to such 
a state want an agency shop,, the 
employers'are-imder NLRB  com­
pulsion to bargain on the issue.

The 4-member majority -opinion 
sedd there Is no doubt . that an 
agency ahop contract Is permissible 
to the meaning o f the Taft-Hartley 
Law under "what we believe is the 
clear Intention bf 'Oongress.”

In' a dissenting opinion, former, 
NLRB Chairman Boyd Leedom, an 
Eisehhower appointee, argued the 
device could not -be lawful to a 
state like Indiana “where employ­
ment cannot la'wfully be condi­
tioned on literal membership.”  I f  
non-iuilonista must meet the same 
dues requirements, Leedom assert­
ed, they w ill be encouraged to join 
the UAW.

This was substantially the argu­
ment made by GM to resisting the 
agency shop. The Indiana courts 
have held that the agency shop 
does not violate the state’t  rlght- 
to-work law, so both OM and UAW 
submitted the case to .NLRB under 
a  stipulation tbat the legality of 
the device to terme of tbe ImUAnA 
law was opt at Issue.

The UAW bad proposed tbe 
agreement to cover (3M'A plants to 
Anderaon,., Bedford, Kokomo. In­
dianapolis, Marion and Muncle, af­
ter u e  Indiana Appellate Oouri 
ruled In 1909 tbat tha atate law 
does not bar the agenov abop.
