HARTFORD (AP) — A gas
company executive got in his
licks at an eleciric company as
the State Public Utilities Com.

practices of utilities.

Robert H, Willis, president of
the Hartford Gas Co., told the
PUC Monday that guarantees
to customers that utility bllls
would not exceed a certain
amount were, in his opinion, *'il-
1083-1-"

“M this kind of promotional
practice was discontinued, the
customers and all the utilities
would be betler off,” Willis
sald.

He was referring to an agree-

ment between the Hartford Elec.
tric Light Co. and the Univer.
sity of Connecticut. HELCO
promised the university that the
annual electric bill at the new
medical-dental center under con«
struction in Farmington would
not exceed $545,000, if the uni.
versity agreed to accept elec
tric systems.

Willis also sald that the school
would use much more electri-
city than HELCO said it would,
and that HELCO should be
charging the university about
$1.3 million & year.

He said his firm could provide
alternative gas systems and the
gas itself for $800,000 a year.

Faulty Gantry
Blocks Launch
Of ‘Explorer’

COAPE KENNEDY, Fla, (AP)

School Board Backs Plan .

For Adult Basic Edgc,ation

The board of education has
given the green light to a pro-
posed $10,450 program of basic
adult education to be 100 per
cent financed under the Eco-
nomic Opportunity Act.

The board voted the go-ahead
at #s Monday meeting after
studying the proposal, prepared
by Sidney Cohen, occupational
coordinator for the schools, who
will now submit an application
for funds, :

Preliminary approval of the
plan had been given by the
board last month. >

It calls for vroviding night
school classes at Manchester
High School for town and area
residents over the age of 18
with less then an 8th grade edu-
cation,

Tentative plans ocall for opera~
ting classes beginning in Sep-
tember two nights per week
from 7 to 9 p.m. for approxi-
mately 40 students, The pro-
gram would run 36 weeks.

The curriculum would in«
clude basiec courses in reading,
mathematics,
sirdlls (writing and speaking),
economics, atudy skills, and so
forth designed to upgrade per-
sons with minimal educations,
who are considered to attain the
lowest income level and em-
ployment potential,

In his study of local need,
Cohen cited statistics from the
1960 US. Census, which ese
timated that 8,360 local adults
have less then an  Bth grade
education,

His study also stated, “the larg-
est numbers of adults needing
basic education are located in
pockets in the central areas of
town between Charter Oak 8t
and N. Msain 8t. Degree of pov-
erty is estimated at approxi-
mately 7 per cent (750 fami-
lien) with incomes under $3,000
(1980 census) with unemploy-
ment at 3.2 per cent for the men
and 6.01 per cent for the wom-
m‘l'

Cohen noted in his report to
the board that motivation of in-
terest and attendance in the pro-

Although the town curreatly
operates a program of adult
education at the high school, the
only classes designed for thase
with little or no formal eduda-
tion are English for the Fore
Born, which have small 1-
ments.

Computers Could Predict
Our Behavior, Doctor Says

ATLANTIC CITY, N.J. (AP)
— Development appears feasi-
ble for electronic computers
that would predict human be-
havior — including how people
would vote in an election — a
psychiatrist said today.

The trick could be done if
-enough brain power — and mon-
ey — were put in to a "crash
program’ designed to perfect
datadeeding and other tech-
niques needed jo activate such
robols, declared Dr, Daniel
Cappon of the University of To-
ronto,

Such an achievement could
advance psychiatry by half a
century, he said in a report t
the 122nd annual meeting of the
American Psychiatric Associa-
tion.

Cappon said he is convinced
the goal is feasible on the basis
of his own use of a computer for
the past five years as an aid in
psychiatric research.

He said he has used it for
such things as rapid calculation
of experimental results and as a
means of information storage
and retrieval. And, most recent-
ly, in promising -experiments
eimed at translating entire psy-
chiatric histories into a relative.
1y simple “computer language.”

"“There is no reason why,'' he
sald, “‘once dala incorporating
tha life experience and mental
stale of persons — such as pa-
tients and controls — {s put into
computers, this could not be
subsequently tapped to answer
questions about how people
might behave under certain cir-
cumstances, for example, under
conditions of atress, of treat-
ment, or in casting a vote.

