nUs is our final column be­
fore Christmas, and 1 should 
like at this time, to wish ^ ch  of 
you a Joyous holiday season.

‘Ihe Met is apparently going 
to open again. Bing is still talk­
ing about an "Aida" on Dec. 29, 
but since he put in a call for 
first rehearsal on Dec. 14, this 
only gfives him two weeks to get 
his first production on the 
state. It  may be possible, but 
I  doubt it. Further, James Mc­
Cracken, who was supposed to 
Bing the Radames, "is now 
bound by other commitments."

Maybe you’ll recall that two 
weeks €tgo 1 doubted he would 
be back. Tenor Gianni Raimon­
di, and sopranos Marie Collier 
and Elena Sullotis, are likewise 
engaged e’sewhere and won’t 
be back for the abbreviated sea­
son, now s<^>eduled for 16 
weeks.

Let’s review things for a mo­
ment. In the first place, 14 tin- 
ione were involved, not Just the 
pit musicians who got the most 
publicity and the AGMA mem­
bers who comprise chorus and 
bcUlet. All were wlllln<r to start 
the season on time with the new 
contractual agreements being 
retroactive to the beginning of 
the se€UK>n.

This was not according to the 
ideas of Mr. Bing, who ruled 
that all workers should be sign­
ed up before he would open the 
house. In short, it was a "Lock­
out" which was admitted by a 
lawyer for the Met, allowing the 
participants to qualify for un­
employment Insurance. Mr. 
Bing wanted his way, not ,a sea­
son of opera.

Mr. Bing is now loudly cry­
ing that his deficit this season 
will be about |7 million, twice 
the deficit of the 1608-69 season. 
Remember I  told you to take his 
statements with plenty of 
sodium chloride? I ’ll give you 
some figures and you can de­
cide just how much salt you l̂l 
need to make his story palat­
able.

One-half of $7 million is |8V& 
million, of course. Now Mr. 
Bing hasn’t actually said that 
this is caused by raises in pay 
to orchestra, choristers, and 
ballet personnel, but he has only 
disclosed the raises for them 
and Inferred they were the 
heinous offenders to cause the 
startling increase.

’There are about 100 pit musi­
cians; they got raises of $40 per 
week, this Is $4,000 per week 
for the entire orchestra, and for

16 weeks amounts to $04,000. 
There are likewise about 100 
choristers who got raises of $21 
per week or $2,100 per week for 
the bunch. In 16 weeks this 
amounts to $33,600. There can't 
be much over 60 dancers, if 
that. They got" a $38 weekly 
raise which in the end comes 
to exactly the same amount as 
the chorus, $33,600. All this 
totals $131,200.

I don’t know about stage 
hands, electricians, and so on. 
Lets assume they got as much 
as the musicians; another $64,- 
000. The total still doesn’t add 
to $200,000. This would seem to 
be $3,300,000 short of Herr 
Bing’s lamenting figure. Obvi­
ously an audit is in order some­
where. Incidentally, the pit mu­
sicians lost more than that 
$200,000 figure in wages alone.

Is it any wonder that there is 
plenty of bitterness? Harold 
Klltzik who was chairman of the 
orchestra’s negotiating commit­
tee, had this to say in part: 
"The bitterness will last. . .They 
locked us out and gave us an 
ultimatum . . .TTie management 
and staff are still at tremendous 
odds with the employes."

The question, of course, still 
remains as to whom Mr. Bing 
will get for casts. As I  pointed 
out earlier in this column, he 
let most of his Important sing­
ers go in November, and they 
are mostly now engaged else­
where. They have hardly any 
more love for Bing than the in­
strumentalists. In fact, since 
they probably lost more money 
than the pit men, they probably 
love him even less.

If Bing wants public support, 
the least he can do is publish 
his figures in full and under­
standable form. At present, it 
looks as though he Is deceiving 
public and sponsors alike.

Now the Met seats 8,788 
people. It 1s almost invariably 
sold out, as you know, if you 
have tried to obtain tickets. 
Let’s round it off at 8,700 to take 
care of critics, visiting firemen, 
and so on. These are sold 7 
times a week (6 evenings and 
a matinee) for a total weekly 
attendance of about 26,000.

An increase of 80 cents per 
seat would raise $208,000 during 
the 16-week season compared to 
the $200,000 1 have previously 
been at pains to calculate for 
you. The audience can certainly 
afford half a buck more per 
seat for opera. Of course, that 
Is not $8,800,000 but Mr .Bing

hasn’t satisfactorily explained 
that ,figure which seems to 
come from thin air. Have you 
decided how much salt you need 
yet?

Now let’s take a further look. 
There are 67 boxes in the audi­
torium, 29 on the Parterre lervel 
and 38 on the Grand Tier level. 
That 'Grand Tier”  level 
amounts to the first balcony and 
seats less than 800 peofrie. The 
boxes have "retiring rooms" so 
thOit those who are bored with 
the performance can go and 
play poker or otherwise divert 
themselves. They art for the 
very rich high society, where 
the women want to gase around 
and see vdiati the other women 
are wearing : in the way of 
clothes and jewelry.

But we haven’t got tha<t kind 
of society any more, and this 
represents a terrible waste of 
spcme. Bilbreover, there is a 
big promenade tor the old bat­
tle-axes to show off during in­
termissions.

I f  you jtmked this anachron­
ism of boxes and miterooms, 
making the promenade small­
er, and extending the front a 
little. I ’m sure you could get 
about 780 extra seats in the 
house. They boast that they turn 
away 800 would-be patrons a 
night so they would Im  sold all 
right, Euid at $18 a copy. This 
would amount to $11,280 per 
night!

This wouldn’t reach Mr. 
Bing’s phenomenal $8,800,000 
per eumum but it would reach 
$2,800,000. But then as Francis 
Robinson once said to me, when 
I suggested this idea while the 
house was still building, "Who 
wants to go to a ‘Paramount- 
Publlx’ theater to see opera?" 
Who want’s Mr. Bing’s vary 
questionable deficit either?

The court acquitted iCorde- 
chai Rachamim, 23, an Israeli 
security guard aboard the air­
liner who killed a fourth Arab 
commando.

The Arabs, Mohamed Abu el 
Heiga, 24; Tawdk Ibrahim 
Yousaef, 34, and a 22-year-old 
woman scluxMteacher, Ahmina 
Dahbour, are members of the 
Popular Front for the Libera­
tion of Palestine. The 307 days 
they have been under arrest will 
be deducted from their sen­
tences.

The court accepted Racham- 
im’s contention that he shot the 
Arab in self-defense. The prose­
cution contended that the com­
mando, Abdel Mehsen, had 
thrown down his gun before Ra­
chamim fired.

The three Arab defendants 
were found guilty on six 
charges, including premeditated 
killing, causing grievous bodily 
harm, endangering and disturh 
Ing public air traffic and the 
lives of many persons.

The trio heard the translation 
of the verdict without flinching. 
They remained silent, as they 
have since the trial opened Nov. 
27. They contended that the pro­
ceedings were illegal.

Rachamim smiled briefly and 
nodded to acquaintances on the 
Cither aide of the bulletproof 
glass partition protecting the 
court. He was rushed away by 
Swiss security police, and it was 
not known whether he would fly 
to Tel Aviv at once or return to 
the hideout of Israeli friends 
where he has beCh staying dur­
ing the trial.

AWAIT DEVELOFMENtra
BEFORE YOU FINESSE

I  sometimes show today’s 

hand to a class of students to 
see bow well they can guess. 
f’Which finesse succeed?" 
I  ask. "Cubs or diamonds?** 
And I  urge members of the 
class to vote for the finesse that 
they prefer. They get what vot­
ers usually get — cynical.

South dealer.
East-West vulnsrable.
Opening lead — Three of 

Spades.
South should not choose a 

finesse until he sees what hap­
pens at the Rrst trick. Dedar- 
er plays dununy*s queen 
spades and awaits develop­
ments.

As the cards lie, the queen of 
spodee vdns the first trick. New 
South is safe if West wins a 
later trick because South’s king 
of spades will win a trick if 
West leads spades. East is the 
dangerous opponent since the 
king of spades will not win a 
trick if East leads a spade.

Declarer must therefore try 
the club finesse. He is satiafled 
even though the finesse loses. 
West cannot make a damaging 
return, and South is sure to win 
one spade, three hearts, two 
diamonds and three clubs.

What BUgfat Have Been
If the cards were just slight­

ly different. East might be able 
to Mdn the first trick with the 
ace of spades. For example, the 
seven and ace of spades might 
be exchanged.

East will return a spade, and 
South refuses the second trick. 
South wins the third spade and 
must now keep West out of the 
lead. South therefore tries the 
diamond finesse. The finesse 
loses, but East is out of spades.

East cannot make a damag­
ing return, and South makes his 
gaihe with one spade, three 
hearts, four diamonds and oao 
club.

The hand is an exercise in 
recognizing which opptment is 
dangerous and in developing 
tricks in such a way as to keep 
the dangerous opponent out of 
the. lead.

Hanrahan Raps 
Jury Probe Of 
Panther Deaths

Castro Bans 
Humor From 
Cane Fields

MIABC (AP ) —Fidel Oastro 
strode into a cane field Sunday 
and warned that anyone who 
joked about the sugar crop har­
vest woulibi’t get a chance to 
tell the joke twice.

Castro, who called off Christ­
mas in Cuba because he wanted 
everyone in the fields working 
for a record sugar crop harvest, 
had five North Vietnamese, five 
Viet Cong ooldlera and a rash 
of Cuban oCflolals in tow when 
he threatened to sssassllnate 
anyone who tried to sabotage 
the reaping, Radto Havana re­
ported.

"From now on, we will assas­
sinate without a single thought 
of any kind everybody who tries 
to sabotage the harvest," the 
prime minister said.

"In this fight of the people to 
go ahead, to win the battle of 
underdevriopment, we are not 
going to move without compli­
ance before the lackeys and the 
miserable ones who, in the oerv- 
lee of imperialism try to sabo­
tage us.

