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-IRS to clarify
position on tax

WASHINGTON (UPI) — The Internal
Revenue Service expects to clarify soon
whether a popular new savings scheme
touted to eaim up to 40 t interest
will nullify the effects of tax-free “all-
savers’' certificates,

In an unusual warning delivered over
the weekend, the RS sald it has substan-
tial doubts about the tax status of the
savings scheme now being offered by
several banks and savings institutions.

Under the scheme, investors place
their money into shortterm, high-
interest accounts that will be used to buy
the one-year all-savers certificates
beginning Oct. 1.

However, by taking advantage of the
high interest rates being offered in ad-
vance of Oct. 1, the IRS statement said
investors may be jeopardizing the tax
exemption authorized by Congress for
the all-savers certificates.

In explaining the warning, IRS
spokesman Leon Levine said Sunday,
“We hope It makés pebple aware of the
ggsalblllly. at least, of the interest not

ing tax-free. We had to warn people of
the possible consequences.

‘““The decision was not made lightly,"”
he said. “We're well aware of the con-
sequences this will have'" on the pop-
ularity of the new investment and the
financial institutions offering It.

Banks and savings and loan
associations are offering up to 40 percent
interest to savers who deposit now and
agree to “roll aver' their accounts into
the all-savers certificates.

The certificates, created by the tax cut
bill recently signed into law by President
Reagan, will produce interest at 70 per-
cent of the rate for one-year Treasury
bills. Under that formula, the cer-
tificates would be earning about 10 per-
cent interest today.

The law provides a tax exemptipn of
$1,000 for individuals and $2, for
couples on interest earned from the)cer-
tificates. -

At a meeting of
big city mayors, Reagan
reporledly greeted his own
secretary of Housing and Urban
Development, Samuel R. Plerce,
as “Mr. Mayor."”

When Rep. Charles Wilson,
D-Texas, asked him about a syn-
thetic fuels program, Reagan
drew a blank.

Directors to vote

The Board of Directors, at
Tuesday night's meeting, may
decide to put on the November
ballot proposals to pay $620,000 for
expansion of the Highway Depart-
ment garage and to spend $2 million
for property acquisition and public
improvements in the Cheney
Historic District.

. The board Is also scheduled to:

» Allocate an additional $18,720
for legal costs associated with the
HUD discrimination lawsuit,

« Transfer $30,000, to be funded by
a Bureau of Outdoor Recreation
grant, to the general fund Lo pay for
lighting for the Mount Nebo baseball
field.

The proposal to expand and im-
prove the Highway Department gar-
age would allow construction of a
central motor vehicles maintenance
famility.

Highway Department Director
Frederick E. Wajes Jr. and last
week the improvements would allow
a systematic preventive
maintenance pregram for town
vehicles.

He sald the investment would
probably pay for itsell in about five
years through savings on vehicle

Peter Kuzmickas, director of materials
department for Manchester Memorial
Hospital, and Irene Smith, a registered aurse
In the hospital's Emergency Department, put

replacement and outside repairs.

The plans call for an addition of 5,-
650 feet and modification of 1,500
feet. The facility would service 250
vehicles,

Decontrol is costly

WASHINGTON (UPI) — A con-
sumer group says decon-
trol of natural gas would cost most
Americans thejr tax cut gains and
then some, but not' prove much of a
burden to high-income families.

The impact would be greatest in
the northern states.

A report released Sunday by the
Energy Action Educational Founda-
tion compared the tax cuts expected
by familles at various income
levels, with the direct and hidden
costs of an administration plan to
accelerate gas decontrol.

A typical family with income of
$20,000 a year in 1962, 1983 and 1964
would pay $1,060 less in taxes under
the tax cut recently signed by Presi-
dent Reagan, but spend $2,800 rhore
for direct and indirect natural gas
costs, the report sald.

For a household subsisting on $10,-
000 a year — half the national me-

dian ihcome — the report sald the
tax cut of $200 would cover just one-
tenth of its gas bill increase.

But, it sald, a household with in-
come, of $100,000 would easily be
able to offset increased gas costs of
$3,950 with an estimated §12,600 tax
reduction under the ad-

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The idea of spending a million
dollars and more to acquire ul-
timately to restore historic Cheney
Hall is not going to be easy for
everyone in Manchester to accept,

To be sure, Manchester has
always shown an Interest in preser-
ving its Uheney heritage. And of
course there Is romantic and
economic appeal in turning old mills
into new apartments without losing
the look of the old mills in the
process.

