To Carry Out Execution

acting on MacArthur's orders, will
carry out the execution secretly
and then snnounce it. Newspaper-
men and “photographers will be
barrred.

Styer, commardsr of Army
forces in the western Pacific with
headquarters  in Manila, aaid
Army-selected witnesges to the
execution would not be permitted
to talk for publication.

Yamashita, charged with con-
doning atrocities by troops under
his command in the Philippinea, Is
the first top-ranking Japanese of-
ficer whose conviction has been
reviewed by the supreme Allied
commander.

Fate of the calm, shaven-headed
Japanese general was left in Mac-
Arthur's handg after the Philip-
pines Supreme court refused to
tranafer the cage from military to
civil jurisdiction, and the U, 8.

Those
drafted now are 18 through 25
years of age. The draft law, un-
less Congress extends it, ends May
18.

Veterans' benefits are for those
in service between Sept. 18, 1940
and the official end of the war, 1t
hasn't ended officinlly yet,

Certain Requirements

To get the bencfits a veteran
must fulfill certsin requirements,
such as a minimum of service,
usually at least 90 days.

Take an example: Jones is draft-
od May 14, one day before the
draft law ends. And the war hap-
pens to be ended officially May 17,

Having then been in service only
three days, can gJones claim the
same Kkind of benecfils as velerans
of the war, when it was & shoot-
ing war? Yes. To this extent:

If he's In service only one day
before the war officlally ends, he
gets the benefit of the G. 1. bill
of rights—such as loans and edu-
cation—provided he serves the re-
quired length of time before his
discharge, ia discharged under the
right conditions, and so on.

For example: To get one year's
oducation at government expense
he must have served at least 80
days.

If Jones was drafted May 14, the
war ended May 17, and he was dis-
charged other .than dishonorably
Aug. 14—or B0 days after being
drafted—he'd get one year's educa-
tion.

Would Get Full Pension

If he was disabled between the
time he was drafted and the offi-
cial end of the war, he'd get the full
wartime pension,

But—if he was drafted before
the war ended and was disabled
after the war endgd. he'd get only
the peacetime pénsion for dis-
abled service men, which is only

75 per cent of the wartime pen-|

sion,
This story is meant only as an
outline of the VA interpretation of
the law, If you have specific ques-
tions affecti you, ask the VA,
Now take those who enlist. The
Iaw says anyone who enlists or
re-enlists before Oct. 6, 1048, gets |
the benefits of the G.I. Bill of |
Rights, no matter when the war
ends. Take an example:
Tom Smith enlists Oct. 5 and
the war enda officially Oct. 7. His
enlistment.’ {s—say—for three
years,
Even though the war ended of-
ficially Oct. 7, two days after his
enlistment, so far as Smith's G.1.
benefits are concerned the war for
him. isn't officially ended till the
end of his enlistment,
If he leaves the Army at the
end of this enlistment—which in
Smith's case would be Oct. 5,
1M8—he could then start claim-
ing his benefits under the G.I. bill
of rights.,
Would Get All Benefits

So he'd get all the G.I. benefits
which any veteran of the shoot-
ing war would get,

Suppose the war officially ends
sometime before Oct. 5 and Smith
enlists Oct. 6. What then?

The law still gives him the vet-
erans benefits if he enlists before
Oct. 6, even though, by enlisting
Oct. 5, he was enlisting after the’
war ended.
