Franco Blames

Madrid, March 3I—(#—The
Franco government declared today
that the closing of the Spanish
frontier by France and anti-Span-
ish demonstrations abroad were

‘It is necessary to make known
once again that, under the appear-
ance of false humanitarianism and
simulated compassion, there is be-
ing developed a new campaign of
snares and calumnies against
Spain, of which the promoter and
active agent (a international Com-
munigm,” the communique said.

Inspired By Communists

Protests against the recent ex-

ecution of 10 Spanish anti-Fasci
were Inspired by Communists w
glorified ‘“wvulgar and common
criminals as martyrs of a political
|idea,” the statement asserted.
I *The communique sald the pro-
tests followed the regular Com-
munist pattern, and added that
thia in itself was proof that the
protests were part of a Communist
campaign.

The protests ‘“spread in the
guise of & watchword,” the govern-
ment asserted, and “shortly after
that began anti-Spanish demon-
strations and meetings and later
attacks inst - buldings of our
missions abroad.”

The government Is  “inexorably
resolved and decided to maintain
order with all firmness and to guar-
antee national security,” the state-
ment continued,

Spain also “makes a move to ap-
peal to the canscience of the world
against this unprecedented cam-
paign by means of which an at-
tempt ia being .made by the worst
methods to drag down into dis-
order and chaoca a country in
order and peace, which has com-
plied with its international dutlies
like no other."

Seen Reference to Note

In what some observeras inter-
preted as a reference to a note
sent by the United States to Bri-
tain and France urging a joint de-
claration against Franco, the
communique said:

Unsatable Price

The price of silk has never been
a stable one and fortunes have
been made and lost through specu-
Iation in the raw ailk market, and
it was not uncommon for a manu-
facturer In the silk industry to
see a fluctuation of several dol-
lars a pound which the raw allk
they had purchased was in the
process of manufacture, and they,
of course took a corresponding
logs or profit.

Cheney Brothers feel that silk
at the present high prices cannot
be used in volume. Today raw silk
can be imported for about $10 a
pound. Once it is received, it must
be tested, prepared, soaked, wound,
thrown, prepared for warping and
quilling, then. woven and dyed.
Such a fabric would cost about §4
a yard A comparable fabric
made of viscose rayon yarn pur-
chased at $88¢ a pound on cones,
ready for warping and quilling,
would then woven and dyed cost
about 60c a yard. Only for special
purposes would the difference In
the two fabrics be worth the dif-
ference in cost.

It is estimated that 13,000,000
pounds of cotton, rayon, mnylon,
worsled, agd mohalr, were used by
the company during the war and
only 1,450,000 pounds of raw silk.
At present, no raw silk is being
used for fabrics and only a small
quantity of electrical Insulating
material is being made from silk.
In the event that the price of raw
silk should become stabillzed at »
reasonable figure and the quality
and grading of raw asilk be kept
under control, silk will probably
be used for special purposes and
specinl quality fabrics, Today
Chenecy Brothers are not depend-
ent upon the use of raw silk and
they are In a position to produce
beautiful " fabrics from the many
other materials that are avallable,

John H. Hyde, parish treasurer, re-
ports that a check for this amount
wans sent to the diocesan authori-
tien this week as St. Mary's initial
gift to the fund.

Eavelopes Are Distributed

Early In February the local Re-
construetion and Advance commit-
tee, headed by Stewart R, Kennedy
sent boxes of special envelopes to
every member of St. Mary's.
