Taverns Forced To Close
About ten days ag^, when the 

first warm days were experienced, 
the tavern owners began to worry 
over the supply. The wholesalers 
informed them that they could not 
guarantee any specified number of 
barrels. As a result, when the 
beer gave out. the tavern keepeia 
iqerely told their customers that 
tn ^ h a d  to close up.

Now we may find out who’s cor- 1  
rect about it.

Yesterday Abraham Fishgold, a 
Brooklyn veteran, appealed to the 
Supreme court to protect hla re­
employment rights. More about 
Fishgold in a moment.

Here’s the background:
Pai'agraph 8 of the Selective 

Service act saya that, a veteran 
has a right to hie old job for at 
least one year after he returns to 
it. The law also aays a person 
so restored to his job shall m  con­
sidered as having been bn leave 
of absence, with no loss In senior­
ity while he was away,

Leavea Lot Unsaid 
But the law leaves a lot unsaid, 

•fhe biggest unanswered question 
is this; Must the veteran given 
his old job even if it means the 
firing of a worker with greater 
seniority?

Government agencies have nev­
er been able to agree on this 
question. Selective Service and 
the Labor depaltnient are on op­
posite sides.

Selective Service long ago took 
the position that the veteran must 
be ^ven hls old job or one of 
equal status, in preference-to all 
non-vetefana. regardless of their 
length of service With the com­
pany. This doctrine is some' 
times called ’’super-seniority.”

The Justice department, after 
remaining neutral for a while, de­
cided to support the Selective 
Servlhe' interpretation.

Would Wreck Sj-sfem 
Labor unions took another view.

; They didn’t  object to the rehiring 
' of veterans—in fact they have en 

couraged It. ‘Veterans belong to
unions, too. But the unfona ar­
gued that the seniority system 
giving preference in hiring and 
layoffs to men -with the longest 
service—hais been established in 
industry after a long struggle. 
They said "super-seniority" would 
wreck that system, and in the 
long run would injure veterans 
along with other workers.

The unions made quite an issue 
over this, partly tecause they 
feared that "super-seniority” was 
really an anti-labor move.

The Labor department support­
ed the union’s interpretation of 
the law.

Vet Organizations Divided 
« Veterans’ organisations are 

'divided in their opinions. The 
American Legion, for one, strong­
ly Aipports the Selective Service 
position.' In fact,’ a ‘ spokesman 
said today the Legion may decide 
to Intervene in the Fishgold case 
before the Supreme codrt, in order 
to battle for the Selective Service 
view.

So far, there have been four de­
cisions in Federal coifrts. Two 
have gone one way, and two the 
other. The Fishgold case is the 
only one that has been decided 
a U. S. Qourt of Appeals.

The Sullivan Drydock and Re­
pair company. Bfooklyn, had to 
make some layoffs. On two dif­
ferent occasions it laid off Abra­
ham Fishgold, a welder, and kept 
non-veterans on the payroll who 
had longer service with the firm. 
Fishgold said this was a violation 
of the law, since he had not' yeU 
been back on the job one year and:

Federal Judge Matthew T. 
Abruzso* of Brooklyn filled g  in 
favor of Fishgold—;tlius uphold­
ing Selective Seryibe.“^ u t  two
