the grocers, who represented De­
troit’s 6,400 small food dealers, 
that “it Is my legal opinion that 
the AFL mtiy bargain to organize, 
your eral)loyet” but advis^ 
store proprietors to “resist /-at­
tempts to organize grocerv , Own­
ers.” X

Of the department's 16,000 em­

ployes, only 820 are career diplo­
mats. Here’s what you have to«do 
to  be one:

1. You must pass a very stiff 
'examination given by the depart­
ment’s Foreign service. The Vast 
majority who pass are college- 
trained.

2. Having passed, you arc giv­
en the title o f S ore ly  service o ffi­
cer and sent Oversess, to work 
there for years. ' "

These foreign service officers— 
820 of them—are the career diplo­
mats.

Brings ,Up Nice Distinction 
That brings up a nice distinc­

tion: The difference between a 
foreigm service officer and an o ffi­
cer of the foreign service.

Officials o f the foreign service 
are called offlcera of the foreign 
service.

But only those offi.ers of the 
foreign service who have passed 
the examination are called'foreign 
service officers, the career diplo­
mats.

The other officers of the foreign 
service are called, auxiliary officers 
—like economlstsVpr Information

embassy, the highest job he 
g e t  .

The starting salary is ,13.900, 
the top salbry is $10,00^' It may 
take 10 to 14 years to reach 
$6,000.

Schacht, former Pk'lchsbank

After 
his dismissal as a minister with­
out portfolio In January of 1943, 
“ my only political activity was de­
voted to efforts to remove Hitler,” 
he swore.

He told of plotting with generals 
who opposed Hitler and of frequent 
contacts with "prominent Ameri­
cans. Englishman, Frenchmen and 
rteutrnls" aimed at seeking peace.

Hans diseviuB, who had identified 
Schacht os a participant In various 
plots.

Schacht sought to testify about 
talks with an unnamed American 
economist In Switzerland In 1941.

Coburg, Germany, May 2—T^— 
This well-spring of Nazism wants 
to redeem its good name by or­
ganizing an "international acade­
my for agreement among the na- 
lions”  whei’e students frorn all 
over the world can study democ­
racy.

It is a strailge thing—this mass 
repentance by a city for past Na­
tional .Socialistic sins. It is be­
lievable only in Germany.

Coburg for centuries ,i^as the 
ducal seat of the Saxe-Coburg 
Hesse rulers, a prolific royal fam'i-' 
ly which produced kings for sever­
al European countries. Under 
Adolf Hitler it was awarded the 

' Coburg medal for being one of the 
first Garman clUcs to embrace 
Nazism. •

No Longer Respectable 
Now the colorful Bavarian 

"postcard town,'\where Martin 
Luther once preached, wants to 
take the lead In switching the 
German nation over to its third 
ideology in 30 years—this time 
democracy.

Ing among students from all coun- ; 
tries. Our main orientation will lie  ̂
to the west—to France, England \ 
and .America—but we want Rus­
sian students, too, and a Russian 

. professor if we can get him.”
Will Specialize in Government 
The academy will specialize in 

the study of government and the 
history of all democracies but it 
will offer courses in comparative j  
religion, languages, social and edu­
cational science. A fine arts divi­
sion will teach the contributions 
of each nation to world culture in 
music,, painting, architecture and 
sculpturing.

"The school will be open to all,’’ 
said Me.ver, “ a people's academy 
for the broad masses as well aib 
advanced students."

The project is no paper enter­
prise. The academy is ready to 
open on a limited scale a.i soon as 
American permission is forthcom-
Inp-

"We have already collected 70.- 
000 marks in voluntary contribu­
tions of the 300,000 marks needed 
to begin," .said the oberbiiergcr- 
meiste.r.' "The rest will be raised 
by state grants and special tax- 
ea "

The academy will be housed In 
the old ducal palace where Queen 
Victoria' Of England - used to stay 
on summer visits with her, consort 
Prince Albert, a native of CObiirg. 
The fine palace art collections and j  
a library of several hundred thou­
sand volumes are available and 
near the palace is the 'Ckmurg 
Opera House where muafe Stu­
dents can give concerts-.-^'^

Vote On The Monarchy

Some forces In the world today 
hsVe favored retention of the 
Italian monarchy • because they 
think that such a monarchy la a 
bulwark against communism. The 
diplomacy o f the United States 
And Britain seems to have ‘ been 
slanted In thla direction. Reportli 
from Italy say that the Vatican 
also would like to see the mon­
archy retained, as an “ element of | 
aUbiUty.’’

Fortunately, What -the Italian 
people themselves want la going 
to  be determined by a popular ref­
erendum in June. And Interest­
ingly, there has come a forecast 
of how they may vote. The fore­
cast U contained In a vote taken 
among members o f the Democrat­
ic Christian party, the largest aln- 
gfe party in Italy, and also s pre­
dominantly Catholic party. That 
vote registered the sentiment of 
party members against the con­
tinuation of the monarchy by a 
margin o f three to one. Since the 
Cominunls'te and the Socialists si'e 
automatically against the mon­
archy, it looks bad, come June, for 
the House of Savoy.

Ftw  will shed tears over the 
disappearance of the Italian mon­
archy, If that develops.

What is disturbing is the the­
ory, applied to Italy- as to Spain 
and aa also to Greece, that the 
artificial retention of a king or a 
dictator Is an efficient weapon 
against communism. To us It 
seems the contrary which is true. 
Wef suspect that the sure way to 
drive Itqly, Greece and Spain to 
communism la to try and keep re­
actionary and outmoded aytabols 
tj  ̂power. And we think we know 
-that the only sure way to battle 
communism Is to offer more free­
dom and more progress then com­
munism can, which, is not a very 
difficult task If democracy should 
ever put a poaitlye heart In it.

Perhaps the main reason why 
the sponsors of the gubernatorisl 
candidacy of John Chapman of 
Northbury are not in the least dis­
concerted by the more frantic and 
seemingly more vigorous tactic.s 
of potential opponents, who are 
making two speeches a day while 
Chapman has made none, is that 
they have calculated everything 
down to a mathematical certainty 
from the monient they '  first 
thought of launching the Chapman 
candidacy. It  is permissible to re­
veal that they are sure of their 
ground even on those details which 
less conscientious political manag­
ers often leave to excited gossip 
on the convention floor.

The Arab committee adopted a
