Washington, May 14.— </P)j 

— John L. Lewis today de-| 
manded exclusive union ad­
ministration of a 870,000,000 
miners’ welfare fund which 
he proposes to raise through 
a seven per cent levy on pay­
rolls. The United Mine Work­
ers’ president declared the 
fund, to be paid exclusively by 
the operators, would have to be 
granted, before the miners would 
negotiate,’ ’any contract, npw or 
later." >

To Be fse d  for Six Purposes 
Lewis told reporters at a news 

conference, after leaving contract 
negotiating seasions, that the sev­
en per cent levy was ‘ ‘ultra-con­
servative’’ and its receipts would 
be used for these si* purposes 
only:

Adequate and modem aervlce, 
properly standardised hospitalisa­
tion; life and health Insurance at 
reasonable rates; rehabilitation 
and training of disabled men; fi­
nancial aid In case of distress and 
hardship; and—if any money is 
left—for “cultural and educational 
work’t among the mine workers.

Lewis Mid he had explained the 
demands so thoroughly that the 
operators Raid they desired no fur­
ther explanation on that Issue.

Operators, Uken by surprise by 
the proposal withheld their formal 
reply until Jjewis spells out the 
rest of his contract demanda 

Doobta Or Agteemeut Raised 
But their reactions expressed pri­

vately to newsmen raised doubts 
that the negoUationa of the next 
24 hours could produce the general 
agreement President Truman has 
asked for by tomorrow.

One producer termed the demand 
“ ridiculous." Another, not a mem­
ber o f the negotiating committee, 
said: "We rejw l the whole damned 
principle.”

Most o f the 400,000 miners who 
have been oa strike since April 
returned to wvrk yesterday under 
a two-week truce.

Lewis’ outline of the specific 
form he wants the welfare fund to 
take marked the first time since 
the talks began two months ago 
that he has laid down a concrete 
formula.

Says ‘ Even If No Inter­
est Paid' Lending Cash 
Would Be Worthwhile
W ashingtonl^lay 1 4 --(S*)— Sec­

retary o f the Treasury Fred M. 
Vinson said today that "even If 
no interest were paid” the pro­
posed British loan would be wtirth- 
whHe. ■ '

Vinson gave this argument, to 
the House Banking committee 
even as House foes of the $3,750,- 
000,000 credit''tried to nullify the 
Senate’s approval of it.

The secretxj7  said the proposed 
financial agreement would benefit 
the United SUtea through the 
scrapping o f .British controls which 
now restrict trade.

Recalla Export Contraction
Vinson, saying that "our econ­

omy has mlwavs been , dependent 
on foreign trade." recalled the con­
traction of American exports dur­
ing the early 1030s. He amid that 
decline "contributed to the severe 
depression in Industry and the col­
lapse In agriculture.

“Our trade cannot reach the high 
levels necessary for American 
prosperity If the woild again re­
sorts to currency end trade re­
strictions," he said.

Vinson noted that the interest 
rate on the loon (3 per cent be­
ginning in 1051) would be less 
than Brttsln would have to pay on 
a “strictly commercial loan Ob­
tained from bankers." He describ­
ed the . financial u^eement os 
"much more than a k m

“When we take Into considera­
tion the commitments we receive 
from Ehigland on her currency end 
trade policies,’ ’ he argued, “ it be­
comes clear that the egreem 
would amply repay the American 
people even if no interest were, 
paid.

RfpresenUtive Knutson (R

Washington, May 14—( ^ —Sena­
tor Byrd (O., Va.) oaid today John 
L. Lewis’ switch from a tonnage 
royalty to payroll levy demand to 
finance a miners’ wiilfare fund “ Is 
the same thing only bigger."

Consequently, the Virginia sena­
tor told a reporter, he will press 
with renewed vigor for his pro­
posal to outlaw any company pay­
ments to a tmion representative.

Offered as an amendment to the 
Senate's softer version of the 
House-approved C^se bill, the 
Byrd measure is slated for the first 
of a series of senate votes aimed 
at broadening and restoring teeth 
to strike control legislation.

