Life Sentence 
Handed Slayer

German Girl Goavirted 
Nine Days After Sol­
dier Sbot to Death
Nuernberg. June 21—(Ah— 

Blonde Erika Krebs, 20-year-oId 
German girl, was sentenced today 
to life imprisonment for murder­
ing Sergt. Robert E. Flanigan of 
Peoria, 111.

A military court convicted the 
pretty killer just nine days after 
the American soldier was shot to 
death in his apartment here.

German doctors testified the 
girl at one time might have shown 
signs of pregnancy but not now.

The decision of the five-man 
tribunal of the American Military 
government came after leas than 
10 minutes’ deliberation. The trial 
took two days. The girl, a native 
Sudeten German, broke'into tears 
as th i coiul pronounced sentence 
and continued to cry . as she was 
led away.

5lother Sees Daughter
The girl's mother was In the 

audience and managed a 'meeting 
'"’ith the daughter she nad not seen 
since they were ejected from the 
Siidetenland in Czechoslovakia a 
year ago.

The prosecution called the 
Krebs girl a "wilful murderer,”

, while Dr. Friederich Bergold, her 
attorney, told the court Flanigan 
led her to believe he was being di­
vorced and trifled with her affec­
tions. He said she ' had been a 
member of the Hitler 'yo'Rh but 
waa not a fanatic.

Hear Sentence Stolidly
The little courtroom was filled 

with German girls who heard the 
sentence stolidly without any kind 
of demonstration.

WJien she was arre .ed for kill­
ing Sergt. Flanigan here nine

He did not Identify the scientists, 
but .-his testimony Indicated they 
fled because of political and racial 
persecution.

One of the foremost of atomic 
rcaearchera, Dr. LIze Meitner, a 
Jew, quit Germany In the '30a 
and continued her work In Norway, 
later giving her knowledge to 
Americap experimenters.

Lost Civilization Beckons Tourists on Elephants

Siem Reap. Cam bodia — Deep 
in the Cam bodian jungles border­
ing Slam  lies S ou theast A sia’s 
m ost'fam ous to u ris t a t trac tio n  — 
the lost civilization of A ngkor.

In the four cen tu ries a f te r  800 
A.D., the Kingdom of Cam bodia 
w as a t  the zenith  of its  p o w er.. 
Angkor, the royal cap ita l, was 
world-farnoiis for w ealth and fab- 
uloii.* hixury.

. A dventurous CThinese trave lers 
told of m ighty kings of the Push- 
kara , Surya and Ja y a  dynasties 
who rode ^elephants and were 
arm ed with golden swords. .Sur­
rounding them  w as a royal body­
guard of handsom e Amazons 
arm ed w ith shields and swords. 
Legions of male In fan try  and ele­
phan t cavalrj’ com pleted the royal 
retinue.

But A ngkor wa.* doomed. W ar­
like Thai tr ih esm en --an ccsto rs  of 
the pre.sent-dav .Siamese -invaded 
Cam bodia in-l'313, '1351. 1420 and 
1473, Each tim e A ngkor was sack ­
ed and as m any as 90.000 slaves 
carried  Into bondage. The Khm er 
kings saw the handw riting  on the 
wall. The m ighty city  of A ngkor 
was abandoned to the jungle.

F or centuriea A ngkpr w as a lost 
city. Occasionally, explorers led 
by native guides stum bled upon 
the Incredible s igh t of a g rea t, 
ghost city  in the w ilderness. But 
not until the tu rn  of the 20th cen­
tu ry  w as an organized s tudy  and 
resto ra tion  begun by the French

A ngkor's fam e sp read  in pre­
w ar years. H undreds of tou rists  
flocked to nearby Slem Reap to 
to u r the ruins. Today Slem Reap 
serves as a  convalescent center 
for F rench soldiers w ounded in 
Indochina. F ascinated  by the 
ruins, the soldiers explore them  
from  dawn until dusk.

B um  or g re a t boulders which 
thousands of slaves carried  from 
a m ountain 35 miles aw ay the 
tem ples range from  g rea t A ngkor 
Vat, one and one-half miles in c ir­
cum stance, to  little  Phnom  Bak- 
heng, atop a hill reached by h ir­
ing an elephant for 25 cents.

Heavyweight Field Finds 
No Logical Contenders 
To Challenge Champ

New York, June 21—t/P)--Never 

before in the nine years since he 
won the heavyweight champion­
ship has Joe Louts stood out over 
the world's fighting men to the ex­
tent he does today.

When the big, amber-colored 
Negro knocked out Bill Conn with 
such convincing ease Wednesday 
night he just about fought him­
self out of prospective challengers 
for his title. He finds himself out 
on a high plateau, all by himiaelf.

Probably not since Jim Jefferies 
retired for lack o f opposition has 
the field been so barren of con­
tenders, men whom promoter Mike 
Jacobs might hope to pit against 
Louis in a big outdoor fight It 
would be difficult to guess when 
Joe will fight again.
