2. The N L R A  should b* changed 
so that a boas would have aonM 
freedom in talking with his em­
ployes about a union.

A  cldsed shop, under certain con- 
dltiona, is considered all right by 
the National Labor Relations 
board which waa set up j o  admin 
liter the N LR A .

4. Unions should’ be forced to 
incorporate. like any business, so 
they can be sued for violating a 
contract.

Agslust Organlalug Foremen
5. Tha N L R A  should be changed 

so that foremen could not be or­
ganised into uniona. ’They can be 
now, under certain conditions. Em­
ployers say they coiuider foramen 
part o f management.

6. The N L R A  should be changed 
to compel uniona to bargain with 
an employer.

control bill fo r presentation to  the 
special session i f  one IS called. 

Bert To W ait FeorlSaya 
The governor added that he 

Uiought it best to wait a few  days 
to see what COngresa does before 
calling a special aeaaibn. Congress 
might pass a rent control taw 
which would make a state act un 
necesiuiry, the governor said, snL 
the cost o f the administration of 
such a taw would be borne by the 
Federal government instead o f by 
the state. In any event, he de 
clared, “ Connecticut ta ll have a 
rant control taw by -Aug. 1.” 

Speaker Marsh contehded that 
as the bill now before Omgreas in 
eludes a provision exempting from 
Federal rent controls states that 
have their own taws, Connecticut 
“should take the opportunity to 
shed the shackles o f Federal rule 
and return the control o f rente to 
the state.”

Te Start Werfc Immedlstciy
Senator Spellman assured the 

governor that the Legislative coun­
cil would immediately start work 
on the drafting o f a rent control 
law and that such a measure would 
be ready if a special session is

Let the public, then, with the 
aid o f church and'community lead­
ership, here and everywhere, rise 
to fight at once to protect itself, 
ito own .children, ito homes, and 
ito vei7  country.
