Unless Wages Higher

Collins Tells State Fed-
eration of Labor Del-
egates Political

“tivity Necessary

Hartford, Sept. 3—(\#)—Presi-
dent. Timothy M. Collins of the
Connecticut Federation of Labor
(AFL) predicted today that unless
higher wages are paid for greater
production, “there will be resump-
tion of industrial unrest.”

In & report prepared for the
opening of the organization's four-
day convention, Collina also told
the delegates that political activity
could no longer be regarded as “a
side lssue” by the federation but
would have to be put “on a par
with our ecanomic efforts.”

Wlfﬂ “Still Entirely Too Low™

With the assertion that wages
in Connecticut are “still entirely
too low," the labor leader said:

“While labor's exsphasis is being
placed on-greater efficiency and

uctivity for the immediate fu-

, unless management concedes
that the workers are entitled to a
falrer share In the increased pro-
duction that will follow, there
will be a resumption of industrial
unrest and a cofapse of the busi-
ness rmlpeﬂty that now prevails.”

Collins contended that it took
$3,500 to $4,000 a yesar, or an hour-
Iy wage of §1.75 to $2, to maintain
a family of four “in health and de-
cency.” Instead, he said, the aver-
g urly wage in Connecticut in
June ranged from 89 cents for
service industries to $1.37 in the
construction industry,

“We cannot be satisfied until
wage rates are high enough in all
industries to provide an income
adequate for the proper support of
a worker's family.” he sald,

Collins jolned with BSecretary-
Treasurer Joseph M. Rourke in
criticizing the recent session of
Congress and urging increased po-
litical activity.

Sald Collins, who recently nam-
ed s federation non-partisan polit.
fcal committee for the coming state
elections:

“What good is it to make gains
through our economic strength
when reactionary forces by the use
of their political maneuverings
whittle them down?

“Our political activity has enter-
ed a new phase and must be taken
more seriously by every AFL mem-
ber. Most delegates, I am aware,
have been trained in the union
achool of organization and contract

negotiation and not many are ex- |

perienced in the sphere of politics.

Necessity, however, Is compelling |
all of us to acquire an education in |

political action.”
