There
were 00 almshouses A the state
in 1900, Today there are only 30
and every yesr or two anobther dis-
nppears. As a rule the farms do
not pay. The care given Is neces-
sarily perfunctory. The arguments
in favor of selling the farm and

the almshouse and placing the in-
mates-in boarding or convalescen!
homes is too strong to be perma-
nently resisted.”

In this regard we call to mind
the argument that ensued when

the nt almahouse was pro-
l}n-z.::.\vu back in 1911, we be-
eve.. The chalrman of the pro-

posed ‘glimahouse committee wans
the Iate Horace B, Cheney. He
urged the town meeting to give
Manchester the fnest almahouse
fn the state. The Cheney business
was particularly lucrative at the
time, Howevér, the Iate Judge H.
O. Bowers, father of the present
Judge Raymond R, Bowers, and of
Selectman Sherwood G, Bowers,
arose and sald “If you go ahead
with this proposition you'll soon
find that you can board the in-
mnies at the Waranoke Hotel as
cheap or cheaper than at the alms-
house."

The words of the late Judge
Baowerns, & farsighted and ahrewd
man, were prophetic. The time
ecame mome years ago when it
would have been and still ia cheap-
er to board the Inmates than mam-
tain the almshouse. Town Treas-
urer Waddell Is thoroughly in fak-
or of such action in Manchester.
He han made a thorojigh study of
the local situation and is firmly
convinced that the move would be
s wise one for the town to make.

As Making Fine Progress

New . York, Sept. 18—/ —It's
not to be gainsaid that television
in color is making progress. How
close it is bringing the days of
the first regular program service
is another matter, No one yet
seems to be in a position to say.
