De Gaulle said he hoped th.# na­
tion also would reject the new con- 
atitutlon, even though this would 
mean prolonging the temporary 
government In France.

"Nn Real Organlxatloa"
The proposed conatltutlon, he

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Tepipest Over Wallace 
May Quiet Down Now

Many May Have Been 
Diverted from Critical 
AnalyBia by Extraor­
dinary ' Circumstances

Hy James Marlow 
Washington. Sept. 19—i/Cl—The j 

tempest over Henry Wallace may ! 
quiet down now—for a while, a t : 
least—since he’s agreed tempo-1 
rarily not to make any more - 
speeches.

For-S whole week there's been 
international excitement over Wal­
lace; What he said in a speech 
lost Thursday night and. what he 
i-rote earlier to President Truman 
in s letter which Wallace made 
public Tuesday night.

In the speech and the letter 
WX'llace urged a softer United 
States attitude toward Russia. 
And he suggested ways In which 
he thought the two nations might 
work better together for peace,
, In both he was critical of our 

foreign policy, a policy laid down 
by President Truman and Secre­
tary of State Byrnes.

But many people may have been 
diverted from a critical analysis 
of WaUace’s ideas by the extraor­
dinary circumstances surrounding 
the delivery of the speech and the 
release of the letter.

President Truman had .said he 
approved the whole speech. He 
changed this later and said he 
merely had meant to say he ap­
proved Wallace's right to make a 
speech. \

Wondered About Change 
But he did not make this cor­

rection until two days after the 
speech was delivered. During that 
time the nation wondered whether 
his endorsement of the whole 
speech meant a change in our 
foreign policy.

A s  to the letter:
Wallace Wrote It to Mr. Truman 

July 23 and his office released it 
publicly Tuesday night, explain­
ing It was doing so only because a 
columnist had obtained a copy of 
i t

Wallace's office, before releas­
ing it, got approval from Mr. Tru­
man's press secretary, Charles G. 
^ s s .  Later, when Ross checked 
with the president Mr. Truman 
wouldn’t approve. Too late. The 
letter had been released/'

This tremendous White House 
mix-up on a subject so important 
and delicate as our foreign rela­
tions kept Washington and the 
nation steamed up.

Divided Among Three dasses 
Generally, the reaction to this 

whole occurrence seemed to be 
divided among tjiree classes;

1. Those who dislike Wallace 
end hence found In all thia a rea­
son for disliking and crtlcizing 
him even more.

2. Those who have consistently 
followed Wallace looked upon what 
ho said os an expression of their 
cfiivn views.

3. Those who— although they 
had followed or sympathized with 
Wallace until now—became criti­
cal of his thinking when they an­
alyzed what he said.

Maybe now, with the excitement 
dying down a bit, those who are 
interested in what Wallace has to 
say will take time to analyze care 
fully what he said, and the Impll- 
eatlons in what he said.

Can Judge for Themselves 
In this way they can judge for 

themselves.
Because in his speech Wallace 

suggested we stay In our back­
yard and keep out of Russia’s 
backyard, he has been criticized as 
proposing isolationism.

To this writer it seems that Wal­
lace’s s|;k:ech was not as carefully 
put together as his letter to the 
president. (

For that reason, the question 
probably can be raised fairly 
whether he said things In his 
speech which he may not have 
meant at all. For example: Iso­
lationism.

This would not be the first time 
Wallace has been accused of say­
ing less than precisely what he 
had in mind. And some things 
Wallace has said in the past have 
been turned u'Jion him.

But again, in his letter to the 
president, Wallace set out to show 
reasons for Russia's distrust of 
this country and our distru.st of 
Russia.

He heavily documented the case 
for the Russians, why they might 
distrust us. But he only sketchily

This 
dancing also adds to the social 
development especially o f the 
younger children.

In the very mungest child by 
helping him to Interpret In song, 
for example, the roMn which ha 
heard on his way to school, and 
to learn that a song must have 
rhythm, time and good sense. In­
struments are hlin made by means 
of such simple , tools as a wooden 
bawl and rubber tubing to create 
a tom-tom to interpret Indian cul­
ture.
