In order that the Assessors can apply the statutory ex­
emption allowed under Sections 1168 and 159f of the 
Connecticut law on the property tax of ex-service men 
and women ownership as of October I. 1916, the follow­
ing procedure must he complied with by them: to wit—

1. Must flie an honorable discharge (or in the case 
of officers, a certilirate of service) or other ade­
quate proof with the Assessors if the discharge 
or certificate is losl — not ialer than October 31, 
1946.

2. Those veterans having a service disability 
rating must lilc with the .Assessors a form letter 
from the proper authority stating their percent­
age of disability — not later than October 31, 
1946.

The ministry said it confirmed a 
report that the town of Deekate, 
captured three daye ago by 2,000 
leftists, was recaptured by gov­
ernment forces in a battle in which 
the lettisU lost 80 killed, 178 cap­
tured and many wounded.

On the eve of King George II’b 
return to hU throne, the Greek 
government presented evidence to 
the British that the forces now be­
ing opposed by Greek troops were 
being armed “ from the outside,” 
the spokesman said.

Post-War Developments 
Show How 
Can Take Over Gov 
em m ent of Nation

Poat-war developmenta In tha Bal­
kan countrlea have shown how a  
minority group can take over a 
government and Impose an alien 
economy without effective opposi­
tion from within or without.

In the name of democracy, Moa- 
cow-eponaored regimes In Tugo- 
■lavia, Bulgaria, Romania and sev­
eral central European countrlea 
have moved steadily forward to­
ward Communism.
Bopported by Only Small Group 

Neutral observers In the Balkana 
are almost unanimous In their 
opinion th a t the Communlzation 
of the Balkana had the support of 
only a  small group and th a t it 
would have been actively, and even 
violently, oppoeed by a  large ma­
jority  if the m ajority had had fair 
warning of what to expect

Prew ar regimea of eaatem  
European countries, fearing the 
world revolution plans of their 
Rusaimn neighbors, all drove their 
Communist parties underground 
through both legal and illegal per­
secutions. I t  is hard to find a top 
Communist leader on the Balkan 
peninsula today who did not spend 
a  m ajority of his prewar years In 
prison, in exile or aia a  hunted 
criminal.

This policy served to knit the 
Balkan Communists into t ig h t ef- 
Sclent groups. In prison they per­
fected themselves in the dogma 
of the M arxist, gospel; in exile— 
usually In Soviet Russia—they 
took post-graduate work In revo­
lution; living illegally they tested 
their plans for the future by cease­
less agitation.

Regime Totally Communist 
Today, Yugoslavia lives under a 

regime as totally Communist as 
th a t of Russia after the F irst 
World war. Largely because of 
American and British diplomatic 
representations, the "revolution” 
haa made leas headway in Bul­
garin and Romania. In Greece the 
movement was emasculated—but 
not destroyed—by the civil w ar of 
1944. Although varied by the 
exigencies of the situations, events 
in the countries under partial or 
complete Communist domination 
are so similar th a t one could be­
lieve th a t the leaders were work­
ing from Identical blueprints.

Since In Yugoslavia the revolu­
tion has progressed further than 
In the other eaatem  European 
countrlea, th a t country la a  good 
example of how the Communist 
minority works.

The nvolution started  with the 
beginning of the World war—not 
the end of . It. The partisan guer­
rilla moventent of Marshal Josip 
Bros-Tito, organized immediately 
after the . 1941 'Invasion of Yugo­
slavia, drew its top leadership 
from the ranks of the Communist 
party, but ita rank and file came 
from simple peasants, workers and 
townspeople who Joined with no 
political motives but with a  de­
sire to  strike a blow a t the Axis 
invaders.

Communism Soft-Pedaled
For the outside world, Com­

munism was soft-pedaled in Tito's 
National Liberation Army, but 
"political education" was as im­
portant a  part of its activity aa 
fighting the Germans, Italians and 
^ I s l ln g  Armies. Politioal com­
missars were installed and the 
revolution began.

