Plans to Welcome
Return of George

Athens to Close Down1

Completely Satur-

Athens, Sept. 26.—(P)—
The Greek government com-
pleted today its plans for wel-
coming King George II back
to his throne despite fierce
border fighting and civil
strife in northern Greece
which Premier Constantin
Tsaldaris says has reached
the magnitude of war,

Athens will close down com-
pietely Saturday morning for the
king’s reception apd police an-
nounced that all permits for car-

arms had been suspended.

Police sald persons lining the
route of the parade marking the
monarch's return to Greece after
five years of exile would not be
permitted to circulate and that any
person was liable to search.

All persons were forbldden to
watch the parade from rooftops or
terraces for a depth of about 100
yards from the route of march,
which will begin at Faleron Bay
and continue to the Greck cathe-
dral in the heart of Athens,

The king was to arrive at an air-
port on the Peloponnesus and then
board a destroyer for the journey
to Piraeus, the port of Athens,

(In London, a source close to
the king, summoned home by a
recent plebiscite, sald the mon-
arch's return was expected to
stabilize the tense situation In
Greece. He was expected to de-
part for Greece either today or to-
Morrow.)

Washington, Sept. 28 —(P—A
German secret document publish.

ed by the State department dis-
closed today that Japan was hop-
ing to make peace between Ger-
many and Russia at the very mo-
ment in 1843 when Hitler was

urging Japan to attack the Soviet
Unilon.,

The document also offered new
confirmation for the idea that
Germany hoped by conquering all
western Russia to link forces with
her eastern partner once Japan
bad sccomplished the planned con-
quest of India,

Published In Bulletin!

The new document, one of 400
tons of German official papers
captured by the American Army,
Is published In the official State
Department Bulletin,

It is the German account of =
lct;nrera?bc;‘n between Foreign Min-
ster trop, Japanese Am
bassador Oshima and Major Gen-
eral Okamoto In May, 1943, at the
time when the American and Brit-
ish forces were readying their of-
fensives from North Africa into
southern Europe,

The report also contained &
German version of the reason for
the attack on Russia, despite the
fact that Germany had a trealy
with the Soviet Union. It said:.

“With the conclusion of the
three-power pact with Japan (in-
cluding also Germany and Italy),
Runsin had been expressly exclud-
ed (from the war) and there had
been intended for her the role of
a sort of neutral silent partner in
the war against the Anglo-Ameri-
cans."

“Aggressive Attitude™ Assumed

“Russia,"” Ribbentrop further
told Oshima, “had a this
role when she made possible
demands and assumed an aggres-
sive attitude against Germany. So
Germany had had to take steps
against Russia™

Ribbentrop alleged
that Soviet Forelgn Minister Molo-
tov had demanded a “free hand”
for Russia in Romania, Finland
and Turkey and had declared a
Russian interest also in the Katte-
gat and Skagerrak. Moreover, he

Veterans Required to
Wait Only Four
‘Months to Occupy

Hartford, BSept. 28 — Veterans
who purchase homes in this area
will be be granted OPA eviction
“waiting perioda” of four montha
for obtaining otcupancy of their
premises, according to a change in
rent control regulations announc-
eod today by Jameax T. Sullivan,
OPA State Rent Executive.

Formorly, veterans and all other
home buvers were required to walt
six months before oblaining occu-
pancy, Mr, Sulllvan pointed out.

“This ruling means that veter-
ans of World War IT who are pur-
chasing homes for their own oc-
cupancy will in most casea receive
an automatic four months’ waiting
period from OPA" he sald. “But
the law atill requires veterans and
all other  purchasers to apply to
OPA for a certificate of eviction.
The walting period for non-veter-
ans will remain at six montha.”

Arother modification of rent
control rules was also announced
today by Mr. Sullivan, In all cases
where landlords have received
eviction certificates from OPA, and
the intentions or circumstances
so change that the premises will
not be used for the purposes previ-
ously specified, the landlord must
immediately notify the OPA area
rent director, In writing, and sur-

New York, M)M——"Orv
ders from Moscow" s a phrase fre-
quently heard when outsiders dis- |
cusa the political situations in the
Cotomunist-dominated countries of
eastern BEurope. Leaders of these
countries vehemently deny all that
the term implies.

Just what form and amount of
control doas Russia exercise over
the government of an neighboring
Communist state such as Yugosla-
via? That is a question frequently
asked but never authoritatively an-
swered.

Control Seen Subtle

My observations in countries
where Communists hold key posi-
tions such as Bulgaria os Romania
or where they cxercise complete
control as in Yugoslavin have cone
vinced me that control from Mos-
cow Is much more subtle than gen-
erally is supposed in- the United
States,

People who visualize Generalis-
simo Joseph Stalin picking up the
telephone and calling Marshall Tito
with instructions to shoot down an
American plane or to pass a new
law are way off the beam.

