Broadcast Time Refused 
The petition accused Columbia 

of "unjust discrimination In not 
• selling time for abstinence broad 
costs by Sam Morris, the designat­
ed spokesman for the antl-llquor 
drinking forces.” It alleged that 
requests for brosdesat time had 
been made "repeatedly” and In 
each instance refused.

The petition said the broadcast­

Geclarationa for a lasting peace.

This can be made an historic 
Beclaratlon. That ia ao becauaa, 
up to this time, thta country, 
which might normally be the na­
tion to advocate International dta- 
armament, has so far retrained 
from doing ao with the alibi that 
It would be useleM to propose 
such a thing to expanaionlet 
hchvUy-armed Russia. Perhaps 
that has been a sincere argument; 
perhgps it has been meraly an 
aUM, But, at any rate, the pro­
poaal has now come froih Russia, 
tbs very nation which wke < our 
own excuse for not making the 
propoaal ourselves.

Ha reported that private non 
agricultural employment In mid- 
October totaled 837,000, well above 
that of any other peacetime 
month. Manufacturing employ­
ment was about 407,000 workers. 
2,000 more than the total employ­
ed Just before the end of the war 

Egan said that unemployment 
In October was 25,100, compared 
to 41,600 In September. ’The de­
cline of 16.400 was the iergest in 
any one month since 1938, he said.

A Hallowe’en party can be-very ■ 
simple and still be great fun. Give 
them something good to cat, by 
their standards—not elaborate by 
yours. Decorate everything In 
truly Hallowe’en fashion. Have 
things arranged so that no dam­
age can be done, and let the young 
go their own gait.

Hobgoblin Apple.?: Allow one 
large apple for each guest. Cut off 
top. remove core, and hollow out 
apple, leaving shell about Vi Inch 
thick. Chop portion of apple re­
moved, combine with raisins or 
small seedless grapes, walnut 
meats and mayonnaise. With a 
small Sharp knife, drgw triangular 
eyes, nose and a half-moon mouth 
on side of apple, cutting deeply 
enough so that peel can be remov­
ed. Replace peel with cream 
Cheese. Stuff apple with chopped 
fruit and nut mixture, and replace 
top as hat.

Magic (Cauldron: Use a large 
preserving kettle or a pall for 
the cauldron. If desired, cover 
with orange or dark green crepe 
paper. Make three "logs" of rolled 
newspajier and cover with brown 
crepe paper. Arrange logs In a 
triangle.

Roll as for Jelly 
roll. Chit Into 1-lnch sllcea.

Place cut aide down in greased 
pan.

They covered 1936 miles from SL John’s, New­
foundland, to 'Clifden, Ireland, in' 16.. hours and 
,12 mlnutu, landing in a swamp because they 
had dropped their landing gear after take-off. 
Four Army Douglas biplanes began their flrst 

. globe-girdling flight the same fear. Two of 
them finished the trip, in 17S days. Their actual

flying time was 368 hours over the 36,349-mile 
route.