“If enough information Is
stored — and if the computer
yields sufficient crileria to be
subsequently reprogrammed, it
should . be possible to ask com-
puters, on behalf of the popula-
tion they represent, to make
decisions between alternate fu-

tures and thus enhance the
predictability of human behav~
lor.”

He added: “While it is true
that a computer can not do what
a man with a paper and pencil
could do eventually, and that it
spews out only what has origi-
nally been put into it, in other
forms, it is aiso true that ils
possibilities are limited mainly
by imagination and intelli-
gence."

East Hartford QOounterpart

No record of the appearance
of the inlerior of the Wood-
bridge Tavern is known, but &
description of a hostelry in East
Hart{ord in the period, also kept
by a Woodbridge, is probably
very similar,

“One of the oldest public
houses,” says Joseph Goodwin
in his *“History of East Harb
ford," published in 1879, “wua
kept by the Wells family, This
tavern was, In its day, one of
the most resorted to In town.
It was kept in 1811 by the
Woodbridge family and in 1817
by a Mr. Buckler. It has a low
spacious bar-room, with a slat-*
inc'~~~d bar, with a large fire-
plt on one gide. The “best
ch. er was, unti lately, com-
plete in its ancient furnishings,
with flowery blue wallpaper and
two high post bedsteads can-
opled with large-figured blue
curtains, It had curtain rests,

_ like rosettes of brass, and brass

andirons in its fireplace, over
which hung old-time prints of
historic scepes, cheaply colored
and nearly a hundred years old.
The other chambers were as
bare as a barracks. A low-ceil-
inged hall and two corner fire-
places and a bench around the
wall was kept for dancing par-
ties, which used especlally to
please boys in sleighing time,
having gay times and racing
théir horses with tremendous
jangling of bells up and down
the street; their aleighs were
large, -high-backed, gresn’and
yellow affairs, with red or green
linings. . .Here once stopped the
gay, stage coaches that rattle
on the Boston and Providence
turnpiktes to give their horses a
mouthful of water and their
passengers & chance bo visit the
bar within if they chose”

. Other Orford Taverns

Although the most prominent,
the Woodbridge Tavern was by
no means the only one in Or
ford Parish. Two members of
the Olcott family ran taverns in
the Hop Brook area, near the
present Olcott and Spencer Sts.

The board of education has unammounly voted to re-
quest the board of directors to include a mew Lincoln
School in plans for the proposed Downtown Renewal
project, expected to go before the voters in a fall refer-,

endtim,

The- board's. decision to aban-
don Lincoln came at its Mon-
day meeting, following the lat-
est of numerous discussions over
the fate of the old school at
the Center built about 1910.on a
one-acre site. In its delibera-
tions, the board came to the
conclusion that Center Springs
Park would be the only logical
site in the Center area large
enough to accommodate a new
school and heard an _opinion
from Supt, of Schools Willlam
Curtis that the park land could
“probably” be made available,

The antiquated condition of
the school has been the object
of considerable consternation
from Lincoin parents in recent
months, who have been agitat-
ing for iniprovements through
the Lincoln School Parents As-
sociation.

Mrs. Virginia Celinski chair-
man of the assoclation's im-
provements committee, who has
spoken to the board several
times in the past, was on hand
again Monday night. At the out-~
set of the discussion, she asked
the board to “consider our
gchool with its limited site and
facilities.”

She said that next fall six
classes will have 28-30 pupils
(the board-established ratio is
25 to a teacher) and that gen-
erally “conditions are getting
worse."”

“Are you prepared to support
& new achool, or to spend $200,-
000 to fix an old Iinadequate
bullding?"* she asked.

At her request, members of
the school board, General Mana-
.ger Robert Weiss, and several
of fhe directors recently had
toured . Lincoln to examine the
eondition of the school, termed
“deplorable” by the parents ss-
pociation.

Mrs. Katherine Bourn, In re-
ply, offered the observation that
under plans for Downtown Re-
newal the relocation of Main 8t
at the Center would take some
of the school property.