“ In this there are no middle 
terms, no options of any kind. 
To him edw jokes about this, I 
say that it ts a joks that he 
won’t have the chance to re­
peat."

Castro has staked the reputa­
tion of his revolutkm on a  prom­
ise that the Communist island 
this year will harvest 10 mUUoa 
tons of sugoiv the nation's prin­
cipal money crop. His current 
reicord of million was set in 
1163, before Castro cams to 
power.

H m  broadosst said Oastro 
boasted volunteers to help with 
the harvest were coming from 
all over the world, including 300 
American youth.

CHICAGO (A P ) — State’s 
Atty. Ejdward V. Hanrahan crit­
icized the Justice department 
for calling a special grand jury 
to investigate the killing of 
two Black Panther party lead­
ers in a Dec. 4 raid by police.

PIeuis for the grand jury probe 
were announced in Washington 
Friday by Atty. (3en. John N. 
Mitchell. He said such an inves­
tigation is necessary to douse 
rumors surrounding the Incident.

Hanrahan said later Friday 
that in using the grand jury to 
conduct the investigation, the 
Justice Department is bypassing 
an established procedure of first 
questioning those involved in the 
case.

The Cook Coimty prosecutor, 
a former U.S. district attorney, 
said Panther members hod re­
fused earlier to talk with FBI 
agents about the raid.

" I t  is outrageous that the De­
partment of Justice would aban­
don its established practices be­
cause of the refusal of the Black 
Panther party to tell the truth 
to FBI agents," Hanrahan said.

He added the 14 police who 
took part in the predawn raid 
in which Fred Hampton, 21, 
leader of the Illinois Panthers, 
and Mark dark, 23, were killed, 
would talk with agents.

" I t  is amazing that the Black 
Panthers, who claim their civil 
rights were violated, would re­
fuse to support their claims by 
giving facts to the FBI," Han­
rahan said.

He charged the Panthers "Usd 
about the conduct of our officers 
and accused them of murdering 
Fred Hampton and Mark 
dark .”

Several Negro leaders, led by 
Roy WiUdns, executive director 
of the National AssociaUon tor 
the Advancement of Colored 
People had urged the Justice 
Department to investigate the 
incident.

Wilkins and Arthur J. Gold­
berg, former Supreme Court 
justice, plan to hold a private 
inquiry into the deaths.

PoUce Supt. James B. Conllsk 
issued a statement Friday 
which said the department’s in­
ternal inspecUon division had in­
vestigated the incident and said 
there was no misconduct on the 
part of poUce.

Hie men who conducted the 
raid. In a search for Ulegal 
weapons, were Chicago poUce 
assigned to Hanrahan’s office.

Town Asked to Reopen 
Old Schoolhouse Im .

The selectmen were t̂ >- 
proached at their recent meet­
ing by H r .  and Mrs. J<dm 
Syzdek regarding the re-opoiing 
of OW Schoolhouse La., discon­
tinued by the town many years 
ago.

Atty. Leon Lewis, represent­
ing the Syzdeks, argued that the 
road never was discontinued of­
ficially, according to his search 
into old town Kcords.

He said that in betober of 
1897 a town meeting voted to 
discontinue the road from the 
house of MUo DavoU to that of 
William Johnson and to fence 
up the road. Lewis said he 
could find no action taken from 
the DavoU house south. Hte 
next action, Lewis continued, 
was on Dec. 31, 1941, when the 
selectmen voted to discontinue 
as pubUc highways aU roads in 
town previously discontinued by 
vote. Lewis said he felt that 
both sel3ctmen and town meet­
ings must act to discwitinue a 
road..

He added, “This is an old sore 
and I am not the first attorney 
to take a cirack at it. I  question 
whether It is possible to wait 43 
years before doing this."

Lewis said the grievance is 
that the Syzdeks are entitled to 
some kind of town maintenance 
tor (xmvenience, lights, delivery 
of oil and fire protection.

Town counsel Robert Hagger­
ty asked what year a bouse had 
last stood on the foundation and 
was told that nobody could re- 
membar. Syzdek said he first 
buUt <m the property in 1966 and 
there was no house there at that 
time. Be admitted he knew the 
road had been abandoned.

Selectman Robert Tuttle ask­
ed why Syzdek bad buUt so far 
ffom the road when be owned 
land down to the hi^iway, but 
Syzdek said the land was too 
wiet at that point to be buUt 
upon.

Jack Levy, a neighbor who 
lives on the old Davi^l proper­
ty, said he would be willing to 
share expenses for a road of 
about 800 feet but he added that 
he was not willing to do this 
if Syzdek would want to  open 
tqi the road all the way wittiln 
a few years.

Selectmen agreed to In- 
veatigate the matter further be­
fore coming to any decision.

Dismal Days At The UN
’nUs seosion of the Qeneral Auem bly 

of the United Nations opened with Anjde 
Brooks of Liberia, assuming her office 
as President of the Assembly, making 
an eloquent plea for the nations of the 
earth to begin taking the United Nations 
—the one clear hope any of them has for 
survival—seiiously.

The same Miss Brooks delivered an­
other speech, the other day, as the Qen­
eral Assembly closed tts 24th annual ses­
sion.

She made another eloquent appeal, 
this time for specific things, like cease­
fires In Nigeria, In the Near Bast, in 
Vietnam.

There Is small chance that her apjieal 
will be heard, or even picked up and 
echoed by anybody else.

And her futile plea was only one of 
many contributions to what was as dark 
and mournful an adjustment of this po­
tential world legislature as could be 
imagined.

With the world visibly engaged In 
three armed conflicts In defiance of the 
purported laws and purposes of the 
United Nations, the General Assembly 
spent much of the last day of Its session 
wrangling over Just which motto It 
should adopt for next year’s celebration 
of the 26th anniversary of the United 
Nations.

Should It be, the weighty debate went, 
"Peace, Justice and Progress,”  as the 
Assembly voted, back In Ootober, or 
should It be reduced back to Just "Peace 
and Progress,”  a version for which some 
stamp sets had already been printed?

The United Nations General Assembly 
finally settled this Important question by 
voting to make both versions official, 
and Issue beth kinds of stamps.

While the Assembly Itself was concern­
ed with such vital last day business. Its 
most powerful member was, off In a 
news conference, giving an example of 
how seriously It was taking the world or- 
ganlxaUon It helped create.

One of the things the Assembly had 
managed to do. on the day before ad­
journment, was ring up an 80 to 3 vote 
for a resolution declaring that tear gas 
M d defollanU are to be Included In the 
chemicals banned from warfare by the 
1928 Geneva Protocol which the United 
States has finally declared lU IntenUon 
of signing.

At the last day press confenmee the 
U.S. Ambassador to the United Nations, 
Charles W. Tost, was making It clear 
that the United States did not accept and 
would not be bound by such a resolution 
referring to weapons the United States 
plans to continue to use In Vietnam.

This Is the way the world, which In­
cludes all of us, seems unable to do any­
thing more than watch while the only 
concept and the only system which might 
hold mankind together In a condition of 
survival are being weakened and dis­
mantled, step by step, until the t l i^  will 
once more arrive when men and nations 
no longer have any protection against 
themselves.

Perhaps, by some miracle, the future 
Is going to be different.

But what post history says to us is 
that this present process of letting the 
United K t̂tonB wither away by the core- 
Isssness, neglect. Indifference, and do-lt- 
themselvea preocc|ipatlons of even its 
great founding members can' only end In 
disaster of criminal proportions. We 
ought to be shuddering, all of us. U, 
somehow, we are not shuddering, that 
sliqw* bow far down the wrong road we 
have already gene.

'The change to parallel parking would, 
he estimates, eliminate about ISO parUag 
spaces available under tfae present sys^
tern.

That In itself is not a factor to be dls- 
missed too kgliUy.

But a larger price that would have to 
be paid for a shift to parallel parking 
would be In the ease, comfort, conven­
ience and time o f the iiarking operatlmi 
for the average driver.

Angle parking la an operation twice 
as easy to accomplish as parallel park­
ing. That Is why it is the system in use 
in all parking lots and parking garages. 
And it is why it Is automatically the 
preferred system cm any public street 
which happens to be wide enough to ac­
commodate It. Angle parking Is kind to 
nerves and it Is kind to tenders.

Parallel parking, by providing addi­
tional width for Main St. traffic streams, 
would make it easier for cars on Main 
St. to travel faster In two lanes while 
looking for parking places that would not 
only be fewer In number but harder to 
get Into.

It could be entirely poeslble that the 
amount of maneuvering and the time 
It took to accomplish this parallel park­
ing would create more slowdown and 
confusion in Main St. traffic than the 
present system does on lU busiest night.

In any case, as a general proposition, 
it might be asked: What is the hurry 
on Main St., anyway? Do we want Main 
St. to be a thoroughfare or a shopping 
center, a place to race through or a 
place to visit and see at a reasonable 
pace? The superhighways are being built 
to get people from one place to another. 
Main St. Is one of the places to get to.

TTiey asked New Tork State Supreme 

Court Justice Samuel 8. Leibowlti, he 
of the stormy, spectacular career, first 
as lawyer for both Capone and the 
Scottsboro boys and then as peppery, 
heavy-sentencing Judge, whether he felt 
old.

Those were, Indeed, the days, for those 
Who are old enough to remember.

Truckn Hack To Speeding Again?
The Oonncctlcut Motor Club has is­

sued a disconcerting report that In­
dicates the problem of speeding trucks 
on the hlghwny Is still with us, despite 
the corrective moves taken early this 
fall by the State Traffic Commission and 
state's trucking Industry.

The AAA organization harshly con­
demns the Industry os "thumbing Its 
nose" at the State as It charges that a 
lowered speed limit that went Into ef­
fect Oct. 1 Is completly ignored."

The auto club has been getting com­
plaints of speeding trucks as a byproduct, 
of its "Sentinel of Safety" campaign—a 
program In which members are on the 
lookout for traffic hasarda and road con- 
dltlon.H such as missipg signs or block­
ed sight lines—which could lead to ac­
cidents. Though the club has not solicit- 
ed any reports on driver vMatioite It 
appears that truck speed has com­
manded Httentlcn.