Then too, a restored Cheney com-
plex without a Cheney Hall would
surely lack something. It may well
be the most important building
historically in the complex. There
the Cheney families, the community
leaders, held the social events of
thdir dynasty. And there the com-
man folk of an older Manchester
found most of their entertainment
and their enlightenment.

So the hall symbolizes, perhaps

more than anything else does, the’

petuliar kind of paternalism prac-
ticed by the Cheneys which made
Manchester so different from hun-
dreds of textile towns in New
England where the workers lived in
drab, cultureless surroundings and
the mill owners lived their lives in
another place and in a style their
workers could only wonder about.

" I is that very difference which
makes Manchester now want (o
preserve that heritage instead of
wiping it off the slate. Merely
making the most of the mill com-
plex is not the sole motive, maybe
not even the chief motive, of the
Cheney Historic District Coramis-
sion and its supporters.

Dr. Willlam E. Buckley in “A
New England Pattern,” his history
of Manchester, writes this:

“To the churches, schools and
public libraries was added in 1867 a
new factor, Chency Hall, whose im-
portance, socially as well as

culturally, in the progress of the
community it is difficult to
overestimate."'

Elsewhere he says, '"The attrac-
tive interior was the setting not only
of coming-out parties of Cheney
daughters but also for the annual
balls given by Company G (the
town's militia company), by the
Masons, and the Knights of Colum-
bus and the masquerades of 5t.
Mary's Young Men's Club. Basket-
ball games and boxing exhibits drew
the followers of the sport to the
Hall. For some years a county fair
was staged there by the South
Manchester Fire Department and in
the vestibule a greased pig eluded
the ambutious youths who tried to
catch it and hold it for the time
required for winning prizes offered.
In shart, Cheney Hall was the center
of cultural, social and even sporting
activities in the south end of
Manchester for many years.”

First among the notables who
appeared at Cheney Hall was
Horace Greeley, who was chief
speaker at the dedication. Others
were clergymen of national reputa-
tion such as- Phillip Brooks, Henry
Ward Beecher arid Horace Bushnell.
Susan B. Anthony campalgned there
for the cause of women's rights.
Churches held services, clubs gave
plays. Memorial Day exercises
were held there and It was the star-
ling place for parades,

Cheney Hall has served as the
town'’s hospital, and as its lbrary.

In Manchester

Town should seize

river opportunity

The timing couldn't be much
worse, but the opportunity for
Manchester to take the lead in
protecting the Hockanum River
is too good to pass up.

In a report Friday, the con-
sultants for the state Depart-
ment of Environmental Protec-
tion issued a plan for salvaging
the Hockanum River, a once-
_beautiful but now polluted body
of water that curls its way
through Vernon, Manchester, and
East Hartford, providing a
variety of vistas on route,

The timing is bad because the
community is already faced with
a npumber of opportunities which
pose demands on its attention
and its dollar, the Cheney com-
plex reclamation among them.

Also before Manchester is the
need for an improved town gar-
age. And in the background, but
not very far back, is the need to
a consistently adequate and con-
sistently good water supply.

With all that, the town should
not hesitate to stay behind the
Heckanum River Linear Park
mpvement — a good- deal of
enthusiasm has already been
shbwn and a lot of volunteer

work already done.

There are several reasons for
backing the project despite the
number of problems the town
already faces.

One is that it is not expensive,
Representative figures are
$155,000 to develop three modest
park sites along the river and
$367,500 fof bicycle trails.

Obviously those do jot repre-
sent total costs, but that leads to
the second appe? of the park
project. It does tiot have to bé
done in o ell swoop. The
park, or fitring of parks, can be
created ually.

The four towns involved —
Ellington is included — should.
get together with the state and
set up a plan of action so that the
impetus will not be lost.

The state report gives a good
explanation of why the towns
should act and why the park is
significant despite the fact it
very modest.

The report says:

“Phe towns of the valley have
unique opportunity at this point
in their history to create a quali-
ty park system that Is greater
than the sum of its parts.”

There is every reason to preserve’
the memory of Cheney Hall as a
historic monument.

BUT DOES THAT automatical-
ly mean the building itself should be
preserved at a cost which has not
yet been calculated? Thers are
doubts.

Rellécting on the coats and the dif-
ficulties of restoring Cheney Hall, I
recalled that Al Tarquinio, a Herald
photographer, had once mentioned

in passing that he had some minor .

problem in getting debris carried

away from the hall after he haddone *

some cleaning there. I did not know
is at the time, but he had legsed the
hall a year for a dollar in what
turned out to be a hopeless dream of
using it for theatrical productions.

Without preamble, I thrust a ques-
tion at him.

“"What do you know about Cheney
Hall?"