Rally Seemingly Thin Lines 
Labor supporters in the cham­

ber meanwhile rallied their seem­
ingly thin lines in a fight to stave 
off'action.

As Republicans scheduled an af­
ternoon conference to decide their 
attitude on the half-dozen pending 
proposals.' Chairman Murray (D., 
Mont.) called on defenders of. his 
Labor committee’s “ mild” bill to 
meet at the same time to plan 
their strategy.

This appeared to\ be ' aimed at 
delaying any test vote imtil tem­
pers heated by the coal strike get 
a chance to cool off.

An administration lieutenant 
who declined to be quoted by name 
expressed confidence that major 
issues between the operators abd 
the United Mine Workers will be 
resolved within the Wednesday 
deadline set by President Truman. 
Mui^ray told k reporter he believes 
“several days" o f debate will be 
required before a vote can be 
reached on the Byrd issue.

The Virginian put forth his 
amendment while the operators 
were contending that Lewi.s bad 
renewed his demand for a 10-cent- 
a-ton production royalty, which 
would net the union something 
over $50,000,000 a year.

Would Yield $70,000,000 Yearly
Late yesterday, however. Lewis 

made public his specific welfare 
fund proposal for the first time, 
saying It should be financed by a 
seven per cent payroll levy. This 
would yield $70,000,000 a year.

“ It’s the same thing only big­
ger," Byrd asserted, adding that 
he was confident the Senate would 
go along with his idea to prohibit 
any such payments.

Elarlier in the day Byrd revised 
his amendment to offset criticism 
from Senator Pepper (D „ Fla.), 
and others.

When Pepper contended repeat 
edly that Byrd wanted to “put 
John L. Lewis In the peniten­
tiary," the Virginian agreed to 
strike out a section providing 
prison penalties for union officials 
who demanded royalties or other 
payments.

Byrd said he also would change 
the wording In such a way that 
an employer could make donations 
toward a union picnic or main­
taining a baseball team.

Hartford. May 14—(/P)—Mrs. 
Grace M. Talcott. 69-year-old 
Warehouse Point widow, who 
claimed tha t tha late Frank H. 
Whipple, Hartford businessman, 
had contracted to pay her $500 a 
month as tong a s ' she remained 
unmarried, lost her suit for $200,- 
000 damages from the Whipple es­
ta te  In a decision by Superior Court 
Judge William J. Shea yesterday.

Mrs. Talcott, who received 
monthly payments of $.500 from 
Whipple between 1923 and 1940,

had maintained th a t the payments 
were made by Whipple under a  
verbal contract in return  for her 
promise to  remain unmarried.

J ’ldge Shea, In his decision said, 
"whatever the reaeon for theee 
payments may have been, the fact 
Is th a t they were not made In con­
sideration of any agreem ent th a t 
the plaintiff would not m arry "

Whipple died in 1944 a t  the age 
of 79. Judge Shea found th a t he 
became acquainted with Mrs. Tal­
cott in 1890 and th a t she subse­
quently worked In his office. After 
her husband’s death In 1922 she 
was without means and her home 
was foreclosed In 1023.

Judge Shea found th a t she ap' 
pealed for help to  Whipple who be­
gan to loan her small turns of 
money which she was unable to  
repay. Whipple continued to  pay 
her money, in 1926,bought a house 
for her In West Hartford, the de­
cision saWr and the $500 monthly 
payments began about this time.

So it seemed likely today that 
the Democratic National commit 
tee could be counted on to mar­
shal substantial support for those 
candidates in close fights who hap 
pen to be down in one labor black 
book or another.

Will Bark Four Senatoni 
Indications are that the commit 

tee Mill give strong backing to at 
least four senators on a list of 
seven Democrats tagged for black 
ball action by Thomas Burns, as' 
sistant rhhirman of the CIO's Po' 
litical Action Committee at last 
week’s Atlantic City meeting of 
the Amalgamated Clothing Work 
ers union.

(Chairman Sidney Hillman 
the CIO-PAC insists that this 
purge list represents only the 
Clothing Workers’ sentiments, and 
that no similar roster has been 
prepared by the national organiza­
tion.)

Both sides have said their ne­