As the end of the war was 
sighted and the partisans began 
to  consolidate the territory they 
won from the invaders, overall 
government plans were made and 
announced to the nation and the 
world. These pronouncements 
W’cre always In the name of democ­
racy.

When Tito made hta peace with 
the exiled Yugoslav government 
In London and signed the Tito, 
Subastc agreement, democratic 
institutions were once more prom­
ised. Those who feared Com­
munism were lulled Into a sense 
of security.

As Tito's Army reclaimed more 
and more of Yugoslavia, ready, 
made governments were set to 
take over the administration of 
the liberated areas. The.se Com­
munist-trained peoples' commit­
tees lost no time In setting up 
courts and Implementing 'Tito's 
program.

Bevolntion In Progress
Thua, while Germans fought 

fiercely in northern Yiigoalaria In 
the last phase of the war, Tito's 
revolution was In progress 
throughout the country, right up. 
to the battle line.

People’s courts lost no time In 
trying and executing those accused 
of gbllahoration. Obligatory politi­
cal education was extended to the 
population as a  whole. Yjauth, and 
e\»ent infant, groups w r e  organ­
ized. Schools were geared to the 
machine for propagation of the 
new Idea. , j

The second phase of the revolp- 
tlon 'was under way.

But even then any suggestion 
th a t the newly-liberated Yugosla-. 
via waa modeling Itself on Soviet 
Russia was taboo. In 1945, when 
this correspondent first visited 
Belgrade while fighting waa In 
progress only a few milea north 
of the Yugoslav capital, any sug- 
gesUon th a t Yugoslavia waa head­
ing toward . Sovietlzatlon waa 
sternly cenaoird from dispatches. 
(The censorship subsequently was 
eliminated after V-E Day).

NM teet Trick of Bevelhilea
One of the neatest tricks of r  

oluUon by indirection was Yugo­
slavia’s nationalization , of trade 
and industry by cosirt process. 
Announcement of auch a  sweeping- 
economic 'change would have 
aroused dangerous opposition—at 
least. Tito's government must have 
thought so.

Great Crisis

Rcpufilicana Ask *Whose 
Fault b  It?’ as ‘Ob- 
structionist Tac t i c s '  
Charged by Truman
Washington, Sept 25— (O— Re- 

pubHcani, seixing upon President 
Tyumen's aoaertton that thla coun­
try la in aa great an emergency 
now as when Pearl Harbor waa 
hit, came back today with "Whose 
fault is it 7"

Declaring that the emergency 
will continue "imtil we can get 
peace and production." Mr. Tru­
man added In hia first major thrust 
into the congressional campaign 
“ that's the program of the Demo­
cratic party.”

Charges Obstrwtlaniam 
In an Informal address to a 

group of 39 Democratic nominees 
-jrfrom 17 etatea who called at the 

M'hite House yesterday, the presi­
dent charged the Republicans with 
“Obstructionist tactics” and colled 
for the election of a Congress In 
sympathy with the 1944 Demo­
cratic platform.

Carroll peece, chairman of the 
Republican National committee, 
responded In a statement to re­
porters that "If we are in aa great 
an emergency as Mr. Truman In­
dicates, whose fault la it?

“ He and his administration have 
been In power with overwhelming 
majority In both branches of Con­
gress.” Reece added. “ No leader­
ship has been In evidence. Mr. Tru­
man is simply In water’ over hit 
head.”

Mr. Truman had pointed to 
Reece and two other Republicans 
In voicing his contention of 
G.O.P. "obstruction" and describ­
ing the Democratic party as "the 
party of progress."

"1 don’t see how any voter who 
thinks at all could vote for the 
Reeee-Taft-Crawford proigram," 
the president asserted. " It  Is Just 
Impossible. The difficulties with 
which we are faced now are due 
Ip part to the obstructionist tactics 
of those gentlemen.’’