Of" course, the policy of Coms-
munists in eastern European gove
ernments meshes smoothly with
the policy of the Kremlin, Events
of the past two years make that
amply clear. But anyone that
thinks that this iz brought about
through detailed and specific or-
ders from Moscow with each tick
of the clock vastly underestimates |
the vitality and energy of  the
Communist movement.

Don't Need Instructions

Communist politicians don’t get
minute instructions for their daily
work because« they don't need
them. They know their jobs.
They know what is expected of
them. They know their Marxist
dogma, and they know how this
theory has been implemented and
interpreted by Lenin and Stalin.!
In short, they are cogs in the huge
Communist machine.

Marshal Tito, for Instance, got
his first lessons in Communist |
revolutionary technique when he
fought with the Red Army in the
last vear of the First World war.
He previously had deserted “the
Austro-Hungarian Army to throw
in his lot with the Russians.

Life Devoted To Revolution

From that time Tito devoted his
life to the revolution. He was
sentenced to prison in hia native
Croatis for Communist agitation.
He was an important cog in the
Communist organization which
smuggled men from the Balkan
countries to fight on the side of
Republican Spain in that coun-|
try's civil war,

He was living the life of a tuxi-‘
tive In Yugosiavia when the Ger-
mans marched in In 1941, Hin |
whole adult life was a preparation |
for the role he was to play when
opportunity presented.

Or take another ~ example,
Georgi Dimitrov, Bulgaria's chief |
Communist and apparently in-|
evitable choice tor president in
the new Bulgarian republic.

Had to Flee Bulgaria

This black-moustached, grey-
maned old veteran of intrigue and
agitation had to free his native
Bulgaria on the wave of Com-
munist persecution in the years
fmmediately after the First World
War.

His home became any spot in
Furope where the Communist un-
derground needéd him. His life. as
surely ss that of any of the top|
leaders in Soviet Russia, was de-
voted to the idea of revolution, ‘

This life came to a climax in
Germany with the Reichstag fire |
trinl of 1983, when he made a gool |
of Hermann Goering of the then-
budding Naz{ party. The game that
cama with his acquittal destroyed |
his value as an underground work-
er, so Dimitrov moved up to big-
ger and more important jobs, He
returned to Russia to head the
Comintern, devoted to world revo-
lution,

Washington, Sept. 26— —Why
s meat acarce? There's no single,
clear«cut andwer, It's a jumble of
arguments, The truth lies some-
where among them

Here are the main srguments:

1. Farmers have plenty of cattle
but are holding them back untll
OPA allows better prices or until
price cellings are knocked off en-
tirely.

2. Farmers are not holding back,
They're fattening up their cattle
to make better beef. They won't be
ready for market for weoks. |
" Ranges Loaded With Cattle

But, no matter what the argu-
ments, the ranges are loaded with
cattie. |

This much is true: ]

Last summer—between the time

Congress let OPA and meat cell-
ings die and the time it revived |
OPA and the cellings —a record |
number of cattle reached the mar- |
ket. .
. Since there were no ceilings in
that period, cattle-growers could |
charge any price for their meat
they could get. Prices went up.

The p: ction was made at the |
time that the record summer-run
of cattle would mean less meat
in the autumn. The reason:

Cattle Rushed To Market

The cattle—which otherwise
would have heen sent to market '
through July, August, September,
October—were rushed to market
in that July-August period of no |

and good profits.

How did price ceilings get back [
on cattle?

When Congress let OPA dle
June 30, all price controls died.
Finally, after wrangling through
July, Congress set OPA up again.

In the new law it created s
three-man Decontrol board. It
was the board’'s job to decide when
and where cellings should be re-
moved or reatored,

The law said meat ceilings
should be restored unless the De-
control board sald “No." The board
did not say "No." So cellings came
back on meat. All were back by
Sept. 10. '

0 Ways To Remove Ceilings

How can price ceilings be re-
moved if the government decides
that's what (s necessary to get the
farmera to send their cattie to
market?

There fre two ways:

1. OPA can do it if the Agri-|
culture d ment, which i»s boui

over livestock approves.

2. A fairly long., roundabout
way, which goes like this:

Representatives of the meat in-
dustry—called an Industry Advis-
ory committee—will have to ask
Becretary of Agriculture Clinton P. |
Anderson to remove meat ceilings.

They haven't done 8o yet, but are
expected to, If they asked hlml‘

Could Order Removal

If he thought ceilings
come off meat—and provided the
decontrol board agreed with him—
he could tell OPA to remove the
ceilings.