A public hue and cry to "Slow TTioae 
Trucks’ ."  this past summer led to a 
State Traffic Oommlaslon decision to rs- 
duce the speed for trucks by 6 m.p.h. 
on Connecticut’s su|>erhlghwaya. In a 
move that dieplayed a responsible re­
action to the public’s concern, the Motor 
Transport Association of Oonnectlcut an­
nounced early In October a double- 
barreled campaign to stress highway 
safety and to "crack down”  on drivers 
who disregard company-set rulea as well 
ns State motor vehicle laws.

We would hate to think that once the 
highways were decorated wtth new 
speed slgiu, and the trucking aasocla- 
lion had distributed Its leaflets and post­
ers to Its member firms, that the cam­
paign against speeding was thought to 
have been Mccessfully concluded.

As we had remarked back In October,
' It la obvious that the auccess of the drive 

depends on bow coneclentloualy the 
motor carriers and their drivers seek to 
curtail the violators, and on how diligent­
ly «md effectively the State enforces the 
new limit.

It seems to us, too, that the State Traf­
fic Commission should re-examine Its 
truck speed maximum with the thought 
of reducing It by at least 10 m.p.h. 
A 5 m.p.h. differential between cars 
and trucks can be too easily ignored at 
high superhighway speeds. — NEW 
HAVEN R E O IS m i.

WASHINGTON —On his re­
cent trip to the NATO meeting 
in Brussels, Secretary of De­
fense Melvin Laird was besedged 
by Western European defense 
ministers pleading for the 
U.S. to pressure Israel out of Its 
occupied Arab territories.

Laird was told that every day 
Israel remains In the lands it 
captured during the 1967 six- 
day war, Soviet influence rises 
throughout the Middle East. 
From his own Navy com­
manders in the Mediterranean 
Sea, Laird was also informed 
that Soviet steaming days—one 
"steaming day" equals one So­
viet naval vessel at sea for one 
day—have soared from 760 In 
1963 to 16,000 BO far this year.

This burgeoning Soviet in­
fluence In the area has caused 
the long-awaited switch in 
President Nixon’s Middle East 
policy from quiet pressure to 
public demands that Israel 
evacuate most of the conquer­
ed lands as Its concession to a 
settlement.

Mr. Nixon is worried. He 
Is now far more fearful than 
when he took office that con­
tinuation of the mlni-wor along 
Israel’s expanded borders will 
solidify Soviet Influence, In­
crease the hatred of 100 million 
Arabs for the U.S., and drive a 
wedge between the U. S. and 
Europe (which depends on Arab 
oil for tts economic existence).

Some of the President’s top 
advisers even go so far as to 
say privately that time has nm 
out and, no matter what public 
pressure the U.S. brings 
against Israel, the Arab states 
are Irretrievably estranged 
from Washington.

But that opinion is still In the 
minority. Thus, Mr. Nixon fin­
ally gave approval last week for 
S e cre tly  of State William P. 
Rogers to make his speech— In 
preparation for weeks—setting 
forth a policy dramatically leas 
pro-Iaraell so that Arab leaders 
could get the message before 
their summit meeting In Rabat, 
Morocco.

The hope la that the tew anti- 
Soviet royalist governments still 
left In the Arab world — con­
spicuously, Saudi Arabia and 
Jordon—will use the hardening 
U.S. position to  argue with 
Egypt’s President Qamal Ab­
del Nasser, Syria, Iraq, and the 
new revolutionary government 
of Ubya against closer ties wtth 
Moscow.

As one top policymaker told 
u s :"W e  had to give them some 
evidence — any evidencs — 
that we are not Israeli's at­
torney and that’s what the Sec­
retary’s speech was designed to 
do."

Beyond that Hmlted goal, the 
nsw Nixon toughness toward Is- 
raol will aoon davalcp other 
ramlftoatlons. The U.8. wants to 
hammer horns on# hard potnt 
throughout the Arsb world: The 
Soviet Union, dssfdte Ks snor- 
mous expenditures ot a im s and 
words tor Arsb Mends, hss been 
totally unable to scare Israel out 
of the occupied territories. TTie 
obvious Implication of this Is 
that whare Russia has failed by 
force, tha U.S. might succeed 
by dlplonMu:y.

But this requires cooperation 
from tha new govemmeid of 
Prtnae Minister Qoida Melr of 
Israel, and there is not the 
sUghteet indtoaUon today that 
It wlU be forthcoming. To the 
contrary, one of Israel's most 
charismsttc hawks, Oen.- Eaer 
Welsntan. has -Just resigned as 
aasiatant chief of the sriny gen­
eral staff-tp serve In Mra 
Meir’s new cabinet. That switch

adds to the government orte o f. 
Israel’s moat outspoken voices 
against evacuation of the occu­
pied territories.

Furthermore, during an inten­
sive two-and-a-half hour talk 
with Secretary Rogers on Dec. 
16, Israeli foreign minister Ab­
ba Eban informed the U.S. gov­
ernment that there will be no 
change in Israeli policy. He 
made clear Israel wUl not even 
talk about withdrawing from its 
new lands untU the Arab states 
agree to alt across .the table 
and negotiate head-to-head — 
with no Interference from the 
U.S. or anyone else.

Thus, the stage Is set for a 
classic test of wills between the 
Nixon administration and Israel,

a test Mr. Nixon feels he can­
not avoid If there Is any chance 
at all to convince the Arabs 
that tha U.S. Is in fact not "Is­
rael’s-attorney." In setting the 
stage for that test of wills, the 
Nixon administratian has ^ven 
Israel the word there will be no 
U.S. economic aid, desperately 
needed by Israel, and no further 
arms aid, either, for the foresee­
able future.

In choosing this course, the 
President has courageously ex­
posed his Adminlatration to poli­
tical hoati'Uty from Ui6 large and 
powerful pro-IsraeU bloc in both 
parties. In the broader inteneeto 
of U.S. and Western interests ki 
the Mideast, that was unavoid­
able.

In the sixth month the Angel 
Qa;briel was sent by God to a 
town In Galilee called Nazareth, 
to a virgin bethrothed to a  man 
named Joseph, of the House of 
David; and the vUgin’s  name 
was Mary.

Tbe 27 wives are only a  frac­
tion of the nearly 1,400 women 
In this country with a similar 
(ate. Up until recently they have 
not spoken up, they’ve been 
afraid to.

A(rald at what enemy forces 
In Vietnam would do to their 
liusbands—1( they are alive.

Why are they speaking out 
now?

"Time is running out,”  said 
attractive blonde, gray-eyed 
Mrs. James Mulligan, the motti- 

,.,.er of six sons.
"M y husband (a navy com­

mander o( Lawrence, Mass.) 
has been a prisoner four and a 
half years now . . .  all those 
years of Imprlscmment. What 
harm con be done now ?”  she 
asked, the roar of jets thunder­
ing overhead filling the roomy, 
suburban home.

"W e’ve been very quiet up un- 
tU now,”  said Mrs. Jeremiah A. 
Denton, a  Southerner of cameo- 
Uke beauty. "W e’ve gmie 
through diplomatic channels. 
We’ve written letters. North 
Vietnam has refused to abide by 
the rules for prisoners set up by 
the Geneva convention. We hope 
now, by si>eaking out, when 
North Vietnam sees public opin­
ion against them . . . ’ ’ her voice 
trailed off.

Because this Is the Christmas 
season, a  time o f reckoning 
when one feels more poignantly 
the loss of loved ones—and the 
hope of miracles—some hope 
against h c ^  their husbands wUl 
be home by Christmas.

Most gave that hope up a 
Christmas or so ago.

Only five of the 27 have ever 
received letters. Yet each 
writes her monthly letter—all 
that Is allowed by the North 
Vietnamese. Even those without 

- 1m̂ .  Not knowing if there Is a 
! husband there to receive die let- 
‘ ter. Or, if he Is there, whether 
' be will be given it.

Each faithfully gleans what 
ehe can the essence o f her life 

'  with her children, trying to con­
dense it into six lines—all that 

‘ cen be sent under Hanoi’s rules.
Navy C:!apt. Denton, of MobUe,^ 

. Ala., a tall, handsome pUot, was' 
abet down over North Vietnam 

. July 18, 1965.
Vive days later, his wife found 

. out he was a prisoner of war. 
Four and a half years he has 
been imprisoned. Yet, Jane 

 ̂ Denton says, " I ’m one of the 
lucky ones."

Mrs. Denton could have been 
a former Southern beauty 
queen, with her fair skin, gray- 
blue eyes and long dark hair,

‘ pulled back. Now In her 40s and 
still beautiful, dark hair pep­
pered with gray, she devotes 
her life to their seven children,

: ranging in age from 7 to 22.
" I  couldn’t possibly live any- 

Ihere else,”  she said, pausing 
to look out the large, paned win­
dow framing a  lake with wild 
ducks pedling about.

The woodland scene outside 
and the secure, tastefully fur­
nished home, filled with an­
tiques and oil portraits of chil­
dren, contrasted sharply with 

' the picture of her husband— 
from whom she has received 
seven letters—^whlch she saw on 
a  television reel about Ameri- 

■ can prisoners.
"He looked pale, haggard and 

drained,”  she said, tugging gen­
tly a<t the pearls at the neck of 
her well-cut gray suit. That was 
in 1966. Three years have 
passed since.

June Nelson, a 25-year old 
sUm, peaches-and-cream-com- 
plexioned blonde, was a bride of 
only two days when her hus­
band, Navy Lt. Richsu'd Nelson 
left for Vietnam. He was shot 
down several months later amd 
has been missing for almost 22 
mcsiths.

No one saw paradnitea and 
June believes her tall, curiy- 
halred pilot-husband 28, Is dead. 
" I  can’ t go on endlessly 
like this," she said, nervously 
lighting a  cigarette.

"I  Just can’t believe they’d do 
this,”  she said, with an impa­
tient shake of her head. "Why 
won’t they tell us If he la alive 
or not? I ’m 25 now, and I won’t 
be 25 much longer. When, am I 
going to have children?"