“1 know I spend three months
cleaning pigeon droppings out of it."

With that Inelegant image, he
began a 10-minute monologue, It
started out like a lament about dirt,
dust, deterjoration, destruction, and
disillusionment, It ended In a paean
to the beauties of the Cheney Hall in-
terior.

Tarquinio and three other
volunteers wrapped insulation
around water pipes or wound them
with electrical heating tape. In
winter they could work only
between 11 a.m. and 2 p.m. because
the inside temperature was 10
degrees colder than outside. The
heating system controls are gone.
Every time they sought to solve one
problem, they encountered 10
others. The wood floor in the base-
ment is like a roller coaster. Water
seeps through the brickwork, the
roof reveals the sky in some places
and so do the upper walls.

“We got on the roof in the snow
and spread tarps to keep the water
out,” he sald. “We ad plastic
sheets over the false celling Tor.the
same reason."’

And everywhere was the
evidence, including carcasses, that
pigeons have taken possession.

The four-person crew finally gave
up. They had barely succeeded in
bringing the building to the point
where they could begin to think in
terms of a theater of sorts,

They wore hats, gloves, surgical
masks, and layers of clothes. From
wellwishers they had gotten lots of
moral support but little more,

“But it was beautiful," he said. I
was happy to be there even in the
bitter cold.”

When they wiped away the dirt
from the oak woodwork, it sprang to
life again.

Cheney Hall presents a mixed picture of elegance and decay, as this view of the In-

“The shutters, the oak, It's
beautiful,” he almost babbled.

“When you were in there, you got
a real sense of what it must have
been like in the old days,” be sald.

“Do the flies work?'' I asked in
reference to the devices that lower
scenery to the stage from the
storage area above it. The scenery
storage and mechanism and the
raked stage (slating down from rear
to front) are among the things ad-
vocates of restoration cite as assets.

“Nothing works,” he said, and
began another monologue of lamen-
tation and lauding.

Granted, the four volunteers who
set out on their horrendous task had
limited regources, but their
experience l{lustrates the problem.

Other theater-oriented people
have looked at it and concluded the
place is too far gone to be brought
back for performing arts.

Meanwhile, Manchester Com-
munity College is going forward
with' its plans for another perfor-
ming arts center.

IN NOVEMBER the volers,
economy-minded volers, will go the
polls and will be asked to approve a
bond issue, probably of $2 million,
about half of which is earmarked for

acquiring Cheney Hall and keeping
it from further-deterioration.

That expenditure makes no sense
unless there is a commitment to
carry out the rest of the work. If
someone comes out with a figure of
£3 million or higher, it will not be a
surprise. The generous federal
money which made possible the
‘restoration of Goodspeed Opera
House is no longer available.

It would be a shame if the total
Cheney restoration package Is cast
aside because of the Cheney Hall
price tag:

Some alterpatives should be
explored. For instance, Cheney Hall
could be saved as @ monument by
taking materials from il and using
them elsewhere in the area: ground
doors, organ pipes, exquisite sec-
tions of woodwork.

That's hardly a living memorial
and leaves one with the
blasphemous  conclusion that ‘the
bullding itéell should be torn down if
It 1 going to become an eyesore as it
deteriorates further. .

In this respect, we might take a
lesson from the Shakers, who never
allowed & bullding to remain stan-
ding when it became unuseful unless
it could be converted or moved.

Another possibility Is that it could
be made into a restaurant. That
might not be any more feasible
without subsidy than returning it to
uste as a cultural center. But then, if

it hiad been feasible commercially to
put the Cheney mill buildings to high
economic use without the tax incen-
tives of a historic district, there
would have been no possibility of a
historic district, and, speaking of
economics only, no need for it.

Developers of luxury apartmenta
in the old mills will certainly want a
restaurant nearby as ane of the off-
premise amenities they will use to
make thelr apartment location al-
tractive.

If the townspeople really want to
bring back the original splendor of
Cheney Hall dnd have it for their
own, great. But they should know in
advance what Is entailed and they
should bear it from some hard-
headed bricks-and-mortar people
who understand how to estimate the
cost of a dream.

Reagan's personnel woes

WASHINGTON (NEA) — Presl-
dent Reagan has received some sel-
backs recently in his battle to make
substantial cuts in the federal
bureaucracy by the beginning of the
new fiscal year on Oct. 1,

First came the release of govern-
ment figures showing that full-time
civilian employment rose — by 8,205
— in May for the second consecutive
month,

The Office of Personnel Manage-
ment has tried to portray these
statistics in the best posaible light.
For example, the Defense Depart-
ment now is being listed as a
separate category on the basis that
the cuts were not intended to extend
to the Pentagon.