Besides Reece he' referred to 
Senator Robert A. Taft of Ohio, 
and Rep. Fred L. Crawford, of 
3tichlgan, both of whom led in the 
successful move to revise OPA ex­
tension legislation at the last ses­
sion of Congress. The modifying 
amendments received soma Demo­

cratic support too,'and this was 
reflected In the comment of one 
of the nominees yeaterday—Prince 
H. Preston, of Ocorgle.

Woart6 AbaOah Coatrols 
Preston told a reporter he had 

found "pretty unanimoue eantl- 
ment” among the 39 Washington 
vlaitora to abolish all OPA controls 
except those over rents. He said 
he pereonally favored such action 
and "definitely”  la against ceilings 
bn farm . prodiucts.

Several other southerii candi­
dates,told a reporter that Richard 
R. Na'cy, executive vice chairman 
of the National committee, bad 
given them advice on “ talking with 
the nreaa” about the Truman-Wal­
lace controversy.

When asked about this, Naey 
aald some of the candidates as|c- 
ed him what to say to reporter! If 
questioned about the dismlosal of 
Henry Wallace from the cabinet 
Necy said he told them he did not 
want to tell them what to aay, but 
If anyone asked about the Wallace 
Incident "the less said the better.”  

" I  told them the admlnlatratlon 
position wiaa solidly behind 
Byrnes," he added.

Open Door to White Booae 
The president began his Infor­

mal talk by telling the nomintea 
they would have an open door to 
the White House to discuss their 
problems "when you come to the 
Ongress," next January.

He closed with the declaration 
that "right now we are In Just as 
great an emergency—and have 
been ever since V-J day—as we 
were when Pearl Harbor hap­
pened; and that emergency will 
continue until we can get peace 
and production.

"That’s all we want That’a 
the program of the Democratic 
party—peace in the world, and a 
production program that will help 
rehabilitate that world. It will 
never be necessary to have unem­
ployment if  that program of the 
Democratic party as outlined In 
1944 is carried out. That’s all 
need say to you.”

In a statement at Saginaw, 
Mich., Crawford said tbe desire 
for greater production "la not a 
private monopoly of either Dem­
ocrats or Republicans,”  adding;

" It  Is time for Mr. Truman to 
comprehend that the various In­
ternational obligations which we 
have made preciously will fall by 
the wayside unless we do have full 
employment and production In the 
United States under the private 
enterprise systen and without In­
terference by tlie planned econ­
omists of Washington.”

Two 1‘rinclpal Reasons 
Officials suggest there may be 

two principal reasons for thla. They 
say first that the Kremlin undoubt­
edly haa recognised In recent 
weeks that Russian policies In 
eastern Europe and the Middle 
East have coat Russia much of the 
sympathetic understanding It once 
had In the United Sta te ! and else­
where.

In the second place there la con­
siderable speculation here that In­
ternal conditions In Russia are far 
from what Stalin , might dealre. 
Hence Soviet lenders may feel they 
have overplayed their hand In 
durmming Into their own people 
the Idea that they live In a world 
beset by capitalistic antagonists.

In this respect, Stalin's com­
ments that Communism and capi­
talism can live together may have 
been designed to ease Internal ten­
sions and hold out to the Russian 
people a greater prospect of long­
term peace.

Na Support for British View 
There IS virtually no support 

here for a Bnuah view that the 
Stalin statement might Indicate 
preparations for some sort of new 
"get tough" policy toward the 
United States.

American officials tend to mini­
mize the Importance of Stalin’s 
assertions that he considers with­
drawal of American troops from 
China as vital to peace and that 
"monopolist possession of the atom 
bomb can not last long."

While acknowledging that these 
two statements could bo Interpret­
ed ns highly critical of American 
policies, officials say they arc not 
necessarily anything more than an 
understandable reiteration of es­
tablished Russian views on the 
Chinese and atomic situations.