The wives worry about what 
solitary confinement wiU do to 
their men (many of them be- 
Ueve their capUve husbands 
have been kept in soUtaiy con­
finement because some released 
prisoners have said they suf­
fered that experience.

"I  want to scream out. how 
fifypjy a  man be after (our 
years of bad diet. Isolation and 
torture? Tills Is his fifth Christ­
mas over there,”  says Janie 
'lacfaudy, whose 84-year-old hus­
band, Navy LL William Michael 
Tactaudy of Highland Park. DL, 
xvas shot down wtth Capt. Den- 
ton*

Mrs. Marik believes her hus­
band, Navy Lt. Charles Marik, 
who has been missing 8% years. 
Is dead.

"H e was such an active man. 
So gKgarious. T o  sit alone in a 
room’ all those years. I’d rather 
have him dead than go through 
all that torture. I know what it 
could do to him.”

Jane Marik and^Janie Tschu- 
dy Imve one son each. Both 
were only a few months old 
when thqlr fathers left for Viet­
nam. They are nearly 5 now.

Louise Brady, her straight 
dark hair cropped short, sat on 
the edge of her "chair and an­
swered In a steadfast manner, 
when asked tmw long she had 
been married.

"Today’s  our 16th wedding an­
niversary."

That last anniversary they 
shared together was their 14th. 
Cmdr. A.C. Brady, whose father 
is a retired admiral, was shot 
down in January, 1967.

He was listed as missing in 
action until 1968, when a friend 
in a foreign coimtry said he saw 
a picture of the commander 
among a group of prisoners. 
The picture was taken by a Jap­
anese photographer.

This picture Is Mrs. Brady’s 
hope for believing her husband 
is alive. She’s never heard from 
him, nor has Hanoi released his 
name on any prisoner list.

"The 15 months before my 
husband’s picture appeared and 
the time since are two different 
worlds," she said, quietly, 
stroking her husband’s Annapo­
lis ring on her finger.

"It ’s absolutely shattering, 
not to know. Is he dead, or Isn't 
he? Am I kidding myself or not? 
Then, I tell myself, how could I 
feel like that. I know he's alive. 
You see something like that . . . 
that picture . . . and you feel 
giddy, like floaUng, like when 
you were young.

"One chute opened. For 15 
months, we didn’t  know whether 
it was my husband’s chute or 
not. You sit back and you live 
one day at a  time, "rhen you get 
through today, tomorrow. You 
don’t look ah e^ . I can’t believe 
that next year I ’ll be In the 
same situation."

Mrs. Brady, smartly dressed 
In a burgimdy blouse and tweed 
culottes. Is aware of profound 
personal changes.

" I ’m hot as selfish as I was." 
she says. "Everything was 
going so well for us. Each Job 
he asked for, he got. He wanted 
to be squadron commander—he 
got it. We had an awful lot. We 
lived in the mainstream of life. 
One has to stop and think what 
is important aboiit life. I respect 
It a great deal more now than 
ever before.”

Jean Ellison, whose husband, 
Navy Cmdr. John Ellison, Lay- 
ton, Utah, was shot down three 
years ago, has this to live on for 
hope: Her husband’s name was 
once brought back by a released 
prisoner.

Does she write? Every mcntti. 
She’s never had a reply.

"F or a long time, we didn’t 
know anything. I chose to be­
lieve he was alive. Then I had 
this w ord .. .’ ’ said Jean.

They were married 14 years

now. They have four children.
When Cmdr. W.E. WUber, of 

when he was dw t down—17 
Millorton, Pa. was shot down 
over North Vietnam 18 months 
ago, someone on the ground 
from the downed plane made 
contact Mrlth a wing man from 
their carrier.

"That’s my h < ^ . That’s  what 
I've gone on,”  says Jeanne \W1- 
ber, whose wavy short hair 
frames a  soft, oval-shaped face.

" I  was home ■ tor my Dad’s 
death, vdien I heard that he was 
missing In action. And that 
night, I was Just looking out at 
the darkness and I Just knew 
Gene (her husband) was alive, I 
really felt It. I ’d know if he were 
dead.”

This gentle, soft-spoken wom­
an is as siire of her husband’s 
strength as her own.

"I  knew Gene’s mind and 
strength before he le ft This 
surely will sustain him. We 
know he has a CJomforter. . . or 
we wouldn’t have this i>eace 
over our house, the way we do. 
When the Lord made us. He 
made us truly one.”

Mrs. Wilber fills her time car­
ing for her four youngsters and 
serves as choir director for the 
Founder Methodist church.

" I ’m a little different from 
the other wives," says Jane 
Marik. "I  don’t believe he’s 
there. I believe he’s dead."

Why?
"He was shot down over the 

water and the pilot was rescued. 
Our rescue planes could find no 
sign of him. Origdmilly, I was 
under the Impression he was 
picked up by the North Viet­
namese. Finally, when the men 
came home on the carrier, they 
didn’t seem to want to talk.

" I  went to Washington and 
saw the report. That’s where I 
first got the idea . . my hus­
band was not there.”

Since then, Jane has gone 
back to college and graduated, 
so that when—If—her husband 
is finally declared dead, she can 
make a  living for herself and 
her 4-year-old son, Steve.

Until the Navy has more In­
formation, all "missing In ac­
tion”  wives, like the wives of 
POWs, are paid 80 per cent of 
their husband’s salary.

Jane Marik spent the first 
summer with relatives, after 
getting the news her husband

was missing. She started driv­
ing back to 'Ifirglnla Beach. ’T 
wanted to be with the other 
wives, and where I  could bear 
news." ,

"Driving back through the 
mountains o f West Virginia, I 
almost committed suicide," said 
Mrs. Marik, who 1s 26.

" I  almost drove my car off 
the mountain, the only thing 
that kept me going was my 
child. I  broke the car. I bad to 
stop and sit for three hours be­
fore the wrecker came. That’s 
the dosest call I ’ve had with 
death.”

She feels d ie has changed tre­
mendously since her husband 
was shot down.

“ I was very shy, retiring, pen­
sive before. I adored my hus­
band. He was very gregarious, 
constanUy talking, but he al­
ways had something to say.

“ Now,”  she added emphati­
cally. " I ’m very strong in my 
opinions. I have very definite 
ideas.

"Most wives carry on a ’hold­
ing action,’ "  she said. “ This is 
good. I took the other road. I'm  
trying to start a new life. It’s a 
very scary feeling when the *' 
whole reason for your support la 
knocked out.”

Talking to Pat Fellowes, you 
get a vivid picture of her hus­
band, Cmdr. John Fellows, a 
Jolly outgoing Irishman, from 
Tucson, Ariz., who, she Is con­
vinced, paradiuted Into North 
Vietnam chomping on a cigar.

" I ’Ve never had a letter," 
she said wistfully. "It will be 
40 months soon. There are times 
when I question . . . actually. 
But time goes on. I Just live this 
way, believing he’s there.

"I  think If he were dead, I ’d 
know it. I can’t see him any­
more. That is, his face .; I can 
visuaHze him, but I never see 
his face. I wonder why?

Then, pulling out a handker­
chief, she dabbled at her eyes. 
“ I'm  a weeper," she apologised.

Brandt Hints Further Probe 
Of Bargaining with Ulbricht

•BONN (A P ) — Diplomats in 
Bonn predicted today that Chan­
cellor W illy Brandt -would send 
a high-ranking civil servant to 
Flast Berlin ta mid-January to 
explore prospects for negotia­
tions between West and East 
Germany.

The diplomats predicted this 
response would be made after 
Brandt in a speech Jan. 14 dis­

cusses the proposal by Elast 
German President Walter U l­
bricht for the two parts of divid­
ed (jiermany to begin negotiat­
ing a treaty of "equal relations" 
In January.

Ulbrlch’s proposal, together 
with a proposed treaty draft, 
was made in a letter to West 
German President Gustav Hel- 
nemann.

" I  hail the readiness ex­
pressed by you to start negotia­
tions,”  said Hetaemann in re­

ply, adding that he had passed 
the letter to Brandt’s govern­
ment for study and “ to take a 
position on it with the speed re­
quired by the issue.” ’

Bonn spokesman Conrad Ah- 
lers said last week that UI- 
bricht’s letter contained the 
"maximum demand”  for full 
recognition of East (Sermany, 
along with abandonment of 
Bonn’s claim to Berlin. Both are 
demands that Brandt can only 
refuse, but hta emissary ta ex­
pected to^Oxplorc Just how firm

the East Germans are ta these 
demands.

Although Bonn officials were 
generally skeptical of sugges­
tions that the Etast German po­
sition might change, some So­
viet officials in the West Ger­
man capital have been saying 
privately that East Germany’s 
demand for recognition was "a  
negotiable point." These Rus­
sians, lower-ranking diplomats 
and correspondents, pointed out 
that the demand for full recog­
nition was missing from the re­

cent commimtque Issued follow­
ing the meeting o f Warsaw Pact 
leaders in Moscow.

Brandt's government has ac­
knowledged the existence of t ^  
(Jerman states but has ruled out 
international recognition for 
Etast Germany.

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Does Credit Provide 
Solid Finaneial Base?
iteW  YORK (AP) — As the 

decade of the 1960a is left be­
hind, a difference of opinion ex­
ists as to whether Americans 
also left behind some good old- 
fashioned ideas of thrift.

At its extreme the argument 
goes like this:

—The notion of individual 
thrift has been discarded. Con­
sumers are in debt way over 
their heads and someday 
there'll be an accounting. The 
country can’t continue to go on 
spending money it hasn’t yet 
earned.

—Nonsense. Sure there has 
been a lot of borrowing during 
the 1960s. But people are earn­
ing bigger and bigger incomes. 
They can afford to borrow on 
their futures, because their fu­
tures are going to bring more 
money.

Those who hold the first posi­
tion are Inclined to have a low 
estipiate of this generation’s 
ability and intention to act res­
ponsibly. They call it the "Now” 
generation and claim it wants 
erything immediately, without 
pain, and without cash.

This, they say, is bad news for 
the country. 'They maintain it 
was the savings of individual 
Americans that built up the cap­
ital base that permitted eco­
nomic expansion.” Now, they 
say, we are eating into the capi­
tal.