Thus, the agency's figures in-
dicate that full-time civilian
employment actually went down by
741 in May, This figure was obtained
by eliminating the 0,967 new
positions at the Defense Depart-
ment as well as major Increases
that were sald to be “seasonal' &t
the Interior and Agricuiture
departments, 2

On the heels of the release of these
figures came Defense Secretary
Caspar Welnberger's annpuncement
of his plans to add at least 75,000
full-time civilian employees to the
Pentagon payroll. !

Then the U.S. court of appeals
issued @ ruling that challenged the
legality of the hiring freeze thal
Reagan signed as his first official
act as president, This could pave the
way for the addition of as many as
20,000 workers to federal
payroll, retroactive o January. .

The administration sald that the

PAWLING, N.Y. (UPI) — The
family of Lowell Thomas was
deluged with. calls Sunday from
mourners who had tuned in to his
radio broadcasts for more than five
decades.

The death Saturday of Thomas,
possibly the most influential broad-
caster in the English-speaking
world, closed a chapter in the
history of electronic journalism.
Thomas suffered a heart attack
while sleeping at his upstate New

“York home in Pawling, his

secretory said. He was 80,

Thomas' radio sign-off — 'S0 long

P Fans, once dependent on the com-
mentator's booming voice to make
sense of world events, called
Thomas' bereaved family Sunday.
Thomas' second wife, Marianna,

who was with him when he died,
remained at the couple’s 500-acre
estate 60 miles north of-New York
City. Thomas' son and
grandchildren were to join her Sun-
day afternoon.

“Beihg the great person that he
was, lhere are calls A
said Electra Nix, Thomas'
secretary. "“The calls are coming
from people all over the world and
in all walks of life."

Thomas was the first person to
broadcast from a ship, from an'air
plane, from a coal mine and from a
submarine. His reporting took him
to both poles and virtually
everywhere in between. He
befriended every president from
William Howard Taft to Gerald
Ford.

Thomas first went behind the
microphone in 1925 at station KDKA
in Pittsburgh. Recruited by CBS
President William Paley, Thomas
began daily. weekday radio broad-
- casts in 1930, His last regular broad-
cast was in May of 1976 at the age of
84 on the CBS radio network.

My friends, one of the comments I
most frequently run inte (and as
often at “church' meetings as at
other gastherings) goes something
like this. *'Listen, I don't mind
helping people who really need It but
these people on welfare....." pause
to permit us to gel a mental picture
of these people on welfare
“darned if I can see giving money to
help him.

I've been
working since I was 13 (or 12 or 15)
and darned if I can even see paying

month), Every once In a while,
someone, usually a lovely
blue/white haired lady, says to me
— “‘well, at least "shudder' they
could stay clean. It doesn't cost
anything to stay clean.”

Oh, my lovely immaculate and
fastidious friend, it costs a lot these
days to stay clean. To run a load of
wash through the washer and dryer
at the laundromat costs §1.25, That's
without the soap. Soap costs an ad-
ditional 20 cents, On town assistance
you are allowed $2.50 per month for
laundry so you can wash 2 loads of
wash per month. “Don’t use the
dryer. Hang it up?"' Where? Over
the bed in one room? The landlord
would love it. The bottom line is that
nelther you nor I would find living on
town welfare (general assistance)
plush nor pleasant. By careful plan-
ning — If your landlord will allow
you to eat in your room and even
have a hot plate, you can make it by
having: breakfast for 51 cents, lunch
for 62 cents and dinner for 93 cents.

DEAR CONSUMER REPORTS:
Something has gone wrong with my

‘one. What kind is the best?
DEAR READER: Chest freezers
y cost less than uprights to
buy and operate, and they can run
for longer periods betweén
defrostings. Among the full-gized
freezers we tested, the Whirlpool
EHHIS0F and the Sears 111556 were
the best of the chests, The Rheem
C15 also performed well, but it's not
quite as energy-efficienl. Upright
freezers aren't as thrifty with elec-
tricity as chest freezers, but they

Problem 3— If you've
already been evicted for non-
payment, you can not recelve
assitance from town until you have a
Manchester address, Presto-
chango. You have a whole new list of
problems. If you can find a rent for
$41 a week or less, and IF you can
find a landlord who will accept a
welfare voucher and IF the landlord
will rent to a person evicted for non-
payment of rent, IF, IF, IF. In short
— the longer you have walted to get
help — the longer you have said
“tomorrow, I will get a lucky break

— tomorrow I'll find a fob — or