There is no question whatever 
that consumer credit exploded 
all over the economic scene in 
the 1960a. Banks fought to lend 
money. By mailing unsolicited 
credit cards, they literally put 
hundreds of dollars into tfie 
hands of strangers.

Documenting the rise, about 
1120 billion in consumer credit 
was outstanding at the end of 
the year, more than double the 
total at the beginning of the dec­
ade.

For automobiles alone, Amer­
icans owed $86 billion in Decem­
ber, again more than double the 
figure of 10 years earlier. More 
than $29 billion was owed In per­
sonal loans, a Jump of more 
than $16 billion since 1962.

Late in the 1960s, when the 
price of loans began rising 
sharply, many Americans dis­
covered the pojicy loan'. They 
borrowed on their life insurance 
policies to the tune of $12 billion, 
compared with only $8.27 bllUon 
in 1960.

Add on to these figures about 
$236 billion of consumer debt, a 
rise of about $160 billion during 
the decade.

No question about it, Ameri­

cans went on a borrowing spree 
in the 1960s. It was a revolution­
ary attitude, for Americans had 
a long tradition of pay as you 
go. There was something hon­
orable about paying your bills in 
cash, on time.

That same attitude, in the 
opinion of some economists, 
also tended to stifle enterprise. 
It represented a great deal of 
Insecurity: people did not want 
to take chances.

Americans during the 1960s 
lost a lot of those old fears. 
They realized they were not as 
vulnerable to financial blows be­
cause they had’ Social Security 
and health insurance and better 
education and a firmer grip on 
their Jobs.

And their government in ef­
fect told them 'that they need no 
longer fear a major depression 
because the economic cycle was 
being controlled. A recession 
perhaps, but nothing of any ex­
tended duration or great intensi­
ty.

All this made Americans less 
fearful of extending themselves. 
But it still isn’t entirely clear 
that the freer use of credit 
means that Americans have 
foresaken thrift.

Although installment pay­
ments atone—not including 
mortgages—were taking more 
than 16 per cent of disposable 
income as the year ended, those 
bills were being paid precisely 
on time.

During the 1960s Americans 
also built up great assets. While 
they were buying on credit they 
were saving also, and now have 
more than $480 billion of liquid 
assets, such as bank deposits, to 
match against those liabilities.

Personal bankruptcies had 
risen through much of the 1660s, 
but in the final year of the dec­
ade they dropped sharply. Mort­
gage foreclosures were at a rate 
of only three-tenths of one per 
cent and mortgage delinquen- 
ctes were less thim one per cent.

Viewed from the payback 
record, the situation doesn’t 
look bad at all. And even the 
fundamentalist opponents of 
easy credit must concede that 
for many people credit was the 
means through which they devel­
oped capital.

Congresswomen Push 
For Lady Appointee
WASHINGTON (AP- — The 

10 lady members of the House 
say its high time a woman is 
named to the Supreme Court, 
and they think the first femaie 
Justice could very well come 
from their own ranks.

"I think lit would be great. 
There’s no more reason not to 
nominate a woman than/not to 
nominate a man,”  sold Rep. Ju­
lia Butler Hansen, D-Wos.

"It ’s not an outlandish Idea. 
Women are the one minority 
group that it is still considered 
fashionable to discriminate 
against.”  stild Rep. Margaret M 
Heckler, R-Mnss.

Rep. Edith Green, D-Ore., 
agreed. "I hope the day is not 
far off when the American peo­
ple will resent the discrimina­
tion against women as they 
rightfully resent the discrimina­
tion against other minorities. 
There Is a Negro on the court 
but no woman,”  she said.

There is one vacancy on the 
nine-member court. At least 
three women are reported to be 
among the many persons being 
considered.

All congresswomen agreed 
with Rep. Catherine May, R- 
Wash., that a wohian should be 
selected only if she was the best 
qualified person the President 
could find and not Just because 
she was a woman, Mrs. May 
said President Nixon has said 
he hoped a woman could be se­
lected sometime while he is in 
office.

"It would be good to have a 
woman’s viewpoint on the bench 
and to give further recognition 
to the fact that we realize wom­
en have ability," said Rep. Shir­
ley Chisholm, D-N.Y., the only 
Negro congresswoman.

"Many of us women are fo­
cusing on one woman whom wo 
know well and think is extreme­
ly weU qualified. Mrs. Martha

Griffiths,”  said Rep. Leonor K. 
Sullivan, D-Mo. "She has Judg­
ment, knowledge. Integrity and 
lots of good common sense as 
well 08 Judicial background.” 
Mrs. Griffiths la a Democratic 
congresswoman from Michigan.

The Women’s Bar Association 
of the District of Columbia, the 
National Assocatlon of Wotpen 
Lawyers, and the National Busi­
ness and Professional Womens 
Club have all recommended 
Mrs. Griffiths to the President.

"I  think it would be wonderful 
to have a woman on the court 
and its very nice of those groups 
to recommend me. But I don’t 
think I have a chance,”  Mrs. 
Griffith said.

"Is that because you’re a 
Democrat?”  a reporter asked.

"I would think so,”  she re­
plied. Others said she Is also too 
liberal. v

” I think it would be good for 
the country for a woman to bo 
selected and good politically for 
President Nixon,”  Mrs. Grif­
fiths sold.

Poland Okays Talks 
With Bonn Officials

Stock Market
NEW YORK (AP) — The 

stock market ran out of steam 
in moderate trading this after­
noon after starting out the ses­
sion on a winning note.

In midday trading, utilities 
were up, while steels, rubber is­
sues, farm Implements, air­
crafts, chemicals, rails, oils, 
airlines, and drugs were mostly 
off, and motors, electronics, 
metals, tobaccos, and building 
materials were mixed.

WARSAW (AP) —Poland is 
ready to enter talks with West 
Germany bn all matters of mu­
tual interest to both countries. 
Premier Jozef Cyrankiewicz 
told Parliament today.

He said an  ̂affirmative reply 
to  a West German proposal for 
the talks was being made to the 
Bonn government today. Bonn 
sent the proposal last month.

Poland is "ready to undertake 
an exchange of views with the 
West German government and 
in this spirit we answer,”  Cyr­
ankiewicz said.

The talks will be the first ever 
held on a governmental level 
between the West Germany and 
Poland.

Cyrankiewicz repeated the 
Polish condition that a  starting 
point in the quest for better re­
lations between Bonn cutd War­
saw is the recognition by West 
Germany of the western Polish 
border—the Oder Neisse line— 
as "fiiml and untouchable.”

He added: "There are none 
and can be no other bases for a 
true normalization of relations 
between the two countries.”

Poland’s western frontier, 
which separates it from East 
Germany, is formed by the 
Oder and Neisse rivers. It was 
established provisionally by the 
wartime allies at the 1946 Pots­
dam Conference and placed 
l a r g e  areas—one-third of 
present Polish territory—under 
Warsaw administration. A final 
settlement of the border was to 
be made at an all-German 
peace treaty conference.

Poland, however, seeks recog­
nition of the border from West­
ern nations, primarily West 
Germany. The border is recog­
nized as final by Warsaw’s 
Communist allies.

Poland and West Germany 
have no diplomatic relations. 
The bilateral affairs are con­
ducted through trade missions, 
establithed In Warsaw and Co­
logne in 1963.

Past West German govern­
ments have refused to meet the 
Polish demand lor recognition 
of the frontier. But the new gov­
ernment of Chancellor Willy 
Brandt, seeking to Improve re­
lations with East Europe, has 
Indicated a willingness to dis­
cuss the Oder-Neisse line and 
other problems.

Earlier this month, bilateral 
talks on renimclatlon of force 
began in Moscow between West 
Germany and the Soviet Union. 
West Germany is looking into 
the possibility of talks with East 
Germany.

Qyranklewlcz’ speech did not 
contain the standard Polish con­
dition for normalization of rela­
tions with West Germany, 
namely that Bonn must recog­
nize East Germany.

Publishing Firm 
Executive Dies

NEW YOR K(AP) — Michael 
Canfield, former husband of Lee 
Bouvier Radzlwill and London 
representative of Harper and 
Row, died Saturday night of a 
heart attack on a New York- 
London flight. He was 48.

Canfield, son of Harper and 
Row’s senior editor, Cass Can- 
field, was returning to London 
after a week’s business here, a 
spokesman for the publishing 
house said. His body was re­
moved from the BOAC flight at 
Halifax.

Canfield served In the Marine 
Corps in World War n and was 
wounded at Iwo Jima. He grad­
uated from Harvard Ir. 1861 and 
married Lee Bouvier, sister of 
Jacqueline Kennedy Onassls, in 
1963. The marriage was ended 
in 1968 and she subsequently 
married Prince Stanislas Radzi- 
wlll.

Canfield married Laura Char- 
terls, the former Countess Dud­
ley, in 1960.

He is survived by his widow, 
his father and a brother, Cass 
Canfield Jr.

"The Polish government has 
not avoided in the past and is 
not avoiding now discussions 
with other countries of all mat­
ters which may serve the nor­
malization of relations and de­
velopment o f cooperation,”  the 
premier said.

Cyrankiewicz criticized the 
policies of previous Bonn re­
gimes toward East Europe as 
negative and fruitless.

NLRB Upholds Findings 
In UAC Unfair Practices

HARTFORD, Conn. (AP) — 
The Nbthmal Labor Relations 
Board has uidield a trial ex- 
ambler's finding that United 
Aircraft Corp. was guilty ot un­
fair labor inacUces In suspend­
ing a  union steward and dis- 
chaiging two others.

The lirm bad a ;^ a le d  parts 
of a  finding issued Aug. 8 by 
examiner Ivan H. Petersmi.

The NLRB’s affirmation ot 
his ruling was issued Saturday.

The ruling <ydered United 
Aircra^’s Pratt A Whitney Di­
vision to  offer immediate and 
full reinstatement to the three 
stewards, Daniel Wing, Thedore 
Ardengkl and Thomas Wiseman, 
and to reimburse them for suiy 
loss o f earnings.

The company was also 
ordered to post a notice for 
employes that would include a 
list of the employes’ rights and 
a statement that the NLRB had 
ruled agednst United Aircraft.

The firm had argued that the 
board’s power was not needed in 
the case because a provlskm 
authorizing arbitration of grie- 
'prances was included in their 
collective-bargaining agreement 
with the International Associa­
tion o f Machinists and Aero­
space Workers, AFL-CIO—the 
union to which the stewards be­
long. '

The company also argued it 
had reason to believe the three 
men had violated the contract, 
which forbids solicitation of 
union members or qther union 
work .on company time.

Wing had said at a hearing 
that when the company confis­
cated aae woricer’s union mem­
bership and dues card diving 
working time, he was trying to 
tell the worker not to sign the 
card on company time.

Wing was suspended for five 
days from Pratt A Whitney’s 
Middletown plant and ArdensU

was discharged on Aug, 34, 
1968 from the East Hartford 
plant. Wiseman was discharged 
Jan. 14, 1969 from the Man­
chester plant.

The NLRB uj[dield the finding 
that their dismissals were "dis­
criminatory.”

In another action Saturday, the 
NLRB upheld its own fliMUng 
that C A G Electric, Inc. of 
Hartford must bargain with the 
International Brotherhood of 
Electrical Workers as the agent 
of its employes.

The original decision was tak­
en more than a year ago, but 
the firm questioned It and a 
federal appeals count had re- 
tinned the decision to the NLRB 
for reconsideration after the 
Supreme Court laid down new 
guidelines for interpreting the 
National Labor Relations Act.

The NLRB said that despite 
the new guidelines, It stUl be­
lieves CAG engag^  in unfair 
labor pracUces udien it “ granted 
unilateral wage increases to a 
substantial number of its em­
ployes and coercively Interro­
gated its employes concerning 
their union activities.”

The company’s  refusal to bar­
gain with the imimi, which had 
collected the signatures of a 
majority of workers on authori­
zation cards, was a violation of 
the labor relations law, the 
NUIB said.

‘Sambo’ Tells 
Black Search 
For Identity

NEW YORK (AP) — The 
black man’s search for identity 
in white America is told with a 
strong Jazz beat in “ Sambo”  
which opened Sunday night at 
off-Broadway’s Public Theater.

The show, created by and per­
formed mostly by Negroes, is 
subtitled “ Opera with White 
Spots,”  thereby turning every­
thing Into a racial put^m rather 
than put-down, and neatly antic­
ipating some criticism.

Music is what counts in opera, 
forget the story—and so let it be 
with ’ ’Sambo.”  This pilgrim’s 
progress never gets anywhere, 
but there are many visually ex­
citing and vocally powerful in­
terludes.

Ron Steward, who wrote the 
words and co-composed the 
score with Neal Tate, performs 
strongly as an arch-typal Afri­
can abstraction faced with eth­
nic conflicts, pressures and con­
fusion.

Surrounding him in Ming Cho 
Lee’s setting of syncopated sur­
realism is a chorus of tigers— 
the Establishment incarnate de­
manding conformity and, reluc­
tantly, accepting black progress 
” lf we approve.”

Sambo tests the outs of drugs, 
psychiatry, religion until mili­
tancy ends in a sort of deter­
mined irresolution. While the 
dozen players are involved in 
each stomp, rock, blues or fun­
ky melodic meditation, howev­
er, the playhouse seethes with 
camp-meeting persuasion.

Aside from one overlong an­
them to astrology, the Stewart- 
Tate Store makes vibrant use of 
the entire Jazz idiom.

Among the performers Hattl 
Winston, Gerri Dean and 
George Turner offer standout 
parodies of nursery-rhyme char­
acters. Gerald Freedman’s di­
rection, with some spirited chor­
eography by Timmy Jonsen, 
creates a neatly controlled 
mood of symbolic rsallsm. 
Worth seeing.

cerned.”

The Very Rev. Provost A.I.M. 
Ha?gart of the E;dacopal 
Church said: “ We fouiid our­
selves talking the same lan­
guage with no emotional over­

tones. It] to a definite step for­
ward. Agreement on baptism' is 
a fundamental prerequisite for 
a continued growing together of 
Un two churches."

There are about 800.000 Ro­
man CathoUca in SooUand, 
while membership of the Epis­
copal Church stands at around 
95,000.

Under the new agreement 
both churches recognize each 
other’s baptism unless there to 
"proved indlvithial eccentrici­
ty”  on the part o f persona ad­
ministering the sacrament. The 
liturgical commiasiona are to 
explore a common rite of bap­
tism which can be used sep­
arately In each church. A com ­
mon certificate of baptism 
would be recognised by both.

Christmas Tree Hunting 
Is for the Adventurous

NEW YORK (AP) — Christ­

mas in the country. Tramping 
through the fields to chop down 
a tree. Loading K in a  horse- 
dravm sleigh for the ride home 
over snow-covered lanes.

Christmas in the city. Pound­
ing the concrete pavements in 
search of an apartment-slsed 
pine. Trying to find a taxi that 
will take passenger and tree 
home through slush-covered 
streets.

Buying a Christmas tree in 
the city is enough to shake the 
faith of even the most ardent 
believer in Santa daus.

There’s no lack of trees. 
Streetcorner sptands spring up in 
almost every neighborhood In 
the weeks before Christmas.

The problem la getting the 
tree hmne. Unless you pick a 
three-feet-or-under size, coping 
with the springy brandies and 
sharp needles on public trans­
portation can be a  nightmare.

Try taking a bus for example. 
Don’t forget to have the exact 
fare—20 cents—ready to  drop 
Into the coin box. Clutch tree in 
one hand, rtioney in other and 
try to scale the distance to ttmt 
first high step. Give up. The bus 
driver probaUy won’t let you on 
anyway. '-s

Maybe you’re brave enough to 
tackle the subway. Drop tqken 
In slot. Enter turnstile, pushing 
tree ahead. Go back to booth; 
you forget a token for the tree. 
Forget It.

Taxi drivers, capricious in the 
best of circumstances, will slow 
up long enough only to laugh. 
Even If you find a friendly souU 
the tree probably won’t fit.

Having a  tree delivered Is one 
solution, but most places won’t 
deliver anything lees than a 10- 
foot, $18 tree.

Unwilling either to pay the 
price of a tree in the city or give 
up the fun of a real tree, my

husband cmd I decided to ven­
ture forth this year to the coun­
try. Not the country, actually. 
Just the suburbs.

We rented a car, (ought our 
way through city traffic and ar­
rived at the border. Intent on 
finding the perfect tree. It had 
to be a Scotch pine, about 6 feet, 
perfectly s lice d . And cheap. 
Not too much to ask.

The first store tnd only bal­
sam fin . The second featured 
6-foot trees unadaptable to 8- 
foot ceilings. The third offered a 
scrawny selection of dry pines.

Hours kder. muttering under 
our breaths about the benefits of 
an artificial tree, we hit paydirt. 
A perfect Utile tree, well 
s h a p ^  stlH freoh. Just 6 feet. 
And only $6.

The tree, compressed with 
string to a  manageable sloe, 
was loaded In the trunk of the 
oar. We ventured back through 
city traffic and, wMh the aid of 
a fttendly elevator operator, got 
the tree into the apsutment.

Total expenditure? About 
eight hours time. Two sets of 
frayed nerves. And oidy $22 in­
cluding the $17 for the car rent­
al.

SEC To Halt 
Shell Game

WASHENGTON (AP) — The 
government plans to order a 
bait to trading in stocks o f sev­
en firnto in a mounting Securi­
ties and Exchange Coramiaaton 
crackdown on a corporate ver­
sion of the old shell game.

The 8B)C order was expected 
today along with requests for 
court injunctions against five 
companies and 18 Individuals al­
legedly working as a group to 
sell stock in the seven corpora­
tions. The orders reportedly arlU 
be sought In Califbrnla.

The shell game, as It is know 
in the securities trade, Involves 
sale o f Infiated, if not worthless, 
stock in the refurbished shells of 
defunct corporations.

Operators o f  the game will 
pick up a  oorporafe shell with 
no operatioiu, no management, 
relatively few assets and no in­
come. With the apparently un­
witting help o f over-the-counter 
brokers, they offer stock issues 
to the public at aitiflcally high 
prices.

The SBC has more than dou­
bted the number of orders 
agaliwt shell game operators 
this year, from 16 in 1968 to 36. 
and Oommiaatoner Hugh Owens 
says organised crime may be 
Involved in some operations.

This is one of the products of 
an affluent society, wMch pro­
vides a fertile field for the 
schemer and the addte-oollar 
crook,”  Owens sold. .

Despite the SBC’s  drive 
against shell game operators, 
there is tttUe policing of Uie 
market in which they apparent­
ly now.,nouriah. The over-the- 
counter market lacks the strin­
gent rules of an crganlaed ex­
change. And, because the 
shares usually were Mgistersd 
and issued years ago, BBC re­
gistration and dtootosursa rules 
are bypaaaed.

An SBC official glvsa this de­
scription of how the shall gams 
pays off for Its operators:

"The promoters make sure 
they hold a substantial block of 
stock themselves. Then they 
throw into the shell a lot of spu­
rious assets—perhaps mining

Navy Leaves 
Riot Marred 
Turkish Visit
IZMIR, Turkey (AP) — Five

hips of the U.S. 6th Fleet left 
this Turkish port today after a 
three-day visit marred by vi­
olent left-wing student demon­
strations.

The cruiser Columbus accom­
panied by the destroyers J.P. 
Kennedy, Basllone and Warring­
ton and the supply vessel Wran­
gell sailed early this morning.

Thirteen sailors were injured 
on the first day of their visit by 
student mobs hurling stones 
and insults at servicemen on 
shore leave.

Turkish lefUet student federa­
tions have sworn they will con­
tinue to oppos^ visits to Turkish 
ports by the 6th Fleet, which 
they describe as “the watchdog 
of American imperialism."

Some American diplomats 
have said visits should be cur­
tailed, but the U.S. Navy appar­
ently feels it Is ncessary to 
"show the flag" in the eastern 
Mediterranean at a time when 
the Soviet Mediterranean fleet 
is making free use of bases in 
Syria and Egypt. The Navy also 
says it is good for the morale of 
American sailors to have shore 
leave.

American officials here be­
lieve the leftist students are a 
small minority and not repre­
sentative of the Turkish people.

Devlin Found Guilty 
Of Inciting to Riot

LONDONDERRY. Northern 
Irriand (AP) — Bernadette 
Devlin, firebrand Roman Caith- 
olic civil rights leader and the 
youngest member of the British 
Parliament, was sentenced to­
day to six months in Jail on 
charges of inciting people to rio­
tous behavior.

Miss Devlin, 22, was convicted 
on three counts of incitement to 
riotous b^avlor and one of be­
having rlotiously during the vi­
olent clashes between Roman 
Catholics and Protestants in (he 
Catholic Bogside area of Lon­
donderry last August.

Nine other charges against 
her were dismissed.

She was released on ball of 
1600 pending appeal.

Miss Devlin denied at a five- 
day court hearing that she had 
incited riotous behavior.

Members of the British Par­
liament are protected by parlia­
mentary privilege against libel 
suits stemming from what they 
say in the House of Commons. 
Btft they are subject to criminal 
proceedings arising from their 
actions, as any other member of 
the public, outside the parlia­
mentary premises.

Prosecutor Brian Hutton 
charged that Miss Devlin ad­
dressed crowds during the Bog- 
side disturbances, urging them 
to commit riotous or disorderly 
behavior, threw rocks and en­
couraged other rioters to attack 
the police.

Miss Devlin has been among 
the most outspoken critics of the 
B-Speclal police, the Protes­
tant-based para-military fOKS 
that stormed the Bogside during 
the August rioting, and has 
since been disarmed.

Her lawyer, Sir Dingle Foot, a  
leading British attorney and 
brother of Britain’s ambassador 
to  the United Nations, Lord Car- 
adon, summed up his defense by 
claiming Ifiss Devlin had com- ' 
bined the ndes of Joan of Are 
and Florence Nightingale dur­
ing the dlsturbanoes.

"If a  citizen believes that Uie 
police are guHty of unlawful 
conduct the citizen is entitled to 
take steps for his own defense 
and for the defense of others in­
volved," he said.

Maxicoated Mias Devlin 
smiled as she left the court. Her 
sureorters sang clvU rights 
songs and cheered as she came 
down the steps to a waiting oar. 
Thev booed and Jeered police.

Mias Devlin had no comment.
During the hearing her lawyer 

said the people of Bogside had 
built barricades against police 
because they lived in perpetual 
fear of attack. He said Mias 
Devlin hdd encouraged resis­
tance, not ageression.

She encouraged Bogsiders to 
build barricades and obtained 
blankets and medical supplies 
to help those affected by the 
tear gas used diutng the riots, 
he asserted.

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Italy Survives Labor Strife Deaths In 
But Stormy Sailing Ahead The Nation
By DAVID BIAZZAREIXA

ROME (AP) — Italy ap­

peared today to have weathered 
four months of labor rebellion 
topped otf by a string of terror­
ist bombings. But officials and 
commentators agree the nation 
has more stormy sailing ahead 
In 1970.

The strike-filled autumn of la­
bor imrest strained the econo­
my. Often there were ttreet 
demonstrations and violence. 
Bombings that caused 14 deaths 
and more than 100 wounded in 
Milan and Rome Dec. 12 stirred 
fears of revolution or coup 
d’etat.

Then a wage agreement Sun­
day between the big-̂ est striking 
labor group, the 1.2 million met­
al workers, and industrialists all 
but put an end to the "hot au­
tumn.” Relatively few labor dis­
putes remain unresolved.

The bombings, in the words o< 
the Milan dally Corrlere del'a 
Sera, "could have exasperated 
the spiral of violence and beat 
to death already weakened re­
publican and democratic institu­
tions.” Instead they aroused 
widespread horror, and Oorriere 
skl&: "There is no doubt: The 
democratic system, as a whole, 
has withstood the test. There 
was no splitting of the country 
in two, as was awaited by the 
opposite extremes.”

Ihere has been no significant 
violence since the bombings, 
and Premier Mariano Rumor's 
Ohrlstian Democratic govern­
ment is still in office.

Many have likened the situa­
tion in recent months to the at­
mosphere of desperation that 
preceded the rise of Mussolini’s 
fascism In the 1920s. But the 
Italians now are better off fi­
nancially, better educated and 
more worldly than they were 
then. There 1s no evidence that 
any of the present extremist 
(dlquee are backed by any slg- 
nifloant organizations wltti pow­
er and money.

Although some t^ k  ttiere Is 
a possibility that rightists might 
try a takeover in reaction to 
leftist extremism, most knowl­
edgeable Italians dismiss the 
idea.

Economically and politically, 
many difficulties lie ahead.

Strikes by transport workers, 
cuid by farm and state employes 
will continue for a while. A 48- 
hour walkout halted buses end 
trams today.

Production losses have cut

down the industrial growth, and 
increased labor costs and infla­
tion threatens to damage the 
economy fiu^her in 1970.

The bureacracyj is growing, 
with more public money goi~g 
into it than into investment.

The impasse between the 
Christian Democrats, Socialists 
and Republicans over revival of 
the center-'left governing coali­
tion threatens to go on indefi­
nitely.- The crucial issue—Shoul«' 
the big Communist party share 
in government power—is unre- 
Eolved.

An Italian, when asked to de­
scribe the normtil state of af­
fairs in his country, more often 
than not will reply: "Ghaos."

Ten days ago the answer 
would probably have been given 
in dead earnest.

Today the tension is wearing 
off. The reply, though the same, 
is likely to be g*ven with the 
good-natured shake of the head 
that says, "It’s true, but have 
patience, one must make the 
best of it.”

Partnership Is Working, 
Dr. Lowe Finds in Paraiba

“A grsat deal of devel- 
ojHnent is going on, and 
Connecticut Partners of 
the Alliance (GPA) sup­
port showed the partner­
ship in action. Efforts that 
have been made are being 
used effectively and coop­
eratively,” President Fred­
erick W. Lowe Jr. of Man- 
chMter Community College 
said the other day, upon 
returning from his month­
long tour of the State of 
Paraiba, Brasil.

He and CPA BxeouUve Direc­
tor Miss Ruth DIsnns King of 
ToUand departed from Brad­
ley Field on Nov. 19 as emlaea- 
ries of the cUtoenwto-cltlsena 
working partnerriUp supported 
entirely by gifts of money and 
mstortols by Individuals, 
organisations, and foundations. 
Trip expenses were underwrit­
ten by the U.S. Agency for bi- 
temattonsl Developraeat.

OonnecUcut became the stoter 
state partner of Paraiba to l$«i, 
a year after the AUiance was 
formed. Currently, 19 American 
elates and 18 of 99 BrasUlan 
states are membsro.

" ’Ihers was no tmprsaalon of 
the lasy, elumbertog Latin 
American under a eombrere, 
taking a stesla sort of thligr,’ ’ 
Dr. Lowe stated.

He also observed virtually 
nothing of anti-Americanism. 
However, they are frustrated te 
American tariffs, " ’nisy are 
more totereetod to a free snter- 
prise eyetem than a h a n d ^ " 
he said. "They would Uke us to 
make it possible tor them to oeU 
their pnxhicto to Ameiioa." 
Their most important exports 
are pineapples, sugar, hemp, 
and cotton.

Followlnf tospeoUon of soma 
18 projects. Dr. Lowe eald he 
will be very selecUve to hla 
recommendations to CPA. One 
of these wtU be the poalUUty 
of eriehIMitog a pastsuitoatlcn 
plant where the ne^ to very 
clear. His tovsstlgatlon involved 
the psopis's .ability to hsndla tha 
tsOhnlcal pnocsssss. ’The gov­
ernor of Paraiba would provide 
manpower through the state de­
partment of agriculture, and 
volunteers would operate it dur­
ing an Interim before it U turn­
ed over to a eoqpenUive milk 
group.

Another recommendation wlU 
be to provide additional inatruc- 
Uonal equipment for vooattonal- 
tochnlcsl schools that are func- 
Uontog, but to need of new pro- 
j^m e.

A third wm W, 'to ooOUnue 
gifts of modieal ojpiipinsnt. Oka 
of Dr. Lowe's sto^ was at tbs 
opening of the Hospttel de 
PoUcte MUitsr, a 148-bed instUu- 
tlon tor otvU servants ki Joan

Peaaoo, the state capital. Thore 
he saw the only Iron lung In 
Paraiba, which is three Umee 
larger than Oonnectleut. with a 
population of olmoot two and a 
half million. The apparatus waa 
given by ConnecUout.

Dr. Lowe sold he wotald 
advocate lending aupport to two 
or three more aoctel centers, or 
setUement houses, in deprived 
areas. Several he saw ai^eor 
to be providing very useful aerv- 
Ices otong the Unea of riiUd 
core, health education, employ­
ment poeslbUltlaa, and commun­
ity action, similar to the work 
of the Gtftoe of Bconomlo Gp- 
portunity to U.S. ghetto areas. 
Some In Paraiba ors operated 
by churches, some by the Pesos 
OOrpe, and otheia by servlee 
groups.

"I think as a result of my re­
ports to CPA," ha sold, “tha 
partners will moke a renssred 
effort to the spring tor funds 
and mstortols with the convlc- 
Uon that ttitoga ore really work­
ing."

Dr. Lowe odmMted his stay 
reversed several preconceived 
notions. "I naively tho«Hht they 
didn’t have the know-how, but 
I found they had all the Ideas I 
hod.

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Rome Suspends 
Passport For 
Leftist Chief

ROME (AP)—Authorities yes­
terday ordered the suspension of 
the passport of Giangiacomo 
EeltrineUi, one of Italy's leading 
publishers, os part of a crack­
down on leftists in the wake of 
terrorist bombings eight days 
ago.

The ordered followed a search 
of Peltrinelli’s  Milan office on 
Friday.

Feltrinelli, whose politics are 
further left than the Communist 
party's, has been on 'a  foreign 
tour since Dec. 4 to seek mate­
rial for his publishing house, 
run under his own name.

Authorities said neither the 
search nor the passport order 
meant that they thought Eeltri- 
nelli had anything to do with the

bombing of a Milan bank Dec. 
12 that killed 14 persons and 
wounded 90.

'Rome police on Friday 
charged five youths with taking 
part in simultaneous terrorist 
bombings in Rome. A 30-year- 
old dancer, Pietro Valpreda, 
had been diarged eariier with 
carrying out the Milan attack. 
All six belong to a Rome an­
archist club.

The persons charged on Fri­
day included the son of a Su­
preme Court Judge, the son of a 
weU-known orchestra conductor 
and the nephew of an ex-sena­
tor.

Milan Magistrate Antonio 
Amatl said he had ordered Fel- 
trinelli's offloe searched and his 
passport suspended. He said he 
had interrogated FieUrinelli at 
the start of ^  month because 
the latter was "suspected of a 
crim e." He did not say what 
crime.

Police sources earlier said in­
vestigators looked through Fel- 
trlnelU'a office for a copy of a 
pamphlet found at the site of a 
bomb exploston last April 1. 
They said the pamphlet was not 
found in the office.

To plug the line, the Scream­
ing Eagles of the 101st Airborne 
Division had been huiried, none 
too happily, out of their rest 
area near the champagne vine­
yards of France.

Gen. MaxwM Taylor was ait 
conferring in Washington, was 
confident he would bold out until 
Gen. George Patton’s Srd Army 
got through to the rescue.

Arrayed around Urn were 
seven battalions o f guns 
scrounged from various retreat­
ing outfits, several Long Toms 
manned by entousiastic Negro 
troops, who began stuffing toalr 
trousers into their boots para­
trooper style, and Ool.

Town Auditors Criticize 
Estimated Tax Collection

A practice which the Board 
of Representatives has 4een 
fo 'lo w ^  since consoUdaUon, 
that '  of estimaiUng p n ^ t iy  
taxca at 100 per cent c<^eoUon, 
should be discouraged, accord­
ing to the report filed Friday 
afternoon by auditors Lutz and 
Keller.

Each year a/t budget time, 
when the tax rate Is sA, the 
board has used the 100 per cent 
collection figure to determine 
what the rate will be. Although 
board members have not been 
ummlmous in agreement on us­
ing this method, it has been 
practiced nevertheless.

The auditors note that the 
actual collection of current 
taxes for the audit year end­
ing June 30, 1969 was 97.06 per 
cent and for taxes due In prior 
years, 98.41 per cent ccrflectlon. 
The auditors termed an esti­
mate based oh 100 per cent col­
lections as ‘‘highly improbable.”

To date, the 100 per cent es- 
. timate has not caused the town 
to run into a deficit as other 
receipts have been higher than 
estimated or expenditures lower 
sometimes.

As in pfurt audit rq>orts, Luts 
agEdn recommended stringent 
tax M^ectlon policies be ad<^- 
ed In the case of old property 
taxes, particularly in the case 
of oU personal property taxes, 
many of which Involve motor 
vehicle taxes where the taxpay­
ers have moved out of town and 
cannot be located.

As a better method tor col­
lection of these motor vdilcle 
taxes, the auditor suggested 
that they be paid in one install­
ment.

‘The FBI says that Hohlmer 
and an associate robbed Buell 
of about 167,000 in Jewelry, carti 
and money orders on Aug. 17, 
1967.

Buell is an architect-builder 
who gave $25 million to a school 
cidled Cok>ra<V> Women‘s Col­
lege and saw the school re­
named Temple Buell College af­
ter him.

On Sept. 8, 1967, Hohtmer was 
arrested at AHon, 111., for pos­
session of burglary toots and Il­
legal posseaslon of firearms. He 
was released In December. 1967, 
on $28,000 bond, according to 
the FBI.

About two months later, he 
was rfiorged In Denver with In­
terstate flight to avoid prosecu­
tion for robbery.

Rogers Defends 
U.S. on Mideast

W ASH m aTO N  (A P ) —  Secre­
tary  o ( State WUUam P . R ogen  
■trooi^y defended Uie controveir- 
ria l U.8. imposala for a  Middle 
Kaat peace today and specifical­
ly  rejected an IsraeU charge 
ttiat they amoui^ed to "a p ­
peasement o f the Arabe.”

Rogefa also said "w e  have 
xeaeon to be cauUouely tqiUmla- 
U e" about Um  eventual success 
o f  the effort to have South Viet­
nam take over its own defense.
I Rogers told a news conference 
that North Vietnamese infiltra­
tion Into the South Is down at 
least 60 per cent this year from 
feet. But be declined to predict 
whether a  recent upswing in 
North Vietnamese tn x ^  move­
ments into the South foreshad­
owed another enemy offensive.

H ie  secretary o f state gave a 
general yearend sum-iq> o f the 
international picture vdiich he 
found Improved despite some 
disappointments.

" I  think on the whole the 
President can be proud of his 
leaderridp in the foreign affairs 
fie ld ," R ogen  said. .

But one Important area where 
admittedly little progress has 
been made is In efforts to settle 
d ie Amh-Israeli dlqiute — end 
Waahlngton’a new pn^Kssals 
aimed at finding a peaceful so- 
luUon have been rebuffed by 
both eldee.

The IsraeU cabinet Monday is­
sued a  statement which reflected 
deteriorating U.S.-Israeli rela- 
tioas because o f the U.S. effort. 
The Israelis denounced the 
American pn^xisals as “ ap­
peasement o f the orbs" which 
"seriously prejudice prospects 
fo r  peace."

In reply, R ogen  said the 
American proposeis were fair, 
eompfehenslve end consistent 
with the resohiUon the U.N. Se­
curity OouncU voted after the 
five-day Jtme 1967 war, calling 
for a solution to the i»oblem .

Appeasement Is “ an unfortu­
nate word,’ ’- Rogers continued, 
that the Arabs ore enemies of 
the United States and somehow 
we are ai^ieasing them ," he 
said. ‘ ”Ihat Isn’t true."

The U.S^ position, R ogen  
said, is that It hopes the Mideast 
rivals can ,begin negotiating a 
settlement under the U.N, reso­
lution. As a  Security Council 
member, the UnHed States bas 
a right to put forward suggea- 
tkma on getting the parties to­
gether to  work out a  solution, he 
oald.

SAIGON (A P ) — Battlefield 
action In Vietnam remained at a 
low level but U.S. BB2 bombers 
made heavy ralde along the 
Cambodian border today as the 
start of the annual Christmas 
truce neared.

A three-day Viet Cong cease­
fire was scheduled to begin 
first, at 1 a.m. Wednesday, 
which Is noon BIST Tuesday. For 
the allies, the South Vietnamese 
government proclaimed only a 
21-hour truce period begtainlng 
at 6 p.m. Christmas Eve, or 6 
a.m. BST.

U.S. sources said they antici­
pate "Isolated Incidenta" during 
the cease-fire.

"H owever," said one oource, 
"w e feel that most of the enemy 
units wiU probably Intensify 
their resupply efforts during the 
week under the rtlaUve safety 
of the allied standdown.”

In the biggest action reporied. 
South Vietnamese headquarters 
said 1,000 government troops, 
eome of them riding In armored 
personnel carriers, clashed with 
enemy troops along the Cambo­
dian border In the Mekong DeHa 
109 miles west of Saigon.

A  spokesman said the govern­
ment force killed 68 o f the ene­
my. He said government casual­
ties were three men killed and 
is men wounded.

U.S. forces reported killing 29 
enemy In three fights Monday. 
Eight Americans were wound­
ed.

Some SB BS2s made heavy 
raids during the night on Norih 
Vietnamese base camps along 
the Cambodian border. The big 
bombers dropped more than 
1,0(X) tons o f explosives within a

mile of the border and about 70 
miles northwest of Saigon.

The strikes were concentrated 
In the "F ish Hook" region, a 
major North Vietnamese stag­
ing area and Mfiltratlon oorri- 
dor where the common border 
of Tay Ninh and Binh Long 
provinces touches Cambodia.

Assessing the situation from 
Saigon north to the border, an 
official source said: "The low 
level o f enemy activity suggests 
that most of the enemy xinlts 
have completed the December 
atlon period and are returning 
to a refitting phase In prepara­
tion for the next action period."

Another source said that pris­
oners captured in the area UU 
their Interrogators that there Is 
a widespread shortage of equip­
ment and personnel and that al­
lied operations are causing seri­
ous problems.

Enemy gunners brought down

two more American helicopters 
Monday. A  gunship waa downed 
along the Cambodian border 87 
miles northeast of Saigon while 
on a reconnaissance mlaeion 
near the Bu Dop Special Forces 
camp, and two crewmen were 
killed. The second heUooptsr 
went down 20 miles aoutiiwast of 
Shlgon, wounding four Amari- 
cana. ,

The U.S. Command said there 
were 17 enemy rocket and mor­
tar attacka between 8 a-m. Mon­
day and 8 a.m. today. Three of 
the attacks caused casualties or 
damage. Including one Am eri­
can klUed and three wounded.

South Vietnamese headquar­
ters said five civilians were 
killed and 18 wounded In a rock­
et attack on a populated area 
near the Due Lap Special 
FVirces camp, 136 miles north­
east of Saigon.

Viet Plane Death Toll at 50
SAIGON (A P ) —The official 

death tMI In Monday’s crash of 
a Sputti Vietnamese airliner at 
Nha Trang rose to BO today. An­
other 88 persona were Injured, 
16 of them cMldren.

The figures were not final and 
several persons were not ac­
counted for. A government 
spokesman said It was not 
known yet how many of the 
dead and Injured were aboard 
the plane and how many were 
on the ground In the area of the 
crash.

A government spokesman 
said 66 adult passengers—four

children and eight crew mem­
bers, a total of 79—wsre aboard 
the D06B when It Slammed Into 
a row of slum houses and a kin- 
dergarten aftsr its brakes failed 
during an emergency landing.
